Resolutions of Interest.

(Canadian Press.)

Peterboro, Ont., March 19—It was sug-
gested at the annual convention of the

provincial G. W. V. A. yesterday after-
noon that a newspaper be started in the

interests of the G. W. V. A. and a com-

mittee of newspaper men in attendance
at the convention was appealed to to
look into the matter and report.

One of the resolutions passed asked
the federal government to investigate the
reason for the exodus of Canadians to
the United States and to take steps to
counteract this movement. Another ask-
ed the government to “encourage the use
and production of Canadian mined coal,

and thereby offset American competi-
tion.”

The abolition of all property .qualifi-
cat! in order to enable all citizens, in-
cluCfig war veterans, to vote at muni-
cipal elections was urged. Other resolu-
tions were passed as follows:—

That the government be requested to
encourage reforestation and decrease by
embargo shipments of Canadian timber
to the United States.

That the free treatment period for
members of the C. E. F. be extended for
three years.

That an effort be made to encourage
trade within the empire as a means of
overcoming the adverse exchange rates.

That minors who are taking, or have
taken, yocational training courses be
granted a similar bonus to that granted
to other vocational students.

That the government restore the ban
on the Hearst newspapers..

That Armistice Day be recognized by
the G. W. V. A. and memorial services
be held on the Sunday nearest that date.

Thet the militia department be re-
quested to supply gun carriages and the
necessary rifes for a funeral party to G.
W. V. A. branches where suitably lo-
cated.

Ottawa, March 19—Lucien Cannon,
i federal M. P. for Dorchester, was the
_speaker at an “Irish Night” given at St.
| Anne’s Hall last evening by the St.
i Brigidet’s Young Men’s Club. He out-
|lined the reasons why Ireland should be
accorded self-government, not the vivi-
secte kind, proposed by the British poli-
ticians, but that accorded other small
nations.

He said he pointed with pride to the
fact that Irish-French blood ran in his
veins, to the justice and freedom en-
joyed by the Eunglish-speaking minority
in the province from which he came, and
to the celebrity enjoyed by one of his
great grand uncles, Rev. Father Cannon,
who in 1835 was parish priest of Ot-
tawa.

Southern Pacific
also was in demand, rising 11-4 points
and other rails were firm to strong. Gen-
eral Motors was most prominent of the
industrials, extending an early gain of

Imps To Save
His Home Burns

Five Lives Are Lost in Fire
in St. John’s,
Quebec

Philip Lariviere’s Wife and
Three Children and Man
Burned to Death—Pathetic
Failure of Father to Save
the Life of Babe. -

Montreal, March 19—Five lives were
lost in a fire which destroyed the home
of Philip Lariviere, 52 Queen street, St,
Johns, Que., last night. The victims
were:

Mrs, P, Lariviere, aged 29 years,

Salim Beszette, her brother-in-law,
aged 80. :

The three Lariviere children, one aged
infant.

The house was a double two-story
tenement, and the fire started im the
sleeping quarters of the Lariviere house,
presumably from the explosion of an oil
lamp attached to the wall.

Mr. Lariviere, who had arrived home
a/short time before and retired, was
awakened and, seizing one cuild, he
jumped from the window, but as he
jumped he dropped the child and it fell
back into the blaze. The flames had
made such progress that it was impos-
sible to re-enter. The alarm was given
by a neighbor living across the street,
but when the firemen arrived the whole
side of the tenement was ablaze, and it
was impossible to do anything to save
the imprisoned family.

The Boivin family, occupying the
other side of the tenement, escaped im
their night clothes.

When the fire was extinguished the
firemen entered. Mrs. Larivere’s body
was found bes de her bed. She had cvi-
dently attempted to escape.

in a lengthy speech maintained the im-
pgssi:bility of a coalition between the
Liberals and the Labor party, and urged
the absolute necessity of complete co-
lppexation ‘between the moderate elements
in ‘order to fight the socialists. He is
said to have asserted that a large num-
‘ber of the members of the House sup-
|posed to represent the labor of the.poun—
try, did not really do so.

The evening papers quote the premier
as declaring that the extremists were
in control of the Labor party in this
country, and that their policy was the
i policy of Bolshevism. They disdained
the redress of grievances and the im-
provements of conditions. A What they
sought was to destroy system, root and
branch, and plant treason.

As' a Liberal, Lloyd George is quoiled
as saying, he was out to fight despotism
whether on the part of the autocracy or
on the part of a trade union officials.

The parliamentary correspondent of
the Westminster Gazette understands
that Lloyd George also said that he
would be willing to retire and take a
rest after fifteen years of strenuous ser-
vice, if his party desired it.

A LOCAL NEED

Useful and necessary as are hospitals
and sanatoria for persons afflicted with
tuberculosis, these institutions are, says
; Dr. Vincent, an indictment agalnst so-
dety. He is right. The disease of
tuberculosis can be stamped out. This
cannot be done, however, without a thor-
ough campaign of education that will en-
list the aid of all the people. It involves
better housing and better living condi-
tions. It involves the reporting by med-
ical men of every case or suspected case,
so that the aid of dispensaries may be
invoked and if necessary the afflicted
person removed to an institution for
better care.

