A DEADLY BLDW.

John C. Wheeler, keeper of » hotel at 
Rindge Center, was murdered about 5 
o’clock on the night of December 17 in 
front of hia hotel, by John Branell, a 
Frenchman belonging in Fitnrilliam.

Branell, accompainied by Arthur Mo- 
Soley, drove np to the hotel and asked 
Wheeler for some liquor. This was re­
fused, and high words followed and a 
scuffle ensued. Branell became terribly 
enraged and seizing a whiffle tree dealt 
Wheeler a savage blow over the head, 
killing him instantly. Two other men 
who came to Wheeler’s assistance receiv­
ed severe treatment and one was very 
badly injured. After dealing the mur­
derous blow the Frenchman and his com­
panion ran from the scene across the 
fields, bat the latter was soon overtaken 
by pursuing parties and is now in cus­
tody. Branell was arrested the next day 
at Ashburnbam, Mass.

His victim was about 65 years of age 
nearly blind, and leaves a widow and 
three children. He has been in the 
hotel business in Rindge about three 
years, his son Frank having previously 
conducted the house.

When the train from Ashburnbam, 
bearing JohnBrnnell, the capture red mur­
derer, arrived at Keene Dec. 18, a large 
crowd had gathered at the station, de­
termined to lynch the murderer, and it 
was with considerble difficulty that the 
officers got him to the jail alive.

A rope nooee was thrown over his head 
by somebody in the crowd and immediat­
ely half a dozen or more men grabbed 
hold of the end, bat before its work had 
accomplished an officer threw the rope 
off and hurried the prisoner to the jail, 
where he is now confined.

Through the whole Branell remained 
decidedly cool, remarking that the kil­
ling of Wheeler was a bad job.
. Branell and McSoley were before the 
police court. Dec. 18. Only a few witnes­
ses were questioned, the prisoners’ coun­
sel waiving farther examination. They 
were then committed to jail for safe 
keeping till the April term of supreme

The injuries of Fred Crocker, who was 
terribly assulted by the Frenchman, at 
the time of Wheeler’s morder, are more 
serious than at first supposed and it is 
feared he may not recover.—Mirror and 
Farmer.

5.—The centrifugal system 
of separating cream overcomes all of these 
difficulties, giving an efficient creaming with 
milk from all sources, either directly after 
milking or after standing several hoars. 6— 
The Baby separator No. 2 may be used with 
advantage with herds of from 10 to 20 cows.

The following is a good hit by the Elgin 
Dairy Report : “Most creameries are idle or 
half idle for want of milk. The cows went 
dry, or half dry for want of grass, right here 
in the center of the great grass belt of Jhe 
continent. Discouraged men sell off cows, 
discouraged dairymen abandon business, all 
because the cows did not have grass enough. 
It is amazing how much there is yet to learn 
about growing grass. Yet most everybody 
thinks he knows all about so simple a thing. 
Our dairy people have lost sight of this, and 
devoted too much time to butter fats, total 
solids, etc." This is the tendency of so much 
tomfoolery.. Amid the boom of testers, many 
have become so interested in ascertaining the 
fat percentage of the product that they have 
overlooked the first essentials of production, 
and so have neglected to properly feed their 
cows, and become stranded on dry land. The 
man with a clear head keeps in view the be­
ginning as well as the end of things. The 
foolish man is so intent on mentally testing 
the quality of the harvest that he forgets to 
sow his seed, and so when the time for har­
vesting comes, he has no crop to harvest— 
and this in the days of the silo, fodder 
and other fodder crops, to be fed in the dairy.

MISS HAYES,There appears to be a storm brewing 
between the United States and Chili. 
We have been reading in the papers the 
last six months of the great preparations 
going on in the U. 8. Navy yards, of the 
number of war vessels being placed in 
commission and to be drawn from the 
mercantile marine—preparations great 
enough, one would suppoee to engage 
with one of the first European Naval pow­
ers. It may be that this is only intended 
as a scare to Chili, and may cause a cold 
chill to run through her whole fabric, and 
bring her to her knees and sne for par­
don. Now had the United States six 
months ago sent one of those O’Leary 
tugs, of raft fame, into Chilian Waters, 
they would have received all the satis­
faction required, and the war cloud would 
have burst long ere this. Bnt the news­
paper time being made among our neigh­
bours, reminds us of the elephant prepar­
ing to attack the mosquito, a creature so 
invisible, just like Chili upon the world’s 
map, that it is difficult to know where to 
place it If the United States, however, 
mean business and not merely blaster, it 
is to be hoped by civilisation that she 
will not surrender at the last hour to a 
mere apology, or even compensation for 
the trouble; but having gone so far—go 
further and take the whole Republic and 
annex it, and then follow up her advan­
tages and swallow all the other small 
Republics, which in the end will serve as 
a southern balance-weight against the 
time when the Northern Canadian end 
of the continent will be brought into 
play. Instead of holding on to Mexico 
when conquered by General Scott, some 
fifty years ago, as should have been 
lone, the United States made a great mis- 

. take as it appears now, in taming that 
Republic ever once more upon herself, for 
she has been fighting and killing ever 
since.

