CITY CLERK’S ANNUAL
WORD TO HOUSEHOLDERS

Need for All Voters Other Than
Property Ownmers to Register
Each Year

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

W. J. Dowier, city clerk, has just
issued his annual reminder in regard
to the qualification of those residents
of the city, not property owners, who
desire to exercise.their franchise at
the next municipal elections. Notwith-
standing the fact that each year house-
holders and . license-holders are
warned that they must re-register, only
a comparatively small number of those
entitled do so—the others to grumble
when . they find they are not on the
list.

It thus. seems necessary to. . empha-
size very. strongly the fact that house-
holders and: licensé-holders ymust regis-
ter  every year if they wish to vote
at the municipal elections.  Many im-
agine that the .system of recording
names on the civic voters’ lists-is the
same as  that followed in the prepar-
ation of 'the provincial lists, which are
used for federal electionsg also. This is
not the case. * Once a voter’s name is
on the provincial list it remains there
until removed owing to death or for
statutory cause.

In civic elections, however, It is only
| registered property-owners who may
| af¥regard the admonition to register
their names each year. Property-own-
ers need not bother about their vote,
as the assessor places the names on
the register from. the tax roll. In the
case of householders and license-hold-
ers, however, they must each year
record their mnames anew. The city
clerk’s formal notification to this end
reads as follows:

“The attentlon of persons desmnv
to qualify as householders, or holders
of trade licenses to vote at the munici-
pal election to be held on the second
Thursday of January, 1911, is drawn
to section: 6 of the Municipal Elections
act, which provides that he or ‘she
during the month of October in
each year, make and cause to be de-
livered to the clerk of the municipality,
a gtatutory @eclaration made and sub-
scribed. before & supreme or county
court judge, stipendiary or police
magistrate, commissioner for taking
affidavits in the supreme court, jus-
tice of the peace, or notary public, in
form provided.

“mhe definition ‘householder’ shall
extend to and include any person of
the full age of 21 years who occupies
a dwelling, tenament, -hotel or board-
ing-house, wWho has been a resident in
the municipality from the first day of
January of the current year, and who

TOTAL CAPACITY. OF
OVER TWENTY MILLION

Cowichan Lake to Be Restocked—
Commercial Propagation for
-West Coast

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

Three new fish hatcheries have been
just about completed by the Dominion
Government on Vancouver Island and
will be in operation this autumn. These
are situated at Cowichan lake, Ander-
son lake, and Kennedy lake. Each will
have a capacity of something like
eight million fry and will be of great
value to the- fisheries on Vancouver
Island. -E. G, Tayler, Dominion Gov-
ernment fisheries inspector, who arriv-
ed in town yesterday, speaking of- the
new hatcheries said:

“The Cowichan Lake hatchery, which
is just about complete, is situated neat
Cowichan lake,
just at the outlet. It will have a ca-
pacity of mearly eight million eggs and
will be in operation within a week or
s0. The fish which will be propagated
at this point will be all of the sporting
variety. We shall make a specialty, of
trout, steel heads, cohoes and tyee or
spring salmon.- This will not only im-
prove the river and lake from an ang-
ler’'s point of view, but will also im-
prove the trolling in Cowichan bay and
adjacent waters,

“The Anderson Lake hatchery will be
situated near TUchulklesit harbor on
Alberni canal. It will have the same
capacity' as the Cowichan Lake hatch-
ery -and will handle only ecommercial
fish. The water at this place is unus-
ually cold and especially well suited to
the purpose.

‘““The third hatchery is placed at
Kennedy lake, .on = Clayoquet sound,
and will also be utilized for propagat-
ing the commercial varieties of sal-
mon: It has the same capacity as the
others and will be of great value to the
fisheries of the west coast.”

Sportsmen who are in the habit of
frequenting Cowichan -river or lake
will be particularly pleased to know
that their favorite haunt cannot new
be fished out. This river and lake are
bound ‘to “become: great. tourist resorts
in -the near future, and everyone will
benefit' as a result of the foresight of
the Dominion Government,

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STRIKEBS AND
POLICE CLASH

SERIOUS FIGHTING Bk
STREETS OF BERLIN

- Charges Are Made on Crowds
of Rioters

i Berlin, Sept. 28.—Even  greater wio-
lence Jast night than that of; Monday
night ‘characterized collisions between
police and rioters in .the Moabit pre-
cinct last night. Many were injured
on both sides. ' 'The distriet’ presents
the aspect of a besieged city. -
Thousands of strikers and their sym-
pathizers gathered in ’tfie streets as
800n as darkness . fell. A hundred
mounted and 500 foot police, armed
with revolvers,and swords, were sta-
tioned at various quarters. They were
under orders from the commissioner
to exert severe repressive measures and
to use the sharp edge of their swords
instead of striking with the flat. The
rioters about 8 o’clock in the evening
began the trouble, which incréased .as
night advanced. 'Several stores ‘were
packed. The police.charged time after
time,vwounding many. Mep and wo-
men ‘at windows hurled missiles at the
polide, who replied with revolver shots.
Commissioner von Jagow drove in an
automobile through the precinct about
10 o’clock, ;when the..riol was at its
height. Crowds. of furious strikers and
their sympathizers, among whom were
many women, howled imprecations at
him and his men; while flower bp
various household articles and ot
missiles fell in showers from the wln-
dows,

The police entered .geveral of the
flats in Wald, ‘Strasse from one of
which a maddened woman threw a
lighted lamp against an advancing
squad, burning several of the men.
Many shots ‘were fired from the crowd
and ,the police charged with drawn
sabres. leaving many injured on the
ground. Scores of arrests were made.
The saloons were ordered closed at 11
o'clock and cordons of police prevented
the approach of thousands arriving
from . other quarters. “This measure
‘was effective in bringing about com-
parative calm, but groups of sullen
strikers were prowling In the vicinity
up to midnight.

The total number of casualties re-
corded is 100 strikers Thjured, 13 dan-
gerously, and fwo policemen so seri-
ously hurt that they were removed: to
hospitals. In addition, there were hun-
dreds who received minor injuries.

Commissioners Urge Islands to
Grant Preference to Canadian
Goods

London, Seyt 28,—The royal com-
mission on trade relations . between
Canada and the West Indies has is-
sued its findings.  The c¢ommissioners
were Lord Balfour of Burleigh, Hon.
W, S. Fleldmg and Hon. W. Paterson,
Lord ‘Islington and 8ir Daniel Morris.
* ‘A voluminou§ report strongly *repre-
sents that the prefererice granted the
West Indies for some years by Canada
has been of great value 'to the West
Indies, furnishing a market for sugar
just when the United States, through
the development of its .own colonies,
ceased to require West Indian sugar.
The West Indies are strongly urged to
make reciprocal concessions to Cana-
dian goods, so that the advantages al-
ready gained may be eontinued.

The West Indies, it is generally be-
lieved, favor g reciprocal arrangement,
with the exception of Jamalca, which
is influenced by the fear (which the
commission believes unjustified) of re-
taliatory tariff legislation by the Unit-
ed States.

The commission advises that prefer-
ence be accorded by réducing duties on
Canadian goods, leaving duties on for-
eign goods as at present, and as long
ag the agreed amount of preference is
accorded, each colony to be free to
make its own! tariff policy.

The co-operation of the British post
office. is recommended to secure more
frequent and faster steamship service,
and the need ‘of a better and cheaper
telegraph system. is emphasized. -The
acquisition and extension of cable sys-
tems by..the goyernments is recom-
mended; also the establishment of
wireless for eobmmunication with the
smaller islands.

Ottawa, Sept. 28.—Several hundred
tons of pressed peat; prepared at Al-
bert, ne Ottawa, by the federal de-
partment ‘of mines, are to -be sold in
Ottawa at the rate of $3:25 per ton de-
livered.

This is being done as a demonstra-
tion of the commercial success of gov-
ernment experimernits. in préparing péat
for fuel. The department claims that
at this rate peat is equal to the best
anthracite coal at.$6 a ton. They claim
to'be able to sell peat fuel at the works
for $2.25°a ton and make a profit. This
is equal to hard coal at $4 a ton.

MORE DELAYS

CITY COUNCIL PROCEDURE
" IS FOUND FAULTY

Worl;von Certain Streets Cannot
Be Done Until Consent of Gov-
ernor-in-Council Obtained

From Tuesday’s Daily).

Another hiteh has occurred in the
matter of permitting the Worswick
Company to proceed with the paving
contracts recently awarded by the city
council for the’ improvement of Fern-
wood road, Richardson street, Rock-
land avenue and Fort street. At Mon-
day's ‘meeting of the ‘board  the
city solicitor advised that owing to .the
procedure followed in calling for ten-
ders  for the ' three last-mentioned
streets the contracts could mnot be
signed, and that in the case of Fern-
wood road the consent of the lieuten-
ant-goyvernor-in-council would first
have to be obtained before the work of
laying asphalt could be proceeded with
on_that thoroughfare.

