CLOSE DOWN OF PAPER MILLS.

Consumption of Commoditwy Has Fallen
Off Materially,

New York, ' Aug. 3.—~A.: W. Burbank,
treasurer of the International Paper
‘Company, said on Saturday there is more
ado about the labor affairs of the com-
pany than the situation warrants.

“Our wage schedule terminates to-day,”
he declared, “but the men will contimie
to be paid at the same rate until the new
Scale is adopted. This matter of a
cc}:edule has absolutely nothing to do
with the closing down of the mills this
month. Glen's Falls, Fort Edwards and
Berlin (N. H.) mills are the most import-
ent of those that will be closed down.
Two other small mills in this'state and
the other in New Hampshire will also be
affected, but these mills will be shut
down, not' because we have reduced
wages, for we have not, but because the
month of August is low water time anpd
therefore the natural time of the year for
making repairs and alterations.”

Mr. Burdock said that the reduction of
force in some of the mills was unaveid-
able, inasmuch ag ‘the consumption of
Paper had fallen offtimaterially.

THEN LOSES NERVE AND
LETS HER RETURN HOME

Twelve-year-old Captive Tells
Story of Abduc-
tion.

Chicago, Aug. 3.—Veronica Cassidy,
the 12-year-old girl whose mysterious
abduction last Thursday caused un-
usual police activity in this and other
cities, returned to her home on Satur-
day night from Cincinnati, whither she
had been taken by her abductor; F. J.
Blair. - She told her parents that Blair
had placed her aboard a train imme-
diately after leading her away from
home and that they had been in g
rooming house in the Ohio city unif
Saturday morning, when the man gave
her a ticket te Chicago and told her

to go home.

The unexpected return of the child
turned -a house of mourning into a
place of joy. Her mother and sister,
sleepless gince Thursday, when they
discovered that Blair had given a fic-
tious address in taking Veronica from
her home to “be a companion of his
wife,” became prostrated to-day. Mrs.
Catheriné Cassidy, the mother, became
hysterica! late on Saturday and only
the sudden appearance of the missing
girl saved ler from serious illness, ac-
cording to the physicians. Anna May
Cassidy, Veronica’'s sister, had spent
all of last night with detec¢tives who
were seeking traces of the younger
#irl, ‘and” worn out by her grief' and
bbrs she too became so ill that meds
#al attendance ‘was necessary. s

Charles B. Hadley, who kidnapped
Eleanora: Fuller in San Francisco six
years ago and - later strangled her.
Comparisons of photographs, descrip-
tiong ahd hand-writings seemingly es-
tablished: this as a fact. Both men
came from British Columbia, and the
police descriptions of thd fugitives tal-
lied almost exactly. [

Later, however; this supposition was
abandoned. - ‘A ' seareh ' of the  room
which Blair had octupied revealed sev-
eral letters tending to prove that he
had been a contractor at Moyie, B. C.
One of the documents was @ receipted
bill' for $215 worth. of lumber. The
epistles proved, also, that Blair had
been in the town as-late as June 22nd.
. Another letter discovered was from
the Union Tailors, 513 Third avenue,
Seattle, Wash. It was addressed to
George F. Blair, Moyie, B. C.

Another curious ‘development in the
search of the rooming house where
Blair stopped was the discovery of
eight sheets of writing paper, on each
of which was written in blue lead the
words, ‘I must go to Duluth to-night.”
The man who went to Mrs. Cassidy’s
house and ‘took' little Veronica away
with him used a blue pencil in writ-
ing his -alleged name and address for
the mother of the child.

This theory was borne out
by the story of the girl, who said thazs
after Blair had read the newspapers
on the morning after their arrival ir
Cincinnati he became nervous and ap-
peared worried.

The girl could . not remember the
name of. the hotel to which Blair took
her in Cinecinnati. Neither could she
recall the name under which Blair reg-
istered. The hostelry was near the
railroad station, she said, and once
they ate a meal at a small restaurant
in the neighborhood after Blair had
asked a policeman to recommend an
eating place. Blair, it was learned to-
day, received about 125 answers to his
advertizsement for a girl companion for
his wife. Some of these answers were
found in his room.

Many bafiling circumstances wers
discovered by the detectives, but it Is
thought 'that few of them will have
any bearing on the final disposition of
the case.

The following is the police descrip-
tion of Blair: Height, 5 feet 8 inches;
about 46 years old; dark hair, sprink-
led with gray; clean shaven, but wore
false mustache when he left 'Chicago.

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CROP SURE TO
BE BOUNTIFUL

WEST AT PRESENT
BADLY NEEDS RAIN

e

Hail Losses in Parts Have Been
Heavy During Past {
Week.

Winnipeg, Aug. 1.—The . entire west
is badly in need of rain and cool
weather. The thermometer = retreated
from the eighties into the. seventies
yesterday, but the intense heat of the
past week or so has been seriously de-
trimenta]l to the ripening erop, catch-
ing much of the grain in the milk
stage and parching it before the ker-
nel’ is fully . fattened out. Backward
wheat has not been so much affected
as it is in better condition to withstand
drought, but rain is badly needed, if it
is to regain lost ground.

On the other hand, heat hag not dam.
aged the barley nor the. fall wheat of
Southern Alberta, which will soon be
in shock, but perhaps fifty or sixty per
cent of spring wheat has been affected
to date, to the extent that the promises
of a record average yield are seriously
compromised.

In considering the genera] situation
it must be clearly borne in mind that
the percentage of damage from parch-
ing is applied to what otherwise prom-
ised to have been an extraordinarily
heavy average yield, and this percent-
age may be considerable without tak-
ing the bringing of threshing . returns
below a good average of twenty
bushels.

The situation is very different than
it would be if this pertentage applied
to an already medium or average crop,
and to date there is no possible reason
for expecting that the general wheat
yvield will average below twenty bush-
els, while rain within the next day or
two should have the effect of adding on
another two or taree bushels.

An outstanding feature of the situa-
tion is that no one acquainted with ac-
tual conditions talks now of a record
average yileld, which would run over
twenty-eight bushels, but at the same
time none but the professional bulls
estimate the bulk of the wheat produc-
tion of the prairie west at anything
under one hundred and ten to one hun-
dred and fifteen million bushels, The
crop will be bountiful enough even
if it fails to tip the beam of June oOp-
timism,

Regarding hail losses, which have
probably been more severe during the
past week than for the whole of the
balance of the season, it must be re-
membered that’ the patches of country
thus devastated are comparatively in-
significant as compared with the total
acreage under cultivation. A dozen
years back, wben. wheat-growing was
practically limited to. strips along two
or -three lines of railway, a big hail-
storm decimated the crop. This year
saw probably more standing grain hail-
ed out than ever before in the history
of wheat, but the total loss was insig-
nificant as a contributory cause to the
general poor averuge yield which was
hit +he hardest this season, one storm
due to early general climatic couditions.
Arcola district appears to have been
cutting a swath forty miles long by two
wide, Hail generally follows the val-
leys and avoids the open prairie coun-
try.

DEATH OF RIEL SEVERS
LINK WITH HISTORY

Jean Louis, Son of Famous
Rebel, Passes Away in
Winnipeg.

Winnipeg,. Aug. 1.—The_last of .the .im-
mediate family of Louis Riel, the famous
rebel leader, Wwho helped to make history
in 1870 and again in 1885, In the Canadian
Northwest, ‘when. he, with numbers .of
half-breeds and- Indians, stood eut for
menths against the volunteers until he
was finally taken prisdneér.at the batile
of Batoche, passed out at one o’clock yes-
terday afternoon, when his only son, Jean
Louis: Riel, died at St. ‘Boniface hospital
of ‘a complication of ‘digeases. *

Jean Louis Riel was born in Montana
86 years ago, during his father’s residence
there, following the first rebellion, He
was well educated and finally took 'up
the profession of a’civil engineer. A ‘few
months ago he went to Quebec, where he
was married to Mlle. Laura Cazeau, and
the couple had just come ‘here to take up
life together. #

Young Riel was working at his profes-
sion on the new line of the Grand Trunk
Pacific railway whén he was taken {llI;
following a serious cold. The cold devel-
oped’ into complicated iliness, and thé
woung ‘man passed away yesterday in the
iaresence of hig bride and uncle, a brother
of his father.

