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the measure was not concurred in. Had 
there been a cable news serviçe between 
the two countries we would have had 
intimation of its fate on September 8th. 
It was nearly two months after that 
date before we had any certain Jmowl- 
edg^ of the fact that a men sure, held to 
be hostile to the interests in Which Can­
ada is concerned, was abandoned in 
the Senate of the Commonwealth.

That is merely one illustration of the 
need of a news service; cases continually 
arise; if enquiry be made at the depart­
ment of trade and commerce it will be 
found that there is abundant evident 
establishing that opportunities of de­
veloping various branches of trade are 
lost for want of that knowledge of what 
is going on which a press service would 
continually furnish.

The Canadian government jlesiring to 
take full advantage of the fiewly laid 
cable passed* an order-in-tkroncil on 
March 7th. 1903, pointing out that a 
new service was much needed* fhat such 
a service wo did tend to promo 
and extend commercial intercourse be­
tween the British countries at both ends 
of the cable, and that other advantages 
would result*. Australia and » New Zea­
land- were invited to unite with Canada 
in taking steps to establish a press ser­
vice across the Pacific, which would be 
free of charge to all newspapers, and 
that the limit should be 500 words 
transmitted both "ways daily for a period 
of three months.

The government of New Zealand re­
sponded in favor of the proposal, but the 
government of the Commonwealth raised 
objections to it. Up to the present time 
the objections raised have not been re­
moved.

We are now at the beginning of the 
second year of the operation of the Paci­
fic cable, and if Australia does not yet 
see the way^to co-operate in a most im­
portant movement there seems no good 
reason why Canada arid New Zealand- 
should any longer be denied a measure 
of the benefits which the cable, establish­
ed! in the common interests, is capable 
of conferring. ,

No expense has been spared to render 
the Pacific cable a perfect means of tele­
graphic communication. It is equipped 
in the fullest manner with the best of 
everything which science can suggest, 
including the latest automatic instru­
ments; it is provided with a complete 
staff of carefully selected. officers and 
operators; in this undertaking the state 
is ini possesion of a peerless medium by 
which intelligence can be instantaneously 
conveyed. On the authority of Mr. 
Reynolds, its manager, the British cable 
“would be able to carry in an emergency 
a very large traffic, in fact the whole 
traffic of Australia at a pinch,” Already 
we are tqld it is doing a go$d -business 
and' the traffic is steadily increasing. All 
this is satisfactory, and yet those who 
know the conditions affirm that in about 
two hours each day it would be possible 
for the cable and its excellent staff to 
transmit all the messages now sent, pro­
vided they «were transmitted in a con­
tinuous stream. These facts go to show 
that the Pacific cable has ample Rapacity 
for an enormous increase of business, 
that all the press news desired to be sent 
for public information may easily be 
transmitted without in the least inter­
fering with other traffic*, without increas­
ing th© working staff, and without ad­
ding a single shilling to the working ex­
pense.

Having regard to these indisputable 
facts and all the circumstances of the 
case, what course should be followed in 
the matter? Perhaps 'the original pro­
posal of the •Canadian government of 
March last cannot be carried out in its 
entirety until the Australian government 
sees the way to co-operate with-the other 
partner» Jn. the câblé; hut meanwhile is 
there any reason why a limited news ser­
vice' cannot be inaugurated.-between N ew 
Zealand and Canada?

The original proposal contemplated 
transmitting 500 words of press news 
daily. This would occupy half an hour 
of the more than 20 hours the cable 
would be idle or not engaged in the trans­
mission of paying traffic. A Canadian- 
New Zealand Bérvice simply might be 
commence.I with a reduced number of 
words or less frequent transmissions. 
Even 500 words a week would be infin­
itely better than having, as at present, 
no news service whatever.

1 am sure that a free news service oc­
cupying the cable and its staff do more 
than half an ho.ir a week, in the ex­
change of information for the mutual 
benefit of the people of New Zealand 
and Canada, would be productive of 
much good in many ways. I feci satis­
fied that1 a limited service of this kind 
would prove to be the forerunner of a 
full daily press service in which the 
people of tiie Australian Comm onweaKh 
would be willing participants.

Canada Club here last nighty dealt with 
Impelial preferential trade. He said 
that preference upon grain would mean 
-.stimulating its production and enhancing 
the price, but to what extent it,was dif­
ficult to say. If Britain accepted the pro­
posed colonial preference a bargain could 
be struck, but until such time as Britain 
said what she wanted in return it could 
not be decided. It was preposterous to 
.suggest that Canada should refrain from 
-controlling her own manufactures for the 
benefit of Britain. He protested against 
Canada being pictured as a squalling in­
fant demanding preference, otherwise it 
would break up family peace and leave 
the Empire. The suggestion that Canada 
.should be bribed, otherwise it would join 
tho American union, was contemptible.
Every self-respecting Canadian could 
manage his own affairs, and if necessary 
at times aid Britain.

FOR THE MURDER
OF ITALIAN OFFICER

Pending the news of the success or 
non-success of operations on the Floraz 
the contract for the repair of the steamer 
Moana in dry dock is being held, it not 
being known whether the dock will be 
required for the use of the cruiser within 
the next few' days.

With the crews of all ships around 
her upwards of a thousand men are on 
the spot, and labor is therefore not want­
ing. The crew of the Flora are still en­
camped ashore, their tents and shanties 
being plainly in view of passing vessels.

