exaggerated beyond what reason and
logic justified.

He advised the unionist party, as
the best result of his reflections, that
to tax food would be against public
opinion and not within the Nmits of
practical politics. He had given the
topic his bedt''thoughts and he was
firmly convnced that his policy har-
monized with the best traditions of the
party and, as leader of the party, he
meant to lead 1t.

“You will not get the great commer-
clal nations of the world to abandon]
protection,” said Mr. Balfour. “I fear
that you will not get the great self-
governing colonies to retrace the steps
which' we without remonstrance per-

mitted them to take. I am here, there- |,

fore, to recommend a palliation which
I ‘belleve’ to e’ still possible, Cobden
hoped and believed in free trade
throughout the world. What in fact
we have got to deal with is a world
where international commercial 'rela-
tions are governed entirely by treaty.
Is it common sense that we, greatest
commercial nation, should ‘come for-
ward and say: ‘We want to arrange
treaties We want to arrange treaties
with you, but we have nothing to
give you, nothing to withhold from
you.

of the *"Joy Bells” of the Russian
churches in the final “allegro” made
a declded impression, and so rapturous-
ly was it received that the band was
obliged to repeat it.

Typhold fever is rather alarmingly
prevalent in the oity just now. About
twenty cases are in the knowledge of
the board of health, sixteen of which
are in the hospital. In additien to
these, there are many cases which have
not been reported to the board of
health, as the physicians, holding -that
typhold Is not contaglous, belleve such
reports to be unnecessary. Probably
in all there are about fifty cases.
The idea of some that the infection
might due to the water system is
not well founded. Were this the case,
the infection would be spread all over
the oity, while as it is, it is confined
to'a few localities. It is most prevalent
around the lower end of Brussals, St.
Patrick and Erin streets, and is blamed
by the physicians upon the insanitary
