WILL 'I‘ROT IN TWO MINUTES.

Prof. Brewer Makes a Prediction\
About the Speed of the Horse.

Prof. Willlam H. Bre'wer, the vener-
able head of the' department of agri-
culture at Yale, says that rnot enly
will the trotting record be.lowered to

two minutes for the mile but that ‘a
large number of horses will be bred
who will' be ‘able to cover the distance
in that time. g 3

“Twenty years ; ago,” said Prof.
Bre“er to a World reporter, “I went
on record as stating ‘that by the end
of the nineteenth. century there would‘
‘be-a two minute light harness record.
I did neot specify whether it would be
for trottin® or for pacing. At the timé
1 made my pred@iction indications were
-that it would be, in trofting, but. 1.0,
developments 'prsved ‘that pacing
to develop méere rapidly than trotting.
' JrPhe’probiem of lowering the i-eco;rd
1o its finest point is not, however, pri-
marily one of gait, but of breeding.
Whether the pace or the trot will
eventually prove the faster cannot be
speculated upon with any degree of
certainty. 'When the breeding of race
horses is carried to its perfection the
light harness records will touth their
lowest possible mark. But, this §s
somewhat distant and incidentai cail-
culdations of gait, track, and carriage
are; to be reckoned upon before it ‘is
reached, - Pacers and trotters are being
bred together and there is no imdica-
tion, therefore, that the pacing record
will go much lower than that of the
trot and vice versa.

“I said 20 years ago that I would
leave it for the mathematicians to de-
termine Wow fast horses would ulti-
mately trot and how long before the
maxXimum would be  reached. -Two!
mathematicians, Pickering of the In-
stitute of Technology and Knifer of
the University of'St. Louis, have wr@t-
len pdpers attacking' the theory: but
1 refer to recent reductions in.records
to support the: claims Iﬂvnnceﬂ then. :

“One reason why. it is )ogicn.l to sup-
pose that the trotting record has’ not
reached its Jowest figere is that at'no

been a dozen horses who have, come |
. within five seconds of the best time on
‘record. On the ‘contrary, more than 200
horses had run within' 5 1-4 Seconds of
the running record of 1.393-4 when I’
made out my - table covering the . 10
years of performances on the turf.
That statement meams that the 'thor-
oughbred, which has been bred for
speed on the run for more than two
centuries, has reachefl the limit of his
speed in breeding. The statement that
few pacers or trotfers have at any
time approached the record, ‘whatever
it has been, shows that the speed limit
for trotters has not been appma.ched
in breeding.

“I will make one ‘statement in gen-
era.l won: this point: ¥ the course ef
time a large number of horses will be
bred 'to trot as fast as the fastest time;
and that -time wil be ‘less than two
minutes,"” -

To d@emonstrate the evolution of the
breed, Prof. Brewer ha8 prepared a
table, covering the American rsceg
from 1843 to 1882, and involvip
greater work than has eéver been 3
elsewhere in showing mot simply 't
existing best record, ‘hut the qenenl
condition of the  trotting  or pacing
breed each year.

It
appears that a large amount of deals
went adrift while being taken from
the lighters, and 'in conseéjuence the
captain of the steamer refused to sign
the bill of lading. As the custom
house officers declined to clear the ship,
the captain telegraphed to Ottawa in
regard to the matter, in response tc
which instructions came to the cus-
toms officer to clear the vessel, which
accordingly was done. The captain
also cabled his owners in London, who
instructed him to sail. In the mean-
time the agents of the shipper secured
a warrant and had the captain taken
into custody on a charge. of taking pos-
session of the cargo illegally, not hav-
ing signed the bill of lading. While
under arrest at the Albert House, the
captain got permission from the con-
stable in charge, to leave the hotel for
a few minutes, andj like the man in
the song, he never came back, but un-
der cover of the darkness secured a
boat and bcarded the steamer, and,
steam being already up, and a pilot on
board, weighed anchor and put to sea,
while the constable looked in vain for
his return. The Everingham has three
and a half million feet of deals on
board.

A« German war balloon is made of
cotton ¢loth. I is oomponed- of ‘two
thickresses of this cloth coated with
rubber. This 1is the heaviest fabrie
used in- ballooning, and this  faet is
very -much against it. it has been
found by experiment, however, that the
silk balloon is too strong a conductor
of electricity, especially when coated
with rubber. Some years ago, when a
silk balloon was sent up in Berlin, the
man handling it received a  violent
shock, and then the balloon burst into
flames and the gas exploded, killing
one man and injuring five others.
Since that time rubber-coated silk has
not been used in military ballooning in
Germany, But in the United States
there have been silk" balloons used for
‘war purposes, and in the experiments
made in Colorado by Capt. Glassford,
of the signal service, pongee silk,;
treated with linseed oil, was used suc-’
cessfully.

