The salary of the
Emigrant Agent had, he found, been in-
ereased, and to that he would have no
objection to muke, provided he found a
correspor.ding increase in the duties of
that office, but this, he shouid judge,
could not be the case, 18 the number of
omigrants coming to our shores seemed

20 decrease yearly, rather than increase,
and he certainly questioned the propriety
of incurring the increased expense meraly
to support an office in 8t John, from
which no proportionate benefit was de-
rived.

Mr. Gaay found that during the past
yoar 241 emigrants were reported to have
arrived at the port of 8t.
