Itwill bcﬁ matter of -urpnuto
to learn that our Brother, the Bev, Dahiel
Moleod, has done with the things of
time and gone to his' eternal rest.’ He
departed this life peacefully on the gven-
ing of Thursday, Feb. 6th, at his resi-
dence st Tracadie, Antigonish County,
N. 8* Though not in robust health, he
faithfully continued his labors until the
opening of the present year, and it was
only during the past week or two that his
case was considered serious. He charged
his sorrowing family not to weep for him,
but put their trust in God.

He had been in his last charge some
sixteen months, during which time the
blessing of the Lord manifestly pested
upon his. lsbors ; twenty-one were bap-
tized, five were restored to fellowship,
and five received by letter. A plain and
serviceable church building with seating
capacity for 100, persons was finished,
and, with outside assistance, virtually
freed from debt.

There may have been greater additions
to the church than given abeve, but the
latest figures sre not just now within
my reach.

Bro. MoLeod bad previously labored at
New Harbor, Ingram River, and other
places. He wes ordained in 1873, but
had preached for a number of years pre-
viously in Cape Breton, mostly in Gaelic.
His wife, after two years' illness, died
last sumrer, and no Baptist pumr" ser-
vices being available, he had to conduct
the last sad funeral services alone. Re-

It is mot safe, however, to prophesy
smooth things when stern commands
and solemn wurnings ought to be ut-
tered. - The Bible requires ministers to
speak cdmfortably to Jerusalem, but it
pronounces a woe on those who cry
“Pence, pedce; when there is no peace.”
The tendency of the pulpit in our day is
to omit all reference to the future pun-
ishment of #iff, and dwell exclusively on
the love of Christ and thé mercy of God
in providing salvation for all men,
Preachers of the past generation may)
have érred in preaching too much on
terrible consequences of sin, but if we
now go to the other extreme, the last
error will be worse-thap the fir:t. It is
the truth shat wins souls. The doe-
trines which tench that the “way of
transgressors is hard” and the “ wages
of sin is death” are as important ele-
ments of the gospel as any other. It is
a notable fact that where these doc-
trines aré ignored not many souls are
won. s

A spirit of prayer is indifpensable to
one who would win souls, A Christian
wife, who was deeply concerned for the
conve sion of her husband, laid the case
beloreé her pastor, saying: “ [ have done
all insny power to pérsuade him to be.
come & Christian, but with no effeot.”

Nor do we expect to find any one among
us so well informed in spiritual things as
to be able to explain to us all the causes
of these apparent failures in our church's
work, = Doubtless# there are many
causes. Nor must we harbor the thought
that the generation of faithful isborers
in our churchies have all passed away.
Never, it may be, in® all the church's
history, bas there been found more
faithful, self-sacrificing service than is
tiow -bping dongin our provinces.

These times of failare in the face of
giant evils are fitting times for most
esrnest sud humble enquiry before the
Lord our God.

Teaching Children to Walk.

I want to warn all young mothers
against being in too much of & hurry to
teach their children to walk, or even to
stand alone, Every child should~ go
through the preparatory stage of creep-
ing “on all fours” before it walks. In
this way the muscles of the legs, arms,
chest and abdomen are strengthened,
and as soon as he is strong enough he
will teach himself to walk. 1 know a
mother is tempted to get the baby on
his feet as soon as possible, for a creep-
ing baby is hard to keep clean, but if she
understands the danger of this, she will
be patient and let baby take his own
time to walk. Bow legs are often caused
by the child standing and walking be-
fore the bones of the legs are stiff and
strong enough to bear his weight. It is
a good plan to rub the little legs with
your hand every night and morning, and
if apy curvature is noticed, rub the out-
side especially wilh a firma but gentle

ressure. Weak avkles are betiefited
by the same treatment, and very seldom
ocour if the baby is not hutried through
the creqping stage of his existence.

Another plea I wish to make for the
baby is that he be given water to drink.
Don't think that he is hungry every time
he frets or cries, but try him with & drink
of cool water and you will soon be satis-
fied that babies can be thirsty as well as
hungry. Any one who hias felt the thirst
of fever oan imagine how a teething, fe-
verish. baby must suffer when no one
thinks to give it the drink of wajer so
much ‘neddd.

A friend was once visiting me with her
yearold baby boy, who was teething.
When she went to her room at ni‘g‘l. 1
carried a pitcher of water, saying, “ Baby
is foverish, and will want & drink in the
night.”* “1 never give him watef in the
night,” she said ; “ his father will not al
low it, Ie says if 1 give it to him once
he will want it again, and_get a babit of
drinking every night.” “Did you ever
feel the thirst of fever?” I as her.
* Yes, und would give him water if 1 had
my way,” she replied: “ Well," I said,
“if yodt tygv it while you are here I am
sure thaf you will be satisfied that he
needs ¥

‘It may be a fact that there
was a small saving of money by turning
wet and green wood. But I prefer an
immense amount of comfort and conven-
ience, by way of baving dry and season-
ed fuel, to an untold amount of discom-
fort and inconvenience, in consequence
of using green wood for fuel. The prac-
tice of my father, and the practice of all
my paternal, maternal, and fraternal ye-
latives, and my own practice when wood
constituted our fuel, was to. cut, split,
and rank up the fuel, under shelter, a
year prior to the time when it was to be
burned. The women always had an
abundance of dry and clean fuel, neatly
ranked.up in a neat woodhouse, where
they could have access to it at any time,
without pulling it out of a smow-drift
stick by stick. Every winter we pre-
pared the fuel for a year in advance.
LJur women never had occasion to fret
and scold about wet and green wood.
My doubting readers, try dry fuel for one
yéar, and report the result.—N. ¥.
