Prince Edward Island won the
twenty fifth Inter-Maritime rifie meet
held here yesterday afternoon, in a
most sensational finish, beating out
Nova Scotia by one point in the 600
yards range, and tieing them in the
grand total, and were declared win-
ners by virtue of having made the
highest score in the long range event.

Yesterday's meet is conceded to be
the best and most keenly fought event
in the history of the contests. Any
one team had a good chance of win-
ning out up till the last stage of the
600 range, when the New Brunswick
men tock a slump, and the fight
dwindled down into a grand finish
between Nova Scotia and Prince Ed-
ward Island, the teams tieing at the
finish with the grant total of 739 each.
As the Island team had a lead of one
point in the 600 range, however, they
were according to the rules declared
winners of the trephy. Yesterday's
meet broke the record for the grand
total by four points, the old record
being established at Charlotte-
town in 1905 by the Nova Scotia team.
Not only was the total made by both
Nova Scotia and P. E. I. yesterday
higher but the shoot w s]d under
different, and much more difficult con-
ditions,

When the record was established
in 1905 a seven inch target was used,
while the target yesterday was but
six inches. The 600 yards range was
algo shot in a downpour of rain, and
a light mist which ccvered the range
prevented what would undoubtedly
have been much higher scores, At
the close of the 200 range in the morn-
ing the Prince Edward Island team
wasg leading Nova Scotia by six
points, with New Brunswick 19 points
behind. In the 500 yards which was
shot between 12 and 2 in the after-
noon the New Brunswickers put up
a great score, and cut down the lead
to seven. Nova Scotia then leading
the Islanders by one point.

Attempt Made In Keliher’s

Boston, June 9.—The defence of
big Bill Keliher, who is said to have
helped George W. Coleman loot the
National City Bank of Cambridge, all
but produced, today, John R. Marshall,
who the government claimed was
either a fictitous person or was the
name given by Keliher in the course
of acquaintance with Coleman .

Witnesses were produced who claim
to know Marshall well, who saw him
last winter with Keliher, who had
had dealings with him and who iden-
tified his picture. Incidentally one
of the witnesses heard Coleman say
that Keliher thought the money came
from another source than that of the
bank, and also heard Coleman
threaten to bring Keliher to prison
with him.

Toward the end of the day after
several witnesses had testified, one of
them being present when Marshall
sent money to Coleman at Kansas
City, the defense called a police in-
spector and from him it was learned
that Marshall was arrested four years
ago charged with being engageéd in
a confidence game in Boston. Then
the defense hurried on to a savings
bank clerk, who said that Marshall
had a deposit. The counsel for Keli-
her claimed all day that they had
searched in vain for Marshall, but
that he had disappearegh But in
crogs-examining the bank clerk, the
district attorney brought cut the fact
that while the number of a depositor’s
account was mnever disclosed and
could only be learned from the deposi-
tor himself, the subpoena for the bank
clerk gave the number of the ac-
count.

The district attorney sat down with

Prof. Wesley Retiring After 25
Years Service in McGill Crit-
ticizes Lack Of Sympathy
With University.

FINDS FAULT WITH
SYSTEM OF TEACHING

Montreal, June 9.—Prof.
Mills, one of the oldest and best
known professors of McGill Univer-
sity, who has resigned from the staff
after twenty five years continuous
service, and is leaving for England,
created a sensation at the annual con-
vocation, which was held today, by a
vigorous and outspoken address in
which he strongly critisized the lack
of sympathy shown by the citizens
generally for the university, He char-
acterized Montreal as being a big,
overgrown schoolboy, satisfied with
mere material progress and caring lit-
tle for the higher life and the human-
ities, artists, poets and literary men
were unable to exist here and had to
seek other and more congenial fields.
Montrealers, Dr. Mills- declared, show-
ed no more interest in the university
than if it were situated at the South
Pole and while the university was
frequently referred to as the pride
of Montreal, it was a regrettable fact
that the majority of its wealthy citi-
zens had never given anything to-
wards its support,

Mc@Gill, Dr. Mills further declared,
was more and more neglecting the
higher aims of a university and be-
coming a mere technical school, the
object being not to make men prac-
titioners and specialists. Dr. Mills
also arraigned the system of teaching
in vogue at the university, which he
declared was all wrong, the students
being given too much to digest. " Dr.
Mills' address which was given before
a large gathering created a lot of
comment and on the eve of his de-
parture for England he has certainly
given the university and citizens
something to think aver. -

OF SHIPWAECK

Barkentine Good News at
Mercy of Wind and Waves
and Captain’s Daughter
Takes Turn at Oars.

Norfolk, Va., June 9.—With a thrill-
ing story of a long battle with a storm
swept sea the shipwrecked crew of
the sunken Philadelphia barkentine
Good News, accompanied by a slip
of a girl as the heroine has arrived
here on the British steamer Metis.
The girl is Miss Elizabeth Erickson,
daughter of Captain P. Erickson, com-
mander of the Good News. She sailed
with hev father and crew of teu men
with a cargo of cement from Phila-
delphia May 28, for Mobile. On
June 3 the Good News ran into a vio-
lent gale off the Hatteras Capes and
the barkentine sprung a leak, which
was so great that the ship with its
heavy cargo quickly foundered. With
no hope of saving the vessel Captain
and crew lowered small boats, and
while the storm was at it worst with
waves dashing the dismantled rigging
Miss Erickson was swung into the
Captain’s boat and lowered into the
turbulant sea. Feor three days and
nights the young woman valiantly
stood her turn at the oars or the rud-
der with the men of the crew. She
was quarter-master and steward of the
Captain's gig appertioning among the
shipwreck the food and fresh water
with which the small craft had been
provigioned hastily. They were tossed
and buffeted on the gale swept ocean
for three days, one second iu the valley
of the giant waves, and the next dash-
ing through the chilly foam crest of
mountainous ridges of sea. Low
clouds at times made the days as
dark as the nights, and while the com-
passes were aboard there was little
conception of direction, and the for-
saken mariners, with the young woman
to keep up their tiring spirits, steered
for where they thought was the near-
est land.

