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Farmers Should Get Inter-
ested in This Important
Branch of Farming.

The Angora goat seems to be anoth-
er animal that will soon be among
the fur bearers ranched in the mari-
time provinces. This animal suppliec
the mohair, which has latelly become
80 valuable. In 1908 the price ranges
from 22 to 25 cents per pound, while
im 1913 it reached as high as 34 cents.
The weight of the fleece is from
two. to twelve pounds, and in some
districts the goats are sheared twice
a year. When the fleece is allowed
to grow about twelve months it aver-
ages ten inches in length.

Last year upwards of five million
pounds was produced in the United
States, and in addition to this about
two million pounds is imported an-
nually. The Angora goat i{s not only
valuable for its wool and its meat,
which is considered a delicacy, but
on account: of the fact that it is one
of the best weed destroyers, the farm-

MR. HAZEN'S WORK,

In their fight to secure the whole
of the winter mail service for the port
of Halifax, the Grit newspapers of
that city see in Mr. Hazen their great-
est enemy. The Halifax Echo protests
his claim that both citles should be
treated on an equality in the matter
of the mails. The Echo is disposed
to concede to St. John the fast freight
business but wants for Halifax the
passengers and mails and it scores
Mr. Hazen's suggestion that the mail
service might be divided. The Echo
of Wednesday evening deals with the
matter as follows:

“Mr. Hazen spoke about a ‘fair
division’ of the mail business, in-
ferring that failure to give an
equal portion to each port would
constitute a discrimination against
St. John. Geography makes for a
fair division of the trans-Atlantic
business between the two ports.

John entitles it to the freight busi-
ness The geographical position
of Halifax eniitles it to the fast
mail and passenger business
What the people of St. John are
after and what Minister Hazen is
helping them to get is .all the
freight business and half of the
mail business., In order to do this,
it s necessary for the Government
to discriminate against Halifax
by insisting that certain of the
steamship companies send their
boats to St. John.

DIVIDING THE SERVICE.

HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA|

Father Biard and Father Masse ar-
rived at Port Royal Acadie, 503 years
ago today and joined Father la Fleche,
who had reached Acadie the previous
year, in his efforts to convert the Mic-
mac Indians: These able Jesuits not
only succeeded in winning to Christi-
anity the Sagamore Memberton and
his entire tribe, but they, with two oth-
er Jesuit priests, Fathres Quentin and
Du Thet, who reached Port Royal in
1612, laid the foundation for that po-
nuuu supremacy of the Society of Je-
sus which was destined to play so
large a part in the early history of
Acadie. Poutrincourt had brought ov-
er Father la Fleche, but the later Jes-
nits were dispatched to Acadie by Ma-
dame de Guercheville, a lady of the
French court, who secured the. rights
of the Hugenot merchants at St. Malo
and transferred them to the Jesuits,
and who had also received from Louls
XUL a grant which covered no less a
territory than the whole of North Am-
erica! The fair devotee of the church
made the Jesuits her agents, and the
black-robed priests gained the nominal
control of the continent, and carried
the banner of their faith far and wide
in Acadle and New France, Poutrin-
court was confined in his authority to
the territory around Port Royal, and
even there the priests attempted to
establish temporal as well as spiritual
authority, until Poutrincourt appealed
to them: “Show me the way to Hea-
ven and T will show you yours on
earth.” For a time the Jesuits reign-
ed almost supreme over Acadie, which
included the present Provinces of No-
va Scotia and New Bruuswick and a
part of the State of Maine.

