Whipping New Armies Into Shape.

Petrograd, Nov. 19, via London—
Russian military observers are finding
frequent indications that the German
lines on this front are growing in-
creasingly thin. These are furnished
by reports from the fighting lines, not-
ably from the sector northeast of Riga.
A¢ an instance, it is stated that in
capturing the passage between two
inarshes, the Russians found the sole
defnders of the positions to be two
Germans, with machine guns,

, Petrograd, Nov. 19, via London, 10.68
p. m—The following official statement
was issued by the Russian war office
tonight:

“On the western (Russian) front,
northwest of Friedrichstadt, German
attempts to cross to our side of the
Dvina river failed. The enemy every-
where was compelled to retire by our
fire.

“On the left of the Styr river, near
the station of Czartorysk, the enemy
attempted unsuccessfully to reach the
river, Near-the village of Czartorysk,
our troops retired to the right bank of
the Styr, well covered by our fire,
which prevented the enemy from mak-
ing an attack.

“Further up on the Styr, near the
village of Novo Selki, the enemy sev-
eral times opened fire on the bank of
the river held by us.

“On the Caucasian front the situa-
tion it unchanged.”

ST. GEORGE HAS
A SERIOUS FIRE

Two Story Building Used as Store and Offices by Milne
CoutfS & Co., Wiped Out and Part of Shed Used as
Stone Cutting Works Burned—Loss ‘About '$5,000 —
Good Work by Volunteer Brigade.

St. George, Nov. 19.—Fire tonight
destroyed the two storey wooden
building occupied by Milne Coutts &
Company as & general store and of-
fices and also damaged the portion of
their sheds devoted to stone cutting.
The polishing shed was saved largely
t¢hrough the herculean efforts of the
volunteer fire department which re-
sorted to the old-fashioned “bucket
brigade” methods and drenched the
sheds with water.

The building is a large one with a
double ell. The stores and offices
fronted on the street while Mr.
E. Meating’s tailoring shop was also
located there. One ell was occupled
by the granite outting shed while the
polishing shed was in the other, the
ells being separated by & yard,

Had Good Start.

The stores and offices were closed as
usual tonight at six o'clock and at that
time there was mo sign of fire. About
9.30 a citizen passing the building
noticed a ruddy glare as of fire in the
office portion. The alanm was sounded
and investigation showed the: interior
of the offices to be & mass of flames.
The fire had also eaten its way well
into the store and it required strenu-
ous work to prevent it from spreading.
Ag it'was the maln bullding was des-
troyed and the cutting shed partly
burned. The loss includes the stock
and fixtures in the store and the
office furnishings, valuable patterns
and designs and monumental work.

The cutting shed held a quantity of
rough stone which of course will not
be damaged. The hewn work and the
greater part of the valugble machin-
ery was in the polishing shed which
fortunately was not burned, The loss
is estimated at about $5.000 while the

various properties of the firm were pro.
tected by insurance to the extent of
$10,000. It is not known how the fire
caught but from the headway it had
gained when discovered the opinion
prevails .that it had been burning for
some hours.

The property of Epps Dodds & Co.,
adjoining was not damaged although
at one time it appeared as if that en-
tire portion of the town would go. The
work of the “bucket brigadé” however
was successful in controlling the fire.

Mr. J. T. Whitlock of St. Stephen, a
partner in the Milne Coutts concern,
when communicated with last night
sald he had not received full particu-
lars of the fire and could not give an
accurate estimate of the loss. He
thought it would not exceed $5,000.

So far as Germany and Austria are
concerned, officlals gegard the forth-
coming protest a8 more or less acade-
mic, in view of the fact that their com-
merce ralders and isers are no
longer on the highiseas, and their
seizures of contrabagd are limited to
the work of subm s. In retaliation
for the issuance wf fhe British block-
ade orders-in-councily however, Ger-
many has prom! a lst of contra-
band that includes nctically all Am-
erican products, cqnuquently the
State Department has flecided that for-

Recall Ante-War Practices.

Generally, it will be framed to re-
call to the belligerent powers the prac-
tices of nations in the treatment of
contraband, prior to the present war,
and even before the London confer-
ence, which eventually in the Declara-
tion of London. The right of a bellig-
erent to extend the list of absolute
contraband beyond the limits recogniz.
ed by international law before the out.
break of war will be challenged, and
particular objection will be made to
wholesale additions to the contraband
list animated by the spirit of retalia-
tion, as in the case of nearly all of the
present  belligerents,

That declarations of contraband
should be limited to articles not mere-
ly available for military use, but de-
signed chiefly for that purpose, will be
one of the principal contentions,

Particular objection will be made, it
{8 understood, to the seizure of Am-
erican goods, even though contraband,
it they are destined for consumption
in & neutral country, and are not bound
for a belligerent port.

Ancient History.

‘Washington, Nov. 19.—The German
embassy delivered to the State De-
partment today, “for its information”
a compilation of reports of Belgian
diplomatic agents in various capitals
of Europe to their govérnment, which
were seized when German troops en-
tered Brussels,

It is alleged by the German govern-
ment that these reports show to what
extent the Belglan representatives
were intersted in European polites in
general, and in German politics in par-
ticular. It is also claimed that they
indicate Belgium'’s alignment with the
Entente Powers.

