English Woman to Share
Honors in Parliament With

formerly of Virginia, who hitherto had
the distinction of being the omnly wo-
man member of the British Parlia-
ment, is to have a “lady colleague”
and-all England is gratifiéd. This
time it is an English woman who has
won the political race for parliament.
Mrs. Thomas Wintringham, Liberal,
and supporter of Asquith group, has
been elected from Louth to sacceed
her husband who di®d recently. Her
vote wag 8,386 against 7,695 for Sir
Alan Hutchings, Conservative, and
5,873 fur Lieut. J. L. George, Labor
party man, and possessor “of a bril-
fiant war record.

Mrs. Wintringham shares Lady
Astor's views on a great many public
questions, particularly that of liguor.
She is president of the local branch
of British Women's Temperance Asso-
ciation, and was extremely active in
war work., At present she is an ac-
tive member of twenty different pub-
lic organizations. Before marriage
she was a school teacher.

water was only two feet deep and
struck on his head. Mount disappear-
ed completely. A half€rantic mother
has since spent her time beseiging the
authorities to find her boy.

Dr, Walter Dill Scott, President of

Agreement Reached
On Peace Treaties

Ratification of Pacts Between
U. S., Germany, Austria
and Hungary is Expected.

Washington, Sept. 23.—President
Harding, Secretary Hughes and the
majority of the Senate Foreign Re-
lations, Committee are in agreement
on the Peace treaties with Germany,
Austria and Hungary as the pacts
have been reported without reserva-
tions attached. This, it is thought,
will expedite a ratification of the
treaties by thes Senate as President
Harding desires. Senator Borah, ir-
reconcilable leader, is alone among
ten members of the committee voting
against the treaties Friday, and will
continue to fight against them on the
floor. Senator Johmson, who stood
with Borah in a vigorous tight against
the Treaty of Versailles, announced
that the new pact as altered is satis-
factory to him. Borah bases his ob-
jection on acceptance of certaip
clauses of the Versailles treaty in
the new pact. It would, he contends,
involve America in European affairs.

*“That there has existed and still
exists a grest demand in most of the
Buropean countries for lumber is be-
yond question, but it was a mistake
to believe that this demand had to be
filled right after the armistice at any
cost. Consumers abroad having used
high-grade lumber for construction
and other purposes before the war,
refused to pay the high prices de-
manded for imported stocks and de-
cided to avail themselves, temporari-
ly, of native timber in their districts
or other cheap substitutes, and al-
though the guality was less satisfac-
tory than that of imported species,
the initial cost was smaller. This
action on the part of consumers con-
tributed largely to the breaking of
the high prices.”

The position of a number of lhim-
ber importers in eastern Europe is to-
day a very serious one, according to
Mr. Oxhotm, Luamber in Europe, he
says, is now guoted at less than half
of what the quotations were a year
or, more ago, and in addition importers
of Finnish and Secandinavian lamber
must face a severe competition from
Central and Eastern European lumber
exporters who are flooding the Waest-
ern European markets with cheap
stockg.

In all continentai European coun-
tries the general business depression
still prevails, Mr. Oxholm points out,
and continues: *“Not much progress
is being made in regard to general
building and construction for private
account and there seems to be tend-
ency toward waiting until lower waj
and lower prices of building materials
are obtained. In many countries the
Government has controlled the
charges for remt, and it is therefore
often impossible for private gntew
prises to comstruct new dwellings and
operate them at a profit. This is
one important feature to be consid-
red, and whatever construction may

e affected in the near futurg In a
great many sections of Europe is like-
ly to be for public account. However,
since the German reparation question
has been settled, the reconstruction
programme seems to have obtained
an impetus. The United Kingdom.
which is the largest lumber market in
Europe, has recently passed through
a series of strikes and labor unrests
which for a long time crippled the
industries in that ocountry. Condi-
tions are now apparently improving
and the lumber market has lately
shown signs of revival

“As reports from nearly all Euro-
pean lumber importing countries in-
dicate that large stocks of lumber are
accumnlated in the various ports, it
would seem inadvisable at this mo-
ment to force any additional quanti-
tles of lumber on these markets, as
it would probably still further demor-
alize prices and make it difficult for
the importers to liquidate their pre-
sent stocks withcut being ruined. As
proof of these conditions it may be
mentioned that American . construction
lumber of a quality superior to Nor-
thern European construction lumber
has during the first half of this year
been offered at prices below those
quoted for the latter, without being ac-
cepted by the Western European lm
porters.

“Our hard woods have recenfly met
keen competition from Central and
Eastern Europe, and in particular
from Germany. This competition
bas always existed, but the European
shippers of hard woods are benefited
at the present time by the low rate
of exchange. However, lumber prices
in the United _States, and also the
ocean freight rates, have steadily de-
clined during the last fiscal year, and
it is predicted by people conversant
with market conditions in Europe
that within a reascnable time Ameri-
can Inmber exporters will again ‘es-
tablish themselves in the same wmar-
kets they had before the war in Eu-
rope, and these markets may even he
extended for new species of our lum-
ber not previously known in Europe.

MAYOR HYLAN
WOULD BOYCOTT
THE NEWSPAPERS

Adyvises Business Men to Stop
Advertising—Says Papers
Are Queenn' g New York.

