TROTTING KNG,
WINNER FROM THE ABBOTT

The ex-King Was Distanced in the Race Thursdayfor tho

- $12,000 Purse at Brighton Beach.

New York, Aug. 15—The trotting inter-

‘eits of the Empire city have not received
such a boom in a quarteér of a century as

was developed today at the Brighton
Beach track, when, under the direction of
the New York Trotting Association, the
dhampion stallion and champioa gelding,
Cresceus and The Abbot, came together
for a. purse of $12,000; The Abbot with
his record of 2.031-4 of last seasom, and
Urescens ‘with his mark of 2.02 14 made at
Columbus. There was a larger crowd
present than ever seen on any track. It
was estimated that fully 45,000 people
were present. The weather was perfect
and the track like velvet, though probably
3 second slow. Several times during the
afternoon both horses put in some pre-
liminary work. It was 3.30 ‘o’clock ‘when
the drivers, Ketcham and Geers, appeared
before the grand stand and obtained their
positions for a start by the flip of a coin.
Ketcham secured the pole. 'Lhe wind ‘had
died down to a dead calm. Each was
driven up and down the gtretch for a
warming up, and when they reached the
starter, Cresceus was slightly in the lead
and they were called back. The next time
down, however, they were nose and nose
and skipping along like birds.. Then Cres-
ceus rushed to the front and had a lead
of a length, which he held to the quarter,
in .3034. This lead The Abbot had
slightly reduced at the half in 1.011-4,
a3d he was very close second at the three-
quarter pole, in 1.3214. Coming down the
streteh it was a battle royal, with The
Abbot very close up; but Cresceus,. with
his bulldog grip, kept om with nostrils
extended, and just managed to beat his
opponent by a half length in 2.03 14, the
world’s trotting record in a race. The
announcement created tremendous ap-
plause. After about half an hour, the
two were started again, under the same
conditions. They were sent away beauti-
fully, but The Abbot had not travelled 100
yards before he made a disastrous break,
and before he could recover his gait Cres-
ceus was in front. The Abbot, once
satitled, made a grand effort to overtake
his opponent, but the son of Robert Mc-
Gregor kept on, passing the quarter in
3134 seconds; the half in 1.021-2; the

three-quarters in 1.35, and came rushing
home, the last quarter in 31,14 seconds,
diogn the mile in 2.08 14, with The Abbot
back of the fiag. : T i
As the race was best ghree in: five,
other heat. This he did shortly before 3
o’clock, accompanied by a Tunner for the
first half, where he was joined by an-
other runner, aad he did the mile in 2.05,
the quartér in 3012, the half in 1.01 142,
and the three-quarters in 1.34.

[ Potedam, Aug. 13—The remains of the
Dowager Empress Frederick were interred
today beside those of her husband in the
mausoleum of Friedenskirche, near Pots-

Kdam.

At 9.30 a. m., the gates of Sans Souci
Park were opened to the press and to a
few ladies connected with government and
rourt circles. The small crowd here was
rigidly kept within prescribed limits.
[While the observers waited, military or-
.ganizations marched in and took up posi-
tions along the central avenue, through
which the procession was to pass.

Promptly at 10.30 the tolling of bells
mnnounced the arrival of the funeral train
at Wild Park, but it was nearly 11 o’clock
when the sound of music in the.distance
mnnounced the approach of the funeral
procession. - As the procession drew near,
the notes of the bestknown funeral
marches, played slowly and plaintively, be-
came audible, the muffled drums rolling.

At the head of the procession rode
(Major General Von Moltke, nephew of
the famous field marshal.

The Gardes Du Corps, with black and

points, attracted much :attention, as did
the Royal Page Corps, composed of cadets
from the military academy at Grozlichter-
felde, in bright red coats, white, tight-
fitting trousers and broad hats, trimmed
with white lace. : %

After the military &ame the highest cler-
ical dignitaries of Berlin, including Dr.
Dryander, the court preacher, and Bishop
‘Assemann, the highest Catholic military
chaplain, in a resplendent purple robe.

Over the head of the coffin were the
imperial colors, on which was a crown of
state of massive gold and heavily jewelled:
Also on the colots was a wreath, de-
posited there by Emperor William at
Cronberg, and two other wreaths.

Behind the coffin marched the emperor,
with head erect and displaying the great-
est self possession and dignity, but his
face was pale and sorrowful and he gazed
straight forward in a serious manner.
King Bdward, who was on the emperor’s
left, walked heavily, and evidently found
the march fatiguing.

Both Emperor William and King Ed-

ward wore the uniform of the .Second
Regiment of Dragoon Guards, Queen Vie-
toria’s regiment. .

Ambassador White walked with the
Ttalian ambassador, with bared head, and
bowed to journalistic ‘acquaintances in the
crowd. '

The procession occupied 20 minutes in
passing.

The procession reached the mausoleum
at 11.40. The proceedings there were
most simple. The coffin was carried iato
the mausoleum, followed by the emperor
and empress, King Edward and Queen
Alexandra, the royal princes and other
members of royal families, the rest of
those present remaining outside during
the last ceremonies.

After the body had been lowered into
the vault the choir from the Berlin
cathedral sang Christ is the Resurrection,
by Grell. A prayer followed amd then
the choir sang Be Faithful Unto Death,
by Neidhart. This was the only service.

In the meanwhile the emperor stood be-
side the tomb. There was no weeping,
but King Edward frequently used his
‘handkerchief, for beads of perspiration
were coursing down his brow. After the
brief ceremony, the royal party withdrew
and the invited guests, military men,
diplomats, statesmen, etc., filed in for the
last, hasty view.

The royal party left the park at 12.25.
In the first carriage was Queen Alexan-
dra on the right, and the empress on the
left. The second carriage contained King
Edward on the right and Emperor Wil-
liam on the left. Numerous court carri-
ages bore away the invited guests and
dignitaries to their homes or to the rail-
way, and the erowds rapidly dispersed.

