In 1901, according to the census returns, 
there were only 2,510,000 sheep in Canada, 
yet Germany, which is only one-seventh 
the size of Canada, had about four times 
as many, and Great Britain, whose;area is 
only about’ -one-twelfth: of, -that of the 
farming land of Canada, raised 38,500,000 
sheep. The Argentine Republic had 67,- 
211,000, or twenty-six times the number in 
Canada. And, as the writer in the Farm­
er's Magazine is careful to explain, these 
other countries are not giving special at­
tention to sheep raising; Germany, for 
example, had two cattle and two hogs for 
every sheep, and in the Argentine there 
were five cattle for every inhabitant, while 
in Canada there was scarcely one for each 
of the population. If Canada had raised 
is many sheep per acre as Germany it 
would have had 67,000,000; ,or if as many 
per acre as the United Kingdom, it would 
have had 456,000,000.

Agricultural authorities, both our own 
and those from Great Britain and other 
countries, are agreed that Canada should 
raise at least thirty times as many sheep 
as it now has, and that it might easily do 
so without interfering with its other farm­
ing activities. In the opinion of most 
men who have given the subject attention, 
there are few countries better adapted for 
sheep raising than New Brunswick; yet in 
New Brunswick we raise but few sheep, 
comparatively speaking, and the number 
decreases rather than increases year by 
year, and that in the face of the fact that 
the market for wool and for mutton bas 
iteadily improved.

It is said in this province that the pre­
valence of dogs of the sort that will worry 
sheep make it unprofitable to attempt to 
raise sheep here. Surely that cannot be 
a valid objection, for dogs 
difficult to control, or to kill, or to keep 
outside a barbed wire fence, here than 
they are in the other countries which raise 
sheep so successfully. Moreover, as New 
Brunswickers are a sensible folk, it should 
be as easy to regulate the dog nuisance 
in this province as it is in other places.

With growing population and a constant­
ly expanding market there must be in this 
province during the next few years a very 
considerable agricultural growth, both with 
respect to the area under cultivation and 
in regard to the production per acre. It 
would seem that sheep raising is 
ising as any other lines of farming activity, 
and the figures given in the Farmer's 
Magazine in which our sheep industry is 
compared with that of other countries, 
should lead farmers as individuals and in 
their associations to give new thought to 
the question asked by the magazine writer 
and fortified by many interesting statistics:

Mayor Frink Receives Letter Relative 
to Foreshores and Outlining What 
it is Proposed to Do First.

Digby, N. S., Nov. 6—New developments 
have occurred today in the McGregor 
tragedy. Hundreds of searchers have been 
through the woods on both sides of the 
railway track from Jordantown station tb 
Digby, and many searchers have also been 
as far west as Bloomfield. Detective linn 
lahau, Chief of Police Bowles and your 
correspondent went as far west as Delays 
Lake, fifteen and a half miles from Digby.

It is now learned that on the night of 
Oct. 18 or eally on the 19th a trolley was 
heard to pass Keen’s bridge n. a, the 
house of the missing man about midnight, 
going west, returning east about 4 o’clock 
a. in. This trolley was heard at various 
places along the line and its whereabouts 
has been traced to Burton's Lake, about 
twelve miles west of the McGregor home- 
stead. Burton’s Lake is situated on the 
south side of- the railway track, a short 
distance from the Une, but not visible 
from the train.

Opposite this lake on the north side of 
the track were the marks where a trolley 
had been taken off the track but 
closer to the rails than is. the usual 
torn by men employed on the section.

That McGregor’s body is in the lake Is 
now thought probable. The return trip of 
the trolley towards Digby was at a rapid 
pace, it passing the *Jordantown station 
at a tremendous rate of speed.

That McGregor has been murdered and 
his body ingeniously concealed is the gen­
eral opinion throughout the entire com­
munity. Section Foremen Robinson, White 
and others along the D. A. R. are render­
ing every assistance possible to locate the 
trolley which made its strange run in the 
fatal night, and the men who “pumped” 
it over the inclines and let it run wild on 
the various down grades.

A lot of excitement prevails hevfe to­
night and everyone is anxious to learn the 
latest concerning Edward McGregor's 
strange disappearance from his horn 
the night of Oct. 18.

The case of Mrs. Bertha Connolley, aged 
47, atid her little son, Frank aged 7, who 
were arrested Thanksgiving day and later 
discharged on the charge of wandering 
about the streets and not being able to 
give a satisfactory account of themselves, 
is rather serious. Suffering badly from ihe 
effects of cold and hunger they were dis­
covered last evening by County Policeman 
Thomas Moran, huddled together in the 
hay loft of an old barn out the Westmor­
land Road. The policeman placed them 
under arreet on the charge of lying and 
lurking in the barn. They were brougtit 
to the city and lodged in the central police 
station, As they have neither home nor 
money it is evident that the authorities 
will have to take the case in hand and 
see that some provision is made for them.

Sir,—My attention has just been called 

to an item in your issue of the 19th inst., 
said to be a statement made by Dr. Alfred 
W. G. Wilson, of the mines department, 
Ottawa, when he was stopping in your 
city recently. Dr. Wilson is quoted as 
saying, among other things, that ,he de­
precates the idea of people putting their 
money into such enterprises as have been 
undertaken in your province to prove and 
develpp 'the mineral resources (copper in 
particular) before an expert had judged 
the value of the location, as otherwise 
they are likely to buy a “hole in the 
ground” instead of a copper mine, lie 
goes on to say that such advicé would be 
cheap at $160 a day.

Now, Mr. Editor, apparently this would 
seem to be the best of advice, but tjiefe 
is one phase of the subject; which it 
to me ought not to be overlooked. That 
is, that too ofteti the so-called “expert” 
is an expert on ore analysis rather than 
an expert on the value of prospective 
mines.
