"The Balioon (Enterprise) Goes Up.

The great balloon that was to have
started last night from New York for
Europe did not leave its anchorage.
The seams ripped under the pressure of
| the gas used in inflating it, says one
telegram, and a ‘Thole in 1t
says another.  This result was
not unexpected. It was gener-
ally understood that something would
happen‘to prevent the ascent, and cauti-
ous journalists refrained from spread-

-

.} ing themselves on ballooning in gener-

al and this enterprise in particular. So
far as has been demonstrated by actual
observation the balloon would be as
likeiy t0 sail westward to the Rocky
 Mountaifis as eastward over the Atlan-
' tic, althougl Prof. Wiseclings fondly to
his theory of a steady easterly current
at a certain elevation. If the balloon
should start at the beginning of a big
| blow from the west it would undoubted-
| ly be carried safely across the pond in
‘two or three days. *“Old Probabiliies”
should be chosen for starter if & ‘suc-
‘cessful passageis the only thing desired.
{ This, however, would not settle the
ivexed question of the easterly
{current, and the practicability of
other voyages by the same route.
It is too bad that so much money
has been expended, and so many
hopes raised, for nothing, and we hope
. the balloon will yet be started on its:
journey. ‘The proprietors of the Daily

; re are stra rumors of a bad
titch in the tic balloon enter-
prise. It is said that Prof. Wise is much
dissatisfied with the manner in which the
balloon and some ‘apparatus have been
constracted. The principal defect of
which he com § is the fact that the
_strips of muslin which form the globe are
sewed together with cotton thread, in-
stead of silk thread, thus increasing the
danger of the seams ripping when expos-
ed to high winds and rough weather.
It is quite certain that Professor Wise
has threatened not -to go - on the
¢ at all; and some of his
rriends claim that he isnot morally bound
o falfil the conditions of his contract.
A gentleman named Ford, who: has ;been
relied upon as one of the expeditijonists,
is now undecided as to whether he will
go or not. Donaldson, however, said to-
day that so far as he himself was concern-
«ed he should go up with the balloon, no
matter what the course of Wise and Ford
may be in the matter. If Wise, Ford and
4 Donaldson all go on a trip, a fourth man
will stiii'be wanted.  This tousth man
has not yet been selected, so far as is
known to outsiders. This fourth man, it
was intended, should be some experienc-
ed mariner. ©
The men who have furnished the capi-
tal for the enterprise are, however, plucky
and persistent, and if any one or more of
the party who have been announced to
go should at the last moment back out,
other volunteers will probably be enlist-
ed to accompany Prof. Donaldson. The
balloon and apparatus, whith were
yesterday taken to the Capitoline Grounds,
Brooklyn, were visited by quite a large
namber of people to-day, and the deepest
interest was manifested. Prof. Wise was
not present, but Donaldson was there,
superintending the final preparations.
Donaldson scemed somewhat gloomy and
reticent, but in his conversation with re-
porters expressed his firm belief in the’
success of the enterprise. The balloon
was inflated with common air this even-
ing,the air being pumped in with a steam
engine and force pump, in order to test
the strength of the cloth and seams.
The preliminary and experimental infla-
tion was completed at 9 o’clock, and
{ there were no signs of a breaking or a
giving away of the fabric. Many of the
| visitors came from out of town, being
anxious to avoid the crowd of Tuesday
and Wednesday. A special feature was
the presence of a large number of fami.
lies. These spenthours upon the ground
wandering from spot to spot, examining
alternately the immense balloon gack ly-
ing extended for a hundred feet upon the
ground, the laying of the gas pipes, and
the busy little steam engine with its cur-
rent of condensed air to be pumped into
the huge envelope.

Yesterday afternoon an inquest was
held at the Penitentiary on the body of
Thomas Revels, who died there on Tues-
day morning. Very 1tle information
was obtained, further than the mere facts
of his being taken out there and dying
with no one near him. Mr. Quinton, the
warden, saw him when he arrived, and
noticed that he walked a little lame, but
never thought there was anything serious
the matter with him. The keeper who
received him also noticed that he seemed
ill. Patchell, the head keceper, noticed
that he was trembling, and took his de-
scription and gave him his prison clothes
without requiring him to take the cus-
tomary bath. The boy also told one of
the other keepers that he was ruptared,
and had been so from the time he was
born. This was reported to the head
keeper, who, however, took no steps to
have any examination. During the night
the boy vomited, but no one heard him.
The night guards sleep in the building, in
a room which commands a view of near-
ly all the cells, hut they heard no noise
made by the boy. In the morning, when
they called him about 6 o’clock, and again
at 8 o’clock, he said he was sick. He
was told by the guard to be still, and he
was reported to the head keeper, who
took no steps to find out if there was
anything very serious the matter with
him. When the doctor arrived and was
taken to his cell the boy was dead. This
is the tenor of the evidence yesterday.
There are many cases of the kind sént
there from the Police Court, the larger
portion of them being sick for a feyw days
after they get there, and it is not surpris-
ing that more notice was nol taken of
Revels. It seems, however, as if thehead
keeper did not pay as much attention to
the case as he should have done. The

