M¥r. Skinner then opened for the de-
fence.

It would be
shown that the deceased, Woodworth,
Conners sud others, had been in the ha
fhit of attacking the houses ot coloved
peopie in the vicinity. When this attack
was made Blair had lecked his door, thas
showing that he was disposed to keep to
himself. The counsel afse coryected 2
report that hie had seen in cértain news—
papers, viz., that Blair had served a3 ferm
i the penitentiary in Nova Scotia. This
was not correct.

Robert Smith was the first witness for
the defence. He stood but 3 few feet
from Blair's [deor, and saw the whele
affuir. He gave & very circumstan-
tial account of  the -fight, ~and de-
nied that Tole was‘very drusk. The
Attorney General 'subjected him to a
severe cross-examination, daring which
there was a lively time im court. He tried
to make the witmess swear that a stone
produced was oue that went through the
window. To this Mr. Palmer objected,
and went om to state his views. His
Hounor interrupted him, the Aftorney
General intergupted the Judge, and the
witness alse commenced talking. The
four tengues going at once made a regniar®
Bedlam. Mr. - Palmer sat down
i last, anl the others . continued
to talk till dark.—Four times Mr.
Palmer attempted to explain his
views, and each time he was interrupted
by the Attorney General, His Honor, or
the witness. At Jast he said, * I might as
well goaway. It doe:n’t seem that I am
required.” * As you please about that,”
said His Homor. *““If your Homor, the
Attorney General and the witness are
going to take charge of the case, I dont
see what use there is for a counsel for
the prisoner,” was the reply. *“ We are
wot trying to. take charge of the case,”
said His Homor in an angry tome. “It
 looks like it,” was the retort.

Robert J. Leonard, sailmaker, gave the
prisoner a good character.

Charles and Amelix Francis were also
called as witnesses, but nothing of im-
portance was elicited.

The court adjourned at 6 o’clock,though
His Honor desired to kecp it open until
midnight. Some witnesses had gone
home, and it was necessary to adjourn.

This morning a few other witnesses
were called. A young man named Wes-
ley testified to hearing the deceased
swear that he would kill the prisoner.

George Andersen; & .shopkeeper of
Sheffield street, testified to Tole’s being
in'his shop on'the afternoon and saying
thit he was going to fight Francis. He

pretty drunk. This witness was
called to rebut Conmbors’ and Wood-
wortli’s testimony, as they both said Tole
was not in Andersen’s shop.

Cornelius Sparrow testitied to Blair’s
good chtncter, as did seyeral other wit-
nesses.

About 11 o’clock Mr. Palmer compmenc-
ed his address to the jury. He first ex-
plained the general principles of law in
refereice to charges of murder. If there
was in the minds of the jury a reasonable
doubt, such doubt must be given the pris-
oner, and a verdict of acquittal rendered
and the punishment left to that inscruta-
ble Providence that metes out justice to
every one. What is Blair charged with?
With murder. What is marder? It is,
as the Attorney, General laid down, kill-
ing with malice. The Holy Book speaks
of a man with murder in his heart. Itis
the feeling which causes a man to trea-
sure up revenge. lHow was it in this
casc? Was there any malice in this case?
It is for you to decide whether or not a
band of lawless people can assault a man
in his own house. The first question for
you is, Was the man violating the law by
staying in his own house and protecting
his property? The counsel read from
Rex vs. John Thomas and the remarks of
Baron Park thereon.
