night for three months, until he was able to leave the city. There was 
the case of another young man from* one of the Allan steamers, our 
young men nursed him until the Bishop, who knew who he was, and 
that he had come out here in connection with some church work, was 
made acquainted with his case, who then took charge of him, and sent a 
kind acknowledgment of what our Association had done for him. The 
young man dying, the Association attended Ms funeral. We have 
many other instances similar to those I have mentioned. It is a grand 
good work. If young men are found in boarding houses or hotels, who 
need nursing, and other kind offices, our committee are at their disposal 
,at all times.

Mr. Chairman and Christian Friends, I esteem it a privilege to 
stand upon this platform to speak on behalf of the Young Men’s 
Christian Association, of Halifax. I can stand here with a great deal 
of pleasure, and with satisfaction,’knowing that it is an A «.nation 
controlled, and guided by Christian men, that it is under the sway of 
Christian influence, and that all who come in contact with the members 
in their meetings of various kinds are brought under this influence. 
And as a Christian minister, of course, I must esteem it a privilege 
to represent an institution such as this. I did think of saying some­
thing this evening with respect to the work of the Association, but the 
reports of the Committees which have been given to you just now make 
that unnecessary. They are full and complete, and you have a

In connection with any work in which we may be engaged as Chris­
tian men and women, the first thing we want to ask ourselves is 
this : Is the work a worthy one 1 Arid then in working 
we an adequate motive ! Now, I take it that the work of 
toon is very similar to the work of the Christian Church. The latter 
if I understand it, is the conversion of the soul, and the building up 
of a strong chnstian character. Those two things, it seems to me, 
belong to the Christian Church, to this she is to bend her energies and 
efforts. Now if that be the idea that a Christian Association should 
have, then you see how it works, and how it has been working during 
the year that is gone. I was impressed with the report of the Devotion 
Committee, in which it was stated that there were those who had 
given evidence of an interest in the Lord Jesus Christ, who had 
been brought under the influence and power of the Gospel, and led to 
accept Jesus Christ as their Saviour and Redeemer. Now, if nothing 
else had been accomplished this year than what was said to us in that 
report, we ought really to ‘thank God, and take courage.’

the world s estimate, what then I The soul is lost, dying without God 
spending an eternity where there is no hope. All is gone. Now thl! 
Association Is putting forth efforts to get hold of young men, to bri 
them into their roOms, to impress them, not offensively, but to 
them under religious influence, to bring them where they will be cheered 
and encouraged, and to remove them from many of the temptations of 
life to which they are exposed. We know that many of them are thus 
reposed. Young men, much is done here for you. There is the well 
famished reading room, with excellent food for the mind. There are 
religious serviere held there-good for the soul, there is the large 
library filled with interesting books, where the young men can improve 
themselves as so to become strong, and useful members of society.
"ends this is what we want-togsther all we can into the Association.
The membership has grown considerably the last year ; fifty or a hundred 
ought to be added to the list during the year upon which we have 
entered, and if we go into the work with a will, give ourselves up to 
^ and show our interested zeal, it can be done, let us put forth our 
eneigy and it will grow and increase. Here is ene name that ought 
to influence u, and fire our hereto, and only one name. Itis 
raid that when Napolean I was sent to Elba. He left behind 
him a large number of friends, among the common people and 
nobles, who were strongly attached to him, and identifiedwith his

did they keep him in mind 1 A number of bronze medals of their great 
chief were made, and each of his friends had one, and whenever they 
met each other, they would pull out this image from their pockets, and 

, would whisper in the ear of the other the word “Napolean. And 
thus their friendship for and their interest in him were kept alive, and 
sustained, so that when he landed on the shores of France, the whole 
country rose up, and flocked to his standard. We need no bronze 
image of our Lord, the captain of our salvation, because he is enshrined in 
our hearts, and we know we can whisper his name, I can whisper to 
von and you can whisper it to another, and thus our love and attach­
ment to him will be kept alive, mid we will work for the Master with 
such devotion and zeal as should characterize every one of his faithful 
followers. It is with that name in my heart, and on my lips that 1 
would move the adoption of the reports to which we have listened, and 
I do it with a great deal of pleasure.

Rev. L. H. Jordan, Pastor of St. Andrew’s Church, in seconding the 
motion for the adoption of the Reports, spoke as follows:

Mr Chairman and Ohristiin Friends : I feel that it is almost im­
possible to add any thing to what has been so fully mid so admirably 
presented to us to-night, in the reports which have been laid before 
this meeting. there is a certain eloquence inherent m the mere state­
ment of facts such as those to which we have just been listening, winch
needs not the support of any formal words which I might utter ; but
still I feel that if the facts in question are to have the effect which 
they ought to have—if they are to have the effect which true eloquence 
invariably has,—they must move us to action, and deepen permanently 
our interest in the work whose claims have been so forcibly brought before 
us this evening. I, for one, am very glad indeed that the new departure, 
by which this Annual Meeting assembles to-night m one of the largest 
of our City Churches, has this year been inaugurated in the history of 
the Halifax Association ; because, in years past, there has not been 
sufficient acquaintance with the character and success of the labors 
which it has put forth for the benefit of young men. I feel sure that 
when it is fully known what has been attempted and achieved by 
devoted Christian Association, it will come to be regarded as one of the 
Institutions of the city than which no other is doing more worthy work ; 
and it will ever be gratefully remembered and appreciated by the people. 
For here, as in other cities where similar Institutions are found, itwas 
brought into existence solely for one purpose—that it might befriend 
those who, more largely than any other class in the community, are 
exposed to peculiar and innumerable temptations ; and who, as a class, 
are peculiarly difficult to reach through the Gospel. The Church, it is 
admitted by all pastors, does not reach a large portion of the young men 
who go there, from time to time, to attend its servioes. I am not prepared
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« Are we not doing your work and assisting you by giving you the 
right stamp of men—men that by the influence wjth which they are 
surrounded are honest and earnest—give us Ten, Twenty, or Fifty 
Dollars to help sustain this work.” Thousands are obtained in this 
way elsewhere from the merchants, who say, “ Well, if you will do 
the work we will find the means.” I say here will you do it! I do 
not want to be a professional beggar, nor am I going to propose a cob 
lection now, but we want the Three Hundred Dollars sent to us, and 
we want that immediately.

A motion to adjourn till Saturday evening, for the election of Office 
Bearers was passed.

After singing Doxology, the Rev. H. H. McPherson, Pastor of St 
Johns Church offered Prayer and pronounced the Benediction.

finARTICLE II.

The object of this Association sÿall be, the improvement of the 
spiritual, moral, mental and social condition of the young men of the 
Uity or Halifax by the support and maintenance of Religious social 
meetings, sermons, lectures, library, reading-rooms, and such other 
means as may conduce to the accomplishment of this object.

ARTICLE III.
Any person of good moral character may become a member of the 

Association by the payment of such fee as may be fixed by the By-Laws 
to entitle him to all the privileges of membership. He shall be pro 
posed by a member of the Association, and shall be elected by ballot 
by the General Committee.
