A Hazardous Tour.

Principal Grant's vacation tour was a 
remarkable one. Believing that the pub­
lic Uesiretl to know more about it than 
had been already published, a member 
of the Whig.staff called upon the Dr. 
last evening and obtained from him an 
interesting narrative. He said that on 
August 20th Chancellor Fleming, his son 
and himself started for tne Pacific Ocean. 
Mr Van Horns, Superintendent of the 
L'anda Pacific 11. It., placed his ear at 
their disposal, so that the journey so far 
as the road went was made with great 
comfort. This part of the journey was 
in striking contrast to the way in which 
Mr. Fleming and the Principal travelled 
across the plain ten or eleven years pre­
viously. “On that occasion,*’ said he, 
“we travelled on horseback, going in u 
North-Westerly direction to Edmonton, 
and then making for the Pacific l*y the 
Yellow Head Pass. This time we made 
the journey of S40 miles, due west to 
( 'algarry, in two and a half days. The 
first half of the distance, or as far as 
Hcgina, is admittedly- across a country 
admirably adapted for farming. The 
second half is pronounced by many to be 
arid and unfitted for settlement. My 
own opinion is that sooner or later the 
whole country will be settled and yield 
good crops of all kinds. The quality of 
the soil seemed to be excellent and al­
though the rain falls some years might 
not be enough, generally the crops would 
be as good as those of other countries. 
In fact, over the whole of the 840 
miles, I did not see a dozen miles that 
Could he called had. Certainly itris not 
equal to what has always been known as 
the fertile belt, farther North and North- 
West, still it was much better than I 
hail expected. 1 formed my opinion not 
only from the

CIIAK.XCTKR OK Till: SOIL,

which is a warm friable clay, hut from 
the character of the vegetation. All 
along the line of the railway oats that had 
been dropped two or three months previ­
ously had sprung up and looked strong 
and promising. The ranch country is 
under the lee of the Rocky Mountains.
I met some of those engaged in stock 
raising, and all of them were sanguine Of 
success. All agreed in saying that the 
Cochrane Ranch Company had made a 
great mistake in trying to manage the 
business from Montreal. In consequence 
of the chief inqTnagement being so far off, 
last winter the Company lost several 
thousand head of cattle, When about 
100 miles from Calgarry, and before 
reaching that place, wo got our first view 
of the Rock Mountains, They formed 
in long unbroken line, reaching across 
the direction of our course—magnificent 
ranges of snow-peaked mountains. The 
contrast between the great plains, ex­
tending to unknown horizons on the one 
hand, and these towering mountains, up 
pavently forbidding all further advance 
on the other, was most striking. At Cal­
garry we, perforce, said good bye to the 
railroad, and procured a waggon and out­
fit for the mountains. Thus equipped 
we made the 120 miles to the summit of 
the first range. Within two months the 
railway will reach this summit, and there­
fore tourists next year will have abun­
dant opportunities of seeing any amount 
of the most magnificent mountain scen­
ery on tho. continent. Every day new 
forms of beauty revealed themselves tç 
us. The Bow river valley is broad and 
admirably adapted for

A RAILWAY ENTERING THE MOUNTAINS.

The Kicking Horse River, which fiows 
down the other side of the mountains, is 
a different stream altogether. It is a 
roaring torrent from beginning to end of. 
its short course of f>0 miles. At the sum­
mit of the Rockies we had to abandon 
our waggon and take to horseback pine 
ing our stores and outfit on pack animals. 
The trail down the Kicking I Torse is very 
bad, and it took us four or five days, with 
hard work, to make the fiU miles. The 
work, however was a pleasure because at 
every turn new scenes of beauty present­
ed themselves—lakes upon the summit, 
mountains towering far up info the 

^region of eternal snow, roaring cataracts, 
and the most magnificent rock exposures 
that we had ever seen. One is obliged 
to speak of these things generally, be­
cause to describe them in detail would 
fill a volume. In the districts where the 
stratified and igneous rççks run into 
each other, prospectors for gçl<^ and 
silver were at work. All of them were 
most hopeful that the region would turn 
out as rich as Colorado. I have little 
doubt that valuable mines of silver ami 
other precious metals will be found. 
Where the Kicking Horse River runs in­
to the Columbia we saw a second range 
of mountains, the Selkirks, rising in 
front of us. Here *wc had to decide 
whether it was possible to go forward or 
not. No ono had ever crossed the Sel­
kirks from one side to the other, not 
even the Indians. The Indians avoid 
killing timber, dense underbrush, and 
every district where they cannot take 
their horses or canoes. Three years ago 
Maj>sJlogcrs nearly reached the summit 
of the Selkirks from one side, and the 
next year he reached the summit from 
the other side, on the second occasion

across them. We resolved to attempt to 
cross them from side to side by this pass. 
Two parties of engineers were surveying 
a line and of course cutting a trail. We 
would thus have the benefit of the trail 
part of the way, but lor the other part 
we would have to depend on wriggling

