"New Zealand is far ahead of the 

other colonies of Australasia, and, in 
fact, of any other country in the world 
with which I am acquainted, in its 
treatment of the unemployed. It has a 
well-considered plan in actual opera- 
tion, by which the unemployed are 
gathered up in cities at government 
labor bureaus and are forwarded to 
one point or another, where they are 
wanted on government railroads or 
other public works. At these points 
they are not kept in camps to be scat­
tered again when the work is through, 
but they are assigned farms, and their 
work is so arranged that they work 
alternately for the government and on 
their own land. The government ad­
vance them funds to clear their land 
and build themselves homes. In all 
parts of the colony the penniless out- 
of-work is by this system being con­
verted into a thrifty land-owner.

“It is not to the unemployed alone 
that the government gives land. It 
has entered upon a deliberate policy 
of breaking up the large estates which 
were formed in the early days.
