ULTIMATUM DELIVERED.

Pekin, May 7.—Eki Hokio, the Japanese
minister to China, went to the Chinese foreign
office between 3 and 4 o’clock this afternoon
and presented the Japanese ultimatum, which in-
sists that China accede to the demands present-
ed by the Tokio Government.

Previous to this action on the part of the
minister the secretary of the legation visited the
foreign office and informed Vice-Minster Tsao
Yu Lin that the ultimatum of the Japanese Gov-
ernment contained certain modifications of the
twenty-four demands presented by Tokio.

New York, May 7.—The Cunard Line officials would only admit this after-
noon that they had received dispatches from I.ondon that the Lusitania had been
torpedoed at 2 o'clock this morning off Kinsale, and had sunk thirty minutes

PASSENGERS WARNED OF INTENTION.

When the Lusitania sailed she had aboard 1,130 passengers. Some nervous-
ness had been caused because of the publication in the morning papers of Sat-
urday of an advertisement warning intending travellers that a state of war ex-

| isted between Germany and Great Britain and her allies; that the zone of war

includes the waters adjacent to the British Isles; that in accordance with notice
given by the German Government vesselg flying the flag of Great Britain are
liable to destruction in those waters, and that travellers sailing in the war zone
on ships of Great Britain or her allies do so at their own risk, This advertise-
ment was signed ‘“Imperial Germany Embassy.”

DID NOT CAUSE CANCELLATIONS,

This warning apparently did not cause many cancellations, for the ship sailed
with a very full passenger list.

Charles P. Sumner, general agent of the Cunard Line, was at the pier, and
in a statement made then said that the voyage of the Lusitania would not be
attended by any risk whatever, as the liner had a speed of twenty-flve and a
half knots. and was provided with unusual water-tight bulkheads.

In commenting on the report of the torpedoing of the Lusitania today marine
men pointed out that in their opinion the Lusitania could not be sunk by a
single torpedo.

Did Infernal Machine
Sink the Lusitania?

Her
gross tonnage was 32,500, and her net
tonnage 9,145. She was owned by the
Cunard Steamship Company, Limited,
of Liverpool. Her captain was W. T.
Turner.

BRITAINEXPECTS
RUSSIAN RECOVERY

No Inclination To Admit Great
Victories Claimed By
Enemies.

SAN LINE CAN BE HELD

Czar's Army’s Flank Cannot
Be Covered From

Przemysl.

[Canadian Press.]

London, May 7.—The battle to decide
the mastery of Hili No. the
desolated country around Ypres has
not »et reached its final stages. nor
have the Russians shown signs of ae-
cepting the German claim that a erush-
ing defeat has been inflicted upon them
in Western Galicia.

That the Russians have been pushed
back many miles, first across the
Dunajec and now across the Wisloka
River, which roughly parallels the
Dunajec 15 miles to the eastward, all
the dispatches from German and Aus-
trian sources insist, but the British
newspapers still refust to concede a
great victory to the Austro-Germans,
although they do admit that a great
tentative success has bheen achieved.

Britain Has Faith,

There is great faith in Britain in the
recuperative powers of the Russian
arms, and the disposition for the mo-
ment seems to be to suspend judgment
on the question of whether the Rus-
sians, if driven from Dukla Pass, will
be forced to abandon their advance
against Hungary, ang indeed their po-
sitions in Western Galicia.

At any rate the argument
made by British observers that the
Russians should have ne trouble in
holding their line on the River San in
East Galicia, especially as their flank
would not be covered by Frzemysl

The fighting in Flanders finds the
Germans still making use of asphyxiat-
ing gases, and there is a noticeable cur-
rent running through the British press,
which insists that the Allies should
adopt counter measures at once.

Nevertheless there seems to
linger a feeling in both capitals that
matters may not go to extremities.
This expectation is no longer entirely
shared in Washington, where the sit-
uation is being closely watched.

Japs Are Sensitive,

“Japan’s victorious expulsion of the
Germans from Chinese soil and from
the Far East gave her opportunities
which it was manifest she would use,
She was not likely to forego this oc-
casion of impressing upon China once
for all that she is a great power. This
is a matter on which Japanese feeling
is particularly sensitive, and in the
past China sometimes has shown a
foolish and arrogant disregard for her
sensibilities.

‘“Whatever may have been Japan's
original demands she has shown a
certain readiness to modify them in
the later course of the negotiations
owing to more mature consideration,
and possibly to the accession of
strength which the recent elections
brought to the Okuma cabinet.

“We believe that Japan would be
hardly less ill-advised than China were
she to permit matters even now to
proceed to extremities. Denial by
Washington that anything has been
initiated towards actual mediation has
a significance in the present state of
American feeling, which can scarcely
be missed in Tokio.

Hint for Japan.

