r 30PEEDetroit, July 10.— “They thought 
a cyclone had struck!”

That was the way Lieutenant 
William Boettcher, of the Michigan 
State Police, described the astonish­
ment and confusion shown by Ford 
City people when, at the head of 30 
police, he swooped down upon that 
community Sunday with the follow­
ing result:

Eighteen "blind pigs” raided.
Sixteen persons arrested.
Twelve stills seized.
One large truck-load of liquor and 

equipment for making liquor con­
fiscated.

Seven rifles and two revolvers 
gathered in.

This raid was the first real blow 
struck by the state police in pur­
suance of orders issued by Governor 
Alex. J. Groesbeck in person, in De- 
troit, Saturday, when he told Col. 
Roy C. Vandercook, commanding the 
state police, that the prohibition law 
"must and shall” he inforced in 
Wayne county.

And that the state police, acting

Buffalo, NT., July 10.—Buffalo, which 
has been dependent upon jitney buses 
for transportation during the last nine 
days, today witnessed an attempt by the 
International Railway Company to re­
store a limited service on its Main street 
line.

A 6 o’clock this morning the first of 
four cars, armored in thick wire mesh, 
left the Coldspring barns of the com­
pany.

The company 
planned to add four more cars later in| 
the day in the event that, there was no 
interference with the first four.

The first cars run were manned by 
supervisors, who were not called out on 
strike with the motormen and conduc­
tors. With them were strike-breakers 
who were learning the runs. It has been 
reported, and not denied, that 250 
motormen and conductors from the 
Mitten lines in Philadelphia have come 
to Buffalo as volunteers to run the cars. 
The local company is controlled by the 
Mitten interests.

One of the cars was derailed a block 
from the car barns. A large crowd of 
strikers and sympathizers surrounded 
the car and jeered the workmen while 
‘they were getting it hack on the rails, 
and some stones were thrown.

Chalmsford for a faculty directing 
the removal of the emblems.

The vicar, Rev. Conrad Noel, ex­
pressed extreme socialistic sympa­
thies, and despite the protestations 
of a large number of parishioners, 
he persisted in displaying the flags 
near the chancel. The parishioners, 
who felt themselves aggrieved, had 
indeed at different times taken severe 
measures for the removal of the 
flags, raids having been made upon 
the church for this purpose.
