The mystery of it is irriating. No
watter how weak or apparently ‘um-
conscious the patient may be, in nine
cases out of ten he is trylng to Dear
what Is being said.

A loud whisper, “Do you think he is
going to live? or even, “Hush; you
mustn't come in here!™ is alarming,
and lessens the chance of recovery.
Whatever must be said should be in
an ordinary .tone of voice. There
should be no mystery about the sick
Yoom,

Gas logs, or gas stoyes, are now, for
two reasons, used much in the sick
room. ‘TFheir use invbives less noise,
and they are always ready to light,
Care must be taken, however, that
there is mo leak in the connections,
for bhardly anything is more insid-
jous in its effect on & sick persom than
escaping gas. A vessel of water with
a large surface should always bo
placed near the stove or the hearth
where the log is burning, to moisten
the atmosphere of the apartment. A
boiling kettle on a gas stove, whed
the stove is used, is even better.

In sudden illness those who attend
the sick are too much inclined to fy
to stimulants, especially brandy. It
i8 a principle of first aid to the.injur-
ed that when there is bleeding, even
when fainting has emstued, alcohot
ehould mever be given, for it causes
increased heart action, with a conse-
quent increased loss of blood. This
is particularly important to remem-
ber in cases of bleeding from the
langs.

When a person faints he should be
iaid flat on his back, gnd all articles
of clothing that appear tight should
be loosened. Fresh air should be ad-
mitted to the room, smelling salts or
bartshorn should be applied to the
nowirils, and the face and head bathed
with cold water. If neither salts nor
bartshorn con be found, a smoulder-
ing rag will often revive the patient.
When the person has regained com-
sclousness, of the fainting was pot ac-
companied by bleeding or the result
of bleeding, then a small quantity of
brandy or other alcoholic stimulany
may be safely administered.

Many doctors still encourage the
ase of the old fashioned mustard plas-
ters or the flaxseed and bread and
milk poultices of our grandmothers'
time. When a mustard plaster or a
hot poultice is removed, it is import-
ant to dry the parts quickly and cover
wth flannel or cotton wool. This is t@
prevent cold from exposure.

The sick room should be a large and
cheery apartment. The windows must
be arranged so that the room can be
darkened when necessary., Often the
glare of too much light in a large
room is as depressing to a patient as
the stiffness of a small one. Once a
day the patient should be well wrap-
ped up, and the room aired, no matter
what the weather may be. Rugs. are
better than carpets, and a good mat-
ting better than either. Bent wood or
wicker furniture is preferable to thar
which is upholstered.

Every day, !f possible, there should
be a change in the general effect pro-
duced by rearranging chairs or by
changing the place of pictures or by
hanging new ones. But the value of
the changes
are made when the patient is uncca-

anits it, shift the bed occasionally
from one side of the room to another
or change the head for the foot. All
these things break tme monotony of
the sick room and assist as much as
medicine in bringing back the normal
condition of health and spirits.
