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ST. MIGHAEL’S COLLEGE AND ST, BASIL'S CHURCII.

Sr. Micuaer's Contker was established in 1852 by the
Basilian Fathers from Annonay, Franee, at the request, and
under the patronage of the Most Rev. Dr. De Charbonnel, then
bishop of Toronto.  For fomr years the College oceupied the
wing of St. Michael’s Palace on Chureh street.  In 1856 o more
suitable edifice was erected on lund, part of which war the gift
of the late Hon. John Ehnsley.  Since that time the building
has been more than doubled, and the chapel enlarged and im-
proved. The site is one of the most beautiful and healthy in the
City of Toronto.

The object of the Institution is to impart a thorough Catholic
training, moral and intcllectual, so as to fit young men for any
position in life which they may wish to occupy. The studies
advancing steadily with the educational progress of the country,
it was deemed advantageous for those studying for the liberal

professions to have the College affilinted with the Provincial
University. In 1881 this aftiliniion was efiected upon a basis
similar to that of several of the Catholic Colleges of LBungland
and Ireland with the London University. A later Act was
passed in 1887 by the Loceal Legislature, according to which the
same relations were maintained with the University, and pro-
vision for the teaching of certain departments in the curriculum
was made by the Government.

_ Of those who came out from France the only surviving member
is the venerable pastor of St. Thomas, Father Flannery, now
associnte editor of our esteemned contemporory the Catholic Hecord

of London. The head of the little band was the late Father
Soulevin, who remained as superior of St. Michael's College
until 1865 when he was elected superior-general of the Basilian
Community.

Phis necessitated his return to Annonay, where, in the mother
house of this small, yet devoted soeiety of educationalists,
Father Soulevin rendered his soul to God in Qctober, 1879. He
was & pan of grent sunctity and virtue.  The old students who
were under his charge still remember and speak in most aflec-
tionate terms of his kind, firm, fatherly manner towards them
as superior and professor.  He was vemarkable for the varied

knowledge which he possessed and which he communicated to
others with art and method.

Father Sonlevin was suceeeded as superior of the College by
the Very Rev. Charles Vincent, who for twenty-one years was
thie head and heart of St. Michad's College.
Valon, France, June 30, 1828.

He was born at
He entered college at an early
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age and made his classical course at Aubinas, which was in
charge of the Basilians. At Annonay, after completing his
mental philosophy, he decided tojoin the Community of St. Basil,
and thus devote himself to the education of youth, a life which
he was eminently fitted for, both by his kind hearted and sympa-
thetie nature, his acute observance, practical judgment and his
clear and decided insight into character.  After teaching for two
vears his order was invited by Bishop De Charbonnel of Toronto
to start a college seminary in his diocese.  TFather Vincent, who
was then in minor orders, voluntecred with three others to ac-
company the venerable Father Soulerin as superior to Canada,
and was ordained priest by Bishop De Charbonnel on May 22nd
1858. Under him the growth ot the college was marked
by the extension of the buildings and the afliliation with
the University of Toronto which took place later on. On
May 22nd, 1878, his silver jubilee was celebrated, when Arch-
bishop Lynch made him Vicar-General, which honour was also
conferred on him by thepresent Archbishop of Toronto.
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In August lnst on account of declining health he resigned the
Provineinlship of the community, he was succceded by the Very
Rev. L. Marijon, who for the six years previous had been master
of novices at Plymouth in England,

Father Vincent's connection with St. Michael's College was
remarkable for the high degree of suceess to which, during it,
the College attained, and wmongst his collengues, the alumni
and the students he was held in veneration, The congregation
of St. Basil’'s long recognized him as their Soggarth Aroon,
and with all elasses and creeds he was extremely popular.  After
a long priesthood, fruitful in works of u lusting character, he
died on Saturdny Nov. 1st of last year,

Ag Superior of St. Michuel’s College, ho was in 1886 succeeded
by the Rev. Father Cushing, who is at present Superior of As-
sumption College, Sandwich. In tho summer of 1889 the
present Superior, Rev. Father Teefy, took charge, with the Rev.
Father McBrady as Vice-President.

The church attached to St. Michael’s College serves for u
publie church and a Colloge chapel, und isdedicated to St. Basil.
In 1877 the present fine sanctuary was built as an addition, and
the interior was beautified, . handsome altar erected, and a
trefoil window placed behind the altar. In 1886 the churceh
wus exlended the other divection, the tower and steeple com-
pleted, a now and large gallery built, a fine organ placed in the

" loft and the busement correspondingly enlarged with rooms for
various parish purposes. St. Basil’s Church is most admirably
fitted up with a full and rich supply of religious vestments.
The ceremonies are admirably earried out and cannot fail to
make un excellent impression upon the mind of the young men
who pass through the College.

BISHOP SPALDING ON WOM.AN'S DEBT TO THE CHURCH.

It 1s not difticult to account for this world -w:de imhumauity of man
to womun. Throughout all pre-Christian Instory the law of superior
strength was the rule of conduct. The strongest governed, and gov-
¢rned in virtue of their strength. and no$ m virtue of any moral
sunction or divine authority—

«The good old plan
That he should take who has the power,
And he should keep who can.”

That 1s at all times true of savage and barbarous hordes; and it is,
in a genern! way, true of the Pagan states of Greeco and Rome. The
notion that man has duties to his lellow-men, even though he be
wholly 1n Ins power, did not enter into the view of human life, Cap-
tives, therefore, mught be put to death, or reduced to a stato of slavery
worse than death. The slave was a chattel; the master was free to
treat him as he treated his ass or hisdog, Among Pagans, the later
stoics were the first to teach that masters are bound by tice of moral
obhgation to thewr slaves, and how far these views may have been-the
result of Christiun nfluences 1t is not easy to determine. When
strength 15 made the measure of right, woman is inevitubly driven to
the wall.

The savage went wife hunting as he went wolf ar bear hunting, and
brought the captive home to be hig slave. The barbarian, too, cap-
tured Ins woman 1 war, or bought her. The civilized Paugan was a
polygamst, or at least looked upon himself as wholly free from all
obligatiene of marital fidehity. If tlus be, m general utlines, the
Instory of women except in Christendom, it is pertinent to ask whether
the Christian religion bears any casual relation to her actual position
in the civihzed world. When Christ came, woman, like the slave,
was everywhere without honour, without freedom, without hope.
Men, bearing the curse of their own depravivy, sank into the depths of
moral infamy, to winch they had reduced the poor and the weak.
Surrounded by human herds to whom vice in its wmost degrading
form had become a second nature, they breathed an atmosphere of
corruption m which the moral sense perished.  Life grew 1o be a kind
of remmttent fever, alternating between lust and blood.  Here and
there u stray voics protested, but only in tones of despair. The
masses of mankind—the slave and the woman -had been reduced to
u state so pitiable that possibly nothing short of the coming of God
Humself 1n sorrow and v weakness could have inspired the courage
even to dream of better things. Before any moral progress could be
lioped for, new ideas had to bo grafted in the human mind, ideas ns
to what man 1s Inmself, s to what 13 due him in virtue of his very
nature; new doctrines concerning the duties of all men to all men,
and especially of the sirong to the weak, of the rich to the poor, of
man to woman,

Chnist sees the soul.  The goul determines the value of human life,
and the soul of the child, of the slave, of woman, i3 as sacred as the
soul of Cesar. * There is neither Jew nor Greek; there is neither
bond nor free ; there is neither male nor female. For you are all one
in Christ Jesus.”  That which is supreme in Christ is love. He

_pours the boundless love of God into the channels in which human

lifo flows. In Ilis presonco upglows the purest, the strongest, the
most unquenchable love that exists or has existed on carth; and e
turns this stream of divine charity mto the desert of human wretched-
ness and woo, to refresh and gladden tho hearts of the poor and for-
lorn, of the sluve and the beggar, and of woman, the great outeast of
humanity, e sends those who love Him to feed the hungry, to give
drink to thirsty, to clothe the nuked, to runzom the cuptive, to visit
the sick.  Whenever a hnman baing sutfers wrong or want, there is
Christ to be loved and to be served.  'The supremacy of force is sup-
planted by the supremncy of truth and justice, of love and meroy.
Slaves and beggars will now appeal from EKmperors and Senates to
God, in the namo of the soul redeemed by Christ.  Heneceforth, to be
a man is to be Godlike. ‘I'o be an Emperor is to be human,

In the light of truth. woman becomes the equal of man,  Ience,
polygamy is abohshed, aud marriage is of one with one, and for life
Wedded life becomes sacramental love, and the tenderness with which
Christ loves the Church the symbol of the love of husband for wife.
e that lovoth his wife,” says St. Paul, * loveth himself. For no
man ever bated bis own flesh, but nourisheth and cherisheth it, as
also Christ Jdoth His Church. Thus the family becomes a lesver
chtreh, the home a sanctuary, und woman is God’s providence, sitting
by each man's hearth fire.  LEve withdraws, and the Virgin Mary is
made the ideal woman. No Amazon here, no Spartan mother, no
stern mother of the Gracehi, no goddess of sensual love, no fair sluve
of man's unimal appetites ; but woman, pure, gentle, tender, loving,
patient strong; the world's benefuctress, because through her divine
manhood hves on earth, nnd peace, love, merey und righteonsness
prevail,  Woman way love Jesus Christ, and with no man for her
husband, become n ministering angel of light and love to the wide
world, Purity, meekness. patience, faith and love—which are the
virtues our Blessed Lord most emphasizes—are, above all, womanly
virtues. He does not exalt intellect, courage and strength, but gentle-
ness and lovingness and helpfulness.

