On the last day of the General Assembly
of the Church of Scotland, amongst other
business, the Court unanimously admitted
the Rev. Dr. Jenkins, of St. Paul’s Church
in this city, to the status of an ordained
Minister of the Church of Scotland.

‘WE give up this month the whole of our
available space to the proceedings of the
Synod held at Toronto. A summary of
the leading business at the General Assem-
blies of the other Churches is in print
but left.over for want of room.

CHURCH OF SCOTLAND IN
CANADA.

MEETING OF SYNOD.

The Synod of the Presbyterian Church of
Canada, in cenrnection with the Church of
Scotland, met at 11 o'clock in the fore-
noon of Wednesday, the 7th instant,
according to appointment in St Andrew’s
Ckuorch, Torontv. The retiring Moderator,
Rev. Solomozn Myline, of Smith'’s falls, preach-
ed, taking his text from Isaiah, 32nd chap.
2nd verge :— And a man shall be as an hid-
ing place from the wind and a covert from the
tempest ; a8 rivers of water in a dry place; as
the shadow of a great rock in a weary land.”
The reference here was to Christ. He was
the refuge ernd hiding-place for His people
from the troubles and ‘trials of the world.
But the idea of safety was not the only one
expressed in the text. Blessings were also
promised tl.rough Christ—* as rivers of water
in a dry place, as the shadow of a great rock
in & weary land.” These were the two lead-
ing ideas in the text :—The safety that Christ
affords to His people, and the blessings He
showers upon them—and they were illustrated
and applied to buman affuirs by the reverend
gentleman. .

After the sermon the Synod was constituted
with prayer by the Rev. Mr. Mylne. The
Synod roll was made up and read.

A Committee was sppointed to prepare

* minotes i memoriam of ministers deceased
during the year.

Rev. Doxcax Morrisox, of Owen Sound, was
unanimously elected Moderator, and took bis
geat as presiding officer.

»

A vote of thanks was tenderel to the retir-
ing Moderator for his appropriate discourse
and for his whole conduct as Moderator.

Committees on Business and on Rills and
Overtures were appointed. It was agreed to-
adopt the fullowing hours of meeting during
the present session, ' namely :—Forenoon ses-
sion, from 12 to 1; afternoon session, from 3 to
5.30 : evening session, from 7 o'clock onward.
Twelve o'clock was fixed for beginning the
forenoon session in order to give the Commit-
ties an opportunity of transacting their busi-
ness before that hour.

AFTERNUOON SEDERUNT.
The Court met again at 3 o'clock.
Returns from Presbyteries anent book 3 of

form of Church polity were read angd referred
for revision to a Committee.

Returns from? Presbyteries on bill anent’
proceedings to be taken on the decease of a.
minister were read, and the Bill was declared
passed into & law.

BEPORT OF THE TEMPORALITIES' BOARD.

Mr. James Croil presented the report of the
managers of the Temporalities’ Board. No
changes calling for notice have been made in
the investments of the Board since the date of
last report. The investments of the Tempo-
ralities’ Board stood as follows on the first of
May :

The revenne of the Board for 1870-71 was
$32,907, and the expenditure left a balance on
hand of $126. '

The Contingent account, formerly incorpo-
rated with the Temporalities’ account, was
closed on the 30th June last. 7The receipts
for the half year cnding at that date amoonted
to $4,739 15. including ihe Synodical deduc-
tion $1,889, and private contributions $1,558,
the whole of which was applied to the pay-
ments which then became due, and in which
all the ministers on the Synod's roll partici~
pated.
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The revenne of the Board for .the half year
ending 31st December, 1870, being the interest
derived from its investments, was applied, in
conformity with the instructions of the Synod
—first, to payment of the claims nf commuting
apd privileged ministers ; second, to the pay-
ment of $1,000 to Queen’s College ; and third,
to the paywent of $100 each to thirty non-
privileged ministers in the order of seniority—
the names of the remaining fifty-two ministers
having been transmitted to the Chairman of
the General Sustentation Board.

With deep regret the Board have to advert to
the death of one of their number—the Rev.
Dr. Urquhart, of Corawall, than whom no
member of this Board was ever more regular
in attending its meetings, and whose long ex-
perience and wise counsels were eminently
serviceable to the Board, while his amiable
and genial disposition had endeared him to
every member of it.

REPLY TO THE ADDRESS TO THE QUEEX.

REPLY FROM THE GOVERNOR-GENERAL.

The Clerk read the following letter from the
Governor-General in reply to the address of
the Synod.

¢ To the Mintsters and Elders of the Presby-

terwan Church of Canada, in connection with
the Church of Scotland :

Mr. MODERATOR AND GENTLEMEN.—

“Tunave muchpleasure In receiving yonr
address, and in acknowledging the loyal and
dutiful terms in which it is couched. I trust
that the difficulties which arose in the Red
River Territory are well nigh over, and that
the inhabitants of the Settlement duly estimat-
fng the forbearance and generosity with which

they have been treated, will' not suffer any

rude bands or rash councils to intervene to the
disturbance of the public tranquillity, or the
hindrance of industrious and civilized immi-
gration into the vast wastes of the North-
West.

© The designs of the violent and nuprincipled
men who lately threatened to violate our ter-
ritoty by invasion without any just cause of
quarrel, and indeed without any impntaa
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tion of misdoing on the part of Canada, have,
under Providence, been signally defeated by
the promptitude of the measures takean for their
reception, and by the alacrity and courage
with which the active militia and volunteers
responded to the call to arms. The leaders of
this wicked folly are now subjected to crim-
inal procedure under the laws of the United
States, and large quantities of the arms and
munitions of war which they had accumulated
during years past are under seizure, o that
we may hope that the disturbers of the peace
will find themselves disarmed by due course
of law, and however incorrigible in intention,
powerless to repeat their mischievous
attempts.

I thank you ver; warmly for your kind ex-
pressions in regard to my own effort to do my
duty, and earnestly pray that the land may
long enjoy the blessings of peace, and that
your labours may be crowned with a full mea-
sure of success in diffusing the lights of reli-
gious knowledge and placing the desires and
practices of the community om the sound
basis of truth and Christian charity.

THE PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH OF THE UNITED
STATES.

Rev. Dr. Jenkins, of Montreal, who had
been appointed a delegate to the General As-
sembly of the Presbyterian Church of the
United States, was called on by the Moderator
to report. He explained that he had been
unable to attend the General Assembly, and
that Mr. Croil, the other delegate, had also
found it impossible to attend.

THE CANADA PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH.

Rev. J. O, Suirn, of Belleville, who had
been appointed delegate to the General As-
sembly of the Canads Presbyterian Church,
stated that he had attended the Assembly of
that Church, and was very cordially received.

MANITOBA MISSIONARY WORK.

Rev. W. C. Crarg, of Ormatown, convener
of the committee on & missionary to Mani-
tobs, reported that the committee had made
enquiries on the subject, and had found that
the field was at present fully occupied by the
Canada Presbyterian Church, the Episcopali-
ans and the Wesleyan Methodists; but they
recommended that & committee on the subject
Be continued.

A discussion followed on the subject, the
general feeling seemed to be in favour of
taking steps as soon as practicable towards
sending a missionary to Manitoba.

Rev. D. J. MacpoxsgLy, of Toronto, moved
that the report be approved, the committee
discharged with thanks, and that the subject
be remitted to the commitiee on the Briiish
Columbian Mission, with the recomimenadsation
that they procure, if possible, & missionary for
some part of Manitoba.

Aftersome dlscussion this motion was una-
nimously adopted.

EVENING SEDERUNT.
The MoperaTOR took the chairat 7.30.

FOREIGN MISSIONS.
Prof. MowaTT presented the report of the
Foreigu Missions Committee a3 follows :—
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The most important event that bas occurred
in the history of the British Columbia Mission
since their last report, is the return of the Rev.
Thos. Somerville to Scotland, after five years
of fuithful and successful labour. The only
ordained missionary now ir the field is the
Rev. Simon McGregor, who supplies Victoria,
Craigflower and adjacent places in winter, and
in summer frequently preaches alsoin Nanai-
mo, Westminster, and the mining districts.
1 hanks to the fostering care of the General
Assembly’s Colonial Committee, and the Zzeal-
ous services first of Mr. Somerville, and now of
Mr. McGregor,the congregation of St Andrew’s
Church, Victoria, has steadily increased, is
still prospering and will probably ere long be
able to dispense with extraneous aid. There
are other places in which the adherents of
our Church are similarly situated as they were
till lately in Victoria, and require tobe cared
for in the same way. If a helping band is
now extended to them they will be kept to-
gether, will grow in number, and wiltin time
be self-sustaining ; but if now left aitogether
to their own resources tney will become dis-
couraged, and will be lost to the Church.
Hence the extreme importance of affording
them sympatby ard assistance at the present
stage of their bistory, and not deferring the
practical expression of our interest in them
until they have fallen into a state of religious
indifference, and could not welcome our offer
of aid, or have connected themselves with
some other denomination, and would resent
our interference. At the date of the last
report only $206.50 had been received for the
mission, and in compliance with the injunc-
tion of Synod your committee issued in the
end of June a special circular to the congre-
gations which bad not contributed. The Con-
vener also wrote privately to & number of mi-
nisters. These appeals were not so success-
ful 23 had been hoped, and the Treasurer was
able to forward to the Colonial Committee
only £74 1s. 3d. sterling, for the last fiscal
year, leaving a deficiency of rather more than
one-fourth of the £100 stg., which the Synod
engaged to contribute annually. This defici-
ency would not bave occurred if the members
of Synod had duly appreciated the claims of
the mission itself, end our own obligations to
the Parent Church for the liberal aid she has
given, and is still giving us. Tbe sum pro-
mised by usis not one-seventh of what she
expended last year for missionary work within
the bounds of our own Synod. The amount
received for British Columbia this Syuodical
year is $192.54—a still smaller sum was in
our Treasurer’s hands at the corresponding
period of last year. As iostructed by
the Syuod, your committee have considered
the feasibility of taking some part in the
Church of Scotland’s mission to the Abori-
gines of India. This mission has recently been
instituted, after full enquiry and deliberation,
and under favoural(e auspices, and your
Commitice are strengly of opinion that the
Synod should appo’nt an annual collection to
be made for it. Tlie much smaller Synod of
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick entirely sup-
ports a missionary to the South Pacific Islands
and surely our Synod if possessed of equaj

J
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zeal ought to be able to contribute, at least,
as lurgely to a similar mission in one of the
most interesting of the foreign fields. So far
a3 is known to the committee, only one or two
of our congregations at present make an an-
nual collection for missions to the heathen.
But it is recasonable to expect that many of
our congregations would gladly join in the
good work of spreading the gospel light in the
dark places of the earth, if their attention were
turned to a specific mission, and the scheme
were expressly recommended by the Synod to
their prayers and liberality. The Synod is
aware that not orfe of the committees which
have charge of its scheme has its beadquarters
within the bounds of the Presbytery of To-
ronto, and itis respectfully suggested to this
venerable Court that the Committee on Fo-
reign Missions be row re-constituted, and that
tbe new members be chosen from that large
and influential Preshvtery.

Principal Syongrass moved—* That the
Synod receive the report, appoint a collection
tobe made in all the churches within the
bounds in aid of the mission to British Colum-
bia, commend the Church of Scotland’s mis-
sion to the aborigines of India to the renewed
consideration of the committee and to the
prayers and sympathy of our people, and ap-
point the committee as follows :—Rev. D.J.
McDonnell, convener ; Rev. James Bain, Rev.
K. McLennan, Rev. J. Carmichael, Rev. W.
King, Rev. Geo. Bell, Rev. James B. Muir,
Rev. James Gordon, Messrs. Wm. Mitchell,
Archibald McMurchy, aed Geo. H. Wilson, of
Toronto ; and Messrs. James Wright, Liondon
and John Gibson, Scarboro’. Mr. Wilson to
be Treasurer.

Rev. Dr. J.xgix3 seconded the motion.

There was a considerable discussion upon
this motion, the principal question being
which of the three schemes spoken of in the
mosiion should have the preference. It was
thought by some that the Church was not in a
position to divide the missionary efforts into
three fields, and that atany rate the Manitoba
mission should be first attended to.

Rev. Mr. CarmicHABL moved—* That the
words referring o the aborigines of India be
expunged from the motion.”

SueriFF MacpougALL moved: That the Sy-
nod discharge its obligations to the British
Columbia mission up to this time, inform the
Church of Scotland of the desire of this Synod
to withdraw its contribution to be applied in
another direction, namely, to the suppori of &
missionary to Manitoba ; and that the Synod
appoint one of their ministers as delegate to
proceed to that new field with the view of
getting informativu to be 1aid before the Synod
at its first meeting, and iu the interim every
effort be made to obtain the services of a
competent missionary, and thatasum of money
sufficient to pay the expenses of such delegate
be raised : and that the Indian mission be left
in abeyance for the present.

After some discussior,

Rev. Jaxes Gorpos moved that the report.
of the Committee on Forcign Missicns now
read be received and referred to a commitiee
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with the view of maturing such a scheme es
will be likely to enlist the sympathies and
call forth the liberality of our people, said
Committee to report at a future diet of this
Synod.

After some discussion upon these various
propositions, the Court adjourned at 9 30, the
matter being therefore laid over to another
diet.

It was agreed that the subject of ministerial
work be taken up and discu-:ed to-morrow
evening.

THCRSDAY, JUNE 8,

The Moderator took the chair at 12 o’clock,
and constituted the meeting by prayer. De-
votional exerci s were conducted by Rev.
Joshua Fraser. The Clerk read the minutes
of yesterday s proceedings, which wereadopt-
ed. The roll was again called; the number
of those that answered to their names to-day
and yesterday was 81 ministers and 36 elders.

A communicatioa of Mr. Robert Laing, sent
through the Montreal Presbytery, applying to
be permitted to enter Divinity Hall as a third
year student, was read. The application was
referred to the Examining Committe.

FOREIGX MISSIONS.

The subject of Foreign Missions was resumed
where it had been dropped yesterday evening.
The Moderator read the motion of Principal
Snodgrass anent the report of the Foreign

Mission Committee, and the several amend-.

ments proposed thereto.

Rev. Mr, CarmicHAEL asked leave to with-
draw Lis amendment, which was that the
words i1 the onginal motion referring to the
aborigines of India be expunged. The amend-
ment was accordingiy withdrawn.

As it was pear cne o'clock, it was agreed
to postpone the discussion on the subject
involved to these motions to a subsequent
diet.

THE NOVA SCOTIA AND NEW BRUNSWICK CHURCH.

Rev. D. Gorpox, of Ottawa, who bad bren
appointed delegate to the Synod of Nova Sco
tia and New Brunsyick, gave an oral report
of his visit. That Church bad a very active
and efficient mission to the South Sea Islands.
1t was icteresting to note that in tbis mission
botk branches of the Presbyterian Church in
these proviuces co-operated. The amount
raised for this mission last year in the two
provinces was §1,370, the congregations con-
tributing “eing less than 3J in number. Fhe
congregations secemed to take a deep irterest
in foreign missiuns, nnd they appeared to ferl
an individual responsibility in the matter. He
thought the congregations of the Church in
Canada might well learn a lesson from the
zeal and lLibe ality of ¢huir brethrcn in the
Lower Provinces.

Rev, Mr. Campbell of Montreal, was sure
that the Synod felt obliced to Mr. Gurdon
for attendiug the 8ynod of the Maritiiae Pro-
vinces, and he regretied that the otherdele-
gatcs—Rev, Dra. Couk and Jeuking—Lad not
also at ended, and returned the friendly visis
1o this Synod of several of the leading breth-
zen of the Maritime Previnces.
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AFTERNOON SEDERUNT.
The Court resumed business at 3 o’clock.

The Moderator submitted the following
names for the Examiaing Committee for 1871-
72, which were approved by the Court:—Rev.

GOVERNORS Of (0! RIN COLLEGE.

Rev. Mr. Bennett, of Three Rivers, and Rev,
C. A.Tanner were elected Governors of Morrin
College.

WIDOWS AND ORPHANS FUND.

Rev. Dr. Jenking and Messrs. James Mitchell
and John L. Morris were re-elected Man=gers
of the Ministers’ Widows' and Orphang’ Fund.

SUSTENTATION BOARD.

Mr. James Croil was re-elected chairman,
and Rev.,, W. C. Clark and Rev. Alexander
Mackay, members of the Sustentation Board.

Mr. CroiL presented the report of the Sus-
tentation Board, along with the i¢port of the
executive committee of the Board, Itis re-
commended that the Presbylerian be placed
under the immediate contro! of the Synod i
order to give greater publicity to ihe proceed-
ings of the Board, more particularly inrespect
of the contributions reccived in support of the
Fund. The Board agreed to the following scale
of apportionments to the several Presby teries
of the amount requisred for the enssing year :—

Tle executive committee of the Board for
tLe management of the General Sustentation
Fund report that in November last there were
transmiited to them from the Temporalities'
Board tlie names of fi Zy-t«co ministers entitled
to receive at the rate of $100 each from the
Sustentation Fund on the 31st December,1870.
at which date it was feund that the gross
receipts of the fund amounted to $4,333 U3—
a sum less by $936.42 than the aggiegate of
the appcrtionments made by the Synod in
June last.

