PREFACE.

On presenting the third volume of the Quebec Direc- 
tort to the public, after an interval of two years since 
the last edition was published, the editor has great 
satisfaction in being able to state that it will be found 
much more full and comprehensive than any of its pre­
decessors.

The difficulty, on former occasions, of proem, g the 
names and business of the French Canadian household­
ers in the suburbs, was generally great, and in many 
cases insurmountable, but this, it is believed, has been 
almost or quite obviated in the present instance, by the 
employment of two active and intelligent French 
Canadian gentlemen, Messrs. Cherrier and Hervieux, 
who assisted the editor, (particularly in the St. Roch’s 
and St. John’s Suburbs) in procuring the information 
which appears in the following pages.

The number of names in the Alphabetical Direc­
tory, which extends to the 182nd page, is consequently 
about Seven Thousand, (or, one in six of the entire 
population, a proportion seldom equalled in a Directory) 
being over two thousand five hundred more than 
appeared in the first edition of the work, while, at the 
same time, great care has been taken to render the 
miscellaneous information in every respect equal to any 
thing of that nature which is to be found in the best 
City Directories of Europe or America.

As the editor did not meet personally with many of 
the gentlemen who supported the former editions of
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this work, and also his “ Directory of Canada,” he 
has, contrary to the rule in this case, continued their 
names in “ The Classified Business Directory,” and 
he trusts that in consideration of the utility and com­
pleteness of the present volume, and also of the very 
considerable additional outlay which it has cost over 
that of any former one, they will continue to sustain 
his endeavors to keep Quebec supplied with what no 
city of its importance should be without, ». e., a xvell 
arranged and reliable Directory.

QUEBEC.
The City op Quebec, the second city in British North America, and 
now the Seat of Government for United Canada, is situated at the 
junction of the River St. Charles with the River St. Lawrence in 
latitude 46-9 N., and longitude 75-15 W. from Greenwich. The 
City is most picturesquely situated, and is naturally, as well as ar­
tificially, divided into two parts, known respectively as the Upper 
and Lower Towns, the former of which is strongly fortified and is 
also defended by the Citadel, which is probably the strongest and 
most complete fortification upon the American continent. Quebec 
is an electoral district, returning two members to the Provincial 
Parliament, and the courts of law for the district are held here— 
distant from Montreal, 180 miles—usual steamboat fare, 7s. 6d. to 
15s.—usual stage fare, 40s. to 50s.,—distant from Kingston, 392 
miles—usual steamboat fare, 32s. 6d.—usual stage fare, 85s.—dis­
tant from Toronto, 569 miles—usual steamboat fare, 52s. 6d.—usual 
stage fare. 125s. Population, including the troops usually in gar­
rison, about 45,000.

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The following is a List of the Disasters that happened 
out of over 1200 Vessels that came to Quebec the 
past season.

Bark Fortitude, Garbutt, master, from London to Quebec, in bal­
last, drove on Prince Edward Island by the ice, 22nd April, 
and lost. All hands saved.

Bark Mary Lang, Brown, master, from Sunderland to Quebec, with 
coals, lost off Eddystone Light House, 30th April. All hands 
saved.

The Ophelia and Ann, Loveless, master, from Cardiff to Quebec, 
foundered in lat. 44, long. 43.

Bark Royal Mint, Duncan, master, from Dundee to Quebec, lost 31st 
June, in lat. 53, long. 14. All hands saved.

Portuguese schooner Santos Primero, from Oporto to Quebec, with 
a cargo of wine, wrecked on White Island, River St. Law­
rence. Crew and cargo saved—vessel total loss.

Ship Letitia Heyn, M'Wha, master, from Quebec to Liverpool, lost 
on the Magdalen Islands, entrance of the Gulf. Crew saved.

Bark Abercromby, Loutit. master, from I iverpool to Montreal, with 
a general cargo, foundered in lat. 50 N., long. 28 W., about 
15th September. Crew saved.

