Not only has the number of British light-
houses been, in recent years, materially in-
creased, but their location has been chosen
with a keen eye to the difficulties of naviga-
tion, and with scarcely any reference to the
cost involved in the undertaking. Among
the remarkable achievements of British en-
gineeriag is the tower erected on Wolk Rock,
& mere point of porphyry lying eleven miles
west of Land's End, and exposed to the full
foree of the Atlantic Ocean. This lighthouse
is more than 116 leet in height, and hasa
diameter near the top of 17 feet. The light
here, first exhibited on January 1, 1870, and
since regularly displayed, is a revolving
dioperic lignt of the firtst order, showing alter-
nate tlnshes of red anl white at half minute
interval . Still more imposing is the workof
which tue foundation stone has been laid by
the Prince of Wales on the Eddystone rock,at
& short distance from the present tower. The
new light,swhen completed,wiil have an eleva~
tion of 180 fept above high water, or nearly
twice the height of the present beacon. The
lightl now building will be provided with
& fog signal sl maximum intensity, and with a

of the Lizard. The necessity of this structure
will be obvious when we call to mind that
when the present Eddystone tower was ex
amined, in 1865, the foundation was discov-
ered to be seriously shaken, and the danger nf
the catastrophe foretold long ago by Steven
80N was nr 1 extremely acing. In
the case both of the Wolf Rock light and of
that now in progress on the Eddystone, the
bage of the structure is a solid eylinder of
masoury rising above the highest point di-
rectly assaulted by the full fury of the sea.

‘The increased number and improved con
struction of British lighthouses are not more
noteworthy than the advance made in the
method of producing the light. Until late in
tho Inst eentury, wood or coal fires were em-
ployed for the beacous of the msriner, and it
was not until 1862 that sperm oil lurps were
replaced on the Dungeness lighthouse by a
Holmes electric light. The early experience
of the Holmes machine was discouraging, and
no further steps weye taken, for some years,
toward the introduction of the electric light.
In 1870, however, a new lighthouss was com-
ple:ed on Souter Point, between Sunderlund
and Shields, and the Holmes apparatus hav-
ing mesnwhile been improved, the electric
light was here exhibited in Jannary, 1871.
The cost of the light now turned out to be
less than one-half -of that incurred at Dunge-
ness. Accordingly the South Foreland light-
houses were lighted by electricity in 1872,
and those on the Lizard in 1878, It is piain
that, should the views now advocated by Dr.
Siemens and Sir W. Thomson as to the trans-
missibility of the electric ourrent in large
quantity be found practically available, the
application of the electric light to coast illu-
mination would receive an cxtraordinary
stimulus, Inasmuch as the motor power
could in that case be exerted from the land,

Creditable progress has been made by the
authorities in charge of British lighthouses
in rendering the distinction between neigh-
boring lights as simyple and easy toapprehend
as possible. Much, however. romains to do
in this direction, aud Sir W. Thomson is now
urging the necessity of a thresfold reform in

| the lighthouse system. The use of colored
sereens is clearly ubjnctionahle, owing to the
positive diminution of illuminating power.
In the case of red flishes, particalarly, this
loss has been computed at more than sixty-
three per cent. In-connection with this con
sideration should be weighed the fact, that
some four per cent. of the English population
are affected with color blindness. It appears,
too, that the m of the revolvi
lights on the British coast are at present ex-
tremely irregular, although their signaling
value manifestly depends on the occurrence
of definite intervals between the revolutions.
1t is further stated, on good suthority, that
almost all the revolving lights of the Eoglish
Channel are too slow, and that it would be an
improvement of great moment if their speed
would be sextupled. But the most sweeping
change advocated by Sir W. Thomson is the
abolition of all colored ligh's and of all mean-
ingless revo'ut'ons, and a substitution of the
m-thod of indicating the initial letter of the
name of every lighthouse by the Morse sys-
tem of dots and dashes. He points out that
the flashes of a lighthonse can be +o combined
by the u e of 30 second or of 6i)-second in-
tervals as to te egraph perpetually through
the darkness the first letter of its name.
Thus, an uninterrupted succession of short
flashes wonld signal to the ‘mariner the letter
E, the initial of the Iid ‘ystone. Three short
flashe, followed by a longer interval of ob
scuration, would d-note 8 for Skerryvore,
that fiightful reef which rises directly in the
track of shipping bound either f r the Mersey
or the Clyde. Again, a long flash, followed
by three short ones, would show B for the
Bell Rock, which lies precisely on the thres
hold of the Firth of Tay. By this m-thod of
alphabetic indieation, which, as we have said,
one of the most eminent of English scientists
is now pressing on the authori ies of Trinity
House, every lighthouse in the British Islands
may be made to announce not only the pres-
ence of danger but the name of the locality to
the sea faring world.

