Lisbon, via Paris, Sept. 23—An extensive invasion of German 

East Africa by Portuguese troops is reported in an official statement 
issued by the War Office. The statement says :

“After the passage of the Rovuma River our columns advanced 
eight miles and occupied Miobo. The left column seized Katibus and 
the German barracks, and then proceeded toward Macoas. The 
columns on the centre and right, marching toward the Migomba 
depot, reached Taketo on Rovuma Bay. The enemy retreated in the 
direction of Saswara west of Lindi. The natives willingly accepted 
Portuguese domination.” '

Germany declared war on Portugal on March 9, and a month 
later the Portuguese military commander in Africa reported that he 
had occupied Kionga, a port on the border of German and Portuguese 
East Africa. Since then there have been no reports of any activity 
by the Portuguese. The greater part of the German colony is in the 
hands of the Belgians and Sduth Africans, according to the official 
statements from London and Havre.

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SUNDAY SCHOOL ♦of the farm, but ...e same state of I 
affairs exists with regard to all 
other commodities. The tendency is 
to throw blame on the administration 
of the day when prices soar, just as 
it is to throw the onus on the same 
back when times are bad, and there 
is quite a demand in certain quar­
ters that the Government should 
take action. That of course is a large 
and far reaching order. Farmers for 
instance, say that they do not get 
too much for their produce consider­
ing the enhanced prices they have to 
pay for what they purchase and the • 
further circumstance that they have 
to pay much more for help and can­
not get enough assistance even then- 
The same sort of explanation is ad­
vanced by other interests in every 
direction.

Where wages are increased the 
commodity produced by said labor 
costs more. The war has also mater­
ially advanced charges all round, for 
many nations and millions of men 
cannot be engaged in hostilities 
without causing an upward price ten­
dency. Meanwhile the fact remains 
that a dollar is only worth what it 
can buy and that two dollars to-day 
are not doing the work of one dollar 
of only a few years ago. Some think 
that the remedy rests in State control 
while others feel that even in this 
plan there are undesirable features 
of a bureaucratic nature. One thing 
is certain. Where it is proved that 
a combination exists to squeeze the 
people, then a drastic remedy should 
be applied.

Lesson L—Paul at Thenalonlca and 
Berea, Acta xvil, 1-15.

Golden Text Gat 
vi, 14, “Far be it from me to glory 
save in the cross of our Lord Jeeui 
Christ" Although Paul knew much of 
the wisdom of this world, be renonnb» 
ed it all for Jesus Christ who bad be­
come to him the power of God and the 
wisdom of God and who was made 
unto him and to all believers wisdom, 
righteousness, sanctification and re­
demption (I Cor. t 17, IS, 2L 24» 30».

Lesson VI.-The greatest thing in the 
world, I Cor. xiti. Golden Text I Cor. 
xili. 13. “Now abideth faith, hope, 
love, these three, and the greatest of 
these is love*'—greater than the gift 
of tongues or understanding mysteries 
or the power to work miracles, for God 
is Love, bat without faith it is impos­
sible to please God.

Lesson VIL—The grace of giving, H 
Cor. ix. Golden Text Acts xx, 35, "Re­
member the words of the Lord Jesus 
that He Himself said, “It is more bless­
ed to give than to receive."

BURFORDTwo Questions to be Decided.
Canadian Gazette: England has 

to make up her mind upon two ques­
tions, and act upon her decision. 
These questions are : ( 1 ) Is the Bri­
tish Empire an Empire of business 
as well as of sentiment? and (2) 
Are our Allies who have fought side 
by side with us in this costly strug­
gle to be more to us in the future 
than those who have stood aloof 
from all our sacrifices, though tak­
ing full measure of profit from our 
war efforts? Put the first question 
to the people of the United King­
dom and of such Dominions as Can­
ada and Australia, and the answer 
will be an emphatic and almost un­
animous Yes. We are all Empire 
men, and we mean Empire states­
manship to include the closest at­
tainable business partnership be­
tween us. Canada and the other 
Dominions went some length along 
this partnership road before the war, 
and they are eager to go farther. 
British Ministers probably intend to 
follow suit, but they have the hesita­
tions of irresolute men and are wait­
ing to be pushed by circumstances. 
Pushed they certainly will be. Who 
can doubt also that the answer to 
the second question will be Yes? 
We who are Allies do mean to give 
better trade terms to our Allies than 
to neutrals, however friendly have 
been, and we hope will remain, our 
relations with those neutrals.

It has not in any sense 
made him a pedant. As a young offi­
cer he devoted ail his free time to 
studying the topography of the Ital­
ian frontier, and there is no man liv­
ing in Italy who knows it better than 
Gen. Cadorna. When 33 years of age,

The natives employed at Fanning Is­
land, who live in the Gilbert Islands, 
have sent two gifts.

A Baptist minister in Ontario sends 
five dollars. From Summit. New 
Jersey, an American citizen sends a 
substantial check made payable to 
the British Empire. A husband and 
wife send from China a check in 
four figures. From Saskatchewan 
an old man accompanies a check for 
twenty pounds with the explanation 
that it is to help beat the Kaiser.

Using the Real to Make the False.

The limb-maker does not discrim­
inate between officers and men, but 
officers pay to have an extra coat 
or two of flesh-colored paint added 
to the red willow and calf skin. If a 
patient has but. a shoulder joint or 
hip joint left the mechanic, with the 
economy of art, will utilize it in the 
operation of the false limb, which 
will be bent or propelled by some lit­
tle acquired shrug pr twist of the 
surviving natural joint.

Roehampton is not content with 
giving the maimed soldiers and sail­
ors arms and legs; it also fits them 
to earn their own livelihood under 
their new conditions. In well-equp- 
ped workshops it gives instruction 
in light leather work, office routine, 
electricity, 'motor-car repairing and 
driving, hair dressing, tailoring 
chemistry, designing, tailoring 
ether occupations.

Happy Work for Legless Men
Employment has been found for 

men who have lost an arm in the fol­
lowing capacities; Commissionaire, 
gateman, gymnasium instructor, la­
bor master in workshop, liftman, 
lodgekeeper, messenger, porter, rail­
way work (sundry duties), telephone 
switchboard attendant, timekeeper, 
travelling ward master, watchman, 
weighman. Men who have lost a leg 
have been procured the following 
kinds of work : Bootmaker, motor 
driving, domestic service, electrical 
work, engineering, light duties at 
pithead (for miners), munition 
work, milking, printing, telegraphy.

The country owes a debt of grati- 
ture to a great many people associ­
ated with Roehampton. and not least, 
to those who have made this employ­
ment ' bureau their special care, and 
to the heads of firms who have them­
selves in many cases come to in­
struct the all too eager learners. The 
abounding cheerfulness and optim­
ism which one finds here prove that 
the men are fullyfconscious and ap­
preciative of the efforts Which are 
being made to asstire them of happy 
and useful careers in spite of the 
disadvantages with which they must 
restart life.
