The consideration of the
question is being pursued by the gov-!
ernments of the three provinces with |
the purpose of determining a policy
at the earliest moment.

Under authority conferred upon the
provincial treasurer, a satisfactory |
arrangement is in course of comple-,
tion for the initial issue of bonds by
the province amounting to $2,000,000
to enable construction of permanent
public works required by the public
service.

Following steps taken with care
for obtaining desirable site, design
and -plans for proper Legislative and
departmental buildings for the pro-
vince, a contract has been entered
into for construction of sueh.- The
contract and all details connected
therewith will be before you.

The accounts for the last year will
be laid before you. The estimates
for the coming year will be submitt-
ed_at an early date and these will be
found to have been prepared with due
Tegard for economy conmsistent with
the requirements of the province.

I now invite your best attemtion to
the business of the session and in-
voke the Divine blessing on your de-
liberations.

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The Convention

The counvention of Conservatives of
Saskatchewan held in Saskatoon last
week is considered by the leaders of
the party to be & success. Only ques-
tions that affect the party in federal
politics were discussed. The conven-
tion proved that the party still has
wnbounded confidence in its leader,
Hon. R. L. Borden and is in eatire
sympathy with and endorses his Hal-
ifax platform. The convention also
proved that while the party is united
as to its policy, it is far from being
organized as it should be. In fact it
was this disorganization which was
primarily the cause oi the convention
being called. Discussions on ail sub-
jects were freely alowed, and the
opipions of the many from the differ-
ents parts of” the province will no
doubt prove very useful to those of-
ficers who have been selected *to
guide and guard its interests.

If an orgamization worthy of the
pame rises out of' the present dis-
order . the convention will have been
of great benefit to the Conservatives
of the province. If, however, party
interests are allowed to drilt as they
have in the past five years, the party
may look for no progress in the ad-
vancement of their policy which they
believe is to be the advancement - of
the country’s interests.

Besides endorsing Mr.-Borden and
the Halifax platform, the convention
re-affirmed the position of the party
on the subject of the public domain.
It also put the party on record on
the question of the ownership ol
grain elevators. The position taken
on this subject proves that the Con-
servative party is one of progress.

Time
has gone on and the location of the
University is as vague as ever.

Now, Mr. McNab when he goes
back to be endorsed as Municipal
Commissioner in the -Scott cabinet
finds that he has to ghow the elec-
tors of Saskatoon something moreq
than a_mere promise or go down to
defeat. The only way the question
can be settled before the bye-election
is by legislation passed this week.
Will the government dare do it or
will it sgerifice Mr. McNab ?

Complaint is made that the elec-
tion protests in Ontario are not suf-
ficiently mumerous. There are but
eight, four on each side, and it is
claéimed that the situation is the re-
sult of a ‘‘saw-off’’ or bargain, under
which petitions have been recipro-
cally withheld. The comment de-
serves sympathetic consideration, for
no comptromise with evil ought to be
tolerated or excused. It may be
pointed out, however, that a ‘‘saw-
off”” should such be attempted, can-
not be efiective if those who Eknow
that there has been -corruption do
their duty. The right of petition is
open to everybody. It is not res-
tricted to any party or.to any in-
dividual. The very agencies which
complain of the paucity of protests
were entitled to enter petitions and
to earry on litigation. M the pro-
tests are few, ~these parties, seeing
that they neglected to take actionm,
are not less responsible than the can-
didates whom they blame.