The province of: New Brunswick has
an excellent_sanitorium, but of limited
capacity, and St. John has an excellent
hospital, alse limited in capacity—and
it is the only onme in the province, The
free dispensary in this city has done a
work of great value, but it has also been
limited in its operations. Even if the
people now living in the city were freed
from the disease there are always new-
comers and among them may be incip-
ient or advanced cases of the disease call-
ing for treatment. Under such cigcum-
stances the citizens should be alive to
the importance of bringing every case to
the notice of the health authorities, and
should join in a campaign of education
which would make the free dispensary
and its work known in every household.

Dr. Vincent rightly asserts that health
is a community matter, and that it is
vital. In a democracy progress will not
go faster than the average intelligence
of the people. The appeal is to them
and to all of them; and it is the duty of
the more enlightened to spread the gos-
pel of health in every nook and corner
of the community. Prevention should be
the universal watchword. Every city
needs a health centre. So far as tuber-
culosis is concerned there is such, a cen-
tre and whatever is needed to make its
beneficial influence radiate throughout
the city should be provided.

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LIEUT.-COLONEL WORDEN.

During and since the war the Cana-
dian Club has been addressed by quite
4 number of participants in the great
struggle, but none of them told a story
of such absorbing interest as that told
by Lieut.-Colonel Worden, D. S. O, last
evening. It related to the British ex-
peditionary force of picked men sent
from the Furopean front by way of
Egypt, Mesopotamia and Persia to re-
lieve Baku on the Caspian Sea, and a
later expedition by Lieut.-Colonel Wor-
den to Siberia. It was a soldier’s nar-
rative, told in simple language, and
necessarily in the time at his disposal
touched only upon a few of the re-
markable experiences of a most daring
and dangerous expedition. When the
general bade them good-bye he frankly
told them of the danger. It was, in a
sense, he told them, a sacrificial ex-
pedition to Baku, designed to divide the
Turkish forces, but not a man was the
less eager to go. What they endured
en route, and what they learned of the
¢haracter of the Armenians, Tartars,
Bolsheviks, and various tribes through
whose territory they passed made up a
story that should be written while it is
still fresh in memory. Lieut.-Colonel
Worden admired the Arabs and found
the Turks great fighting men, but of
the barbarism practised by the others
mentioned his story révealed a revolting
picture. The heroic expcuiion Wwon
through to Baku only to be driven out
again, but it accomplished its purpose
in part, for the Turks soon after with-
drew. from the war, to be followed by
‘he Bulgarians and soon after by the
Austrians. The terrible marcn through
azing heat for a long distance after

leaving Bagdad, through a ravished coun-
try, and with very insufficient food and
water supply; the sniping by treacherous
enemies; the lack of medical supplies;
the ravages of fever; the horrible sights

might be accomplished. It was a heroic
c!napter in the annals of the war. Of
his later experiences in Siberia Lieut.-
(.Iolonel Worden had time to say but
ilx‘ttle; yet he gave a vivid brief descrip-
‘hon of the plight of the peasants of that
!Vﬂlt region, who received such treatment
| from both sides. in the war that they

Lieut.-Colonel Worden was ahle while
in Mesopotamia to visit the ruins of
‘B'abylon and other places famed in
gBlble story. He found the people along
;thc? Euphrates plain still farming in the
primitive style of thousands of years
:ago; but with English occupation came
the intmduqtion of modern implements,
and he gigticipates a wonderful develop-
ment in & region that will produce im-~
mense riches in the years to come.

The little boy who learned at Bays-
water his first lessons concerning Bible
lands probably never dreamed that he
would look down upon the ruins of
Babylon, or stand in Belshazzar’s hall,
or look upon the tombs u. worthies
named in Holy Writ. Or that he would
march with the British flag through that
ancient land; or fight for it in South
Africa; or travel in India and China,
which to his boyish mind must have
seemed remote and inaccessible. And
yet Lieut.-Colonel Worden has done these
things, and returned to his native place
while yet in life’s prime, wearing the
King's decorations, holding rank as an
officer in the Imperial forces, and as
ready as ever should need arise to ans-
wer the call of the bugle. A gallant
soldier and a modest gentleman, he de-
serves in the highest sense the compli-
ment paid to him last evening by Sir
Douglas Hazen, Mr. F. B. McCurdy, M-

A DIVIDED OPPOSITION.