Robbery is supposed to have 
been the cause.

Alfred Bel lier, composer, is deed at Lon­
don. He had been suffering from influenza 
for two weeks , and therefore was unable to 
finish the orchestration of “The Mountebanks" 
a comic opera which is the joint work of him­
self and W. 8. Gilbert, in time for production 
at the date first set

A locomotive has been built at the Crewe 
Works of the London and North-Western 
railway which is capable of drawing a train at 
the rate of a hundred miles an hour. The 
speed attained by this engine in its trial runs 
between Crewe and Chester was ninety 
miles an hour, bnt this was shown to be con­
siderably below its full powers.

The entire San Antonio and Arkansas Pass 
railroad is tied up as a result of the strike. 
The railway operators claim that they are 
poorly paid and that a system of removals 
and reductions has been inaugurated by the 
new snperinteudneL The telegraphers made 
demands which the management would not 
grant. The telegraphers, backed by all the 
other operatives, 850 men, are idle.

Frank L. Moulton, a dissipated barber of 
Lowell, Mass., killed his wife Alma just be­
fore midnight Thursday night by beating her 
brains out with a flat iron. Moulton was 
sober at the time of the murder. He was ar­
rested and said he and his wife quarrelled be­
cause she would not give him room in bed 
and he killed her. The couple were married 
nearly three years and quarrelled frequently.

Birmingham, Ala., Dec. 26.—William 
Reese and Sadie Brown were to have been 
married to-day, and yesterday Miss Brown 
made Reese a Christinas present of a revolver. 
This morning Reese called at the house for 
the wedding, bnt for some cause Sadie wanted 
to baek oat. They were in a room by them­
selves and high words were heard between 
them. The next thing was a pistol shot. 
Reese had killed the woman with the Christ­
mas present she had given him. He escaped.

In a theatre at Gateshead, county Durham, 
London, Satuiday night last the sight of a 
slight blaze caused by man in the audience 
dropping a lighted match on the sawdust- 
covered floor, caused someone to, start the cry 
of fire. A terribie panic ensued. The doors 
became so blocked that only a few succeeded 
in at once getting out. When the panic sub­
sided thr bodies of nine children, whose lives 
were literally crushed ont, were found lying 
on the staircase or near the door leading to it. 
Many were injured.

A despatch from Nagpur a town ofSerpinto 
capital of the central provinces of India says 
the Indian National Congress opened in that 
city Monday. Eight hundred delegates were 
in attendance from the various provinces. 
The chairman of the reception committee in 
welcoming the delegates spoke in the very 
highest terms of Brtiish rule in India. He 
said the keynote of the movement which had 
brought about the loyalty to the British 
crown and attachment to the British people 
to whom India owes her re-birth.

Madame Labelle was found dead in her 
residence on Ridean street, Ottawa early Mon­
day morning, nnder suspicions circumstances. 
Her husband went to a neighbor's for assis­
tance saying that his wife was dead or .dying. 
When the neighbors came they found the 
woman naked and dead with marks of vio­
lence on her body. Her mouth had been 
burned with carbolic acid. The husband 
who is a son of the late Capti Labelle, M. P., 
and employed in the government service, says 
he woke up and discovered his wife in the 
condition in which the neighbors found her. 
The woman was only 24 years old. An in­
quest is being held.

Boston, Dec. 28.—Isaac Sawtell's body, 
despite his expressed wish, will not be interred 
beside that of his brother Hiram in Forest 
Hill cemetary. Hiram’s widow objects to 
sueh interment and the board of trustees of 
the cemetary denied Lawyer Edgerly’s re­
quest to be allowed to bury the body there.

A Great Falls despatch says the directors 
of Forest Glade cemetary voted to-day not to 
allow Sawtell’s body tojbe buried there.

The board of trustees of Mount Hope ceme­
tery Boston, to-day, refused Mr. Edgerly per­
mission to place the body of the murderer in 
the receiving vault of that cemetery, prepara­
tory to the final burial. The body is now at 
Great Falla.

Nashville, Tenn., Dec. 29.—L M. Jones 
was hanged at Silver Springs this morning 
at 9.40 o’clock. He met his death for the 
murder of his wife and child, braining his 
child and splitting the woman's head open on 
the night of June 26, 1890. Jones fled from 
the scene of bis brutality, and, disguising 
himself, worked as a herdsman on a Texas 
ranch for three months. An indignation 
meeting was held by the people of Cass coun­
ty and a demand made upon the government 
for a reward. The governor offered $200 and 
the citizens $300 for his delivery. He was 
finally captured, and his trial was a long one. 
The prisoner was at one time county superin­
tendent of schools, and a deacon in the Bap­
tist church,