Mayor ‘Morley, in respect to Fern-
wood road, said the only question con-
fronting the board was one of policy.
Was the board agreeable to proceed-
ing with the work on the assumption
that there would. be no difficulty in
getting the consent of the lieutenant-
governor-in-council?

City Solicitor McDiarmid said -that
on Fernwood road the whole work of
improvement ordered under an old by-
law had been done except the laying of
macadam. Owners along that thor-
oughfare having now petitioned for as-
phalt instead of macadam gave ' rise to
the present difficulty. The consent of
the leut.-governor-in-council  would
have to be obtained beforée the new
assessment could be made.

In the case of Rockland avenue and
the other streets the situation was dif-
ferent. Here the council made the
mistake of calling for tenders for ten-
ders for the pavement before receiving
the necessary  petitions, and 'no au-
thorization bylaw had been passed. He
could not see how the city could, under
the circumstances, let the contracts
unless the board was prepared to take
the money out of general revenue.

Replying to a question from his wor-
ship, Mr, McDiarmid said it might
take a month to get the consent of the
lieutenant-governor-in-council.

After some further debate it was de-
cided to make application to the gov-
ernor-in-council along the lines sug-
gested by the solicitor and also offer
Mr. Worswick the return of the
cheques which he had deposited with
the city.

Distinguished' Nova Scotian One
of Most Prominent Members

Fraser was called: to. the- legislative
couneil' of Nova Scotia February 1878,
and entered the government, but re-
signed 'in September of the same year
to Tun for the assembly. He was again
called to the legislative and executive

councils February, 1888, becoming gov-
ernment Jleader in.the fermer council.
He resigned to comntest Guysboro for
the House of Commons. in- the Liberal

| interest at the general election in 1881,

and was elected, being re-elected  at
the general elections 1896 ‘and 1900, He

resigned ‘his seat February, 1904,

and
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in the same month was appeinted to
the Supreme Court of Nova Scotia. On
March 27, 1906, he was  sworn in as
Lieut.-Governor-of’ the - prevince. He
was grand master of the Free Masons
of Nova Scotia, 1892 and 1893. He has
been president of the ‘*alumni associa-
tion Dalhousie University;  ‘commis-
sioner of schools,. Co. Pictou, and gov-
ernor of Halifax Ladies’ College. He
secured honorary degrees from his

Alma Mater, St. Francais-Xavier and |

King's College.

Mr. Fraser, who accompanied Sir

To properly appreciate it,
however, it is nécessary to begin at the
very first efforts of the little tots as

The children are first taught the

blending of primary colors, then form.
In thé latter, the eye is trained, for
the shapes are not drawn, but must
be formed by the space! left for them
by putting in surrounding washes. The
blue sky and brown earth are first de-
picted; then green blades of grass are
added, next a house, a fence, a path,
first in the distance;, then . close at

hand. There are studies showing-how .

the earth and sky look under different
atmospheric conditions. Children are
taught to draw and see beauty in the
everyday things of life by which' they
are surrounded.

Proportion is taught by applying de-
signs to suit given spaces and wonder-
ful geometric designs are the result. In
the collection of work. shown by the
Chinese school, there are hundreds of
origimal geometric designs, most of
them very beautiful and carried out
with marvellous exactness.

In the Second Reader exhibits, the
illustrations of Lady Moon show how
the children have grasped the idea of
light and 'shade. The moon's reflec-
tion in the water and the dark shadows
made by a boat are cleverly depicted.
Hiawatha’s canoe is also a good study
in gshading. The nature studies shown
by this grade are exceedingly well
done. Vegetables and fruits are shown
whole, then cut in halves. Those show-
ing fruit with pits are especially good.

Studies showing plants from root to
blossom are very interesting, and the
blending of colors excellent. A study
of  pussy-willows is very pretty, and
several clever studies of broom and
wild roses are objects of general com-
ment.

In the senior second division, sams-
ples of seroll work applied to many de-
signs form one of the most interesting
features of the exhibit. Drawings
from objects such as umbrellas, lunch
baskets, ete.,, are shown as viewed
from above and below the eye, and the
various stages of elliptical drawing,
showing casks and barrels viewed from
different standpoints, are clever bits of
work and Japanese lanterns and para-
sols eome under this heading and the
coloring and drawing are beyond criti-
cism. The application of letters and
numbersg to given spaces, shows evi-
dence of careful, painstaking work,
and where flowers are made to fit
geometric designs the visitor wonders
how such small children  can Dbe
trained to such a high degree of exact-
ness.

In the intermediate grades, decora-
tive lettering is applied to designs for
book covers and programmes, showing
great ‘originality and artistic coloring.
The exhibit of the entrance classes
shows stronger and more decided lines

legislature of British Columbia had
passed an.act conferring on the Dental
College of Britigh Columbia authority
to examine all candidates applying for
admission to the practice of dentistry
in this province. . The act prescribed
the qualifications of candidates and
empowered . the - Boeiety ' to regulate
their admission to practice.

On his réturn to Victoria young
Richards ~had been examined. He
wrote for two days. Some time after
the examinations had closed he was in-
formed that hé had not passed. He
asked why; and got no sdtisfaction. As

a result of this situation, being unable
to practice here, he was “driven out of
the country” and went to the state of
Washington and passed the examina-
tions there without difficulty. On a
later occasion the plaintiff again asked
what was wrong. The society again
gave him no information. Then he
commenced the proceedings which had
led up to'the present action.

Mr. Taylor related what he termed
the “many legal difficuities” which had
been thrown in the way of his client
proceeding in his attempt to bring the
matter into-the courts. He was asked
to provide-8ecurity as to costs. Being
@ poor man, this was considerable of a
hardship, but as he was no longer a
resident of the province, he had no als
ternative afid the sécurity. was given. -

Mr. Taylor was proceeding to relate to
the jury what hall oceurred on examina-
tion for dfscovery when Mr. Bodwell ob-
jected.

Counsel took ‘the “position that Mr. Tay-
lor might not at this juncture import into
his argumeht anything relative to what
had developed on the examination for dis-
covery, as he would by 8o doing- be -pre-
judicing the jury. :

His Lordship agreed that there might be
aanger of prejudicing the jury if Mr. Tay-
lor were permitted to proteed along that
line.

Mr. Taylor stoutly maintained his right
to tell the jury:all the facts of the case
feading up to the commencement of the
actual action, and he asked a ruling from
the:court as to his right to do this.

The court declined te give a ruling at
that-time on the admisability of this evi-
dence.

Mr. Taylor, continuing, stated that the
society on digcovery had refused to pro-
duce the quéstions and answers given at
the time of the examination of plaintiff.
Repeatedly orders of-the court had to be
obtaimed to extract from the defendants
the information necessary on which to
proceed with: the action.

While the society had produced the ex-
amination papers of defendant and some
other candidates, it developed that "the
papers of subcessful candidates had been
festroved, in defiance of 4 rule of the so-
ciety, ‘which stipulated that thése papers
should be preserved for at least one year.
In the examination of Dr. Verrinder it
had been admitted that theré was no way
to tell whether Dr. Richards had answered
the questions properly or not without the
production of the papers which had been

oyed.
de;;lt: ’i‘aylor announced that on behalf of
plaintiff an expert who had gone through
the questions and answers would be pro-
duced:

Dr. Arthur Jordan, M. D., D. D. §,, of
Seattle, then took the stand. On being
sworn he testified that he had obtained the
degree M. D: at the George Washington

also held an M. D. diploma from the Uni-
versity of Vienna. He had served as cap-
tain and assistant surgeon in the United
States army. He had been what is known
ag a ‘‘quiz master’” since 1896.

To the court witness explained that a
“quiz master’’ was one proficient in pre-
paring students for examinations.

To My, Taylor witness .said. that Dr.
Richards had brought some papers to him
and asked him to examine the same, He
had done so and marked them. ‘He had
gone through.them on another occasion
and had marked them again.

Mr. Taylor was proceeding to have the
witness take up the examination papers
on which Dr. Richards had been ‘“plucked”
by the Dental College, when Mr. Bodwell
objected.

Counsel for defendants argued that in
all actions of this kind it would be neces-
sary to prove first of all a combination
indicating conspiracy. His learned friend
had laid no foundation for the evidence
he was now trying 'to put in.

Mr. Taylor thought this a most absurd

contention on the part of counsel for the

defence. The only way in 'which he could

possibly prove combination was by prov- |

ing acts from which the jury might infer
that a combination existed.,

Mr. Bodwell, replying to this, contended
that the act of the legislature gave the
society very wide powers. It gave them
the right to reject candidates without cit-
ing reasons for 'so doing. THe society
might éven, for the sake of argument, re-
ject candidates unfairly: It might be sald
this was wrong Possibly it was, but the
legislature had so defined the powers of
the society.