WHO ENOWS
HOW T0 FLY

EXHIBITION BY ENGLISH
AERONAUT IN NEW YORK

Farman’s Machine in ‘Action at
Brighton Beach—Ludi-
crous Incident.

New York, Aug. L.—Rising from the
ground like a giant bird and darting
through the air at express train speed,
Henry Farnian’s aeroplane, the inter-
esting heavier-than-air- flying machine
brought here from France to demon-
strate his ability to fly, made its initial
flight in this country late yesterday at
Brighton Beach, It rose from an espe-
cally erected runway at the will of the
operator, and after attaining a height
of twenty-five feet, flew straight ahead
in a direct line, finally alighting with

' exquisite . grace when the noted oper-

ator stopped the motor.

During the brief space of time in
which. the aeroplane was sailing in the
air,the few hundred spectators, most
of whom were" friends of: the inventor
or: rival aviators, watched -the: flight
with breathless-interest. ‘The instant
the machine ended cheers rent the air,
far more enthusiastic-.and vociferous
than those of a race track = crowd.
Farman was surrounded and warmly
congratulated.

Photographers crowded around him
to get a plcture of thé machine;’ and
it ‘was at this point that Farmah ‘de-
cided to make another 'flight.” He'in-
structed his French mechanics in their
native fongue to hold fast to the aero-
plane while he turrned on the power.
Instantly the propeller bagan to re-
volve with a rate of 1,400 revolutions to
the minute, and a breeze equal to a
small cyclone was created." The photo=
graphers were knocked flat and ‘plaster-
ed to the ground until the power was
turned off. So great was'the violence
of the breeze that several willow trees
were bent double.

Farman laughingly said he guessed
the machinery was working all right.
Then, when the crowd had been wav-
ed back, he gave the order “let go,”
and away sped the aeroplane over the
plank roadway. It ran swiftly along
on its. wheels for 240 yards, and then
Farman turned a lever which sent it
into the_air like magic and away it
flew.  The propeller made a whirring
noise as it turned 800 times to the min-
ute, Only 350 yards were covered in
the flight, but a few minutes after Far-
man made another ‘try and travelled
760 yards, in the air. He could have
gone much farther, he said, but feared
striking a.pile of lumber.. These flights
are preliminary to -~ Farman’s . public
flights, which will begin to-day.

As a counter attraction to Farman,
Frank Hamilton, an American aeron-

aut, sailed his. dirigible balioon into the.

race course while Farman was prepar-
ing his flights. Hamilton’s 'balloon =afl-
ed over the grand stand, throwing
Hamillor out. Farman was'the first
pérson to go to ‘his assistance and

shook his rival's hand when he learned.

ASQUITH DUBIOUS ABOUT

UNIVERSAL PEACE|

Says Communities Will Always

Be Swept by Gusts
. of Passion.

. London, --Aug. 1.—The government
last night tendered a banquet to the
delegates to the, Unlversal Peace con-
gress at the Hotel Cecil. The guests
included Herbert Henry 'Asquith, the
prime minister.

Mr. Asquith, in proposing a toast to
the international peace movement, said
that he wag not sanguine enough .to
helieve that the youngest among those
present, would live to. witness the ad-
vent of universal disarmament. Na-~
tional security holds first place in the
plans of the government of any coun-
try, and’ while. communities, like "in-
dividuals; remained, they were liable to
be swept with gusts of passion and
prudent  statesmen must provide
sgainst 'the contingencies of war.

But, admitting all that, Mr. Asquith
continued, the plain’ fact remains that
there was no enterprise more worthy
of ‘the efforts of good men than the
securing of peace, and minimiaing the
risks of international difficulties,

The _ seventeenth  universal peace
congress which has been in session in
this city during the past week, came
to an end to-day. The final discus-
sions related -to education: for the fur-
therance of peace and for the protet-
tion: of private shipping in time of
war. Resolutions were adopted ad-
vocating an international government
congress of education with the object
of informing -téachers regarding the
pest methods of inculcating the love
of peace in their students and in favor
of the exemption - of private vessels
from capture at sea. The next con-
gress will be held in Stockholm.

FREIGHT RATES ON

GRAIN TO EUROPE

LARGE ADVANCE IN
OCEAN TARIFFS

Cotton Charges Also Take‘
Jump—Big Orders Cause
Advance.

to-
on

New York, Aug. 1.—The Times
day says the ocean freight rates
grain from New York to ports of con-
tinental Europe have been advanced by
the steamship lines. To Antwerp the
rate has been doubled, and to a number
of other ports it has been nearly
doubled. This advance, coming at a
time when the lines are protesting to
the railroads against what they term
a. discriminatory ireight rate that has
diverted grain shipments from the
Northwest to Montreal, has caused
comment among railroad men.  The
steamship men say, however, that the
increase has nothing to do withthe
railroad rate question, and the reason
that “the cost - of .transporting corn,
wheat and other cereals from New
York to continental ports has been put
up is because large orders for grain
have been-placed recently in New York. .
by European agents, and that this has -
caused a shortage of freight space in -
the: _holds of grain  carrying :ocean
steamships.

The rise in ocean rates on grain went
into-effect a few days.ago, and is likely
to hold until shipments from the port
fall off, The lines on which -the new
and higher rate now prevails are the
Hamburg-American, running to Ham-
burg; the Red Star and the Phoenix
lines, running hetween New York and
Antwerp; the Holland-American, run-
ning to Rotterdam, and the Fabre line
running to Mediterrean ports.

The rate to Antwerp which prevailed
unti]l the recent advance was 14 pence
per bushel (sixty pounds of grain). The
new rate is 2% pence per bushel. The
old rate on grain from this port to Rot-
terdam  was 2% cents, the new is 414
cents, To Hamburg the old rate was 25
pfenigs per one hundred pounds; the
new is.35 pfenigs. The old rate on grain
to the Mediterranean was 1s. 9d. per
quarter (450 ‘pounds). The new rate is
2s. 3d. ’ 2

The ocean rate on cotton-tq Liverpool
has ‘also-gone up. Until very Yecently it
was 10. cents per hundred pounds, he-
tween New York and Liverpool; now it
is 12 cents per hundred pounds.

Thete have been big bookings of cot-
ten here for;Mediterranean 'ports, and
the old freight rate of 18 cents per hun-
dred pounds has been replaced by a

1st the trans-Atlantic lines, running
between New.

When the Oanfa sighted the
obstruction reported in the Times on
Saturday the big Holt steamship was
60 miles further out at sea than the
Archer, but it is quite possible that the
derelict would drift that far in a few
days.

It is not until one crosses the ecean
that he realizes that the sea birds that
frequent the harbors and shores are
not ocean birds, but are as much land
as sea birds. They 4re never seen at
any great distafice from the land and
their food consists largely of those
things which are procurable near shore.
The gulls have adapted themselves to
the changing conditions of the advance
of civilization and to-day.they live very
largely on the refuse that is thrown
from theé”culinary department of the
big Hners and coasting steamers,

. The_gulls in the vicinity of Victoria
diftér very much from those found in
thé same latitude on the shores of the
Atlantic.

It is wonderfu] how many birds there
ars in England, Writées thé Nature Bdi-
tor, who is at presént visiting the ~Old
Land. Not only are theré rooks and
sparrows and game birds, but all kinds
o6f smaill finches and otheér feathered
{riends abound on évery hand, They
are very tame, and espécially is this
ihe case with the blackbirds which fre-
quent every lawn and hedgerow, espe-
efally in the vicinity of a farm house.