Pilot Owens, of this city, saw the 
Flora on Sunday morning. He says that 
she is well sheltered from a southwest 
or southeast gale, and the wreck could 
only be effected by a northerly wind, 
which at this time of the year is not ex­
pected. Cap*. Owens states that from 
what lie heard the error of the navigating 
officer was made through mistaking a 
spar buoy on Village Point, three mites 
distant from Union, on Denman Island, 
for that on Base Flats, five miles distant 
from Union and oh Vancouver Island 
coast. The Graftôn occupied a position 
at the stern of the Flora, and! the Egeria 
stood off some distance. The flagship 
has a big nine-inch steel hawser frbm the 
.naval yard, Bsquimalt, on which to put 
a strain, and if the bouf of the stranded 
cruiser can be raised: sufficiently by 
means of huge hydraulic jacks some good 
results will be expected from to-morrow's 
work.

It has been stated here that in event 
of other plans railing, it might become 
necessary to brace up the ship and then 
blast out the rock now offering greatest 
resistance.

Nanaimo, Dec. 8.—Last qight the 
sixth attempt to drag the Flora off the 
rocks on Village Point was marked- with 
the first signs of success, when the 
cruiser was moved six feet from thereof 
nearer deep water.

In the middle of the tow the Grafton’s 
hawser parted and the tow bits gave 
way under the tremendous strain exerted 
bÿ the flagship. No one was injured f>y 
the accident, which made any further at­
tempt to float the vessel at that tide im­
possible.

The continuous fog is greatly imped­
ing the work of salving the ship.

It has been learned that owing to the 
enormous difficulty experienced in getting 
coal out through the small ash lift, very 
little had been removed. It is now con­
sidered advisable to remove* all this from 
the cruiser, and the Egeria leaves for 
Esquimalt us soon as the fog lift's for 
big scows, which will be used for lighter­
age purposes.

No further attempt will be made .to 
get the ship off until entirely free of 
cargo and fittings.

The weather continues calm.
Another Attempt To-Morrow.

Nanaimo, Dec. 9.—Admiral Bickford 
will make the next attempt to float the 
Flora to-morrow morning at 10 o’clock. 
Having moved the vessel six feet, he be­
lieves he can get her off. The fog con­
tinues to hinder the work, and: the 
Efeeria has been unable to leave.

Trustees Believe Unnecessary to Retain 
It In the Rules—Objection to 

Architect’s Report.

Chief Engineer Van Arsdol Gone to In­

Rocky Mountains.

Midland, Ont., Dec. 9.—Thomas Glad­
stone, the oldest resident of the town, is 
dead, aged 92 years. He came to Can­
ada from England about 60 years ago. 
He was Midland’s first postmaster, con­
tinuing in office until a few years ago.

Failure of Private Bank.

The school board Wednesday struck out 
the provision in section 6 of the rules 
limiting the maximum salaries of High 
school assistants and graded school 
teachers to $1,200; a lot of routine work 
was also accomplished. The full board 
was in attendance.

Principal Paul, of the High school, 
wrote requesting that some electric 
light drops be placed in the High school 
in rooms not already fitted, so that the 
scnool may' be thrown open to the par­
ents of pupils who are invited with the 
trustees to meet the teachers on Thurs­
day evening next, December 17tli, the 
meeting being to stimulate interest in the 
work of the school. /The letter was re­
ferred to the building and grounds com­
mittee to act.

Principal Paul also asked for permis­
sion to order certain books of reference 
necessary for the school work. On mo­
tion of Trustee Huggett permission was 
granted.

The Local Council of Women, through 
Mrs. Spofford, wrote that the council 
were ready to hand over the equipment 
for the domestic science course at the 
meeting of the Women’s Council next 
Monday.

Complimentary remarks were made by 
the trustees on the action of the 
Women’s Council, and a deputation of 
the trustees will be present to accept the 
gilt from the ladies.

Miss Blackburn, of Spring Ridge 
school, sent in her resignation which 
was received with reg&t, several of the 
trustees expressing appreciation of Miss 
Blackburn’s work.

W. H. Binns drew attention again to 
his communication of a few weeks ago 
concerning manual training. The letter 
was laid upon the table.

Miss Perrin, for the Friendly Help 
Society, asked that the board would ap­
prove of some arrangement enabling the 
scnool children who desired to do so to 
taxe their Christmas gifts of clothing 
or food- for the society to the schools, 
where the donations would be called for 
by the society.

Supt. Eaton, in explanation, suggested 
that no objection could be taken to leav­
ing the scliools open the Saturday after 
closing for the holidays, so that the chil­
dren might take their gifts there if they 
wished. This suggestion was adopted.

Then came a report by A. M. Muir, 
the board’s architect. It reported- an 
expenditure on the school buildings for 
the year of $1.445.15. The report point­
ed out the desirability of a continuity of 
policy in carrying out repairs to schools. 
Hitherto what one board considered 
necessary would, in all probability be un­
done by the suçceediqg bqard. Jt sug­
gested that at the beginning of each 
year an architect be appointed to tahe 
charge of all school buildings with a 
view to having necessary repairs done 
betimes. This would 
schools better at a less cost than at 
sent. The report was very severe on the 
Rock Bay, Hillside and Victoria West 
schools, all of which were condemned as 
unsightly and unsanitary, old-fashioned 
and obsolete, and suggested 
should be replaced by mod 
structures.