[Some very expensive experiments
were made abroad with goldbeater’s
skin.. Thig is the imembrane obtained
from the entrails of the bullock. One
animal furpishes a single membrane
from 18 to 30 incheés long and 10 to 20
inches 'wide. These membranes -are
salted until needed. Then  they are
placed in a vessel with salt ‘water,
with a glue obtained from the sturgeon
of the Caspian Bea.

MAN WHO STARTED
" AROOSTOUK WAR

John Jolnuon Emery Tells How He
Came Near Setting the New
World Afive.

7 (Bangor News.)

There is now lving in Bower street,
Roxbury, Mass., a man ‘'who came near
 bringing on a war between the United
| States and Great Britain. His name is
John Johnson Emery, one-time Maine
farmer, politician, explorer and lum:
berman. Aug. 28 he will be 95. &

Speaking of his experience Mr. Em-
ery said to a,reporter: ‘‘After I went
out of the farming business I still con-
ducted thev lumber hauling that was in-
stitu my. father in 1830 and car-
‘ried it orF for a number, of years. Lum-
bering was a difficult matter in those
days. .One winter we were running
short of provisions, and after standing
it as long as we could we decided to
have three men cut their way through
and bring back supplies to the Trest.
Myself and two others volunteered for
the expedition ‘and after some prepar-
ations started out. We fought our way

reached the edge of the woods, com-
pletely exhausted and nearly dead from
exposure. One of the party afterwards
died Trom the effects.

“Tn 1839,1 was the innocent cause of
a war, which is now known in history
as the Aroostook war, and for a time
. came near béing serious in many re-
spects. It eame about over a boundary
dispute with: Canada; . neither this
country nor the provirce of the Queen
could decide upon the proper location
of the line, and it was always coming
up as a bone of contention, In 1839 1
was sent there to look over the ground
and make a Teport on it, and was to
take & surveyor with me and deter-
fnine about where the line lay.

“J 'went into the woodsIa.m;s w;);ill,e
carrying out my mission 1 W =
tm'ed ;5 the British soldiers and taken
as a prisoner to Canada. When the
people heard of it there wag great ex-
citement and framediately talk of &
war. The state troops were ordered out
‘Ynder the direction of the president,
 and they were armed and ‘sent. to the
 boundary: to-secure my release. .

“The Ca.nadian government released

me before ‘they.came, but at the sdme
tlme they assembled several regiments
of troops to meet the Maine boys.

“These notes he sold or gave to Jacob
‘Weigel, who is a collector of coins and
old notes,

Among others he sold some to Green-
burg & Smith of San Franciscd. This
firm, Mr. 'Weigél says, afterward sent
him large orders for the notes, and in
all npuruha.sed some $175,000 'worth, face
value.

« Tonjght the .secret.service agents
saw Mr. Weigel. They were satisfied
with his explanation. He was not ar-
rested.

Ludwig, the junk.dealer, turned over
the -plates. These were still in the
package in which they were wrapped
after last being used. They bore the
seal of the bank and also that of the
receiver, and there could be no ques-
tion that they had never been used
since last the bank ran off a lot of
the bills.

TRICK OF THE TICKET SELLERS.
How Circus Patrons Sometimes Are
Cheated Out of Their Money.

“ ‘Short changing,’ or ‘Aimflamming,’
is practiced by an unscrupulous class
of ticket sellers,” said an old time
circus ticket seller, ‘“‘the oportunities
that the business offers being greater
than that of any other I Know of.
Everything is business and confusion,
a man loses his head, doesn’t think to
count his change and becomes an easy
victim, when under ordinary circum-
stances he'd detect the fraud. I’ll at-
tempt to describe to you one of ‘the
commonest tricks of ‘fiimflamming’ on
an extensive scale: A man approaches
the booth, hunts in his pocket for
change and finally pulls-out a:$10 bill.
The ticket seller takes the preliminary
performance in at a glance and knows
to a dead moral certainly that the
man hasn't anything  smaller. He
looks at the bill a moment, then sizes
up the cash, as if in doubt. Then
suddenly he turns to his victim and
says:

“Is thig the smallest that you've
got?”

‘““The man tells him that it is. All of
this has consumed but a fraction of a
mintte, you'd say, but in fact it has
given the sharper a chance to fold the
bill in such a way that none of the
figures are visible, and there is noth-
ing to indicate what its denomination
is. The bill is passed deftly from the
right to the left hand; in the palm of
which ‘is concealed a $1 bill folded in
precisely the same manner. It is the
work -of only & second to substitute
one for the other, the tieket: seller |
apologizing all the while for his in<
ability to make the change, and the
victim walks off unsuspeetingly ~with |

$1 where he had $10, and the chances }

are that he doesn't discover his mis-
take until some moments later. And
theh he fails to get satisfaction, for,
of course, the short change artist
denies the fraud emphatically.