But they were far from their coast
when the Metis sighted their impro-
vised distress signals and drew down
on them. All were nearly exhausted
when lifted on board the steamer in
the open s<a, and it is not believed
they could have stood the strain much
longer. While the Captain and his
men remained here for the day Miss
Erickson, who had considerably re.
cuperated by her rest on the Metis,

COUNCIL GIVES HASSAM CO'Y
CONTRACT FOR THREE STREETS

Main, Smythe and Water to be Paved--Tenders
to be Called for Remainder Next Year--Long
Discussion by Board of Works--Building By-

Laws to be Improved.

The common council yesterday af-
ternoon decided to give the Hassam
Paving Company the contract for pav-
ing Smythe, Main and Water streets
this year, and to call for new tenders
to pave Pond and Nelson streets, and
such other streets as the finances will
allow, next year,

At a previous meeting of the Board
of Works a recommendation to this
effect was drawn up, and this was
subsequently ratified at the special
meeting of the council. It was also
decided to vote $600 for band con-
certs on King Square, and to have the
by-laws relating to buildings brought
up-to-date,

The Board of Works,

In opening the meeting, Ald. Me-
Qoldrick, the chairman, said that in
view of the necessity of coming to a
declsion on the paving question, he
regretted that more aldermen had not
taken advautage of the opportunity of
hearing “Good Roads” Campbeli. St
John citizens like others kicked when
they were asked for money, but he

thought that if they could get a few
streets In good shape, the people
would realize their importance and be
prepared to foot the bill with more
alacrity. Owing to the petition of
gome citizens who thought B. Mooney
and Sons’ tehder should be accepted,
the paving question had been referred
back for further consideration. He
hoped the board would come to some
arrangement without further delay,
or the work would have to be abun
doned.

Personally he thought they
should accept the lowest tenders for
the streets they wanted to do this
year, and throw out the others, They
should not spend over one-half the
proposed expenditure of $86,000,

Ald, Likely said B. Mooney & Sons
could do three streets this yvear. The
question to his mind was whether they
should give the contract to a local firm
or to a foreigner. On these three

ets the Mooney tenders were only

20 higher than those of the Hassam
Co. He thought it would be a crying
shame to turn down a local firm for
that amount. He would, however, be
willing that the Hassam Co, should
have the Main street contract, but
Smythe and Water streets: should go
to Mooney & Sons.

Ald. Holder:—"“What is the use of
calling for tenders from outside firms?”

Case of Manford Day Against
Constable Sherwood in City
Court — Defendant Claims
There Was an Agreement.

The case of Manford Day against
constable A. G. Sherwood for the re-
covery of 50 cents, an alleged over
charge in an execution, was heard
in the city court last evening. Mr.
Day, who was represented by
Earle Logan, gave evidence to the
effect that the constable had charged
him 50 cents more than the law al-
lowed on an execution, and that he
:ladt pald the overcharge under pro-
est,

The defendant in his testimony
said he had collected an overcharge,
but that the plaintiff had agreed to
pay the extra 50 cents, in considera-
tion of the fact that he had been al-
lowed a long time to pay the debt.

H. W. Robertson, who appeared for
the defendant, argued that if there
was an implied agreement to this ef-
fect the plaintiff would have no case.
In cross examining the plaintif he
sought to show that there had been
an_express agreement.

Judge Ritchle reserved judgment.

JMLE OF AGRICULTURAL
MACHINERY GREATER

Local Firms Report Better De-
mand Than Last Year---
Farmers Waking Up to Pos-
sibilities of Farming.

The growth of the trade In agri-
cultural machinery affords an indica-
tion of the progress of this province.
While there has been no sensational
advances in the amount of sales, the
big houses engaged in this trade in
St. John report large sales of agricul-
tural implements.

W. F. Burditt, manager for Frost
and Wood, told The Standard that the
saleg of his firm this spring had been
large, Whether there was a much
larger area. under cultivation this
year he was not prepared to say, but
there was no doubt the farmers were
realizing the advantage of having up-
to-date machinery and were spending
a good portion of their profits in that
direction.

J. P. Lynch, local manager of the
International Harvester Company,
said that their salegs had been much
better this spring than last. “There
seems to be an increasing activity
among the farmers,” he said, “and
Jjudging from the looks of things about
the country they will have a good year
The farmers of this province are find-
ing it increasingly difficult to secure
labor of the right kind, and are there-
fore buying more machinery than form
erly. »
“They are not utilizing machinery
to the extent they might do,” ‘adgded
Mr. Lynch, “but there are indications
that they are waking up to the _possi-
bilities of farming in this prﬂlnce
and if as seems likely this season
proves a profitable one, the probabil-
ity is that there will be an increase
in the area under cultivation next
year.”

A representative of the Massy-Har-
ris Co., also stated that their sales
of farm implementg in the province
this spring had been unusually large

The Custom Tallors and Cutters As-