Mexican Mars
The victims were borne to the sum
nit of the vast pyramidal temples
where a great crowd assembled to
witness the festivities. The martyrs
to the god of war were bound by the
Iriests to the sacrificlal stone. The

breasts of the victims, and the bleed-
ing, palpitating hearts were held up
before the image of the god of war.
Since then few rulers have achieved
power in Mexico without bloody sacri-
fice to the god of battles. Thousands
of Aztecs were slain before Cortez
raised the banner of Spain over the
capital, and a multitude of Spanish
troops and native soldiers were killed
before Iturbide’s ragged patriot army
entered the City of Mexico in 1821
and hauled down the Spanish flag.
Of all the triumphs in the long his
tory of the City of Mexico, however,
the entrance of Maximilian and Car-
lotta into the capital just half a cen-
wry ago today, and their coronation
as emperor and empress, was marked
by the most regal pomp and lavish dis-
play. A halo of romance surrounded
the Austrian archduke and the beau-
tiful Belgian princess who was his
wife, and their attempt to found an
empire in the New World was sur-
rounded with such glamor as to win
the allegiance, for a time, of many

however, until the ideal of “Libertad,”
yong held but never realized, attain-
ed a new birth in the minds of Mexi-
cans, and turned them against the
benevolent despot who had set up a
throne in the venerable castle of Cha-
pultepec,

Wild and unrestrained enthusiasm
on the part of the populace greeted
Maximilian and . Carlotta on that
twelfth of June in 1864 when they rode
into the C(ity of Mexico, surrounded
by troops of many nations in brilliant
uniforms, French, Austrian, Belgian
and black African soldiers escorted
the young emperor and empress, and
their martial music as they marched
through elaborately decorated streets
made it a gala occasion such as is
dear to the Mexican heart, and led
the natives to temporarily forget their
hatred of the gringo.

On that June night half a century
ago Maximilian and his bride looked
down through the grove of cypresses
the Aztecs had. planted on Chapulte-
pec hill upon a city ablaze with lights
and gay with unrestrained revelry and
mirth and apparent joy. Everything
seemed auspicious, but the new rul-
ers failed to reckon with the fickleness
of the Mexican mob, and they forgot,
also, the liberty-loving minority, led
by that great Indian, Benito Juarez.
Out beyond the Terra Caliente, among
the people of the scorching plateaus
and mountain fastnesses of the North,
the ideal of freedom still lived. In
vain the butcher Bazaine and his
European troops sought to put down
the rebellion, setting up precedents
of “civilized warfare” for future Mexi-
can leaders to follow by butchering in|
cold blood all the Jaurist prisoners,
and even women and children, falling
into their bloody hands. I? Villa and
Zapata are bloodthirsty and unciviliz-
ed, they are yet more merciful than
those gringo soldiers who invaded
their country half a century ago.

The Diocese of Chatham

1n 1842 New Brunswick was created
into the diocecse of St. John, and in
1860 it was divided into two dioceses
—Chatham and St. John. Restigou-
che, Gloucester, Northumberiand, that
part of Kent north of the Richibucto
river, and Victoria counties formed
Chatham diocese, and the Right Rev.
James Rogers became the first bishop,
with a staff of seven priests. Today
there are not far from one hundred
priests, including about thirty regular
priests. The Eudists and the Trap-
pists and the Hospital Sisters of St.
Joseph have houses in the diocese.
Churches and missions have multi-
plied as the population grew. Bishop
Rogers died in 1903, and he was suc-
ceeded by Rev. Thos. F. Barry, D., who
had been consecrated titular bishop of
Thugga and coadjutor of Chatham in
1900. Bishop Barry has been in failing
health and required assistance, and it
was therefore decided to give him an
auxiliary bishop. ¥

Rt. Rev. Louis O’Leary, D. D.

The new auxiliary bishop is one of
the youngest members of the episco-
pacy in the world. He is only thirty-
six years old. St. John can claim
special interest in him because his
mother belonged to this eity, and many
of his nearest relatives live here. His
father was the late Mr. Henry O'Leary
in his day a very prominent merchant
and ship owner living at Richibucto,
Kent county, and also for some years
an active member of the provincial

SO0A FOUNTAIN IN
THE ROVAL PHARMAGY

A new counter soda fountain has
been installed in the Royal Pharm-
acy, King street, by the proprietor,
S. McDiarmid. The fountain which
is of Canadian manufacture, is among
the most up-to-date and is one of the
two Canadian-made fountains in St
John. It was constructed by the J. J.
McLaughlin Co., of Toronto, the manu-
tacturers of the wall fountain former-
ly used by Mr. McDiarmid, The ex-
terior parts of the fountain are com-
posed of marble, and the dntt tubo is
of onyx, sur ted by a
cluster of electric lights, making a re-

markablly pretty effect.