Bulletin—London, Nov. 19—A des-
patch from Rome to the Exchange
Telegraph Company says a telegram
to the Tribuna from Athens states
that the Bulgarians have occupied
Monastir, and that the Serbians are
in full retreat.

The position of the Serblan army
and the attitude 'of Greece toward
the Entente Powers are still the out-
standing questions of interest in Eu-
rope. Reliable information on both
situations is so meagre that the public
is unable to judge what changes, if
any, have taken place.

A AN Pt SIS

As to fhe position of Greece there
have been no developments, although
a more hopeful feeling prevails in Par-
is and London since Denys Cochin’s
visit to King Constantine and the
Greek ministers.

There have been lively artillery en-
gagements in Alsace and at some oth.
er points on the west, In the east the
Germans report no change in the sit-
uation, while Petrograd claims repul-
ses of the Germans on the Dvina and
Styr rivers.

The Italians still are hammering
away at the Austrian positions on the
Isonzo, but, while they are gaining a
little from day to day, they have not
yet succeeded in the capture of Gori-
zia, which again has been under heavy
shell fire for several days.

Demonstration in Favor of Venizelos
Berlin Says.

Berlin, Nov. 19, via wireless to Tuck-
erton—"According to advices. from
Constantinople to the Frankfurtef Zei-
tung,” says the Overseas News Agen-
cy, “serious measures are being con-
sidered in Athens in connection with
the existing situation, It is declared
that the British and Fremch are be:

Bringing of China Within Allied
Ring Probable, Report
Says. :

PEKING FAVORABLE
TO THE PROPOSAL.

Political Advantagg to Entente
AHies, but no Military Par-

Washington, Nov. 19,—Efforts are
being made by Great Britain, France
and Russia to include China in the
membership of the Entente now align-
ed against the Germanic powers. Dis-

known that in order to
insure friendly relations between Ja-
pan and China, conversations and ex-
changes had been proceeding in Pe-
king and the European capitals look-
ing to the formal entrance of China on
an equal footing with Japan into the
alliance that now includes Great Bri-
tain, France, Russia, Italy, Japan and
Serbia.

Military participation by China in
the war would not be expected, but
the political necessity of adding China
to the allies is looked upon by them
as of vast importance, It was learned
today that recently several Japanese
warships were placed at strategia
points along the Chinese  coast, and
that the possibility of internal revolu-
tion in China through the proposed
change from republic to parliamentary
monarchy had caused some Japanese
ofiicials to believe that munitions of
war should be husbanded for emergen-
cies. When the recent Japenese-Chin
ese negotiations were in progress, Ja.
pan similary felt compelled to hold her
ammunition supply for developments,
a circumstance that is thought to have
embarrassed Russia considerably.

So far as is known here most of the
conversations have been conducted at
Peking, and it is not clear how far
the proposal has been discussed with
the Japanese government at Tokio.
The belief is general, however, that
Great Britain, on account of the obli-
gations of her allies with Japan, prob-
ably has consulted the Tokio govern-
ment freely.

Peking Favors Idea

China's attitude has not yet devel-
oped, but in some quarters here the
view is held that the Peking govern-
ment is favorably inclined to the En-
tente proposal, since the move would
guarantee the integrity of China dur-
ing the present disturbed condition of
world politics, and safeguard her
political interests at the peace confer-
ence. In fact, some rumorg have
reached officials recently that the plan
actually originated With the Chinese,
who saw in it a means of checkmating
possible Japanese aggression.

Just what advantages would lie to
Japan in acquiescing in the proposal
are not cleas, but it is suggested in
well informed circles that by placing
on a solid foundation the relations
between China and Japan, Japanese
commercial interests in China might
be immune from the possible distur
bances which recurrent political frice
tion might bring about. The feeling
i China against Japan has been
growing on account of the recent ne-
gotiations and the possibility that a
more friendly spirit might be devel-
oped between the two oriental coums
tries also is said to be a factor in be-
half of Japanese approval of the plan.

INDIA’S GENEROSITY.

In connection with the recent ru-
mors of disloyalty in India a state-

the native rulers of that great coun-
try have contributed their private
treasure to swell the Empire’s war
funds will be of interest. The state-
ment was read in the British House of
Commons by Mr. Chamberlain of Bir-
mingham West in answer to Sir J,
Jardine of Roxburgshire, Mr, Cham-
berlain said:

“A very bulky and detailed state-
ment of the offens of service in con-
nection with the war, made by ruling
chiefs and important persons and as-
sociations in India, has been received
from the government of India, and
copies have been placed in the library.
The statement includes the offers and
gifts that were enumerated in the tele-
gram which the Under-Secretary of
State read to the House on September
9 last year, and which has since been

presented to Parliament; but even
the most monumental of these
have since been largely in-
creased. It is impossible to

summarize these additions, which still
continue to be received as the progress
of the war has given fresh opportuni-
ties of service, but the House
will perhaps permit me to quote one

that animates the whole of India.