New York, sem. n.—Muor Hylan
issued a pr
today in which he wg taat the ‘hate-
crazed newspaper pubiishers” are ad-
vertising the city as a “paradise of
crime,” and “doing everything they
can to wreck the town commercially.”

The Morning Post then combats
Shaw’s argument that the statement
Lloyd George made last June on the
question of disarmament “was in ef-
fect a declaration of war on America,
to mature twenty years hence.”

A Mild Ultimatum.

“If Mr. Shaw be right,” says the
Morning Post, “this is the fildest ulti-
matum ever sent by a fire-eating Celt
in the history of man. We doubt if
even Mr. Hearst could take offense at
the enunciation of such a platitude.
Only Mr. Shaw, or Mr, de Valera,
could see in such a mild repetition of
an historic truth, a challenge tol/a
great neighbor, and a deflance which
is the harbinger of war. And the
childishness of Mr. Shaw’s argument
hecomes all the more obvious when
we read alongside the Prime Minis-
ter's remarks the public invitation of
Lord Lee's predecesgor at the Admir-
lalty . for an equality of shipbuilding
[between Great Britain and the United
States, or more 8o, when we compare
the present rate of battleship con-
struction ir this country with that
now proceeding across the Atlantic,

“ ‘Lethal command of the sea is not
right,’ exclaims Mr. Shaw, but what
is there lethal in a policy that seeks
only to maintain the fabric of the Brit-
ish Bmpire and the channels by which
the people of these islands are fed.
Nobody could call Mr. Shaw lethal
because he takes the necessary pre-
cautions to safeguard the copyright of
his books and the royalties of his
plays. Mr. Shaw is unjust to this
country. He always is, but he 1z even
more unjust to America. The plain
fact of the matter is that he doesn’t
understand Englishmen and Ameri-
cans. He upderstands Irishmen and
Germans. Amenicans and Englishmen
know perfectly well that war between
their two countries would mean not
only the destruction of the British
Empire—a minor caldmity doubtless
to Mr. Shaw—but the break-up of eiv-
idzation and the relegation of even
Jesters to the jjudgle. But Mr. Shaw
can sleep rafely in s superciviliza.
ed bed. America and England can
share the seas as they bave shared
Mr. Shaw.”

Henry Arthur Jones in a letter to
Sir Squire Bancroft dated Sept, 17 re-
grets that he (Jones) has been oblig-
ed to withdraw his name from the
committee which is arranging ‘a testi-
monial matinee performance in recog-
ntion of the well-known actor J, H.
Barnes “as I see the list of its mem-
bers includes the name of Mr. George
Bernard Shaw.” Jones then gives the
text of his letter to the New York
Times, cabled on Sept. 10, and asks
Sir Squire Bancroft to read it to the
committee.

“It will,” he says, ‘explain my dc-
tion in this matter,” Jones concludes:
“I hope my withdrawal from your
committee wil be justified in the eyes
of all who can see this very plain fact
that the security of Great Britain and
the peace of the world depend wpon
a good understanding between Ame-
rica and England.”

It is planned for punched
work, which every embroiderer knows
how to do by this season. 'The flowers
should be worked first in solid stitch
and the punched work made to come
quite close up to the outline. A tap-
estry needle or a three-sided needle
comes for punching. The straight
stitches appear on the upper side. Make
them between two holes in parallel
rows. When passing from the upper
hole to the lower one a diagonal stitch
is taken. Work all stitches in the hori-
zontal direction, then all in the vertical
direction, which completes the squares.
When finished there will be four
stitches radiating from t¢he holes, and
the meedle will have passed through
each hole eight times.

Something worse than failure may be the alternative to success when the representatives of five nations
meet in Washingtorr®n November 11th to discuss the limitation of arms. For if the twenty men who will
spepk for the United States, Great Britain. Japan, France, and ltaly fail to reach an agreement, some editor-
ial observers aver, they will leave the world in a far more desperate position than if the cenference had never
been held. The failure of this portentous experiment could “sow throughout the earth the dragon's teeth
of distrust,” declares the San Francisco Argonaut, which is convinced that this “will not be a case where it
was better to have tried and failed than never to have tried at all.” Lord Northcliffe declared the other day
at Honolulu that “if the conference on disarmament should fail, the consequences will be utterly disastrous

to the whole world.”

On
examination he was found to have a
scalp wound three fnches behind the
ear, blood was flowing from the
mouth and ear. He diagnoged the case
as fractured skull. Norris died at 5
a.m.

To Mr. Logan, witness said that the
nurse who had charge of the case
had also twenty other patients under
her care. It was known that the case
was a serious one, but he would not
say that greater care had been taken
with it than with any other case.

In
regard to transportation it was re-
quisite that Canada as a whole should
study. the matter and understand our
position and we would then get jus-
tice. We must also turn our eyes from
the sea and study their position in
the interior and in return for fair
dealing from them be prepared to ac
cord like treatment. We only asked
fair play and our rights and we would
got them only by according the same
to others. We were not a province
of a single race but he thought he
could say a good fair understanding
existed betweem the races and we
inight be in a position to help solve
one of the problems of the Dominion.