Berlin, Aug. 13—King Edward left to-
night for Homburg and Queen Alexadra
started by special train for Homburg
where she will embark on the royal yacht
Usborne, which will proceed to Copen-
hagen.

BOER LAAGER CAPTURED.

Details of the Recent Engagement
Fought by the Rangers Under
Major Moore, Near Jamestown,
With Commander Fouche--Dash-
ing Storming of a Hill.

East London, Aug. 12—A despatch has
been received giving the details of the
recent engagemgnt fought by the Con-
naught Rangers under Major Moore, near
Jamestown, with Commandant Fouche.
The force in question was detached from
Col. Murray’s column for the purpose of
escorting a convoy. The force, which had
no guns, and only one Maxim, camped on
a plain surrounded by hills. Early next
day a sergeant scouting in the hills was
challenged by Boers, who numbered 600,
under Fouche. The sergeant was over-
powered, but his companion, a corporal,
galloped amid a shower of bullets to warn
the battalion. The enemy, however, were
already in contact with the Connaughts,
who, although taken by surprise, quickly
took up their places under the orders of
Major Moore. In a few minutes the ac-
tion became general. The Boers held a
very advantageous position, whence they
poured in a very hot fire, which was
smartly returned. The Maxim, uader
Capt. Bell, was splendidly worked, the
men bringing up supplies and ammuni-
tion under a heavy fire. It then became
necessary to cease fire in order to alter
the range of the Maxim. Of this the
enemy took advantage to pour in a hot
fire, wounding several of the Maxim de-
tachment. The success of “H” company
in storming a hill and turning the Boer
right altered the position of affairs, and
the Boers were forced into a long donga,
which afforded admirable shelter to both
men and horses. The Maxim again did
excellent work. The Boers thrice at-
tempted to silence the gun, but in time
they were forced to retire.

On the news arriving that the Boers had
taken the British ambulances, a lieuten-
ant and a dozen men volunteered to re-
take them. They galloped across the open
right into the Boer laager and succeeded
in bringing back the ambulances. Ulti-
mately, after eight hours’ fighting, the
Boers retired, leaving Field Cornet Olivier
badly wounded on the field. He died the
next day. It is a remarkable fact that
two British passes were found in Olivie#’s
gosscssion for Aliwal North and Burghers-

orp. :

In the Boer laager which was captured
a quantity of meat, bread, and whiskey
was found, and also ammunition which
had fbeen captured at Jamestown. Our
loss was* seven killed and 17 wounded.
That of the Boers was not known. Oli-
vier said that 10 Boers had been hit near
him during the action.

It was ceiled and
overhead and filled with
sawdust level with the joists.

Two 12-inch ventilators run from
‘the ceiling up through the roof. The
windows in this room are of two
thicknesses of glass. There are also
two small openings- in the wall in
opposite corners, to allow cool air
to come in when the night is cooler
than the day. When the thermome-
ter stood for several days above 90
degrees in the shade, we never saw it
above 76 degrees in this room. This
spring we put in a cold air duct.

The cheese are placed on a truck
as they are taken from the presses
and pushed to the curing rooms. The
whey is pasteurized as soon as
drawn and kept in tanks covered
with boards and roofing paper. Some
of our patrons say that the value of
the whey was doubled by pasteuriz-

ing.

880. For instance, take a stack
which measures 17 feet wide, 58
feet long and 36 feet over. Stack
has stood 15 days. Multiply 17 by
86, equals 612. Divide 612 by 4,
equals 153. Multiply 153 by length
58, equals 8,874, which gives the
cubical contents in feet. Divide 8,-
874 by 512, equals 17.8 tons in
stack.

In the bay the rule is to multiply
the length, width and height of the
bay, or the hay, together, and then
divide the total by 350, the supposed
fumber of cubic feet in a ton of good
timothy after it is well settled. 'Thus
a bay 20 feet long, 15 feet wide and
15 feet high would contain 12 tons
and .1,750 pounds. Of course these
measurements are only approximnte,
and the actual results will show
slight variations either one way . or
the other.

*I enjoy making my own butter,”’” §

‘doubt it.is a saving of strength in

some ways to send the milk to the
creamery.

They have so
much else to do that they do not
derive the pleasure in caring for the
milk at home. But there is satisfac-
tion in converting the sweet, purc
milk into golden butter, The entire
process is one full of interest, wheth-
er we 'stop to think of it or mot.
The. way by which the cream. rises
is a mystery to most of us. Why
does it separate from the milk?
Take, then, the process of churning;
that is a strange thing to aany.
The study of these things is highly

interesting.

PULLING GRAPEVINES.

Chain Trace Worked by One Horse Daes

2 the Work Neatly.

Owing to the change in the plans
of a fruit farm in a neighboring
county, it became necessary to pull
up two acres of a vimeyard. The
owner ordered his men to grub out
the vines. They went at it with
spade, ax and grubbing hoe, and at
the end of the first half-day had: on-
ly a few vines: out. At that rate
they had a weck’s hard work on
hand. A neighbor happened to visit
the ‘farm, < and after watching the

men for awhile told one of ‘hem to

go to the barn and harness a horse
and bring him with a ten-foot chain.
Then he set the men to digging,
around the vines and cutting the
main roots. ~-When the animal and
chain came he made a half-hitch with
the chain around a vine ncar the
ground, and attached it to the hor-
se’s whiffletree. Then he took a
piece of 2 x 4 about four feet long,
placed one -end on the ground and
the other under the chain, leaning at

an angle of 45 degrees toward the
vine. The horse was started and
the vine lifted out of the ground.

The chain was unfastened and hitch-
ed to the mext, and so on. The
whole job was done with the horse,
and was an easy and speedy one. The
same plan will work with all grub-
bing where the roots are not too
large. Fence posts can also be pull-
ed up in the same way.