1: oreased Water Supply—The New Main—
Progress of the Pipe-laying.

The water supply of St. John and Port-
land is {o be more thandoubledin a short
time. Our present supply is ample for
ordinary purposes and most localities,
but the demands of manufacturers and the
complaints of dwellers on the elevated por-
tions of the city grow louder and louder.
Their voices will soon be hushed, how-
ever, as the work of laying the new
twenty-four inch main is progressing so
rapidly that the Superintendent, Gilbert
Murdoch, Esq., confldently expects the
work to be completed this season. About
three miles of pipe have been laid from
Marsh Bridge outward, some of which
has been covered in,another mile is ready
for pipe-laying, and the rest of the trench
is in a forward state. The disbursements
of the Commissioners are about $3,000 a
week, but they have not had to sell a de-
benture for less than par in order to meet
the demand for money. The force on
the works numbers nearly three hun-
dred. The new main is sunk much
lower than the old one through.
the high land of the Cemetery and at the
crossing of the Westmoreland road, thus
increasing the “average fall” so much
that the flow of water will be more rapid
than in the old main, and the
supply, consequently, much greater.
Tre TRIBUNE reporter, who has been
watching the progress of the work in the
interests of the public, recently visited
the Little River Reservoir and found im-
provement to be the order of the day.
Stones have been hauled for filling up a
channel made by the water flowing over
the waste-way, or rolling-dam, during the
freshet seasons, and Fred, the man in
charge of the Reservoir, thinks that the
banks will be soon protectcd from the
action of the current. Gravel from the
deep cut in the bank of the river, through
which the pipes are carried, is being even-
ly spread over the low ground below the
dam, strengthening the works and pre-
venting the formation of an unwhole-
some swamp. A thorough system of
drainage carries off the water that
percolates through the dam.® Mr. Maur-
doch intends laying the upper end of the
new main lower than the old one—so low
that, even though some unlooked for
flood sweep away, or unsuspected insect
undermine, the grass-grown embank-
ment, it will receive the natural flow of
the water, thus insuring a partial supply
under any circumstances. The land
around the reservoir will, in time, be
beautified by tree planting and other-
wise ; the road to the city will be made as
smooth as an election with only one in the
field ; and citizens of St. John will proud-
ly conduct strangers to the fountain head
of our water supply.

prisoners. The case having been summed
up by the prosecution, the counse: for the
defence announced that he felt that it
woald be useless, after the evidence that
had been given, for him to -address the
jury on behalf of the prisoners, and they
were accordingly allowed to spcak for
themselves. They all admitted their
guilt and begged for merey, although

| they knew that they were deserving of

none. When the jury returned with a
verdict finding them all guilty, Austin
Bidwell briefly addressed the Court say-
ing that he cotild only speak of time
wasted and of opportanities thrown
away, and this he supposed would not
avail him, and therefore he should not
press the application. . George Bidwell
said that, so far as he was concerned, he
did not ask for mercy, but he did ask for
mercy for his brother.. He was twelve
years younger than himself, and he
‘might never have been in the position
he now was but for him. He had just
married a young wife. He was young,
and he entreated the Court to have mer-
cy upon him and give him another chance.
The prisoners Noyes and Macdonnell fol-
lowed in penitent speeches asking for
mercy, after which the Justice addressed
the prisoners, reminding them of the
enormity of their crime, which he
thought was aggravated by the fact that
they were men possessed of education,
who could speak several languages, and
who must have been well aware of the
nature and effect of what they were do-

1y to be given to commercial credit by
the course they were pursuing. He was
unable to conceive a worse case, and he
therefore felt it to be his duty ‘to order
each of them to be kept in penal seérvi-
tude for life, and also that each of them
should pay one-fourth of the expenses of
the prosecution. The prisoners, who ex-
hibited a dejected and downcast appear-
ance, were then removed.