through somehow till we came to the se­
cond crossing of the Columbia, where we 
expected Indians from Fort Kamloops 
B. C., to meet us. We were warned 
that the journey would be incredibly 
toilsome, and most hazardous, but as we 
had left Winnipeg determined to go over 
the whole of the proposed line of the 
railway to the ocean we made up our 
minds to risk the danger. Major Rogers 
kindly accompanied us to the summit 
ol the Selkirks, as far as the trail ex­
tended. From ^liat point his nephew, 
Mr. Albert Rogers, who had been with 
the Major in his first attempt to find a 
pass, acted as our gpide. Crossing the 
Columbia, we ascended the Selkirks on 
the ml, 4th and -ith Sept., following up 
the course of the Beaver River, Bear 
Creek (so called on account of the im­
mense number of bears that haunt its 
hanks) and then Summit Creek. The val­
ley of the Beaver at first looked unpro­
mising, but as we followed it up it 
opened out. When we' reached the 
summit we found an indubitably prac­
ticable pass. This pass, which should 
be called the Rogers’ Pass, is very much 
better than any otic ever expected to 
find across the Selkirks. The timber 
on these mountains is of the finest kind 
—cedars of enormous dimensions, hem­
lock, spruce ami white pine. Some of 
the cedars arc over 15 or 20 ft. in circum­
ference.

at the summit and nil the way down. 
There are mountain forms of infinite 
variety on every side. One peak in 
particular is a veritable Canadian Mat­
terhorn. The naked cone of rock rises 
in isolated grandeur lor 1,5000 ft. above 
the surrounding peaks. Major Rogers 
calls this Syndicate Peak. We were so 
charmed with the mountain -scenery 
passed through for a fortnight that at 
the summit we resolved to form our 
selves into a Canadian Alpine Club. 
Mr. Fleming was elected President and 
instructed to call a meeting of enthusi­
astic Canadian mountaineers as soon as 
possible* No one can become a member 
of the Club unless he has climbed some 
mountain or gets his nomination as a 
special honor. Major Rogers was elect­
ed as the first honorary member, and a 
great honor he esteemed it. We all 
smoked good cigars on the summit, 
la-ought from Havana, in honor of the 
occasion. “As for myself I never smoke 
except on the summit of the Rockies. 
In the pure air there I can stand it, and 
I have no objection to anybody else 
following my example, so long as the 
smoking or the spitting is done no where 
else,”

Nothing Thoroughly.

In one thing the old world still sur­
passes the new. It is not yet in a hurry. 
It takes time for things. It .vill have 
trades learned thoroughly. It will have 
young people so instructed that they mi 
derstaiul what they ought to know. It 
will not tolerate shams. It has - time 
enough for everything, and if there is not 
time enough, it is always ready to take 
more time. Our own social organization 
rests upon a different basis. Two cun 
turies ago, nay, even a century back, 
people still ha-1 European habits, and 
worked, thought, believed and felt like 
Europeans, hut to-day the American ele­
ment is foremost, and the spirit o*" the 
Hour is anything but European. The late 
W. R. fireg, one ol' the sharpest social ob­
servers of the century, used to say that 
all England was in a buzz, but had he 
lived in Now England, lie ^vould have 
said that all America had gone crazy. 
The truth is that we now live ami do our 
work iii a greater hurry than we think. 
People are "slow to believe that they are 
superficial in their reasoning, in their in­
dustries or iii their scheme of life. And 
yet, any American who has lived abroad 
and seen thé contrast between the 
European and the American way of do­
ing things is almost sure to say that the 
European way is the better of the two. 
This is felt to be especially the better in 
the matter of education, whether it be in­
tellectual or industrial. There is 
thoroughness, a strength, a solidarity in 
the European way, which sooner or later 
goes to the end of what is undertaken 
and brings forth adequate results. This 
contrasts sharply with the unorganized 
energy, the superficial, incompetent ami 
ipitrained life which is eyery>v)ierc 
conspicuous in American society. It is 
not that we arc raw so much as that the 
proper steps have not been taken to or­
ganize mental or manual industry with a 
definite end in view. There are thou­
sands of people everywhere who can do 
nothing thoroughly, and are ready to 
charge their practical failure in life upon 
every cause but the true and just one, 
which is the want of definite and practi­
cal training. It is easy to throw the 
blame for this/m our public schools, be­
cause ill our own day the public schools 
have been, to a great extent, forced to 
discharged the duty of parents to the 
children intrusted to them. But there 
is something before the public school, 
and that is the private ministrations of 
the home. The child that begins by do 
ing things thoroughly at home has put a 
premium upon his entire career. We 
are apt, in days when the school has been 
compelled to take upon itself the func 
tions of a parent, to blame the school be­
cause our children arc not hotter educat­
ed, but theirs is a school prior to the pub­
lic school, whose functions arc more im­
portant than any which can he discharj