‘““The high reputation for sagacity
and moderation which Japanese states-
men have acquired all over the world
would undoubtedly be impaired were
she short-sighted enough now to take
the course likely to arouse the jealousy
and hostility of the other great pow-
ers after the European war. This war
will not last forever, and in the period
of great commercial activity which
will follow it in the Far East the
goodwill and confidence of the others
will be of importance to her. Nothing
could prejudice them more than the
suspicion that while they were in-
volved in a life and death struggle
in Europe she seized the occasion to
press her private interests, to their
hurt.

zFood Prices Terribly High—

Many Thousands Depend
On Charity.

[Canadian Press.]

Warsaw, Russian-Poland, May
Via London, 11:20 a.m.—A detailed re-
port of the desperate situation prevail-
ing today in the mining district of
Western Poland, now in possession of
the Germans, has been received by the
Rockefeller Commission, which was or-
ganized to assist the suffering people
of this region.

A comparison of food prices before
the war with those which prevailed in
January of this year show the follow-
ing contrasts:

Prices Soar.

Rye flour increased from $40 to $90
per ton, wheat flour from $40 to $102,
buckwheat from $60 to $125, and peas
from $60 to $250. The price of oats has
increased 500 per cent.

Out of a population of 135,000 in the
disirict of Sosnovitz, 12,650 persons are
now dependent upon charity. In Bendin
there are 5,000 charity subjects out of
a population of 5¢,000, and in Dombrov
5,000 out of a population of 60,000.
These figures do not include the un-
employed, who are receiving assist-
ance from their former employers. The
unemployeq so situated number about
45,000, or, counting their families, about
100,000 persons.

Ravages of Disease.

Continuing, this report says that
during the last five months the popu-
lation of this region suffered serious
epidemiecs of typhus, scarlet fever,
dvsentery and cholera. Of cholera, there
have been 35 authenticated cases, and
the death rate among non-combatants
has increased from 10 to 12 per cent.

Two chief causes of the misery in
this region have been the cutting off
of imports, upon which this part of
Poland alwavs has depended, and the
closing of the coal mines, which in
normal times give employment to 50,-
000 men.

CHAPTER XXI,
PUTTING THE YARD IN SHAPE.

[By Prof, Spade.]

Don't waste a foot of that back-
yard. Remove all obstacles akin
to its barren state, such as rubbish-
heapg, barrels and boxes and such,
and burn ‘them, Have all the un-
burnable things carried away, or
bury them in one corner of the
yard, Wood ashes can be put on
the land and turned under.

Clean up  the yard thoroughly.
removing all the sticks and stones
that have collected there. You are
out to make every foot of ground
produce food, and it is just as easy
to cultivate the whole backyard
as a small part of it, and far more
profitable.

Among the

grass of your
vard there

has undoubtedly
a full shary,  we , When the
earth is tovmed thede weeds will
shoot up again, some far ahead of
the planting, and others just as
your seedlings are appearing above
the ground, thus robbing them of
the plant food. These are the larger
and stronger weeds as a rule, and the
vegetables stand little chance along-
side of them.

Go over your backyard with
hoe after you have spaded and
raked it, and before planting. You
will be sure to eradicate scores of

back-
been

a

powerful weeds.
well beneath the gurface, or
them out entirely. Never be
tent with merely killing the tops.
Thoroughness in this will materially
lighten your later weeding.

Weeds are about the most persistent
things in the world, They newver give
up, but frequently the gardener gives
up. As the season grows hotter and
the gardener less enthusiastic, weeds
are prone to get ahead of him, Fighting
them right from the very start puts
them on equal terms with the garden-
er’s lack of emthusiasm around First of
July time.

Go into the cornersg of your yard and
along the fence lines and cut any wild
vegetation that s brave enough to
show itself, And keep doing this all
vear. Besides giving you a lot of ex-
ercise, operating on the weeds assidu-
ously with a hoe will make next year's
work easier.

See ‘that your fences are proof
against the neighbor’s chickens, if you
are to save your crop and your com-
posure.

To read all the don’ts and admonish-
ments that are given would discourage,
it seems, the small gardener. But it
isn’t gs hard as it would seem. There is
hardly a chance of the beginnmer not
getting a crop, and a good one, if the
work is taken real seriously.

You will be sure to do exceptionally
well with one or two things, and these
will encourage you to greater effort.

Beginning of Empire Day.

Dear Miss Grey,—Will you be kind
enough to give me all the information
about Empire Day you possibly can?
Thanking you in advance. JIGGS.

Ans.—The idez of Empire Day was
first originated by Mrs. Clementina
Fessenden, of Hamilton, who advocated
its observance as a means of welding
the imperial tie. Canada was, of course,
the first country to celebrate DBmpire
Day. At the outset of the movement,
petitions were circulated to school
boards and to the general public, asking
their support of this patriotic celebra-
tion. The approval of the Minister of
Education for Ontario was obtained, and
at his instance the Hamilton School
Board decided on January 7, 1898 ‘‘to
set apart one afterncon in the year for
patriotic purposes.”