The causes that have led to the improvement of woman's condition
among the Christian nations aro. in general, the same that havo de-
valoped our civilization.  Whatever influences have been active in the
abolition of slavery, in securing popular rights, fres government, pro-
tection of children and the poor, in bringing knowledgo within the
reach of all, and thereby spreading abroad juster and inore humane
principles of conduct, have also wrought for the welfare of woman,
and it i8 not necessary to point out how intimately all this progress ia
asgociated with the socinl action of the Christian religion. ‘The spirit
of chivalryis the outgrowth of the Christian ideal of womanhood.
To maintain that Christianity crnshed out the feminine elementsund,
more than all other influences combined, plunged the world into the
« dark ages,” is to indulge in a kind of declamation that, for the past
half contury at least, has been impossible to enlightened minds. o
say the doctrine of original sin throws the guilt exclusively or chiefly
on woman, is werely to aflirm one’s ignorance of Christian teaching.
St. Ambrose, one of the four great doctors of the Western Chureh,
declares that woman’s fault in the original fall was less than that of
man, as her bearing was, beyond question, more generous.  And then
the Catholic Church at least teaches that Mary fias more than made
good any wrong that Eve may have done.

The best interests of mankind, of the Church and the State, will
be served by widening and strengthening woman's influence. The
ancient civilization perished bceause woman was degraded, and ours
will be perpetuated by a pure, belioving, self-reverent and enlightened
womanhood. Woman here in America is more religious, more moral
and more intelligent than man; more iitelligent in the senge of
greater openness of ideas, greater flexibilily of mind anda wider ac-
quaintance with literature ; and whatever is really good for her must
be good for our religion and civilization. She *stays all the fair
young planet in her hands.” — Buston Nepublic

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A BENEFACTRESS OF HER RACE.

Witnour desiring to lesson m the slightest manner the indubitable
influence which written or chouted verse exerts upon those who delight
m reading or hsteming to 1ts measures, and with no wish to narrow in
the smallest degreo its admitted potoncy as n formative agency, it
muy, perhuaps, be questioned whethor Fletcher of Saltoun would not
have given oxpression to u beiter muxim if, instead of his often-
quoted sentiment, ho had declared that ho would little care who made
the laws of a land provided it was permitted to him to write its pop-
ular stories.
in which some grand poem or stirting song moved multitudes to noble
action, and awakened impulses that no prosaic tale, however deftly told,
could arouse. But such instances are comparatively very rare ones;
and the statement cannot well be gainsmd that the story-tellors of tho
world have won more triumphs, as moulders of popular thought and
action, than the singers thereof huve achieved, be the explavation of
that result what it may.

And m looking over the hist of American Catholic novelists whose
books have enjoyed popular circulation, 1t 18 doubtful if a single one
can be found whose works exerted m their day—und still continue to
exert 1n a certain measuro, not at all small—a wider, deeper, or more
beneficiel influence than those of Mrs. James Sadlier. Other nuthors
muy have written more artistic tales than hers (though thereis not
one of lier bouks in which the reader caunot discern superabundant
evidence that, had her stories been penned under other circumstances
than those that attended the production of most of them, it would
have been an eusy tagk for their author to give them the literary grace
and fimsh whose absency nigid eriticism may deplore); but few
fictionists have written more eflective storier. The very simplicity of
her stylo, the naturalness, s0 to speak, of her characters, the unaffected
toue of thewr conversation, and the plain, unvarmshed way m which
she inculeates roligious truths and homely virtues, are, it may be, the
very things which rendered Mrs. Sadlier’s books so popular, and gave
to her pen an influenco which very few Catholic writers of her day
wiel“ad.  In fact, it may be said that, taking into consideration tho
times n which she wrote, the class of readers whowm she principally
soughl to reach, and the purposes she had in view, Mrs. Sadlier's
storzes, without claiming perfection for them, were admirably adapted
to the audiences she addressed and the aims she always endeavoured
to accomphsh.  And among the potent agencies to exert a salutary in-
fluence on her Catholic conntrymen and women in those earlier days,
when their religion was subject to constant assault and misrepresenta-
tion, and when temptations of various sorts beset them on all sides,
must be reckoned those of her writings in which the Catholic Church
and faith are defended with such womanly warmth, tho rewards of
fidelity to Catholic teachings so pleasantly described, and the con-
sequences of disloyalty thereto so graphically por.raved.

Nor 1s the reign of her influence ended yet, by uny means. [Her
books aro still in demund, and the devout Cutholic of to-day cannot
read the simplest of her stories without experiencing a warmer
religtous fervor and a larger love for his Church, the careless one can-
not peruse her pages without feehug a sense of shame for Ins tepidity;
and who can tell how many wayward soals, that might otherwise
have become custaways, huve been stayed in and vecalled from their
wandermgs by reading the romorseful tale of that repentant renegade
whoso confessions closed wi h these terrible reflections. « [ am old,
fricndless, childless and alone ; burdened with harrowing recollections,
and ready to sink into the grave, unhonoured and unknown. I was
poor and unlearned in those days which i now look back en with
regret, but I had many hearts to love me. * Now," said I bitterly to
myself, * I dare not breathe my namo 1o any hereabouts, for the
memory of my crime 1s traditional nmongst the people.  And, did
they recognize me, all the wealth I have would not bribe them to look
with kindness on him who was once—an apostate.”

Mrs. Sadlier, whose maiden name was Mary Anne Madden, is a
native of Cootehill, in the county Cavan, Ireland; and was born on
the closing day of the year 1820. Her father was Francis Madden, a
man of refinement and literary tastes, and a highly respected morchant.
Her mother, who died when her tulented daughter was still a child,
shared her husband’s love for paetry and the legendary lore of their
native Jand.  Business cmbarrassments and financial {roubles
hastened Mr. Madden's death, and in 1844 bis bereaved daughter
came o this conntry, bringing with her, among her other treasures
and relics, 2 goodly number of old and valuable books, including some
rare editions of the English poets which had formerly belonged to
her father. In November, 1846, Mies Madden becameo the wifo of Mr.
James Sadlicr, one of the original partners of the well known publish-
ing house of D. & J. Sadlier & Company, and went to Montreal to
reside, her husband being then the representative of his firm in that
city. For the ensuing fourteen years M. and Mrs. Sadlier remained
in Canada, and it was during that perivd that several of her most suc.
cessful stories were writton ; while, in addition to her other lterary
work, she contributed copiously to the columns of the New York Lablet
and other publications. In 1860 his business interests compelled Mr.
Sadher to return to New York, to which city he accordingly removed
his family ; and he continued to reside thero until the date of his un-
timely death, nine years subsequently.

True 1t undoubtedly is that there have been instances-

During her husband's life Mrs. Sadlior frequently received most
valuable ngsistance and inspiring encouragement from hig wiso counsel,
keen business instinets, and truly Catholic spirit. In his capacily as
publisher, Mr. Sudlier enjoyed especinl fucilities for ascertaining the
tustes of tho Catholic reading public of his duy; and he was, conse-
quently enubled to offer his good wife many timely suggestions in
regard to the character and scope of her novels. He would nover per-
mit her to beeome a contributor to uny paper—and many were the
publieations which then sought her stories- -of which his conscience
in any way disapproved. And in matters of this kind he was not
only 1 storn censor of his contemporaries, but also n model Catholic
publisher “imself, carrying his principles to that oxtont that, when
lie was the .. siness manuger of the Tublet, then the property of his
firm, he tmmo nud sgain peremptorily refused advertisemonts, no
mattor how advantageous the terms on which they were offered, to
which the shghtest objections could be made by the most captious
eritic ; preferrmyg to sacrifice the popularity and prosperity of the
paper rather thun endanger its Catholic reputation. .