From the general statement of receipts here-
with appendes it a,  ears that fifteen congre-
gations made no remittances to the Fund
during the first half year, and that s.veral
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congregations contributed less than was ex-
pected of them, while a few others furwarded
their contributions too late to be available for
the December payments,

The number of ministers to be paid from
the Sustentation Fund on the 30th June next
is forty-two, and the sum required $4,200,
-over and above the expenses of management.
This being a smaller sum than was received
last half year, the committee confidently anti
cipate their ability to meet all claims on this
Fund in full on the 30th June; and as several
congregations who did not forward coatribu-
tions during last half year have since imple-
mented their engagements, and as the
committee trust that the remainder will yet do
so, it is hoped that then may be formed the
nucleus of a “rest,” which will not only enable
the Board to mest future claims promptly and
fully, but may also put it in the power of the
Synod to re-adjust the scale of apportionments
in such a manper as cannot fuil to give entire
satisfaction to all parties concerned.

The sum apportioned to the several presby-
teries by the Synod for the half year ending
31st December, 1870, was $5,289, of which
only $4,353 was received, leaving a deficiency
of $936.

The discussion on this report turned upon
the point whether the payment to ministers
should be apportioned upon a pre-fixed scale,
or whether the Buard should excercise diseri-
mination, and pay to minstersin proportion
to the amount received from their congrega-
tions. Itwas stated that some weulthy con-
gregations had fallen very much behind in
their paymeunts,» hile on the other hand poorer
congregations had by great efforts made up
their apportionment, and yetreceived no more
than tbuse that bad taken no trouble in the
mwatter and were deficient in their payments.

Mr. Crow explained that the Board bad care-
fully considered the matier, and had come to
the conclusion to continue the present system
of apportioning a fixed sum to each minister,
with the hope of their being able to educate
congregations up to the point of giving re-
gularly thei: full quota towards this fund.

It was stated in the course of the discussion
that the reasons why congregations did not
give their full share in some instances was
because the matter was not placed before them
in a proper light by their ministers; and it
was suggested that the difficul 'y might be got
over by sending delegates to congregitions
that were deficient in order to piace the sub-
ject befure them, and it was Lelieved if that
were done, there would no difficuliy in obtain-
ing ull the money tu.y required.

Mr. CrotL also read a cude of by-lags for
the management of the Fund, adopted by the
excutive committee of the Board, of which
the priocipal item was that the Board meet an-
nually for the pmi ose of determining how
much mouey would be needed for the joar.

Rev. Dr. JExging moved, seconded by Rev.
W. C. Glark, thatihe report of the Board be
referred to a committee, with instructions to
report a deliverance to the Synod. Carricd.

The Moderator nominated a committee for
that purpose as follows:—Rev. J. B. Muir,
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convener ; Messrs. D. Ross, Ferguson, Rannie,
Anderson, Murray, Huater, Niven, Cameron,
and D. Gordon.

Rev, Dr. Jexging suggested that the Court
proceed at once to the consideration of the
managment of the Sustentation Fund.

Rev. W. C. Crarg pointed out the irregul-
arity of such a course. The reporl, including
the by-laws, had already been referred toa
committee, and the Court shbould therefore
wait unul that committee sent in their re-

ort.

F The Court, however, decided to take up the
consideration of the by-laws at ouce. They
were read and adopted seriafim, with some
slight modifications. Owing to the adoption
of these by-laws, a change in the chairman-
ship of the Sustentation Board was rendered
necessary and Rev. Dr. Jenkins wasappointed
chairman in place of Mr. Croil,

Rev. Mr. Fishburn, of the Lutheran Church,
being present, was invited to a ceatin the
Court.

EVENING SEDERUNT.

An application from Mr. P. 8. Livingston,
divinity stuaent, sent through the Toronto
Presbytery, was read.

STATISTICS.

Mr. Jases CromL presented the report of the
commilttee on statistics, which states that
after the rising of last Synod official reports
were received from the Piesbyteries of Glen-
gary, Otiawa and Saugeen, while separate
congregational returns were received from
Turee Rivers, Valcartier, Sherbrooke, Point
Levi,and Quebec,in the Presbytery of Quebec,
So that from ali the Presby teries, with
the exception of that of Hamilton,returns more
or less complete came to band, For the last
named Presbytery the statisties of the pre-
vious year, with some slight alterations, were
incorporated with the report of 1869, which
was printed in full in The Lresbyterian for
December, 1870. Owing to unavoidable
delay in completing the report for 1869, it
was considered inexpedient to issue statistical
schedules for 1870.

After some discussion the opininn of the Sy-
nod on the subject of siatisties was expressed
in the following resolution, which was moved
by Rev. ).. Macdonnell, and unacimously
carried :—

That the Synod receive the report; express
their regret that the delay on the yart of cer-
tain Presbyteries in sending returas prevented
the issuing of the schedules for the year 1870 ;
re-appoiut the committee, with iustructions to
obiain as comjlcte statistics as possible fer
the cnrrent year, enjoining Presbyteries to co-
operate wiln the committee in secking this
result.

WIDOWS' AND ORPEANS’ FUND.

Rev. Robert Campbell, ot Montreal, preseat-
ed the repert of the Managers of the Minis-
ters’ Widows and Orpbans’ Fued for 1870-71,
which is as follows :—

TLe Board have great satisfaction in report-
ing that the Fund committed to their mun-
ageiment contioyes to prosper. Two oircum-
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stances evince that the scheme is becoming in
creasingly popular--the number of congraga-
tions failing to contribute to itis every year
pro-ing less,and the collections show a steady
advance in liberality. Last year the increase
in this direction amounted to upwards of
$250. The success of the Synod’s sustenta-
tion scheme has also secured the regular pay-
ment of all the ministers’ contributions to the
fund, s circumstance on which the Synod is
tobe congratulated. There bas also been &
slight increase of income from t'.is source.
The Board bave, however, to repeat the regret
which they bave had annually to record, that
a great many congregations are defaulters in
respect of this fund ; in all 32 congregations
have failed to send in collections since the lst
of January. It is true several of these have
made contributions to the scheme since the last
meeting of Synod ; but then, such contribu-
tions to the scheme have had to be placed to
the credit of a formeryear; and it is desirable,
in the interests of the ministers’ families, as
well as of the fund, that no congregation
sbould be in arrear. The Board desire to
call the attention of the Synod to the fact
stated in the treasurer’s detailed report, that,
of the thirty-two defaulting congregations, no
fewer than ten were vacant. Itremains wilh
the Synoed to provide someiway of seeing that
vacant congregations shall have an oppor-
tunity of contributing tothe scheme. 1tis
as much the interest of vacancies as of con-
gregations supplied with ministers to see tha*
the fund iskept in a prosperovs cundition,and
liberal contributions from them are amongst
the sources on which the fund bas to rely for
its continued increase. The heavy losses in
the deaths of ministers sustained by the Church
during the past year have necessitatcd the
placing on the roll of annuitants no fewer
than six widows and eight orphans, One
widow has died during the year. The num-
ber of beneficiaries is now therefure thirty-four
widows and forty-one children, besides
Miss Mair, who continues to receive an annui-
ty. Onb representations made to them by the
Presbytery of Victoris, the Board have also
agreed to grant the sum of $65 for the
present year on account of Thomas McMurchy,
eldest son of the late Reverend John McMur-
chy, who though he bas attained to his ma-
jority, yet, by reason of personal infirmities
is unable to provide for his own maintenance,
and they ask the Synod to ratify their action.
On account of the greatly increased number
of claims coming uporn the fund during the
year the Board did not feel justified in increas-
ing the scale of payments to widows az was
suggested in the last report, at least until it
should be seen whether the increase in the
contributions to the scheme “would keep pace
wtih the increased demands upon it. They are
glad 10 be able to report that the increase for
the year just closed, notwithstanding the
enlarged expenditure, shows a greater surplus
to be carried to the capital fund than tbatof
apy former year. But as ou¢ year's exper-
jence is scarcely sufficient data to base their
calculations upon, and as any changein the
scale of paymertts requires to be made cau-
tiougly, the Board, desirous of giving the
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widows the benefits of the prosperity of the
fund in the meantime think it would be better
rather to grant a bonas to the annuitants of
50 per cent for this half year, leaving it to
the developments of the future to determinpe
whether the scale should bealtered ; and agk
the approbation of the Synod to theirjproposal.
The Board would also call the Synod’s atten-
tion to the fact that a portion of the by-law
No. 15, printed with the minutes of Synod for
1868, has never passed the Board, viz., that
clause which reads thus ;** when the youngest
daughter shall have attained the age of 21
years, the managers may allow to each un-
married daughter, during the period of her
natural life, an annuity not exceeding $50.”
The former regulation, which reads thus,
t When the youngest daughter shall have
attaihed the age of 21 years, and it appears to
the managers that the family are in destitute
circumstances, they may, where there is more
than one daughter, allow an annuity not ex-
ceeding one half of what would be paid to a
widow”—is therefore, still in force. The
Board deem it only right to intimate that
though it was submitted for the Synod's op-
inion, it has never been adopted. The Board
would furthermore lirect the attention of the
Synod to the necessityof applying to the proper
Legislature to amend the Act of Incorporation
s0 a3 to admit of the Board’senjoying a larger
annual revenue than that which it is at pre-
sent limited to, namely, $6,000, as the exten-
slon of the Church and the increase of the fund
make a change necessary in this particular.
In conclusion, the Buard becoming every year
more convinced of the value and importance
to the church of the scheme entrusted to their
management from their familiarity with the
relief which it affords to many families that
would utherwise be placed in very straitened
circumstances, desire to impress upon the
Synod the duty of commending it heartily to
the liberal support of all the mioisters and

_congregations of the Church.

Rev. Mr. Caxessrl also read the following
memorandum, compiled from the Treasurer’s
reports, showing the increase in the receipts
of 1871 over 1870:

Rev. Mr. Surrs, of Belleville, moved—* That
the report be referred to a committee to be
named by the Moderator.”

Rev. Mr. Fraser, of Montreal, thought the
whole revenue to this fund should be appor-
tioned to the widows avd orp*-ns. It was
not sound policy to be hoarding up this money.

Principal Sxopgrass doubted whether it
would be just in principle to give a bouus
rather than make & permanent increase in the
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geale of annual payments. He hoped the
committee would give this matter special
attention,
The motion was adopted, and the Moderator
named a committee,
THE <UNION QUESTION.

It was agreed to receive and consider the
report of the committee on Union with the
Canada Presbyterian Clhurch to-morrow (Fri-
day) afternoon.

THH SUSTENTATION SCHEME.

Rev. J. B. luir, of Galt reported from the
committee to which was referred the report of
the Sustentation Board, the following resolu-
tion:—That the Synod receive the report,
record their high appreciation of the action and
diligence of the Board, especially of the chair-
man, express their satisfaction with the large
measure of success which has attended the
Sustentation Schems, approve of the scale of
apportionments to the several Presbyteries for
the ensuing year, and direct Presbyteries to
enjoin defaulting congregations within their
bounds to show good and sofficient reasons
for failing to contribute their apportionments,
advise a reduction of the Presbyterian to 50
cents, instruct the clerk of Synod to confer
with the present managers of The Presbyterian
with a view of making that publication more
directly the organ of the' Church.

After some discussion, it wes agreed to adopt
all the report except that refeiring to the Pres
byterian, and that that part be referred to a spe-
-cial committee, consisting of Principal Snod-
grass, the Synod clerk, and the Chairmen of
the scveral Boards of the Church, with instruc-
tions to confer with the Liay Association that
now owned the Presbyterian.

The Court then adjourned at 9.30.

Fripay, June 9.

The Moderator took the chair at 12 o'clock
and constituted the meeting with prayer.
Devotional exercises were conducted by Rev,
R. C. Chambers, of Williams.

The Minutes of yesterday's proceedings were
read and approved.

THANESGIVING DAY.

The CLeRg read the following telegram the
Moderator had received from the Canada
Presbyterian General Assembly,now in session
at Quebec :—

¢ The Canada Presbyterian General Assem-
bly recommended Thursday, 16th November,
for Thanksgiving Day. Would that suit
you?”

On motion that day was agreed to, snd a
telegram was sent to Quebec to that effect.

THE TEMPORALITIES' BOARD.

Rev. Mr. BoryerT, of Hamilton, from the
Committee to which was referzed the state-
ment of the Temporalities’ Board, reported
ihat the Syrod express their great satisfaction
at the consolidation of the monetary affairs
of the Board, exhibited by tbe fact that there
had been so little necessity for change in the
investments., The committee, however, can-
not refrain from calling the attention of the
Synod to a feature of the investments which
has more or less impressed them, viz., the
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large amount of investments in two of the
city banks in Montreal. They feel sensibly
alive to the necessity of the utmost caution
inany large investment in any particular insti-
tution, from the lesson taught by the double
amount originally invested in the Commercial
Bank. They would respectfully suggest that
the deliverance of the Synod should contain
& recommendation to the Board that they
discreetly and thoughtfully transfer bank and
otber fluctuating stock to some kind of Domi«
nion or municipal fund.

Rev. Dr. Jenkins, Rev. Mr. Lang. Hon.
A. Morris, and Mr. Wm. Darling were elected
managers of the Temporalities’ Board.

It being one o’clock the Court adjourned.

AFTERNOON SEDERUNT.
The Court resuraed business at 3 o’clock.
TBE UNION QUESTION.

The MopERATOR announced that the subject
of union with other Presbyterian Ckurches
woull be now takem up, and suggeested that
before entertng upon the consideration of go
important a matter the Synod engage in
prayer. At his request, Rev. Gavin Lang, of
Montreal, led the Synod in prayer.

Rev. Principal SxopGrass, convener of the
Union Committee, submitted the following
report :—

To the Reverend the Synod of the Presby-
terian Church in connection with the Church
of Scotland. —

Your Committee met, according to notice
from the Convener, in St Panls Church, Mon-
treal, on Tuesday, 27th Steptember, aad, by
arrangement, were joined there aud then by
members of the Synod of the Maritime Pro-
vinces in connection with the Church of Scot-
land. Views were interchanged touching the
practicability of union, the doctrinal basis on
Wwhich it might be effected, and the mapner
in which the leading interests of the several
Churchesmight be combined,and the Churches
themselves incorporated under the juris-
diction of one General Assembly. A record
was taken of the results of deliberation.

On the following day tbe above named mem-
bers of Your Committee, with the addition of
Hon. Alex. Morris, met with the committees of
the other negotiating Churches, and meetings
for conference were held from day to day until
the evening of Friday of the same week. A very
remarkable unanimity was found to have cha-
racterized the preparatory deliberations of the
Comnmittees, in respect of particulars pertain-
ing to the doctrine and government common
to the negotiating Churches,and for this reason
the drawing up of articles embodying these in
a basis of union was easily and speedily
edected. The other class of subjects demand-
ing attention with a view to sucl zIreement
as is necessary to an abiding, barmotious
union, consists of matters of detail bearing
upon the affairs and operations of the Churches
in their present state of separation, and felt to
be of varying importance auccording to the
extent to which the several Cburches believe
their status, life and prosperity o be affected
by them. Such details have reference to
modes of worship, ecclesiastical polity, church
property, home and foreign mission schemes,
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collegiate education, &c.. &c. The results
arrived at were all in the form of recommen-
dations to the proposed united Cuurch, and in
order to bring them under the notice of the
negotiating Churches it was resolved to report
by transmitting minutes of the meetings of
the Supreme Courts of the Churches. A copy
of the minutes, duly signed and attested, is,
therefore, herewith submitted to the Synod.
Your Committee call special attention, first,
+0 the minuate respecting the temporalities
fund of this church, from which it will be seen
that the future appropriation of it is left
entirely in your hands, and secondly, to the
minute respecting collegiate education, with
the remark that by the term ‘Presbyterian
Univer:ity " is not intendcd the foundation of
a new institution with university powers, but
the maintenance of the only existing institu-
tion possessing these powers, Queen’s College.

Principal SxopGrass also reud the minutes
of the juint committee, of which the following
embodies the results arrived at:—

1. All present were of opinion that for many
and strong reasons, it was desirable to have a
union of the Presbyterian Churches within
British North America, and that there was on
the ground of principle no obstacle to said
union, if it were accomplished on the basis of
the Hely Scriptures as the supreme standard
of faith and manuers, with the Westminster
Confession of Faith as the subordinate stan-
dard, it being understood, 1st, That full liber-
ty of opinion iu regard to the power and duty
of the civil magistrate in matters of religion,
as set forth in said Confession, be allcwed:
and 2nd, That the use of the Shorter Cate-
chism be enjoined as an authoritative exposition
of doctrine for the instruction of our people.

Ii. With regard to the name by which the
United Church shall be known, it was pro-
posed and unanimously agreed to, that the
nawe should be ¢ The Presbyterian Church of
British North America.”

II11. The meeting also resolved to record
their opinion that this United Church should
maintain fraternal relations with Presbjyterian
Churches holding tbe same doctrine and go-
vernment and discipline—and that ministers
and probationers should be received into the
Church subject to such regulations as the
Church may trom time to time adopt.

IV. It was a'so agreed that the general po-
lity laws and forms of procedure be settled
by the United Churcb, and compiled from such
rules as may have been in force in the respec-
tive Churches, or from other books of Presby-
terian law and order—and that in the mean-
time Church Courts conduct their business
according to the recognized principles and
forms of the Presbyterian Church.

V. There was now submitted for the con-
sideration of the meeting the question of the
application of the Temporalities’ Fund in the
hands of the Presbyterian Church of Canada
jn connection with the Cburch of Scotland.
The unanimous opinion was that the vested
rights of the present beneficiaries of the fund
raust be conserved. The matter of & Susten-
tation Fund was brought up in connection
with the question now under discussion.
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After lengthened deliberation it wag reso!ved
that, whilst a general Sustentation Fund may
not be in the meantime practicable though
Lighly desirable, the efforts of the United
Church should be strongly directed in favour
of Home missonary or chyrch extension pur-
poses. And as to the future appropriation of
the Temporalities’ Fund, as vested rights gra-
dually lapse, it was thought best to express
no special opinion at present, inasmuch as the
decision on the subject rests with the Synod of
the Presbyterian Church of Canada in con-
nection with the Church of Scotland.