Bark Jane, Bickford, master, from London to the Saguenay, wreck­
ed about the middle of October, in Outard Bay, River St. 
Lawrence. Crew and materials saved.

Ship Mountaineer, Crerar, master, from Liverpool to Quebec, aban­
doned in a sinking state, 3rd October, in lat. 49 N., long. 14 
W. Crew saved.

Bark Victory, McLeod, master, from Quebec to Plymouth, wrecked 
26th October, at Little Metis, River St. Lawrence, Crew 
saved.

Ship Pursuit, Murray, master, from Quebec to Liverpool, struck on 
Crane Island, River St. Lawrence, in the beginning of No­
vember and returned to Quebec, where she wintered.

Ship Lochmaben Castle, Poole, master, from Quebec to London, 
lost on Anticosti—Gulf of St. Lawrence—14th October.— 
Crew saved.

Shin Tyeudenaga, Rudolf, master, from Quebec to London, lost at 
Caribou Island—Gulf of St. Lawrence, latter end of Novem­
ber.—1Ï of the Crew drowned—Vessel total loss.

Ship Aberdeen, Dunn, master, from Quebec to Gloucester, went 
ashore at Kamouraska—River St. Lawrence, latter end of 
November.—Crew saved.

Bark Sophia Burbidge, Richards, master, from Quebec to Liver­
pool, drove into River du I oup by the ice, latter end of 
November, where she wintered.

CHARGES FOR STORAGE IN THE CUSTOM HOUSE STORES,
QUEBEC.

Act 10 and 11 Victoria, Cap. 31.

Section 30.—All charges incurred on goods for land­
ing, cartage, storage, unpacking, repacking, weighing 
or guaging, paid, in order to carry this act into effect, 
shall be at the expense of the importer of such goods.

One package, at least, in each invoice to be opened, 
or more if necessary, and in case of suspicion of fraud 
the whole to be opened.

The dues according to the annexed tariff, are to be 
charged and collected for goods, &c., stored or taken 
into the examination warehouse at the port of Quebec. 
All unclaimed goods are to be sent to the examination 
warehouse, and goods will be received on storage from 
the parties who may wish it.

Parties can either insure their own goods against 
loss by fire, or can have the value of the same covered, 
by duly notifying the officer of customs of their wishes 
in that respect, and raying the cost thereof.

There is also a good number of small craft employed 
in the transport of supplies—chiefly flour—to the Gaspè 
fisheries and the lumber establishments in the Baie-des- 
Chaleurs. A considerable quantity of the fish taken 
at these fisheries comes to Quebec ; but it is chiefly the 
fish that is taken in the latter part of the season, when 
it is too late to dry them for a foreign market—they are 
then barrelled and brought to Quebec.

INLAND NAVIGATION.

There has been a great increase in this trade. Of 
two articles alone—railway and pig iron—over fifty 
thousand tons were imported into the Western 
States, in 1851, by the St. Lawrence—nearly the 
whole of which was shipped from here to Kingston, 
and there transhipped—mostly into American vessels— 
thus increasing the freight of these heavy goods by the 
serious charge of transhipment. The truth is, that 
this trade is of such recent date, and has sprung up so 
rapidly, that we have not, as yet, a sufficient number of 
suitable vessels to perform the work ; and by an extra­
ordinary interpretation of the Navigation Laws, 
American vessels are prohibited from coming to Que­
bec, while they are permitted to come to Montreal— 
thus, in our opinion, by an unjust restriction, Quebec is 
deprived of an immediate means of forwarding these 
heavy articles direct to their destination, until a suita­
ble class of vessels could be built to compete with our 
American neighbors, which would tend to reduce the 
freight to the lowest minimum, and thereby secure to 
us a carrying trade that must be of importance to the 
shipping interests of this port ; but unless it can be done 
at a very low figure, the chances are that it will be 
diverted into another channel.