DOMESTIC LIFE.
I will skip throngh the pages and note var-
ious illustrations of the domestic life of the-
Queen during the last wo years of her mar-
ried life. The volume opens in 1860. The
Princess Royal was married and living in
Berlin. The Prince Consort, writing on New
Year's Day to the Princess-mother far away,
malkes delicate allusion to an event that was
afterward to give great joy to the royal house,
the birth of the Queen’s first granddaughter.
Macaulay has just died, and we find the
Prince mourning for him as ‘‘a great loss.”
The second anniversary of the Prineess Royal's
wedding was made the occasion of a pretty
letter, in which the Prince Consort reminds
his daughter that “it is two years to-day since
the wedding ring was placed upon your finger
and Fritz became your lord.””  *+Very soon.
in two days, the first birthday will be here of
the dear little boy.. Accept, hoth of you, for
both dear festivals, the warmest good wishes
of my heart.” The twentieth anniversary of
hLis own wedding eame, and the Prince, refer-
ring to it, writes to his old friend Stockmar :
“Itis twenty (!!!) years to-day since our
troth plight took place in St. James'.” “We
have gone through much since then and tried
hard after much that is good. The children
are giviag me a surprise, which is to remnin
a profound secret until half-past six.” To
this letcer of the Prince’s is addad a postseript
in the handwriting of the Queen:—*One
little word I must add o2 this blessed day.
Words cannot express my gratitude and hap-
piness. I wish I could think I had made one
as huppy as he has made me. Bat it ia not
for want of love and devotion. Victoria,”
TR PRINCE'S HABITS OF LIFE.

We have glimpses of the way of life of the
Prince, and learn that he was an early riser
and had made good progress at his work be-
fore people were geacrally rising. Summer
and winter he ros seven, dressed and went
to his sitting room, * where a green German
lamp was ready lit.” He read letters, never
allowing his correspondence to fall into ar-
rears, prepared draits of answers to Ministers
for her Majesty's consideration. **Not feel-
ing suve,” say r. Martin, * of his idiomatic
accuracy of h nglish, he would continually
bring his English letters to the Queen to read
through, saying, ** Read carefully and tell if
there be any faults in these.” The Queen's
custom was to arrange on his table despatches
or official papers for his covsideration. Then
came the reading of the newspapers, ** read-
ing aloud,” says the Queen, *‘good or im-
portant articles.”” A good article gave him
sincere pleasure, and no article coming in the
lvading journals of r-al value for its facts or
arguments escaped his notice.” During the
shooting season he was fond of sport, but if
pot shooting as the morning advanced it was
his custom to walk with the Queen. From his |
shooting parties he would return about
two in the afternoon. *“I.” says the Queen,
“treasnred up everything I heard, kept every
letter or dispatch to show him and was al-
ways affected and nervous if L had a foolish
dispatch or draft to put before him, as [ knew
it was distressing and irritated him and af-
fected his delicate stomach.” *He always
walked very fast when ont shooting, and got
very quickly through with it.” He was a
wman of great activity, fall of interesting con-
versation, of eharming anecdotes, of droll
stories, «ithout end, of his childhood. of peo-
le of Coburg, and of our good people of Scot-
land, which he would repeat with a wonderful
ower of mimier7, and at which he would
bimself la ‘gh most heartily. In these win-
ter weeks there were comedies at Windsor
Castle,"*Masks and Faces.” **Richelien,” “The
Contested Election,"with Phelpsand Mathews,
Buckstone and Compton as performers.

On that day Albert
wrote to Victoria's mother, the Duchess of
Kent, “We have both kept our pledge for
better and for worse and have only te thavk
God that he has vouchsafed so much happi-
ness to us. May He bave us in keeping for
the days to come. You have, I trust, found
good and loving children in us, and we have