The provincial legislature has not
ibeen long in session, but the brief period
has been marked by dissension in the
ranks of the opposition. Apparently the
leader did not consult his followers be-
fore moving his stumpage amendment,
and wat unable to command their full
support. Two of them gave sound rea-
sons why their leader’s course should be
repudiated. It was jll-advised, and was
a ‘transparent scheme to influence the
tarmers. The speeches of Premier Fost-
er and Hon. Mr. Veniot not only ex-
posed the record of the old government
but showed clearly that the present one
has thus far acted in the public interest
in relation to the crown lands, and by
the provision for fixing the stumpage
from year to year is in a position to deal
with the matter along the same lines in
the future. The government does not
say it will not increase the stumpage, but
that it will be governed by the condi-
tigns when the proper time comes, and
that will be considerably later in the
year. The convention of lumbermen in
Fredericton at the very time the Mur-
ray amendment was under discussion en-
abled them to place their views before
the public, so that the whole subject will
be better understood by the gueneral
reader. Nobody expects the lumber ¢p-
erators to make out a poor case for them-
selves, but what they say is capable of
dispute or confirmation,, and the gov-
ernment will investigate on its own ac-
count in determining the policy to be
pursued in the public interest. There
is great need of revenue, and if the
stumpage may fairly be increased to
some extent there is no reason to doubt
that it will be done.

Dominion. Happenings of Othee Days

THE FISHERY QUESTION
When the United States ceased to be

a British possession the citizens of that |

land lost the rights of fishing in the ter-
ritorial waters—that is, within tonree
miles of the British possessions. An
agreement was reached between the two
lands in 1818 by which Great Britain
allowed the United States fishermen to
fish around the Magdalene Islands and
along certain parts of the coast of New-
foundland and Labrador. They had,
too, the right to land at certain places
and cure and dry their catch. For some
years the chief complaint of the Ameri-
cans was that they were not allowed to
land and buy bait—a serious cdudition

| when it is recalled that the cod fisneries

were mostly without the three mile limit,
although the mackerel were nearer suore.
Naturally the maritime fisnermen were
anxious that nothing should be done
that would assist the trade of their
American rivals.

Friction continued to grow over.the
question until in 1837 the British gov-
ernment voted about $2:500 to arm small
vessels to prevent any breach of the con-
vention of 1818, This act and its strict
enforcement created much ill Tfeeling
across the line. But in 1854 by the reci-
procity act an end was put to the
trouble by an‘agreement which allowed
the Americans the right to take fish o
any shore—except shell fish—of the Brit-
ish Atlant.c possessions without any re-
strictions as to the three mile lmit.
They were also at liberty to land to dry
their nets and cure their catcoes so long
as they did not trespass upon private
property but they must not #8n in any
of the rivers. But the act passed out
in 1866 and then there were more. long
discussions of the old issue before any
satisfactory settlement was effected.

FORCED T0 PAY

Because City Has Exhausted
Its Borrowing
Powers

THIS IS IN MONTREAL

The Case Exactly Similar to

. That of St. John— The
Montreal Star Tells the
Story.

Montreal is in a sorry méss over the
matter of paving its streets. The city
:has a by-law under which property own-
ters having frontages on streets to be
paved may be assessed for a portion of
the cost. Bat this by-law has been
ignored for some years past by the city
aldermen, and the city has gone ahead
and borrowed money, paying interest
and other charges from general assess-
ment, {until the borrowing powers of the
_city have become exhausted, and the city
is now without the means to carry on its
street improvements. .

The Montreal Star of March 16, had a

scathing editorial comment on this dis-
graceful condition of civic affairs, and
in the same issue there appeared the'
following statement of the dilemma in
which the administrative commission of
the city finds itself:
. “The paving programme ‘of the admin-
istrative co jon for fhe present year
is not likel fore the.alder-
men unti ; ular meeting in April,
as the estimateés”and specifications have
to be prepared by the public works de-
partment for each piece of street to be
renovated.

“The total amount the aldermen will

Y

be asked to vote for this wark will be
$1,207,862, of which $1,161,270 is for
entirely new “work and $46,592 for com-,
pletion of work already begun. :

“As the city has no more borrowing
power until its assessable value reaches
one billion dollars, which may be ten
years hence, as the present valuation of
the city is $626,000,000, the only method
in which the streets can be improved is
but putting into force the old local im-
provement tax, which puts the cost of
the improvements made on the fronting
proprietors.

“The chairman of the administrative
cgmmlssion, in' his address to the Cana-
dian Club on Monday, pointed out that
the debt of the city had been enormous-
ly increased owing to the habit of past
administrations of making loans for re-
pairs to sidewalke and pavements be-
cause they did not dare %o raise taxa-
tion, which was unpopular. But this
had.been put a stop to as the city’s bor-
rowing power was eéxhaustea, and as
there were many streets in very poor
shape, there were only two alternatives
before the commission—to et them stay
for ten years until the city had more
borrowing power, or ask the proprietors.
to pay for the improvements tnomserves.

“The result is that in the programme
now submitted to the aldermen, the
proprietors on the twenty-seven streets
that are scheduled for improvement w.ll
be called upon to pay $1,165,188 to the
city during a period of years, while the
taxpayers as a whole will only' be called
upon to pay $42,673, this sum coming
out of revenue. The city has the au-
thority of the Quebec legislature to
borrow money for the share of proprie-
tors in cases of expropriation, for the
; construction of sidewalks aod sewers
and other permanent works until the
i special assessments shall have been col-
lected.