COMMISSIONERS
FRAME REGULATIONS

Competitions to Be Held During
July Each Year—P. dé N.
Walker Registrar

A report from the civil service com-
misgioners, submitting a series of regu-
lations for examinations, was laid be-
fore the executive council yesterday by
the provincial secretary, who was au-
thorized to give affect to them. The
exeeutiVe also  appointed P, de N.
Walker, chief clerk in the provincial
secretary’s department, to act as reg-
istrar under the Civil Service Act. The
commissioners report is as follows:

The' undersigned have the honor to
recommend the adoption of the follow-
ing regulations governing the examin-
ation of candidates for appointments
to the civil service of this province, un-
der: the act entitled “An Act with Re-
spect to the Civil Service of British
ColumtiBar:. i o5 G s

1. The general competitive ~examin-
ationh for junior clerkships and for po-
sitions of stenographers shall be held
during the first week in July in each
year, and shall be presided over by
the examiners appointed to éxamine

_candidatés for teachers’ licenses, Forms

on which applications for these exam-
inationg shall be made will bé pro-
vided by the civil dervice com-
missioners, and may be had on appli-
cation to’ the registrar of the public
service. Examinations shall be held
in the rollowing places: Armstrong,
Chilliwack, Cumbeérland, Enderby, Gol-
den, Grand Forks, Kamloops, Kaslo,
Kelowna, Ladysmith,. Nanaimo, -Nel-
son, New Westminster, Peachland,
Revelstoke, Rossland, Salmoén Arm,
Vancouver, Vernon and Victoria, and
also in any other locallties in which
hereafter a high school may be estab-
lighed. : z

2. No person shall be admitted to such
examination unless he is a natural-born
or Haturalized British subject of the
full age of sixteen years, and not
more than twenty-oné years, and pre-
sents certificates as to” health; charac-
ter and habits.

3. The general competitive examin=
ation for junior clerkships shall in-
clude the following subjects:

(a) Writing—To 'be determined from
the paper on copying manuscripts.

(b) Spelling—Writing from dietation
and the correcting of mis-spelled words
fromt a printed paper:

(c) Composition (in¢luding grammar
and precis writing)—A test of ability.
(a) to write letters on given ‘subjects;
or to embody in letters certain given
information in a grammatical and in-
telligible form; (b). to -g8ive ‘the éssen<
tial features .of . Jetters,.. reports | or
other documents of a nonstechnical na-
ture, in clear, concise and grammatical
form. ;

(d) Copying manuscrips (including
writing)—To maeke &4 neat and ‘ac-
curate copy - of a.manuscript = which
has been altéred and amended in vari-
ous particulars. This paper will be
taken as a test of writing also.

(e) Arithmetic — The elementary
rules, fractions (vulgar and decimal),
interest and discount, and simple pro-
blems involving these.

(f) Geography—With special refer-
ence to Canada, and a general refer-
énce to North America, Western Eu-
rope and the British Empire.

(g) History—A general outline of the
History of England and Canada from
the discovery of America,

4. The competitive examination for
typewriters and stenographers shall
include in addition to writing, spelling,
compoeition and copying manuscripts,
prescribed for junior clerks, the fol-
lowing subjects:

(a) Typewriting—Plain copy and
simple tabulation. Special importance
attacheéd to accuracy’and neatness of
work. ' A Bpeed of at least thirty words
a minute will be expected.

(b) Stenography—S8pecial importance
attached to accuracy. A speed of at
least sixty words per minute will be
expected. Tests will be given at the
rates of sixty, eighty and one hundred
words per minute.

(5) To successfully pass these exam-
inations candidates must make.not less
than 84 per cent. in each subject, and
niot less than 50 per cent. in all sub-
Jects.

6. All competitive examinations for
entrance to the civil service will be
advertised in the British Columbia
Gazette at least four weeks before the
examinations are to take place. Such
advertisements shall state the sub-
jects to be covered by the examina-
tiong and the places at which the ex-
aminations may be held.

7. Bvéry successful candidate befare
receiving a permanent appointment to
the civil service must furnish the civil
gervice commissioners
cate of good health which shall be
filled oiit on standard forms to be fur-
nished by the commissioners.

8. Intending candidates for examin-
ations must file their applications not
later then the 18t of June:. Under no
circumstances will applications re-
ceived after this date be accepted. An
acknowledgment. of the receipt of an
application will be sent to all candi-
dates, and anyone filing an applica~
tion who does not receive an acknow-
ledgment within a reasonable time
should at once write to the registrar,
civil service commission, Victoria,
B. C. i

9. Ag  soon’as practicable after the
examination the papers of the candi-
dates will be marked, and their stand-
ing ascertaineéd and communicated to
them by the registrar. Prior to that
time no inquiries addressed to the

| commissioners wili be answered.

10, Within one month after the pub-

lication of the results of a civil ser=|

vice examination, any candidate who
considers that his answer papers have
not been correctly valued may make
application to the .commigsioners to
have his papers re-read. Such applica-
tiorn must be accompanied with a fee
or $5.00. In cases where the appeal is
granted, the féé will be returned.

TRIANGLE TALKS \
70 FAR HONOLULU

WIRELESS RECORD FOR
B. C. COAST STATIONS

Canadian and U. S. Government
Operators Exchange Messages
2,600 Miles Apart

Exchanging messages with the Unit-
ed States government station at Hon-
olulu, over 2,500 miles distant, the Do-
minion government wireless operator
at Triangle island broke all records for
the B. C. coast stations on Tuesday
night

Since the station was established at
Triangle island, which is one of the
Scott group lying off the north coast of
Vancouver island, several long-distarce
messages have been received which in-
dicated that the location was ideal for
work over g wide range. On Tuesday
night Operator Preer, who is in charge
at Triangle, heard the Honolulu station
talking and established communication
with’ Operator Maddams ‘ there, who
was -formerly at ‘the Pachena station
on this coast. Congratulatory messages
were exchanged, coming through with
exceptional clearness although the dis-
tance ig greater than any previously

.covered: from this coast.

The eight stations now in operation
by the Dominion Government on the B.
C! coast are proving of inestimable
value to shipping men, all of the trans-
Pacific liners and nearly all of the
coastwise vessels  now being “equipped
with this safeguard to navigation. Not

Number of Arrests in New York
«-—A lleged Conspiracy to
Defrang

New York, Sept. 29.—The brokerage
firm of B. H. Sheftels company, one
of the largest curb brokerage houses
in the country, was raided by the po-

lice this afternoon. Sheftels and a half |

dozen of his clerks were arrested,
All the prisoners were charged with

rviolation of the bucketshop laws. The

curb market Jearned early to-day that
there would be ‘‘something doing” and
excitement began which culminated in
the falling of prices  of the securities
dealt in by the Sheftels company. Raw-
hide, Coaliation stock sold for nine
cents; Jumbo Extension fell to 53; Ely
Central to 38.

‘While -the crowd was raging about
the brokerage offices, - a police patrol
dashed up. The police seized “the
brokers and a postoffice inspector took
charge of the company’s books and
papers.” Federal Attorney Wise said
that seven persons were arrested at the
offices and that the police are seeking
two other men.

It was learned that the department
of justice had ordered the raids and
that alleged evidence had been secured
to support charges of illegal dealings
in mining stocks.

The curb market became wilder after
the seizure and prices tobogganed.
Jumbo sold to 30; Ely Central reached
35 and Rawhide Coalition six.

Three of the most prominent. curb
brokers arrested were Samuel Her-
zog, alias Rice; George, alias- “Red”
Sullivan and Bernard Sheftels.

George Scarborough, a federal special
agent, swore to the complaints, alleg-
ing that prior to January 10, 1910, the
firm conspired to defraud by:the use
of the United States mail and tele-
graph wires Will A. Childs, Charles
Slack and others. 55

It is charged that the firm falsely ad-
vertised securities and performed il-
legal transactions on the”New York
curb.

IS NO PROTECTIVE
ARIFF ON JUSTICE |:

Chief Justice’s Comment—J ury
Gave an American Damages in
Tally-Ho Case

~ (Front-Thursday’s Daily.)

A verdict for $2,500 and costs was
returned late yesterday  afternoon by
the jury -which, -with Chief:  Justice
Hunter on the bench, had been hear-
ing the damage suit of Ogilby- vs.
White, arising out of the tally-ho aec-
cident "which took place a year ago
near the corner of May street and
Lover’s Lane, between Dallas road and
Fairfield road.

The jury recommended that' the city
expropriate the northwest corner of
May street and Lover's lane, and that
the stregt railway company shift - its
track to the opposite side of the street’
in the interests of public safety.