1 must say, however, that the birds
are in one.way a disappointment. 1

- Had rémembered their singing as a very
‘pleagant memory. On my return after
an extended absence I found thathere
wae scarcely as much bird song as in
the Canadianh woods, The difficulty was,
I had arrived too late. There were cer-
tainly 4 few songs-to be heard and
much twittering, but nothing more than
1 am In the habit of hearing from my
window in the suburbs of Victoria.

One of the first things th#t I did on
my -arrival in England wastogo birde’
nesting. I at onceé found a fiyeatcher
sitting on three pretty reddish egegs,
and I saw the sparrows #till carrying
tn taathers for the late broods. I think
these birds raise at least two if not
three broods of young in the season.

" Eyolution in Color,

A wéll-known ‘naturalist once said:
“Weé miy have a vellow. rose, but it is
pretty well agreed that if we ever see¢
& biue one it will be by a process of
asptinydus varfation and selection.”

By this it is meant that if a blye rose
is eyer produced from a réd variety, for
instance, the ¢hange will not be a gud=

gression through a series of steps lead~
ing regularly from red to blue.

In fact, it has been found that both
plants and animals exhibit a tendency
toward a definite succes#sion of. colots,
and certain colors have been regarded
as representing higher stages of evolu-
tion than ‘others; The changée toward
these “igher” colors are usually con-
tinvous, and require a séries of varia-
tions, while, on the other hand, in-
stances of sudden reversion to “lower”
colors are not uncommon.

Red is regarded as a higher color in
this senhse, than yellow, The yellow
primrose sometimes varies to red, but
the change is never sudden or discofi-
tinuous, because it is a change {n the
direction of progression. Bt from red
to vellow:the change sometimes occurs
by a jump, so to speak, because it is
going backward, The same thing seems
to;apply in the case of birds. Red and
green species of birds may. vary to yel-
| low, but the utmost efforts,of breeders
to produice catiaries from yellow onés
haveé' resulted only in an orange hue,

A well“known florist recently startled
the world by offerfng hundreds of greén
carnations for sale.

TO MARRY AGAIN

Mrs. Leonidas Hubbard’s Won-
derful Trip in Interior of
Labrador.

Theé éngagement is announéed of Mrs.
Leonidas Hubbadrd, jun., to Mr. Harold
Ellis. Mrs. ILeonidas Hubbard is the
intrepid explorer, famous for her daring
journey into the unknyown wilds of Lab-
rador. Her firét husband was a well-
known American, who edited a maga-
zine of trave] c¢alled Outing. Five yeéars
ago Mr, Hubbard went on a journey of
éxploration into Labrador. With a
cotiple of companions he pushed on in-
to utterly barren country, whereé pro-
visions gave out, and the party weére
faced with starvation. - Mr. Hubbard
was the first to collapse, and his com-
paniens, leaving him in & tent, went in
search of food to & provision ' dépot
which they had previously established.
They got back too Ilatée to save Mr.
Hubmard's life.

Two years later his wife, Mrd, Leon-
idas Hubbard, decided to undertake the
work upon which her husband had set
his heart. Fearing opposition, she kept
her intentions secret, even from her
parents, right up till the eve of her de-
parture. As guides she had a half-
breed named George Elson; another
half-breed, Joseph Iserhoff; a Creé¢ In-
dian named' Job Chappiés, and an Es:
himo boy nameéd Gilbert Blake,

Mrs, Hubbard traversed the interior
of Labrador, tracing and mapping the
course of two of its largeést rivers—the
Nascaupee and the George—thus com-
pléting the great undertaking which
cost.her husband his life. Betting out
from Northwest River post, at the head
of Lake Mslville, oni June 27th, 1905, she
reached Lake Michikaman on August
2nd, and on August 27th she arrivéd at
George River post, after a perilous
‘canoe journey down the continuous
wild rapids of the George river. 'The
route 8he followed was never before ex-
plored. She witnessed the annual cari-
bou migration, and visited the encamp-
ments of two bands of Indlans, one of
Montagnais, and the othér thé Nascau-
pees of the Barren Grounds. The jour-
ney-—=gome 600 miles—was accomplished
in about 60 days. During the last 132
milés, over continuous rapids, travelling
was 80 quick that one stretch of three |
and three-quarters miles was covered
in fifteen minutes. On oneé occasion the
party fell inn with bears, and Mrs. Hub-
bard sent a shot after a fine specimen,
On another occasion the party encoun-
tered a wonderful herd of something
like 3,000 caribou migrating. Mrs. Hub
bard determined to get a photographic
record of the spectacle, and crept up to
within 250 yards of the herd, The stags,
however, got wind of thé party, and
advanced towards it. Mrs. Hubbard
beat a prudent retreat.

Mrs. Hubbard has just arrived in the
United States from England.

Work on the laying of the pipes for
the new waterworks distribution sys-
tem now under construction, will be
started at once, about half of the 26656
toriz of pipes ordered in March from
thé" Staunton Iron Works of Notting-
ham, England, having arrived in Viec-
toria this morning on the Blue Funnel
liner Oanfa. Asg soon as this pipe has
been delivered to the city, which will
be some time next week, work will be
started and will be carried forward as
rapidly as possible. The remainder of
the pipe will arrive about a month
from now, so that there need be no
stoppage of work, once it starts, on ac-
¢éount of a shortage of pipes.

This work constitutés one of the big
undertakings in connection Wwith the
installation of the distribution sys-
tem. The total number of feet of pipe
purchased from the Staunton Iron
Works, was 112,500 feet, or in the neigh-
porhood of twenty miles. The cost of
the pipe was $101,080. il

The work of laying this pipe will re-
quire large numbers of mén and even !
then will take a long time to complete.
When seen this morning, J. L. Ray-
mur said that the work would be pro-
ceeded with as soon as the pipe was
deiivered and would be carried forward
with all the dispatech possible in order
that as much as possible of the work
might be completéd before next spring.

Lord Strathcona to Visit New

A Plea for the Old-Timer

HAVE BEEN WRITING
about old times and giving
thé storiés of old-timers, I
have really only got started
becauseé it is a wide field to
cover, but I want this time to still fur-
ther vary the narrative by putting in
a plea specifically for the pioneer. 8o
many persons have expressed them=
selves pleased with my last week’s con-
tribution, having 'the “Qid Oregon
Trail” as a peg upon which the hang it,
but dealing more particularly with old
times and old timeérs in Washington and
Oregon, that I have decided to deal in
a general way with the claims for re-
coghnition which  the pioneers of this
province have upon our consideration
this year .of our Lord 1908<this year
above all years that have come to us.
Mr: Fawcett, of the customs, has writ-
ten to the Vietoria papers suggesting

this fal] in Vietoria. I was glad to see
his communicatigns, because the idea
is not only a good one, but, but it i
in line with what has been _at-
tempted to be done ' for the Simon
Fraser anniversary at New Westmin-
ster, and theré is no reason in the
world why there should net be a gath-
ering of thése men at both places about
the same time. In connection with my
duties in organizing the historica) part
of the exhibition at/the Royal City /to
commemorate the coming of Simon
Fraser one hundred years ago, I ap-
plied to the C. P. R, with the view of
getting free transportation to New
Westminster for as many of the fifty-
eighters as could be got togéther on
that occasgion. There are not many of
them, but they are scattered heére and
there over the province, some on Van-
couver Island, some In the lower Fra-
Ber valley, some in Caribbo and Lillooet,
some in Nicola and so on. I do not
know what the answer of the C. P. R.
will be. The railway corporation {s large
and powerful and wealthy, but it can-
not be expécted to do more proportion-
ately than the rest of us, and the duty
devolveés upon us all in some degree, if
we. wish to do honor to the people who
laid the foundations of the great west-
ern province, If the C. P. R. is wealthy
and prosperous it is because it has pro-
¢¢eded on business principles, Rlemosy.
nary projects are not part of its busi-
ness. The government cannst do it be-
cause in the first place it has no appro.
priation for the purpose, and in the sec-
ond place it cannot be govérned by sen-
timent in spending +the money of the

people, otherwise there would be no

limit to the demands of a philanthropic
or “free gift” nature.