While Mr. Van Arsdol is at Edmon­
ton, he will ascertain no doubt the vari­
ous passes in the Roclnes which would 
be available for the Grand Trunk Pa­
cific. That information,' in conjunction 
with the knowledge of the coast line aqd 
all its available harbors, will simplify 
matters for the coming spring, and the 
intervening stretch of the route alone 
will require to be located.

The work on the Pacific Coast will go 
on in the absence of the chief engineer 
the same as if he were at the head office 
in Victoria. Some of the parties which 
he put in the field to condqct reconnais- 
ance surveys have nqt been heard from 
since they entered upon their work, sev­
eral months ago. He is therefore unable 
to say just how far inland the survey 
has been carried on.

This extensive reconnaissance in land 
and water is being carried on as rapidly 
as possible under the circumstances. In 
the section of the province to be covered 
by the survey parties certain obstacles 
are encountered which render the dis­
patch of this work with expedition ex­
tremely difficult. At the present time of 
the year the climatic conditions are the 
reverse of favorable. Had the survey 
been started earlier the railroad people 
would have been able to establish 
adequate winter posts, but not getting in­
to the field until September this could 
not be done.

There is no disposition on thq; part of 
the railroad company to leave this west­
ern section of the road until the last, and 
the character of the preliminary Opera­
tions is an illustration of thj?,fact.> Mr. 
Van Arsdol says that the surveys across 
the continent were undertaken simul- 
taniously, and will be prosecuted as vig­
orously and as quickly in British Colutii- 
bin as in any other part of the country, 
although, as stated, there are obstacles 
to be encountered here, where in other 
places there is plain sailing.

representative the other day Mr„ Van 
Arsdol was naturally reticent as regards 
the actual construction of -the line, bu£ 
there is no doubt that from, the earnest 
way in which the preliminaries are be­
ing performed and the presence here of 
Mr. Van Arsdol and staff, the construc­
tion of the road will proceed . just as 
simultaneously with the operations along 
the remainder of the line as were the 
reconnaissance surveys.

With a divisional engineer at Winni­
peg, whose territory extends westward 
as well as eastward, Mr. Van Arsdol 
does, not know exactly where his section 
begins.

MORGAN’S CRITICISM

Of Attitude of United States Towards 
Colombia—The Cuban Question.

Washington, Dec. 9.—In the Senate 
to-day Senator Morgan was heard in op­
position to the Cuban reciprocity bill.

Mr. Morgan took occasion to refer fre­
quently to the Panama canal treaty, 
and in that connection again freely criti­
cised what ho denominated “Presidential 
usurpation.” He declared that the 
United States is becoming affected to 
the core with covetousness. He as­
serted that the United States would do 
as it might please with the Island of 
Cuba, and added: “She is now fettered 
to the decks of our warships as firmly 
as Professor Langley’s airship was ever 
attached to his house boat.” He spoke 
of the negotiation of the Panama canal 
treaty as a grotesque act, and* declared 

. that Panama had “no more right to ap­
point a minister to the United States 
that that country had to consecrate a 
saint.”

Hr. Morgan said that the United 
States is practically at war with Colom­
bia ns the result of the fact that the 
President had fallen into a trap. He 
wanted, he said, to save the e Senate 
from this same trap, and again referred 
to Mr. Bunau-Varilla, and- after re­
viewing briefly that gentleman’s history 
as an engineer and contractor on. the 
Panama canal, said that he had con­
tracted wisely and well, and had left 
the Isthmus a rich man.

Mr. Morgan said that his whole pur­
pose was to warn the Senate against 
ratifying a treaty, the negotiations of 
which he characterized as a “most 
wretched, a most abominable and a 

' most horrible transaction.”
He predicted that the time^would come 

when Cuba would “clip the threads that 
restrain her and bind her to the United 
States and again float off into the seas' 
of liberty.”

In such an effort, he continued, Cuba 
might find a friend in Germany, which 
might follow our example and create a 
state of independence in a night and 
annex it with the 
doubt there would be fighting, for who, 
he asked, “is more eager to fight than 
the Emperor Willitnn 
uous President.”

United States Consul and Military 
Couriers Accused of Assaulting 

- Police.

Constantinople, Dec. 9.—The Turkish 
official report of the incidents at Alex- 
andretta, complained- of by the United 
States consul, W. R. Davies, has been 
telegraphed here by the government of 
Beyrout as follows :

“Attarian, a native of Kharput, who 
has for some years been abroad, recent­
ly re-entered the country secretly and 
had been travelling in the interior with 
a Turkish passport. On his arrival late­
ly at Alexandretta Attarian claimed the 
protection* of the American consul, and 
asked for his assistance to enable him 
to embark for Egypt. Mr. Davies ac­
cordingly notified the authorities^ but the 
latter insisted that the sanction of the 
governor must be obtained, and, that the 
usual formalities be carried- out, such as 
photographing Attarian. Mr. Davies re­
fused to tolerate the delay, and attempt­
ed to embark Attarian by force." The po­
lice arrested Attarian-at the quay, where­
upon Mr. Davie*, aided by his military 
couriers, struck the policemen, who 
wounded- in the faces, and afterwards 
attempted to force an entrance into the 
guardhouse, breaking windows 
doors, but unavailingly. Thereupon Mr^ 
Davies threatened that,unless Attarian 
was released and: allowed to embark 
within four hours he 
leave. Not receiving satisfaction, Mr. 
Davies embarked for Beyrout on the 
same steamer Attarian tried to take.”