“The ordinary way ©of handing a
man short change in silver is beauti-
fully simple. Say, for instance, a man
buys two fifty cent tickets and tenders
a $5 bill. Three dollars and a half in
shall change is placed in his hand
hurriedly, and he walks off without
counting it. Eventually he finds out
that he’s fifty cents ‘shy,” but it is too
late to make a kick. The short change
man knows who to ‘flim-flam,” and
who to treat squarely. He sizes up
his man at a glance and can come
prefity near telling whether he’ll count
his money or not before leaving. That's
where his knowledge of human nature
comes into play.

“Ticket selling is a profitable em-~
ployment outside of any illegitimate
gains.” A man can always count on
finding his cash $5 or $6 ‘over’ at the
‘end of the day. ' The per cent of people
wiho get excited in the confusion of
the moment and leave their change
on the ‘counter is always great. e
overplus| goes to the seller, and
economically inclined showman doesn’t
bave to touch hls salagry during the
month.”

‘His name is Dr. Charles McLean, M:
D., born in New: York city. He claims
{0 be an orthodox Presbyterian clergy-
man as well as a physician, and to be
a graduate of Glasgow University and
'Chimgo Medical College. “Fis peculiar
cognomen of Schiatter is a corruption
of “Der Schlaéffer’—the sleeper—given
him by ‘Germans in Dénver many years
ago on account of his.interesting habit
of going into trances.

A Sun reporter saw him this week
and came away wondering. The man
with his long matted hair ‘and beard,
his little twinkling eyes and his ab-
rupt nervous manner, has apparently
a sincers belief in himself. . Though
his claims are miraculous and his lans
guage extravagant, his manner is so
earnest and his learnig so evident that
it is difficult to believe him an impos-
tor. He discusses of ancient and mod-
ern metaphysics with the discernment
of a student, and quotes New Testa~-
ment Greek with perfect accent and
paralyzing fluency, translating accom-
modatingly to the unenlightened, texts
that for him prove conclusively 4he
virtue of his mission.

“I don’'t claim to heal,” he said. “I
have no power of myself. Those who
attend my meetings receive benefit ac-
cording to their faith alone. I.dom’y
find much faith in Canada,” he re-
marked pathetically. “In my mative
country nearly all believe, but here I
have to fight against difficulties. It
was the same in Great Britain, where,
however, I was very successful.”

“But_jn what do'you differ from the
ox‘dinary "Christian Scientist?” queried
the reporter.

“My dear young man we have noth-
ing in’‘common. :Mrs. Eddy, deriving
‘her philosophy from Hume and. Berk-
ley, ‘denjes the very existence of m.at—
ter, claims disease and such to be non-
existent.. I admit their existence and
point to the power of Christ to heal.
‘Surgery of honor, but in drugs I have
no belief. They are all poison. Christ
never used them.”

Asked regarding the numerous other
Schlatters, Dr, McLean' told of the
punishment that had overtaken the
various impostors wusing that name
and a query reézarding the Schlatter
who was reported as lost in the Colo-
Tado desert elicited an interesting
story.

“That was myself,” he said, “and
this was how it came about. I was in
Denver im 1895 and had beer receiving
all who came. I met with poor sue-
cess and became discouraged, when
the Lord-iold me to retire:io the moun-

‘as’'Moses had done. I went to a sécret
| and sacred place in the mountains of
Colorado and the Lord said many pre-
clous things to me which it i8 not law-
ful for me to utter lest people should
worship me. Among other things He
told me only to heal those who' had
faith. This'I have sinée done, 'and
have always had success.”

“In what manner - did ‘these com-~
munications come?’ asked the re-
porter. “Did the Lord appear to you
as to Moses?'

“‘Socrates had his 'daemon and Joan
of ‘Are: her voices, and it is thus that
my messages came. In my passive
states'my soul leaves my body and is
divinély> informed about the past and
the future, as were the prophets df
old.”

Regarding hls healing exploits, Dr.
McLean claims to have cured Rudyard
Kipling, Richar@ Croker, Ingersoll and
several other celebrities, for which he
received large rewards, which all went
in charity. These cures were not the
result of faith, but a direct answer to
his prayer.

“I {o mo private hea.llns " he said,
“but do all my work publicly, as Christ
did, who said: ‘In private I have done
nothing.” But healing is not the prim-
ary purpose for which I was directed
here. . My purpose is to combat infi-
delity and spread the knowledge of
Christ.. The healing comes according
to the faith of those who hear. Money

I thave no use for except enough for
my bare living expenses—about $1 per
day. The rest goes to further the
Lord’s work and for charity. I receive
about $2,000,000 a. year, but it all goes
this-way.”

Dr. McLean claims that Downie, the
modern Elijah, and Rev. A, B. Simp-
son, the P. E. Island clergyman who
has been so successful in collecting
money for missions, are both followers
of his, although ‘he does not approve
of their methods.