A feature of the fountain which Mr.
McDiarmid believes to be unique, is

. found in the provisions which have
| been made for cleanliness, The foun-

tain is supplied with a conﬁtaut flow of
hot water, in which all the glasses are
washed, and, in addition, the fountain
is equipped with the usual rinsing de-
vises. The plant includes pumps at-
tached to the syrup tanks, and each
glass is supplied with a gauged amount
of syrup, making the drinks uniformly
strong. Besides presenting an excel-
lent appearance, the new fountain
will enable Mr. MoDiarmid to dispense
better soda water than ever, and
should prove a valuable asset to his
business.

Commissioner McLellan brought up
matters in connection with the city
court and {its operations under the
new law. He said that the act had
been changed after it had left the
hands of the commissioners, and the
new section provided for the life ap-
pointment of the police clerk under no
one’s jurisdiction or  direction. He
had thought that an assistant was
not necessary, but on closer investl-
gation he found that a man was ab-
solutely necessary, and he theref
recommended the appointment of H
Wilson Dalton As clerk of the city
court at a salary of $700 a year.

Mayor Frink commented on
fact that the revenue was less,
motion for the appointment of
Dalton was carried.

Mayor Frink drew attention to the
fact that the ferry department for the
year to date, shows expenditures of
$23,000 and receipts of $20,795. He
suggested that some time be spent in
seeing where the expenses could be
reduced. Com. Russell agreed, and in
the meantime moved that the unex-
pended balances be grouped to meet
bills now due.

The committee arose and reported.

Mayor Frink then drew attention to
the fact that the revenue from licenses
had dropped off to a great extent since
the commission formerly allowed the
policeman was cancelled. He sug-
gested the appointment of a collector.

Om motion of Cec. Russell, the mat-
ter was left to the mayor to submit a
recommendation.

While numerous epquiries for tuor-
ist literature have been received at the
offices of the Board of Trade and the
New Brunswick Tourist Association,
the hotels have not yet recelved many
requests for reservations of tourist
parties. Unless a hot wave sweeps
over American citles in June, the tour-
ist traffic through St. John does net
begin till July, and owing to the cold
weather so far, the tourists’ season
may be later than usual in opening.

Some Americans who spend the
summer in this district come here ear
ly and take up summer gquarters at
Duck Cove and other places, but in
many cases they have to move when
people from St. John move to summer
quarters.

Some Americans who spent a short
time here last year have made en-
quiries with a view to renting a house
or rooms in the city this summer, their
experience having convinced them
that the city itself is a delightful place
in ‘which to spend the summer.

Most of the American tourists who
come to St. John only spend a short
time here, and go to Nova Scotia or
Prince Edward Island. Owing to busi-
ness depression in
larger hotels are mnot expecting as
many tourists as usual this season,

WILL PREVENT MANY
OF PRESENT ABUSES

Grading Will Raise Stan-
dard of Production and
Lead to Greater Demand,
is Feeling. :

The measure .put through the Do
minfon Parliament by the Minister of
Marine and WFisheries providing for
the inspection and grading of pickled
fish evidently meets with the approval
of local fishermen.

“If such a measure had been in force
years ago the fishing industry would
be in a much better position today
than it is,” saild one West Side fisher-
man to a Standard reporter. “Men
who make a study. of conditions affect-
ing the fishing industry tell. us that
Canadians cqnsume little fish compar-
ed with the people of other countries,
The reason is no doubt that a good
deal in an inferior condition has been
put-on the market prejudicing consu-
meps against fish as an article of diet
generally.”