“Besides the chiefs mentioned last
year, the rulers of Nawanagar, Rajkot,
Baria, Jamkhandi, Akalkot, Savanur,
Barwani, Loharu and Wankaner have
been permitted to go on active gervice
in one or other of the spheres of oper-
ations. In addition to the Imperial
Service troops originally selected from
ameng those offered, contingents from
the following States have also been ac-
cepted for service in India or abroad:

“It s not possible to enumerate the
offers and the contributions of various
kinds that have been received from
individuals and from associations in
British India. It must suffice to say
that they demonstrate the firm deter-
mination of all classes and creeds to
take their place in fulfilling all the
positive duties of citizenship.

The offers of service by the Frontier
Militias, the proposal of the Khyber
tribes to furnish an armed contingent,
and the subscription by the Wazirs
of Bannu of their allowances for one
month to the Relief Fund are striking
examples.

“Beyond the border, the Chiefs of
Baluchistan made valuable offers of
camels, and the Sheikhs of Koweit
and Bahrein contributed to charitable
funds in India. The Maharaja of
Bhutan, besides offering the.financial
and military resources of his State,
contributed a lakh of rupees to the Re.
lief Fund. The Prime Minister of
Nepal added largely to the munificent
gifts mentioned last year, and has
rendered his Majesty's Government
most valuable services by his military
facilities which he has accorded.
“The Dalai Lama of Tibet, as was
stated last year, offered 1,000 soldiers
at the outbreak of war; his continued
sympathy with the cause of the Allies
is shown by the fact that on hearing
of General Botha's victories in South-
West Africa he ordered flags to be
hoisted on the hills around Lhasa and
special prayers to be offered for fur-
ther victories. It will not perhaps be
out of place in this conmnection if I
add that his Majesty’s Government
have received striking proofs of the
friendship of the Amir of Afghanistan
and of his determined loyalty to the
British alliance.
“It has not been possible for the
Government to avail themselves of
all these many and varied offers of
service, but our appreciation of them
is not less on that account, And the
Houge will agree with me in seeing
in ‘them conclusive evidence of the
unshaken solidarity of the Princes
and peoples of India and of the neigh-
boring countries, without distinction
of race or religion, in defence of the
vital interests of the Empire.”
Sir J. Jardine.—''May I ask the right
bon. gentleman if he will take meas-
ures to have this fine statement of the
loyalty of the Chiefs and peoples of
India and the surrounding countries
translated into the other languages
of .Europe, especially those of our
Allies, and in some way communicated
to those nations who anticipated a
different state of things?”
India has already borne a splendid
part in the Empire’s war and there is
every reason to believe that she is
prepared to continue along the
same line. In fact the great resources
of men and money possessed in the
Indian Empire and on which Great
Britain can draw to the limit form one
of the chief factors at work for the
triumph of the Allies.

branch of the civil service, and not
merely to one half of the places, as
had been ordered under a ministerial
decree.

Hes. Another amendment, voted unani-
motsly, was that places |hould be re-
served also for disabled  soldiers in
monopolies subsidized by the state.

SAY PHYSIGIAN IWAS
JUSTIFIER IN REFUSING
1l PEHHIHM UPEHITII]

Chicago, Nov. 19.—8ix p‘hyslcilns,
composing a coroner’s jury, today held
that Dr. H. J. Haiselden, who permit-
ted an infant, John Bollinger, to die,
when an operation might have saved
him to a life of unhappiness ag a de-
fective, was morally and ethically
justified in refusing to perform the
operation which his conscience did not
sanction. An implied disapproval of
a course wherein a physican might
determined if it was or was not desir-
able for a patient to live was contain-
ed in the concluding paragraph of the
verdict. “We believe that the physi-
cian’s highest duty is to relieve suffer-
ing, and to save or prolong life.”

Dr. Haiselden, in his testimony,
sald he did not reach his final decision
not to operate until he had consulted
fifteen practising physiciahs, fourteen
of whom approved his course of letting
the little life expire,

The mother of the child, wife of a
workman, and the mother of three
other children, all physically and
mentally normal, also agreed that the
baby would be better off dead, he de-
clared.

MOVEMENT LAUNGHED
FOR ESTABLISHING A
WORLD SUPAEME GOURT

New York, Nov. 19—The first for-
mal steps in & campaign for the cre-
ation of a World Supreme Court, for
the Judiclal settlement of all inter-
national disputes, were taken at a
luncheon given here today, which was
attended by men prominent in public
life from all sections of the country.

The luncheon resulted in the forma-
tlon of the World's Court League of
America, by the-election of a board of
governors who will later elect officers
and perfect the organization. Plans
for the establishment of such a court
were discussed in Cleveland last May.

Dr. John Wesley Hill, who presided

at today's meeting, -explained it w
not the object of the league to take
any hand in bringing about peace in
the present war, or to interfere in any
way, with armament 'plans of the
United States. The league proposed
to organize a court consisting of rep-
resentatives from each country in the
world, which will. prevent, any - such
outbreak as the present war in the
future.