Egg Shells in Horticulture. |

A French florist, who is also an
extensive breeder of poultry for eggs,
says that he uses the shells to good
advantage in horticulture. Ile
punclics at the bottom of ecach half
shell with a sharp penknife a little
hole 1-16 inch for drainage, fills the
shell with ‘good rich earth, suitable
to the vegetation it is intended to
contain, puts in one or two seeds,
stands the shells up in a flat box of
earth, keeps them warm and moist,
and then when he thinks he can trust
the weather outdoors and the seeds
have sprouted sufliciently, he breaks
the shell and puts the little ball of
earth into its proper place.

Ile says, as not a root has been
disturbed, it is far preferable to the
insignificant ‘‘tom’’ pots he formerly
used, and with a favorable time for
transplanting there are no wilted
leaves to retard the growing of the
plants. He is a great grower of
muskmelons, and  his success, he
says, is great.

1le applies the shells to the use of
delicate seeds, to cuttings of tem-
perate plants, such as verbenas,
fuchsias, geraniums and pelargon-
jums, and even to pick out small
secdlings originally sowed in pans
or such like, as they retain that
way, when needed to be potted. a
soild mass, well constructed, and the
roots are not in the least disturbed.

New Field for Research.

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" ONTARIO GROWN WHEAT.

Econemilc Value of Different V-riethl De-

termined—REesult of Experiments at
the 0.A.C. and Farm at Guelph.

The Ontario Départment of Agri-
culture has issued a bulletin upon
the comparative values of Ontario
wheats for bread-making purposes,
with notes on varieties of winter
wheats. The’ bulletin embodies- the
result of the labors of Prof. R. Har-
court, B. S. A., associate professor
of chemistry, and Mr. C. A. Zavitz,
B. S, A., experimentalist of the col-
lege. A series. of extemsive experi-
ments have been conducted by FProf.
Harcourt to . ascertaim’the economic
values of the different varieties of
wheat in the production of bread.
These experiments were undertaken
because of the many complaints from
both farmers and millers regarding
the poor quality of the flour made
from Ontario-grown wheat, Which
resulted in the flour’ being a drug om
the market, which could ‘only be sold
by underbidding competitors. After.
making tests from flour grown on
the college farm it was determined
to broaden the scope of investiga-
tion, and 36 ten-bushel sample lots,

 consisting of ten varieties of winter

wheat and five of spring wheat grown
dn Ontario, were collected from wvari-
ous points in the Province, and sub-
jected to the test. Onme sample of
Turkey Red was al$®'imported from
Kansas, two sample lats of the’ sarhe
variety having alsé been obtained
from Waterloo.. “The graim was
ground, the flour tested for gluten,
percentage of water absorption, etc.,
and ten and fifteen pound lots .of
flour of the difierent varieties : . were
made into bread and baked indepem-
dently by two of the¢ miost. experienc-,
ed bakers in Guelph to determine the
yield of bread. ~Wheh their results
did not agree closely a third trial
was made, and the bread was then
scored on the basis of 100 pounds
for ideal bread. The results.indicate
generally that the heavier the wheat
per measured bushel the better the,
quality of the flour, but soil and sea-
son undoubtedly have a very marked
influence on the weight per bushel
and also on the quality of the flour.
Gluten, ‘it is found, varies in guality,
that which is firm and hard aBsorb-
ing more water and giving a Jarger
yield of bread than that whith is
soft and sticky. The gluten of the
Turkey Red wheat is reported of
better quality than that of the
Michigan Amber, and Dawson’s. Gol-
den Chaft than that of the Early Red
Clawson. The final test of the
quality of the different flours in the
yield and' quality of bread produced
gave the following results:

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A PURE PARTY.

One of: the ‘reproaches which Liberals
are called upon to bear is the charge of
corruption made _against their leaders.
Opponents of the 'g«)vgrnmcut persistently
impugn the motives—of-the*ministers, and
assert with an affparently increasing bit-
terness ‘that they are unworthy of con-
fidence. ;Such statements are founded
upon practically everything the govern-
ment does; for it would scem that the
eondemnation of the opposition is” entirely
geaeral. G :

It cannot be said that the reproach in-
volved in this hostile criticism is really
a thing which Liberals find intolerable.
They know perfectly well—as. indéed
everybody does—that-these complaints are
not sintx_'i'e; that they arc made in pur-
suance of a plan of campaign which in-
cludes whiolesale and sweeping charges at
all times and in relation to all matters.

“Tiberals know, moreover, that instcad
of having to constantly condone or apolo-
gize for the misdeeds of their leaders,
they can’ honestly point to a record which
is in every respect creditable. It will
scarcely be denied that any governmeat
under our representative systein is ‘ex-
posed to the temptation of using public
money for the securing of a.party. advaut-
age; but Liberals = whe ‘have carefully
waltched cvents at Ottawa must feel that
the men who have been entrusted with
responsibility have kept themselves fibove
reasonable criticism in that regard.

Of course, iffy too much to expect that
the opposition would approve ‘of all that
has been done by the government. That
would be . quite ,out of accord . with
the tactics to which we have.just ‘alluded.
But, in" 'connection’ with the "large ex-
penditure - of public 1mopgy. every year, it

must be a source ofsatisfaction to Liber-
als iy generdl: to know that. scarcely
it rtainly not one of anyconspi
—has been challenged in a specific way
by the Conservatives. We are bound to
assume that the opposition would have
attacked any part of the general expendi-
ture in respect of which they could have
successfully appealed to public judgment.
There have been no scandals at Ottawa
since 1896. We do nct claim that the ad-

' ministration of affairs has been perfect;

but one may fairly say that it has beea
clean, and it is in relation to purity that
we are now, writing. Opposition journals
will not admit this much, because they
have over and over-again denounced gov-
ernment measures in all the moods and
teases, and probably will continue to do
so0. It must not be forgotten, however,
that there is a° vast difference between
assertion and proof, and in not one of the
instances in which they brought on an in-
vestigation were they able to make out

“the semblance of a case.