ed at a Infor day. It is before children 
enter the public school that they have 
taken their first direction ami manifested 
their ruling idea. Nay, you may go back 
prior to tlje birth of children, and find 
that the constitutional peculiarities of 
parents aré reproduced in their children. 
There is no period in the home life which 
has not to do with the life of the children 
of a family, and the conditions of the 
ho.no are repeated in the lives of the 
children. This is one of the stubborn 
facts of heredity which cannot he gain­
said. The conditions of family life are 
steadfastly .reproduced, and where energy 
and thoroughness have controlled the 
lives of parents, they are also found to he 
the essential characteristics of the next 
generation.

The problem of the future industrial 
and intellectual life of the country thus 
reveals itself as a peculiarly intricate 
matter. It is partly explained by hered­
ity, partly the result of training. The 
difference in stock is one thing; but the 
greater difference is in the training by 
which even the very brain cells become 
obedient to a will that has been imparted 
to them from without, and this training 
comes into play from the hourof birth to 
the end of our mortal experience. The 
only part which we have to perform in 
the problem of human evolution is the 
pari of training. Great possibilities are 
m our hands, and great things can he ac­
complished here by parents, teachers, 
employers; social leaders and people who 
« a-Ty purpose into life. The lio.ne is the 
chief factor in deciding whether success 
or failure shall wait upon a single career. 
If the home is ineffective, then the prim­
ary school- comes in as a less effective 
substitute^ if the school fails in the earli­
er stages, it is a matter of doubt what 
the result will be, but the power of the 
intuitive ojiteu defeats the wrong tenden­
cies of education; if the school does not 
accomplish thoroughness in something or 
other for à girl or boy, and the individual 
goes out into life without something de­
finite in view, the result is most likely to 
be a mortifying failure, and finally an ex­
tinction of the powers and instinct» that 
might have led to good results. But it 
must not be inferred that the habits of 
life which render some people efficient 
and others inefficient are entirely the re» 
suit of fortnal training, whether intellec­
tual or industrial. It is not so. Another 
and finer element enters into the struc­
ture, the Arousing of the moral nature of 
the young. Nothing is done thoroughly 
in life unless it is identified with the 
moral character of the individual him­
self. This is why teachers can usually 
deal better with boys than with girls. 
The latter sulk and cry and hold baejk 
when hoys get angry and tear things irç 
pieces. .Said a Boston toacneiywljo hi#s 
the ugliest jjoys in the city to deal with? 
“I van always do something with a boy if 
he gets right mod," The meaning was 
that the energy of passion, rightly diroep 
ed, could jbe made the channel of moral 
power. Girls develop truly and nobly in 
their proper ways, hut in moral energy 
they must always stand second to boys. 
Not in either case are they worth much 
until they have taken hold of life with 
the grip that, comes from within and is 
recognizeij as a self active moral force. 
Mur national characteristic of doing no­
thing thoroughly is not to be overcome 
until we have reached the conditions of 
moral pqwer in each individual. Special, 
definite, prolonged instruction, from the 
cradle to the grave, can alone bring that 
full use olf the faculties by which they 
respond to what they are asked to do, 
and when, these faculties are pushed for­
ward by the individual conscience* the 
largeness and the strength of personal 
life are manifested in the kind of work 
that not only exercises great individual 
power, hut becomes a central influence in 
the life of the community. After all, the 
conditions af greatness are the conditions 
of thoroughness, the conditions of birth 
the conditions of the ruling sjjirit of geiv 
orations of inert. With nothing thorough­
ly to begin with* and nothing thorough 
in life, the result is thoroughly nothing 
in the end.

Corn vh. OiU.4 for Horses.

The comparative value of corn and oats 
as foo l for horses may he briefly stated 
as follows: Com is deficient in many of 
the elements of nutrition so necessary 
for recuperating the constant wear and 
tear whic)i necessarily takes place in the 
body of n living animal. < »n this ac­
count, liDrses which are exclusively 
fed on corn and hay do not receive 
that kind of nourishment which 
appeara necessary for the -due support 
ami maintenance of the animal fabric; 
hence, we must not be surprised that 
corn led horses show evidences of being 
languid, iby sweating profusely while 
being worked, lack of vitality, etc. 
Oats, on the contrary, contain more of 
the essential elements of nutrition than 
any other article of food which can be 
fed with impunity to a horse, and arc 
decidedly the most nutritious. They 
arc the cheapest because there is less 
risk in feeding t-iein, and experience 
has proved that horses properly fed on 
oats and timothy hay, with regular 
exercise, good grooming, and proper 
sanitary regulations, can he brought to 
the highest state of physical. culture 
and call (perform more work with less 
evidence of fatigue than when fed^an ^ 
any otlfor article of food. But after 
all, it is tiic masters eye that fattens the 
horse__National Stock Journal.
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lions. And although this movement of 
capital was legitimate enough, it contri­
buted not a little to. cause the present 
stringency.