Gencra] interest in the scheme was
soon aroused, and several historical so-
cieties as well as the national clubs
all voiced the desirability of a yearly
patriotic celebration.

In August, 1898, the Hon. G. W. Ross,

having submitted to the Dominion Edu-
cational Assocjation definite proposals
for carrying out the scheme, the asso-
clation passed a resolution to the effect
that the school day immediately preced-
ing May 24, should be set apart as
Empire Day, and that the educational
departments of the provinces in Canada
be asked to arrange for suitable patri-
otic exercises in the public schools.

The educational department of Nova
Scotia was the first to Issue directions
for the keeping of Empire Day in all
schools of that province, formal action
being taken in Ontario and Quebec in
the same year, 1899. In 1900 celebration
throughout Canada had become fairly
general. By the efforts of the League of
Empire, the idea: was spread through
Great Britain, and the colonies, and
now, Empire Day observance is held in
Cape Colony, Adelaide, Perth, Ceylon.
Barbados, Gibraltar, Nigeria, Torquay,
and practically all parts of the British
Isles.

Paris Denies Statements of
Advances Made By the
German Staff.

PARIS, May 6—-11:15 p.m.—An offi-
cial note issued tonight says:
‘““The German genera] staff persists in

giving false details concerning thelir of.
fensive engagement. During the last
fifteen days the has suffered
complete checks ang severe losses.

‘“The German attack on April 22 by
two army corps using asphyxiating gas
bombg has as its object the plercing of
the Ypres front. The greater portion
of the prisoners captured from us were
overcome by fumes. We suffered no
check. The rapidity of our counter-
attacks prevented the enemy from at-
taining the left bank of the Yser canal
and from establishing a strong posi-
tion on the right bank.

“In these combats we inflicted heavy
losses on the enemy. Our actual front

Three Divisions Decimated.

“On April 23 tha Germans endeavored
to retake Les Eparges with three divi-
wions. Heavy fighting occurred in the
neighborhood of St. Remy and Calonne
and on Les Eparges heights, but the
Germans were repulsed by counter-
attacks. The number of losses was
shown by great heaps of bodies. It
may be said that the three divisions
were completely decimated,

“Important progress has been made
by the Allles in the Bols Le Pretre, the
Bols g’Allly and the Bols de Montmare
On April 26 the Germans attacked and
captured the summit of Hartmans-
Weilerkopf, but their success wag brief.
We retook the summit the following
day, forcing the enemy a distance of
two hundred metres beyond the crest.
We also made progress in the region of
Schnepfen-Riethkopf, where guns of the
enemy were captured.

“To sum up: During the last fifteen
days the enemy has attempted a heavy
offensive which we speedily broke down.
The total of the German losses in the
heights of the Meuse, in the Woevre and
the Vosges has been more than 35,000,
At po part have they broken through
our lines. They have taken no important
positlon from us. They have allowed
half a dozen of their finest regiments
to be decimated.”

SPIE OF ENEMIE

Australians Jump Into Water
and Wade Ashore At
Dardanelles.

CAPTURE TURK TRENCHES

British Press Representative
Tells of Daring Feats of
Australians.

[Canadlian Press.]

LONDON, May 7, — 12:45 am — A
British press representative with the
allied forces in the Dardanelles sends
a long and interesting account of the
landing of the Australians and New
Zealanders on the Gallipoli Peninsula
north of Gaba Tepe at daylight on the
25th of April.

‘“The night before,” the account says,
“the entire fleet of warships and
transports left thelr rendezvous, the
crews of the warships cheering the
soldiers on to victory, while bands
played them out with an endless vari-
ety of popular airs.

" “Barly in the morning the men were
aroused from their slumbers and
served with a hot meal: They were all
cool and collected. " At 2:05 o’clock
in the morning the order was given fo
disembark. The boats, which were

| manned by bluejackets and commanded

by young midshipmen, slowly were

“The first authentic news we received
on board the battleship London, of the
landing, came with the return of our
boats. ‘The steam pinnace came along-
side with two recumbent forms on her
deck, and a small figure, pale but cheer-
ful, and waving his hand, astern. They
were one of our midshipmen, just 16
years of age, who was shot through
the stomach, but regarded his injury
more as a fitting consummation to, a
glorious holiday ashore than a wound,
and the chief stoker and a petty officer.

““All three were wounded by that first
burst of musketry, which caused many
casualties in the boats just as they
reached the beach. From them we
learned that all the tows had almost
reached the beach, when a party ot
Turks, entrenched almost on the shore,
opened a terrible fusillade from their
rifles, and also from a maxim.

Many of Men Hit.