In return for all the md which Mr. Sadtier rendered his devoted
wife in her hterary labour, he received much useful assistauco from
her ever-ready pen und versatilo talents.  Not alone did sho gladly
belp him to keep tho Tublet true to the lines on which he thought a
Catholic journal should be conducted, but she furnished its columns
with much of the original matter thoy weekly offered to its readers ;
was now its editor, then its sub-editor ; and, securing for it contnbl}-
tions from many of the prominent Catholic writers of the day, won it
the distinction of being one of the leading and most intelligent
exponents of Catholic thought and sentiment. [t may be mentioned
lere that amony the highly distinguished men who edited the Tablet
whilo that publication remuined the property of the Sadliers, were Dr.
Brownson, Dr. Ives, Dr. Anderson, and the lamented Juhn A\_lchrghy.
It would be no ensy task, oven now, to select four more illustrious
numes from the whole catalogue of American Catholic journalists.

The first book to appear with Mrs. Sadlier as its author was a
collection of short stories entitled ¢* Tales of the Olden Time,” which
issued from the press of John Lovell & Co., Montreal, and met with
very flattering reception from the critics.  After this first venture,
which proved a financial success, came : * The Red Hand of Ulster,”
“\illy Burke; a Tule for Boys,” and ** Alice Riorlan,” a compation
story for girls.  The Iute Dr. Brownson was always o great admirer
of * Willy Burke ™"; and readers of Brownson's own writings do not
need to be told that it was no easy accomplishment for a woman to
win his praises as a story-teller.

Allusion has already been made to the fact that in all,.or.noarly pll,
of her works, Mrs. Sadlier had an especial aim and a distinet object
m view, m addition to the general desire of furnishing the Catholic
masses with reading that should be an antidote to the pernicious
literaturo which was then current, and which was often thrust upon
Catholics by persons destrous of accomplishing their religious per-
version and ruin,  For instance, ** The Blakes and Flunagans ™ was
written to warn Catholic parents of the perls to which the faith of
their chuldren was exposed in the public schools, wherein sectartanisim
wag then so rife and belligeront. ¢ Bessy Conway ™ was _principally
penned for those lush-American girls who were employed in service
where thetr rehgion and, sometunes, their virtue were constantly and
msiduvusly assaled.  Again, it was chiefly for the purpose of ridiculing
that silly and vulgar mmitation of Yankee ways and speech which
certain Irsh immugrants affected, and to deride such individuals for
being ashumed of their kith and kin, that Old and New " was pub-
hshed. Others of her books aimed at making Irish Catholics, no
miutter to what other country they owed their allegiance and fealty,
proud of their native Innd and their mother Church; and at keoping
ahve and active their affection for the old folks at hotne, and the good
old Cathohe customs and practices of their forefuthers, .

A few years ago Mrs. Sadlier, who had continued to reside in New
York after her husband's death, returited to Montreal, in order that
she might be near some of her children who are marricd mul_ domi-
ciled in that city. Her family at one time cousisted of three girlsand
the samo number of boys.  Of the latter the oldest. a youth of
promise, died suddenly on attaiming his wsjority, his death proving o
sovere blow to his mother. The sccond son, who was named after
tho great apostle of the Indies, in the hope that he might one day be
enrolled winong the disciples of St. Ignatius, became a Jesuit, spending
twelve years in the Order, and dying thiree months after hie ordination
to the priesthood. ‘I'he oldest daughter is married to a son of Sheriff
Leblauc of Montreal, and resides in that city ; auother girl wedded a
nephew of the late Right Rev. James Chadwick, Bishop of the English
diocese of Hesham and Neweastle ; the third, unmarried, devoted her,
self to hterature, and hins given the Catholic reading world abundant
ovidence that she inherits in & remarkablo mannor the literary talents
and tastes of her gifted mother.

In the many famly bereavoments which havo fallen to Mrs. Sadlier’s
lot, that faith winch illuminates and beautifies so many pages of her
books has sustaned ard comforted her; and the edifying pioty with
which she hus invested so many of her most charming characters is
but o reflex of her own religious devoutness.

Her correspondence during the period of her literary activity was
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as extensive as it was unique and curious. Letters came to her from
all parts of the world—from every quarter and corner of this country
and Canadn; from various countries in South America; from all
over Ireland, and from all parts of Great Britain; from Continental
Burope and far-away Australugia ; and, 1 fine, from evory locality
whore ** the sea-divided Guel ** had found a habitation—and whoro is
the region which that ubiquitous race has not penotrated ?—some
glowing with warm praises for her books ; others criticising this or
that passage, character, or bit of loeal description in them ; those
full of the tenderest pathos, and telling of denr but sad recullections
awakened by reading her pages; those racy with humorous recital,
and thanking the novelist for haviug so faithfully portrayed soma
cruel, ruck-renting landlord or heartless agent; und each and all
bouring indubitable testimony to the incalculable amount of good hor
gifted pen was accomplishing among the scattered children of her
native land, by confirming thiem and their descendunts in the faith
and virtuous ways of their futhers.

And it is whon her writings are viewed in this light that Mrs.
Sadlier stands pre-eminently 1orth, and is justly regarded as one of
the greatest benefactresses of her people in this and other English.
speaking lands. Especially wus she such a benefactress to her coun-
teymen and counwrywomten in those lunds whereinto their entrance
was surreunded by circumstances similar to those that attended their
coming hither. ‘T'wenty-five or thirty years ago Catholics occupied
a fer difforent position in the United States and in many parts of
Cunada from what they now enjoy. It is unnecessary to mention
here the many changes for the better that have since taken place.
At the time when Mrs, Sadlier was writing her novels, Cntholic books,
and more especially Catholic stories, were comparatively scarce, while
anti Catholio tracts and tales were many and multiform. The Catho-
lic press, it is true, wus even then doing valiant duty in defence of
religion and truth ; but there was an immensely large elemene, and
no small section of it Catholic, which the Catholic newspaper fuiled
to reach. It is the same to-day. For that Catholic eloment Mrs.
Sadlier’s book were chiefly written; to that audience she addressed
herself ; and uddressed herself so wall that it listened and laughed
and learned, as she told it of its duties, amused it with her wit and
humour, and warned it of the dungers that surrounded it. Her work
was all the more valuable because there were few persons then
capable of perfcrming it in the acceptable manner she did. And that
she was regarded as a real benefactress of her ruce was abundantly
proven by the many flattering recognitions of her labours on the
part of prelates and priests, of persons eminent for their learning and
pisty; and it was demonstrated, perhaps in the most eloquent manner,
by the many letters which caine to her from humbler classes of her
readers, who wrote to thank her for a moral victory won or a better
spirit awakened by the perusal of her books.— IVilliam D. Kelly, in

SIR CHARLES GAVAN DUFFY ON MR. PARNELL.

THe Pall Mall Gurzette of Thursday evening, March 26th, contains
an account of an interview which a representative of thut journal had
au Nice with Sir Charles Gavan Duffy, who s spending the winter at
the Villa Marguerite. Sir Charles, who deseribed lumself as a harler
on the ditch, attributed the enthusiasin showa about Mr. Parnell to
the exaggerated impression produced with regard to him by Irish
speakers and writers for the pust dozen years. Sir Charles Gavan
Duffy bad, of course, muny criticisims to offer on the attitude of both
parties in the present controversy. On the question of the possibility
of Mr. Parnell's retention of the leadership, his opinion was clear
and distant. ¢ Mr. Parnell,” he said, *“ has done perbaps what no
one eise could have done. He has made his return to power odious
to men of honour. If after the verdict in the Divorce Court he had
voluntarily retired, and shown some sense of his unhappy position,
the inevitable reaction would have set in after a time, and probably
no one would have objected to his return. After repentance and
penance a sin may be forgiven, but from the date of the verdict down
to the present day, Mr. Parnell hus committed a series of the most
prodigious blunders. Every step was a step from bad to worse. Heo
insisted on presiding at his own trial, and oy straining the laws and
practices of Parliament, he prevented the question his colleagues were
assembled to consider being ever put to the meeting. He talked con-
stantly of Parliamentary practice, but he must have known Parlia-
mentary practice rigorously requires that a member whose conduct
ir under consideration shall retire during the debate. 1mbecile parti-
zans were delighted with the vigour and diplomacy displayed 1n pre-
venting a division. Iiven scofling Unionists applauded his robust
will and skillful strategy, but now many Irish Nationalists said to
themselves with heavy hearts, ¢ Hero is a man who, whep he has a
personal interest at stake, cannot be trusted to act fairly, or speak
truly. Would he not in a position of national responsibilily betray
the confidence of the nation ?** ¢ The Kilkenny election,” continues
Bir Gharles, ** was blurred Ly the same want of fair deahng. No
one could blame him for appealing to a constituency when the oppor-
tunity offered. He bad already nomirated a candidate. He Fad.in-
vited Sir Jobn Pope Hennessy, who was a successful member of