VI. With regard to modes of worship it was,
after some conversation on the subject, resolv-
ed that the practice presently followed by
congregations in the matter of worship should
be allowed, and tbat further action in connec-
tion therewith be left to the legislation of the
United Church.

VII. On the subject of collegiate education
the following moti n was unanimously adopt-
ed :—The joint committee resolve to recom-
mend that the earnest attention of the United
Churech should be given at the earliest possi-
ble moment to secure the maintenance n
thorough efficiency of & Presbyterian Univer-
sity, and of such theological halls as may be
found requisite to provide the necessary faci-
lities fur the education of the ministers of the
Church in the various Provinces of British
North America.

IX. The matter of & widows’ aud orphans’
fund for the United Church was then taken up,
when it wag unanimously agreed to recom-
mend the establishment of an efficient widows’
and orphans’ fund for the United Church to
which all ministers and congregations will
be expected to contribute, and that in the
meantime the services of an actuary be secur—
ed to value the different funds now in existence,
and to submit an equitable pluan for the estab-
lishment and future management of the fund.

X. The following was unanimously adopted
as the closing miiute of the joint commit-
tee :—

The members of this committee, in bringing
their deliberations to a close, desire to record
their great satisfaction at the entire harmony
of sentiment which bas prevailed among them
on the subject of union: and generally with
regard to all matters of detail affecting the
practicability of the contemplated Union ; and
now in the belief that tke hopes of the negoti-
ating Churches will, through the blessing of
God, be realized, unanimously resolve to report
to their respective Churches that the follow-
ing ar:icles be recommended to be adopted as
the basis of Union for the United Church to be
known under the name of ¢ the Presbyterian
Church of British North America.”

1. That the Holy Scriptures of the Old and
New Testament, being the infallible word of'
God, are the supreme standard of Faith and
manners. .

2. That the Westminster Counfession of
Faith saall be the subordinate standard of
this Church, it being understood (1) That full
liverty of opinion in regard to the power and
duty of the Civil Magistrate in matters of
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«geligion, as set forth in said confession, be
allowed ; and (2) That the use of the Shorter
Catechism be enjoined as an authoritative ex-
position of doctrine for the instruction of the
people.

3. That this Church shall maintain fraternal
relations with Presbyterian Churches hold-
ing the same doctrine and government and dis-
cipline, and that Ministers and Probationers
shall be received into the Church, subject to
such regulations as the Church may from time
to time adopt.

Principal SxopGraAss gave an account of the
proceedings of the joint committee, showing
how harmoniously they had worked. With
regard to doctrine, there was no difficulty in
agreeing upon the Bible as the primary stan-
dard of doctrine, and the Confession of Faith as
a subordinate standaid. On minor matters
such as ecclesiastical polity, modes of worship
church property, home and foreign mission
schemes, and collegiate education, there was
more discussion. With regard to the Tempo-
ralities’ Fund, the disposal of it was entirely in
the hands of this Synod, and it was for them
to decide upon a manner of appropriation that
should not form any obstacle to union. As to
modes of worship a most liberal arrangement
had been made. In all the deliberations of the
joint committee the guiding principle was
what he might call the eternal principle of
Conservatism. In other words, it was resolved
that they should conserve as much as possible
existing privileges and institutions; that the
union should not be a work of destruction, but
of building up. This principle was particularly
followed in the deliberation on the subject of
collegiate institutious. Thatsubject occupied
a good deal of time and attenton, and a
variety of views were expressed. Sume thought
ihat all the existing institutions might be
amalgamated into one grand central institu-
tion, others thought that ove insiitution was
not enough; and considerable difficulty was
experienced in coming to a couclusion in this
matter. This would explain what some might
think the indefiniteness of the report referring
to this branch of the subject. The form of the
report left  good deal stiil te be provided for;
it left it open to continue, if thought advisable,
existing institutions. He had said so much in
his official capacity as Convener, and now he
would make a few remarks as a private mem-
ber of the Synod. He was perfecily satisfied
this important subject of union could not have
been approached in & more earnest and devo-
tional spirit. He thought the term * Presby-
terian University’in the report was unfortunate.
He bardly knew what a Presbyterian univer-
sity was, and he did not want to know. He
would prefer the term ¢ University ) but no
matter what term hud been used, he believed
the intention was that Queew's University
should be preserved and that it should occupy
in relation to the United Church the same
position which it occupied in their own church.
There were men who held that tbe Church
should have nothing to do with collegiate
education ; but he thought that & dangerous
view, and he was confident that it was not
intended to do anything to impair Queen’s
~Oollege. It should be reminded that nothing
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had yet been done to commit this Church to
any one course. He had, in common with
other memhers of the committee, entered upon
the negotiations honestly and earnestly, andif
the negotiations did not result in union the
blame would not rest upon the members of the
committee, this important advan‘age would be
gained, that surely all tulk about union would
cease. He hoped the basis of union would
prove satisfuctory, and, as that had been defi-
nitely settled, he suggested that the basis of
union be sent down to Presbyteries for their
reports thereupon. As to other matters, the
report was somewhat indefinite, and others
again were not taken up at all; and until ar-
rangements were more complete on these mat-
ters, he thought it would not be well to send
them down to Presbyteries. They should also,
before sending these matters down to Presby-
teries, know a little more fully what position
the Canada Presbyterian Church in particular
was likely to take in this matter of collegiate
education, He, for one, had no hesitation in
saying that if they were asked to commit
themselves to what in his opinion was a hate-
ful principle, of declaring that they as a
Church should have nothing to do with supe-
rior education, the moment that declaration
was made he would cease to bave any part
whatsoever in any negotiations for union.
(Cheers.) He could have nothing to do with a
principle of that kind. He would not for the
sake of union, or for the sake of all that was
involved in union, allow himself to admit that
it was a principle worth accepting or worth
respecting,tbat the Church should by a declara-
ation solemnly announce as its opinion, that
Lenceforth its work v'as to be of a purely pro-
fessional kind. The effect of such a declara-
tion would be to say that beretofore they had
been acting upon a wrong principle. But he
had no expectation that they would be asked
to accept any such declaration. Ee suggested
that the basis of union be referred to the pres-
byteries, with instructions to report thereon at
pext mecting of the Synod, and also to trans-
mit it to the kick sessions for them to report
upon ; also, with regard to the temporalities
of the Church, collegiate cu.cation, &c., he
suggested that they be referred to a committee
of Synud ; and also that the Synod re-appoint a
committee for further conference with com-
mittees from the other Presvyterian Churches
on matters of detail. They would thus be
making progress towards union, and at the
same time there would be opportunities of
ample deliberation, which was of great impor-
tance.

The Synod then went into committee of the
whole ou the report; Mr. George Bell, of Clif-
tou in the chair.

In repiy to Mc. FrAsER

Tue CHAIRMAN said tbat be considered the
appointment of the committec last year was an
adwmission of the 'desirability of union. Any
member of the present Synod might, of cour:e,
express an opinion on the matter.

Mr. Croir, (Montreal) a member of the com-
mittee, then addressed the meeting with re-
ferrence to the report. He believed that he
might say that there was a marked degree of
ananimity in the joint committee. There were
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of course, two parties in both Churches, but
it was considered advisable that repre:euta-
tives of both those in favourand those opposed
to uuion should have seats on the committee,
He ga’d at the Convention that he helieved a
great change had taken place in the minds of
geveral members, and a more earnest feeling
in favour of union had grown up. Questions
of Getail came before the Convention, but
they did not consider them a3 being of suffi-
sient importance to prevent the successful ac-
complisbment of union. The various members
of the committee all bore testimony to the fact
that there was an increasing feeling in favour
of the union among the members of the var-
ious churches.

Steriff McDotveaLL (Lindsay) bore testimory
to the unanimity with which the Corvention
acied. On the guestion of coliegiate educa-
tion, Lkowever, there was a good deal of dis-
cussion. It was barmoniously considered, and
was well undersiood before the Corvention
closed. It had been admirably represented by
the Presiden:, who bad introduced the mat-
ter. Some years ago he wasopposed to union
but his experience of late years had led him
to change bis views. He had Leen sometimes
in a position where the necessity of union was
not seen ; but on many other occasious he had
felt the necessity of it, in order that they and
their families should enjoy Presbyteriap teach-
ing. The pres2at Synod should not hurry
the matter over, and time should be given, so
that tbe congregations might express an o;in-
ion upon it. There was a very general agree-
ment come to on the question of education
before the convention closed. He felt strong-
ly in favour of the establishment of a univer-
sity , where they could be satisfied that their
ch.idren would receive a good and sound
Presbyterian education He differed with the
location of tie chief institution at Kingston ;
and if it would not interfere with the harmony
of the two bodies, he believed that it would be
better to bave it in vne of their Jarger cities—
Montrea! or Toronto. He thought the basis
of union laid before the Synod was a good
one.

In answer to various questions,

Principal Sxoncrass said that the term
f* Presbj teriau University " in the report meant
undoubtedly the Queen’s College. Fingstoa.

In answer to & question,

Prikcipal Ssoverass explained his remarks
respecting  collegiate education. What he
wanted was that the church shouid have pe.-
fect freedum—itlat it should nul he hampered
by any deciaration that it shall necer be night
for it to have apything to do with suprrior
education. The lime might come when it
would be the Churclh’s duty to atiend to su-
perior education, and it shouid be left free in
the matter.

Rev. W. C. Cranx asked of there was a dis-
position in the juinl committee to deny that
principle.

Piincipal SxopGrass said there was not.
The question bad been raised outside, and arose
a good deal from misapjrchension of what
was done by the commitice.

Mr. Croit exjplained that the use of the term
¢ Presby terian Tnoversity™ in the report arose
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from the fact that there was a delicacy in
pressing the name of Queen's College upon
the Committee ; but it was Queen’s College
that was intended ; and so far as this Synod
was concerned, it could have no delicacy in
speaking out and declaring that Queen's Col-
lege should be maintained.

Mr. Watson asked why the Lurger Catechism
was not mentioned as well ag the Shorter.

Principal SxopGrass explained that the
Larger and Shorter Catechisms had never
been acknowledged as a standard of the
Church, and there was some fear that the
Shorter Catechism was going into disuse. It
was therefore given prominence in the report
and was recommended as an authoritative
exposition of doctrine for the inmstruction of
the people.

Mr. Warsox would like to see the Larger
Catechism also mentioned.

It being 5 30 «'clock the Court adjourned.
EVENING SEDERUNT.

Rev. Jonx Gorpox, of Almonte, resumed
the discussion. He thought union was a fore-
gone conclusion, but if the spirit manifested by
scme was allowed to prevail he was afraid it
woulid not be productive of good. He had
heard ministers of the Canada Presbyterian
Churck state that t1 + would like to reduce
Queen's University tu a mere theological in-
stitute; and if that was insisted upon, he, for
one, would oppose any union. He would like
to have this point more definitely settled be-
fore the matier was sent down to the Presby-
teries.

Rev. Dr. JrvkINs suggested that the ques-
tion of the basis of union be considered first,
and that the college question zome after : be-
cause if they were not agreed as to the basis
it was no use d:scussing the other guestion.

Principal Sxopcrass seid the ministers of
the juirt committee made a distinction between
the guestion of doctrine as a basis of union
and other matters relatirg to collegiate edu-
cation, temporalities, &¢, It was the former
question that be suggested be sent dox.vn t_o
Preshyteries with instructions o consider it
and repor. upon it to the Synod next session.
As far as the sommittee were concerncd they
fully accepted this basis of union, which in-
cluded doctrine, government and discipline.
Upon these poiuts he believed there would
be very litde diffcrence of opinion; and in
that case the matters of arrangement, which
otherwise would be of less importance, were
perbaps the most important.  He would move
that the Synud reccive the report, transmit to
Presbyteries the basis of union now reported,
witl. instructions to consider the same and re-
port thercon at the next meeting ¢ f the Syned,
andwith the further instruction to transmit the
srid basis to Kirk Sessions for the purpose 'of
ob!a’ning their opinion thercon for transmis-
sion :0 the Synod.

Rev. Mr. Sxirr, of Bellerille, moved a simi-
lar motion with the addition that the Synod
record their satisfaction at the mauner with
which the committee have discharged their
importan: trust, and that the thanks of the
Synod be a2nd are hereby tendered to the
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members thereof and especially to the Jcou-
vener. He would like to s:e the whole qaes-
tion settled at this meeting of Synod.

This addilion was made to the principal
motion. ,

Rev. R. CaxpBaLL was glad that the Bible
had been placed so prominently forward as
the standard of faith of the proposed united
Church. With reference to fraternal relations
with other Presbyterian churches, he was con-
fident all the Presbyterian churches in the old
country would hail union with joy and gladiy
accept fraternal relations with the united
Church. He thought it would be as well to
send the basis of union down to Presbvteries
merely, and when the Synod had settled all
the arrangements of union to send it all down
to Presbyteries and Kirk Sessions also.

Rev. Dr. Jevkiss thought the basis und the
arrangements should be kept separate, but he
saw no reason why they should not both be
sent dowa this session of Synod. (Cheers.)

Rev. Mr. CaueBsLr thought they ought to
bave a conference with the other Churches
with reference to arrangements before they
sent that matter down to the Presbyteries.

Rev. Dr. Jexgixs said there were certain ar-
rangements, the education questior for in-
stance, which the Presbyteries would have to
decide upon as a preliminary to entering into
the union. The question was, were they pre-
pared to give up the University rather than
lose the uniop, or would they insist upon the
University at all hazards ?

Rev. Mr. CaxeBerL thought neither the
Synod nor Presbyteries should decide posi-
tively upon that poiat before a conference
with the other Churches. They should not with-
out a conference say to the other Churches
that unless they get snch and sucb things
they will not accept union.

Principal SsonGrass was also of opinion
that there should be a conference on matters of

arrangement; some of which had not yet been |
disc ssed at all before sending these matters

to Presbyteries.

That
was what Presbyteries would have to consider,
because no doubt they were all agreed to
accept union if it was practicable. Therefore,
he thought the recommendations to be sent
down to Presbyteries should be clear and
definite.  There were many matters which
should be further considered by the joint com-
mittee before they would be in a shape to be
sent to Presbyteries. As to the college, he
thought the Synod should express itself
decidedly that it must be maintained. (Hear,
hear). He would therefore move—

Thatthe Synod accept and approve of the
report of the committee, cordiaily thank the
committee, especially the convener, and agree
to the desirableness of union with the other
Presbyterian Churches of British North Ameri-
ca on the basis proposed in the report; but
inasmuch a3 it is expedient that before such
a union shall be consummated a clearer nnder-
standing should be arrived at by the different
Presbyterian Churches regardir g some of the
subjects referred to in the recommendations of
the report, especially regarding a susteniat.on
or home mission fund, and the maintenance ol
a Duniversity connected with the Church, and
as this Synod deem it necessary to maintam in
efficiency the University of Queen's Coullege at
Kinston, the Synod re-appoint the committee
with the additivn of . instructing them
to confer again with the similar committees
of the other Presbyterian Churches of British
North America, to report the result of their
deliberations to the Commission of Synod in
the autamn of the present year, and authorise

Rev. Mr. MacrLExNAY, of Peterboro’, apuroved
of Mr. Gorldon's m stion as it was pradently
and wise)y following up the steps that had
already been taken towards the consummation
cf the union.

Rev. Dr. Mo thought it was not correct to
say that this Church was determined to have
all its own way with refcrence to Queen's
Uollege.

Rev. Gaviy Laxg, of Moatreal, could not
cater iato all the feelings of many members of
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the Synod on this subject of nnion, as he had
but lately left the Church of Scotland, which,
while rejuicing to see the union consumated
here, would feel pained to see the tie severed be-
tween them and this Church. He thoug bt there
was no necessity for limiting their fraternal
relations to vther Presbyrerian churcles, but
that they should muaintain fraternal relations
with all Prolestant chutche:, and not dismiss
the idea that sume day, however distant, there
might bte a univn of all the Protestants of
this Dominion. (Cheers.) If it was compe-
tent to make any alterations in the proposed
basis of union, he would offer an amendment
to that effect. With reference to the seven'h
division of the minutes of the juint committee,
he thought the moudes of worship should be
left to sessions, and not be brought into the
arena of Presbyteries and Synods.  As that
matter stood (n the minutesit would stund in
ithe way of the more comprchensive univn he
had spoken of. As to the generalquestiun, he
was fully in accord with the sentiment gener-
ally entertaiced of union. (Cheers.)

Principal Snopgurass explained with refer-
ence to modes of worship bat if auy change
was made in praclice it would always be
with the sanction of Kirk sessions. A certain
amount of freedvm was slluwed to congrega-
tions, and as a matter of fact there was cun-
siderable diversity. It wesin order to allow
of this diversity that the article was made as
it was, and if alter union it was thought
necessary for the united Church to legislate on
the matter, it was open for them 10 do so. and
he believed any such legisiation would be in
a liberal spirit, and would alluw d.vessity in
practice.

Rev. Mr. Laxg thought it should be estab-
lisked tbhat modes of worship should be left to
Kirk sessions.

Principal Sxongrass said the insertion of
the word * Presbyterian” in the article rela-
ting to friendly relations with other Churches
was not irtended to prevent or check fraternal
relations or union with other Churches, if it
was at any time thought advisable to enter
upon such union. The cbject was to facilitate
the translation of ministers {rom any other
Presbyterian Church to this united Chiurch.