Although the happiness of their domestic
life was a subject of constant gratitude to the
Queen and the Prince, there are indications
that the Prince, although a young man, was
showing signs of weakened coastitution. He
had toothache—his sufferings were fright-
ful"—inflammation of the nerves, a general
lowering of the vital powers, sleepless nights
and pein. “Excessive pains,” hg writes,
“have pulled me down very much.” In Mareh
the Prince found a congh giving way before
the sea air. Barly in March the Queen was
to undergo a great sorrow in the death of her
mother, the Duchess of Kent. That vener
able lady had been suffering from general
debility, and on the 15th the news from her
physician was 80 alarming that the Queen
and Prince went to Frogmore, *“With a
trembling heart,” says the Queen, “I went
up the staircase and  eutered the bedroom,
and here on the sofa, supported by cushions,
the room much darkened, sat leaning back
my beloved mamma, breathing rather heav-
ily,in her silk dressing gown, with her
cap on, looking quite like herself.” ‘“‘Seeing

from the pen of some considerable personage
in the beau monde, there is & more general
disposition than ever before to remark, with
an air of confident ill-nature, *I wonder who
Lady So-and-80 has got to write that new
novel of hers ?" or, *I sappose young Thiog-
umbob is doing that new book of travel for
Mrs. What-d'ye.call-her.” The latest ques-
tion of this sort I have heard asked is, **Who
writes the Shah's diaries for him ?"

Nov long before his ill-
ness he said to the Queen, ** I do nos cling to
life; you do; but I set no store by it.” **
am sure if I have a severe illness I should
give up at once. I should not struggle for
life,”  The immediate cause of the Priuce’s
last illness has never been ascertained. The
medical authorities trace it back with some
precision to a day—the 22nd of November—
when the Prince Congort inspected the Royal
Military Academy at Sandhurstin a terrific
rain. He came home from this visit ** weak
and tired out.” Then came rheumatic pains
and a ** feeling of being thoroughly nnwell.”
* Have scarcely closed my eyes at night for
the last fortuight.”” The next day, * Still
greatly out of sorts” ** Am very wretched ;
could not join the Queen as usual in her
walk,” feeling that he must rest, and ** verv
uncomfortable from pains in the back and
legs."”  ** Although able to move about he
had frequently to rest himsell, as he was not
strong enough to go out.” Then came news
of the Trent affair, the capture of Mason and
Slidell by the Awerican man of-war, which
added greatly to the depression ** which had
been one of the most distressing symptoms of
the Prince’sillness.” On the 22nd of Novem-
ber we find the Prince stillill.  ** He counld
eat no breakfast and looked very wretched.”

THE SHADOWS DEEPEN.
On the 29th of November the Prince
dragged himself through & review of the
Eton College Volunteers, looking very unwell
and walking slow. Though wrappad in a coat
lined with fur he “‘felt as though cold water
wers being poured down his back.” *Un-
happily 1 must be present,”” he wrote in his
diary, and these are the last words he ever
wrote. Nights of shivering and sleeplessness,
the Prince lying on the sofa and the Qneen
reading to him; visits from the Ministers,
from foreign Amk Lord Pal
especially became uneasy about the symptoms
of the Prince's indispositien. Sir James Clark
and Dr. Jenner sssured her Majesty on the
8rd of December that there was no cause for
alarm. Still further niguts of-wakelul rest-
lessness and distaste for feod. *‘He would
take nothing," says the Queen ; **hardly any
breth, mo rusk, no bread or anything. My
anxiety is geeat and I feel utterly lost.” The
Prince liked to be read to, but hardly auy
books suited him. They tried him with the
‘Dodl Family,” bat he did not like it. One
of Sir Walter Scott’s, “The Talisman,'" was
substituted. It was read by the Princess
Alice, *‘the Prince listening in a very uncom-
fortable, punting state, which frightened us.”
On the nightof tha &th of December Dr.
Jenuer sat up witi the Prinee, who com-
pluined of his wretched condition—**weak and
irritable and unlike himself.” In the evening
the Queen found Albert most dear and affec-
tionate and *‘quite himsell when I went in
with little Beatrice, whom he kissed. He
qu'te langhed at some of her new French
verses which I made her repeat. Then he
held her little hand in his for some time and
she sat looking at him.” December passed
to the Gth, the Prince still looking weak and
exhaunsted, his wife thinking it overwork and
worry. “Itis too much,” he said. *You
must speak to the Ministers.” *“Then he
said,” says the Queen, “when- he lay awake
there he heard the little birds and thought of
those he had heard at the Rosenham in his
childhood. I felt quite upset.”

THE END.

Dr. Jenner on December 6 informed the
Queen in *‘the kindost, clearest manner" that
the Prince’s disease had now sssumed its
office and wils gastric or low fever, and must
ave its course a month, which dated from
the 22ud of November. * Albert,” says the
Queen, ** was not to koow it as he had un-
fortnnately a horror of fever | What an awfal
trial is this —to be deprived of my guide, my
support, my all. My heart was ready to burst.
But I cheered up, remembering how many
people had fever.” Whan the Prince retired
for that night his pulse was good. Next morn-
ing the symptoms seemed to be improving,
and the Prince desired to be removed to a
larger room. ** When I returned from break-
fast,” said the Queen, ** I found him lying in
the new blue room, and much pleased. The
sun was shining brightly, the room was five,
large and cheerful, and he said, ‘It is 8o fine.’
Korlthe first time since his illnees he asked
for some musie, and said : * I should like to
bear a fine chorzle played in the distance.’
We had a piano brought into the next room,
and Alice played © Ein feste Burg
ist unser Got,” and another, and
he listened, i upward  with
such sweet expressio the tears in
his eyex.