“This will give the city what they de-
! scribe as a working capital, and a by-

law is being prepared to increase this

from $3,000,000 to $6,000,000, this loan

Briefly the situ-
ation is this: The sugar which formerly
came to us from Jamacica, thé Wind-
ward and Leeward islands, Trinidad and
Demerara is now being shipped to Eng-
land because of the special tariff preier-
ence it receives in that market, and the
réstult 8 that the Canadian ships of the
Royal Mail line, instead of coming back
loaded with British West India sugar,
miust either come back more or less
empty or go to a foreign island, such as
San Domingo or Cuba, for réturn
freights. T%\e Merchant expressed the
opinion at the time the news of the
British preference first appeared that
Canada had practically no choice left
but to follow suit; that we could not
afford to cafry on a one-way business
with the British West Indies. At the
present time the Canadian government
is paying $300,000 a year as a subsidy
to the West India line of steamers, and
the country is doing an énormous out-
ward business—a business incidentally
which we must mdintain; a business

which should be much moré important
to us in the future than it has ever beén
in the past. And, a3 we say, we can-
not expect to maintain it at the maxi-
mum profit unless the ships engaged in
the service have freight both ways.

Shelled nuts are very firm, although no
actual change in prices for spot stocks
has taken place. An adyance can be ex-
pected as quotations at primary markets
are higher and supplies are difficult to
obtain. Prepared icing, Crisco, soap
chips, gelatine, health salts, prepared cof-
fee and custard powder have all reached
higher levels. New prices on new crop
maple syrup and sugar are named; the
first shipment expected fo arrive the
latter paft of this month. Hand-pick-
ea Ontario beans are quoted at $6 per
bushel.

Is Reported Tense

Shooting By Soldiers Into Mob and Some Killed—

Wild Scenes at Hotel

Gunpowder.

Adlon—City a Barrel of

London, March 19—All Germany, with

the exception of the southern states, is
rebellious, and Berlin is “a barrel of gun-
powder which may be ignited at any
time,” says a Berlin despatch to the Ex-
change 1elegraph Company, filed at the
German capital yesterday.
/ The despatch describes the withdrawal
from Berlin of the Iron division and
naval brigades, which marched down
Unter Der Linden at four-thirty o’clock
yesterday morning in the midst of a
pouring rain.
which were extremist radical workers,
looked on as company after’ company
filed down the street in the direction of
the Brandenburg gate on their way to
Doeberitz.

“The soldiers marched to the accom-
paniment of drums and with Prussian
banners flying,” the message says.
“They were armed, carrying their rifles
ready to fire, and with their fingers on
the triggers. ' Their ibehavior could not
have been more provocative. Workers
standing on the sidewalks seemed boiling
with excitement, and none could under-
stand why the troops had been permit-

‘ted to withdraw without giving up their
| arms.

“Many soldiers smiled mockingly at
the crowd as though saying: ‘Wait a
while, we shall return’ This increased
the antagonism of the spectators, many
of whom shouted, whistled and cat-call-
ed, while others hurled such epithets as
‘scoundrels, ‘beasts, and ‘swine’ at the
soldiers, who responded with contemptu-
ous looks as they handled their gren-
ades menacingly.

“From the Hotel Adlon elegantly
dressed women waved their hands and
handkerchiefs at the soldiers, this rais-
ing to a white heat the anger of the
workers. They suddenly made a rush
toward the hotel, and some actually in-

Copenhagen, March 19—A despatch
from Halle-on-Saale-Stalle, says an arm-
ored train and shock troops of the regu-
lar army were sent on Wednesday to
the neighborhood of Eisleben, Saxony,
where Red bands had formed.

The despatch adds that the troops
took the Eisleben station after a lively
right of fighting and that further ad-
vances are being made by them. The
troops also advanced from Morsburg
and engaged the revolutionaries.

There was a
time when Mexico, one of Missouri's
wettest towns, had a considerable jail
population. Columbia, county seat of
Bpone county, reports a similar condi-
tl9n, as does Paris, in Monroe county.
Figures covering the entire state are not
available, but reports from a consider-
able percentage of Missouri counties in-
dicate that the savings through being
relieved of the upkeep of prisoners and
general jail maintenance will amount to
large sums.

What Prohibition is Doing for N. York.

Washington, District of Columbia—
“Prohibition has made only two changes
in New York city; first, the city is
more prosperous because of it, and sec-
ond, the city is less lawless because of
it,” says an article issued by the board
of temperance, prohibition and public
morals of the Methodist Episcopal
church. “The business prosperity of the
city was never greater,” it asserts. The
president of the Brevoort Savings Bank
is quoted as saying: *“A number of
people have come to us to say that this
is the first money they have ever saved.
and that before prohibition all their ex-
cess earnings went into drink.” The
president of the Bowery Savings Bank:
“I have no doubt that prohibition has
had a great deal to do with our in-
creased savings deposits.” The article
says that *“practically every former sa-
loon which was for rent has been rented
at an increased price.” It names a dozen
instances in which greatly advanced
prices have been obtained. 'The article
quotes the Brooklyn Daily Eagle as say-
ing: “The dissatisfied ones are grow
ing fewer daily,” and concludes:

“So they are. The cold truth is that
New York’s acceptance of prohibition.
the beneficent results of the law, and
the high average of efficiency in ad-
ministration of the law constitute an
eighth wonder.