Plaintiff, with others, in August last
wasg taking a ride on defendant’s tally-
ho coach, and in going down a grade
near Dallas road, was thrown out by
the upsetting of the coach in an ex-
cavation throygh the alleged negligence
of the driver. He had his left ankle
broken and sustained other injuries
which necessitated an operation and
confined him to the hospital here for
some fifteen days. On his return. to
his home in the States, another oper-

ation was found necessary, and the evi-

dence went to show that he is per-
manently injured.

Chief Justice Hunter, in his charge
to the jury, which was as usual clear
and concise, commented on a reference
which had been made during the trial
to the fact that plaintiff was an Amier-
ican while défendant was a British
subject and a resident of this prov-
ince. He Teminded the jury' that in
every part of the British dominions
justice was the same for all and freely
accessible to all, whether foreigner
or citizen.

“No matter what may be the fact as
to commodities. between ourselves and
our neighbors there is no protective
tariff on justice,” was his lordship’s
epigram. ‘

INVESTIGATION -
OF NEW DISEASE

NO CURE FOUND FOR
INFANTILE PARALYSIS

Virus Too Small to See With Mi-
croscope—Effect on Monkeys
Similar to Man =

Throughout Canada and the United
States recenf]y there have been a large
number of cases of paralysis’ 'which
ha¥Veé been -designated infantile paraly-

sis because of the peculiar susceptibil-
ity of children. The epldemic has made
its -appearance in Victorla, as well as
in practically ail the other cities of the
continent, and the result has been that
the'~doctors have' beeh ‘working over-
time to discover its cause and cure. So
far they have found out that it ig pro-
duced by inoculation!with a virus, and
that this inoculation is probably made
through the mucous membrane wlthin
the nose and als¢ transmitted to others
from the same source. The name given
to this disease is poliomyelitis.

The virus whictt ¢arrees ttie disease is
so small that no ‘one has yet been able
to say with certainty that he has seen
it.: Tt passes  with " ease through the
finest filter, is not injured by cold, but
is unable to withstand heat. As it is
difficult to become inoculated through
the usual food passages, however, this
is not of very 'great importance. It
is only when.the work of the digestive
organs Ss arrested by means of opium
subject  becomeés affected
through that source.

‘There seemg to have been an impres-
sion. abroad that the majority of cases
prove fatal. This is not true, for Dr.
Simon Flexner, of New York, who has
been making a study of the' disease,
says -that the mortality is not migre
than:ten per cent. of those actually
attacked, probably less. The disease#
is . ‘prevalent during the summer,
months, whereas spinal meningitis,
which it much resembles, is prevalent
in winter or early spring.

Dr. Flexner has made many experi-
ments with monkeys with a view of
finding out -a serum with which te
counteract or, prevent the disease, but
though he has had considerable success
he is not yet in:a position to recom-
mend any for general use, but is con-
It has been
found:that ithe lower order of animals

‘arg not susceptible to the disease, and

that monkeys are not as much so as
man, but that when inocnlated the
monkeys nearly always succumb.

It ‘has further been shown that, as
with a number of other wvirulent dis-
eased, those who have once been at-
tacked are afterwards proven to be
nearly immune. 1If, therefore, a serum

.can be secured which will give a mild

attack only, it may be possible to make
people partially immune in the same

iway as with a number of other dis-

eases,

It was to bé expected that some in-
dividuals would be more susceptible to
ingeulation - than others, and that a
few would be wholly immune. In sum-
marizing an article on the subject 'in
the  American Medical Association, Dr.
Flexner says: ‘It may confidently be
stated that the experimental study of
poliomyelitis has yielded a large num-
her of important facts relating fo the
spontaneous: diseases in man. . These
facts include the discovery of the mna-
ture of the virus, of many @f its pro-
perties, of certain impértant clinical
and  pathological peculiarities of the
disease, of the phenomena of immunity,
of 'a  mode of spontaneous infection,
while they have gerved to establish a
basis on which to develop measures of
prevention, and on which to build hopes
for the working out of a specific
method of treatment.”

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DR. RUTHERFORD SPEAKS
AT STOCKMEN’S MEET!NG

I Ay

British Columbis is Far. Abead of
Other Provinces in Preventive
Measures

(From Thursday's Daily.) -

Dr. J. G. Rutherford,  Dominion
veterinary director-gemeral and live
stock commissioner, last evening at the
city -hall delivered a' very instructive
and interesting address to stockmen
on'the subject of preventive memSures
for diseases which afflict cattle, partic-
ularly tuberculosis, Theré was a good
attnedance. -Mayor  Morley presided,
and on the paltform with Dr. Ruther-
ford were W. E. Scott, deputy minister
of -agriculture, and Dr. C. J. Fagan,
secretary of the provincial board of
health. .

Dr. Ruthertord in opénlng, expla.ined
the work of the recent international
commission on bovine tuberculosis, of
which body he had the honor of being
chairman., The report of this commis-
sion would be of very little use as far
as British Columbia was concerned,
because the provimecial -department of
agriculture already had in force many
of the recommendations “which would
be the outcome of the investigations
of the commission,

The speaker said that in bovine tu-
berculosis there were two great diviss:
ions. The first was the control and
eradication of tuberculesig araong cat-
tle.. That would mean also the stamping
out of the disease among bogs. The tu-
bercular disease among hogs rwasg al-
most inyariably of bovine origin. From
what had been ascertained- the disease
appeared of easy transmission to any
other animal, In fact, ‘it had been as-
serted _in_ some authorltat}ve quarters
that = bovine  tuberculosis: = was the
mother: disease of every. other kind of
tuberculosis. . This,  however, was &
subject which at present was incapable
of proof, The eradication of the disease
in animals was the veterinary problem.

The - second great division of  the
question -was the prevention eof - the
transmission of the beovine disease. to
human beings, through meat. or milk.
1t was quite possible for a community
to solve this latter problem, without
touching the question of eradicating
the disease among the animalg which
supplied the community.  The govern-
ment of British Columbia had taken
up the matter along this line, and in
his opinion too much attention - could
not be paid to this branch. The dis-
ease was transmitted “by the feeding
of calves and pigs on the. product of
tubercular cows. From 25 to- 50 per
cent. of the calves raised on milk from
infected cows developed tuberculosis.
The percentage of hogs  that became
infected was- possibly as high as: 60
per cent. It was supposed that out of
every hundred human beings that died
fourteen: succumbed: 'to/ tuberculosis,
and that out of the balance 50 per cent.
On  this - -aceount,
whether or not.tuberculosis.in. human
beings could be traced to bovine ori-
gin, too much care could not be exer-
cised in eradicating the disease among
cattle.

It was' often feund that galves : be-
came affected through drinking’ the
milk of cows apparently unaffected.
many
cows were affected with open tuber-
culosis. It was not uncommon to find
instances of abscesges 'in the ‘lungs.
The community Wwhich ‘permitted’ the
sale of milk from cows not absolutely
known to be undffected” was very far
from being on thé right road.

The system of Inspection which pre-
vailed in British Columbia ‘was'" differ-
ent-fo that'in any othey provjnce’ In
other: provinces it was the practice of
governments ' to allow * municipalities
to pass laws for the control of/dairies;
so that the question of"an: inspectotate
was optional in each .community, Here
the inspection carried out was govern-
mentadl, and he:believed that this was
by far the better system. In Ontario
there was not & Singlée = community
which insisted on the tubercular test.
In Quebec, the city of Quebec and a
few other communities, had taken the
matter. up, The way the matter had
been dealt with :in British Columbia
was going to have a very salutary
effect on the rest of the Dominion.

In the campaign against bovine tu-
berculosis - the danger - through = the
spread of ihe disease by the consump-
tion of butter and cheese had been to
a large extent ignored, on accoufit of
the large interests involved and the
fact that. the casting of suspicion on
these commodities would create an up-
roar in communities. Experiments,
however, had been made in America
which had shown that butter from the
milk of tubercular ¢ows could not be
looked  iipon without suspicion. In the
report of the international commission,
Dr. Rutherford stated a recommenda-
tion would be made that all milk and
its products should be pasteurised -when
there was considered any danger of it
having. comé: from. infected cows.

Dr. "2 utherford was accorded a
hearty vote of thanks proposed by Dr.
Fagan and ‘seconded. by Dr. S
Tolmie.

PROVINCIAL LIQUOR
REGULATION ACT

Is in Force in Vancouver Despite
Special Charter Held by
That City

Vancouver; Sept. 29.—The Provincial
Liquor Regulation Aect is in force'in
the city of Vancouver, and its pro-
visions hold good in-this city, despite
the special charter under” which Van-
couver operates, as well as thfoughout
the province.