Coming of the Furtraders and the

; A People.

First, let me say a few words about
what is involved in the suggestion and
the conditions governing the proposal.
This is not only the 100th anniversary
of the noted expleit of Simon Fraser,
one of the- first and most conspicuous
mile posts in our provincial history, but
it {8 theé fiftieth anniversary of the
founding of the province of British Col-
umbia—the coming of the miners. Be-
fore that this country was a fur pre-
gerve ruled by furtraders for furtrad-
ing.

fur-trading and set this country on the

high road upon  which its people are'

The few
who are left of that time are now old.
Many of them are poor, some of them
are penniless, The millenium they came
to see realizéd, which inspired their
afduous efforts, which kept them in the
country, hoping againct hope amidst
the obstacles  incidemt to  plo-
neering, i8 not for them. What there
is of the golden age they sought is en-
joyed by their descendants or by others
who toiled not as they toiled and Who
are reaping where they sowsd. For the
most part, they are reaping the reward

The
act should not be regarded as one of
alms-giving, because these men, these
fathers of the country, are proud ahe
sensitive, but as an honor; as a duty—
long deferred—we owe them, the duty
of prospersus youths to parents
Whose Patrimony We Have Inherited.
It may be true that some of thém have
improvidence as well as ill-fortune to
thank for their présent position, :some
of them faayhaps drank too much, some
of them gambled, some of them made
foolish investments, some of them in
s0me way or ancthér squandered a
birthright, but how many of us have
not sinned in some of the same ways as
they have done? And if we are better
off than théy and have not fallen by the
wayside, to what extent do we owe
thanks to ourselves rather to our
friends or to .other happy circum-
stances not of our own making? He
that is without' gin in these respects
let him cast the first stone. But as a
matter of fact, it is a chatge we can-
not, even if we should, lay to their
doors as a class. I have talked with a
good many old-timers and they repre-
sent the fortunes of the average man,
and if we want to judge the world by
the standard of financia] success—tak-
ing into account lost opportunities and
missteps~how many honest, industri«
ous, enterprising truly good men and
women deserving of proscenium boxes
in  Paradise would neveér enter its
portals at all. Of such there would be
none in the high plates of the King-
dom of Heaven. Let usjhérefore, bé—
I shall not say charitable, for in this
behalf charity is a ‘thing’ that essen-
tially should begin at home—just to our
pioneers and accord to them in the bulk
that consideration to which their early
efforts are entitled. Make® for them a
home-coming—for the old boys—where
they shall see only hands of welcome
extended and hear only songs of joy.
Bring them as, and makeé’'them, guests
of honor. Proclaim to them the free-
dom of the city, and hang banners on
our walls, which were builded because
these old men openéd the road to the
quarry; and hewed the first stones for
them. {This is the spirit in which we
shouldj undértake a reunion of fifty-
eightefs, or otherwise better leave them
to rest quietly by their firesides to
dream away in the short space left
them of things they did and of the
greatér things they planned but left
undone. Let us not think of what we
are doing for them, but of what they
have done for us, so that, even if the
most unworthy motivés should actuate
us, when we come to stand 48 they are
on the brihk of & new world, we may
have done something for thé grateful
remenibrance of those who come after
us in this,

VANCOUVER CITY IN
'NEED OF LARGE SUM

Ratepayers to Vote on By-laws
to Raise $750,-
000.

Vancouver, July .31.—On Saturday
the property owners.of the city will be
asked to register their decisions at the
polls as to the authorization of an ad-
dition to the city’s bonded indebted-
ness of nearly three-quarters of a mil-
lion dollars. It"is unusual to present
money by-laws to such a large amount
at a time other than the genera] mu-
nicipal elections, but the matters cov-
ered are such as are deemed urgent by
the council and cannot well be laid over
until January.

The civic authorities are hoping that
the very largeness of the amount com-
prehended in the measures will inter-
est the general public in the vote, and
lead to the Wecording of sufficient baly
lots to enable the poll to be esteemed
a representative one, In previous polls
on money  by-laws taken -during the
year ‘the recorded vote has been far
from what it should be, the vote of
last summer on the incinerator site by-
law noting a high-water mark for in-
attention of the electorate along this
line. In order to bring out the largest
possible vote the council declared the
poll for a Saturday, when a large sec-
tion of the public labors but half a day
and can thus find time to attend to the
matter.

The largest by-law 1s that calling for
the expenditure of $400,000 for water-
works extensions. Atttached to this
measure is a schedule specifying in
detaijl the schemes for which the money
is to be used as follows: Completing
feymour Creek system, including sub-
merged mains, $70,300; Little Mountain
and Hastings reservoirs and*-connec-
tions, $177,100; engineering expenses
and contingencies, $20,000; general ex-
tensions and distribution for 1908 and
1909, $132,600,

This morning” Magistrate Jay had done
so and annouriced-that he had decided in
favor of the validity of the' by-law.
doing so he said that he had given con-
sideration to the authorities cited by Mr.
Lowe, particularly the decisions in a
couple of Victoria cases, as well as in
some Ontario judgments, as to the muni-
cipality’s power to regulate, including to
close, such places as pool rooms, and had
come to the conclusion that the by-law
was within the statutes. Mr. Rendell
would therefore have to'go on his deremi.

Mr. Lowe -inquired - about . his other
point as to there being more.than one of-
fence charged, and the magistrate replied
that, in his .opinion, there was only one.
In reply to a question from the magistrate
as to whether he would call any witnesses
for the defence, Mr. Lowe said that, ow-
ing to the reliance he had placed in his
attack on the validity of the by-law, he
was not prepared to answer the question,
but would like time to consider what he
would do. The case was accordingly re-
manded until Monday.

CHINESE MURDER CASE,

Vanceuver, July 30.—At the inquest
held ywsterday afternoon on the body
of Bemmg Ah Hing, the murdered
Chimamen, by Coroner Jeffs, the jury
returned the verdict “That the deceas-
ed had come to his death - by having
his throat cut by some person or per-
sons unknown.”

Although no names wege mentioned
in the verdict, the evidence points very
strongly to Lee Chong, the little wiz-
ened Chinaman whom the provincial po-
ilce are holding in custody, as the man
who committed the horrible deed. His
right hand is badly cut, and, according
to the evidence given by Chief of Po-
lice Colin Campbell and his assistant,
Constable Smith, clots of blood were
noticed on the right side of the trail, on
the bushes and bracken, leading to the
shack where the accused lives.

PLACES OF WORSHIP

Prince Rupert, July 28.—Permits to
erect places of worship have recently
been given by the Grand Trunk Pacific
authorities to the different denomina-
tions here, and they have taken advant-
age of/the opportunity to put up tem-
porary bulldings.

H. Raley, chairman of the district, oc-
cupied the pulpit-at the evening service.

The Church of England, with Bishop
Du Vernet in charge, have been occupy-
ing their building for over a year, and
services are held every Sunday in St.

No Clue to\' Thieves Who Rifled

The robbers, for there
were apparently more than one, and
who evidently knew the run of the
house, effected an entrance to the bar
by drilling heles in the panels of the
door with a blunt flat drill, and by in-
serting the hand could easily draw the
bolt. The barman on arriving at the
bar for the morning’s business at once
discovered that thieves had been at
work, for the tills had been rifled, and
contents of the bar deranged and the
cash register missing. On instituting
a search the register was found in a
back bedroom covered up with pillows,
but with the contents missing. It was
afterwards discovered that several
cheques and two revolvers, as well as
a bottle or two of spirits had been tak-
en. No clue as to who were the perpe-
trators of the irobbery has been found,
and from inquiries we learn that ‘mo
suspicious characters had been seen
round the hotel. 'The deed was well
planned and the thieves have evidently,
so far, got clear. Cash to the value of
over $40 was stolen. The matter is be-
ing thoroughly investigated.