To 
acquire this and make our outposts 
secure we must annex ourselves to 
Newfoundland or get Newfoundland to 
join her destinies with ours. There are 
obstacles in the way of this desirable 
ambition, and we may be sure the Am* 
encans will not move hand or foot to 
assist us in overcoming them.'

A few months ago it was announced 
that two of the leading public .men on 
the island would commence a campaign 
of éducation on behalf of federation 
with this country. N6w it is said by 
the’Assoctiateti Press that the feeling in 
favor of union with the United States 
is growing. We shrewdly suspect that 
tfhe feeling in favor of annexation in 
Newfoundland is about as strong as it 
is in Canada. But our cousins would 
not be pleased if the scheme of round­
ing-off were completed. It might inter­
fere with the workings of “manifest 
destiny.”

Our range of vision has been enlarged 
since Newfoundland applied for admis­
sion to the Canadian Confederation in 
1895. Then the union might have been 
arranged upon comparatively easy terras 
bo the Dominion. They will probably be 
more onerous now, but with Canadians 
anxious and Newfoundlanders impressed 
with the possibilities, the task cannot be 
regarded as an impossible one. No doubt 
the matter Will be taken up by the 
Laurier government, and with the re­
sults which have attended every great 
enterprise to which it has set its hand.

HEARING OF mi We are pleased to see that the Victoria 
Board of Trade has turned its attention 
-or a brief space to the political situa­
tion in British Columbia. It has been 
h»nted that this important commercial 
institution has put its strong hand to 
the plough before, generally when the 
implement was in the wrong furrow. 
This time we know the members are 
not in the wrong furrow, and we sincere­
ly hope there shall be bo turning back.

There can be no doubt whatever that 
the commercial interests of British Col­
umbia are menaced by the 
now before the Legislature.

be felt. Apart altogether from the 
diuary progress of the province in the 
sections which have been opened up to 
the settler and the prospecter, a new 
dominion will be practically created in 
the north by the construction of the 
Grand Trunk Pacific Railway. In that 
new territory, revivified by the great 
business irrigator of the twentieth cen­
tury, the railway, lies our ultimate hope 
of financial salvation. Let the govern­
ment but exercise strict economy for a 
year or two, let it lop off all the mould­
ering branches, and there need- be no 
necessity for the extraordinary, smoth­
ering burdens it seems determined to 
impose upon our small population.

In this connection, let it also be re­
membered that taxation is seldom re­
duced. There is no instance of such a 
movement on record in recent years In 
British Columbia. People become ac­
customed to toiling along under all sorts 
of disabilities, and finally conclude that 
such conditions are natural to and insep­
arable from governments. Administra­
tions have been led into temptations and 
extravagance by overflowing treasuries.

But the most seritros aspect of the 
situation in this province, as cre­
ated by the McBride 
is the possible effect cf the in­
creases in taxation upon business. 
The Socialist members Comfort them­
selves with the delusion that the handi­
cap will not affect the people they repre­
sent. There is not an individual in the 
province who will not be affected. There 
is not an interest in the country that 
will not feel the effects of the changes. 
The business concerns of this province 
do not pay the taxes. Their customers 
are taxed- to meet the demands of gov­
ernments. If the taxes are elevated to 
an abnormal height and the goods be­
come too expensive there are concerns 
in the East willing to step in and reap 
the harvest. That will be good for the 
railways, express companies, and the 
post offiie department, but it will be 
bad for business in British Columbia. 
This is the serious aspect of the mat­
ter. This is the means by which the in­
dustries of the province will be para­
lyzed. The business concerns of British 
Columbia report that they have to be on 
the alert to meet their competitors in 
the East. And the only remedy 
for the mail order habit is competition. 
The government of Britisn Columbia 
proposes to add to the disadvantages 
business concerns here already labor 
under. We think if the McBride admin­
istration could be induced to reconsider 
its programme it might mend its ways. 
It startedi out on a wrong course. The 
foundations of its policy are not laid 
upon the rocks, but .it will wreck the 
province if it persists in its purpose.

A few days be­
fore witness’s birthday, January 17th, 
Alexander went with her to Tiffany’s to 
purchase her some pearls, but before he 
could make the purchase he sank into 
a chair and had to be carried home and 
put to bed. He never rose from it again. 
After Alexander’s death, the doctor told 
James Dunsmuir that Mrs. Dunsmuir 
should not take the trip West, but should 
be operated upon at once for cancer, that 
delay was dangerous.

Witness told about her mother’s sub­
sequent visit to New York for operation 
in the spring of 1900. Her mother, had 
become changed in disposition, and 
among other things spent money foolish-, 
ly.

The Civil Assizes. Wi'l'4The government is in a hurry to bring 
the session of the Provincial Legislature 
to an end. We do not wonder at it. We 
have had some rather rickety things in 
British Columbia which we attempted to 
dignify with the name of government, 
but the McBride combination presents 
about the most pitiable spectacle that 
lias jet been seen in working order. We 
■wonder that it has discernment enougn 
to comprehend its own imbecility and to 
desire to hide it in obscurity.