Another fisherman sald he had seen
a small vessel load of herrings pickled
and put up in barrels when the fish
were in such a8 mushy condition that
they were only fit for a fertilizer fac-
tory. The cohsumers who bought
those fish must have been so mad that
they swore off buying herrings.

“And I've seen gaspereaux packed
by people on one of the lakes up the
river when the filsh were so rotten
that the stench fronf them was almost
unbearable,” sald another West Side
fisherman in the same group.

“They weren't put up by regular
fishermen but by farmers who had net-
ted a lot of gasperaux and no doubt
planned on making money out of them,
Many fishermen do put up pickled fish
in first class shape; but a few people
heré and there who are ignorant or
careless hurt the whole business.

“A few years ago any farmer was

supposed to know how to pack apples;
there was no inspgction or grading;
and the result was Canadian apples
got a bad reputation in the English
market. When the govéernment estab-
listed a system of fruit inspectors and
grading and began. to send inspectors
around and insist on better packing
and better packages Canadian apples
began to find a good market. It will
be the same with fish. Many herring
are packed in cheap barrels, If sold
to a grocer to retail the chances are
the brine leaks out of the barrel and
the fish become musty. The grocer is
unable to sell them and decides not to
handle pickled fish.
* “Take gasperaux; it is a very good
food fish, but very often the gasper-
eaux caught here are sold for bait.
That means low prices for the fisher-
mén.*

feeling in some quarters that the site
selected is not the best avallable. One
citizen in close touch with the situation
told The Standard that now that the
street car service had béen inaugur
ated there was not so much objection
as formerly to the gite at the Muni-
cipal Home, but he thought that it
might have been well to have started
with a smaller plant tham proposed.
His idea and that of others, who have
studied the matter carefu

a lean-to construction

been tried at first and after experience
had been pained in the needs of this
community a more pre fous plan
could have been carried ouf.

At present this gentleman had found
some objection to the new bullding,
particularly in regard to the cost of
the structure. He felt sure that.there
were enough people in St. John suffer
ing from tuberculosts’in its advanced
stages to fill the proposed hospital,
but he felt some doubt as to the atti-
tude of the patients and their friends
in regard to being placed in the insti-
tution, The locatiop would be hard to
reach at night but' this would likely
be overcome to a great extent as soon
as night cars were placed on’the street
car lines, . ° 3

Someé people had said that those
suffering from-tuberculosis needed lots
of fresh air and the building should be
placed where it would secure all the
available air. This idea in connection
with a hospital for advanced cases,
such as this was to be, was erroneous.
It was true that fresh alr was esen-
tial, to a sanitarium but an institution
such as was to be built here was a
hospital, which was quite different.
The new building is to contain ac-
commoglations for fifty patients and
the board of directors Wednesday de-
cided to have the bullding of brick.
The estimated cost of 18 to be $96,000.

Previous tenders'  called for the
building to be constructed of wood,
but it was thought, after the tenders
had been opened, that a'brick struc-
ture would be better'and the directors
decided on that class of building.

The Muicipal Cotncit has appropri-
ated $86,000 for ' the ' building and
equipment of the institution and at
the last meeting of ‘thé cotncll it was
intimated that po mére money would
be given by theé county;’but the com-
missioners must cohStiuct the bulld-
Ing and equip it as W&k as maintain it
for six months 6n tH&dmount granted.

The death rate in"#t. John from tu-
berculosis is éxcessivé and every ef-
fort should be made "to stop the rav-
ages of the white plague here. The
people must be educated to under-
stand the true conditions and taught to
avoid contagion. Our death rate in
St.-dohn .is said to'De higher than in
any other city in America north of
Baltimore and many - citizens have
awakened to the need of better care
for those suffering from tuberculosis.

It has been pointed out that an in-
ptitution such as the proposed hospital
‘will eventually be the means of check-
ing tuberculogis among the people:
here. With advanced stages housed
separate from the general: public and
the proper methods of avoiding the
disease taught, St. John should soon
have the best health record as far as
tuberculosis is8 concerned of any ecity
in America.