Who has forgotten the strong and
sweeping chargés which were made in con-
nection with the purchase of the Drum-
mond County Railway, and the absolute
collapse of the case set up by the opposi-
tion? KEqually significant was the failure
of the Tories in the more recent episode
of the Cook charges. In relation to the
emergency rations there was.not evea the
shadow of suspicion cast upon the motives
or conduct of the minister of militia;
while in respect of every other matter
called in question the government has
maintained its good name.

Phe charges made in connection with
elections are those about which the Tory
press speaks with the greatest positive-
ness and acrimony. This i8 to be ex-
pected. Unhappily, a good deal of petty
corruption has prevailed in some of the
election contests; but it is just as well
to exercise a little common sense in re-
lation to such matters. Bribery in one
form or another is not the vice of Liberals
alone. It is resorted to by men on both
sides, and although rigorous measures may
be adopted by those who are actually re-
sponsible for each campaign, it seems prac-
tically impossible to prevent individuals
from attempting to secure an improper
advanitage. -

No one believes that Liberals carry on
corrupt campaigns, while Conservatives
sacrifice themselves to purity. One side
is just as deep in the mire as the ‘other.
What happens, however, is that the
dominant party gets all the blame, while
the opposing side escapes criticism. The
extent to which bribery prevails, as well
as the effect it produces, are greatly
exaggerated; but it will always be true,

' since these practices are the acts of in-

terested individuals, that the efforts to
corrupt voters will proceed from persons
who wish to see the government returned
in power. It was so in the days of the
Tory regime; it is probably so now.

What we do take exception to is the
implication thrown: out . by Conservative
journals «that to the extent that bribery
prevails at all it is couatenanced and en-
couraged by the government and the
Liberal party. We apprehend that the
good sense of the people at large will con-
cur in our view. To read some Tory
journals one would be inclined to believe
that the government at Ottawa had a
paid band of ballet box stuffers and flim-
flam men upon whom they depended for
maintenance in power. Such talk is not
only unjust to an administration which
has made itself conspicuous for general
purity, but is absurd. Ncthing of the
kind exists, and no one believes the silly
stories published in Tory papers.

A BASELESS CONTENTION.

There are some people in this world so
contentious and so impervious to .the in-
tluences of reason that they are ready to
dispute the most self evident proposition.
One may admire the courage ,of the man
who stubbornly holds ta the view that two
and two make five; but it would be im-
possible to have the same feeling with
respect to his judgment. In time he be-
comes a nuisance. It is not our disposi-
tion to anply this line of illustrative ar-
gument in any personal sense to the case
of our Tory friends who display so much
readiness to question everything which
points to the success of Liberal adminis-
tration; but we say unhesitatingly that it
is hard to be patient with some of their
contentions,

T'o anyone who has approached the sub-
jeet with an open mind it must seem ‘n
the last degree absurd to be told that a
substantial reduction in the scale of cus-
toms duties  docs mot mean a lowering of
We have no other form
of taxation by the federal authorities than
customs duties, and when these are cut
down the government has done all that
can be done to reduce the burdens of the
people. Qut of the fund thus accumulat-
ed are paid practically all the charges
which the government has to meet. There
is, of course, the impost on spirits and
tobacco,. which goes into the general trea-
sury; but in dealing with the question of
taxation it is usual to omit excise from

popular taxation.

the calculation.

1t is to be observed that our conten-
tious Tory friends do not deny that the
rate of taxation has been reduced. They
have the boldness to admit that much,
and then pass on to argue that inasmuch
as the lowered rate has produced a larger
revenue therefore the government has in-
creased the burdens of the people. To
put the case on a practical and domestic
torm we have given the homely illustra-
tion of a grocer who cuts down the, price
of sugar from fiftcen pounds for $1 to
fwenty pounds, and is then told by the
_'conlsumer, who buys more sugar than he
“did-in previous years that the cost of the

staple has really been increased. Applying
the -illustration to taxation—which it fits

precisely—we have maintained that - when
je. government has lowered the scale of
9s {t has done all that-it can to de-
crease the burdens which are imposed up-
on the peoplg.

But the application of this apparently
unanswerable illustration is disputed by
‘L'ory journals, although in so doing they
run their heads blindly against a stone
wall. They argue, for example, that Mr.
Foster reduced taxation by $3,000,070,
when, in 1894, he cut down the rate of
duties on- sugar. Suppose, however, that
in° 1895 and 1896 there had been an im-
portation of sugar so much larger than in
1894 that the total revenue from that
source had been increased beyond that of
preceding years, would our Tory friends
have maintained that taxation on sugar
had not been reduced? We fancy not.
But, if the volume of taxation is to be
made the test that would be the logical
conclusion to which they would be driven.
‘Therefore, we hold that what was accept-
ed as a reduction by Mr. Foster should
be regarded as a reduction by Mr. Field-
ing.

No amount of hair splitting or juggling
of words and figures can alter the indis-
putable fact that the Liberal tariff of
1897 involved a’very considerable reduc-
tion in the rate of taxation. Good times
succeeded, however, and in their prosper-
ity, the people of Canada have seen fit
to import very much more than in 1836.
As a result they have contributed more to
the public revenue than under the Foster
tariff; but no sane man would say that
because of this unforseen fact the govera-
ment can fairly be charged with having
increased the burden of taxation. The
burden of taxatjon in the last analysis is
the rate of customs duty, and no one can
deny that the rate has been reduced.

A PECULIAR'INCIDENT.

The St. John Freeman has given veat
to many strange productions, but we ven-
ture to say none more peculiar than the
article of last Saturday under the general
title of “lvents of the Week.” The
author of the article, we understand, was
Police Magistrate Ritchie, who, under the
guise of ome of the Freeman’s regular
staff, gives vent to his spite against The
‘L'elegraph, the Local and Dominion gov-
ernments. This is not the first anonymous
contribution of Police Magistrate Ritchie
to the Freeman. But Saturday’s offence
is particularly flagrant for the reason that
the subject under discussion is the police
troubles, and the police magistrate uses
the columns to make a special plea in his
own behalf, which might readily deceive
the readers of that paper who would never
expect to find the city’s police magistrate
appearing as an anonymous special news-
paper pleader. We mistake the bettor
teeling of all classes in this community,
whether Catholic or Protestant, Conserva-
tive or Liberal, if any sympathy can b=
found for this species of Indian warfare.
No greater injury could be done the claim
for equal civic and political rights than
has been inflicted upon that cause by the
treachéry and black™ hearted ingratitide
evidenced in the article to which reference
is made.