Minister who told men of business to put 
on all the sail i they could, and assured 
them of at least seven years of -prosper-
ity.

Can anyone who reflects on these facts 
wonder that Canada now suffers from fin­
ancial stringency and business depression 

as no other country in the civilized world 
suffers, or doujbt that for this stringency 
and depression the Dominion Govern­
ment are directly responsible?

• The great increase in the amount of 
our imports isj another cause of the de­
pression. The ; Finance Minister promised 
that the policy of high taxation would 
prevent such excess, i>ut in 1881-2 the 
value of imports exceeded the value of 

exports by In millions. In 1882-3 the 
excess amounted» to 34 millions. This 
increase was also the subject of much in 
sane boasting/; as it was the increase of 
imports which gave such an increase of 
revenue.

For this -cJcessiyê over-production of 

manufactures and the diversion #f capi­
tal and labor to channels in which there 
is not sufficient room for them, and for 
all the troubles and the misery resulting

THE CAUSES OF THE DEPRES­
SION.

What is the cause of the serious finan­
cial stringency and of the business de­
pression which now admittedly exist in 
Canada ? It was hoped that the decline 
in the prices of stocks would prove tem­
porary. But although statements have 
been published showing that the leading 
banks have done a good business during 
the past year, having paid fair dividends 
after making what was considered ample 
allowance for bad and doubtful debts, 
and having added considerably to their 
rest, prices rallied but slightly and again 
declined. It is now evident that the de­
cline is not to any great extent due to 
the efforts of those who gamble in stocks, 
and who sometimes succeed in disturbing 
the market fora few days.

We have had a succession of good har­
vests. We have exported largely, and 
generally obtained good prices for what 
wo exported. During the past four years 

the total value of our exports has exceed­
ed by many millions the total value of 
our exports in the four years previous. 
There should be a great deal of money 
in the country and in circulation, if no 
extraordinary causes tending to its 
withdrawal had been in operation. In 
the last period of depression, Canada was 
almost the last country to suffer. In the 
United States great distress prevailed for 
years before Canada suffered much, and 
the depression was felt severely in Great 
Britain while yet Canada was in compara­
tively easy circumstances. Now Canada, 
it not the first to sutler, suffers more se­
verely than either Great Britain or the 
United States from the reaction which 
usually follows years of expansion and 
prosperity. In those countries the busk 
ness depression is but partial ; in Canada 
it is general. In those countries there is 
no serious financial stringency, in Canada 
the stringency is serious indeed.

Une of the chief causes of our troubles 
is that the Government have during the 
past three years abstracted so many 
millions from the business capital of the 
country. That the people have to pay 
more for the necessaries of life ami are 

. directly deprived of many comforts is 
not the only evil effect of high taxation. 
The abstraction of any large portion of 
the capital of the country from business 
cripples trade, paralyzes industry, and in 
a thousand subtle, and sometimes incom­
prehensible ways, reduces the standard 
of general prosperity.

The revenue receipts and ordinary 
expenditures for the past three years are 
stated as follows

According to these figures the receipts 
exceeded the expenditures in these three 
years by the enormous sum of $17,532,100. 
According to the statement which Sir II. 
Langevin is reported to have made at the 
late Montreal banquet, nearly three 
quarters of a million should be added to 
this. In 1878 Sir L Tilley stated in 
public that the public service could be 
maintained and all obligations met with 
22£ millions a year. But if, allowing for 
the increased income from Public Works 
ami the Post Office, and for proper in­
creases in other departments, we place 
the proper expenditure for those years 
at 25 millions, we should have over five 
millions more to add to this amount. It 
is perfectly reasonable to put the amount 
unnecessarily abstracted from the people 
during these years by taxation at 23 
millions. .

The people were induced to place large 
sums of money in the Government and 
Post Office Savings Banks during these 
years. These amounted in round num­
bers to about ten millions more.

An increase in the issue of Dominion 
bank notes was forced during these 
years. Government taking to. itself the 
exclusive right to issue all notes of de­
nominations below five dollars. We have 
not the figures at hand this moment, but 
wo believe we arc under the mark in put- 
ing the amount of the increase at two to 
three millions.

In this way some 35 to 36 millions were 
unnecessarily taken from the capital of 
the country, and buried in public works 
yet unproductive ; taken, as a commer­
cial paper says, from the floating capital 
of the country, and converted into fixed 
capital, that is, capital not available for 
the business of the country. The sur­
plus of which the Government and its 
friends love to boast was not a good, but 
a:i unmitigated evil*, and the increase of 
deposits in the Savings Banks, of which 
they also boasted, was absolutely mis­
chievous in so far as it was an increase 
in the amount of capital taken out of 
circulation.