‘“Fortunately most of the bullets went
high, but nevertheless, many men were
hit as they sat huddled together, 40 or
80 in g boat.

“It was a trying moment, but the
Australian volunteers rose as a man to
the occasion. They walited neither for
orders nor for boats to reach the beach,
but springing out into the sea, they
waded ashore, and forming some sort
of a rough line, rushed straight on to-
ward the flashes of the enemy rifles.

“Their magazines had not even been
charged, but they just went in with
cold steel. And I believe I am right

in saying that the first Otfoman Turk |

since the last crusade, received an An-
glo-Saxon bayonet in him at ive
minutes after 5 o’clock on the morning
of April 25.

“It was over in a minute. The Turks
in this first trench were bayoneted or
ran away and their Maxim munition
was captured.

‘“Then the Australians found them-
selves faclng an almost perpendicular
cliff of loose sandstone with thick
shubbery, and somewhere half way up
the enemy had a second trench, strong-
Iy held, from which they poured a ter-
rific fire on the troops below, and the
boats pulling back to the destroyers for
a second landing party.

“Here was a tough proposition to
tackie in the darkness; but the colo-
rials went about it in a practical way.
They stopped a few moments to pull
themselves together and to get rid of
their packs, and then charged with
their magazines.

No Attention To Fire.

““Then thig race of athletes proceeded
to scale cliffs without responding to the
enemy’s fire. They lost some men, but
it did not worry them. Ang in Jess than
a quarter of an hour the Turks were
out of their second position, either
bayoneted or in full retreat,

‘“Tne boats landed rather farther north
of Gaba Tepe than was intended, but
this proved a blessing in disguise, for
there was no glacis down which the
Turkish infantry could fire and the
broken ground affordeg good covering.

“In the early part of the day very
heavy casualties were suffered in the
boats which coveyed the troops from the
destroyers, tugs and transports to the
beach. Ag soon as It became ilght the
enemy’s sharpshooters concentrated
their fire on the boats when they go
near in. The landing continued through-
out the day under this fire, which could
not be checked.

“The Australians flnally establised
themselves on a ridge and advanced
northward and throughout the day con-
fused fighting tock place, the ships as-
sisting the troops with the fire from
their guns. The Turks only had a eom-
paratively weak force actually hold-
ing the beach. They seemed to have
relled on the difficult nature of the
ground and their scattered sniping to
delay the advance, until they had

{ brought up reinforcements from the in-

terior.
Australlans Almost Outflanked.

“‘Some of the Australians who pushed
inland counter-attacked and were al-
mosi outflanked by these oncoming re-
Serves, and had to fall back after suf-
fering very heavy casualties.

“It was then the turn of the Turks
o counter-attack, and this they con-
tinued to do throughout the afternoon,
but the Australians never yielded a
foot of ground on the main ridge and

“As soon as the light became good
the Turks enfiladed the beach with
field guns. This shrapnel fire was in-
cessant and deadly. The Turkish
guns, however, finally were put out of
action by the ships.

“The Turks brought up raeinforce-
ments, and the pressure on the colon-
ials became greater, but they held on
in the face of the difficulties, which
included ithe landing of water, am-
munition and supplies on the narrow
beach and -carrying them up the bluffs,
several hundred feet high, to the firing
line, while the troops were exposed to
an incessant shrapnel fire.

“Another problem was taking the
wounded back to the ships, but the
wounded men showed the Sreatest for-
titude, cheering the ships as they
passed in their boats.”

So Far Wounded Have Been
Mainly Announced In
the Lists.

| RECORD SOON COMPLETE

Great Care Being Taken In
Compiling Names of Killed
and Missing.

[Canadian Press.]

OTTAWA, May 7.--That the heavi-
est and saddest part of Canada’'s toll
in the sgreat battles around Ypres is
vet to be told in the casualty lists be-
ing issued from the militia department,
is officially stated.

Since the names of the Canadians
who suffered in the engagements have
been coming forward from the record
office in wsondon, the main casualties
announced, aside, of course, from those
of the officers, have been wounded, al-
though a few names of the men killed
in action and missing have been is-
sued.

It is expected here that 'the record
ofuce will complete the lists of wound-
ed shortly, and that the killed in
action and missing will begin to come
through in greater numbers. Great care
is being taken in compiling the lists of
killed in action and missing, and no
names will be sent out until absolute
certainty exists of the accuracy of the
information reczived from France. In
fighting such as is going on in France
it is sometimes difficult to speedily
Secure the names of the killed owing
to 'the trenches of the belligerents be-
ing so close together, and the danger
of attempting sorties to bring in the
bodies.

“Everywhere, from the forests of
British Columbia to the mines of Cape |
Breton, where laboring men are gath- |

“The greatest peril will come when
the concentration of these uneducated
strangers threatens our political life.