Parliament twenty years ago, and who has since over and over again
risked his position as governor (o defond native races in his colony
against a conspiracy of officials as arrogant and selfish as tho cabal
which rules in Dublin Castle. After the verdict Sir John decided to
go with the mnjority, and Mr. Parnell was entitled to set up tho can.
didate against him. But would an upright geatleman straightway
denounce the man whom he had » few weeks beforo invited to return
to public Iife, as an oftice-secker, and a tuft-hunter, and everything
ho has done smce has been of n picce with this, What vile taste,
what blundering policy to abuse his late collengues. For ten years
he had the absolute sclection of members, and if he gaso us ‘ gutter
sparrows' and so forth, what n conclusivo reason that fuct supplies
against trusting him with sush o task; and his friends of to-day
must feel ugly apprehensions, 1 fancy, when they note the manner in
which he deals with his friends of yesterday. His speeches are filled
with roproachies of Mr. Glndstone for refusing the control of the
police and the land question to un Ivish Parlinment. Men who hold

An unfiiendly critic described
Mr. Balfour's proposal to borrow £83,000,000 from the Imperial
Treasury, in order to turn peasants inta proprietors, as * robbing Peter
to pay Paul,”” but Mr. Parnell’s proposal to borrow £27,000,000 from
the sume source, without turning a single peasant intv a proprietor,
might be described as * robbing Peter and not paying Paul.” Lonk,
again, at his claiming the chairmanship down to this day ufter a de-
cisive vote of the party that elected him. Lord Salisbury might as
reasonably insist on retaining office after the House of Comnmons had
withdrawn its confidence from him. If Mr. Parnell wore Yrime
Minister m an Irish Parliament would he defy tho voto of the majorily
and ingist on remaining Prime Minister for ever, because a minority
still adhered to him ? And if not, why not ? Since this is the prin.
cipla he applies to the Irish party his lust achicvement—handing over
a private letter of the Irish Primate to bo used against him in public
controversy is u complete test of character. The mode in which he
treated confidential communications with IL.ord Carnarvon, Mr. Glad-
stone and the Primate are, in my opinion, couclusive reusons
against ever again trusting himin a position of power and confidence.”

« Are not these laches theresult of terporary anger and disappoint-
ment ! "—* No, it is impossible to believe that a man changes lus
character, judgment and capacity in a moment. Is it not more
reagsonable to suppose that we never knew the man until now? A
myth grew up round the silent dictator as fabulous as the legend of
Boulanger or Louis Bonaparte. If ho wae dumb it was not that he was
barren, we are assured, but that he was supremely prudent. If he was
idle and inactive, it was because he preferred to work through agents,
and e became incccessible and iuvisible, not to drink the cup of
course, but to keep his mind fixed on profound strategy. Never had a
man colleagues who lent themselves more chicerfully to these assump-
tions. They effaced themselves before him. Whatever was done
with the Irish party was systematically done in the name of its chief.
Even when he was shirking his duties, and ovading all communica-
tion with his colleagues, he was blessed and applauded in Ireland for
work in which, as it now appears, he sometimes had as little share as
in the labours of Hercules. And in England oppouneuts vied with
friends in exaggerating his reputation. The truth seems to be that
Mr. Parnell wasa Parliamentary leader of strong will and remurkable
art, and that he was nothing else. He established a discipline that
was more strict and svvere than was ever geen in a legislature before.
A pariy of four score and six voted like one man. .Iven in his
absence the system worked like an automatic machine. He more than
once adopted a now departure without consulting a single colleague,
and, though there was dissatisfaction, there was never a syllable of
open dissent. What wo have seen of lato enables one to judge how
largely the silence and submission sprang from public motives, for
the memberr showed themselves in Committee Room No. 15 abun-
dantly abie to vindicate their personal independance 5 but I fear they
often gave to their chiof what properly belonged to their country, and
robbad the party of dignity and authority in the eyes of the world.
Mr. Parnell may say to his late colleagues as Tony Lumpkin said to
his mother, * Ecod all the parish says you spoiled me, and now you
must take the conscquences.’’—2 he National Press,

THE LEGEND OF THE JUDAS TREE.

From the Spanish.

FavLst disciple, treacherous friend, cunning serpent filled with the
venom of cupidity, hard-hearted as the rock, utterly unmindfull of the
kindness of his Master, Judas determined to commit against Him the
blackest of treasons, delivering Him for a paltry sum into the hands
of those who had decreed His death. Later, devoured by remorse,
the kiss with which ho had betrayed Jesus lingering like fire upon his
lips, he wandered through the streets of Jerusalem, feeling to the
depth of his soul ull the blows and insults which had been heaped
upou his betrayed Lord. Fiually, tho chiefs of the synagogue, the
Scribes and Pharisces, assembled 1 judgment against the Son of God
had him conducted like a vile malefactor before tho Roman governor
to receive sen ence of death.

Moved by the accusing voice of conscience, Judas hastened to the
Sanhedrim, and offering to the high priest the thirty picces of silver,
the price of his treason, he exclaimed : * This is t':e price of innocent
blood ! Take your money and deliver to me my Master ! *  His words
were received with scorn and derision.  ** What does it matter to us 2
they replied. ** The bargain ismade. Thou shouldest have considered
this before. Keep thy money. Away with thee t”

Transported with blind fury, the unfortunate Judas flung the money
at their feet ; and roplying to the protestations of the members of the
Sunhedrim with a shower of maledictions, he receded from the hate.
ful spot. 'The faithless apostle, who had scen so many sinmers ro-
cerved by Jesus Christ—Magdalen, pardoned in an mstant for her
manifuld offences, the Samrtritan woman, at Jacob s well, converted
i a siugle monent, the adulterous woman furgiven at a glance—
still feared to throw hunself upon the merey of Chnist, who wag
about to die for all mankind. Instead of imitating the repentance of
Peter, in the despair of his soul he found life an insupportable burden
gndllmrried to destruction through the gateway of an ignomimous’

eath.

Not far from Jc.rusnlem. close to tho Garden of Gethsemane, thero
grew upon a sloping bank of verdure s trea covered with luxuriant
dark green fohage. The wind agitating its branches seemed to echo
the jeers of the multitude, the echoes of the trumpet which proclaimed
that Jesus had been sentenced to death. A distracted man, with
bristling hair, ran hither and thither, as though afraid of his shadow-
harkening with strained attencion to the melancholy sound of the
wind as it swept through the leaves, seeming to his ears hke the
clink of falling silver.

This man, raging like a wild beast, suddenly loosened the girdle
which confined his tunic, ran toward the tree, fastencd one end of
the cord to a branch, and. making a lasso of the other, he passed his
neck through it, und the next moment swung high in the air. The
branches of the tree were loath to sustain the weight of the unfortun-
ate Judns. Rocking to and fro, they endeavoured to dislodge that
treacherous disciple, till, swollen and distorted, his body burst open
and the entrails gushed to the ground.

When springtimo came again, and the tree whereon Judas had
hung himself was in blossom, the flowers, instead of being white as
heretofore, were of a purplish red, diffusing a disagreeable odor. The
blood of the deicido had stained the treo, which blushed to have sup-
ported such a monster; and ever since that time, the flowers have
blossomed red. It may sometimes still be seen in gardens, but its
odor is disgusting, und all instinclively avoid its deadly shadow. No
;me was ever found to admire it ; all avoid it. It is called the Judag
ree,
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We cannot too strongly urge upon Catholics the necessity of abstuin-
ing from placing the names of the clergy in the so-called ** Popular
Clergyman Contest ' now going on in the colummns of the Toronto
Mail.  The office of a priest is holy and sacred; its sanctity
and dignity therefore is lowered by such unscemly competitions.
Our clergy do not desire a free trip across the Atlantic, neither do
they wish the attendant notoriety. Suflicient for them the knowledge
that they are performing the work of the Master through the medium
of Holy Church. We did not refer to this matter in our last issue,
as, at that time, the contest had but started, and wo were under the
impression that Catholics, of their own volition, would have abstained
from participating in it.