Rev. Mr. Laxg said in that case Le thought
it would be competent fur him to move the
amendment he had suggested.  He would
therefore move tv change the third article of
the closing minute of tue joint committee to
read thus:—

3. “That this Church shall maintain frater-
nal relations with chiurches Lold.ng substan-
tiuliy the same doctrine, and that ministers
and probationers shall be recc.ied into the
Church, subject to such regulaions as the
Church may from time to time adopt.”

Rew. Mr. Macpoazagil. of Toronto, seconded
this amendment. He did not suppose it wouid
carry but he wished it to go out that there
were some ministers in this Chiurch who lovhed
forward 0 a more compreliensive un.on.  As
10 matters of arrangement, Lo would Like to
bave itsettled what questions were to be put to
candidates for ordination in the Uaited Church.

He was glad to sce that the Coufission of |

Faith was expressls declared to be a subor-
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dinate standard of the Church, and the Wora
of God the supreme standard. He thought
the second clause of the closing miuute should
read thus—" That full liberty of opiuion iu
regard to all matters therein conta'ned which
are not uatters of faith be allowed.” This
would lay down the general principle under-
lying tLi> matier, and would leave full liberty
of opinion on a1l matters not matters of faith-
The most advanced liberal views on this stb-
ject should, be thought, be adopted.

Rev. Ropr. CaxpsgLl held a strong attach-
ment to the Church of Scotland, bat held
Presbyterianism as dearer.  All the Chuarches
in Australia and the United Siates were her
legitimate cluldren, and wouid be acknow-
ledged as such were this union to take place.
He blicved she would hail this union with
delight, although there might be regrets which,
no doubt; would be felt here also. Before s
univn wuas accomplisted he feit it would ouly
be & pruper thing to communicate with the
Churcl of Scotland for Ler approval.  As to
tLe literty to Kirk Ses-ions with respect to
forms of worship he thought there should be an
2, peal allowed to the higher courts. He was
nut su cluse'y wedded 1o the system of educa-
tiva in Queen's College as not tosee thata
change 13 sume respect might be an improve-
ment, aud thought tbat a certain portion of
the arts course might be simultaneously
carried on with that of theclogy. He felt that
the lengthening of the curriculum was a
mistahe. e trusted there would be a Tni-
versity, which Le believed would be Queen’s
although not necessarily at Kingston. It
would be a blunder to remove the college
from Kingston for many reasous, its remoral
tu a large city like Montreal or Toronto being
by no means beneficial.

Rev. Mr. Laxg wes afraid bis motion bad
been mi:understood. His motion did not
cuntemplate a ution with other churches than
those mentioned ; but merely to esteblish fra-
ternal rlations with other churcles than
Prestyterinn,  He did not see how the Synod
could refuse that.

Rev. Dr. Jexging was afraid in the prospect
of union they were losingsight of their own
work. The more diligent they were in prosecut-
ing their schiemes the more Larmonicus would
be the union when it did come. He did not quite
agree with Mr. Macdentell, and thought that
the veneratle standards of the churck should
nut be toucked. (Cheers) The propused basis
of union he hoped would not be altered. Nr.
Lang. he thought misappreliended the scope
of the 3rd article of the closing minute. 1t
only refered to ministerial communion, and
d1d not prevent any minister from holding fra-
ternal relations with any other Churches hold-
ing the same doctrinc ¥ It was importast 1o
adopt first the proposcd basie, and then take
up thc arrangements, butafter that to send
them both down to the Presbyleries together.
He moved that the committee be instructed to
recommend to the Syanud the acceptance of
the three articles in the closing minute deno-
minated the basis of union.

Rev. Jaxps Gorpox seconded that motion.

Piincipal Sxoperass suggested that the
othier motions be withdrawn, and let Dr. Jen-
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king' motion pass unanimoug'y. They counld
be brought up afterwards. He was beginning
to think that perbaps it would not be well 1o
send anything down to the Presbyteries this
session. It would not delay the union any, as
they could not send all down this session;
but next sessicn they might send all down.

Rev. D. M. Gorpox agreed to withdraw his
motion on the understanding that he would
be free to offer it again.

Rev. Mr. Suvru also agreed to withdraw his
motion on the same understanding.

Rev. Mr. Laxg said he did not feel warranted
in withdrawing bis amendment. He thought
the clause should be amended.

The vote was taken on Mr. Lang’s amend-
ment. Eleven voted for it, and it was decided
lost.

Rev. Dr. Jexgixs’ motion was then put and
carried unanimously.

The committee then rose and reported the
resolution.

Rev. Dr. Jexgins moved that the repert of
tbe committee as to the adoption of tkis basis
of union be the deliverance of this coust. Car-
ried unanimously.

Rev. D. M. Gorpox proposed his fcrmer mo-
tion, omitling that portion of it which was
included in Dr Jenkins' motion that had just
been carried.

PrincipalSxoperass was afraid the proposed
plan could not be carried oul. The Com-
mission of the Synod met in the fall, and the
committee might not have met before then.

Besides, it was desirable to have the voice of the |

whole Synod on the matters before they were
sent down to Presbyteries. Furthermore, no
time would be gained, as the Canada Presby-
terian Church kad no Commission of Synod,
and they would bave to wait tiil ihe meeting of
their Synod. He would suggest that the words
# the next meeting of Synod” be substituted in
Mr. Gordeu's motions for ¢ Commission of
Synod.”
On motion, the debate was adjourned.

Rev. Mr. LiviNgsToNxE moved that the next
meeting of Synod be held on the first Wed-
nesday in June, at 11 am., in St. Andrew’s
Church, Ringston.—Carried.

The Court then adjourned at 11 o'clock.

ADDRESS TO THE GOVERNOR-GENERAL.
Rev. Dr. Wirtiaxsoy, from the comn.ittee
appointed todraft an address to the Governor-
General, reported the following address .—

To Hic Excclleney Bason Licgr. P.C \S.C.B,,
G.C.M.G., Gorernor-General of Canada, &,
Feo—

Marx 17 PLEaze Yornr ExcrLiENcy—

We, the ministers and clders ofthe Preshyte-
rian Church of Canada in conuection with tle
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Church of Scotland, in Syncd assembled, de-
sire auew to tender our expressions of loyalty
and regard to you as Her Majesty’s representa-
tive in this Dominion. We sincarely congra-
tulate your Excellency upon your recent ele-
vation to the Peerage, and rejoice that Her
Majesty has been pleased to show her appree’-
ation of your l)ng and fuithful services in this
and other portions of the empire. We also
congratulate your Excellency that under your
wise and able administration the consolidation
of the whole of Her Majesty’s possessions on
the continent of North America into one Do-
minion Lis been consummated—a union with
which your name will long be remembered,
and which we trust every year will' render
more firm and indissoluble. It has, moreover,
been a source of great satisfaction to us that
since your Excellency’s appointment to the
high office which you now hold Canada hag
enjoyed in an eminent degree the blessings of
peace and prosperity, and that in consequence
a large and increasing number of emigranis
has been atiracted to our shores. Aboveall,

; we fecl deeply grateful for the encouragement

and sappurt which your Excellency bas always
given to the cause of religion, and for the hap-

i py influence which your own example and

that of Lady Lisgar bave had in advancing
those otjects which-it is our great business to
promote ; and we assure jour Excellency that
it sball be our constant and strenuous endea-
vour to inculeate thosc principles witbout
which no Government can be stable anino
country can be prosperous.

That every spiritual and temporal blessing
may ever attend your Excellency is our ear-
nest prayer.

The address was adopted.

THE PRESRYTERIAN.

Ar. Jaues Croit, from the committee to
which was referred the question of the Presby~
terian, repocted as follows :—

@ The committee appointed to consider &
suggestion of the General Sustentation Board
in reference to the Presbytsrian, beg leave to
report as follows:—That, with a view of
ex:iending the circulation of the Preshylerian
and rendering it helpful to the various schemes
of the Church, it is recommended that the
Synod aproint a committee to confer with the

' Lay Association of Montreal for the purpose

of ascertaining whether the Asscciation are
wiling 1o transfer the mapagement of tbe
paper along with the pecuniary respousibili-
ties therewith coonected to the Synod. And
further, that in event of ihe Association

; agreeing to this proposal, that the said com-

miitee have fall power to cffect the said
transfer and to take clarge of the publica‘ion
of the Prestylerian from the first day of
Jawuary rexi, and to report to the next meet-
ing of the Synod. It being understood ; st
That a reduction chall be made in the price of
tl.c publication ; 2nd, That greater publicity
shall be given to the proc~edings of Presby-
terics and to the reports of the several schemes
of the Church; 3rd, To the acknowledge-
ment of individual contributions 10 the said
schemes, all of which aanouncements to be
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regarded as advertisements and paid for by
the conveners of committees on a uniform
scale or tariff proportionate to the amount
required for defraying the annual expenses of
the publication.”

Mr. Croin said this report did not originate
in any desire to find any fault with the Preshy-
terian as at present conducted, but in a desire
to make it strictly speaking an organ of the
Church. He thougbt the remarks that fell
from a member of the Court the other day
were entirely uncalled for. (Hear, hear.) He
bad no besitation in saying that the Presbyle-
rian as a literary paper would compare very
favourably with any church paper he knew of.
He bad heard it stated by mimisters in Scotland
who received, it that they considered it supe-
rior to their own Church Recurd. It was the
oldest magazine under private management of
any kind in Canada, being now in its 23rd
year.

Mr. Gissoy, of Scarbore’ had long been a
constant reader of Preslylerian, and it had
always been a welcome visitor in his familly.
He spoke very highly of the character of the
selections in the magazine, and regretted that
it had not been better supported, so that its
size could be enlarged, instead of diminished,
if the ministers and members had supported
it as they ought, it would to-day, be believed,
be the very best magazine on the continent.
He spoke in strong terms of the great benefit
of such a paper to the Church, and said ‘he
Lay Association deserved the thaunks of the
whole Cburch fur keeping up this magazine us
they bad done. (Cheers.)

Rev. Mr. Barx, of Scarboro’, complained that
several years ago he had been abused in the
columns of the Presbylerian. Since that he
had bad nothing to do with a publication
which was as weak as water.

Mr. Croiw regretted that this matter bad
beeo brought up. It reflected upon the pre-
sent managers of the Presbytcrian, whereas
the occurrence be referred to bhanpened ten
years ago. The present editor was a gentle-
man well-known for L5 expericnce in the press
and of recognized ability, and, moreover, his
valuable services, for the Presbylerian were
performed gratuitously. (Cheers.)

Rev. Mr. Warsonsaid he and hiz friends felt
aggrieved that a notice of a presentation to
Jim sent down to the Presbyferian had been
cut down to two or threc lines.

A Meuer suggested that, as the Editor of
the Presbyterian was present be sL.ould be heard.

This was agreed to.

Mr. D. Buyaskr, Editor of the Presbyterion
said that the notice to which Mr. Watson had
referred would Lave occapied two pages of
the Presbyterian, (laughter) and be had per-
haps some fifty of these notices sentin., The
plan he had adopted with reference to these
presectation notices, and it was the only prac-
tical plen, was to condeuse them as much as
possible, leaving out all but the mere facts of
the casc. Before a gentleman should criti-
cize & publication be should at loast have some
idea of the nature of its contents ; but they had
heard a vener ble futher of the Charch declare
that the Presbylcrian was ss weak as water, and
in the same breath confess ihat be bad not

‘
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looked at it for te 1 years! He was bappy to see,
howerver, that they bad both their bane and
their antidote from Scarboro’. (Laughter.)
With respect to these matters, the Lay Asso-
ciation deserved credit for their gratuitous
assistance to the Presbylerian, and if the mi-
nisters had only done a small part of their
duty towards it, it would have been a financial
success, He had made every effort to get
reports of Presbytery meetings, but without
success. He hoped Presbytery clerks would
attend to thismatter and send in brief reports
of their meetings. Respecting the cununection
of the paper officially with the Synod, he woonld
say that in his opinion the counection should
eatend no further than to official notices. The
editorial department should be left free, and
the editoriuls should not be considered to have
any official character. With regard to ano-
ther poiut that Lad been alluded to, he had,
while studiously refusing insertion of personal
atiacks, given every opportunity to the pre-
sentation of different views expressed in a
proper spirit.

Mr. Warsoxn said his congregation took 53
copies of the Fresbyteriun, and if others had
taken the same paius he bad to support it,
tliere would not be any complaiuts tv be made
to-day.

Mr. Brack said it was the desire of the Lay
Association to band over the D’resbyterian to
the church free of debt.

Rev. W. C. Crauk moved that the report be
received and adopted and that the committee
be the ministers and elders of the Presbytery
of Montreal.

The court adjourned at 1.30,

AFTERNOON SEDERUNT.

Rev. Mr Crarg’s motion respecting the Pre-
byterian was put and carried.

Oa motion of Rev. Mr. McKar, seconded by
Rev. Mr. Warsox, a unanimous vote of thanks
was tendered to the Lay Association, to the
managers of the L’resbyterian, and especiaily
to Mr. Brymner, the ed:.tur, for their valuable
services in conuection therewith,

SCHOLARSHIPS AND BURSARY SCHEME.

Rev. Dr. WiLLiausox, {from the Commititee
on the Scholarship aud Bursary schume, re-
ported tiat the financial condiiiun of the
scheme duting the past year was by no means
such as it ought to be, or even as it bas been
in former years. In 1867 the number of con-
gregations contributing was thiriy-two, and
tie amount contributed $34395; in 1868
thirty-four congregations,andihe receipts $410
51; w0 1869 thirty, and $441 10; and in 1870
thirty-on, and $$44 34. During the last
year, howevcr, ouly twenty-six congregations
contributed, and the amount received was
only $252 39. The consequence has bren an
excess of expenditure over revenue of $164.
The report went on to point out the impor-
tance of providing for th- assistance of stu-
dents, and recommended that every means be
taken to seek out suiitable young men who
may be willing to dedicate themselves to the
ministry, and render them assistance in ob-
taining tue necess.ry education. Increased
collections from cvery c.ngregation were
necessary, so that the sclolarships awarded
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shall be of such an amount as not to leave, as
they now did even at their highest value,
from $60 to $80 a year, to be defrayed by the
students. A collection of $8 from each of the
100 congregations would enable the committee
to award 8 scholarships of $100 each, and
they could not safely aim at less. But to
carry out thisaim there must be united effort,
and the committee suggest that Presbyterizs
be epjoined to see that each of the ministers
" withio their bounds make the collection ap-
pointed on its behalf, so that the scholarships
may be provided for.

Rev. Mr. Ross, of Chatham, moved that the
Synod receive the report, thank the commit-
tee for their diligence, regret the decrease in
the contributions to the fund during the past
year, enjoin upon Presbyteries to urge upon
congregations tbe importance of making a
collection for this scheme and insiructing
individual members to encourage young men
of piety to dedicate themselves to the work
of the ministry and reappoint the committee,
with the addition of Messrs Ferguson and
George Macdonald. In offering this motion
the Rev. gentlemen spoke of the vitul impor-
tance of encouraging young men to enter the
minis'ry and take the places of those who
were departing frum their field of labour. He
was of opinion that the curriculum was too
long, and that there should be better facilities
for young men of good general education to
be admitted into the divinity class.

Rev. Hrer Cauxenox, seconded tbe motion,
and approved of the remarks expressed by the
mover.

Rev. Mr. Lixpsay thought the root of the
difficulty in this matter was the lack of spiri-
tuality amongst Christian people. He was
afraid the ministry was l.oked upon tou often
from & financial point of view, forgetting the
diguoity and honour of the work of the minis-
try. He thought the curriculum should be
modified to suit special ca-es. Presbyteries
did not do their duty in this matter ; they
should see to it that the collections were
taken up by all the congregations.

Rev. Mr. Macray srid his congregation hed
made no special effort to coitect for this
scheme because of the few divinity students
in the college to be provided for. He did not
agree with the former speakers in shortening
the curriculum. A thorough and comprehen-
sive edrcation was necessary to the efficiency
of the ministry, and should be maintained.

Rer. S. McMorise thought the fault lay, in
a considerable measure, with Ministers in not
seeking out young men, and urging and en-
couraging them-to devote themselves to the
work of the ministry. He thought one young
man might bé found for the ministry in each
congregation, if proper means were taken to
bring them out. .

The Crerk suggested that as the matter of
obtaining young men for the ministry was to
be brought up by overture. it would be well
:g postpone the discussion on that point till

en.

The moticn was then ca-ried.
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FRENCH CANADIAN MISBION.

Rev. Dr. JenkiNg presented the report of the
Committee on the French Canadian mis- .
sion :=—

The Committee of the French Mission Scheme
beg leave to report :

That amid some discouragements, yet not
without hope, they have attempted to fulfil
the trust committed to them by your reverend
court.

The jmportance nd need of missionary
operations amoogst rench Canadian Roman
Catholics has from year to year been confes~
sed by the Church in her annual convocations.
It may be truly said that never since the time
of the Reformation were activity, earnestness
and self-denial in the defence and propagation
of gospel truth of greater moment than is in
dicated by the present condition of Christen
dom, both European and American. If thereis
value in the principles for which*the fathers
of the R:formation contended and suffered,
then must it be owned that the times upon
which we have fallen call loudly for theire
strenuous maintenance.

Your committee’cannot but believe that the
conviction, and indeed purpose, of the Church
are in faveur of sustaining and strengthening
tht work in which the Synod amid innumerable
difficulties has been so long engaged; the more
that Providence has at length beckored us to
action by raising up within the Church earnest
and able Frenchmen as missionaries and mi-
nisters.