(That is enough). ** Tt was Sunday. The
Rtev. Charles Kingsley preached. but I heard
nothing,” says the Queen.

His tenderness this evening when he
held my hand and stroked my face touched
me so much and made me so grateful.” On
the 9th two other doctors came in, Sir Henry
Holland and Sir James Watson. The symp-
toms seemed to be the same, the Prince's
mind oceasionally wandering, the strong con-
stitution struggling with the fever. On the
11th there was no improvement, and the
Prince was changed into another room. ** Go-
ing through the door he turned and looked at

It does not
materially differ from the one exhibited a fow
months ago. The lifting power is in a
horizontally placed eylinder of gossamor cloth

phuric secid. Broad bands extend overthe
cylinder, which is about twenty-five feet long
and thirteen feet in dinmeter, narrowing to
ward each end. The bands are fastened to a
light, strong rod, from which the car is sns.
pended. The machine is shaped something
like tha skeleton of a cutter sleigh, oa ths top
of which is the nperator’s seat.
THE PROPELLING PROCESS.

In front of the seat in a clog edged steel
wheel about ten inches in diameter, with
donble handles, geared to a four-bladed fan,
moving horizontally beneath the operator. It
can be turned 2,600 times & minute. The
blades of the fan are of strong wood, and each
has a superficial area of about fifty square
inches. The blades are set like those of a
propeller — that is, at a small angle with the
screw which turns them. This constitutes
part of the lifting and drawing down power.
The gas raises ninety-nine pounds of every
hundred to be lifted; the fan takes care of
the other pound. The operator, wishing to
descend, reverses the wheel. From the front
of the frame reaches out two rods, carrying at
their extremity a vertically working fan, re-
volving 2,800 times a minute. It is exactly
like the propeller of a steamship, except that
it can be turned by the operator's foot from
right io left and wvice versa, and thus it be-
comes a rudder as well. It will send the
machine forward or take it backward, and
also change its direction.  The two fans can
be worked together or separately, the machin-
ery being simple and quite within the control
of the operator.  Such is the plan in the di-
minutive by which Professor Ritchell liopes to
reach the North Pole. The machine he now
has will carry one man. It has been tried,
and although much like the one exhibited be-
fore it has many improvements, is more easily
controlled and perfectly balanced. Instead
of worsted bands around the gas cylinder the
Professor proposes to have steel adjustable
bands on the big ship, which will compress
the gas in the bag or allow it to expand at
will. This arrangement will, he says, coun-