Minister’s Annual Report.

Fredericton, March .18—A forecast of

a revenue of $1,000,000 from stumpage
alone for the current year is contained
in the fifty-ninth annual report of the
minister of lands and mines, Hon. E, A.
Smith, which was tabled in the legis-
lature today. As the total from this
source last year was $561,890, this would
show a remarkable increase. His esti-
mate is based on the record cut made
this year, the increase in the stumpage
rates put into effect in 1919, and the
more thorough system for the scaling
of logs and collection of stumpage in-
tx:oduced since he took office. The fort-
nightly report system, introduced last

year, makes it possible for the minister

to make an accurate estimate in advance
of the full returns.
His report of the many substantial

reforms and improvements introduced in

the operation of the department will be
gratifying to every resident of a prov-
ince which is dependent for the greater
part of its revenue on this source, as he
is able to show the result not only of
better methods for collecting revenue
but also for the preservation of this tre-
mendously valuable natural asset.

The section of his report dealing with
mining contains several interesting an-
nouncements and his remarks on game
conservation will demand careful con-
sideration.

Appended to the report of the minis-
ter are many valuable reports prepared
by various experts who are working
under his direction and the whole is pro-
fusely illustrated with fine cuts.

The minister’s report contains, among
much other matter, the following obser-
vations:

“The prospect for the present logging
season by the returns so far received at
the crown land office would indicate
that much larger operations would be
carried on this year than last; indeed it
will be no surprise to me, if there should
be cut upon the crown lands, upwards
of three hundred million superficial feet
and this cut will represent to a consid-
erable extent the lumber destroyed by
the spruce bud worm and lumber cut
in spruce barrens.”

“The increase of one dollar per thou-
sand made by order-in-council in July
1919 was largely anticipated and caused
no surprise, owing to the present high
prices now being obtained in all lumber
markets. We feel in making this in-
crease, no serious hardship is being im-
posed on- the industry, and while the
cost of lumbering is greatly increased,
there is more than a commensurate off-
set in the price obtained for the sawn
lumber.”

.Revenue for 1919 and 1920.

“If the weather conditions are as
propitious as last year, a sum upwards
of $1,000,000 is looked for from the ter-
ritorial revenue; indeed I am of the
opinion the department will receive
$1,000,000 from the stumpage dues alone.
This increase will be partly due to the
higher rate of stumpage and partly to
the improved methods in obtaining an
honest return of the lumber cut.”

“The forestry advisory board held
several regular meetings and consjdered
carefully the matters which would affect
the organization, management and di-
rection of the new forest service, and
other important matters concerning the
administration of the crown lands. I
wish to acknowledge the very valuable
assistance 1 have received from the de-
liberations of the board.”

The Forest Service.

“In my last annual report I referred
to the beginning of the organization of
a permanent force of forest inspectors
and forest rangers to have charge of
scaling and logging regulations, forest
fire protection and gape protection.
The organization of this force is rapidly
going forward, especially since the re-
turn of many experienced woodsmen
and scalers from overseas, it being the
policy of the department to fill vacan-
cies and new positions from applicants
consisting of returned men who qualify
at the regular examinations.”

“One of the most important features
of the new system is the reporting to
the office of the number of logs counted
and scaled and contents at each logging
camp during each two week period. This
report also contains a statement regard-
ing all undersize cutting, waste in high
stumps or large tops or other violation
of the logging regulations, and neces-
sitates the Ranger visiting the camps
regularly.” ;

“This, was the first season that the
fire protection tax of one-half cent per
acre was available for expenditure on
fire protection, and a genuine start has
been made towards ‘improving forest
fire protection. . In this work we have
had the active co-operation of many of
the licensees. o

“The season was somewhat more
severe than the preceding year, owing
to a more protracted period of dry
weather during May and the early part
of June. A total of 409 fires occurred,
of which 852 were extinguished by
rangers or fire wardens without extra
cost, and fifty-seven required crews of
men to extinguish. The total damage
done is estimated at $185,754. It is of
note that in spite of the fact that the
general fites increased from sixty-two
in 1918 to 103 in 1919, the area burned
over was much less, being approximate-
ly 11,000 acres as compared with 19,000
acres in 1918.