TELEGRAPH RATES
TO BE INVESTIGATED

Railway Commission Will Inquire
Into- Companies Doing Busi-
ness in Canada

Winnipeg, Sept. 27.—A national .In-
vestigation of the methods of the tele-
graph c¢orporation doing business * in
Canada will doubtless follow the ruling
of Chairman "Mabee, of the' board of
railway commissioners for Canada, in
session here during the past week, on
the complaints made by the' Winnipeg
Board of Trade and Winnipeg Grain
Exchange, to the effect that,the com-
panies in their tolls were discriminat-
ing against ‘the west in order to make
up for the small percentage of profits
reaped in Eastern Canada.

Chairman Mabee, after hearing the
evidence . Oof ~several witnesses, post-
poned the case, and stated that he

of every telegraph company doing busi-
ness in:the Dominion, to be held be-
fore the ‘commission.

FINE PAINTINGS AND
HANDICRAFTS SHOWN

Gratifying Collections in ‘the Wo.
‘mau’s Building Are Being
Greatly Admired

(Brom Tuesday's Daily.)

What will be to many one of the
most attractive features of the fair-is
the splendid inaugural exhibition of
The Island Arts Club, which occupies
the. upper floor of the woman’s build-
ing. :

The exhibition is-made up of original
work Tonly, but oils, | water-colors,
pastels and black ‘and white studies
are.shown in bewildering variety. Not
only are the best known local. artists
well represented but many newcomers
| to the province have sent in excellent
samples of their work, the result being
an -exhibition ‘such as has never been
equalled 'in Victoria'and one which will
compare most favorably with that of
much larger cities in the eastern prov-
inces or in England.

The visitor is at once struck by the
variety in the subjects chosen. While
there are a number of very fine por-
traits, ~both in oils, water-colors and
‘pastels, the landscapes, which far out-
number them, depiet outdoor scenes
)fr'om dainty"little loeal sketches to the
majestic mountain and forest scenery
of' the Selkigks as well as of the Corn-
ish coast.”

Mrs. Bampfylde‘Daniell is showing a
number of magnificent canvasses. No
34 is-a charactéristic' scene of a log-
-jam'at Glacier, a * truthfully colored
and faithful' representation of, British
Columbia.  séenery. Seventy-three,
seventy-four and seventy-six are a
.series of canvasses from = the .same
clever brush, depicting the varied at-
mospheric conditions of the  Selkirks
and'all showing the sympathetic mas-
tery which thig gifted artist has of her
subject. - ‘Along somewhat similar lines
is No. 9, a ldrge forest scene' painted
at Goldstream expressive of the beauty
of British Columbia and the majesty
of “the -trees:

Miss T. Wylde also has some very
fine landscdpés, “although: her forte is
portraiture., YNo, .86, a-very striking
full )ength portraxt in oils of Lieuten-
ant-Governor. Paterson, wearing his of-
ficial ‘uniform, occupies a conscicudus
place, The¥fdce is strongly painted
and very:;lifaslike, ‘while the <drawing
ig faultless, . Ne..58, -a. life-size por-
trait of her brother, M. A. Wylde, in
hunting costéfhe with ‘his' gun in the
hollow ‘of “his~arm, shows the undoubt-
ed  gkill of the 'artist in this line of
work. "AH the lines are firmly drawn
and the coloring excellent. No. 69, a
water-color portrait of Edgar Fawcett,
is a very striking likeness by the same
artist. - But what is thought by many
to he her best work is No. 75, a large
gente picturé in vivid purples and sub-
dued greens, showing a smiling dark-
&yed young ‘girl with bare feet, wear-
ing a calico dress partly covered by a
purple cloak, -who: is :sitting at the
root of a gigantic beach tree,, playing
at-being qiuedn. ~She has crowned her-
self with fir, and in her right hand she
holds her sceptre, a purple fox glove:
Atwher feet plays her only subject, a
chipmiunk. - While the poetic intent of
the picture is beautifully carried out
\it is- the bold, fearless manipulation of
colors. that ~strikes the critic, for it is

been. spoiled and, for lack of
proper treatment, been nothing but a
coarse blur :of gaudy color. . This
canvag was hung last  year in; the
Royal Academy which lends it addi-
tional _ interest. No. 84, “A. study i
Browns,”  i8 ‘a. strong likeness - of a
young girl, -and 85, a woman’s figure
in. a green decollate gown, with
jewelled glrdle, standing on the steps
leading into-a- garden, is a dainty, fas-
cinating ‘water-color,  Another .clever
picture of Miss Wylde’s “Love Laughs
at Locksmithg,” - No. 16, shows an old
man in his workshop being inter-
viewed by a ‘smiling, golden-haired
Cupid.

11, showlng the interior of”a fisher-
man’s cottage on the west coast of
England, 'where the nets are  being
mended,. is an exquisité bit of coloring.
The = figures  show careful , drawing,
while the expressions on the different
faces are cleverly depictéd. No. 77, a
marine Scene, is a charming moon-
light effect, and a good example of
light and shade. No.” 28, an autumn-
tinted loc4l landscape in oils, which is
much admired, completes the exhibit of
this artist, who has, however, three
splendid ‘canvasses depicting the mag-

Thomas Bamford, an artist the merit
of whose work is well known to Vie-
torians, is showing an interesting col-
lection of local sketches in oils and
water-colors.

John Middleton, an Engllsh new-
comer to .the city who was. for many
years arts master in his: native town
and surrounding dxstrlcts, has eent in
several .very. fine water color sketches
of Cornish coast scenery,. which any
one familiar with the locality will at
once recognize. A’ pretty little bit of
Dartmoor scenery is: also much ad-
mired. Mr. Middleton is. an adept in
coloring, and his drawing shows the
hand of a master.

Mrs, Denis R. Harris has a group of
vivid’sunrise effetcs, Nos. 30, 45 and 100,
and in hep portraits Nos. 26, 27 and 36,
one readily recognizes well known local
citizens, “My Pet Roses,” No. 54, is a
dainty bit of work.

Miss Chambers, ' andther new-comer
to the city, has some beautiful work,
and-her exhibit is one of the largest.
No, 22, “Little Pan Pipes to His Flock,”
is an' exquisite study in twilight effects.
No. 10, “A Happy Old Worker,” .is a
strong piece of work in oils, depicting
an old woman in the -kitchen. The
baekground  is subdued, bringing the
face and figure of the old peasant into
strong relief. No. 85, “A Knitting
School in Sicily,” shows a room full of
sturdy children with an old dame for

i.a teacher. The -head of the latter might

be more sharply defined, as it is some-
thing of a puzzle to find it: No. 18, “The
Orphan,” is =a: pathetic sketch of a
child’s head; 'in which one” feels the
tears whieh the child is bravely re-
pressing. “Waiting,” No. 44, a life-size
pastel of a young lady well-known in
social circles here,” is, without doubt,
one of the most attractive features of
the exhibition. The exquisite coloring
and the clever handling.of the drapery
effects are simply wonderfiil. The
young lady .is seated in. an expectant
attitude, plainly waiting for. some one,
and crowning her .head is a most. be-
coming hat of tuscan ‘straw trimmed
with pink roses, and tied under the
chin with soft streamers of pale blue.
“Daisy Chains.” No. 20, a decorative
portrait, is also a clever and beautiful
piece of work. No. 64, “My Sister,” is a
life-like. sketch in water e¢olors of a
pleasant, matronly face. A black veil
covering the face affords room for
those delicate touches in which Miss
Chambers excels. Two_daintily tinted
drawings by the same artist are also
much admired.

Bernard McEvoy, Vancouver, artist
and newspaperman, has sent two char-
acteristic bits of English scenery, “A
Devonshire Cottage” and ‘‘Wayside
Cross on - Dartmoor,” both- of which
show.the hand of a master artist

S. P. Judge, Vancouver; Mrs, C.
Wallick, Miss Maude Lettice, Mrs. All-
tree-Coley,  Miss Gladys Woodward,
Mrs. N. Shaw, Miss Cocker, Miss Lil-
lian Clarke, Miss Kitto, Miss McMick-
ing and a number of others. have all
contributed largely to make tihe in-
augural exhibit of the Island Arts Club
a succesg, and the public will be glad
to -see more of ‘their work in the fu-
ture.

Crafts Department.

In this exhibit are many rare and
beautiful articles Whlch will. well re-
pay a careful mspectlon Miss Mills is
showing an original Qesxgn for Irish
linen ‘damask, Trepresenting - ‘“‘plenty,”
which obtained a national award in
London, Eng. Another beautiful piece
of work b¥ Miss Mills is. a chrysan-
themum motif, used to fit three differ-
ent spaces; the first being one color,
the seconid’ two. and the third three. A
cornflower motif similariy treated is
equally attractive. An etched copper
fireséreen, ‘representing the four ele-
ments, is cleverly conceived and. car-
ried out. There is also some very fine
gesso and wood-staining work by .this
clever and versatile  artist. Several
‘handsome samples of scraffetp work
by Mrs. Dunnell are much ' admired.
She has . also specimens of .beaten
pewter which are Very-interesting.