PEERS AND OLD AGE PENSIONS.

London, July 30.—The House of Lords
passed the old age pension bill with a
number of amendments which will be re-
jected by the House of Commons. There
is little doubt but that the Lords will
acquiesce when the bill is returned to
them.

HIGH AND DRY
IN THE HARBOR

SUNBURST STRANDED
ON PINNACLE ROCK

Japanese Fishing Schooner
Meets Trouble While Taking
Short Cut.

Bound in from a fishing trip up the
east coast of the island under power,
the Japanese auxiliary fishing schooner
Sunburst went hard and fast on Pin-
nacle rock, opposite the Hudson's Bay
Company’s wharf, in the inner harbor,
at 3 o’clock this morning, and was high
and dry during the day. Everybody
passing along the waterfront since
early this morning has been attratted
by the strange sight of the schooner
shored upright on the rock and balanc-
ing on a small pinnacle which has
dented her keelson and strained her
frames from 'midships aft. The schoon-
er will be floated off between 6 and 7
o'clock to-night at high tide,

The Sunburst was coming around
Songhees Point well inside of the small
buoy that marks the rock and struck
amidships on a point of rock which
held her fast in spite of strenuous
efforts on the part of her crew to re-
lease her until the falling tide had left
her in danger of toppling over. The
rock ‘is surrounded by small rocks and
clay, and the Japanese placed shores
on both sides of the schooner, holding
her upright. A few hours after she
struck she was high out of the water
and the keelson soon cracked with the
weight of the hull. The rudder post ig

also damaged, but it is expected thak

the schooner will be in commission
again shortly.

It is agfficult to understand how the
schooner, which is commanded by Capt.
Furoshina, came to etrike the rock. It
is a well-known obstruction, lying in
company with Beaver and Tuzo rocks,
directly off Songhees point and marked
by a buoy. On the steamship channel
leading into the harbor entrance there
is 22 feet of water, and on the inside 11
feet right alongside the rocks. The
Sunburst had only a small quantity of
fish in her hold when she struck, and
was drawing less . than four feet of
water forward.

Some of her crew say that the night
was dark and the man who was steer-
ing miscalculated the state of the tide,
taking what he imagined-to be a short
<ut to the Hudson's Bay whartf,

“The imports to Newfoundland from
the United States during the year 1805
amounted to only $2,444400, a decrease
of $206,400 from these of the preceding
year. The details of this 1905 trade are
not available in form to show the ar-
ticles wherein this decrease occurred.
The decrease, however, shows that ex-
ports to Newfoundiand are falling off,
and when we consider that exports to
the Dominion of Canada are steadily
ircreasing, in the face of a discriminat.
ing tariff, which goves a 33 1-8 per.cent,
advantage to the United Kingdom, it
seems unaccountable why our exports
to Newfoundland, where Canada and
the United Kingdom have no tariff ad-
vantage, should be decreasing.. This
can only be accounted for, as before
said, by the inattention of our manu-

INFAMOUS LIE SAYS
PRESIDENT GOMPERS

Never Pledged Labor Vote to
Any Political
Party.

Washington, July 31.—“The report
that I have ever Baid that I would or
could deliver the labor vote to any
political party is an infamous lie,”
said Samue] Gompers, president of the
American Federation of Labor yester-
day.

“Organized labor is not only honest,
but intelligent enough to choose the
party for its support which will pest
represent its interests. :

“It is possible that by lies and mis-
representations, the enemies of or-
ganized labor may injure me peisoa-
ally, and even may successfully accom-
plish my removal from the presidancy
of the Federation of Labor,’ said Mr.
Gompers, “but that will never cuange
my course in battling for the principies
for which I stand.

“It is not a question of politics with
me. 1 have no politics, or if I have,
they are the politics of the people.

“I fully expected when I took the
stand which I have,” said Mr. Gom-
pers, ‘“that some would disagree with
me. I do not expect the labor world
to accept my conclusions in every in-
stance. I expected to be criticized, too,
in some quarters, but I did not think
that, the criticism would be so unjust
as to be contemptible.

“I regard my position as president
of the American Federation of Labor
as the most exalted and honorable in
this world te which I could ever wish
to aspire. It is a sacred trust with
which my fellows have honored me
because of my eonvictions and. the
principles which I advocate. They
may take that honor away from me
if they like, .and I will bow to -their
will, But it will not prevent me from
fighting for the cause which is my
life’s work, just ‘as I have in the past,
and as I propose to do in the future.

“I want no political office or honor.
I have nothing for sale, and don’t
propose to bégin at this late day by

selling my MonoOE, . oo

“What I mud what I eay is
from a consciéntious -conviction that
it is truth. No one can make me
sacrifice my honest convictions. 1

"My editorial in the American Fed-
erationist plainly and forcibly ~sets
forth my position, He who runs may
read and understand. Those who have
taken issue with the position therein
set forth not, understand, with the
position I am alleged to have taken
are political renegades and discredited
outcasts of labor. I do not mean that
those who differ with my opinion are
such, but those who denounced and
claim that I have not set forth the
facts as they are.”

Frank Hitchcock, chairman of the
Republican national committee, when
asked as to the truth of the report
that a possible campaign was to be
waged against Mr., Gompers, replied:
“Nothing of the kind has been ar-
ranged.”

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SEEK POINTERS
IN DOMINION

AUSTRALIAN IS STUDYING
WEATHER SERVICE HERE

~
Sent by Government of the

Commonwealth to Cana-
dian Cities.

——

(From Friday’'s Daily.)

For the purpose of gathering data
and . general information for the new
meteorological service which is being
installed in Australia, the federal gov-
ernment of the Commonwealth has sent
Henry A. Hunt, the chief of their mete-
orological” service to Canada.

Seen at the Empress by a Times re-
porter to-day, Mr. Hunt explained his
mission to the Dominion

“Up to the present,” said Mr. Hunt,
“Australia has had a very disjointed
meteorological service. The difference
of methods as applied to the service in
Australia and in various other coun-
tries hag made it a matter of difficulty
to compare notes, and tlié government
feel that there is a vital necessity for
greater ufliformity. The government is
especially anxious to compare their ser-
vice with that at San Francisco, Vi;
toria and Vancouver, as the work done
in these cities is very similar to.that
in Australia.”

Mr. Hunt, besides comparing methods
will carefully examine into the instru-
ments in use in the Canadian service
with the view of re-equipping the Aus-
tralian stations with more satisfactory
apparatus.

“The Commonwealth has now wea-
ther stations at Brisbane, Melbourne,
Hobart, Adelaide, Perth and  Sydney
(where the head office is)” continued
Mr, Hunt, “We have 5,000 rain-record-
ing stations, and some 800 temperature
recording stations, while the barometer
stations number perhaps 500. We have
established branch stations in the Fiji
Islands, and in Papua. ' Daily observa-
tions are made in New Zealand.”

‘One of the principal difficulties be-
tween the Canadian and the Australian
meteorological "services as stated by
Mr, Hunt, is that in Australia the main
office in Sydney issues the forecasts for
the whole of the Commonwealth, while
in Canada each district issues its own
local forecasts. This ig largely, owing
to the fact that there are very few men
trained in the service in Australia as
compared with Canada, and experienced
men are kept as much as possible in
the head office at Sydney. -

The thermemetic charts are also is-
sued at the Sydney headquarters and
dispatched to' the  different  offices
throughout Australia.

“We have often,” said Mr, Hunt, “to
record severe wind-storms on the Aus-
tralian coasts. Our wind-recorder has
registered gusts of wind blowing as
hard as 120 miles an hour. We had a
very severe wind storm just previous to
my departure fro
ada, a ship being
of the harbor.,”

Mr. Hunt left-to-day for San  Fran-
cisco. He will pay a visit to the mete-
orological station there, and may take
a run down to the Lick Observatory at
mount Hamilton, Thence he will travel
to Washington, spend a few days there,
and then on to New York, whence he
will proceed to Toronto, where he hopes
to arrive in time to spend a few days
at the Nationa] Exhibition. It is pos-
sible that he may place an order with
a Toronto: firm for instruments if he
gees any in the service there that would
be well adapted for the Australlan ser-
vice. :

After a visit to Ottawa and Montreal
Mr. Hunt will cross to England, and
thence back to Australia via India.