The Finance Minister was led into the 
mazes of the assessment bill by the op­
position yesterday. * The Attorney-Gen­
eral endeavored to assist his colleague 
over the rough places. He stumbled and 
floundered worse than Mr. Tatlow. The 
member for Richmond essayed to guide 
the tottering steps of the ministers, and 
retired with his great reputation as an 
authority on assessment, taxes and “how 
to raise the wind,” hopelessly shattered. 
The two ministers are still lost in the 
labyrinths, with little prospect of finding 
themselves.

The government knows absolutely 
nothing whatever of the nature of the 
measures it has laid before the House. 
It has apparently not attempted to ar­
rive at an intelligent comprehension of 
the effects of its provisions. It has been 
left to the opposition to dissect the bills, 
estimate their purposes, determine the 
..weight of the burdens they will impose, 
and calculate the resultant effect upon 
the business of the province. No infor­
mation can be got from those who are 
supposed to have framed the measures 
and are looked to to enlighten the mem­
bers in regard to their purport. Plied 
with questions, the ministers simply 
take refuge in silence and confusion, hav­
ing learned that attempts to explain re­
sult in entanglements and embarrass­
ment.

The opposition has succeeded in tap­
ping the intellects and letting the liglit in 
on a sufficient number of members on- the 
government side to cause the abandon­
ment of# the proposal to tax the rental 
value of houses as income. It has in­
duced «the ministers to consent to the 
abandonment of the two per cent, tax on 
the output of mines and the substitution 
of some more equitable method of levy­
ing taxation on the leading industry of 
the province. But there is still a great 
deal of work for it to do, and the min­
isters will let It do it. Their part is to 
sit by and acquiesce, drawing their sal­
aries and travelling expenses as consola­
tion for the sense of unworthiness * the 
opposition has inspired in them.

As a concrete example of the lack of 
knowledge or disregard for the welfare 
,of the settlers the McBride government 
is displaying, we might cite the case of 
The settlers on the Dominion railway 
belt. As is well known, the former gov­
ernment of the Dominion reserved the 
timber on those lands, and, when oppor­
tunity offered, sold it to lumbermen. The 
Laurier administration placed those set­
tlers upon the same footing as their 
neighbors. The timber was deeded over 
to them along with the land. Many of 
them have been disposing of the re­
sources thus placed in their possession 
To mill men at the rate of 50 cents per 
thousand,, just the rate at which the 
McBride government proposes to assess 
the product. In a word the ministers 
would entirely nullify the effect of the 
Dominion government's generous and 
just act. The settlers will be placed in 
exactly the same position as they were m 
before they ownedi the timber. In addi­
tion, we suppose the mills which depend 
upon the supply of timber from those 
lands will be compelled to close down and: 
one of the industries of the province will 
be destroyed.

This is merely a sample of the blund­
ering manner in which the government 
has gone about a business that should 
have received the deepest consideration 
and should not have been touched until 
the ministers were absolutely sure of 
their ground. It is not at all improbable 
that the effects of the government’s 
policy upon business generally will be 
quite as destructive. It is scarcely pos­
sible for the opposition to foresee every 
contingency and safeguard every single 
interest.

A Convention Called* to Nominate a Lib­
eral Candidate.

The advisability of holding a conven­

tion at an early date of the Liberals of 
Yale-Cariboo has for some time been re­
ceiving the careful consideration of Lib­
eral associations throughout fhe provin­
cial electoral districts of Cariboo, Lil- 
looet. Yaie, Kamloops, Okanagan, Simil- 
kameen, Grand Forks and Greenwood. 
As a result it lias been decided to hold 
a convention iu Raven’s hall, Kamloops, 
on Wedhesduy, January 13th, 1904, at 2 
o’clock in the afternoon, for the purpose 
of nominating .a candidate to contest 
Yale-Cariboo in the Liberal interest at 
the forthcoming Dominion election.

The basis of representation agreed 
upon, and which will govern the conven­
tion, is as follows:

One delegate for each fifty votes, or 
portion thereof, polled in tile recent pro­
vincial elections.

That such delegates must hare cre­
dentials from the Liberal association 
having jurisdiction over the polling sub­
divisions they represent, or from, the 
chairman and secretary of a meeting of 
Liberals called to elect* delegates .where 
there is no Liberal association.

That proxies be allowed, but no dele- 
-mto shall be entitled to hold more than 
live proxies.

First the opposition in the Dominion 
House of'Commons said the government 
had made an extravagant bargain with 
the Grand Trunk Pacific for the con­
struction of the new transcontinental 
road.

ZION CITY FINANCES.

More Than Four Times His 
Liabilities.■j

Chicago, Dec. 7.—In a statement which 
places his assets at more than four times 
his liabilities, John Alexander Dowie to­
day, at a meeting of h)s creditors, submit­
ted a'proposal by wh^ch it is believed 
that the financial tangle at Zion City will 
be straightened out. In Dowie’s communi­
cation his assets are declared to he 
$18,845,210 and his liabilities only $4,058,- 
349. Of the liabilities $452,267 Is mer­
chandise indebtedness. Notes bearing $ 
per cent, interest were offered by Dowie in 
settlement and he agreed to take up 10 per 
cent, of his indebtedness in three months 
and the Remainder in one year. The cred­
itors appointed a committee to seek further 
debts. If this committee finds that Dowie’s 
statement of debts and resources is cor­
rect, It is said they will accept the pro­
position and seek to have the bankruptcy 
proceedings dismissed.