But, apart even from the evidence of
baseness displayed, we have yet to learn
that a public servant enjoying one of the
most lucrative positions in the gift of the
Local government, has the right to devote
the time, which might with advantage be
displayed in his official duties, in mas-
querading as an anonymous penny-a-lin-r.
‘There is plenty of unfinished business in
Police Magistrate Ritchie’s court to use
up his surplus energy. For example, the
case of young Manson is still awaiting pre-
liminary examination. Although the youug
man was arrested two months ago and re-
manded for a few days, he still languishes
in jail without trial. We hear lots of talk
of the rights of British freemen, but here
is a case where a British freeman has been
kept in jail for about two months without
trial. One would almost think the Magna
Charta, had never been incorporated in
the system of British jurisprudence as it
is dispensed in the St. John police court.
But probably Police Magistrate Ritchie
had other and more pressing duties to
perform, among which no doubt was the
pleasant duty of writing for the Freeman
a column and a half of badly worded
abuse of the powers which placed him in
his office.

The Kreeman article of last Saturday
has, however, conferred one benefit upon
St. John and that is in assisting The Tel-
egraph to expose to the public the active
agent, who has with so much assidu-
ity, sought to stir up the religious pas-
sions of our citizens by inciting creed
against creed. That this agent should be
a person holding a judicial position almost
staggers belief, but The Telegraph withzId
the exposure until its evidence could be
corroborated beyond successful. contradic-
tion. We trust our expose may at least
prevent a repetition of the offence.

NEW BvRUNSWICK HORSES.

THE MENACE DISAPPEARS.

e -

So much has been written of the great
Russian military railway through Siberia
to the Pacific ocean,.that even well in-
formed military critics have professed to
see in it a great menace to British and
Japanese interests in the East. The pub-
lic mind has been filled with apprehen-
sion at the ease with which Russia would
be able, to pour its troops into Port
Arthur or any pint near the Trans-

 Siberian Railway, and mniany of us re-

garded. India as good as gone from the
British ocoupancy. It now appears from
the' facts given by the Odessa corres-
pondent. of the London Times, that evea
under the most favorable circumstances,
the journey from Moscow to Port Arthur
will occupy, on an average, 28 days. In
fact, the railway officials will not guar-
antee arrival under a month and a_ half,
as storms on Lake Baikal and ite on the
Shilka gnd Amur.during certain portions
of the year are almost certain to occasion
unforsef%rx delays. This estimate is pre-
pared for ordinary occasions, but if the
single track line should be blocked by
heavy troop trains, as the British experi~
ence with a single track line in South
Africa, proves, inevitably must be the re-
sult no one can say when they may arrive
at their destinhation. .

Under these circumstances Russia, in
case of war in'the East, must rely chiefly
upon water transportation. The Russian
government promised, when it began this
great undertaking, to equip a railroad
which would carry passengers from
Eirope .to Port Arthur in seven days, in
a train. de-luxe, travelling at the rate of
thirty-five miles an hour. The Russian
public are properly very much annoyed
at the condition of the road. The con-
strudtion has been so imperfect that the
heavy engines destroy the rails, while in
certain  districts the roadbed is washed
away after every heavy rain. Before this
railway can become of great military
value to Russia, it must be reconstructed.

‘Supreme Court Chambers.

Before His Honor Judge McLeod Tues-
day morning, in re Ira Cornwall estate,
an order was made approving the secur-
ity and settling the case on appeal to the
supreme court of Canada. W. A. Ewing
appeared for Mary D. A. Cornwall, aad
J. R. Armstrong, K. C., for the Halifax
Banking Company, a creditor.

ment was given on the 14th of June last,
and the last day on which notice of appeal

4th. Mr. Wallace, who appeared for the
defendant, claims that he never received
the notice, which, acording to the plain-
tiff, was placed under his office door dur-
ing his absence from the city. The ques-
tion which came before his honor was,
whether further time for serving notice
of an appeal could be granted. Mr. W.
A. BEwing, appearing for the plaintiff, ap-
pliel for further time and gave mnotice
of appeal to the supreme court of Canada,
and to perfect the case on appeal. Mr.
Wi, B. Wallace, K. C., opposed the ap-
plication. - The judge reserved his decis-
iod until this morning.

Tuesday afternoon the case of Copp
vs. Bannister came before his honor. The
defendant was under arrest in Albert
county and wished to.make a disclosure.
The clerk of the peace was disqualified as
he was acting as attorney for Mr. Copp.
There is no commissioner in the county
and so he applied to Judge Wells, of
Westmorland county, for examination.
This was objected to by the plaintiff on
the ground that Judge Wells had no
jurisdiction. A’ rule nisi for a writ of
prohibition was obtained from Judge Mec-
Leod, and was argued before him yester-
day. The uestion is really one of con-
struction of the statute, and is rather an
important one. The judge said that he
did not think he had the power to issue
a writ of prohibition to a county court
judge, and dismissed the rule nisi with-
.out costs. |

Mr. Wm. B. Wallace, K. C., appeared.
for the plaintiff, and Mr. M. G: 1eed,
K. C., for the defendant. ‘

In the case of Jack vs. Bonnell, Judge
MecLeod granted the application of W. A.
Kwing for the plaintiff for further time in
which to serve notice of appeal to the
Supreme Court of Canada, on the defend-
ant. This was the case where the notice
of appeal was left at the office of the at-
torney for the. defendant, but was never
received by the attorney himself. Mr.
William B. Wallace, K. C., appeared for
the defendant and opposed the applica-
tion. s

Before His Honor Junge McLeod Thurs-.
day, in the case of the James Shearer
Company vs. MocLean, an application
was made by the defendant for security
for costs. It was shown that the plain-
tiff was a foreign corporation, not having
any regular place of business in the prov-
ince. In view of these facts, the judge
granted- an order that security should be
given by the plaintiff for the defendant's
costs. Mr. H. F. Puddingtoa appeared
for the defendant in support of the appli-
cation, and Mr. J. J. Porter for the plain-
tiff.