All this was the direct effect of mis­
govern ment—of an unsound fiscal and 
commercial policy recklessly carried out. 
In- other ways also there was an enor­
mous withdrawal and locking up of 
capital for which the Government arc 
fairly responsible.

Many millions have been sunk in the 
North-West. Colonization companies 
were induced to hope that vast fortunes 
could be. easily made by speculations in 
Government lands. Merchants and manu­
facturers were led to regard that part of 
the Dominion as an illimitable market 
for all they could make or import. I low 
many millions speculators in land and 

•-peculators in trade have sunk there, it 
woul^l be difficult to calculate. Those 

who went to the North-West to settle 
generally took money with them, which 
ni the aggregate amounted to some mil-

ffrom that mijjlirection, the Govcrnm ent 

are manifestly responsible.

HENRY IRVING AND HAMLET.

Henry Irving, the celebrated actor, has 
arrived in Ndw York, ami is delighing all 
lovers of the dramatic art. Mr. Irving is 
generally acknowledged to be, at the 
present time!without a peer on the stage. 

No one since] the days of Garrick seems 
to have exhibited such a Shakespearian 
universality in the representation of 
character, lie seems equally at home 
in the highest flights of tragedy and the 
lowest depth| of comedy. Macready was 
a fine and impressive actor, but lie was 
more indebt^l for his success to art than 
to nature. The elder Keans could not 
be surpassed in his characters of Othello 
and Sliylock, but Irving seems the perfect 
representation of whatever character he 
assumes, and has so mastered bis art, 
that artificialities are no where visible.

The crowds which he has been the 
means of drawing to the theatre has stir­
red up a controversy in religious circles 
as to the morality of theatre-going. The 
controversy ijs confined on both sides to 
men well-known for their Christian 
character. |Ve reproduce from the Scots­
man a portion of this controversy in the 
shape of a letter fVotn the Rev. Dr. Kay, 
of the U. l<j. Church, Edinburgh, who 

seeks to vindicate the stage. Whatever 
may be the opinion of our readers on this 
debatable subject, they will be pleased 
with Dr. Kay's ciiticism on Irving and 
Ilamlct :—

"Griiidlny /-Street is a pandemonium!” If 
it be so, pandemonium is a very different 
kind of place from what our best divines 
(and they should know) have presented it. 
I, for my part;, found nothing but order and 
quiet. The pavement opposite the theatre 
was covered with decent-looking people, 
whose attention was more fixed on the elec­
tric lamps than upon the doors of the “dress 
circle.” Inside, I found everything quiet and 
orderly from i^he lobby to the seat which I 
occupied. ifeat-handed, obliging attend­
ants, who did not seem bored as Jeames 
and Tumtuus! sometimes do, when I make a 
morning call/ but who receive you civilly, 
and as if you were confering upon them a 
favor in being present. When I enter, I do 
not find the traditional glare a'ml brilliancy 
which I have ibeeu accustomed to associate 
in my own mind with the theatre. Elegance, 
excellent taste, ornament subdued rather 
than multiplied—that was what I found; and 
it occurred tb me that were some of our 
churches as \yell and elegantly finished in­
side, the eye would be refreshed when the 
ear grew sluggish. A glance at the inmates 
of the house jl was somewhat disappointing. 
For many yc|rs I have been told that the 
frequenters oif the theatre were anythin g but 
respectable. I have somewhere in my desk a 
“track,” which professes to photograph 
them; but the photograph must have been 
taken under ! the. unfavorable circumstances 
which result in a man having two noses, and 
a lady having a bad squint; or, what is 
worse, the one hand that of,a child the other 
that of an ogress. The “dress circles/ 
looked very much like the folk who meet of 
an evening in Moray Place, a region devoted 
to fashion, and happily altogether free from 
grogshops, if Speaking of drawing-rooms,, 
that at the Lyceum is-exqusite. I advise all 
young ladies who are about to set up house 
to visit it; imjdoiug so, they need not go in­
to the play. The pit: I am sure I saw Charles 
Lamb there-j-a thinnish man, with a Jew- 
ish-likc. brownish face, no whiskers, and an 
elderly, sednilte looking lady, whom he seem­
ed to have in safe keeping. I took it to be 
his sister. And the gallery; -a gentleman 
near me spoke of the “gods,”-and I, in tny 
simplicity, turned my eyes up, not towards, 
but to, the ceiling, and have, just at this mo­
ment, a faint reminiscence of a crick in the 
neck got through the elevated nature of my 
investigations, lleing advised to look a lit­
tle lower, I then saw the ‘igods;” and re­
markably w|ll-bchavêd “gods” they were, 
too. I picked out a butcher's lad, whom I 
have seen passing up and down our -street 
daily; but h|k familiar and distracting whis­
tle had ceased, and I could see the glitter of