By placing the honoured names of His Grace the Archbishop of
Toronto, und of some of his priests in competition with thoso of the
seets, as has been done, an unwarrantable insult is given, wlneh,
we trust will be, to 4 certain extent, attoned for by the prompt with-
drawal of such, by those whu, without authorization, have placed
them upon the hst.

It would be as well to always bear in mind that while such elap.
trap competitions may be well enough for men of the stamp of the
Bond Street buffoon, they are certainly opposed to the wishes of a
priest devoted to the servico of God.

Tue Baltimore Catholic Mirror, in u recent number, speaks of the
indifference of many Catholics towards their religious press and their
lux support of it, and reasons that the causes of this neglect are as
follows :—

*The Fact is that Catholics, as a body need to be educated in this
manner, 1t is requisite that they should be instructed in usefulness
and necessity of providing themselves with a relinble and powerful
press. Most of them comprehend in a vague sort of way the mission
of a Catholic journal, but the majority fail to appreciate their individua)
concern in the furtherance thereof. That has to be brought home to
them by practical illustration, and the clergy, it seems to us, are the
only agency through which they can be reached in this way.

It is searcely worth while to inveigh against the general indifference
to those who form the exception; it is futile to chide the remiss over
the heads of those who know their duty and do it.

The clergy have a special interest in promoting the success of Cath-
olic literature and the Catholic Press. They have the power to con-
tribute to this in soveral ways, and the future of both depends in a
greater measure upon the exercise of this influenre than anything else.
All the enterprise that Catholic publishers can bring to bear will not
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effect the dovelopmont of these great engines of Catholio truth and
Cutholic activity unless it is stoutly and stendfastly veinforeed by the
earnest moral support of the natural leaders in thoe religious realm.

1t is not nceossary hero to oxpatiate on the value of n worthy Cath-
olic journnl usan adjunct to tho oftice of the priesthood, ns tho present
ilustrious Pontift and the greatest lights in the Church of both
continents have spoken in no uncertain tones upon this head, but is
it not worth while to express our Julgment as to the potency of priestly
influence in oxtending and enlurging tho power of the Catholic press
by bringing it practically to the thoughtful attention of the people.”

THE ST. VINCENT DE PAUL SOCIETY.

Tur St Vinesnt de Paul Society held their annual meeting in St.
Micliael’s Cathodral on Sunday afternoon last,His Grace theArchbishop
presiding. This society was established in Paris, I'rance, in 1838 and
the first conference in Cunada came into existence m July 1846, 1Its
origin and growth is well known. Begun by young men for young
mon, as & ciiwnuel through which they might minister tu the wants
of the poor and distressed, it has, in the course of years, lost to » great
extent its original character. 1ts aims and purposes are the samo,
but it has long ceased to be an organization exclusively of young man.
Indeed, if u census were taken of all the members af the Socioty, wo
think it would be found that young men are the fow, and that theit
share in its good works is inconsiderable, This is more to be regretted
sinco young men thereby deprive themselves of one of the greatest
safegunrds against the follies and allurements of the world, The con-
sequence is, to judge from the appearance of things, that the genera-
tion of young men growing up around us tonds greatly to indifferentism
in religion. 1is Grace the Archbishop very forcibly pointed this out
in the course of his remarks saying. * They take un interest in nl-
most anything but their religion, and flatter themselves that they have
done their duty and complied with all the requirements of God and His
Church if they go to Mass on Sundays, and, availing themselves of the
utmost limit of the law, approach t:e Sscrements once a year. Ina
community inade up of a multitude of jarring sccts, united in but one
thing, i. ¢., antagonismn to the Holy Church, such as that in which
Providence has placed us, the situation of Catholic young men is one
of peenliar danger. Thoy have to contond with » variety of obstacles
to fuith und piety unknown to a thoroughly Catholic community, and
unless they keep a strict wateh over their hearts and intellects they
are apt to imbibe unconseiously, but none the less surely, principles
and tendencies utterly opposed to the spirit of the Catholic Religion. *

One of tho greatest safeguards in circumstances such as these lies
in associations or societies approved by the Circh, and having for
their objecy the performance of good works, the diffusion of good
books, the cultivation of sound Catholic principles, or mutual aid and
encouragement. Among these there can be no question but that the
St. Vincent de Paul stands pre-eminent. It seeks not publicity, or
the applause and approval of the world. Its works are performed
for the glory of God and the good of souls, and quictly and camestly
does it seck ont those who need a word of encouragement or a helping
hand, and. in the spirit of its Divine Mastor, minister to them and
console them, and set them on theiv way rejoicing. The good it has
accomplished in the fifty-cight years of its existenco is incalculable,
but great as it is, still greater uscfulness lics beforeit. Could our
young men in any appreciable numbers be induced to throw themselves
with enthusingm into the works of this Society, there would- bo little
fear for their future. They would be bettor men and better Catholics,
and would imbibe an enthusiastic love and admiration for the Churrh,
and « right apprecintion of their dignity and privilege as Catholics.

The Society has received the highest commmendation from the Holy
Fathier Pope Leo XIIL., who in his encyclical /lumanum Genus, said,
« The efforts of its mombers aro directed solely to the relief of the
poor and the unfortunate—a work which they effect with marvellous
discriminution and admirable modesty.”

During the past year the membership in Toronto has increased
somewhat, and for the coming year, with theactive aid and assistance.
of the Archbighop, more especially when His Grace's words have be-
como fully known, a considersble mcrease in membership may be
anticiputed.
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TR OPPOSITION 170 SEPARATE SCHOOLS.

Mg, Caxtrnkn, the * Equal Rights’ member in the Local Houso
for West Durham, last week moved that the British Parlinment be
‘potitioned to allow of the change of the 8. N. A, Act, so that it will bein
the power of the Legislature to abolish Separate Schools if desired.
From the source whance it procceds we ave not disposed lo seriously
view the meneure, save as an earnest of the fanatieal spirit which
actuated its mover.

These leaders of the opposition Lo Seprrate Schools seek by every
menns to deprive Catholic youth of instruction in their holy rehigion,
and to bring them under Protestont influence. The Public Schools
and tho religious instruction given in them, they claim, is non-sec-
tarian, that in them Gatholics and Protestants are equal, and' there is
therefore, nothing to prevent Catholic children from attending, in fuct
that they should be obliged to attend,  They do not understand that
Catholic doctrine in its fulness alone is non-sectarian, Lo deny any
dogmn of Catholic faith is to become sectarian. 1t was thus the
different sects arose. Thair claim that the religious instruction in the
schools is non-sectarian is, therefore, false. It mght rather bo called
ultra-sectarinn. Lot ug examine the nature of this uon-gectarian
religious instruction. 1t is the pride of Protestants, not thut they
teuch anything definite concermng God and man’s relution to Hum,
but that they have an open Bible. It is the only thing in which all
the sects agree. It is, therefere, the only religious instruction on
which all eould agree, but as cach sect explaing its meaning diflerently,
it must be the Bible without explnation or comment. The Lord's
prayer and the ten commandment are found in the Bible, therefore
they may be recited without cominu nt or explanation, They could
not agree on more. Llor instance, th -y could not agree among them-
selves as to the nature of the sclection 1 from the Bible, published with
the authority of the liducation Deparf nent.  Whether it is religious
instruction or not, it would be impos ible for them to agree that any
explanation of the meaning of a sent nce, or even n word should be
given, for the explunation that would please a Methodist might dis-
please an Anglican, or that which would please o Bapast unght be
looked upon with horror by a Presbyterian. This certainly is not
religious mstruction. It is not even instruction, for there can be no
instruction without understanding, and witl.out explanation there is
no understanding, at least for the majority. If, for the understanding
of the ordinary lessons of the class-room, the explanation of the
teucher is necessary, 1t is much tmore necegsary for that of the highest
truth which the Bible contains. Nor 1s such instruction religious. It
cultivates neither the knowledge of God, nor the practice of virtue,
while it begets indifference in religion, want of fuith in God, and
Agnosticism.