Your committee are glad to report an ino-
crease in the amount of last year's contribu-
tions to the fund. ~At the Synod of 1870 the
whole sum reported a3 haviug been sent to
treasurer was $789 52. To-day the com-
mittee report the receipts during the year now
closed of $1,278.63, being an increase of $489
11. This is exclusive of some $500 raised by
the Ladies’ Association, of Montreal, for re-
pairs on the manse, and towards the building
of & French school-house adjoining the church.,
This sum is reserved by the associalion for
these purposes, and it is respectfully suggested
that the sum thus raised for these very need-
ful purposes might be easily augmented by &
little effort on the part of the iadies of the
Kirk in other cities and towns within the
bounds of the Synod.

Theincrease now reported is due not so much
to congregational collections, though these
exceed those of theprevious yearby S162 70,a8
to special donations. The yonng Men’s Associa-
tion of St. Gabriel's Church, Montreal, have
trancmitted to the Rev. C. A. Doudiet for the
benefit of the fund, the sum of $164, the pro-
ceeds of & series of winter evening lectares and
conversaziones. The committee would suggest
that other associations of roung men throngh-
out the Church might with the best resulis to
the Mission, follow this most praise-worthy
example. A generous friend at Huntingdon,
in the Presbytery of Montreal, bas ferwarded
to the Convener, by the hands of the Rev. S
McMorine, the sum of $80, asa donation to
the Fund. These special contributions have
greatly encouraged the commitlee, and bave
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also relicved them, in part at least, from the
financiul cmbarrassments under which they
,have laboured. TLey accept these facts as
-evideuce that in some quaiters there still lives
an interest in the Fiench mission work.

Gratifying as is the increase now reported,
the committee regret to be obliged to state
that the demands of the year now closed large-
1y exceed its income. The commitiee began
the year with a balance due to the Treasurer
of $185.96, which they have paid in full ; and
with a balance due to the Synod’s missionaries
Messrs Doudiet and Tanner, of $213, which
has cot been paid. To this sum must be added
$381 81 due to these missionaries for services
rendered during the past year. This indebted-
ness, the committee feel, should be at once
disoharged. If it could be so done by means
of a special effort there can be little doubt that
henceforward the regular income would meet
the annual expenditure. But the committee

* are not satistied with the present narrow limit
of the operations of the mission. The Church
is able, were it only willing, to extend tbhis
work to at least the extent of employing two

or three culporteurs or catechists in addition |

to the present staff of labourers. TLe 1ardi-
ness of sume congregations in transmitting
their contributions, and the total neglect of
others tend greatly to discourage both yotr
committee and tbeir missiouaries. Then the
smallness of the sums which tle majority of
the contributing congregations trausmit frem
year to year is anotler cause of discourage-

ment. It will not be maintained that a whole
presbytery does its duty in this work by con-
tributing 5 fur the year, as is the case with
one of our presbyteries or by contr.buting
310 as is the case with another. Even with
regard to presbyteries that fall not so low ia
the scale as those, it will not beheld that $41

represent what the Church has a right tolock
for from a presbytery contsining twilve con-

gregations, situated, too, in one of the wealth-

jest agricultural districis of the west ; or that
$53 are worthy of another presbytery no less
favourably situated, containing also 12 con-
gregations, some of them amongst the largest
and sblest of the country congregatlions.
The committee also submit that one of the two
largest presbyteries can scarcely be ju'ged
zealous for Protestant truth, while it
remits to the treasury only $95. Attention is
directed by the committec to the financial
statement appended to this report, by which
it will be seen that, of the whule number of
congregations, 59 only complied with the Sy-
nodical direction in regard to contributions
to the scheme. If this is work worthy of our
energies and our prayers, let the churches by
all means faithfully prosecute it. I were
more manly and reputable to abandon tae
French mission than to carry it on feebly aad
hulf-heartedly.

Rev. Mr. McKay moved that the Synod
adopt the report, thank the committee, and es-
pecially the couvener, commend the French
mission scheme to the greater Lbemlity and
more earnest pravers cf the congregatiors,
enjoin non-contributing congregatiuns to fultil |
their auty to the Sclheme, zad empower the
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committee to adoyt such special measgures as
they may d. m most suitable for securing the
payment to the Synod missivnaries of -the
sums to which the synod is indebted to these
labourers. The committee to consist of Rev.
Mr. Lung, convener ; Rev, J. Fraser, vice-
convener ; Mr. A. McPherson, treasurer ; Mr.
John L. Morris, secretary ; Rev. Dr. Muir,
Rev. W. Simpson, Rev. Dr. Jenkins, Rer.
Mes:rs. F. P. Sym, J. Patterscn, R. Campbelj,
W. M. Black, C. A. Doudiet, S. McMorine,
and Messrs. A. Ferguson, W, Christie, J.Croil,
P. Larmouth, W. Ewing, and John Raukin,

Principal SxopGrass said the mission had
already met with considersble success, and
there was only one anzwer to the question of
Dr. Jenkins and that was it was worth while
to keep up this mission. That answer involved
the responsibility on the Synod and upon the
Church of heartily and thoroughly supporting
the mission.

The motion was carried.

THE LUMBER MISSION.

Rev. D. M. Gorpox, convener of the com-
mittee on missiins to the lumbermen of the
Ottawa, presented the report of that commiitee.
The repurt contained aniuv.erestiug account of
the labours of the missivparics among the
lumnbermen, showed that their efforts were
meeling with & considerable degree of success.
The missivn-ries were well received, and their
services highly appreciated. The amoun’ re-
ceived by the treasurer, including $162 in
hand at the opening ¢f the year, wus $354
and tbere was a b.lance now on hand after
d-fraying all expenses of $167. He wouid
::ption that the work of this committee en-
tailed no charge upon the Synod.

Principal SyonG.iass moved that the report
b2 received; tlLat the thanks of the Synod
be tendered to the committee; that the com-
mittee be re-appointed, and that 2500 copies of
thie report be printed for general circulaticn
in the interests of the wission. Carried.

WIDOWS' AND ORPHANS' FUXD,

Rev. Mr. LiNnsay, from the committeo to
which was referred the report on this fund, re-
ported—That the Synod receive the report,
recommend the fund to the liberality of the
Church, approve of the zeal and diligence of
the Board of managemeunt of the fund, re-ap-
point the commitices ; that the Synod express
the regret that so many congregations bave
failed to take up collections for so importunt a
fund, anew urge upon Presbyteries the duty of
attending to this matter and taking the neces-
sary steps to get collections raised in all the
congregations within their bounds. That the
Synod approve of the action of the Board in
placiog Thos. Mcturchy, son of the late min-
ister of Eldon, on the list of its annuitants.
That tbe Synod recommend that in place of
giving a bonus for the carrent year to the an-
nuitants on its lists, it makes such an increase
in the annual allowance as the state of the
funds may warrant. That the Syned recom-
mend the board 1o take the legal steps neces-
sary to permit it to increase its anaualincome

| to $30,900.
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-On motion, the report was adopted, and the
Synod adjourned at 5.45 till Monday at 10.30
a.m.

FIFTH DAY,

The Synod resumed its sittings 12th June, at
St Andrew’s Cburch, under the chairmanship
of the Moderator. There was a good atten-
dance. After devotional exercises, the min-
utes of the last sitting were o bmitted and
sustained. w

EXAMINING COMMITTEE.

The examining commitiee submitted a re-
port recommending that Mr. Peter S. Living-
stone be taken on trial for license ; also that
Mr. Robert Luing be allowed to eater the The-
ological Hall of Queen’s College, Kingston, as
a third year's student. Agreed to.

THE UNION QUESTION.

The discussion en the question of union
was then resumed.

Rev.J. C.Surn:u expressed the pleasure with
which be should see the name of Dr. Jenkins
added to the list of those on the committee.
He was sure they would all have resd with
pleasure in the Grose of that morning the
statement of the action of the general assem-
bly of the other Presbyterian Cburch with
regard to the question of union. Matters of
detuil seemed to present insuperable difficulties
at the present time ; but he thought that they
should leave these questions opea for future
consideration and settlement. The two most
iwportant questious were, no doubt, the col-
lege gnestion and the fund for the sustenta-
tion of home missions, the latter of which
must be admitted to be 2 partial failure. Dis-
cussion might tuke place with adrantage on
these points. After some further remarks Mr.
Smith submitted the following resolution :—
s« That the Sy nod receive the report and record
its satisfaction with the manner in which the
commitiee Lave discharged their important
trust. That the thanks of the Synod are due,
and are hereby tendered to the members there-
of, and especially to the convever. That the
committee be re-appointed with additions
thereto. That the basis ut animounsly adopted
be sent down to presbyteries and kirk sessions
with instruc-ions to report at next meeting of
Synod. That the Synod now resulve itself
into committee of the whole, aud address itself
to & full discussion of matters of detzil neces-
sarily involved in the proposed union, and
that should a finding on these be come to du:-
ing thie present session, the same be submitted
for consideration of the Cburch at large,
simultancously with the doctrinal basis.” e
suggested the addition of the names of the
Rev. Dr. Jenking, and also of the Rev. RR.
Campbel), who was a thorough Capadian stu-
dent, and might therefore be expecied to look
with especial care after the ijnstitution in
which he bad been educated.

The resolulion was seconded.

It was suggested that Mr. Smith’s name
should also be addded; and a discussion en-
sued as to the power of the Synod to increase
the number of tiue Commitiee. It was pro-
posed tbat the Synod should adopt a resolution
fixing the number of names to be added, and
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the result telegraphed to the Quebec Asgem-
bly. After some desultory discussion, it was
decided to go into committee of the whole on
a separate motion, in order to keep the motion
of Mr. Smith before the chair.

Mr. Bell, of Clifton, took the chair, and,
after a few words from Rev. Mr. Snodgrass,

Rev. Dr. Jenkixs moved that the Committee
from the Synod should consist of twelve mem-
bers.

This was agreed to, and the convener of
the Committee instructed to telegraph tle
result to Dr. Topp, at the Quebec General
Assembly - and also that the basis of union
bad been uanimously agreed to.

A genera] discussion ensued on the questioa
of cullegiate education.

Rev. Mr. McKge (Bradford,) spoke on the
question, and advocated the preservation of
Queen’s College as being absolutely necessary.
He was ready to leave this matter open for
future consideration, being prepared to trust
in the just manner in which he believed the
joint’committee would deal with the matter. He
bore lesumony to the high character which
was borne by the college, among some of the
Jeading members of the communion of the
Canada Presbyterian Church.

Rev. J. H. Mackerras, Clerk of the Synod,
also spoke. He expressed his full belief in
the desirability ané practicability of the union.
His conviction in favour of it was fourded on
a tour which he had taken through tle whole
of Canada. It was not in large cities or towns
where the effect of union would be felt, butia
some of the scattered rural districts. It wasa
marter of vital consequence with regard to
such churches. He bad no fears about Queen’s
College ; and wished to see everyone of their
peopla come into the union.

Rev. Mr. McDoxxELL, of Toronto, expressed
his fears that the anticip.tions of the respected
Cleck of the Synod with regard to Queen’s
College would not be reahized. They had
before them the decisivn of the comumittee
regularly appointed, and if tue basis then come
to was not satisfactory to the other body, then
the responsibility of any further snggestion ’
woul? rest with them. As a body, those pre-
sent were pot called upon to take apy such
step. (Hear.)

Rev. R. CaxpBeLU said that the College and
Church were not connected at all. The Col-
lege was in an independent position and
would be able to maictain itself. The great
difficulty, he believed, was with respect to the
support of the establishment, and when this
was better understood, he believed there
would be less difficulty.

Rev. Mr. McKay, (Lochiel), and Rev. Mt
McKar, (Orangeville,) alsospoke. The latter
said that he regretted thutihe Committee of
Union hed not referred to Queen’s College
particularly when noticing the question of a
i Presbyterian University.”

Mr. CaRNICHAEL, (Markbam), was in favour
of union, and thought that the question should
be approached with a broad and comprehen-
sive spirit.

Res. Mr. Lixpsay, (Mono,) wasa firm friend
of Queen’s College, but thought that too great
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prominence was being made of this question.
He believed that they were showing alto-
gether too much sensitiveness about the mat-
ter. He believed there was no necessity for
any fears with respect to the future of the
college. He would support Mr. Smith’s mo-
tion when it came before the meeting. He
wished to see & Chemical Union—a fusion of
the two bodies. (Cheers.)

The Synod then rose for recess.

The Synod resumed shortly after three
o'clock, Dr. Jenkins in the chair, temporarily,
in absence of Mr. Bell.

The SecrETARY announced the receipt of the
following telegram :—‘¢ New York, June 12th,
1871. To the clerk of Synod, Toronto. Regret
impossibility of appearing in time. Please
present letter gent. J. Hall” He explained
that the letter referred to had not yet been
received,

The discussion on the union question was
then resumed.

Rev. Mr. Livinesroy anuounced his warm
approval of the project of upion, the time ‘or
which he thought, had now arrived. If there
were any difficulties at al), they must come
from the other side, since this Synod was
united on the subject. He had no apprehen-
s1008 whatever on tbe suhject of Queen’s Col-
lege, and believed that there would be a large
increase in the number of pupils attending
that institution after the union had been ef-
fected. He advised more consideration of the
question of Temporalities Fund than had yet
been given to it.

The CgairMax suggested the consideration
of the questions seriafim.

Rev. J. Sieverierr (Goderich) then mnved
the adoption of the Tth recommendation of the
report, having reference to the college ques-
tion. .

Princiral Sxoperass stated that the
Queen’s College bad obtained great success,
and said that tl.e expression of the opinion of
the Synod was no doubt in favour of the
meintenance of the college in all its usefulness,
Hedrew an eloquent pictuie of the future of
the institution under the new regime.

Rev. D. McGiLLivray (Brockville) thought
the motion of the Rev. Mr. Smith did not reach
the whole question, and therefore he submitted
a3 a substitute the following:

“ That the Synod adopt the report and thank
the Committee, and re-appoint it with certain
additions, that it be sent down to the Presby-
teries and Kirk Sessions, with instructions to
transmit their decision respecting the basis
of union and mattersof detail arising out of it,
to the Synod before the next meeting,—tbat
pending the union of the Churches, Queen’s
College be maintained, if possible, in more
than its prescnt efficiency,—and that the

Synod now proceed to consider the real or |

supposed difficulties in the way of the union,
whether in connection with the Temporalities
Fund, or the retaining of Queen's College in
every respect as now existing, in order that
the deliverance on these matters be sent down
to Presbyteries and Kick Sessions for their
guidance.” He supported his amendment with
a short sprech, in which he cdvocated liberal
treatment of the questions before them.
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Rev. Mr. Swite said that the amendmoent
was no amendment at all, as it was substan-
tially the same as his own moti,n.

Rev. D. Warson (Thorah) addressed the
meeting, stating that he objected to the basis
of union, inasmuch as there wus no refercnce
in it to the Larger Catechism. After stating
bis views with reference to the Westminster
Confession of Faith, and quoting from the
records of the Cburch in relation to the adop-
tion of the Larger or Siiorter Catechiswms, he
pointed out that the American Church had
included the Larger Catechism in their basis.
He complained strongly of the failure of the
representative commitiee in not intruducing
this statement in the basis now approved. So
far as he kuew, there was no Presbyterian
church which had adopted the Westminster
Confession of Faith, wuich had dealt in the
manner they had with the Larger Ca‘echism.
He was actuated only by conscientiousmotives
in thus addressing the mecting. He had
listened with a view to hear the statement of
some valid reason fur this exceptional course,
but he had not heard any. He did not think
that the argument that it was not needed and
was not read was of any value, since the same
might be saia of the Conlession of Faith. In
the compilations of the shorter cateclism, the
lurger one was frequently quoted.

After some discussion a vote was come to,
and the motion of Mr. S.everight was then
carried unanimously.

The fifib recommendation, as to the susten-
tation fund, was then considered.

PriacipaL Snopgrass referred to the provi-
sions of this fund, and stated that the appro-
priations rested with the Synod. He would
ask if the moneys comiog into the hands of
the Church should be trusted to the Church to
use them as it judged best? He thought that
students who looked forward to a speedy union
of the Churches and who were resolved to
enter the ministry should have a vested right
in the fund.

Rev. Mr. Gorpox thought that whatever
portion of the funds remained over after satis-
fying the sustentation claims, should be left
over to be disposed of by the United Chuarch.
The fund of tbe Church of Scotland only
reached to one-third of its wants, and it would
be unfair to ask the Church with which they
proposed to unite to make up the other two-
thirds.

Rev. J. H. Machsrras said that difficulty
might be obviated by their own church raising
the full amount required, $200 for each of the
42 ministers. He thought their congregations
would make an effort in their new position
to raise the fund without allowing it to become
& burden on the United Church.

Rev. Mr. Baiy was in some doubt asto what
' ghould be couside red as vested interests. He

thought the original ben: ficiaries on the susten-
l tation funu _hould be held to havea first claim,

This fund should not be turned aside to arny

other purpose, as these aged ministers, if they

bad even no legal right, bad a strong moral
right to & portionof it. He instanced the
benefits derived from such an appropriation
; in Scotland, where aged ministers could retire
. with an allowance, leaving the pulpits open to

'
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younger men. In this way no doubt, the effi-
ciency of the ministry was sustained.

Rev. Mr. McDonELL spoke at some length on
the propriety of possibly giving up the fund
to be expended in the interests of education.

Rev. Dr, Jexkixns spoke in favour of the idea
thrown out by Mr. Bain, that support should
be accorded to aged ministers,

Principal Sxoperass did not think that
there would be any difficulty if they went
into the union, and asked protection for their
vested interests. They asked that the fund
sbould in the firstplace be applied to the support
-of the aged ministers, and then to the benefit of
probationers and licentiates, so long as they
were recognized assuch. As for the remainder
they left it to the wisdom of the united Church
to say what should be done with it, only
requiring that it should be devoted to the
object originally contemplated, the support of
tpe Protestant clergy.