tards the growth, aud allows them to fill late
orders. If there is a nursery near at hand it
will pay to make a bargain, if possible, to
help to dig the trees yowrself, and thus
secure a larger share of the roots that belong
to them. If trees, in a long journey become
dry and shriveled, bury them root and branch
in mellow earth for a few days, when they
become plump again. In unpacking the trees,
look to the labels, as some may become de-
tached and would otherwise ke lost.
PrepariNG THE ‘I'Rees,.—EvVerybody wishes
to get all he ean for the money, and the
nurserymen send much larger tops to the
trees than the pruned roots in their new po-
sitions can support. It is safe to shorten the
branches one-third or one-half, but it should
be done with judgment and reference to the
condition of the roots. At the same time pare
smooth any broken or mangled roots.
Pranming.—In setting a tree take time to
do it properly ; spread Yhe roots evenly and to
their full length, and so work in the soil
among them that there will be no hollow
places. Water may be used to carry the soil
among the roots — not dashed in by the pail-
ful, but showered from a watering-pot. Do
not stamp the soil down around the roots, but
firm it carefully with the foot. The tree
should be set no deeper than it stood in the
nursery.
Crops.—The soil of a young orchard may
be kept in cultivation until the trees begin to
bear ; grain should never be grown, ¢xcept In-
dian corn, but potatoes and root-crops are the
best.
Insecrs.— Destroy the egds of the Tent
Caterpillar, which are to be found in small,
closely-fitting rings or bands near the ends of
the smaller twigs, and may be cut away.
Many inscets harbor beneath the lbose bark
of trees, and by seraping this off and washing
the trunk and limbs with a solution of soft
soap, much good may be done. To prevent
the ascent of the wingless females of the
Canker Worm, use heavy brown paper bound
closely around the tree's trunk, and then
smear with cheap printer’s ink or tar. The
bands will have 1o be recoated at frequent in-
tervals through the season.
An Asparagus Hed.
He who lives in the country and has no
asparagus bed has at least one sin of omis-
sion on his conscience, for which he can never
give an adequate excuse. Some are under
the delusion that an asparagus bed is an ab-
struse garden problem and an expensive
luxury. Far from it. The plants can be ob-
tamned from any seedsman at slight cost. I
have one large bed that almost yields a daily
supply from the middle of April till late in
June, and I shall make another bed next
spring in this simple way: As early as the
ground is dry enough —the sooner the better
—1 shall choose some warm, early, but deep
soil, enrich it well, and then on one side of
the plot open n furrow or trench eightinches
deep. Down this furrow I shall scatter a
heavy coat of rotted compost and then run a
plough or pointed hoe through it again. By
this process the earth and compost are
mingled and the earth rendered about six
inches deep. Along its side, one foot apart.
1 will place one-year-old plants, spreading out
the roots and taking care to keep the crown
or top of the plant five inches below the sur-
face when level; then half fill the furrows
over the plants, and when the young shoots
are well up, fill the furrow even. I shall
make the furrows two feet apart, and after
planting as much space as I wish, the bed is
made for the next fifty years. Inmy father's
garden there was a good bed over fifty years
old. The young shoots should not be cut
for the first two years, and only sparingly the
third year, on the same principle that we do
not put young colts at work. The asparagus
is & marine plant, and dustings of salt suffi-
cient to kill the weeds will promote its growth.
—Harper's Magazine.
Moot in the Garden.
Those who have soot, either of wood or
bituminous coal, should carefully save it for
use in the garden. It is valuable for the
ammonia it containe, and also for its power
of reabsbrbing ammonia. Itis simply char-
coal (carbon) in an exiremely divided state,
bat from the creosote it contains, is useful in
destroying insects, and is at the same time
valnable as a fertilizer.for all garden crops.
It must not be mixed with lime; else its am-
monia, would be dissipated, but if the soil is
dry and hungry a little salt may be used with
it. Soot steeped in water and allowed to
stand and settle for a day or two is also a
most excellent fertilizer for house plants,
possessing precisely the same qualities that
the paring ef horses’ hoofs do. For flowers
out of doors it is especially valuable, since it
may be easily applied, and tends to increase
the vividness of the bloum, and mized with
galt it is & most excellent fertilizer for aspar-
agus, onions eabbage, ete., in connection with
eompost, in the proportion of one quart of
salt $0 six quarts of soot. For two bushels
of compost this quantity makes a heavy
dressing for each square rod, to be worked in
next the surface of the soil.
A Jerney Cow's Record,
1t is not rare to find a heavy milker among
Jersey cows, yet the average weight is by no
means extraordinary. Possibly a true record
of a whole herd of Jurseys as to weight of
milk would fall below that of a herd of natives
even, and greatly below that of an Ayrshire
herd. A notable record of an English Jersey
cow, however, is worth recording. The cow
i3 “Luna,” owned by Mr. Simpson. In 1876
she gave 8.985 lbs. ; in 1877, 8.202 1lbs. ; in
1878, 8,368 1bs. ; an average of 8,518 lbs. per
year, or equal to & daily average of more than
23 1bs., or 11 quarts. One of the most con-
spicuous characteristics of a Jersey cow is
her persistence in milking, and although v}lm
may nokgive so great a yield, yet by hanging
on during 300 or 330 days, she makes up by
perseverance what others doby more copious,
but less continuous milkivg. If there were
only more Jerseys like this one,
Have You n strawherry Bed 7
This question is put to every reader who
has the land, and especially to every farmer,
who, having the land, is very apt to not have
strawberries.

elm lever in the other end link. Now hitch
on two steady horses or mules and let them
go around the stump until it is twisted out,
having previously cut all the top bracing
roots with an axe.
There should be & claw on one side of the
three links, which is driven into the stump to
prevent breaking or bending the crowbar,
With the help one hand I had twisted out
from fifteen to twenty stumps a day, that
would have taken us three or four days to
grubout. The whole outfit, blacksmith's
bill and all, did not cost over three dollars.
To those who have a few acres of stumps to
pull, and do not feel like boying & ninety-
dollar machine, I would recommend this
plan. Of course it i3 not intended to be
claimed that this would be an economical
stump puller where a great quantity of land
had to be gone over.