“The co-operation of the road super-,
visors was secured through the active
interest of the minister of public works,
who instructed his men in case of forest |
fires in their districts to immediately |
take their men and equipment to ex-
tinguish the fire,

“The system of requiring a permit
from a forest ranger or fire warden be-
fore setting out slash or clearing fires
was started in 1918, extended in 1919,
and it is -expected the province will be
fully organized in 1920. During the
past season 2,058 fire permits were is-
sued, and only in five instances did the
fires escape and require extra assistance
to extinguish. The Kedgwick . fires,
which occurred on June 12 and 13, and
which caused a loss of over $100,000,
were largely the result of settlers’ fires
set in vielation of. the act. i

Dear Sirsy—As your appointed judges
in the discussion held Kriday evening,
February 27, on “What Shall We Dbo
With Our Harbor,” we beg to say that
we can only find for harbor. commis-
sion—there being no good argument ex-
pressed that would outweigh such points
-as tne following in its favor:

First—It is made plain that the idea,
of nationalization on which so many
have fastened hopes for big things to
happen, was a myth, there being no
legislation or government policy for such
a scheme.

Second—There is no fear expressed
by the shipping interests of excessive |
rates being charged, as such would nec-
essarily regulate themselves. .

Third—It was shown that the actual
receipts from harbor dues, etc., over and |
above expenditure, were only about
$5,000 per year for ‘the last twenty-nine
years, whereas by the handing over of
the harbor to commission, the city
would be in pocket some $30,000 per |
year,

Fourth—There can be no permanent’
development of our harbor without defi- |
nite plans on a'large scale for continu- |
ous and comprehensive work which can
only be carried out under some form
of commission and not possible where
only intermittent government appro-;
priations are available. !

Fifth—It is also presumed that our |
harbor receipts would naturally in-

i

1=t
crease under a thorough business man- |
agement such as a commission and
thereby warrant greater investment of
government moneys from time to time.'

Sixth—The fact of the government
now owning its own shipping and the
necessity of proper port facilities will
make it easier for a commission with
definite co-ordinated palns laid out to
secure government appropriations for
permanent development,

Seventh—There seem to be only two
alternatives, either for the city to “car-
ry on” without the capital to properly
develop, as it should be, or put the har-
bor in hands of the government under
commission,

It was further adjudged that, upon:
‘motion a new trial would be granted
and allowed so that further evidence
may be admitted on the part of those
in favor of any other scheme than har-
bor commission—in which event your
judges would recommend that their fees
be doubled, and in the event of debate
being held in temperature approaching
that of former trial—that judges’ fees |
be quadrupled.

The following are some interesting ex-
tracts from the Chronicle’s report of Dr.
Vincent’s addresses in Halifax this AU I‘ OMO Bll E
week:— i . )

“He appealed to every citizen in Hal-
ifax to co-operate in advancing, the cause
of public health in the maritime prov-
inces, saying nowhere else had he en-
countered a city which had similar op-
portanities to point the way in this re-
spect to the rest of the continent. He
was enthusiastic about what had already
been accomplished, particularly the re-
constructed North knd and the great
advantage which would be derived from
the proximity to each other of the Vic-
toria General Hospital, the Salvation
Army Maternity Hospital, and the Dal-
housie Medical school; but he stressed
the height of infant mortality and the
death rate in Halifax. |

“The infant mortality rate was twice
that of New York city and three times
that of New Zealand. It was concrete
evidence that the chance of a child sur-
viving its first year in Halifax was twice
as bad as in New York. 'These were
things which intelligent people must
face. He had inquired of the general
decth rate in Halifax upon arriving here,
and had been appalled to learn that it
was 20.1, whereas the rate in London
was 14.6 and in New York 18.6. There
was no escape from these figures and
they demanded an answer; the resources |
of modern public health organization
made it possible to deal with the matter.
He was pleased with what had lLeen
accomplished in Halifax especially the
850 new houses in the Nortn end which
he described as ‘beautifully designed and
grouped.” He predreted that the 850
families would be admirably housed and
hoped that they would organize for a
better standard of living giving the
children a better chance through purer
milk and water and visiting nurses also
keeping statistics of what they were |
doing. He knew of no better opportun- |
ity for a demonstration that would at-;
tract the attention of all of North Am-|
erica. i

“Dr. Vincent considered that the great '
medical centre planned for Halifax
could be effected with little difficulty; |
the existing institutions were com'cni—“
ently grouped only additions were neces-:
sary which would bring the medical
school into closer relationship for labor-|
atory and clinical work for the students.’
The chief value of this centre would be,
the training of doctors health officials, |
nurses and others who were essential to

+ e betterment of the community. i

Co-operation in Halifax, !

“Dr. Vincent said that splendid co-op- |
eratjon was being established in Halifax. !
He !'mentioned his visit to Admiralty |
lHouse, and said that he had been con-
vinced that Halifax was likely to have
the first genuine, all-around, complele,
and functioning public health centre on
the continent, wnich would attract the
attention of innumerable authoritics in-
terested in health matters. He hoped
that a centre would also be established
in front of the medical college, where
vut-patients of the hospitals might be
treated. He knew of nothing like this
idea anywhere else but in Halifax.