M. Palmer, a large contributer to the
crafts’ department, shows some very
handsome work in etched brass, sten-
cllling and glazed pottery. M. Porrit
has a very elaborate chip-carved two-
leafed screen, and a 'mumber of equal-
1y clever hits of work, A - beautifully
carved wood panel by Harry Dunnell
is attracting a great deal, of attention.
L. Conyers 18 showing a very hand-
some tray of stained wood, which re-
presents a tremendous expenditure of
skilled workmanship,

Taken as a whole, the crafts’ exhibit
is an exceedingly creditable. one, es-
pecially in consideration of the fact
that the work is all strictly original.

The thanks of the city and the Agri-
cultural Society are certainly due to
the Arts and Crafts Club for the hard
work its members have done in getting

up such an exhibition, entirely without |

hope of reward, for there are no prizes
given.

CHOLERA DRIVES
THOUSANDS FROM NAPLES

Number of ‘Persons Die on Streéts
—Police Have Difficulty Maim
ta.ining Order

Rome Sgpt. 28.—With the removal of
the censorshlp reports of startling .de-
velopments of -cholera at Naples are
being réceived. A number of persons
have died in the streets, and the popii-
lar outbreak is such that the police
have great difficulty in mamtalnlng or-
der.

It-is reported that 100,000 persons of
the wealthier classes have already fled
from Naples.

There were thlrty—two new cases and
twenty-six deaths from the cholera in
Naples Monday. Immigrants arriving
yesterday from America were forcibly
prevented from landing.: The passen-
gers on the steamer  Canopie,  which
reached Naples Monday frome ‘Boston,
wert permitted to debark, but were im-
mediately escorted to the railroad:sta-
tion by soldiers. Most of the cases are
in the squalid part of the city. The
Duke and Duchess of Xosta have hur-
riedly returned to Naples and are ors
ganizing relief methods.

Prof. Dori, chief of the board of
health, announced Monday that there
have been four cases of Asiatic chol-
era. in Rome. One of these proved fa-
tal, while the others are recovering.
The origin of -all have been traced to
Naples.

At a cabinet meeting the mlnlsters
deliberated on measures necessitated
by the prevalence of cholera at Naples.
Special consideration was’ given to the
questions of shipping and immigration.
Detachments of police and 150 carabin-
jeri have been sent to Naples to assist
in the enforcement of sahitary meas-
ures. '

Property ' Owners, ‘ Over-Assessed
for Local Improvement, Win :
After Long Fight

Seattle, Wash., Sept. 28.—As a result
of a ‘decision by the Supreme Court,
property holders of Seattle who have
been over-assessed for local improve-
ments for-the past 25 years, can collect
their money. :

There is at present in the city’s eash
depositories $1,169,000" collected from
property owners for work done that
cost less than the estimate,

“'l‘he., mayor said the . controller's
statement could not be accepted as an
actual fact.

“It,was decided not to take action on
the controller's motion, but the board
will'make an: mspectlon of the reservoir
to-day.”

MURDERERS BURN
FACE OF VICTIM

'Development in Revelstoke Tra-
gedy Causes Excitement Among
. Residents of City

Revelstoke, Sept. 28.—The  brutal
murder' of Frank Julian, the old-time
Italian resident of this city, is the topic
of discussion here, ‘and a great deal of
excitement is a'pparent in the town.

“That it is the work of the Black Hand
is certain. After the body was removed
to the undertaking rooms, it was dis-
covered that the face of the victim had
been marked by his murderers before
death. On the face from the top of the
forehead to the ‘chin, covering both
eyes, nose and mouth, is a jet black
cirele, like a black bull's-eye,

Thig in the opinion of all who have

;fexamined the body was caused by the

application of vitrol liquid applied be-
The liquld had burned the
eyes and had parched the skin of the
face; and nothing can remove the
marks. ‘A portion of the skin of the
face will be sent to an expert for
analysis. ;

It is believed that the attorney-gen-
eral of the province will offer a sub-
stantial reward for the arrest and con-
viction of the murderers and that the
department at Victoria will spare no
effort. to bring the gullty ones to jus-
tice. The citizens of Revelstoke are
looking to the department to move
promptly. and positively, for it is feit
that no one's life is safe here. For the
past two or three years prominent
vitizens of the town have received let-
ters signed by the Black Hand.

BURGLARS TAKE MONEY.

Birnie, Sept. 28.—Some time Monday
night the store of John Birnie, hard-
ware merchant, was entered by burg-
lars, the safe blown open, the cash reg-
ister pilfered and cash to tlie amount
of from $1,800 to $2,000 was taken. The
burglars left no clue. This is the latest
outrage of this kind in Manitoba, and
it .shows that another bold gang is
operating other than that which pull-
ed off the Hamiota robberies, unless
the two men who escaped at Oak Lake
struck for the north.

LAUNCH WRECKED.

Stewart, Sept. 29.—Frank D. Rice's
survey party of seven narrowly escaped
death at Georgia river on the canal
when their launch caught fire from an
explosion of gas, probably caused by a
leaky . engine. Five of the men were
in bed at the time and escaped In their
underclothing. The men with consid-
erable difficulty. cut away the small
boats, but not before the craft was a

pionship fér the white race, takes'a
modest and. sensible view of his pros-
pects:

“Nathrally T was very  pleased to
learn that Mr. Corri thinks so highly
of my fighting powers;”’ he said. “An
opinion from such a judge of boxing
as. Mr. Corri puts heart into a young
fighter, But I am gensible enough 10
know that I could not do anything
with Johnson yet awhile, I might be
able to stand up to him for ten rounds
or 80, but theén I should go under, sim-
ply becausé I have not'the physique to
last Ionggr.

“First of all, I want more weéight be-
fore I can do anything big.  Stripped,
I am just 182 pounds, but I am steadily
going up. My height and reach are all
right, and I have age in niy favor; for
I am' only twenty-three, >

“Next, I want experience. I havel
only had two fights in England, both of
which I won easily. In India I fought
fifteen fights and won them all.. Most
of them were against men heavier
‘than myself. When I won the cham-
pionship of India my opponent weighed
203 pounds. I came - back from India
with the express purpose of ‘trying ‘to
win the championship of England.
‘When I have done this 1 shall begin
to realize that I am some one;

“I have neVer seerl Johnson: box, but!
from all accounts I should say that he
was a magnificent defensive fighter. In
my opinion, the men who have fought
Johnson have made the migstake 6f not
trying to ‘raw’ him more—in:not forc-
ing him to lead and give them an gpen-
ing. To beat a man like Johnson you
must hit him hard and often, and the
only  c¢hance of hitting a man with
such a defence is to compe] him to lead
and give you an opening.

Pail-
ing to get them, I immediately telephoned
to_ the provincial police department;’ and
on ‘being informed that nothing new had
transpired In my case, and learning that
no communication had been received from
Mr. Bowser relating to the matter, I'de-
cided to publish my letter. . Had Mr. Bow-
ser taken the trouble to read the state-
ments taken by the police, he could not
fail to notice the names of seven ‘persons.
with two friends, whose names are not
mentioned, who were in the vicinity of the
accident, and whose statements have not
been taken. I have given the mames of
two persons, each accompanied by =a
friend, who wereé also in the w¥ieinity, and
who have mnever yet been_ interviewed.
Mr. Bowser’s theory about the perpetrator
probably being unaware of the crime is the
same upon which the department has
placed too much reliance. It is my belief
that the man ,who fired the shot is the
same and one person who responded by =&
light whistle when I called for help, and
who failed to come to my assistance, thus
criminally -leaving me to die-from loss of
blood or exposure.

The statement that the department had
gone far  afield in their search for my
assailant fs far-fetched to one whe, in his
affliction, has kept a record date and data
of all interviews and promises, fulfilled
and unfulfilled. As intimated in my pre-
vious letier,. I am still willing to give
facts to those interested. I am not asking
remuneration: I simply ask for justice to
myself and-protection to my fellow-man.

Meeting Held Yesterday After-
noon to Discuss Plans for Lo-
cal Society

(From Tuesday’'s Daily).

A large gathering was held yester-
day afternoon in the schoolroom .of
Christ . Church cathedral, in order to
talk over the “work:.in connection- with
the Girls” Friendly Society. The object
of this association is not like that of
the Y. W. C. A., which .is doing an
excellent work ' in ' furnishing young
girls who are strangers in the ecity
with a home, but to help them to cope
with the temptations around them.

Briefly outlined, its aim is not to re-
form girls who have become in any
sense outcasts  from society, but-fto
‘safeguard and train them so that they
will never need to be rescued. Any girl
of good character may become a mem-
ber if she is a communicant of the
Church , of England. An associate
must try in every way to be the true
friend of ‘the little band of girls of
whom she takes charge. In the early
days of the society associates, through
want of tact, made many failures. The
successes, however, have -been much
greater.. There are now 38,000 as-
sociates and 186,000 members, and the
badge of the G. F. 8. gains for a girl
friends wherever she goes.