He expects to spend about eight
months in his wanderings in search of
information. .

Mr. Hunt had an interesting adven-
ture while coming from Russia some
years ago. The propelfer of the vessel
of which he was a passenger, broke
away, and the ship plunged about for
six weeks, during which time the pas-
gsengers subsisted largely on sea-bis-
cuits,

‘The horse show classes are flll-
ing up particularly well and the ring-
side meets are going to be record-
breakers this year. Some of the finest
Seattle horses are being entered, while
the best stables in Tacoma and Van-
couver are having their names added to
the list.

‘“We are assured,” continued Mr.
Smart, “of all the horses we can pos-
sibly handle for the races, whiefi are to
be one of the features of the exhibi-
tion. We wil] have at the least a hun-
dred runners entered.

“Thos. McMillan, one of the best~
known cattle men in Alberta, is send-
ing a select herd of Galloways from
his ranch at Lineham; another man
from Portage la Prairie is bringing a
splendid herd of Herefords and other
cdttle men in Saskatchewan are send-
ing exhibits of the beef that! can be
raised on the prairies. In addition to
this we have the assurance of two car-
loads of horses from Calgary.

“The stock ‘judging amd horse show
pavilion is practically completed. The
building is 154x200 feet, while the ring
is 60x200 feet. The pavilion will ae~
commodate 2,000 people. There are 44
private boxes, including a vice-regal
box and a box for the press. A num-
ber of the boxes have already been
spoken for by prominent Seattle and
Vancouver people.

“A gentleman,” said Mr, Smart, “who
has exhibited throughout' the length
and breadth of Canada, told me that
our stock judging and horse show ring
was the finest thing of its kind west
of Toronto.”

The building and ring will -be illu-
minated with arc lights of 1,200 candle-
power, which will perfectly i{lluminate
the ring at night time. <

“Hvery space in the main bullding
will- be filled with exhibits,’® observed
Mr, Smart. “We have had to add 1,600
feet to the floor space of the two gal-
leries in the main building in view of
the increasingly large number w ex~
hibits.

Mr. Smart has been trying to arrange
for a New York aeronaut to come to
the fair with two gjirships,-one as an
auxiliary in case the first breaks down.
Though negotiations have not yet been
completed, it. is probable that the at-
traction will come to Victoria.

Sound
cities, has already sold a thousand
tickets for the excursion which will be
run from Bellingham to Victoria on
Americans’ Day.

The death of A. 8. Farwell in Nelson
recalls the fact that for many years he
was a resident of this city, and has
since been”a fréquent visitor here.

He was a thoroughly kind-
hearted and most generous man, and
though he abhored self-advertisement,
there are many who will deeply regret
the loss of so true and staunch a
friend.

Mr, Editor: In a recent article to
your paper we “sketched somewhat
briefly .the .status of poultry ‘culture in
the United States in 1856 to 1870, and

. spoke of the importation of fancy or
blooded birds, which started ‘‘the hen-’
fever,” as it was then stigmatized and
the . ponderous prices paid for these
fowls and their eggs.

I may remark that the firsi attempt
to breed :these fowls as they came to
us, and to perpetuate them pure, met
with universal and discouraging failure,
solely from unacquaintance with the

| first essential conditions of success, in

. poultry culture. Naturally the glowing

! high heat of the so-called “hen fever”

. cooled quickly down to be replaced by
a prejudice that ruined for a time the
splendid young commerce in so-called
“fancy fowls” so recently started. The
‘“hen fever” seemed fata] until long
rafter the first excitement subsided.
Thus, the first attempt at what we now
call “standard poultry culture,” met
with unmerited and ruthless rebuke. To
this day the true inwardness of this in-
teresting episode in the history of Am-

, erican poultry  culture is wrongly re-

i ferred to. /I dissent from the diagnosis
that thewpublic high  appreciation of
these fine imported fowls was in any
just ‘and proper sense a ‘‘fever” or dis-
eased condition. The very high prices
paid for the finest specimens then, and
ever after quoted in evidence of the
widespread public craze to sustain the
charge that a few designing Yankees
had beguiled the people and “secured
a corner” on this new commerce, and
then perpetuated a heartless humbug
upon an over-credulpus public; and that
such. had killed the commerce, is ab-
surd; because the prices then paid were
nothing to be compared with what hun.
dreds of fancy fowl bxj_egderu.f_reely pay
to-day .for the finest specimens, now,
after the revival of this splendid indus-
try -whieh' = “has come to stay.” The
“elixir vitae’—the agent that resur-
rected the ‘dead industry and infused
new life into it, that put beneath it a
sane and sure foundation and secured
it against recurrent collapse,-is educa-
tion of the people to know the needs
and practical necessities of such stock
and of poultry culture, both for stand-
ard or blooded stock and for market or
purely for commereial purposes. Then
e poultry’ journal was - unknown,. or
poorly appreciated and paid, and so,
from one end of the land to the other
the great slumbering industry-of poul-
try culture ‘was - utterly -devoid of in-
formation and of a literature, Natural-
ly, then, a people thus eonditioned
whose prejudices - wére -wrong, whose
poultry reading had not begun, and
whose care for this class, or'of any sort
of pouitry stock wasssuch as I have
poultry stock was . such <as I have
sketched, knew nothing ner cared any-
thing for the comforts and diet and
healthy surroundings and essentials of
domestic poultry, put ‘confidently ex-
pected all featheyed fowls-to- breed and

feed spontanecusly and be self-sustain-
ing naturglly., Under such éconditions.

the sudden introduction:among such a
people must end at once.in misfortune,
in cholera, in death of the stock and an
early collapse of the.commerce.: The

- cause of thé colapse .was: ignorance —
the influence that vy;rgught the revival
of thejindustry and has since sustained.
it was poultry literadture—the educating
of the people en masse up to the re-
quired condition. This is true also of
horticulture, of agriculture, of stock-
ralsing, the right.to vote and‘in every
profession or avocation in. life, the es-
sentlal necessity to success is literature,
periodicals and papers, and their care-
ﬁl and thoroughtfui: study. There is
positively no cause nor commerce that
can long live in.ignorance. Only vice
and vermin thrive.in the dark, but -when
you throw a ray of light in.a rat-hole
you destroy -it as a rat-hole forever.
'General and special education must un-
derlie everything that survives, and
poultry culture is no exception to the

So much relates to the poultry cul-
ture of the past and seems to us essen-
itially necessary in this connection in
‘order that we may soon consider whe-
ther the dvocation in’ the future is se-
cure in its aspirations for greater pro-
ifits and permanency.

PENSION SCHEME IS
BEING CONSIDERED

B. C. Electric Company’s‘ Men
Are Again Taking Up the
Matter.

'(Fromr Saturday’s Daily.)-

The local employees of the B. C. Elec-
tric Rallway Comipany ‘are at present
considering what agtion they will take
in" regard to the adoption of a-pension
scheme by the company, by means of
which allowances ‘would be provided
for those men wh®, on’reaching sixty
vears of age, hayve been 15 years in the
service of the:. company or of its pre-
decessors and also in case of tota} dis-
ability by accident of iljness. . This is
a revival of the proposition which was
up a few yegrs .ago but on which the
‘company and the men could not ‘then
agree, 'When J. Bufitzen, managing di-
rector of ‘the company, was in Vancou-
ver ‘recently: the' employees there ap-.
jproached him about re-opening- the:
matter, requesting, however, that pro-
vision:be made-for a pension in case of
itota] disability from accident or illfiess,
the point coricerning which " the com-
pany could not agree when the subject
was up previously. Mr. Buntzen agreed
to this and.the Vancouver employees
went on record as being in favor of the
scheme which was also amended in
some -other respects. Now. representa-
tives of the Vancouver men are in Vic-
toria endeavoring to get the company’s
local employees to fall. in line while
others are laying the proposition before
the New Westminster employees. If
the Victoria and New Westminster
men fall in . line the system will be
adopted. It is necessary that al] the
employees in all three places agree to
the scheme bhefore the company will
put it into force. Altogether in. the
neighborhood of 800 men are affected.