Of his total indebtedness, that due for 
bank deposits and shares of stock in the 
various Zion City industries was placed at 
$3,190,679, maturing in 1919 and 1923. Bills 
payable on account of land were placed ot 
$315,403, due In 1905 and 1908. The judg­
ment of Samuel Stevenson is $100,000. for 
which secured notes have been given. This 
leaves only $452,267 due to outside credit­
ors on merchandise accounts. It is to the 
holders of these outstanding claims that 
Dowie made tne offer of settlement.

CONTRACT AWARDED.

E'squimalt Marine Railway Company 
Will Repair Moana, But When 

Is Questionable.

Tlie Esquintait Marine Railway Com­
pany have been the successful tenderers 
for the repair of the steamer Moana. 
Three local firms competed for the work,, 
the others being the Victoria Machinery 
Depot and fhe Albion Iron Works. The 
contract price is not stated, but . is be­
lieved to be in the neighborhood of fif­
teen thousand dollars. The undertaking, 
it is thought, will take three weeks 
monfh to accomplish, but when work 
will be commenced is problematical.

taxation, the leader of the opposition 
asked what was the intetition of the 
government with respect to this.

The Minister of Finance said that he 
was not in a position yet to say what 
the propesd change would be.

Mr. Macdonald asked if his proposed 
amendment mould, meet with the approv­
al of the government.

The Premier said that the govern­
ment had now in. preparation a scheme 
intended, to take the place of the 2 per 
cent. tax. Before recess he hoped to 
have it ready. They were seeking to get 
a tax which would bring in considerable 
revenue and yet would not press severe­
ly upon mining.

It was therefore decided to pass over 
in the meantime the sections relating to 
the 2 per cent, mineral tax.

The sections relating to the taxation of 
crowrn granted mineral claims were ap­
proved of, being practically the same as 
in the present act.

Coming to the sections dealing with 
tenants being liable for taxes, T. W. 
Paterson took exception to a tenant be­
ing held liable for it.

Mr. Bowser held that it would also be 
a grievance to hold a tenant responsible.

The Attorney-General thought it was 
all right to hold the tenant responsible. 
It would lead to each tenant satisfying 
himself that there was no arreara of 
taxes on a house before he took it.

Mr. Bowser held that their should be 
no difference between the city leaseholder 
and the one in the city.

The Attorney-General ,said there was 
no hardship likely to work, 
copied word-for word from the Domin­
ion Act.

Mr. Paterson conld not see why a law 
should be left on the statute books 
which every one admitted was wrong in 
principle.

R. L. Drury pointed out that though 
he did not disapprove of this section yet 
t’he force of this would be that thesé in­
stitutions would not be called upon *to 
furnish a schedule showing their busi­
ness. These companies did a large busi­
ness in debentures, loans, etc., and fur­
nishing no schedule they would not be 
taxed for income as other companies 
would.

The government promised to recon­
sider this.

The exemption of 20 acres belonging 
to agricultural societies passed;

The following clause among the ex­
emptions caused considerable debate:

“So mucli of the personal property of 
every person as is represented by timber 
cut upon or from- lauds held, or by the 
lessee or licensee under timber lease­
holds or timber l:ceuses issued1 under the 
Land Act’, upon which timber so cut the 
rental royalty and license fees payable 
under sai<# act have been paid, and 
otherwise; but this exemption shall be 
limited and’ confined' to the personal pro­
perty of the lessee and licensee and shall 
not extend to the personal property of 
any other person who may purchase or 
acquire timber so cut as aforesaid or any 
interest therein.”

The leader of the opposition, backed 
by T. W. Paterson and John Oliver, con­
tended that this subjected timber to a 
double tax. After a logger had paid a 
royalty upon the logs they might go to 
a mill, and being found there by another 
assessor would be taxed again as per­
sonal property. The result* would be that 
it would come back on the logger, who 
would receive that much less for his 
logs.

Coal Mines Act.
The House then went into committee 

on the act to amend the Goal Mines Act, 
with C. AV. D. Clifford in the^chair.

J. R. Brown, seconded by J. D. Mc­
Niven, moved to strike out the clause 
raising the c-oal prospectors’ license to 
$100 instead of $50. Mr. Brown thought 
this would do away with coal and oil 
prospectors. He compared this fee with 
that of the ordinary prospector for min­
erals.

Hon. R. F. Green held that this was 
not properly conceived. The license fee 
was not paid until after a man had lo­
cated his claim. He contended that tax 
was not an exorbitant fee.

John Oliver thought the Chief Com­
missioner had not taken into account 
that the prospector, after getting the 
claim, had only to pay a rental of $10 
an acre. The annual rental was placed I 
at 15 cents an acre. He thought that i 
these charges were out of proportion. He 
preferred to leave the prospectors’ li­
cense as it was and increase the rental 
or price of land after he had discovered 
the coaL

The Chief Commissioner alluded to the 
fact that a royalty would be collected 
also from the coal mined on the prop­
erty after it was converted into a mine.

The amendment was lost by a vote of 
18 to 16, Messrs. Davidson and Houston 
voting for the amendment, and the So­
cialists against it.