Admiralty Court.

The case of Clarence McGregor Roberts
against the steamship Pawnee was again
before his honor Judge McLeod Wedn:sday
morning and more evidence was taken on
behalf of the plaintiff. This is the collision.
case which took place just off the mouth
of the harbor a few weeks ago, in which
the steamer Pawnee ran into and sank the
schooner Roland. William Henry Porter,
the cook of the schooner, testified that at
the time of the collision the weather was
thick, the wind S. S. W. and very light.
He said a good watch was being kept on
board the schooner, which was going about
a mile and a half an hour, while the
steamer he thought was going five miles
an hour. The blow the schooner received
was a hard one, nearly knocking him off
his feet and throwing the captain against
the cabin and injuring him. The captain
was again hurt when he jumped to the
small boat as the schooner was sinking,

There was some discussion concerning
the bail deposited by the agents of the
steamer. A bond given by Joseph Knight
and Joseph Scammell for $3,500 had been
deposited in the. Bank of New Brunswick,
and also cash to the amount of $9,500. Mr.
Coster thought that the bond ought to be
sufficient, and that the money should not
be idle in the bank: This question was not
decided. Mr- H. H. McLean, K. C., ap-
peared for the plaintiff, and Mr. C. J.
Coster for the defendants.

Equity Chambers.

Yesterday moning the case of Gallag-
her vs. the City of Moncton came before
His Honor Judge Barker, and an import-
ant decision was given by the judge. Mr.
Frank Sweeny, referee in equity, was ap-
pointed to take accounts between the par-
ties. He entered into his duties and then
demanded that his fees should be paid to
him from day to day. Neither side was
agreeable to this proposition, and hiy
honor = was asked 'Tuesday to decide
whether the fees should be paid from day
to day, who should pay them, er whether
their payment should take place when the
inquiry was finished. His honor ruled
that, treating the question as an abstract
one, and the referee’s fees not appearing
to be in danger, the fees should not be
paid until the reference was disposed of
and the whole work completed. Mr. M.
G. Teed, K. C., appeared for the plain-
tiff, Mr. W. B. Chandler, K. C,, for the
city, and Mr. E. R. Chapnlan for the
referce, Mr. Sweeny.

County Court Chambers.

Northrup vs. Perkins came before 1lis
Honor Judge Forbes 'I'nuesday morning.
This is a review case, in which W. H.
lenderson, parish court commissioner of
Springfield, gave a verdict for the plain-
tiff. Preliminary objections were taken
for the plaintiff, first: That the ~afii-
davit was sworn before the attorney for
the defendant; second: That the affi-
davit was not entitled in the court and
cause; third: That the commissioner did
not initial the exhibits. The case was
then argued on the merits, the judge re-
serving the preliminary points. The de-
fendant asks that the verdict be set aside
on the ground that there was no contract
or service. His honor adjourned the case,
taking time to consider. Mr. Tweedie, K.

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HALIFAX 1S SLOW
THINKS A CORRESPONDENT

Writer in Boston Transcript Relates
an Incident of the Slow Coach
Ways of the Garrison City.

A special correspondent of the Boston
Transcript who has been “writing up”’
Halifax, thinks the garrison city a pretty
sleepy old place. In the.course of an ex-
tensive description the writer has this
to say

“Well,” T said, with fraternal informal-
ity to a Halifax editor, “what’s the cur-
rent excitement in these parts?”’

He thought a very long time and I re-
alized that current excitement is not a
thing of every-day occurrence in Halifax.
Finally he said:

“Well, we're going to have the Duke of
York here in October.” ‘ i

I fully believe if I had asked him wyest
the last exeiting event occurred he would
have named the visit of Lord Aberdeen in
1897; and if 1 had asked for the one be-
fore that, he would have said the time
when the late Queen’s father, the Duke
of” Kent, commanded tie garrison here in
1820. So strongly English is Halifax, so
closely related to the social life of the
‘old country, so dominated by the garri-
son life, that these visits of royalty are
about the only events that really stir the
staid = old city out of its accustomed
calm.

And apropos of the coming visit of royal-
ity, there is a very pretty rumpus which
well illustrates the difliculty Canada has
in trying to ride, circus fashion, that sad-
ly unmatched pair, democracy and aris-
tocracy. A banquet was arranged to be
atended by a select list of fifty, including
the ‘higher military and naval officers, a

few conspicuous civilians, and the
bishops of the church of Eng-
land and the Church of Rome.
When  the list was published,

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Immigration Agent of New Bruns-
wick Talks Respecting His Re-
cent Visit to England.

—

W. A. Hickman, the immigration agent
of New Brunswick, who-has been busily
engaged in England, arrived .home last
Saturday. Mr. Hickman, in an interview
with The ‘lelegraph 'Luesday stated he
had had a busy year’s work. When he
arrived in London last November he found.
a large quantity of correspondence which
had collected during his absence and he
gave this his immediate attention. He
next devoted his time in London to ob-
taiving news aper notiies rezarding ths
province, and recerved the spring for lec-
tures, believing that it would=be mere ad-
vantageous and productive of better gesults
to arrange his work in this manner. He
found, however, that the corré¥pondence
grew heavier during ‘vhe winter, and early
spring, and was almost compelled to aban-
don this proposed lecture tour.