disappointed with the well-known “solilo­
quy;” and yet, had I either the time or the 
means to see Mr. Irving's Hamlet a second 
time, I might change my mind about this 
point. What authority is there for emphas­
ising the Vto” in the sentence. “To be, or 
not to be^’ It. seems to me that, in this 

well-known soliloquy, of which each mail 
has his own ideal interpretation, Mr. Irving's 
manner is much too self-conscious. The 
words ought not to be spoken so loudly. 
He (Mr. Irving) wears to me the aspect of a 
man who wishes his audience to know that 
he is saying a host of good things. I miss 
the absorbed air with which I have accus­
tomed myself to think of Hamlet in this 
wonderful outpouring of the fruit of a life- 
study. In a word, Hamlet should not 
meditate that lie is meditating. Again, the 
transition from the feigned madness to tlie 
sharp, incisive common-sense of the Prince 
is at times too violent. I could wish the 
shading to be a little more gradual. There 
arc times in which the madness ought, as it 
seems to me, to run into the insanity, and 
vice versa. The scene in which the Prince 
probes the guilty soul of the Queen is, from 
first to lust, exquisite ; but in some parts, 
notably at the beginning of the interview, if 
such a tiling could be com passable by the 
actor’s art, of making love for his mother 
shine like a streak of light through his anger, 
it would realize more perfectly, I think, the 
idea which Shakespeare had. To atone for 
what, I fear, is an impertinence in one who 
up till now has only read Hamlet, not seen 
him, let me say that, in one action in the 
“grave” scene, I saw what I conceive to be 
the perfection of the player’s art—i. e., “to 
suggest.” As Mr. Irving returns Yorick’s 
skull to the grave-digger you should sec 
with what infinite tenderness, nay, with 
wliat reverence, he handles the skull of the 
poor player. You are beginning to grow 
sentimental over it, and so is Hamlet, when 
the quick, short toss of the grave-digger 
recalls Hamlet and the audience to the fact 

! that comedy may lie under the very ribs of 
death. In the last scene everything is per­
fect. When I see the rapiers, I think (such 
a wayward creature is man) of the Masters 
Crummies, and how the little one beats the 
big one, and up and at it again is the mot 
d'ordre of the day. I smile as I contrast the 
two, the nimble, lightning-like flash of 
the tempered steel, with the one, two, three 
of transpontine conflicts. May I venture to 
suggest where a point could be made ? Why 
does llamlet, in dying, and as lie raises his 
face to the face ol lloratio, his friend, not 
kiss him / It seems to me the last touch 
which is. wanting to n performance which 
the young among the audience will tell to 
their children as one of the highest efforts of 
human genius which they have ever seen. 
Grim,' grizzly-bearded dying Candlish said 
to one who has been sometimes spoken of in 
the columns of the Seo! mutin, ••iîainy, kiss 
me;” and he (Candlish,) the leader in many 
a heady fight, vanished from earth with the 
tenderness of a woman's heart, and tile 
yearning strung in him for the love touch ».i 
the younger man. It is unlikely that 1 shall 
ever have the opportunity of saying * Th ink 
you” to llenry Irving for his work last night:
I do it now, and my whole heart goes with 
the words. Uf the subordinate characters, 
it is only just to say that, save in one case, 
Mr. Irving is admirably supported by his 
company. I purposely ibrèbore reading the 

remarks of the theatrical critic in the col­
umns of the Scotsman, so that I might come 
to a judgment unbiased by the opinion of 
others. Afterseeiug Miss Puuucefoot as the 
Queen, I feel constrained to say, though with 
the utmost deference, that I differ from the 
critic. To me it seemed that this secondaly 

female part was equal to, if it did not 
surpass, the finished acting of Pol on ins. 1 
differ, however, front Miss Puuucefoot in 
the emphasis laid by her upon the last 
word in the sentence, “What have 1 

done'l" Ought it not to be, “What 
have I done?” It is an attempt, you 
see, to hurl back the impeachment. The 
Laertes is excellent; the first grave-digger I 
should have expected to be somewhat more 
deferential to Hamlet, even though the 
Prince is unknown to hint ; his dress demands 
it; but perhaps in Denmark in those days 
Princes were ' not much esteemed. What 
painstaking must have been in this produc­
tion of Hamlet 1 I observed the dumb show 
of the two peasant girls in the rear of the 
funeral company, as Hamlet rushes off the 
stage. It reminded me of the saying of a 
conscientious sculptor who was in Athens 
bestowing infinite pains upon the hair of a 
tatue which was to stand high up on the 

temple of Athene, I think. “Never man will 
see it,” said a laissez faire observer. ‘“The 
Gods will see it,” replied the man, whose 
name I do not know, otherwise I would, 
meo proprio sumptu, place a tablet to him on 
one of the pillars of our Scottish Cathedral, 
St. Giles. The King—well, nothing became 
him so much as fits dying. When he is de­

claiming with the voice of a. Stentor that 
finest of all passaged in the play, I wished 
him dead a hundred times—dead, that is 
theatrically ; because lie has in him the stuff 
that makes an actor.. And Ophelia—alia, 
my masters, to have seen Miss Terry’s 
Ophelia is to see the most perfect persona­
tion of the character which can be seen in 
this year of grace 1883. She realizes forme 
what I have always conceived to be the true 
Ophelia. „ “Of course,” the rendet will say, 
“she may do that, and not be perfect ; 
because your ’doxy is my ’doxy, it does not, 
therefore, follow that either, or both, is 
orthodoxy.” Certainly not, but this in 
reference to Miss Terry is not to be urged. 
In the words of the Scottish song—