Cardinal Manning conveys the opinion of the Universal Church in
regard to education in the following passage. ** The socicty of man-
kind springs from the unity, anthority, and obedience of homes, and
is perpetuated by parental care, and by the domestic life of the people.
Filial duty is the root of civil obedience. Home is the school divinely
founded for the first and deepest formation of men. The natural
gociety of mankind is ordered and perpetuated by u natural faith in
God and by 2 natural law of manifold and divine obligations. With-
out God there can be no commonwealth, The education of every ris-
ing generation in the state of nature must be conformed to theso
natural laws, or men will not be formed, but deformed ; and there can
be no common life, or action, or interest, among men. They grow up
not citizens, but units ; selfish, isolated, and lawless. If this be true
oven of natural society, how much more of Christian commonwealth,
Education stripped of Christianity, can never rear a Chrisian people.
Like the fall of man. it is a stato of privation.”

That secular education isa dangerous experiment, has been borne
out by inmumerablo statistics. In a work compiled by Mr. Mont-
gomery in 1889 on the school question in the United States, the
statistics showed that in six States whero education was greatest,
taking only white men into account, thore were 8,458 inhabitants out
of 2,665,945 who could not read or write; and in another six, where
education was tho least, there were 262,802 out of 3,181,969 abso-
lutely illiterate. In the six educated States, the number of criminals
sentenced to imprisonment in a given time is 1,459, while in the six

ilhterato States, in spito of the grenter population, there are only 177
criminuls.  In point of pauperism, the illiterate States huve 178
paupers, ns against 316 in the edueated; in suicides, 18,235, as
against 56,684 in the literato ; madnessat a rate of 800 ngainst, 1,682 ;
deaths brought nhout by ill-doing, 128,000 in the literate, and 84,000
in the illiterate.  In face of these stutistics, either it must be recog-
nized that edueation is n danger for the peoplo, that it demoralizes
and leads to vico nnd crimo ; or that the socular system of education
*is defectivo,

The demund of Catholies for Separate Schools was the expression
of their desire for porfect religions cducaticn in the schoolroom. 1t
wag more : it way the ussertion of the principle of liberty of conatieuco.
If Protestant parents desire religious instruction for ther children,
they should aceept the principle of sepurate or denominational schools.
For the public schoals in regurd to religious iustruction eannot be
other than as a compromise.

The work to which the Equal Rights party has se itself is nothing
less than the displacement of the essence of the counstitution, the
guarantees entered into at Confederation for the protection of the
rights of the minorities in the two chief provinces. 'To attempt that
task i3 to open up the most disturbing question that confronted the
public men of Canadan in their endeavours, in the pre-Confederation
days. to muke of Cunuda a united nation. The task is pre-eminently
o dangerons one and frnught with dangerous consequences, Weo
have no fear that iv will suceeed nor that it will make very muach pro-
gress.  But even the assertion of such a purpose is #3 unwise as, in
the circumstances of the Dominion, it is unpatriotic.

THE RESOLUTION OF CONDOLENCE.

Last week wo reforred to the article by “Don* in Saturday
Night in reference to the Resolution of Condolence passed by the city
council on the death of the late Fathor Laurent. We return to the
subject this week, and take up some of the claases which we did not
then attempi to touch upon, morc especially as, since writing,
we find that Mayor Clarke and the Council have been censured in
some of the Orango Lodges for their action in this matte:  All this
shows the spirit of the times. Ina Protestant city «1ch us Toronto
it would not be amiss sometimes to show a little consideration for
Catholics who aro vastly in the minority. In Toronto, Protestants,
if they chioose, can afford to be not only just, hat cven generous, to
Catholies. Let * Don ” mquire into the representation of Catholies
on the ofticinl staff of the City Council, and if he finds that they are
all but excluded, it will then be in order, if he thinks the subject not
too unpopular for the pages of Saturday Night, 10 writo up the injustice
done to Catholics in this respeet, and demand for them that justice,
equal rights, and fair representation which is conceded to others, or
at least, from which they are not ostracized. What is a little 1llum-
inated sympathy compared with the opportunity of udvancing somo
of our penple into positions of emolument, and which opportunities
are denied them. It is all very well and gracefully dowe, to say
pretty things on illuminated paper, but lei a Catholic ask for
position under the City Council in Toronto, and that is quite another
thing. We do not contes d that Catholics should be advanced to
positions because they are Catholics, but neither should they be ex-
cluded on that account, but it is well known that they are, and those
who exclude them call loudly for equal rights against the agressions
of Romunism.  All the offices worth having in the gift of the corpora-
tion are monopolized by those amongst Protestants who have in some
way made themselves conspicuous by their rabid hatred of * Pope and
Popery,” and not one word of protest from the Toronto press, because
this, in their estimation, is right and just, but no sooner is cven a
civility extended to Catholies than there is a tempest of indignation
at a recognition of this kind from the corporation, and the action is
attributed to sinister motives. Whutever the motive may have been
it would Lave been just as well to let it pass, even as a slight act of
roparation accorded to His Grace for the hostilo reception extended to
him by the pets of the corporation on his coming t + take possession of
his see. - .

If the Catholic vote is more cohesive, it is.becauso Catholics are
driven by persoeytion of various kinds and in solf-defence, "to favour*
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those who show any disposition to be just and tolerant towards them.
If Mothodists, or any other body, were subjected to the same indig.
nities us Catholies are, if similar cries were raised agninst them, if
they wore made footballs of, to be kicked around and experimented
upon by political parties, they would unito in self-defonce. It is not
the machinations of Rome, or of bishops or priests, that unites Cath-
olics in polities, but it is that spirit of hostility and hatred against
them which still survives, and which is inculeated by the Protestant
and ;Orange press and pulpit, notwithstanding their professions of
jiberality.

And so it is, and always has been, the Protestant instinct is offonded
and Protesuint feeling outraged, at any favour shown to Catholics,
This prejudice on the part of Protestants does not exist towards any
other class, neither against agoostics, infidels, Mohamedans or pagans.
The greater portion of the subjects of Great Britam, are pagan and
Mohamedan. The British Government never persccuted these as it
has persecuted Catholics, and it has been even kuown to contribute

wo cannot have Home Rule, we must then have
independence.

Thestrain on the editorial *we ™ is too often
an abuse :—*Wo the people of Great Britain
and Ireland ' represented the immortal three,
we must then have independence, represents
the indefat:gable six, with thetr half-dozen of
cool fpropositions or points, at which let us
take a cursory glance.

Point No. 1. ¢ Separate Beneficiary does
not imply complete separation.’

Ah! 1t don't, ndeed ! the demand for
Separate Beneficiary merely conveys the idea
to the upright, noble members of our brother-
hood in the United States, with whom we are
mutually bound by every tie nf honour, pledged
before the emblems of our salvation, that we
can no longer confide to them the manage-
ment of our finuncial resources, in short, that
we distrust them. It is tantainount to saying
to these menof lurge means, generous isnpulses,
and bright intellects, who guided our tottering
steps before we gained our present independent
position, that they are no longer capable of
sdministering affairs, that we have outgrown
them and are now financeering giants while
they are only pigmies. Cun people be so
obtuse as lo think that after thus woundivg
the suscaptihilities of our brethren by what
mey becomo successful though discreditatle
imputations that it means not complete separa-
tion.

To say that a congenial sgirit would still
animate our international intercourse 18 simply
bosh. It is to be hoped that the limits of -
gratitude may be bound by the cool reflection
of reason, and that before it be too late, the
aspirants of official fame muy question a right
conscience as to whether our great association
has not its origin to perpetuate a union which,
apart from financial 1ssues has the nobler
purpose of glorifying Almighty God, and aiding
His Holy Church by affectionate co-operation.

Point No. 2. ¢* Canada has asked by an al-
mostunanimousvoice for Separate Beneficiary.”

"The author’s ** almost unanimous '’ of this
point is simply the offspring of erring enthusi-
tsm, were we profune we might advance a
more emphatic and baser reason; bat when
we think of that Grand Council meeting and
hear * My personal views are with the almost
unanimous, though 1 was directed by my
Branch to vote otherwise.' when wo recall
that some who for years zealously denounzed
the idea of separation, abruptly stepped over
1o the almost unanimous at that meeting, to
use slang, we fecl there was a nigger in tho
fence, and think it mere prudent to let churity
retam our quil {rom further comment, with
the kindly injunction that separationists will,
we hope, forego the hardihood of agninreferning
to that almost unavimous.

Pomnt No. 8. ¢ The reply given to Caneda’s
petition was an illega! elimination of the clause
giving the right to ask for Separate Benefici-
ary.”