Mr. Gorpo~ proposed thata sub-committee
ghould be appointed to draw up a report on
the questions discussed during the day.

A committee, consisting of Rev. Dr. Snod-
grass, Rev. Dr. Jenkins, Mr. James Bain, Mr.
Geo. Bell, Rev, Mr. MacDonnell, Mr. Croi,
Rev. Dr Gordon, J. S. Vullen, Cameron, Sheriff
McDougall, and James Craig, M.P.P, was
appointed.

The committee then rose and reported.

SIXTH DAY, 13 JUNE.

_ The Synod 1~sumed its sitiings this morn-
ing at half-pez. ten. The moderator occupied
the chair.

RECEFTION OF PRESBYTERIAN CLERGYMEN.

On motion of rev Mr. Cochrane, Port Hope,
seconded by rev. Mr, Tanner, the Rev John
Milloy, of Lingwick, P. Q., of the Canada
Presbyterian Church, wasasked to sitand de-
liberate with the Synod.

IN MEMORIAM REPORT.

Rev. Mr. LivinesTox presented the in mem-
oriam report as follows :—

“ The Synod having learned that during the
past year no fewer than six of their number
have been removed by death agree to express
their deep sense of the losa which the Church
has sustained by the removal of these brethren
and in their removal would humbly and de-
voutly acknowledge the hand of Him who
does all things wisely and well.

Rev. Huer Urquuart, D.D.—In the death
of Dr. Urquhart the Synod has to lament the
death of the oldest acting minister of this
Churceh, and of one who was as venerable for
his sterling qualities as for his years. A pas-
tor of the same congregation for nearly haif &
centu ry, he acquired the warm attachment
and entire confidence of his people, and the
esteem in which he was held by them, as well
as by his fellow-townsmen, gave rise to amore
than ordinary manifestation of feeling at his
death and funeral. A member of this court
ever gince its formation, he contributed much }
to the harmonious and judicious character of
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its proceedings, and his brethrcn who met
with him at our annual meetings will locg re-
tain a pleasing recollection of his prudence
apd large experience, his intellectual culture
and gentlemanly bearing, bis good sense and
genuine piety.

Rev. Jamgs GEorGE, D.D.—Dr. George beld
a bigh position in this Church, both as a min-
ister and as a professor of tl eology in Queen’s
College. As a minister he laboured for many
years at Scarboro’ with great success; and lat-
terly at Stratford, where the cause of our
Church revived and flourished under his miu-
istrations, and where his memory will long Lt
fondly cherished. As a professor, he mani-
fested 2 deep and tender interest in the wel-
fare of his students, not only while under his
charee, but throughout their subsequert ca-
reer. Ilis lectures were clear, thoughtful and
practical ; and his method of presenting the
truths which he ta.ght, was in a high degree
calculated to awaken the enthusiasm and
arouse the energies of the young. The keen-
ness of his intellect, the e.rnestness of his
manner, the vigour of his language, and the
force of his convictions made his pulpit ser-
vices erinently impressive; nor was he less
distinguished for tue zeal asd fidelity with
which he discharged the other duties of a
Christian pastor.

Rev. Geo. Troxsoy, A.M.—The Synod re-
solve to place on record the bigh estimation in
which Mr. Thomson was beld as a faitiiful
labourer in the vineyard of our Lord. During
the nineteen years of bis incumbency of Mc-
Nab and Horton, he won and retained the con-
fidence of his own congregation and the respect
of the whole community where he resided.
His memory will be fondly cherished by many
for his genial disposition and his abilities as &
minister of the gospel.

Rev. GEORGE MAcDONNELL, for 18 years a
minister of onr Church in this Province, has
been removed in the midst of his labou:s, and
when years of usefulness seemed still befors
bim. Mr. Macdonnell was one of our most
devoted ministers, sincere in his piety, gentle
in his disposition, quiet in his demeanour, ge-
nial in all his intercourse with his brethren, and
taking as he did a deep interest in the reli-
gious education of the young, and in home a3
well as foreign missionary efforts, be was
universally esteemed, and has gone from
amongst us regretted by all.

Rev. ALEXANDER WALLACE, B.A,, was cut
down suddenly in the midst of his usefulness
as inister of Huntingdon, to which charge
he was ordained in 1845, and where he con-
tinued to 1abour with fauitbfulness and accept-
ance till his lamented death. Mr. Waliace
was held in high estimation for his many ex-
cellent and amiable qualities, botb as a Chris-
tian and s minister of the Gospel.

Rev. JoaN Barr.—Mr. Barr entered on the
ministry at a late period. in life,j avd was not
long spared to perform the, duties of the pas-
toral office which be loved, but during bis few
years of service, he was enabled to doa good
work for his Master, carrying into the Minis-
try the same conscientiousness, bumility, and
kindliness which bad characterized him in
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private life. He never made an enemy and
he gaived the love and respect of his brethren
in the ministry, of his congregation, and of the
community in which he lived.

After some discussion, the report wasunea-
imously adopted.

DELEGATE TO THE PRESBYTERIAN ASSEMDLY,

On the mmotion of Rev. R. CamrpeLL it was
decided that Dr, Cook of Quebec, should be
appointel delegate to the Assembly of the
Canada Presbyterian Church, now in session.

ADDRESS TO THE QUEEN.

Rev. Mr. Laxc submitted the address to the
Queen agreed 10 by the committee appointed
for that purpose.

DELEGATE.

The Synod clerk announczd the receipt of
a notice appointing Mr. Wm. Donaldson, del-
cgate from Whitby.

THE JOINT COMMVIT TEE.

Principal Snopbcrass informed the Synod
that be had received a reply from the Quebec
Assembly to the telegram sent by the Synod
yesterday. The telegram read :—

t Phraseology of second article changed.

Adjourned
meeting in October, Toronto, to receive report
of committee, and send basis to Presbyteries
before next Assembly.

Gavia Lang, of Montreal, and Mr. Croil, of
Montreal, to visit Fergus to epquire into the
matter, and endeavour to bring about an ami-
cable settlement, was carried.

The commission are to report at the uext
meeting of the Synod.

RETIRING ALLOWANCES.

Rev. R. Cavpeirt then read on behalf of
the Committee to whom bad been referred
the applications of ministers for leave to rc-
tire, tbeir report which suggested, Ist, Trat
the Synod accede to tbe request of the Rev.
‘Wm. Barr, permitting bim to retire from tbhe
active duties of the ministry retaining his full
allowance from the Temporalities’ Board : 2nd,

——

That the same privilege be extended to t'e
Rev. Dr, Barclay, and that, while granting it,
the Synod reccrd its appreciation of the many
and valuable services he has r:ndered to the
Churcb, its deep sorrow for the occasion of his
making this application, its sincere sympathy
with him in his affliction, and its earnest prayer
for his speedy and entire rucovery. 3rd,
That, with regard to the application of the
Rev. Mr. Walker, late minister of Belleville,
in the circumstances of the case, the Tempo-
ralities’ Board be alvised to giant him $290,
acnually for three years, on condition of bis
produ-ing testimonials catisfactory to the
Board, but that as he is po longer under the
jurisdiction of the Synod, it has no power to
facilitate his retirement from the active duties
of the ministry.”

Rev. John Whyte, late winister of Arthur,
now resident in Scotlund, was granted an
additional year's allowance from the Tempo-
ralities’ Buard.

Rev. Wa. Joaxson announced to the Synod
that be bad almost recovered from his recent
iliness and hoped to be able to resume active
duties in the ministry in a short time. He ex-
pressed the hope that thefavour which had been
extended to him hitherto would be accorded
to him during the present year. On motion,
it was agreed that Mr. Jobnson should receive
for the present year the same allowance from
the Temporalities’ Fund which be had hitherto
received.

The session then rose for recess till half-past
seven,

EVENING SEDERUNT.
THE COLONIAL COMMITTEE.

The Cormittee appointed for correspondence
with the Colopnial Committee, submitied their
report,

The report concludes, “ That your Com-
mittee cannot use terms 100 strong to convey
their sense of the promptness and generosity
with which the Colonial Committee have res-
ponded to all their recommendations, of the
warm interest which they have manifested in
all that concerns the welfare of this Church,
and of the unvaryicg courtesy which has
marked tbe communications addressed by the
officials of thatcommittee to your hosrd.

The report was respectfully submitted by
Rev. J. B. Mackerras, in absence, through
severe personal affliction, of the Convener.

The report was received and adopted, and
.Mr. Mackerras appointed convener for the
future.

THE FERGUS CASE.

After some further desultory discussion on
this question, Rev. Mr. CAMPBELL moved to
adopt the report of the committee, and Rev.
Dr. Jexrixs moved, and Rev. Mr. LiviNe-
sToxg seconded, in amendment, that the report
be sent down to the committee with instruc-
tions to amend and report to morrow morniog.

The roll was called and a division then
taken, ard the amendment was carried by 26
to 25.

THE UNION QUESTION.

The Synod then went into commitlee of
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the whole on the question of union ; Rev. Dr.
Jenkins in tbe chair.

The SeorErTary read the telegram which had
been received from Quebec in reply to one
agreed to be forwarded during the morning.
After saying that the first part of the resolu-
tion would be found in that morning’s Globe,
he read as follows :—

4 That the Westminster Confession of Faith,
with the Larger and Shorter Catechism, shail
constitute the subordinate standards of this
Chureb, it being understood that no person
be required to assent to any statement regard-
ing the power and duty of the civil magis-
trate, in so far as such statement may be sup-
posed to teach intolerant or persecuting prin-
ciples. If you agree to this, telegraph, and
we will send down to Presbyteries without a
meeting in November.

(*¢ Signed,) ALEX, TOPP.”

The reading of the telegram was received
with applause, the consideration of it being
deferred until the Synod resumed, after com-
mittee.

THE TEMPORALITIES' FUND.

Principal Sxopgrass submitted the report of
the Commttee appointed at yesterday’s sitt-
ing of the Synod. It ran as follows:—

As regards the Temporalities' Fund, resolv-
ed that it shall remain as at present in the
hands of a Board, the membership of which
shall be continued after the consummation of
ihe union by the remanent memhers having
power to fill vacancies caused by death, resig
nation, or otherwise, and the administration
of the fund shall continue on the same princi-
ples and for the same purposes as at present;
until all vested rights shall have lapsed, and
these rights shall be held to be the following :
(1) The annual receipt by mipisters now
receiving $450, $400, or $200, of the same
amount during their lifetime and gcod standing
in the Church; (2) the annual receipt of
$2,000 by the treasurer of Queen’s College :
and (3) the annual receipt of $200 by all other
ministers who sball be on the Synod roll at
the time of the union, and by all recognized
probationers and licentiates during their life-
time and good standing in the Church,

That so soon as the fund or any part of it
shall no longer be required for these purposes
it shall be appropriated (1) to the formalion
of a fund fur the benefit of aged and infirm
miristers of the united Chureh,retired from the
active duties of the ministry, with thesanction
of the srid Church ia tbe proportion of six-
ninths; (2) to the support and extension of
Queen’s College in the proportion of two-
ninths; and (3) to the ministers, widows’
and orphans’ fund of the said Church in the
proportion of oue-ninth.

Resolved, further, with regard to the Sus-
tentation Fund of this Synod, the object &f
which is to provide an annual aliowance of
$200 to every mirister on the Synod roll to
whom the benefit of the Temporalities’ fund
dors not yet extend, that it be recommended
that the payment of the said annual allowance
of $200 to every such minister shali be the
first charge un the Home Mission fund of the
United Church. :
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Principal Snoparass explained in detail the
different recommendations. Hesaid that the
first approprintion was estimated to amount
to about $300,000; the second to $100,000,
and the third to $50,000. Iie hoped that the
labours of the commitiee would meet the ap-
probation of the Synod.

Mr. J. B. Mo, Galt, thought that it was
taking & too narrow view of the subject to
refer solely to Queen’s College. They might
wish to devote some aid to Morrin College, and
perhaps in the future to a college in Manitoba.
A discretionary power ought to be given.

Mr. Croir, at the request of the committee,
explained the present position of the fund, and
referred to the somewhat ill-fuvour with which
a general Sustentation Fund was regarded by
the other Church.

Rev. Mr. WaTsox was in favour of & Sus-
tentation Fund for the united church, He was
utterly opposed to giving $100,000 to Queea’s
College.

Rev. Mr. Gorpox moved, the adoption of
the report. .

Rev. Mr. Ssmite moved in amendment that
so much of the report as had reference to the
granting of two-ninths to Queen’s College,
should be amended by providing that three-
foutths of the fund should be given to Queen’s
College, and one-fourth to Morrin College in
Quebec. :

Rev. Mr. Taxyer seconded, and supported
the amendment by referring to the excellent
work which had been dore by Morrin College.

Rev Mr. Baix bad no objection to granting
aid to Morrin College.

Rev. Mr. Fereusox thought the result of the
action proposed would be to endow the Cana-
da Presby terian Church at the espense of their
own Kirk.

Rev. Mr. Bax said this was not so.

Rev. R. CaueBeLL offered a further amend-
ment. He thought they should aspire to be
the conservative element in the united Church.
He believed that they cught not therefore to
throw everything away of principle, He thought
they should have regard to the wishes of the
founders of the Sustentation Fund, and not
divert it wholly from its original purpose,
namely, the support of a ministry. He thought
that, at any rate, they had a right to expect
equal efforts on the part of the other Church
to those which they made themselves. (Hear.)
He did not think tbat the Committee had
taken a very liberal view of the college ques-
tion— they had brought & concrete rather than
an abstract suggestion. He objected most
certainly to any portion of the fund being de-
voted to the support of the arts faculty in the
college. (Hear.) The case at present was
that they bad this college, and ought to sup-
port it; it would be ditferent if they were
asked to start an arts college now. He did
not consider the ccllege was ascheme of their
Church; but ihey would be mad to throw
away their influence with it now they had it.
He pointed out financial injuries which would
be done to the college under the proposed
union, and said that they were morally boun&
not to allow the college to suffer. He there-
fore advocated the adoption of some such
scheme as that proposed by the committee. Aid
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should also be given to Morrin College, he
thought. He moved the following amend-
ment ;—** That the report be sent back to the
committes with instructions to amend it, to
the effect that inasmuch as the Tewmporalities’
Fund was created “or the purpose of maintain-
ing the ministry in this country, the proposed
action is breaking fuith with its jounders, and
diverting it from the original ohject.”

Rgv. Mr. McGiLuiveay seconded.

Rev. W. 0. CLARKE moved an amendment
that all those young men who up to the present
time were enrolled in the colleges, with a
view to study for the ministry, sho uld be en
titled to participate in the fund.

Rev. Mr. McwuiLLivray, (Brockville,) sup-
ported the amendment moved by the Rev. Mr.
Campbell,

Mr. Giesoy made a few remarks on the
-general question, and was followed by Rev.
‘Hugh Cameron.

A long discussion ensued in which speeches
‘were made by the Chairman, Rev Me. Mac-
donell, Rev. Principal Snodgrass, Rev. Mr.
Paterson and Rev, Dr. Jenkins. Principal
‘Snodgrass said that it was an essential point
in his mind to effecting union that the £350
stg. now received yearly by Queen’s College
from the Charch of Scotland Synod should
be made up, and it was ultimately suggested
that the calculation shonld be based on a total
of 40,000, and the residue be applied as an
endowment of Morrin College, such residue
not to exceed $40,000. On this understand-
ing Mr. Smith withdrew his amendment, as
also did Mr. Campbell, on the understanding
that the grant to Queen's College should be
devoted to the theological faculty.

A vote was then taken on the motion for
the adoption of the report, as amended, which
was unanimously agreed to.

The Committee then rose and +reported,
and the report was received acd adopt-
ed.

The Synod adjourned at a quarter to twelve
till ten tr-morrow, (Wedresday.)

SEVENTH DAY, 14TH JUNE.

The Synod resumed its sittings this morn-
ing, the Moderator presiding.

In accordance with an understanding ar-
rived at yesterday, the d:votional exercises
had especial reference to the ¢ In Memoriam
Report” adopted yesterday. They were con-
ducted by Principal Snodgrass

The minutes of last sitting were read and
sustained.

DELEGATIONS.

On motion, it was resolved that Rev.D. J,
Macdounell and R. Campbell should be ap-
pointed delegates to the Lower Provinces; and
Principal Snodgrass suggested the advisabili-
ty of sending delegates to the Synod of the
Chaurch of Scotland. After some conversation
it was decided that Principal Snodgrass, Rev.
Dr. Jenkins, Rev. Dr. Cook aund Mr. Croil
should be appointed as a delegation.

CANADA PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH.

On motion of Rev, Mr. Clarke, the Rev. J:
B. Duncan, minister of the Canada Presby-
terian Clurch, was invited to sit and deliber
ate with the Synod.
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DELEGATE.

The Clerk announced that Dr. Jennings, of
Torounto, had been appointed as delegate to
the Synod, and the Rev. Mr. Macdounell read
a letter which he had received from Dr. Jen-
nings expressing his regret that he was una-
ble to be present, owing to the necessity of his
attending as a commissioner the Synod of the
General Assembly at Quebec, and requesting
him to read such letter to the Synod.

THE UNION QUESTION.

The Synod then resumed its consideration
of this question. The Clerk submitted the tele-
gram received yesterday from Dr. Topp, and
published in yesterday’s Globe and a discus-
sion ensued as to the reply to be sent there
to. A very desultory conversation ensued
and eventually it was decided on a vote that a
telegram should be sent as follows : — © Basis
of union adopted simpliciter ; but sur com-
mittee empowered to insert Larger Catechism,
and to consider other modifications, and to re-
port to special meeting of Synod at Toronto
the said meeting to remit report to Presby-
teries and Kirk sessions for their opinion at
next annual meeting of Synod.”