“He also advised the citizens vr Hali-|
fix to create an impeccable water sup-'
plys, and have all milk from inspected
dairies and under thorough supervision
in delivery; it would be better to pas-
teurize one hundred instead of thirty per
cent of the milk consumed in the city,
thereby making its purity doubly sure.
As to housing, he referred again to the
excellence of new houses, but mentioned
with disapprovay ‘Barracks’ which he
had passed, and which held, as he had
been told, some 1,500 families. He insist-
ed that every family in the city should
bé in a perfectly sanitary and satisfac-
tory dwelling.

In conclusion, Dr. Vincent said that it
was a bad thing to trust to luck and to
let things drift. There should be a com-
munity purpose and a definite pro-
giemme, with al Ithe citizens backing it
to their utmost.” |

Addressed Legislature. l

|

Dr. Vincent also addressed the Nova'
Scotia legislature, and the Chronicle re-
port says: @

“In his address, Dr. Vincent disclosed
the new and broader meaning of public
health and said that the war had brought
to the foreground the fact that so many
men in each nation weer exempt from
military scrvice because of physical de-'
fects. In Great Britain 1,000,000 men
were rejected because of defectiveness, !
and in the United States thirty per cent. |
of those called by the draft board were |
found unfit for service. |

“‘Public health is an absolutely fun-|
damental thing,’ Dr. Vincent said. In
up-to-date application of public health,
prevention and proper treatment take
the place of the old-fashioned school of
medicine. Public health is the burden

going out as modern public health func-
tionaries to help and aid modern so-
ciety.”

THE NEGLEGTED
AND DELINQUENT

(Halifax Recorder.)

Our population is roughly divided into

those who are an asset and those who
are a liability to the province. Children
who have respectable parents and are
brought up in respectable homes gener-
ally develop into assets. Those who
grow up under dissipated parents and
without respectable home surroundings
generally become liabilities; there being
of course exceptions in both cases. Un-
til quite recently there was very little
interest taken in the latter class. Jails
and penitentiaries were provided for
them, but none considered it their duty
to provide good surroundings to save
them from the doom of the penal insti-
tutions. Nova Scotia has the honor .f
being among the first ccuntries to take

up this matter, and Ernest H. Blois with !
'his assistants have been the pioneers of

this movement. Splendid work has been
done, but much yet remains, and money
is the needed thing just now. The causes
of neglect and delinquency are many.
Halifax in particular is suffering ter-
ribly from lack of housing accommoda-
tions, which forces whole families often
to live in two rooms more or less, where
no decent privacy is possible, The family
circle refining in its influence is not what
it used to be, in fact the old-fashioned
yet blessed family circle has almost
ceased to exist. 'There is also much
moving from place to place with the re-
sult that the school term is so  broken
up for the children that they grow up
minus any regular education; another
root of delinquency. The war has been

i responsible for much trouble of this de-

scription also. Women left at home with
their families have too often forgotten
their honor, and a neglected and depend-
ent family is the result. In fact the war
has cursed the world morally even more

‘than it has cursed it materially, the con-

 been a large number of people of other
;races who have come to the province and
whose ideas of family life are very dif-
ferent from our own. All these things
mean the demoralization of child life
and ' call for much care and attention.
Children are being placéd in foster homes
and these homes have to be watched
also. Detention homes or temporary
boarding places are in existence and va-
rious agencies are at work on the prob-
lem. There are two juvenile courts, one
in Halifax and one in New Glasgow,
and during the past year 2388 children
have been before them. Children’s Aid
Societies are found in many towns which
investigate cases and help the needy
i child, the reports from these being very
touching reading. Judge Hunt of 'the
Halifax juvenile court has this to say
regarding one cause of delinquency:

“Another cause may, I think, be
found, in poor and neglected homes, the
consequence of which are neglected chil-
dren. There are scores of homes in our
city where the father of a family is com-
pelled to be away all day earning a live-
lihood, and where the mother, neglecting
her family duties, is found too often
spending her time in some of our many
places of amusement. Such homes are
the breeding places of crime. Given good
mothers we have little to fear from ne-
glected homes and from influences that
go so often to ruin the brightest lives.
Incapable and incompetent mothers make
home life so distasteful and repugnant
to their children that the attraction of
the street soon becomes stronger than the
attractions of home, and as a conse-
quence children find their amusement
and their companions outside of the
'home amid temptations and surround-
ings that tend to make disorder and
crime., It is hoped that some means
‘can be devised to give advice and help
lunder such circumstances. If we are to
'make progress in the right direction we
'must begin at the home. It is well
1known from homes where are found
!good mothers there our most successful
men have had their start in life.”

the direct supervision of the government.

“A public health centre meant having
a place where students could be trained
to go out and aid conduct public health
service, with the assistance of the most
modern facilities and developments.
I'here must be there a competent teach-
ing staff keeping themselves in touch
with developments by original investiga-
tion. Dr, Pearce and himself  were
pleased to find the facilities which Hali-
fax already offered for such a centre.