Bishop Perrin, in a’'short address, ex-
pressed his pleasure at Seeing so many
present and hoped it augured well for
the interest taken in the work of help-
ing girls in Victoria who, for any rea-
son, needed help. The society, he-said,
had been founded thirty years ago by
a good woman with the purpose of de-
veloping spiritual life among the girls
who were its members,

_Mrs. C. E. Cooper said that to-many
the idea of a society was distasteful
yvet the mnion of many persons had ac-
‘complished much that was greatest
and’ best in the world. . The mneed of
all girls for friends was dwelt on. -It
was very desirable that not -only
strangers but -girls living at home
should' become members. of the society
so that each might help the other,

Purity of life, dutifulness to parents,
faithfulness to employers, temperance
and thrift were virtues especially foss
tered by _this seciety. The need of
such teaéhing was very great in these
days. Mrs. Cooper closed with the hope
that the women of the Empire would
grow strong and sweet, pure and neble..

LOST SILVER MINE
REPORTED FOUND

Prospector  Tells Remarkable
Story of Experiences on Cnt-
- tus Creek

Nélson, Sept. 27.—That the famous
lost silver mine on Cultus creek,
which has been‘ vainly searched for
for upwards of twenty years, has been
discovered by the well-known miner,
J. W. Mulholland, that Mulholland’s
success leaking out in a limited circle,
a gold stampede to that locality en-
sued, and that the samples demon-
strate that the wveins are equal to
anything - yet discovered ' either in
Sheep Creek or in'the Bayonne, is the
statement of W. B. Pool, manager of
the ‘Nugget mine at Sheep Creek.

“Bver since the ’80’s,” said Mr. Pool,
“when_ a solitary . miner located a
claim on Cultus creek, which. flows
into Kootenay -lake- and brought out
some. remarkable silver ore, dying ‘be-
fore he could get back to his mine,
and without revealing - the secret’ of
its situation, Cultus creek has been
prospected in the hope of finding this
rich lode,

“About the middle of July Mulhol=
land came upon the old cabin of three
walls and roofless, which he " took to
be the cabin of the lost mine; but
had not time to examine, as his trip
was for supplies.« -Shortly after this
Mulholland went 'to’ re-locate somie
unrecorded claims he had on the Tim-
berline  mountain, lost his bearings,
and instead of*drdPping on to the Tim-
berline range, dropped ower the di-
vide. into the North Fork of Sheep
creek. The only.possible way to get
out was to: go,areund the head of
Hidden creek, <and -as it was ap-
proaching night 'hé decided to strike
for the old cabin he“had found on
the previous trip.:: He got to the cabin
at dark.

“Mulholland’s story of that night’s
doings is a remarkable one. He built
a fire and started to make tea-for his
supper.: Then he felled a tree for
the purpose. of making a brush screen
between the fire and the open front of
the cabin. While- he was fixing the
brush a shot was fired at him from a
rifle, He shouted, but there was no
answeér. He resumed his tea making
and then a ball whizzed past his face.

‘“Preferring to take a chance rather
than to be shot in the eabin, ‘Mulhol-
land rushed out and tried to Tlocate
the . marksman, -unsuccessfully. He
then returned” to the caved-in cabin
and sat with his bac¢k against the rear
wall, facing the open front, which had
no wall, that.being"the only quarter
from which he expected attack. His
adversary crept-around behind the logs.
The .crumbling; rotten wood ‘prevented
sight, and aim was consequently only
a guess, and Mulholand was not hurt.

“The marksman . fired several ran-
dom shots into the cabin, but fortu-
nately without' hitting the mark. At
about 9 o’clock Mulholland decided to
try for the Nugget, and for the rest of
the night he travelled, in some places
over spots that it would be hard to
cross ‘in the day time, crossing - the
summit and reaching the Nugget at
3 o’clock in the -morning. He failed
to convinee the people at the Nugget
that the series of events had actually
taken place, so he went on down to
the Halfway House, when he sent a
telegram te Constable Fraser at Ymir.

cabin, only to find it a heap of -ashes,

‘holland . started prospecting. In the
cabin there had been a rusty pick and
some rich samples of silver ore. After
j three days’ search he came upon anp
open cut, with splendid showings of
high-grade silver-lead - ore. Altoge-
ther he found four distinet flssure
veins in contacts between granite and
_quartzite formations, some carrying
gold values, and some silver  and lead.
He then staked a group of mineral
claims, being the Siver City, Lizzie
B., Dolly’ Varden, Silver Lode
Excelsior. There_ is not much doubt
that these locatioms " cover the lost
silver mine, for the samples . have
been seen, and those which have been
saved show apparently ore fully as
good as any in-<either the Sheep Creek
or Bayonne camps.

LAST OF THE HURONS
WERE :EXTERM[NAJ’ED

Tragedy That Befell Whole Indian
Race—Were Most Prosperous
of Red Men

Ottawa, Sept. 28.—In the blue book
on Indian affairs, in some respects the
most interesting of all our governmental
publications, are Incorporated the re-
ports of the agents in charge of the
reservations on which dwell those Red-
men who are still the wards of the na-
tion. One of these reports comes from
Lorette, nine miles abeve Quebec city,
Where dwells the principal remnant of
the Huron Indians. That report, is
brief, although very satisfactory, but if
read by ‘the light of history it tells of
a national tragedy, of the humbling and
almost extermination of a people, who
made peace and war, whose support
was eagerly sought and gladly accepted
by one ‘of the great ploneer powers on
this continent, and who at’'the zenith
of their glory dominated over a large
area now included within Eastern Can-
ada. They formed & branch of the
great froqueis-Huron family, although
they had-become deadly enemies at the
time of the settlement of Canada by
the French.

‘When in 1535 Jacques Cartier visited
Stadacona (Quebec) and Hochelaga
(Montreal) he found at both places
large Indian towns, prosperous, well-
built, after the manner of savages, and
with considerable of the appearance of
permanency and propriety. Seventy~
three years later, in 1608, Champlain
visited these Spots and he found that
the towns had disappeared. ‘What fate
overteok .them is not known with cer-
tainty, but- those who have studied the
matter are of the opinlon that after the
visit of Cartier the original possessors
of the soil, who were Iroquois-Hurons,
had been driven to the south and west
by the Algonquins, an entirely different
nation between whose language and
that of the Iroguois-Hurons there was
as great -‘a difference, observed the
learned Abbe Faillon, as between
French and Chinese, However that
may be, when the French began to
make permanent settlements in the
valley of the St. Lawrence the Iroquois-
Hurons had entirely  disappeared from
that region and had separated and be-
come implacable enemies. The Iroquois
then possessed what is now the central
part of the state of New York; the
Hurons dwelt in the country bordering
on the lake named after them: and on
Lake Simceoe in the central pari of the
provinces - of Ontario.  The -Iroquois
formed a confederacy based on demo-
cratic lines and known as the Five Na-
tions until, in much later years, they
were joined by the Tuscaroras, and the
Five Nations thus became Six.

The ,Hurons, who the- historian Sa-
gard says:might be styled-the “nobles”
among savages, because of their more
aristocratic form of government were,
like the.Iroquois, wise in conucil, brave
in war, and also extremeély successful
in the cultivation. of -the soil. They
raisedilarge quantitiés of maize (Indian:
corn);’ they laid  up large supplies of
cured fish and meat, and they buflt
permanent dwellings.of: wood, :rude to
be sure, and uncomfortable in ¢empar-
ison  with »the dwellings of *civilized
races, ~but . infinitely better than the
dwellings of most of the other aborig-
ines of this part of:North America.

As to the numbers, estimates- vary
greatly.- ‘The  historian Ferland gives
them a’ population ef 15,000 souls. Bon-
chette thinks it was fully 40,000. They
called themselves Wyandattes or Wy-
andottes, but the French named them
Hurons, it is said, from. their style of
wearing their hair—erect and: thrown
back,; giving their head, writes the his-
torian Ferland, the appearance of a
head df a boar—'“une hure de sanglier.”

Family quarrel§ are proverbially bit-
ter, and as the Hurons and the Iro-
quois were relatéd, it may be that the
fact to some. extent accounts for the
implacable hatred the two nations felt
for each other, and this hatred was in-
tensified by the fact that in the Iro-
quois wars with the ¥rench the Hu-
rons took the side of the enemy of
their relatives south of Lake Ontario.

The Iroquois, therefore, resolved to
exterminate the Huron nation, and they
succeeded to the extent of completely
breaking their power and driving them
from their lands about Lake Simcoe.