The scheme as now before the men is
that if the men form themselves into
a Pension Fund Association the com-’
pany will pay three dollars out of the
money to which each man is entitled
under the system- of division nf vrofits
‘now in force on the system and will
also pay.three dollars on its own ac-
count,. making a total payment of six
dollars per man per year to :the pen-
sion fund.. The total disability fund
will .be provided for by the payment by
the company of one dollar per man out.
‘of the profits to which each man is en-
titled. and also one dellar on its own
account. The amount of profit which
“©ach man received last year was $63
so that the deduction on account of the
pension . would not work any hardship
as the wompany would practically be
paying it gll. . The men are not being
asked .to. contribute/a cent,out of the
regular wages for it.. Those who will
participate in this scheme are those
.entitled to share in the profits who
have not been im receipt-of a salary of
more than $100 per month during the
last ten years of their service previous
to their reaching the age of sixty. The
annual allowance will be equal to one-
fourth of the average wages paid to the
recipient during the last three years of
his service 'previous to reaching the
age of 60 years. This amount may,
however, at the option of the adminis-
trators of the fund be increased to one
half of the average salary for the last
three years of service.

The fund will be controlled, if the
company’'s suggestion is carried out by
the general manager or local manager
of each of the.three divisions of the
company’s service and one man ap-
pointed by the men from each division.
Any other divisions the company may
add to its service will be similarly pro-
vided for. In case the manager and
the representative of the men cannot
agree on any question it is provided
that a third man shall be called in to
act as arbitrator,

One of the conditions on which the
company insists is that all its employ-
ees shall join the Pension’'Fund Asso-
ciation. Otherwise the whole scheme
will be dropped. Provision is made for
.the 'distribution of the assets in case
it is ever found advisable to disband
the. organizafion. In that case the
money on hand is to be divided propor-
tionately between the comipany and the

FALLS OF DEE
LAST OF CLASS

IS SOLE SURVIVOR OF
A FLEET OF FREAKS

,Four-maste'd Sh_ip Recalls In-
teresting Chapter in “Wind-
jammer” History.

»

The appearance of the four-masted
British ship Falls of Dee, Capt. Sin-
clair, at this port has attracted the at-
tention of local shipping men, and es-
pecially those who cherish a warm
spot in their hearts for the fast van-
ishing fleet. of “wind-jammers,” to the
disappearance of the square-rigged
four-master from British registry dur-
ing the last ten years.

Of the sixty or seventy iron
masted ships that were launched in
English and Scotch ship yards, and
rotably on the Clyde, during the late
“seventies” and early ‘‘eighties” the
Falls of Dee is the only one afloat that
has retained both her original rig and
national register. As will be seen from
the photograph, reproduced on this
page, the Falls of Dee is typical of
the “freak” to which builder and de-

The famous County line of sail-
ing ships, the fleet of “battle-ships,”
as the Trafalgar, Nile and Waterloo
and sister-vessels were often termed,
and the “Fall”line, to which the Falls
of Dee belongs; furnished notable in-
stances of the adoption of the square-
set jigger-mast,  The Falls of Dee,
Falls of Afton, Falls of Bruar, Falls of
Clyde, Fallg of Earn and Falls of
Foyers, owned by Wright & Breaken,
Glasgow, were all built between 1878
and1884 at Port Glasgow and Greenock
The County of Aber-
deen, County of Caithness, County of
Dumfries, County of Haddington,
County of Inverness, County of Kin-
ross, County of ‘Peebles, and County of
Selkirk, owned by Barclay, Curle & Co.,
Glasgow, were.  all built on the Clyde
by R. and J. Craig, between the years
1876 and 1879. The Trafalgar was built
on the Clyde by C. Connell & Co. in
1877 for W. and A, Brown, of Glas-
gow, and the Waterloo by the same
builders .in 1878 for A. Mackay & Co.,
Glasgow.

In addition "to the notable four-
masted ships named above, a fleet of
similar vessels for various owneries
was constructed in the United King-
dom between 1876 and 1886 which
swelled the total number of such ves-
sels to anything between sixty and
seventy under the British flag, besides
a few of the class which were con-
structed for foreigners.

In the eighties the four-master was
everywhere but the tide of opinion in
marine circles had already begun to
turn against her. From 1890 onward
the square-rigged jigger-mast steadily
underwent  transformation and the
four-masted barque, with its gaff-top-
sail and spanker-rigged jigger-mast be-
came a common type of vessel. Mbnre
than this, the four-masted barque sup-
planted the four-masted ship perman-
ently and is to-day acknowledged as
a type of sailing vessel par excellence
in the world’s mercantile marine.

When the twentieth century dawned
the four-masted ship had again de-
scended to the level of a freak and to-
day the Falls of Dee alone represents
the rig among British sailing ships,
while the small number of existent for-
eign four-masted ships is yearly ‘grow-
i ing less,

Most of the County and Fall ships
were turned into four-masted barques
and many of them ‘were later sold to
foreigners. The County of Linlithgow
was one of the last of the type
launched and she still retains her rig

VIGOROUS CRUSADE
AGAINST GAMBLERS

Sheepshead and Brighton Beach
Officials Accused of
Violating Law.

New York, July 31.—A recommenda-
tion that the attention of Governor
Hughes be ecalled to the recent meeting
of 'the Brighton Beach and Sheepshead
Bay race tracks, and charges that there
has been open systematic and flagrant
violations «of the new anti-gambling
law, are made in a presentment hand-
ed down by the King's county grand
jury to-day. The grand jury also re-
commends that- the attention of the
governor be called to the social laws
under which race ‘tracks now operate,
and that the provision permitting the
racing associations to employ special
policemen should be repealed.

It is 'asserted in the presentment that
under the laws permitting the employ-
ment of special police, it had been im-
possible for the authorities to close the
grounds of the associations, which ac-
tion would have been possible other-
wise, ‘““because of the lawless character
in which the racing grounds were con-
ducted.”

The grand jury says that its present-
ment is based upon evidence laid before
it and also upon personal investigation
made by committees appointed by the
grand jury.

ADDRESS AT NANAIMO

: 'rﬂotéble Achievements Under
_ Liberal Regime—Elements
of Prosperity.

Nanaimo, Aug. '3—When Ralph
Smith, M. P., finished speaking at his
meeting here on Saturday afternoon
somebody remarked “‘Mr, §g11th_ to-day
lajd the foundation for his re-election
for this constituency when the time
comes.”

This was a deserved tribute to ‘the
manly, straightforward exposition of
his political position by the member,
but affer all it only conveyed a half
truth, because the majority of the elec-
tors undoubtedly believe that Mr.

adian public affairs, of courwe, is lim-
fted. To them Mr. Smith’s speech was
especially interesting, and they drank
in every word. He divided his remarks
into three sections:

1. An explanation of our system of
government, showing the difference be-
tween the conditions existing in Eng-
and and Canada, at the same timé out-
lining the jurisdictions of the Domin-
ion and the provinces.

2. An elucidation of the land develop-.
ment policy of the Liberal government,
contrasting the attitudes of the two
parties and emphasizing the effect of
the development of the Northwest upon
the prosperity of British Columbia.