The Chief Commissioner amended the 
proposed enactment by substituting the 
power for granting a lease from the 
Chief Commissioner to that of the Lieut.- 
Governor-in-Oouncii.

prospecting license from $50 to $100.

In pressing for This Mr. Brown con­
tended that there was a discrimination 
made between coal and qil prospectors 
and' the prospector for ordinary miner­
als. Ha showed that in connection with 
the search for oil a very large expendi­
ture was necessary in order to prove the 
exisfence of it. It required deep boring.

TWO HUNDRED SLAIN.

Russian Troops Surrounded Body of 
Chinese Robbers Who Suffered 

Heavy Losses.

St. Petersburg, l!ec. 8.—The Russian 
troops have defeated a band of Chun 
Chuses (Chinese robbers) on the Liao river, 
Manchuria, killing 200 of them and wound­
ing as many more.

After the conflict reported on November 
28th between the force of Russian soldiers 
and a body of Chun Chuses at Tachlcahao, 
in which five Russians were killed and 
nine were severely wounded, the Russians 
pursued the fleeing tribesmen and finally 
hemmed them In at the Liao river. The 
great loss of the robbers is attributed in a 
Port Arthur dispatch to a “panic among 
the Chun Chuses.”

Victorian Invents Contrivance to Ex­

pedite launching of Lifeboats.
Alderman Thomas Sharpe Elected—The 

Wheat Crop.I

We Offer $1,000tms A patent has been secured by Irving 
A. Lemm, of this city, for an invention 
which will be of the greatest value to 
those aboard ship. It is a contrivance 
which makes the launching of lifeboats 
more expeditious and less dangerous and 
difficult than possible in the past. The 
inventor explains that the device is an 
improved chock for supporting a life­
boat, and so constructed as to accom­
plish the immediate and convenient re­
lease of the craft without the slightest 
complicated mechanism. It obviates the 
necessity of raising the boat from off 
the chock on the davit tackle. The in­
ventor says in explanation of his device:

“Efforts have previously been made to 
dispense with the necessity i.or lifting a 
ship’s boat over the outer sides of the 
supporting1 chocks in which it rests, by 
uringing the outer portion of the chock 
so that it may be folded down laterally 
and allow the boat to be swung clear 
out-board; but in such there is the ob­
jection that the weight of the boat must 
first be eased' off the chock or even 
slightly lifted, and as the hinge portion 
must have a fastening to secure it in its 
upright position, the release of this fas­
tening, the lifting of the boat’s weight 
and the knocking down of the hinged 
portion requires the attention of a num­
ber of men and absorbs an appreciable 
amount of time.

‘ Tue object of this invention is to so 
construct the chock that the release of 
the outer portion can be effected from 
the in-board side, and the chock is so 
designed that as soon as the outer por­
tion is released it will fall away of itself 
and permit the boat to be swung out, the 
weight of the boat itself assisting its 
own release.

“The importance of being able to 
launch a ship’s boat quickly, when every 
minute of time is of vital importance, 
need not be enlarged upon, as it is con­
spicuously self-evident, but not less im­
portant though frequently overlooked, is 
the desirability of removing from the 
act of launching all preliminary work, 
which, in the confusion consequent on 
the emergency, is liable to be bungled 
and has frequently to be done under 
circumstances which render it doubly 
difficult, and in some cases impossible 
of attainment.”

Reference to the records of marine 
disasters of recent years shows that had 
there been some meahs of launching the 
lifeboats promptly and easily the list of 
casualties would have been consider­
ably less than it is. Almost every great 
ocean catastrophe affords evidence of 
this fact. The patent rights for Canada 
and United States have been secured, 
and the inventor will apply for those in 
Great Britain and Europe.

Winnipeg, Dec. 8.—The Winnipeg 
municipal elections were held to-day. A 
very light vote was polled owing to 
stormy weather and general lack of in­
terest in the contest for the mayorality.

It is elevated 57 feet 
above high water mark, and should be 
visible six miles from all points of ap­
proach by water. This temporary light 
-was shown for the first time on th© 6th 
November, 1903.

This light will be useful mainly to 
steamers coasting up the mainland shore, 
and leads up the st'rait of Georgia to the 
pass, and also guides through the pass.

ROUSING THEMSELVES

THOSE PRESENT SPENT
A PLEASANT EVENING

WEÏLER BROS. ASK
SEVEN THOUSAND INITIAL SHIPMENT.\ Three Hundred Tons of Ore Arrives 

From the Southern Cross. Expected That There Will Be Quite a 
Large Field of Aspirants—

Who They Are.

Was One of the Most Successful in the 
History of Post—Visitors From 

Vancouver and Nanaimo.