A large meeting was hed in Liverpool
with the lord mayor in the chair. Lhis
lecture was productive of good resu.ts,
and also gave him an introduction to the
press of that city. T'wo lectures were de-
livered at the Imperial Institute, pres'ded
over by Lord Derby and Mr. Duff .u..er,
respectively. Lord Derby made a very
favorable speech at the close of the.lec-
ture, and “the London papers gave excel-
lent accounts of the proceedings. The
London Daily Telegraph published an in-
terview with Mr. Hickman and -as.a re-
sult he received some 800 letters regarding
New Brunswick. This interview started
the ball rolling and Mr. Harmsworth, of
the Mail sent for Mr. Hickman and asked
for a column interview, which was gladly
given, The Daily Graphic and Fivancial
News also published lengthy interviews,
and ihcse were Tepubiished in the provin-
cial press throughout Great Britain. Just
before leawing England the . Post, Gentle-
man’s Journal, Pall Mall Magazine, Anglo-
American and other joumnals applied for
matter for publication. ‘Mr. Hickman had
a number of very favorable Tetters from
persons 'who had been in New Brunswick,
and these, when shown to .the London
press, had great influence upon its action.
After the publication of the articles, in
the English press, on New Brunswick, the
corespondence increased rapidly so that in
the last four weeks Mr. Hickman received
over one thousand letters, the greater
pumber being from men who had either a
moderate cr considerable amount of wap-
ital to invest. A good many of these per-
sons have since come to the province. 'Lhe
New Brunswick government has succeeded
in getting probably the finest class of im-
migrants ever obtainéd by any colonial
government. 1t is difficult to est'mate
the number of people who recently emigra-
ted into the province, as only those who
have come directly under the eye of the
local government officials either in KEng-
land or this country can be counted.
Rough cstimates place the nuinber at Le-
tween €00 amd 700. Mr. Hickman :ad
that no government office in London has
had the freedom from complaints that the
New Brunswick office has enjoyed. Other
colonial governments spend much more
money in the service. West Australia
may be taken as one having almost the
same population as New Brunswick and
the government of that colony spends an-
nually in the support of 1&3 London office
for the encouragement of Wmigration; in-
vestment of capital, ete.,$25,000. We:t
Australia pays its agent .general a salary
of £1,500, while the secretaries of the
various Australan colonies receive £600
to 4850 per annum. : !

Mhe resignation of Professor Dizon from
the ohair of Enginecring was - presented
and accepted, a resolution being adopted
recognizing the valuable services ‘rendered
the U. N. B. by the retiring professor,
who has accepted a professorship at Dale
housie University, Halifax, N. S.

The matter of the appointment of a
successor was taken up and Mr. Erpest
Brydone Jack, B. A, C. E., wasg appoint-
ed to the chair of Engineering in the U.
N. B. Prof. Jack is the youngest son of
Dr. Jack, formerly president of the Uni-
versity, and the predecessor of the pres-
ent chancellor. Prof. Jack is therefore
a province boy by birth and 'education.
He entered the Fredericton High School
in 1884 under Mr. G. R. Parkin and after
a brilliant school course matriculated at
the U. N. B. in 1887 at the head of his
class, winning the York county scholarship
At the U. N. B. he took first class honors
in mathematics for his second, third and
fourth years, and first -class homors in

natural science for the. fourth year. The -

present civil engineering course was gtart-
ed at the U. N. B. in 1889 and Prof. Jack
took that course in addition to his, other
wark for the balance of his course. After
graduvating from the U. N. B. in 1891 at
the head of his class Mr. Jack . entered
the Reussdaer Polytechnic Institute of
Troy, N.Y.,where he took the full four year
engineering course in three years, gradua-
ting in 1894 with the degree of C. E. In
1598 Prof. Jack was elected an associate
member of the American Society of Civil
Engineers, the representative engineering
society of the United States, and the-re-
quirements for admission to which are
very rigid. Such is the brilliant. record of
the new U. N. B. professor of engineering.

It comes, and it offers
the most’ unfértunate man so much
of Lhis world as is best for him end
throws all heaven into the bargain.
The wealth of Croesus‘and of all the
Rothsechilds is only a poor; miserable
shilling compared with the eternal
fortunes that Christ offers you to-
day. In the far east there was a
king who used once a year to get on
the: scales, while on the other side
the: scales were placed gold and sil-
ver and gems — indeed enough were
placed there to balance the :king.
Then, at the close: of “the: weighing,
all these treasures were thrown
among the populace. But Christ to-
day steps on one side the scales, and
on the other side are all the treas-
ures of the univ®¥rse, and he says,
‘“All are yours; all height, all depth,
all length, all breadth, all eternity—
all are yours.’”” We do not-appreciate
the promises of the gospel,

Fears There Has Been Loss of Life

on the Islands Inhabited by
French Fishermen.

Atlanta, \Ga., Aug. 15&<1he tropical
storm which has been ragig along the
coast for two days has tonight completely
isolated Mobile, Ala., from the outside
world. It is known that considerable
damage has been done along the water
front in Mobile, but whether there has
‘been loss of life or not is mere conjec-

the Western Union office in Mobile was
abandonedl, the water at that time being
three feet deep in the operating room.

‘I'wo hours later communication was had
for a few minutes with Mobile. ‘The Asso-
ciated Press operator there had made his
way to the operating room in a boat. lle
took up his position on top of the switeh-
board, several feet above the flooded of-
fice, and detaching the Associated Press
wire from its place in the board sent tiis
message: /

“Am on top of the switehboard here
with a lineman. The water is over four
feet deep in the room and is still rising.
The wind is blowing at the rate of 30
nilles an hour and we look for worse
things tonight.” The watér at 3 p. m.
was reported high as in the great flood of
18903.

It is feared there has becen some loss
of life on the islands in Missisi]zpi Sound
just outside of the bar below Fort Mor-
can. These islands which are inhabited
by ‘French fishermen, rise only 4 or 5 feet
above the water under ordinary stage a.n.d
were the sceme of great loss of life in
1803. Pwenty miles of Louisville and
Nashville track through the Tensas Swamp
west of Mobile, is reported under water.
All trains have been abandoned.