She’s a’ my fancy painted her,
She’s charming, she’s divine!

I do not know where I can address Shake­
speare. Some of my friends would be quite 
prepared to give me his address, but I am 
not sure but that the letter would find its 

way to “the dead office.” If I could get 
parlance with him, 1 would sav, “Do uot, 
for my sake, litter the stage with four dead 
bodies,” as the denouement of the finest 
tragedy that ever mortal man wrote. The 
curtain falls, and now for one long, lingering 
look at the Pandemonium without. “Grind- 
lay Street is a Pandemonium !” Yes, of. 
horses and cabs, but, as 1 have been able to 
see it, of nothing worse. There may be, 
flitting about as wanderers of the night, 
some of whom their mothers said, when they 
first appeared on the stage of life—“This 
same shall comfort me for my sorrow.” But 
I see them not ; to me they speak not ; nay,
I think a figure swiftly vanishing into the 
darkness of a by-lane is ashamed to be seen 
of me, and “I look up expecting an answer,’ 
as I say—Good Lord, shield my loved ones 
from the dark and terrible career of this one. 
who has looked upon the fair and happy

years are going to the wall. And in this 
quandary the Sun would take the onus off 
the shoulders of the < îovern nient. “Con­
sistency thou are a jewel.”

The Union Advocate has entered upon.

The great national memorial of the re­
establishment of the united German 
Empire was unveiled last week on the 
Niederwald, overlooking the Rhine, by 
the Emperor, in presence of a brilliant 
arrap of Princes, military and civil officers 
and thousands of enthusiastic Germans. 
His Majesty, in an address on the occa­
sion, attributed the great work of 1870 
71 to the Almighty, woo selected His 
own time and instruments lor achieving 
His purposes.

Dissensions exist in the French Minis­
try, ond it was expected on 'Tuesday that 
several members would at once resign, 
but according to the latest accounts it is 
probable that the Ministry will wait and 
meet the Cabinet on the 23d inst. Some 
attacks are now being directed against 
M. Grevy, the President of the Republic, 
through his son-in-law, M. Wilson, who is 
alleged to have had a great share in stirr­
ing up the recent demonstration against 
the King of Spain.

Rumors have lately been current that 
all was not going on well with the French 
in Madagascar. There was evidently 
some truth in them, as a well-informed 
Paris paper announced lately that the 
French commander had asked for rein­
forcements. The French garrisons are 
weak numerically, and they are suffering 
from fever; while the Ho vas, profiting by 
these circumstances, are preparing to 
resume the offensive.

On September 22d a serious outbreak 
occurred among the black population of 
Port-au-Priuce. It seems to have been 
directed against the whites, and foreign­
ers were with great difficulty protected 
by marines landed from war vessels.

What is descaibed in a Belgrade tele­
gram as “a general and serious feeling of 
discontent" has been created in Servia 
by the action of the King in disregardiiig 
the national vote, and refusing a place to 
any Radical or Liberal leader in the new 
Ministry.

Izigan, the Custom-1 louse officer who 
killed a child aod wounded a Chinaman 
at Canton, has been sentenced to seven 
years’ penal servitude. This punish­
ment is considered by the natives to be 
inadequate, and it is reported from Hong 
Kong that, in conseqvonce, a renewal of 
the wopular disturbances has occurred.

A correspondent who lias arrived at 
Hong Kong from Canton reports that the 
excitement among the native population 
of the latter city is on the increase, and 
that it is not safe for foreigners to pass 
through the native quarter. Several 
foeign war vessels are prepared to afford 
the necessary protection.

The belief is prevalent in diplomatic 
circles that the Due <V Au male will suc­
ceed M. Grevy in the Presidency of the 
French Republic, and that the establish­
ment of an Orleans dynasty in France will 
speedily. On the other hand, it is under­
stood here that Prince Napoleon (Plon- 
Plon) prophesies a speedy and successful 
revolution, which will end in placing him 
on the throne of France.

It is announced officially that the Czar 
will shortly institutenuaieroas reforms in 
the Russian railway service. It is also sta-

The first shock was 
felt at Smyrna about twenty minutes past : 
seven in the morning. It lasted appar­
ently only about tae fourth part of a 
minute and was followed by three lesser 
shocks in quick succession which seemed 
to he only of about half the duration of 
the first.