"Not to be too censorious, let us admit thns;
owing to limited time there may have been an
oversight on the part of the Supremne Coun-
¢il, but the elimination would continually have
to be made to counteract the aspirations of
malcontents, who foudly imagine that every-
thing should be according to their ipse dixit.
The Saprame Council had certainly a legal
right 10 act. Moved by enthusiasm for the
general welfare of the association they may
inadvertently have been premature ; timo will
prove that the great body of the C. M. B. A.
in Canada are satisficd with their decision.

Point No. 4. ** Canada could stand an epi-
demic as well as the whole of the remaining
Grand Councils together.”

This point is open te discussior, and re-
quires to be substantiated by more proof than
simple assertion. The cities of Canada, and
particularly those in the Proviuce of Quebec,
contain the great majority of the members of
the C. M. B. A. It must be admitted that
cities are frequently exposed to opidemics,
consequently in case of separation, coun ry
branches with limited numbers would be
assessed in unduo ratio to their death rate to
supply city beneficiaries.

Puint No. 5. * An epidemic in Ontariowould
of necessity reach Northern New York, there-
fore an epidemic in Northern New York would
of necessity reach Ontario,”

Point No. 6. *¢ Thiat Caneda is healthier than
the State mentioned.”

We carnot pin our faith to this until we are
given statistics, we doubt very much tf this
point can be proved ; what with the periodical
small pox epidemics, Cunadian cholera,
typhoid and other fevers, lung and catarrhal
affections. etc.. the balmy breezés do not al-
ways blow soft north of forty-five.

The sum total of appeal for independence
amounts to this, a few giib writersand talkers,
who are left in obscurity and likely to remain
there, by the superior genius and marked
ability of men who are honovrably and success-
fally conducting the finauces of the C. M. B.
A., aro not satisfied. They desire that the
management of affuirs should be trausferred
to them, they want separation, independenco,
because they want to shine, and they want to
shine with a degree of lustre, sparkling with
affection and true intercst for their Canadian
confreres. How noble, how unselfish, for this
they keep up the death-rate cry. Do theyever
stop to consider that Canada's Grand Council
is the youngest, that its death rate is increas-
ing, that it will ere many years reach that of
New York? Not they; no disadvantage is
considered in the mad rush for separation.
Well. give them scope, let them dazzle, gratifiy
their fond ambition, and let the enlightened
few congratulate cach other on the grand pre-
fix Surrene. To sce them in their glory wiil
be awusing, though sad in the end, as they
wako up to realize the fact that tho ** almost
unanimous ' have perceptibly dwindled ; will
not egotism get a fall when it clashes with the
common sense, reipect and manly honour of
the worthy sons of the C. M. B. A. throngh-
out Canada who consider their association dis-
tinctly Catholic, and free from all national
characteristics, who would disdsin to impute
that their brothers of the United States are
actunted towards them by other than just,
honest and friendly motives. Perish the idea
that we cannot put implicit confidence in the
brave sons of fair Columbia. If for offices wn
aspire, they will accord us our share as we
grow older, but one way or the other we
want no dangerous scparation nor precarious
independence; our strength lies 1 union.
The house divided against 1tself cannot stand.

...Sunday being the anniversary of the trans.
lation of the relics of St. Vincent de Paul, the
regular general meeting of the members of the
Society St. Vincent de Paunl from the varions
conferences of the city was held.  In accord-
ance with & suggestion made at the tast general
gathermg of the society by His Grace the
Archbishop, the meeting took place 1 St.
Michael's Cathedral. There were about 300
members present.

His Grace the Archbishop presided, assisted
by the Very Rev. Viear-General McCann.
Among the prominent active members present
were Messrs. J. J. Mallon, Martin J. Burns,
Ald. Wi, Burns, M. Castello, J. Rodgers, P.
Jebin, J. Gorman, P. V., Fayle, E. Wheaton,
W. Dineen, 1. 'Keefe, Charles Burns, P.
Hynes, Commander Law, Thomas Long, Hugh
Ryan, Ph. DeGruchy, Major Gray. M. Gendron,
Dr. ('Sullivan, J. Boudidier, John Wilson, M.
Kielty, James Liydon, Charles 1I. Schuch, J.J.
Datton, T. Barf, 7. K. Rogers. Alan Macdon-
ell, M. Meyers and Wm. Fraser.

Tho vice-president of the particular councl,
Mr. J. J. Murphy, had charge of the businoss,
and Mr. Hugh Kelly acted as secretary.

Mr. Murphy stated that the principal object
of this meeting was to recewve reports from
the several conferences in the city of the work
done during the year just clo-ed, »s, according
to a custom established for some yeurs, their
financial year extended from the Ist April to
the 81st March. Besides the particnlar conn-
cil, there are now nine conferences of the so-
ciety in Poronto, all the city paristes, with the
exception of St. Joseph's in the east end, being
represented.  He read detailed reports from
ench of these conferences, setting out the
moneys reccived, the means by which they
were rmsed and the way in which they were ex-
pended, and also & general summary of the
whole, from which the followmg figures are
taken :—Number of active members, 283
number of families relieved by the society dur-
ing the year, 800; number of persons re-
lieved, 302.

The total receipts from all sources were
$3,128.84, of which $578.81 was contributed
by the members at their weekly meetings.
T'he remainder was made up by special collec-
tions, charily sermons, cxcursions and dona-
tions from bencfactors.

The largest items of relief consisted of 148
cords of wood, 75 tons of conl, 15,581 pounds
of bread, besides which there were provisions,
clothing, house rent, furmture, funeral ex-
penses and cash—the aggregate expenses
amounting to $2,681.19, which is the Jargest
sum ever exgended by the society in Toronto
in ono year.

He then read a report of the special works
conducted by the hospital board of the society,
after which Mr. Patrick Hynes, the president
of that body, gavo an account of the origin of
the board, and their efforts ‘to pidiide for the
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wanes aud assist their people who were afllicted
or unfortunate, in the Toronto General hospital
and the Toronto jail.  The disbursements of
the Board for the year were over $100,

A resolution of sympathy und condolence
wus  passed to the archbishop and Cutholic
people of the archdiocese on account of the
loss sustained by them in tho death of Viear-
Gieneral Laurent, who was o steady friend and
constant benefuctor of the society.

ths Graco then addressed tho meeting, and
while congratulating the memblers on the
large amount of work they had done during
the season just passed, ho thought there
should ve n much larger membership. He
urged the necessity of increasing the active
membersip, especially from among the worthy
young men of the city, who should consider it
an honour 1o belong to the St. Vinecent de Paul
Society. He hoped that his words would go
abroad among the Catholic young men of
Toronto and would inspire them with zeal to
carzy on during the ensuing year the grand
work of the St. Vincent de Paul Society on o
scale of more far reaching benefit to the poor.
The oldest conference in the aty, he said,
that of “Qur Lady ™ in St. Michael’s parish,
was the weakest, and he hoped an effort wounld
be.made to strengthen 1t and place it in com-
petition with the others. Heo praised the work
of the Hospital Committee, and was especially
pleased with the attention paid to the prisons.
He did not thiuk it was in chie province of the
St. Vincent de Paul Society to contribute to
the sapport of the House of Providence. Such
action would be praiseworthy if the society
had more money than it could expend on its
own special objects, bul it was scarcely con-
sistent to appeal for further help for their own
work, while assisting an institution which was
not under their care.  He advocated the es-
tablishiment of an industrinl school for Catholic
boys and girls. The cluldren of Catholic
parents who were comumtted to the existing
wstitutions, he insisted, forgot the tenets of
their religion before they were released and
were frequently lost to the Church. At the
close of the meeting Benediction of the Most
Blessed Sacrament was given by Vicar-Gen-
eral McCann.

From Miss M. Kirkwood, the Sccretary-
Treasurer, we have received the following in-
teresting sketch of, and work performed by,
the St. Basil's Sewing Society.  Socicties such
as these do an incalenlable amount of good in
relieving distress, and should be established in
every parich in the city.

‘There are many older associations in the
Catholic Church, but none more beneficent
than that of the Ladies’ Sewing Society of the
Sacred Heart and Our Lady of Perpetual
Help established in St. Basil's parish, Oct. 18,
1877, under the chaplainey of the Very Rev.
Father Vincent. The late Mrs. Elmsly was
its first president. Sho was succeeded hy
Mrs. Sherwood, Mrs. Falconbridge, Mrs. ..
Mason, and others, Miss Hoskins, Mrs. Rooney,
Mrs. Dwan, Miss Cooper, and Mrs. Rocsler
occupying positions as vice-president and sec-
retary-treasurer, respectively.  The present
officers are : —president, Mrs. Delabaye, vice-
president, Mrs. John Foy, with Miss Berthon
as assistant and AMiss M. Kirkwood Seccetary-
Treasurer.