The Synod then proceeded to the appoint-
ment of the committee, as enlarged by previ-
ous motion. The following resolution was
adopted :—

% That Synod receive the report,and record
its satisfaction with the manner in which the
Committee have discharged their important
trust ; that the thanks of the Synod are due,
and are bereby tendered to the members there-
of, and espccially to the Convener; that the
Committee be re-appointed with the addition
thereto of three clerical and three lay mem-
bers. The said Committee to be constituted
as follows :—(1) Rev. Dr. Snodgrass (conve-
ner) elder, Hon. A. Morris ; alternates—~Rev.
R. Campbell and Mr. Davidsor. (2) Rev.
Dr Cook and Mr. James Croil; alternites,
Rev. D. M. Gordon and Mr. Mattice. (3) Rev.
Dr. Jenkins and Sheriff McDougall; alter-
nates, Rev. D. J. McDonnell and Mr. McMar-
chy. (4) Rev. George Bell and Mr. James
Craig ; alternates, Rev. J. C. Smith and Mr.
Mitchell. (5) Rev. Kenpeth McLennan and
Mr. Rober* Bell ; alternates, Rev. Gavin Lang
and Mr. Hickson. (6) Rev. David Watson
and Mr. Robert Romaine ; alternates, Rev. J.
Sieveright and Mr. Hunter.

The Synod then rose for recess.

On reassembling, at 3 o'clock,the Synod re-
sumed.

On motion, Rev. Andrew Kennedy, minister
of the Canada Presbyterian Church, was asked
to sit and deliberate with the Synod.

JUVENILE MISSION AND SABBATH-SCHOOL SCHEME.

The annual report of the above scheme was
submitted.  The report, which gave
many interesting particulars of missionary
work, stated that tbe contributions already
received amounted to about 3800, which it
wag anticipated would be increased to $1,000
on the receipt of the contributions from seven
schools which had not yet been forwarded.

The report was then adopted,
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- PRESBYTERY OF VICTOR!A.

Rev. Mr. Murray (Lindsay) submitted the
case of the church in Port Hope to the Synod.
He explained that there was a congregation
in connection with the Synod in town, and
also one baving connection with the Presby-
teriun Church in the States. It was desired to
amalgamate the two. The parties of the
American Presbyterian Church were willing to
give the Presbytery a good title to their pro-
perty, to call the minister from theirbody, and
10 connect the united church with the Synod.
A committee of the Presbytery had been ap-
pointed to confer with the committees of the
congregations for the purpose of arranging
details. The present application was to obtain
the permission of the Synod to the disposal of
the Church belonging to the Church of Scot-
land.

On the motion of Principal Snodgrass it was
resolved that the prayer should be granted
provided the model constitution of this cburch
is adopted and the property of the united con-
gregation secured by deed in the usual way.

A similar request from East Williams was
agreed to.

QUEEN'S COLLEGE.

Principal Snodgrass submitted the annual
report of Queen'’s College. From this dccu-:
ment it appeared that the financial position of
the college for the year ending 10th April,
was as foliows:—From the endowment scheme
since the commencement, of it in January 1869,
there has beea realized $72,777 45, ex 'usive
of subscriptions and other receipts on account
of revenue ($3,720 85), and disbursements in
connection with the scheme ($710 92). The
resulis of the effort, together with the rigid
economy observed in the ordinary expenditure
of the college,are beginzing to tell very satis-
factorily ou the decrease of income caused by
the suspension of the Commercial Bank and
the discontinuance of the Legislative grant.
The amount of the decrease was $6,280 per
annum. The actual deficiency in revenu
reported to the Synod in 1869, was $6,200 19;
in 1870, $3,084 76 : this year it is only $1,522
95. The total deficiency is $7,80790. Of this
sum only $1,635 36 is shown in statement No
5 to have been borrowed from the Endow-
ment Fund, but the whele of it, althou;.;h for
temporary use it has been obtained from'other
sources, must be regarded as a loan from the
fund, to be restored to capital as sogn as the
revenne from endowment shall admi of repay-
ment. Being a debt it i3, in the meantime, an
upavoidable cause of delay in completing the
realization of the proposed mininum endow-
ment of $100,000. It is boped, however, that
the practical effect of reporting it, on the pre-
gent occasion, will be to stimulate to renewed
exertions in behalf of the scheme.

une of thie investments reported in state-
ment No. 5, is an expenditure of $5,747 35 on
the College buildings, which have been con-
verted into very commodious aud comfortable
dwelling bouses. The annual return upon the
outlay will be $450.

In statement No. 1 is shown an expenditure
of $507 76 upon repairs in the College, that
is, the pew buildicg formerly leased to the
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Royal College of Physicians and Surgeons.
The Trustees believe that the institution has
now as fine a suite of class roowms for College
purposes as there is in the country. Deduct-
ing this extra charge, the expenditure for
general purposes is the very moderate sum of
$141 04,

The auditors report that the treasurer's
books arekept in an admirable manner,that the
funds of the College are most carefully and
properly handled, and that the investments on
account of the Endowment Fund have been.
safely and advantageously made.

The full and careful records kept by the
Senate for University examinations, and by
the several Professors for monthly written
examinations and ordinary daily class work,
suow that the students asa body make very sa-
tisfactory progress from year to year. But th re
are other means of testing the education given
at the College, as to its character and results,
more deserving of notice because of their
strictly independent application. Occasionally
an alumnns finds his way to a British Univer-
sity, and entering into competition with the
ablest students, both gains distinction for-
himself and brings honour to his Alme Maler..
The cases of Robert Jardine and Robert
Campbell were' referred to. In this country
100, when opportunity offers, competitions
appear to lose none of their interest, by a
representation from Queen’s. At recent law
examinations in Toronto, for example, among
candidates from all quarters, our graduates
bave taken highly creditable places, Ti.c rames
of Duncan Morrison and Francis H. Crysier
were specially noted.

Leaving these factsto speak for themselves,.
the trustees deem it proper to observe that
much more work can be done, without any
increase of expense, than is at present per-
formed. Itis greatly to be desired that the
young men of the country, more especially of
the Church, would come forward in larger
numbers to take advantage of the benefits
which are placed within their reach,

The attendance at College and the institu=~
tions in affiliation, daring the past session, is
as follows :—In Arts and Theology, 29, of
whom 15 have the ministry in view ; in Medi-
cine, (Royal College of Physicians and Sur-
geons) 35; in Grammar school, 81; in ladies
classes, 23 ; making a total of 168 persons
receiving insteuction in connection with the
University. While the trustees have pleasure
in reporting that those who are preparing for
the miaisiry are all diligent and promising
students, they cannot but rerew the regrets
expressed on former occasions at the number
being so far short of the Church's wants. The
bope of ap increase is reviving, but it becomes
the members of Synod to consider seriously
tbe existing disproportion between supply
and demand. The classes for ladies were
superintended by three of the Professors, and
the subjects taught were English Literature,
Logic, Mental Pbilosophy, and Chemistry,
Encouraging results attended the arrange-
ment. The course of weekly evening lectures
on hiterary and scientific subjects, referred to
in last report, was followed, during the past
session, by a more extended course.
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Since last report two liberal benefactions
have been received for the penefit of students
for the ministry, the one, $300 from Mrs.
Glass, of Surania, to form the foundation of a
scholurship in memory of her deceasel haus-
band, Henry Gl .ss, E-a. :the other, $100 from
a geotleman in New Brunswick, with this
interesting stipulition on the part ot the do-
nor, that candidates may bhelong to any Pres-
byterian church ia the Drminion.

Various financial statements followed the
Teport.

Principal SsopGrass also submitted the
annual report on the endowment of Queen’s
College. It appeared that in the loarse of
last summer the charges of Georgetown,Orm’s-
town, Hungtingdon, Elgin and Athelstane,
Russeltown, Beaubarnois, L iprairie, Chatham,
Quebec, Point St. Charles, Mclbourne, Sher-
brooke, Lancaster, Pittsbargh, Dundas, Lon-
don, Westmin.ter, Glercoe, Chatham, (Quta-
rio) Georgina, Tosoruntio and Mulmar, Scott
end Usbridge, contributed. The aggregaie of
the subscriptivns obtained in them is 37,052.04

The second paragraph of the report was as
follows: By way of revi-wing the scheme
since its commencement in January, 1869, the
following statistics are submi‘ted : —73 char-
ges have been visiced; at the dates in the
order of succession of the reports to the Sy-
nod, of which the present one is the third, the
total amounts subscribed are $70,000, $100,-
000, and $107,000; coliected, $23,000, $61,-
344, and $32.495,10 ; number of scholarships
paid, 20, 33, 45, representing respectively $10,-
000, $16,500 and $22,590, the value of each
scholarship being 3500 number of ministers,
46, 122 and 190, repres nting respechively
§4,600, $12,230 and $19,400, the value of each
pomination being S100. The sum of the
collection, namely, $32,435 40, includes $4,-
20¢ 83 contributed 10 revenue and thercfore
spent, and $713 ¢8 disbursed on account of
expense incurred in conducting the scheme,
leaving 378,433 87 at the credit of permanent
endowment.

Another
cause of delay lies in the fact that, of the
$107,000 reported as Laving been subscribed,
it is believed that owing to the death of sub-
scribers and other reasous about $3,000 can-
not be zollected.

Notwithstanding this, the committee feel
gratitude and confidence ; and conclude their
re ort by stating that before the preparation
of the report had beew completed the Cullege
Treasurer received a donation of £200 sig.
(8331 (8) from the colonial committee of the
Church of Scotland with the special sanction
of the General Assembly to its application to
the current expenses of the College. This
donation will prevent the recurrence of a de
ficiency in the current year.

On the motion of Rev. D. M. Gorpox, second-
ed by Rev. D. J. McDoxseELL—both of whon
accompanied their remarks with Lighly eulo-
gistic references to the Principnl and Mr.

DELEGATES FROM THE AMERICAN CHURCH.

The Clerk said he bad received by mail that
morning letters from the States, enclosing the
commission issued by the General Assembly
of the United Presbyterian Church in the
States, in favour of Dr. John Hall, of the Fres-
byteryof New York. the Rev. Burtis C. Niegie,
of the Presbytery, of Rockaway, and the Hon.
Johr Hill, Elder, to attend the present meet-
ing of the Synod. He also read a letter from
Dr. Hall, expressing the profound regret with
which the deputation, owing to the misappre-
hension of the time of the meeting, had becn
unahle to be present. The writer added, © We
contcmplate with unalloyed satisfaction every
movement that is made without abandonment
of principle towards co-operation, and still
more, orgenic univn. Having lately entered
into such wnion, for our own part, we have
found how good and how pleasant it is for
bretliren to dwell together in unuy, and we
have realized also, we believe through the
blessing of the Holy Ghost,an increase of zeal
devotedness and Ch:istian liberality. Of these
things we would gladly bave told you that
“ you might rejoice iaour joy.” An earnest
desire is expressed for the preservation of
solid and 1 rmanent peace between the British
Empire and the United States.

OVERTURES.

An overture from the Presbytery of Mon-
real was submitted, stating that the Presby-
tery had unanimously resolved respectfully to
overture the Synod to rescind the law which
gives to retired ministers the status in church

in the Church.

The matter, being an important one, was
laid over in consequence of the thin atten-
dance of members.

An overture was submitted from the Pres-
bytery of Victoris, baving respect to the bet-
ter provision of associated action of the
various office-bearers in individual congrega-
-tions.

This overture was laid over till next session.

Overtares were also submitied with respect
to the cntertainment of members atiending
the Court, and suggesting that a cenatral fund
should be created by the Synod to meet the
RECCSSATT expenses. Another from the Mon-
treal Presbytery, suggesting that an cvening
during the next meeting of the Synod sheuld
bo sct apart for the discussion of variots
poiats connecled with ministeriai work.

On motion of Rev. Mr. Frassr, ’ction was

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taken on an overture advising the appoint-
ment of a commission to enquire into and
report on the state of Christian life and work
in the various charges within the bounds of
the Synod, and especially to consider and
report to the next Synod on the best means of
securing the co-operation of the office-bearers
of the Church and others in the supervision of
congregations and in Christian work in gene-
ral” The Moderator was appointed convener,
the other members of the committee being
Rev. Mr. McLean, Rev. Joshua Fraser, and
Mr. David Ross, elder, (Leith).

An overture was submitted and laid on the
table, respecting the supplying of the deplo-
rable deficiency of Divinity studentsat Queen’s-
College. -

VOTES OF THAXKS.

Votes of thanks were unanimously passed
to the church in Turonto, and especially the
managers of St. Andrew’s Church, for their
generous liberality te the members of the
Synod ; to the Grand Trunk and other rail-
ways for reduction of fares, and to The Globe
and Telegraph for the full reports of the pro--
ceedings of the Synod, which have appeared
in these journals.

The act respecting collections, &c., was
then read and re-enacted; and the various:
minutes of the Synod having been read the
official business of the Synod was concluded.

The MoLERATOR then spoke as follows:

Fatners AND BRETHREN-The business.
of the Syncd has now come to a elose, and,.
in parting with you, let me congratulate
you upon the general harmony which has
marked our proceedings, notwithstanding
their exciting and momentous character—
and further, the happy conclusions to
which we have been guided by that good
Spirit who leads us to ali truth.

The success which has crowned the
efforts of the authorities of Queen’s Col-
lege in their financial endeavours, as well
as that of the Sustentation and Widows’
and Orphans’ Boards, is a matter in which

. we must all rejoic i j
courts of ministers holding parishes or charges * ¢m joice, and which has justly

been the theme of our admiration and
thankiulness. These schemes are evident-
ly in a thriving condition, and promise to
be, under their preseni management, great
blessings to the Church. Then, if T am
to refer to the other schemes, I am sure
you will not soon forget that admirable
report handed in last Saturday, on the
French Missicn—a report fitted tostir the
whole Church and enlist our sympathies
in behalf of the French population; nor
yet that other report bearing upon the
mission to the lumbermen in the Ottawa
1alley, revealing to us, as it did, not only
the success of the missionaries, but show-
ing apostolic devotion in foliowing up those
sons of toil with the gospel of the kingdom
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penetrating into regions beyond and scat-
tering broadcast thousands of books and
tracts, both in the English and French
Janguage. But what is the object which
I have in view in referring to these mise
sionary schemes? To make an interest-
ing paragraph in this address? No; but
to call your attention to the duty of sus-
taining thom and giving greater promi-
aence tu them in your Presbyterics and
congregational arrangements. It is pro-
vided in our laws, that Presbyteries, year
by year, give heed to this subject and deal
with delinquents, and it is presumed that
if Presbyteries would aiways make this a
matter of Investigation and a matter of |
record in their books, there would be a !
great revival all over the Church in this
regard. But passing over such minor mat-
ters, permit me to make a passing remark
on one of vital momcunt, I refer to the
scarcity of young men offering themselves
as candidates for the Holy ministry. This
is a matter which touches the life of the
Church, and I do not wonder that it should
awaken such anxiety in the bosoms of
thoughtful meun.

Let me hope that the gravity of this
subject is fully comprehended, and that
you have felt the force of those statements
which were made this day in this regard, |
and that every minister will exert himself
in the way of encouraging such young men ;
as are likely to be useful in the Church.
And bere let me remind you that it is not |
every young man that may offer himself |
and say, put me into the office, should be |
encouraged to study for the ministry. In
the case of thusec honoured names which |
werc mentivned here to-day—these young
men that they were pleased to refer to us

an illustration of what a minister may do .
even in a sccluded sphere, and you will
pardon me for this reference, I was
careful in cvery case to ascertain befure
hand whether there was in the young men
a reasonable prospect of future usefuiness. .
Proceeding in this way my labour was
pot thrown away, my hopes were not dis-
appointed, and among these tokens of ca-
couragement which have cheered me in wmy
labours not the least cheering is the sue- |
cess of these young men whose names we
pronounce with hunour, whose carly ap- .
pearances were s» humble and hesitating,
whose academic lonours. even, arc but a
dim hint of those richer unfoldings of the
future —of the blessed life which is through
.Jesus Christ our Lord.
" What I would say, then, to cach of my |
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brethren, is this, look rourd your congre-
gations this year, and see what you can do
for the Church ; seek out the goodliest and
the best—the fuirest lamb of the flock as
of old, and speak to him of the Gospel of
the kingdom, and who knows but the words
which you speak may become fire in his
bones and stir within him that latent
grace which will make him strong in God.
And oh, how sweet the satisfaction of rous-
Ing one immortal soul—starting one in a
carcer of usefulness, who 1is yet to shine.

Let us honestly and conscientiously
address such to this duty, and our halls
will be crowded, and that not with the halt
and the lame and the blind, but with the
flower of the flock—the gooodliest and the
best in the land. It is this which will
bring life to our talent, to our pulpits and
%ebates, and times of refreshing from the

ord.

Much as my enthusizsm has been
stirred by the intelligence reaching me
from time to time, of the astonishing suc-
cess which bas crowned the efforts of the
authorities of Queen’s College,and much as
[ value that great movement, I confess
that, to me, it is not once to be named
with that which I have named.

Further, let me congratulate you upon
the happy conclusion to which we have
been led on the subject of union and the
promising aspect which the whole ques-
tion presents. Whatever anxiety some of
us may have felt in approaching the sub-

' ject, or whatever obscurity or deficiency

we may have felt in dealing with it in de-
bate, and coming to a clear comprehension
of it in all its bearings, has beea removcd.
Qur fears, to a great extent, hare been set
at rest, and our hearts have been cheered
with the goodly intellizence which has

' come to us from day to day from our

brethren met in General Assembly at
Quebee. as to the unanimity and corai-
ality with which they have been guided by
the Great Head of the Church, to conclu-
sions s0 much in harmony with our own
view. In all this we see a token for good,
and for ail this we would thaok God and
take courage.