Rev. Gerald C. Treacy, S. J.,
in Boston, Speaks of
“Clouding Real Issue By
Great Say-So of Great
Names.”

(Boston Globe.) .

“Psychic Propaganda” and the “Wan-
derings of Sir Oliver Lodge Out of His
Normal Sphere in Accépting Beliefs for
Which He Has No Proof,” were de-
scribed yesterday afternoon before a
large audience of lecturers and physi-
¢ians at Boston College by Rev. Gerald
(. Treacy, S. J., an eminent Jesuit pro-
fessor and lecturer, head of the depart-
ment of journalism and Christian doc-
trine at Boston College, formerly editor
of America, the Catholic weekly. Father
Treacy has been studying spiritism, and
has written many articles exposing “the |
fallacies and weakness of its claims,”
but has not previously spoken in public
on the subject. :

“Propaganda,” he said, “is closely akin
to advertising. It differs from adver-
tising in this, that advertising to be suc--
cessful must be grounded on truth. But
with propaganda, it is different. Being!
a recent growth of a shell-choked civ-|
ilization, it is difficult to tell whether
or not it can ignore the truth, or garble:
truth and achieve permanent success.
How far it will go only history can an-
swer.

Propaganda Spiritism’s Twin.

“It is a patent fact to any one who
has\ followed the recent movement of |
Spiritism, that its twin sister is propa-
ganda. And it is scarcely an exaggera-
tion to say that neither war policies nor
peaee policies in any government of the
world ever received the help of the prop-
agandist to the extent that this modern
cult has received it.

“All the phenomena produced by spir-
itistic means are very striking; the initi- |
ate or novice in Spiritism is assured that
they are the result of the activities of |
the dead who are striving to communi-
cate with the living. But where is the
proof that these spirits are actually the
forces at work? Propaganda answers
with the rejoinder: ‘Sir Oliver Lodge
has recoghized his son speaking from

“So the last process in propaganda is
the strongest. Men and women of posi-
tion in the world of thought are falling
in line with the new revelation. This is
propaganda’s triumph. In no other way
can the real issue be obscured more
cleverly than by clouding it with the
great say-so of great names.

“So in article after article containing
Spiritism’s message there is the con-
stant harping on the fact that the new
movement has back of it the real think-
ers of the world. To strengthen :the
word of the writer the lecture platform
is to be used, and Americans have been
invited to hear the great scientist, Sir
Oliver Lodge, the foremost apostle of
Spiritism, tell in his own words the rea-
son for his allegiance to the cult.

“This strange movement, one of the
worst byproducts of a world unheaval,
must stand or fall on the strength of
its message. It is the message that is
the important thing. Aside from any
religious belief, and discerning mind is
entitled to take the very practical Mis-
sourian attitude and demand to be
shown. If Spiritism can only be bol-
stered up on the ‘Say-so’ of the indi-
vidual psychic, then it is an empty
promise, a criminal thing, traffic in
credulity, and. a play on the most sacred
human emotion that the human heart
holds for those 'who have died.

United States Still Leads the
World in This Class of
Merchandise.

The figure of $3,486,000,000 worth of
manufactures exported in 1919, says a
statement by the National City Bank of
| New York, leaves the United States still
iclearly in the lead as an exporter of
| manufactures. In the year preceding
"the war (1918,) our exportation of manu-'
! factures amounted to $1,117,000,000, and
_in 1919, the first fyll peace year follow-
ing the war, $3,486,000,000, or three times
| as much in value in 1919 as in 1913.

This phenomenally, large total of
! manufactures exported in the first full
peace year, $3,486,000,000, keeps us, says
the bank’s statement, at the head of the
list" of world’s exporters of mandfac-
tures. Prior to the war the United
States ranked third among the list of
nations exporting manufactures. Great
Britain being first, Germany a close
second, and the United States third,
with France a close fourth. :

With the beginning of the war the
overflow of manufactures from the Euro-
pean countries was greatly reduced.
Germany, of course was cut off abso-
lutely from the world markets, and the
manufacturers of Great Britain and
France found it necessary to turn their;
! attention especially to the requirements

This left the
United States the chief manufacturing
country upon which the Allies could call
for military supplies, or upon which
the non-manufacturing world — Asia,
Asia, Africa, Oceania, South America
and North America outside of the United
States—could draw for their daily re-
quirements of manufactures.

As a consequence there came an
enormous increase in the exports of
manufactures from the United States,
which jumped from $1,117,000,000 in
1918, the last peace year prior to the
war, to $3,486,000,000 in the first peace
year following the war. This phenom-
enal increase in our own exports, coupled

with the decline in the exports of our
former ' rivals, has placed us clearly in
the lead in the exports of manufactures,
for, of course, none of our former rivals,
except possibly Great Britain, has made
any considerable progress in the re-estab-
lishment of its exportations of manufac-
tures.

Nearly 3,000 women students are tak-
ing up the profession of medicine in the
British Isles, and within a few years the
practising woman doctor should be
known in every part of the country.