The final overthrow of the Huron na-
tion took place in the years 1648 and
1649, when the Iroquols swooped down
upon them like the wolf on the fold
and slew and tortured with all cruelty
and ferocity of which the savage na-
ture was capable. The history of that
war is simply a chapter of horrors, and
in that volume . of Parkman, entitled
“Jesuits in North America,” it is set
forth ‘in all its vivid details.

PUBLIC-APATHY TO
BLAME FOR FIRES

Chief Firé Warden Says Much
Loss Could Have Been Pre-
vented

Chief Fire Warden Gladwin, in his
report for August, comments sharply
on the apathy shown by citizens gener-
ally in co-operating with the fire war-
dens. <In many cases individuals could
stop a fire in its incipient stages, but
either let it alone or think their - duty
is done in reporting it to a fire warden
or other government official. In the
course of his report Mr. Gladwin says:

and the north coast has been excep-
tionally dry and windy for this  dis-
trict. The number employed for the
month on staff includes one chief fire
warden, one official ¢lerk, four divis-
ienal fire wardens, six district-fire war-
dens, and 263 assistant fire wardens, a
total of 339. The men employed - to
fight fires by the government, besides
the staff, totalled 3,233 men,or a grand
total of 3,672 men. The work of these
men engaged by the government suc-
ceeded in saving a vast amount of tim-
‘ber and private property, including
Fen towns, hundreds of settlérs’ build-
ings, eleven large saw mills and cut
lumber, seventeen million feet of cut
logs on sideways, protected and cut off
the fire with fire guards, and timber
limits estimated at two billion and a
half of standing timber.”

The causes of fire were as follows:
Unknown, 106; lightning, 58; C. P. R.
locomotives, 43; campers, 42; settlers,
35; donkey engines, 13; prospectors, 8;
G. N. locomotives, 7; Grand Trunk
right-of-way, 2; survey parties;, 2; old
fires, 2; B. C. E. R. R.,, 1. The worst
and most destructive fires originated
from the C. P. R. and G. N. R. locomo-
tives, loggers’' donkey = engines, pros-
pectors and campers, one very bad fire
being set by an insané rancher. The
timber damaged. by fire, but if cut off
within two years will be saved, is esti-
mated at 64,117,0000 feet. . One million
feet of standing timber was destroyed;
676,000 feet of cut logs on skidways
burned; together with 2.171 cedar tele-
graph poles; 6,347 cedar fence  posts;
424 railway ties; and 2,000 shingle bolts,
making a total of $21,157 of timber de-
stroyed by fire. The valué of im-
provements destroyed is estimated at
$9,185, i.e., 30 acres of peat land, ‘one
barn, four tons of hay, one government
bridge, half.a mile of road cribbing,
one small house, nine mill houses, one
cabin and fence, half mile of flume,
7,200 -feet of chutes »and half-mile of
fence. The report concludes:

“In the pdst, thousands of acres of
splendid timber for mining props and
scaffolding has been destroyed by fire,
and in passing I cannot help but men~
tion the narrow-minded public" spirit
shown b) a great many:people in re-
gards t0 trying . to extinguish small
fires when .they see them started, mear
at hand. In several instances  this
season -letters were Sent to the fire
wardens to come and put out fires,
when perhaps the fire warden was a
day’s journey from them; and when
the fire warden arrived it took a large
crew of men, and in some cases cost
hundreds of dollars to extinguish the
fires. The only excuse given was:
‘they did not think -the government
would pay them for any work they
weuld- do fighting fires.” I claim it is
the duty of every citizen to help at
once to extinguish any small fire he
may see and apply for recompense to
the government afterwards.”

Local Breeders Are Competing
With Exhibitors From Alberta
and Oregon

e

Comparison with previous stock exhibits
at the fall fair, that is, comparison over
the last few years, shows that the exhibit,
taken as a whole, this year is very far in-
deed ahead of that of the past. The indi-
vidual exhibits are more abundant and the
numbers of animals in the various groups
also are greater than those which com-
prised the stock department of the show
last yéar and the year before.

This year it is pleasing to ‘note that
many exhibits come from distant points.
The Alberta farmers, being keen on com-
peting with the home-produced British

quumbia stock, arg having a contest for
prize honors.

. The mainland, of course, is well repre-
sented in all lines, and from Oregon state
there are competitors who want to match
their breeds against those of their British
neighbors.

There is a feature of the show much
commented upon by the exhibitors of
stock from British Columbia and from
the other provincés and across the line.
This is the splendid accommodation for
the cattle provided at the fair grounds
here. Whatever the weather conditio
the animals are certain to be properly
sheltered; and the closed in stalls, as
against the old open stalls of two years
back, meet with faverable comment from
the exhibitors of valuable animals.

Along two sides of the fair grounds there
are the closed in stalls, numbering severa|
hundred, and at the northeast end there is
a double row of stalls. All of these are
occupied with the exhibits in the stoci
department, upon which the judges are
exercising their . discrimination, and in
most instances the task is found to be
fairly difficult. The competition for first
honors in the heavy horse class promises
a close decision.

E. Henderson has brought a splendid ex-
hibit of red pplled cattle- and thorough-
bred horses to match ‘against all comers
in the different classes. Chilliwack is re-
presented by J. A. Maynard, whose farm
has turned out some red polled cattle hard
to beat. From Coquitlam horses and cat-
tle are entered by the Colony farm, which
shows'a big exhibit. Nearer home there
is'the Pender Island exhibit of A. H, Men-
zies & Sons. P. W. Reid, of Saanich, is
another exhibitor. W. W. Hunter, of the
Pioneer stud farm, Olds, Alta., brings a
Igrge and. coniplete exhibit of Percherons,
Shires and Belgians, and from the same
province the Baxter-Reed Ranching Com-
pany- sends hackneys and heavy' horses.

West 'Highland and Shorthorn cattle, to-
gether with hackney horses, are exhibit-
ed by . G. L. Watson, of the Highland
ranch, Cadboro Bay road. who took a lot
of prizes, and A. C. Ruby sends a big
exhjbit* from Salem, Ore., which includes
Belgians and Percherons.

Joseph Tamboline, of Westham Island,
won thirteen prizes in the various Short-
horn classes, and Watson Clark, of Oak-
lands, secured the. first honors with his
two-year-old bull. He also won the
champion bull exhibit.; The two-year-old
Hereford ‘bull prize was won by Hugh
Savage, of Westham Island; while nine
prizes were secured by T. Maynard from
Chilliwack, in red polled cattle classes.
In Shorthorns H. A. King, Cedar Hill,
won the senior heifer calf ribbon. E. Hen-
derson, of Quadra street, won six -prizes
with his red polled cattle, getting first
with the one-year bull,champien bull, two-
year heifer and junior heifer yearling.

G. L. Watson has a splendid exhibit of
horses, winning yesterday seven prizes,
the majority being first honors. He won
among others the first and special for the
Clydesdale stallion exhibit and the first
for the Clydesdale stallion four years and
over.

A. C. Ruby was the most successfut
exhibitor in Belgians, getting first for
two-year stallions and champion stallions.

The draft horses produced a big entry,
the Inverholme steck farm doing well and
getting one, two and three for three years
and over, filly or gelding, besides other
prizes. The best draft animal bred in
Br.ush Columbia, seven years and under,
was exhibited by H. D. Helmcken, K. C.,
and was bred at his farm at the Guichon
estate. A. Davie and W. W. Hunter
divided the honors in the Shires classes,
but the biggest competition of all was
among the Clydesdales, where all the en-
tries were well filled and keenly contest-
ed. G. L. Watson and Shannon Brothers
were the most successful, while the Pem-
berton stock farm got half a dozen prizes.

Vancouver ‘Sept. 27. —Plans for the
praposed 1so‘latton hospital on the Ad-
miralty redérve were Submitted at a
meeting of" Yhe health committee.. The
building ' wifl”"Be two 'storeys high, the
lower floor 5emg reserved for the male
and rema!e #ards and the caretaker's
quarters.’ ﬂ“borridor will run through
the entireé 1€ngth of the building and
will be seven feet Wide. . The male
.ward will B8 97 feet long, the female
ward 69 fee’t and the Kkitchen, care-
taker's quarters and employees’ rooms,
which will divide them, will measure
88 feet in length. On the top floor
rooms are provided for nurses. In the
basement: proyision has been made for
the mstallat!on ‘of a steam disinfector
and’ alsd" a’laundrv heating room and
work shep. A feature of the design as
presented by Mr. Dalton, of Dalton &
Everleigh, is the big space which has
been allotted for verandahs. Asked to
estimate t,he eost; . Mr.
of putting up a frame building. The
plans- were .approved.

The water supply in connection with
the hospital also came up for consid-
eration. ‘The report of Mr. Coster, of
the city engineer’s department, showed
that the capacity for the storage of
water was very limited, the gcombined
flow from*the two creeks near at hand
being but 2,800 gallons a “day, which,
however, might be increased to 4,000
daily.