2. The reforms accomplished by the
government  of Sir Wilfrid Laurier in
the interests of the laboring class,

Under the first head he explained
how utterly impracticable it was to
create in this country an effective in-
dependent party, particularly a labor
party, in view of the faet that the

Liberal party was essentially that of |
| the laboring class, and representatives

of lgbor in the House of Commons on
every occasion supported the legislation
of theé Liberal party, while legislation
initiated by labor representatives was
always accepted by the Liberal party.
His own allegiance to the Liberal party
was due to his recognition of the fact
that it afforded the machinery fqr the
accomplishment of the reforms he had
in.view, If he could not support either
party his usefulness as a -member
would be at an end. 0§

Mr. Smith was clear in his explana-
tion of the

Land Policy

of the Liberal - government and its
marked contrast to the record of the
party which it is Mr, Borden’s pleas-~
ure, possibly_his regret, to  lead, He
pointed  out that there were millions
of acres of land in Canada awaiting de-
velopment, and that the measure of the
country’s prosperity depended upon the
number of .people on the land, In Eng-
land the control “of 1land by a favored
few was the great, distressing weak-
ness. In Ireland 'landlordism was the
encumbrance upon the coutnry’s pros-
perity. ¢

But 'in Canada this weakness did nqt
exist, at least not with respect to Do-
minion lands, especially in the North-
west. The reason of this was.that the
government had adopted a policy of
placing bona fide settlers on the land
and’ there homes were founded and a
happy, contented people established.
This was rthe federal policy, but suc-
cessful as it was it was not considered
worthy of being followed by the gov-
ernment of British Columbia, That
body had

Given Away Vast Areas

of land to corporations and party fa-
vorites, Mr. Smith\used a few, figures
to excellent advantage. Here they are:

in 1900 the total area under crop,in
the three provincés of the northwest
was’ 2,607,000 acres; now there are 9,354~
000 acres.

In 1896 the total crop production. .of
all kinds*was 58,365,000 bushels. In 1908
it was 211,862,000 bushels. % ;

The wheat production in 1896 was 32,.
000,000 “bushels. - In 1906 it was 102,250,-
000 bushels, and for this year the pro-
duction was expected to be 120,000,000
bushels,

The différence between  the Liberal
and Conservative policies with regard
to Xand-development was very strongly-
established by the member. of Nanai-
mo. Take the recora of the Conserva-
tive party. - In its eighteen years.of
power from 1878 to 1896 * it ‘was free--
handed with: the i

Public Heritage,

Here was the Tory record:

(a) Thirty-two million acres of land
given to railway corporations.

(b) Twenty-five millions of this went
to the C. P. R,

(c) The whole to bé exempt from tax-
ation for twenty years after the com-
panies received their patents.

(d)"No attempt made to compel] them
to select the land and receive their
patents, )

(e) The locking up of the whole do-
main from the international. boundary
line to a point a hundred miles north
of Edmonton and the utter retarding of
settlement and development.

Now, Mr. Smith proceeded, glance at
the Liberal record since 1896:

(a) Compelling the railway compan-
ies to select their lands, receive their
patents and march reluctantly on to
the collector, ¥

(b) The opening of the land to set-
tlement and<development,  which was
the key to €Canada’s prosperity,

(c) The creation of new markets for
British Columbia’s produce.

(d) Not one acre of land granted to
a railway corporation.

There, clearly, were two straight
hewn policies—one showing a govern-
ment tied to the wheels of a railway
track, the other devoted to the opgning
up and development of a great fertile
domain.

What was the effect of the Liberal
policy of development upon British Co-
lumbia?  Thos, Stockett, manager for
the Western Fuel Company, had stated
that had it not been for the develop-
ment of the home market the mining
industry ‘of ‘Vancouver Island would
have been prostrate after the San
Francisco disaster and the recent fin-
ancial stringency. Ten years ago 90 per
‘cent. of the coa]l produced in this dis-
trict was consumed abroad; now 76 per
cent. was consumed by the home mar-
kets, Sureiy this disinterested testi-
mony by Mr. Stockett, as given in an
interview in the loca] press, was worth
calm reflection and acceptance; and
what was true of the coal industry was
true of every other industry of British
Columbia. Mr, McBride was trying to
claim credit for the transformation,
but was not Mr. McBride the follower
of a party whose policy ‘was well repre-
sented by Mr, F. D. Monk when he de-
livered-a speech in the House of Com-
mons recently  on

“Let the West Wait.”

Wherein had Mr. McBride created
new markets for British Columbia’s
products? How had his administration
settled the northwest, increased the
population and established a domain
for our fruit, our Jumber, and other na-
tural products?

Some years ago Duncan Ross, M. P.,
introduced legisjation in parliament to
provide for competition in railways in
Southern British Columbia. What did
the Conservative members of the rail-
way committee do? Fifty-two out of
fifty-three were led by the nose by the
C. P. R. and voted against the measure
while the Liberals supported it.

As a
matter of fact the company in 1904 had
givén amiple assurance on this point.
Heé read a letter written to him from
Mr. Wainwtight, vice-president of the
G. T. P.; dated four years ago, assur-
ing him that in compliance with the
requests made by Liberal members the
G.'T. P. would employ no Orientals un-
less white 1dbor. was not available,
What was th8 sequél? A short time ago
wheén Mr. M kenzie King's investiga-
tion in Vantouver. disclosed the cause
of the immigration of Orientals to this
.Country ‘it Was' proved under oath that
the Grand Trunk Pacific Company had
refused to eémploy Orientals.

Under the head of reforms nstituted
by the Liberal government, Mr. Smith
made out a strong case. There Wwas
the organization of the railway com-
mission, ‘one of the most important
bédles ' in-“Canada. This board had
comprehensive’ jurisdiction over the
operation of railway companies and its
influence was being felt daily in the
public -interést. Only recently its
powers were 'largely increased by con-
trol over telephones and telegraphs.

Was it
necessary to. refer te the postal re-
forms, the reduction of the rates on
letters to thé United Kingdom and at
home, which created a wider use of
this utility, increased the revenue and
converted a Conservative deficit of
$750,000 a year into a Liberal surplus
of a -million? "Surely these were re-
forms which touched very intimately
the interests 'of the public.

Nanaimo’s member had a few inter-
esting observations to make on the
Oriental questign and it was note-
worthy that in dealing with this mat-
ter he was most eagerly listened to
and frequently applauded. What were
the policies' of the two great parties
on this question? They were as dis-
tinet as day from night. Who brought
the Orientals.into the country? The
Conservatives in connection “with the
C. P, R.? What had they done to
solve the difficulty ‘which they origin-
ally precipitated? The sum total of
Conservative effort to restrict the im-
migration of Asiatics was the imposi-
tion of a $50 head tax on Chinese.

He then reviewed the Liberal case.

BUSH FIRE WORKS
DEVASTATION ON ISLAND

Farms Swept Near Goldstream
—Efforts Made to
Stay it.

(From Monday's Daily.)

Clearing a wide swath in the bush
and timber lands between Langford
jake and Goldstream and destroying in
its fury about 75 acres of crops on C.
E. Pooley’s place near the latter place
a bush fire, which broke out: three
weeks ago, has caused . alarm to t_l}o
residents of Goldstream and district
during the last few days.

The fire was started the week before
last by a spark from the smokestack
of the E. & N. gravel train and burnt
clear from the track across the hills.
Thirty Chinese were put to work by the
railway and the flames were arrested
in their consumption of the bush. In
the area devasted by the fire, however,
ithe heavier timber smouldered slowly
for over a week and on Thursday last
a stiff wind awoke the flames again.

The fire sWwept across the farm own-
ed by C. E. Pooley at Goldstream and
burned clear to the rallroad track in
place. Mr. Pooley has lost about four
miles of rail fences and over seventy
acres of crops. Twelve men were sent
out by the provincial government and
did excellent work in heading over the
fire which threatened several houses
“end the Goldstream -hotel. On. Friday
night a large party commenced back-
firing from within a hundred yards of
the hotel and the fire was kept away
from the building. Mr. Pooley has now
six Chinese at work clearing brush and
fighting the remains of ‘the fire which,
while not at present dangerous, may
again break out if high winds occur.