Recommendation That M". Bertucci Be 
Offered Ten Thousand—Other 

Business Before ConnciL

From another new mine just opened 
on the West Coast there 'arrived on the 
steamer Venture on Monday the initial 
shipment of ore taken from the property. 
The mine is known as the Southern 
Gross, and is situated at Uchucklesett, 
and is operated by Victorians. In the 
shipment are 00 tons of ore, which has 
been taken to the Crofton smelter to-day. 
Regular shipmetita will follow. A great 
deal more ore has been quarried out for 
shipment, but it is taken out in such 
large blocks that before it is loaded on 
the steamer it has to be broken up. The 
day before the steamer left Uchucklessen 
one piece of ore was-’blasfed out wean­
ing 150 tons. Operations are being car­
ried on between 100 and 175 feet up .the 
mountain side. A timber chute conducts 
the ore to the water, where a wharf has 
been built for the accommodation of the 
steamer.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)
Up to noon to-day less than 50 house­

holders and license-holders had qualified 
for the exercise of their franchises at 
the approaching municipal elections. The 
average Is about half-a-aozen a day, and 
most of these, doubtless, would not have 
made their declarations at such an un- 
fashionably early time had their atten­
tion not been drawn to the forms lying 
on the counter in the city assessor’s of­
fice as they entered tor some other pur­
pose. The period in which they can 
qualify will expire at the end of the 
present month, and those house-holders 
and license-holders who neglect to quali­
fy in that time will be unable to give 
tangible evidence of their preferences 
among the large field of candidates who 
will shortly be buckling on their armor.

It is not anticipated that there will be 
the same degree of fervish excitement in 
the mayoralty contest this year as that 
which characterized the struggle for the 
chief magisterial chair last January. 
That was probably the hottest municipal 
contest ever waged in Victoria, the rival 
candidates being exceptionally strong as 
well as men who had been in the public 
eye in connection with civic administra­
tion for years. There were other ele­
ments in that memorable campaign 
which will be altogether lacking in the 
one that will be precipitated shortly, and, 
therefore, while the fight between Aid. 
Barnard and Mr. Redfern will be an in­
teresting one, it will not be so wholly 
engrossing as its predecessor. It is quite 
possible that another Candidate will en­
ter the arena, but so far he has not dis-, 
closed his identity by sending forth 
those almost imperceptible indications 
which enable students of election cam­
paigns to make sage deductions and re­
liable predictions. The candidate who 
gets into the field the earliest enjoys an 
unquestioned advantage, so that if a 
third aspirant to mayoralty honors sends 
up his colors he will necessarily have to 
devote his energies to a fast finish.

There is a likelihood, that the majority, 
if not all, of the present aldermanic 
board will essay election, again in Janu­
ary. The present representation of North 
Ward, Aids. Kinsman, Grahame and 
Dinsdale, will be on the ticket, in addi­
tion to W. F. Fullerton, who has recent­
ly announced himself a candidate for 
that ward. He made a close run at the 
last election, a very few votes separat­
ing him from Aid. Dinsdale. In Centre 
Ward it is expected that the present trio 
will be in the contest. Aid. Yates just 
now is in the Old) Country, so it is impos­
sible to state definitely what his plans 
are. He will, probably be back before 
nomination day, and in that event will 
very likely again present himself for the 
suffrages of the electorate.

Ine South Ward there will be two 
vacancies, Aid. Barnard’s candidature 
for Mayor creates one and Aid. Camer­
on’s election to the provincial legislature 
the other. This will leave Aid* Vincent 
the lone representative of the three from 
that ward for the year 1903, if he runs. 
On that subject at present he is non- 
commital. Thos. I. Worthington has an­
nounced himself a candidate for alder- 
manic honors for South’ Ward.

The terms of four school trustees will 
expire at the end of the present municipal 
year.

Na­
tive Sons and all Victorians should work 
hard for. this, because if secured) it Would 
mean that within a ^hort period this city 
would have a population of at least 100,- 
000. (Cheers.)

Ex-Mayor Hayward, as vice-president 
of the Pioneer Society, was next called 
upon. In a few remarks he spoke of the 
changes since his arrival here 42 years 
ago. Native Sons had many advantages 
which the pioneers did not enjoy. Now 
there werg telegraph communication with 
any part of the world, a telephone sys­
tem and innumerable other conveni­
ences. He recalled the first election he 
participated in when there was open vot­
ing and when one did not dare to vote 
against the government,- which was prac­
tically the Hudson’s Bay Co. Victoria, 
however, was progressing slowly at 
times, but surely.

They Were Traced to Seattle by Bogus 
Cheques—Worked This City Very 

Successfully.

The pair of forgers who worked Victoria 
very successfully on the night of Saturday,
September 19th, are 'In the tolls. A ueputy 
sheriff traced them from Ellensburg to 
Seattle by a trail of worthless cheques, 
the two having played the same game in a 
number of Washington towns as that which 
separated local merchants from more than 
a hundred dollars and some goods. The 
man’s name is Jack Walters, and he is ac­
companied by his wife and child, who are 
of considerable assistance to him in his 
operations. The officer who followed them 
from Ellensburg to the Sound metropolis 
caught the woman on the street on Satur­
day. She stoutly denied her Identity at 
first, but seeing that he was positive she 
finally admitted that .she was the person 
wanted.

The husband was gathered In at the 
Colonnade hotel shortly afterwards, and 
was mightily indignant at what he charac­
terized as an indignity. Immediately on 
being taken to police headquarters he was 
recognized as one who was wanted for 
passing bogus cheques, answering In detail 
to the descriptions received from Victoria,
Vancouver and Oakland.

There are about nine tradesmen In this 
city who have reason to remember a 
plainly dressed woman and a child of about 
six who visited the shops on the evening 
of Saturday, September 19th, and, after 
purchasing some goods presented cheques 
for eighteen dollars each. They all bore 
the signature of M. O’Keefe, and were 
made out to one John Collins.