-New Orlcans, La., Aug. 15—The storm
which has been sweeping the gulf coast,
from Pensacola and moving westward dur-
ing the past two days, has protwtmtcd tele-
araph and telephone wires. The greatest
fears have been entertained for the safety
of the people living at® Port ].“.ud.s, which
is the mouth of the Mississippi River, and
for the ships that startey for sea just be-
fore the storm begam.

The Picayune reached a mmn who left
Port Eads at 2 o’clock Wednesday. This
man describes the storm which swept that
seation as a regulag tidal wave. The house
of a man named Cobden, half a mile above
the quarantine station, was swept away
and the 15 members of the family, in-
cluding nine children, were drowned:

The steambeat Buras was driven ashore
near the lighthouse and later is was re-
ported that she had sunk. ler crew were
said to have been saved.

INGENOUS BANK SWINDLER
T L

A Chicago Financial Institution
‘Simple Trick

“Touched” for $30,000 by

--How It Was Worked,

Chicago, Aug. 14—A “bank worker”
swindled a Chicago financial institution
out of $30,000 in cash thé other day. He
escaped - with the money.

An ‘effort is being made to kéep the mat-
ter secret and not even :the name of the
bank js given.

The story of the loss of the $30,000 leak~
ed out in New York yesterday when John
Karson, of the house of Farson, Leach &
Coy, of this city, showed to friend a letter
from W. D. Sheahan, one of his clerks in
his Chicago bank, telling of the affair.
This letter reads as follows:

*“Chicago, Tll., Aug. 10, 1901—Dear Mr.
Farson: I learned last night of a very
clever game which had been worked on
one of the banks here recently.

“It seems a.man kept an account at
one of the imstitutions—which I did not
care to ask, but the story may be relied
upon—for several years. One day he ap-
peared in the president’s office with a
draft on London for £6,000, which was
perfectly good, and which the president
knew to be good. The customer informed
the latter that he desired to deposit his
Lopdon draft, and at the same time to
check against it, presenting his cheque for
$30,000 for the president to O. K. The
latter put his initials on it and thougnt
nothing more of it. It seems, however,
that the customer went out into the bank
and deposited his London draft and the
following day presented his cheaue for
$30,000, which was paid to him, the teller
knowing that the amount was to his
éredit on the books. Later in the day le
again- appeared at the window and pre-
sented his cheque for $30,000, which had
been initialed by the president. The teller
paid this cheque and no more was seen of
our friend. : N

““I'his trick apparently could have been

of its being worked before.. Word was
passed down the line that no, more
cheque be initialed by any of. the officers.
“Very truly yours, ;
“WILLIAM D. SHEAHAN.”

When seen last night at his home, No.,
3385 Superior street, Mr. Sheahan said that
the source of his information was such
that it was absolutely impossible for himn
to ;give the name of his informant, but
that there was no doubt as to the swindle
hu\?ing been perpetrated. :

A prominent banker of this city express-
ed ‘himself last night regarding the theft
as follows:

“Phe trick by means of which the bank
: in this case was swindled is one of .the
prettiest, most ingenious, and at the same
time the simplest ever perpetrated to my
knowledge on a bank of this or any other
city. When one contemplates all the safe-
- guards that have been instituted for bank-
ing houses as_the result of years of ex-
perience, and the benefit each derives
from a knowledge of the swindling tricks
played in the past upen every other bank

in the country, as well as upon itself, one

can only grasp when one realizes how a
this acquired shrewdness was set at naugl
by means of a trick which might hav
been devised by a school boy. .

“[ have no hesitancy in saying that
would have acted under the circumstanae
exactly as did the president or teller i
this case; wholly without suspiggn. N
one in the bank was to blame for th

:successful execution of the trick. It .wa

just. onie of those things for which banl
ers have made no provisions in the formu
lation of a banking system, which we hav
been pleased to consider in the past a
well-nigh perfect, A brief description ¢
the manner in which banks conduct the:
business, with reference to the case unde
consideration, will explain how the pre
sentation of either of the cheques for $30,
000 aroused no guspicion: .
“Ordinanily, when a cheque for such :
sum is presented for payment, it is ¢he
business of the paying teller to ascertai’
whether the amount in questihwgg tha
time on deposit to the credit of the' pe!
son drawing the cheque. Reference to tl
balance sheet furnished him that mornin
might convince him that such was i
case, but if a smaller sum thau the o1
mentioned in the cheque was recorded ¢
the sheet, he would then refer to the r/
ceiving teller or cashier for informatio
regarding any  deposits that might hav
been made to the credit of the persoi
presenting the' cheque. If the cashier o
receiving teller stated that currency, cer-
tified cheques, drafts, or any good cal
lateral had been deposited since the sheet
was issued, sufficient to cover the amount
which the cheque then presented called
for, the cheque wonld be cashed without
further delay. All this, indeed, is evi-
dently just what happened. when th
swindler in this case presented his chequ

- for. $30,000—the one which was not en
.dorsed by the president.

“There is, however, one instance ix

' which such precautions are considered un
' necessary. That is when a cheque is pre-

sented bearing the signature of the initials
of any officer of the bank qualified to au
thorize its payment. In this case, it is

" required of the paying teller only to as-

sure himself that the endorsement of the
cheque by the afficer is genuine. 15" : of
endorsing  a cheque: differ in ¢& = cent
banks, but T have never heard .08 tha
permitted of successful forgery. You sec
therefore, that once the paying teller wa
convinced that the endorsement of th
president, as in this case, was gennine,
was no business of his under what ¢
cumstances the endorsement was giv
So the swindler faund no difficulty in -
ting cashed his second cheque, altho
he might not have had one cent on
deposit at the time it was presew

“Of course, this swindler was fa
with all the details of the business 1
enumerated, and once he had formulated
his scheme, his only difficulty was in ob-
taining the endorsement of the president
for one of his cheques. Such a request is.
not at all uncommon.”