The 
caravan bridge was crow.led with a ù.ot 
ley lot of people, and tlie camel grounds 
adjacent were completely thronged with 
Sut.i.an beings. Tim castle on dm sum
mit of the hill was thrown down with a 
tremendous crash, 'liie large Roman 

Catholic Cathedra!, a comparatively m w 
building, was damaged considerably, o*c 
of the towers falling and killing some 
eight or ten people who were running 
wildly from their homes near by.

A wave of inky blackness swept from 
the Ægean Sea through the Gulf of 
Smyrna, bringing disaster to a number of 
the many vessels in the magnificent liar, 
bor. Several ships were carried far up 
on the shore and landed high and dry in 
places from which it will cost hundreds 
of dollars to get them afloat again. Tlie 
city is in a great state of confusion and 
uncertainty, and nobody ventures to 
sleep in houses.' Hundreds of rude ami 
impromptu tents have been put up in 
the suburbs, and large numbers of people 
who cannot be ‘ accommodated even in
these meagre quarters are lying upon 
cots, and even the bare ground, rather 
than return at present to their more dan­
gerous habitation in the town. The tide, 
which is ordinarily but twenty live 
inches, rose to a height of more than 
seven feet, sweeping away much of the 
portable property on the shore, a-: well 
as a number of fishermen’s huts.

In the island of Chios, in the archi­
pelago, a few miles beyond the promon­
tory on wh'eh Smyrna is situated, the 
shocks wore felt with a terrible severity. 
The first one occurred almost simultane­
ously with that ielt in Smyrna. The 
entire four hundred miles of territory 
of Chios seemed to be lor the time but 
one undulating sea of earth waves, 
following each other Vapidly, like the 
swell of an ocean storm. The subterran­
ean rumble was followed so quickly by 
the terrible shuck that the people were 
given neither time to fly nor to throw 
themselves into the arms of loved ones 
and bid them an everlasting adieu. 
Frightful noises succeeded the shock— 
the terrified cries of human beings and 
crushed animals. A thick dust was 
diffused into the air and the sky was 
darkened as on the darkest night.

The loss of life in Kastro, the capital, 
will aggregate fully nine hundred souls. 
Most of - the dead arc Turks. In other 
parts of the island over thirteen 
hundred people are so far reported 
killed, and it is feared that the 
number will greatly exceed the pre­
sent estimates when all the outlying 
territories are heard from. It is, ol' 
course, very difficelt to get reports from 
places at a distance from Kastro owing 
to the difficulties attending travel and 
tee excited state of the populace. Along 
the coast of Western Asia Minor, or 
Antolia, the shocks were felt with great 
force, and the latest reports indicate the 
vft’vct of the eorthquakc were very 
seriously felt as far into the interior as 
Kulali—over ninety miles east of Smyrna. 
There is no doubt that when the results 
of tlie disaster arc fully made known the 
loss of life and the damage to property 
will be very great. All the villages be­
tween Chesmeli and the Vourla are 
totally wrecked, scarcely a house being 
left scanning to mark the sites of the 
many thriving places which on Monday 
were scenes of life and bustling activity, 
for this is one of the busiest seasons %vith. 
the people of the peninsula. It is esti­
mated that about three thousand persons 
ost their lives in this part of the country.

Mr. Jas. Guthrie, son of the late Key. 
Dr. Guthrie, who like his father is a 
strong temperance advocate, addressed a 
meeting in Dundee a few weeks ago.

“He said that it appearc-l that the end 
of temperance meetings was to reduce 
crime, to induce health, and to pro-luce 
weal til. (Applause.) The end of these 
meetings was to teach them that the 
cure of idleness was work, the cure of 
selfishness was sacrifice, the - euro of sin 
was the Gospel, and the. cure of drunken­
ness was total abstinence. Mr. Guthrie 
proceeded to say that whisky was like 
nothing else. People said they might 
take too much of any thing. He supposed 
that was possible. But if th-y took too 
much food they were only full, and if 
they took more than enough they were 
fuller. But if they took too muclyvhisky 
they were “fou” an-l if they took more 
than enough they were foolish. (Laugh­
ter;) The Dundee Advertiser had lately 
said that because one man ruined him­
self with dress that was no reason -why 
another should go without clothes ; and 
that because a man spoiled his digestion 
with eating too much that was no reason 
why another man should not have his 
breakfast. In answer to that he had to 
say that there was no analogy between 
the question of food and clothing and 
strong drink. People must dress, or 
Provost Moncur would have them locked 
up. But they could do without whisky, 
and were far better without it. Whisky 
slackened the tongue, an-l it slackened 
the ankles ; it weakened the understand­
ing above and it weakened the under­
standings below ; it was a perfect foot- 
and-mouth disease.