The objects and@ aims of the society are to
visit the sick, relieve the wants of the poor,
and ansver the calls of suffering humanity by
charitable donations, but of later years, while
not neglecting the above, their most import-
ant work consisted in clothing poor child-
dren of school age.  These are the virtues es-
pecially commended %o its members. Whilst
ministening to the bodily infirmitics of their
fellow creatures they also exert themselves to
improve the spiritual condition of the poor
whom they visit,

To promote its objects tho parish ig divided
mto districts under the caro of members ap-
pomted by the president to collect monthly
gubseriptions and receive donations.

The ofticers are elected by ballot for one
year and are eligible for re-election.

It is the president’s duty to preside at the
meotings which are held every Thursduy from
2 p.m. to § pan., exerese a eaveful vigilanee
over the interests of the society and enforco
the observance of its rules.

The vice-president earnestly co-operates with
tho president aad in her absenceo presides at
the meetings.

The secretary.treasurer inscribes tho names
of the member®n the roll-book and keeps an
accurate ncceunt of all the monies belonging
to the Society--receives all fees and presents
an annual report of tho revenues and disburse-
ments.

Work of the senson 1890-1 terminated on
Thursday, 9th inst., with the annual supper.
whichh was dnintly served in the gpacious din.
tng hull of the College, among those present
being: ** Rev. P. O'Donohoe, Rev. J. R. Teefy,

Smiith,
Berthon, Baily, and M. Kirkwood, a resolution
of regret was passed for those unavoidably
absent. After supper the ladies took occasion
to thank their Director Rev. P. O’Donohoe
for the great and untiring interest he has taken
in the soctety during the years of his pastorate.
The members of this association can justly
congratulate themselves upon having secured
this Rev. gentleman in the cause of ** Sweet
Charity,” as he is one whose memory will te
long cherished in the warmest corner uf the
many hearts of the poor of St. Basil's parish.

...The first quarterly meeting of the De la
Sulle Almmni Associntion was held on Sunday
afternoon in the spacious lecture hull of the
institute.  The president, Andrew Cottam,
presided, and there were over 70 members
present.  His Grace the Archbishup was
present and addressed the association.  He
suid that in a Protastant city such as Toronto,
where the press and public sentiment were both
so hostile to the church and Catholic msutu-
tions generally, it was a good thung that such
associations should be formed and prosper.
He advised the members to lead good. honest,
straightforward lives, and by their conduct and
example show to the world that to be a prac-
tical Cathiolic meant to be a good citizen as
well as a good Christian.

It was decided that a litarary society should
be formed in connection with the association.
Rev. Bro. Odo Baldwin stated that a Christian
Lrother would give lezsons in shorthand and
upon the typewriter to members of the literary
society free of charge. A specinl meeting was
held on Wednesday evening to complete ar-
rangements for the forming of the new society.

... Presentations and addresses to departing
ones is almost a daily occurence, but seldom
bas an cvent happened in Guelph which in-
spired more interest 2ad genuine regret than
that which transpired m the basemont of the
Church of Our Lady on Tuesday evening. The
members of the Church were notified of the
event by Mr. J. E. McElderry, chainnan of s
specinl committee which had charge of the ar-
raugcnients, and to say that the congregation
materinhized in large numbers would be putting
it mildly indeed. They turned cut en masse,
and at 7.55 the spacious basement of that
wnagnificent edifice was hterally packed with
an audience who, it was appareat, had felt tho
masterly guidance and bemgn nfluence of
their beloved pastor, who was to be removed
from this city to new fields of labor. At
about 8 o’clock a small pracession was formed,
hoaded by Mr. J. E. McElderry, and marched
in single file to the secats arranged in front

of the rudience. The chair was ovccupied by
the Rev. [Futher Doherty, who had seated un
his right, Rev. Fathers Fianigan and Q'Lorne
Messrs, John Harris, .

‘T'o your untiring zeal and energy
is due in o preat measuro thecrection of thomagnifi-
cent temple which adorns the Catholichill, an edifico
erected * dd Majorem Dei Glorium,' which through
future ages will remain a srowning monument to
your faith, your devotedness and your pre-connent
administrative ability, If the walls of that temple
could speak, every stono would bear testimony to the
watchful care with which you supervised the con-
struction.

When engaged in this stupendous work you havo
never been found wanting 1n the scrupulous perform-
auce of your arduous spiritual dutics.

The link which bound in loving union the hearts
of your parishioners with yours ir about to bo
severed.  You ave going {rown amongst us regretully,
we believe. but in cheerful obedicnco to the command
of your superior.  You are leaving behind a sorrow-
iny flock, whose blessings, mungled with tears, will
constitute their parting memento.

Dear Father, the hour of separation is near at
hand. In tho new field of labour in which you are
about to cnter we wish you suceess and that happi.
ness which a hoowledge that you are abounng in
the vineyard of your Divino Master, must bring.
We will not sav farewcll. but. believing and hoping
that we will soou have the plensure of secing vou
agan, will only say au revorr.

‘The Rev. Father, on rising to reply, was
somewhat surprised on being confronted with
a second address, borne in the hands of Miss
Donohue, on behalf of the Young Ladies’ So-
dality, which was signed by Misses S. Donohue,
Pres.; R. Dandero, Vice-pres.; M. Daly, Sec-
ondVice-pres.; M. Laughlin, Treas.; M. Butler,
Secretary. .

On returning thanks for the haundsome gifts
and tokens of estcem Father Doherty said he
had always been hnppy in the discharge of his
duty, and the congregation of the Church of
Our Lady had never forgotten their duly to-
wards him as pastor. Their kindness and con-
sideration would ever remmin fresh in his
memory, and as he tovk his depurture from
Guelph he would carry with him many happy
agsociations and remembrances of the good
people of the congregation.  Ho was delighred
at seeing so large an audience, which showed
the regret st the separation was mutual. Ho
could not expect other thun a good attendance
from the fact that before lie had been in the
parish a week herealized that the heartsof the
congregation aud that of Ins own beat inumson,
and the harmony and co-operation which char-
actenzed their noble cfforts to complete this
magnificent church was but the result of that
unton. And thie grand structure now stands
a monument of zeal for future gencrations.
The speaker next complimented the congrega-
tion on their gving power as a people and
stated that when the poor of the panish were
in nced he had only to ask for the pecuniary
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aid, when the Sisters of St. Juseph required as-
sistance he hud but to do likewsse. And so
with all charitable objects in connection with
the church, the people were ever ready and
willing to come forward and nobly proffer their
contributions for the relief of the distressed.
When le first came to Guelph in 1884, matters
wore a very scrious aspect, the church was
only partially built, and from informmation de-
rived from authentic sources he learned that
the completion of the sacred edifice seemed in-
deed a herculean task, but they fearlessly
undertook the work, and he never hiad to delay
the payment of a bill 24 hours.  Although the
congregation only numbers 3,000 souls the
church is completed for all practical purposes
and during the time it was under construction
he had not been compelled to go about and
ask for a single dollar. The speaker next re-
ferred to the pioneer work nndertaken by the
Jesuits, and alluded to Rev. Father Dumortier
as a representative of the years gone by, when
the Catholics of Guelph worshipped in the old
structure, now torn down, and althougi: the
agility of youth has long since forsaken him,
and is superseded by decrepitude and other ali-
ments attending old age, that venerable old
priest, now over 80 years old, 1s aiways ready
to stretch out his arms and work for the cuuse
of Christianity. He also paid & high and
thrice-deserved tribute to his devoted helper,
Rev. Father Plante, dwelling on the incaleul-
able amount of good iie hiad done in the parish.
In speaking of the Jesuit order, the Rev. Father
said that slanderous tongues had been at work
during the passage of the Jesunit Estates Bill.
Some of the graut dailies of the Dominion had
said many cruel and untrue things about the
Order which were intended to excite relimious
strife, but lie was happy to say that during the
insidious and uncalled for attacks made on the
members of the Soeicty of Jesus the loeal
papers reframed from uttering a word which
he could take exception to. He thought that
if any people were in a position to pass judg-
ment on the Order it surely was the congrega-
tion of the Chureh of Qur Lady, us the society
has been established n this city over 40 years,
and now after a period of over 300 yenrs of
useful labour he thought it showed a token of
bad faith to sling mud atit.—Guelph Herald.