And now, after all these discussions, so
carnest and soable,that I know not'whether
to admire most that leal heartedness that
loves to dweli on the past and is so tena-
cious of the old forms and the old ways
to which, as a people, they have been

. accustomed—or the caution, the wisdom,

and far-secing penctration which you have
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put to bear upon this momentous question
which involves so many changes. Now,
I say that these discussions are over for
the present, we can go down to our Kirk
Sessions and Presbyteries, with a2 pretty
full knowledge of it in all its bearings, and
we are in a position fully and intelligently
to discuss it in our more retired spheres;
and we may well suppose that when we come
up on-a future day, it will be in no blind
or irreverent spirit—with no crude or
hasty statement as to our views, and think-
ing on all those articles that have been
under our consideration day after day.

But, fathers and brethren, suffer a2 word
of exhortation as to the motives and spirit
with which you enter upon those discus-
sions.  If the motive for union be merely,
or chiefly, that of pride or vain glory—
merely that we may be a great and grand
Church, numbering 600 congregations—
we cannot look for the blessing of God;
and unless His presence go with us we may
well pray, carry us not up hence; or, if,
on the: other hand, pride should run in
another direction—if it should be a bilnd-
ed attachment to old symbols and names
and questions which only minister to
strife, we shall also fail in securing that
blessing without which there is nothing
good or strong. This is not the mark of
that wisdom which is from above, which
is ever ready to learn and gather fresh
instruction from the ever opening revela-
tion of God. This is not that which pre-
serves what is precious, but the blinded
unreasoning instinct which loses all, ruins
all. It says little for the men placed upon
the watch tower, to whom' the question is
often raised: Watchman,what of the night ?
if he has notling to say. but the empty
boast “ The temple of God are we.”
Who does not know that the Jewish priests.
blinded and bigoted in the last degree,
were offering sacrifices on the altar, per-
fectly secure in their own estimation, when
the Roman eagles were gathering round
them, and the battering rams of Titus
were at the gates?  Iet me counsel you,
then, from this place, as to the motives
with which you approach this subject. We
need more of the spirit of the Master,—
that anchor whereby we shall know all
things, that far out-look of the watchmnan
which can discern the times, and that cha-
rity which respects the prejudice of a
brother and shrinks from everything like
harsh expression or rough handling of
questions which hold a sacred place in our
estimaticn.
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Purged from all improper motives, rising
above the beggarly elements of the world,
and entering into that deeper life of which
we read—he that dwelleth in love dwell-
eth in God and God in him—we shall walk
in the light and we shall have fellowship
one with another, for union is from within
and not from without.

Such is the spirit which should prevail,
and which we know in the end will prevail,
for God knows how, amid the strife of
tongues and the contentions of men, to
carry forward his own grand purposes, to
bring light out of darkness and order out
of confusion, and to make the rough places
smooth and the crooked straight.

And let me not conclude without ad-
verting to a cloud which has overshadowed
all our deliberations and touched every
heart. T mean the death of six of oun
number during the past year—the absence:
of fathers and brethren that were wont to
raise their voice in this assembly—men of
strength that were wont to guide us with
their counsels and cheer us with their pre-
sence. Twenty years have passed since I
first sat down in this Synod, and I cannot
think o: the changes that have taken place
In that time—the losses we have sustained
in that time—without emotion. For
though their mantle has fallen upon others
of kindred spirit, we miss them still—we
miss their vencrable forms and their once
familiar voice. Their lips are now silent,
their hand has lost its cunning, and the
place that knew them once shall soon know
them no more. They are now members
of the great assembly of the firstborn in
heaven, and form a part of that ever length-
ening roll of the sainted dead, of whom it is
written, they rest from their labours and
their works do follow them.

Brethren, the time is short, and every
mecting of Synod, every tolling bel! and
grey hair has a solemn significancy. Sad
thougats to the man who has no Saviour
and no home; but not sad, but cheering
and encouraging to him who is living a
sublime life, amid wearying cares, fervent
In spirit, serving the Lord.

If the time is short, let us work the
harder; if the road is rough it is not very
'ng; if the night is far spent the day is
at hand. Let us therefore gird up our
loins, so that whether the master come in
the morning, eve, or cock Crowing, we may
be ready. Thanking you for your indul-
gence in the very imperfect discharve of
my duties, I now commend you to God,
who is able to build you up and give you
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an inheritance among them that are sanc-
tified.

Devotional exercises followed, and this
closed the proceedings, and the members then
separated. The next meeting will be at King-
_ston the first Wednesday in June,

IN MEMORIAM,

YWhile one and another of the old mem-
Ders of the Church pass away from earth
with fitting tributes to their memories, it
is equally proper that the zeal and energy
of youth and early manhood, arrested in
the mysterious providence of God midst
days of usefulpess, should noi be over-
looked. Young men of the present day
have but little time for serious thought,
and less for Christian work. Secular pur-
suits are pushed with such assiduity as to
demand, in too many cases, an entire sur-
render of the mental faculties. Even the
rest and recreation needful for bodily
health seem to be grudgingly conceded,
if not altogether withheld. From early
morning till late in the night, business,
and nothing but business, engrosses the
minds of most of our city youth. Yet,
even among this class are to be found
Christian heroes, who, like General Have-
lock, faithrul in their daily round of duty,
find time also to scrve their Heavenly
master. Such an one was the late Mr.
Hugh Henderson, whose death occurred
suddenly at Kingstou on the 2nd of June
Jast. He had removed from Montreal but
a short time previously, with high hopes
of establishinz hitaself in a lucrative busi-
ress. A short illness—forty-cight brief
hours of severe suffering—dissipated these
hopes and terminated an exemplary and

useful carthly career. While in Montreal
Mr. Henderson was the faithful, active,
and most cfficient seeretary of St. Paul's
Church Sabbath School, and, in his new
sphere of labour he had already identified
himself with two of the Sabbath Schools
in Kingston, as a teacher in that of St.
Andrew's Church, and as superintendent |
of the branch school of Portsmouth. The
value of such young men to the Church it
is difficult to cstimate, and the loss sus-
tained by their removal is not easily re-
paired.

DeaR Sir,—The subject of this short
obituary notice was well known to a farge
number of your readers, particularly those
residing in Montreal. We allude to the

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late Rev. Alexander Rose, accounts of
whose death reached us by the last mail.
Though possessed of a robust constitution,
he died at the age of fifty-one. He had
been ailing for some time, and latterly was
reduced to an extraordinary degree of
weakness, of which he complained very
much, chiefly because it unfitted him for
duty.

He was born, if we be rightly informed,
in the year 1820-21, in the parish of Rose-
neath, and received the rudiments of his
education there. His parents® perceiving
that their dear son was possessed of supe-
rior talents, had a great-desire that he
should study for the ministry, and with
this view that he should have every ad-
vantage. Accordingly he was sent to the
University of Glasgow, where he studied
under the able and learned professors of
that renowned institution, and having
completed Lis curriculum with credit and
honour, obtained license to preach the
Gospel of Christ. Nor did he disappoint
the expectations formed of his talents by
bis friends, but from time to time gave
satisfactory evidence that he was a work-
man that needed not be ashamed. No
sooner had he been licensed than three
scveral offers of assistontships were made
to him, but he gave the preference to that
of the Rev. Dr. Campbell, the venerated
minister of Kilwinning, with whom he re-
mained three years, and was with him 2s
a son with a father. .

We could quote largely from notes of a
sermon of his published many years ago
in the Scottish Penny Herald, but it is
tco long for inscrtion on this occasion.
The testimonials he received as to his
talents and acquirements from men whose
opinion was worth having, were highly
flattering, and yet not a whit beyond the
truth.

Mr. Rose might have had a benefice
in his native land, but as he was complete-
ly opposed to populur clection, he never
made any attcampt to obtain oue. Some
years ago he came out to Canada, and
preached at St. Paul's, at the instance of
the Montreal Presbytery, while it was
vacant for three or four months, with great
aceeptance. He officizted also some months
in St. Andrew’s, and latterly in the church
at Cote des Nciges for three or four

* Ris father was a soldier and was in nine
engagements, le belonged to the Church of
England. 1ljs mother and all his connections
by the mother's side were Cameroaians.
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months. As a token of their appreciation
of his services, the congregation of that
place presented him with a very hundsome
book containing views of Canade.

As to his character as a man, Mr. Rose
was a large-hearted man, He was kind-
bearted and genial. Many are the happy
hours we spent in his company, He had
a rich fund of anecdote, and had a happy
knack in relating them. After he returned
to his native land, he had a suce ssion of
very heavy and sore bereavements. First
he lost his dear and venerated mother;
then his two sisters were taken away; and
all this within the short space of eleven
months. These accumulated afflictions
had a powerful effect on his mind and
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preyed upon his feelings, and finally he
sunk under them, and was taken away
himself, and has left a sorrowing widow
and bis sister-in-law, and many other at-
tached friends, who all lament his loss.
Let us rejoice, however, that he Fas now
entered upon his rest, being emancipated
from this scene of care and trouble and
sorrow, and admitted into the heavenly
mansions where he will dwell for ever with
the Lord.

If we would nave religion in the land,
we must first have it in the house; and to
bave it in the house, it must be deep-
rooted in the bearts of parents. We can-
not have true relicion without unbroken
communion with God, and the only place
to fied Him is in the Bible. Unless under
its influence we are every day damaging
society. If we walk humbly with Christ,
as we find Him in the Seriptures, our in-
fluence will be beneficial to socicty. Men
will take knowledge of us, even as they did
of Moses when he descended from the
Mount. Qur influence for good or evil is
constantly at work. Kvery professing
Christian is up as an example. There are
hundreds about us who are embracing or
rejecting religion in proportion as they see
us pot talking it but living it. The very
first thing to be done to kecp our influence
good, is to be thoroughly imbued with the
spirit of the Bible. The relizious paper,
or the prayer-book, should never beallowed
to occupy the place of God's inspired word.
With a well read Bible we must keep the
fountain of fumily life pure and vigor: <.
If in our homes there be no practical vene-
ration for the Bible, no enjoyable recoo-
nition of God, the who'e stream of life will
be poisoned, and cvery nation will ulti-
mately pass through the terrible ordeal of
uvhappy France. The French having
despised the Bible and kept it from the
people, are now reaping the natural and
bitter fruits. That family, or nation, must
be strong indeed, who invite a contest with
God. OQur ministers and public men can-

Bot be too often reminded of the value of
the Bible.

This much may be said for the Preshy
terianism of other days, that it was once
customary in the Church to insist that, in
the family, the Seriptures be daily studied
and Junderstood. Parents were required
to give some evidence of their fidelity to
this foundation duty. In sugeesting that
such a wholesome practice be re-introduced,
I am propoging no innovation, but some-
thing that will make innovations unneces-
sary. My object is to make fresh and
popular those ways which have stood the
test of centuries, and the observance of
which consisting so clearly with the Divine
will, blesses all mankind.

We are everywhere, at home and abroad,
warrying ourselves about the best means
of creating a dewp and permanent interest
in church matters.  In the sccular press
we often read that the pulpit is fast losing
its old power. Distant be the day that
such a statement will be true. Various
plans are proposed for sccuring better
attendance in the sanctuary. Music is
furced out of its place to dv service in that
dircction. A simple hymn, saturated with
heart devotion, satisfied the Saviour and
cariy Christians ; but we, of the nincteenth
century, who can neither keep our bodies
alive to a decent age nor preserve them

: after death as did the ancients; we, who
. claim to be the embodiment of all wisdom,

must throw away the cxample of Jesus
and the primitive church, only to bewilder
the common people with our unknown
tongues, in preferring Mozart and Handel.
Other buman deviees, at great cost and
equally worthless, are tried with the same
object, of making reiigion attractive. The
only way to bring our people to Church
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and under the influence of the Gospel, is
to see that the Bible is daily read in their
homes and trat family worship is faith-
fully observed. Kvery other plan is but
quack medicine, which never can reach the
disease. What parent, wishing his family
well, can read without decp feeling and
profit, the sublime words of the Old Tes-
tament, on the importance of home reli-
gion. ‘Consider the terrible misfortunes
that invariably overtook those tribes who
neglected this duty. The tenderest appeals
of the New Testament are also upon this
primary work of the fireside.

Our blessed Redeemer, among the last
acts of his life, expounded the Scriptures,
beginning with Moses and the Prophets.
He opened the understandings of his fol-
lowers that they might understand the
Scriptures. Descending from the final
testimony of the Bible, we find Bacon
commending the same work as absolutely
for the welfare of the state. Qur own Sir
David Brewster, with forcible words, incul-
cates the same lesson, as essential to family
and national prosperity. Our ministers
and elders, if’ they would sce the work of
their master flourishing in their hands,
must give increased and ungeasing atten-
tion to this matter of Bible Instruction in
the family. Every minister should have a
Bible-class in his congregation, even if he
dispensed with one sermon. We might as
well be without the Bible as have it in our
homes unstudied. We might as well be
without ministers if they fail to impress
its study upon us. Some years ago the
General Assembly, perceiving the unfor-
tunate drifi of things, enjoined upon the
clergy the reading of a chapter from the
Old and New Testament at each service.
This was so far good ; but the duty still
remains of asking our ministers how it 1s
that so few of their people know anything
of the Bible. Have they not been called
and ordained for the special work of teach-
ing it to old and young. Is it not their
peculiar work to magnify the Bible at the
fireside ? Organs and choirs are beginning
to loom up prominently enough; but the
reading of the Scriptures in the pews of
God’s house even, is falling into disuse.
The time was, let it again be universal,
when all our people took with them their
Bibles to Church, to reccive from them,
fresh inspiration. Our Scotch regiments
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were once in the hubit of walking to the
Kirk with their Bibles in their hands.
Those regiments, in the day of battle, never
shirked their duty nor feared the face of”
man. There is nothing on canvas, by the
masters, that can surpass this picture
which memory often brings out for admi-
ration. We struggled hard and long to-
have the word of God in our possession.
Now that the world has it in two hundred
and fifty different languages, let us of the
Dominion sce that we use it aright, by
studying and teaching it. In these days
of change and discontent with old things,
when the minister on the Lord’s day reads
the Secriptures, one-half his congregation
do not open their Bibles, while too many
of those who do have difficulty in “ find-
ing the place.” The man who studies his
Bible, making it his first companion in the
morning and his last st night, is the first
and most liberal in supporting the schemes
of the Church. He is the truest earthly
friend the minister has. He is one who
loves and helps all maokind. Nourishing
himself daily at the Bible fount, and find-
ing new beauties and fresh strength from
each perusal, he goes forth among his
neighbours with words and deeds that tell
plainly he has been with God. As he
reads his Bible (in more reverential times
they read it on their knees) he finds that
Christ is near to sanctify the hour and do
him good. He renews in his own expe-
rience that of the eunuch found reading
the Seriptures. He gets light and help,
and advances into greater joy.

Will these words move one small family
to recall their covenant vows and their
obligations to the Bible? Will they, I
wonder, induce one individual to apply
himself with new energy and prayer to the
Book we all too much neglect. Well,
you reader, bestir yourself to work this
mine of wealth ere you die. Will you not
only read it yourself more attentively than
ever, but, as you bave opportunity, per-
suade others to make it an open book in
the family. 1f you would make your
homes happy, read your Bibles and obey
its dircctions. If your Bibles arc unopened
and covered with dust, what answer will
make to the author when He comes

you
Jooking for intelligence and fruit. My
friend, you will be speechless.

PaesSeNTATION IN Beckwite.—On the even-
ing of Friday, the 23rd@ of June, Messrs.
Duncan McAithur, George Comrie, and
Donald Carmichael, waited upon the Rev.
W. Ross, and, on behalf of the congregatioq,
presented to him a well-filled purse, accom-
panied with an address expressive of their
esteem for him personally and their apprecia-
tion of his labours. Mr. Ross has now been
minister of the charge for nearly nine years.
Formed into a charge in 1822, with the Rev.
George Buchanan as mmlster, the congrega-
tion of Beckwith have continued to worship in
a church on the Seventh Concession of that
township, Mr. Ross, since his induction, con-
ducting service there in the forenoou, and in
the afternoon having service at some of the
more distant points of it. In 1869, the Kirk in
Carleton Place, which was begun before the
disrupuon in 1844, but which was allowed to
remain in statu guo for twenty-fiveyears, was
finished—and very tastefully finished too—and
Mr. Eoss assnmed the charge of it. It was fult
by him, and by 2 large number of his people,
that the old Cburch on the seventh concession
was not at all central, and accordingly the

erection of a new Chiirch in Franktown was
commenced last summer, which was opened
early in March last. As almost invariably and
not unnaturally happens, when an vld church
is abandoned, and a similar change is made,
there was a very slight degree of unpleasant
feeling caused ; bat we bave been informed on
good authority that the feeling is rapidly
passing away, and it will, we are sure, alto-
gether pass away, as the wisdom of the change
will be rendered increasingly manifest. Those
members of the Presbytery of Perth, who are
most intimately acquainted with the situation
of #he congregation, were those who most
heartily approved of the change in the places
of worship. The chief disadvantageous cir-
cumstance in connection with it is that Carle-
ton Place and Franktown are rather far dis-
tant from each other. As, however, Frank-
town is more ceatral than the old church on
the Seventh Concession, the prosperity of the
congregation should be, as it doubtless will be,
advanced by the removal. We are glad to gee
this manifestation of feeling, and we regard it
as & recognition by them of the wisdom of the
change.
