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NATURE STUDY

" School Inspectors have received &
circular from A. H. Colqughoun, Dep-
uty Minister of Education, which says:

“Konrteen scholarships in all, to the
value of $75 for male teachers and $50
for female teachers, will be granted by
the Minister of Education to teachérs
holding at least a second class = profess:
ional certificate for a course in Nature
Study, at the Agrioultural College,
Guelph, Application should be for-
warded immediutely, as the session
commences about the middle of Sept-
ember. ‘

“It is desirable that the different
portions of the Province shall be. repre-
sented, and not more than one . teacher
shall come from any councy.

‘Applications should be received au
this dnpartment not later than the
first week in September, accompanied
by a testimonial of successful service
from the Inspector.

SCARCITY OF TEACHERS

The following paragraph first appear-
ed in the anonwp;.ilielpon Thursday,
Aug. 30, :—

*In view of the scarcity of public
school teachers, and the probability
that it will soon become still larger
during the first session of the new nor
mal school system, which will go into
operation in September 1907, the
Education t has authorized
the following modifications of the exist-
ing regulations in regard to model
schools and public school teachers
ocertificates, A board of ex-
aminers may admit to the model those
holding junior teachers’ certificales who
will be eighteen years of age on or ’be-
fore the reopening of the rural public
schools for the seond half of 1907 ; and
candidates who will be eighteen years
of age on or before September 1, 1906,
and who have failed at the junmior
teachers’ examination, but whose marks
warrant the county board in presuming
that, after further study they will be
able to pass the junior teachers’ exam.
ination in 1907. The professional cer-
tificates shall not be issued in either of
the above cases until the candidates
comply with the present legal require.
ments as to age and non professional
standing.”

This scarcity is in large measure a
result of the policy of the Education
Department in raising the percentpge
required for Junior Teachers’ pass
marks, and the view is undoubtedly
correct that the scarcity will be still
greater next year. Some very radical
modification of the government's educa-
tional policy will have to be made or
the scarcity will become so acute that
many schools will have to be placed in
charge ot girls possessing inferior

qualifications and absolutely no special |

training for the responsible position.
It is probable that the normal school
systém will for years fall short of
meeting the demand for teachers. At
present, the demand is not more than
met with ' training schools in every
county and with only a three months’
course required. After passing the
more difficult exam. now set for Junior
Teachers in the high school, a year
must be spent in attendance at some
city normal school, and the minimum
salary fixed by the government is but
a small compensation for such a large
outlay. Tbe outlook for the country
schools of the province is not very
bright at present.

More Harvest Help Wanted _

Although all the eastern provinces
have contributed laborers to assist in
harvesting the tremendous wheat crop
of the western proyinces, there is de-
mand for more. With the improved
machinery and the men already sent,
the crop will be cut, but the demand is
for laborers to assist in the threshing
and the movement of the grain to the
elevators. Between 15,000 and 20,000
laborers have gone west; 5,000 to
10,000 more are required.

“Render to Caesar the things that are
Caesar’s” (v. 17.) A true Christian takes
pains to he just and conscientious to
every legal obligation.

Love pays its
dues. A little -English boy about nine
vears of age, who went to Sunday school,
one day requested his mother not to al-
low hig brother to bring home anything
which was smuggled when he went to
sea. “Why not?” asked the mother.
“My eathechism says it is wrong.” The
mother answered, “That is only the word
of a man.”

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The following imformation concerning
the present condition of Agriculture in
the Province has been issued by the Oam-
tario Department of Agriculture:

Fall Wheat—The unusually opea wia-
ter was most trying to fall wheat, but
the crop picked up wonderfully in the
spring, and improved steadily until cut-
ting. It was harvested under zavorable
conditions, the straw standing up well,
and the weather being dry and bright.
The quality of the grain, as & rule, is
plump and well up to weight, and the
yield ‘per acre 1s considerably aver the
average. Very little rust was reported.
~ Spring Wheat—This variety of wheat
'is mot much in favor, more eapecially in
'the western part of the Proviuce. A
good yield was promised. Seyeral cor-
respondents stated that “Wild Gopse”
'was the only variety of spring wheat
now grown.

Barley—A large yield of plump grain,

limuch of it discolored, but all of it goed’

for feeding to live stock (which is now
its chief use in Ontario), is the rec wrd of
the barley crop of 1906.

Oats—This crop suffered mwa thsn

any other from rain storms.s. Notwith-
tanding these drawbacks, there wiil be
a comparatively large vield per ucre.
« Rye—Only a small acriage oi rye is
fiow grown in Ontario for the grain.
Most of it is fed ireen, and in some
cases it is cut for hay. The crop tis
season has been a comparwii ely lgkt
one.

Peas—For about five or six years *he
depredations of the pea weevil (eoximia-
ly called the “bug”) were vo great idat
in nearly every section of the I'rovince
the acreage given to p-as shrank to
alarmingly small proportiris. lLast. year,
however, the weevil gave but iittle trou-
ble to pea growers, and Lih¢ season the
pest is usualy mention:d to remark s
absence.

Beans—The growing of beans as a
field crop is confined chiefly 10 Kent and
adjoining counties. Thte crop was not
fully matured as correspondente wrole,
but gave promise to more than an aver-
age yield ‘Per acre.

Hay and Clover—Owing t the lack of
snow last winter, pastures were much
‘exposed, and considerable winter-killing
'resulted, old fields suffering most. ‘I'un-
othy came through much better tha;,
clover, and made a much better growtl
relagively during the summer. The yield
per acre is below the record of recent
years.

Corn—As a Simeoe county correspond-
ent has tersety put it, “This has been a
corn summer.” All things point to a
large yield, both for husking and for
the silo, as the crop is reported to be
earing remarkably well.

Flax—The acreage of flax is not so
large as in former years, but the general
tone of reports this season is encourag-

ng. :

%‘obncco——Reportn regarding tobacco
vary. The crop appears to have had a
rather poor start, the white grub caus-
ing some loss early in the season.

Potatoes—Much difference of opinion
is expressed regarding the present con-
dition and the probable yield of pota-
toes. While there will be some good
yields in every section of the Province,
the presence of the blight will tend to
keep down the average, The Colorado
beetle was out in force, as usual, but
while Paris green is used by every far-
mer against this pest, only a few of the
more progressice men spray with Bor-
deaux mixture for the blight .A few
correspondents speak of rot, but mo
general complaint has been made.

Roots—The backward = epring gave
roots a late start, and in many cases the
seed germinated poorly. The June rains,
however, gave the young plants a new
lease of life, and when correspondents
wrote, all classes of field roots were
looking more or less promising. Mangels
and sugar beets have done better than
turnips. The latter, however, have sut-
fered but little from the turnip aphis, or
Jouse, which was so general last season.
Correspondents had but Jittle to say of
carrots.

Fruit—Harvest and fall apples will
be plentiful, but standard winter var-
eties like the Spy and Greening will be
rather scarce. The fruit, however, will
be a better sample than for years, being
much freer from spot. Plums have not
been so light in yield for seevral sea-
sons; in some districts there will be
hardly any for sale. There will be a
good yield of peaches. Pears will not be
a full crop; the trees have also suffered
from blight in different localities. Cher-
ries have borne well, but black knot is
still complained of. In some of the
Lake Erie counties the Rose beetle did
much injury to grape vines early in the
season, but in the other parts of the
Province the yield of grapes is expected
to be a faif one. There was an average
supply of berries, strawberries being the
least plentiful.

Pastures and Live Stock—Pastures
were in excellent condition up to the lat-
ter part of July, but were beginning to
show need of rain when correspondenis
wrote early in August. Live stock gen-
erally are in good form, except that cows
have suffered much from the horn fly,
and have consequently lost in milk in
many sections of the Province. No ser-
fous cases of disease among live stock
are reported. E

Bees and Honey—The season has been
a rather poor one for the apiary.

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The sfereopticon machine, once the ;
chief attraction &t church entertainments
and later the medium for - announcing
election results;, has qualified in another
branch. This time the slide machine is
educational and medical. %

The Health Department of the city has
mapped out an itinerary for a stereopti.
con to go about throwing on screens in
the parks and public places pictures and
epigrammatic sentences w! warn and
advise people about tuberculosis. There
have been only a few exhibitions thus far
by the machine, but it seems to draw as
great a crowd as some shows whose sole
and confessed object is amusement.

The doctors in the Health Department
are inclined to look on the use of the
stereopticon as only a trivial incident of
their general campaign to prevent the
spread of t.ubercuﬁuil in the Borough
of Manhattan. Compared with some of
the really hard efforts made by them in
their ten years’ struggle against the
disease, they are inclined to think it so
pretty a means of waging war that to
say much about it is to give it too much
importance.

At the same time they acknowledge
that the scheme is doing and is going to
da a whole lot of good. The apparatus
is set up in some park,say on East
Side, It is a warm night, and there is
little for the bench sitters, women and
children to do but swelter.

Anything draws a crowd. The exhibi-
tor starts off with a picture of some
tenement house, the lake of which is
known to all of them. He says nothing.

“We would have to use megaphones,
and then we could not make them all
hear,” explained one of the doctors.

The view changes and the interior of
some overcrowded room is shown. The
unsanitary conditions are nothing new.
Then out, bold and clear, comes a sign,
with these words in English and Yiddish:

“Consumption causes more deaths than
any other disease. Consumption attacks
especially those who live in crowded or
badly ventilated rooms.” -

The disease is no stranger to the work-
ers who bend over sewing machines, and
they - know ‘just what the continuous
coughing and hawking mean. Their in-
terest is aroused and they wait to see
the reat. - These sentences follow:

“The only consumptive to be afraid of
is the careless consumptive.”

“Consumption may be cured if taken
in time, but usualy not otherwise.”

“Fresh air, rest, food. These give you
your chance to get well of eonsumption.”

To some of these people fresh air and
rest and food seem pretty hard to obtain.
They cannot stop to rest, for work
means food, and work ras to be donein
the close air of the factory. But at any
rate the stereopticon tells them that
there is & way to escape, and that cleanli-
ness will do a great deal to ward off
the disease that kills so many.

They watch the succession df pictures.
There is shown a healthy pair of lungs
and then a pair affected by the disease.
Pictures illustrating the treatment of
patients and of all the devices for pre-
venting infection or contagion follow.

The signs are sandwiched in between
sentences like these:

“Don’t waste time or money on patent
medicines or ‘consumptive cures.’ They
don’t cure.’ .

“If you want to know how to protect
yourself and your family from consump-
tion, take time to read these bulletins.”

“Patent medicines do not cure con-
sumption; most of them are practically
alcoholic drinks in disguise.”

“Alcoholic drinks are particularly bad
for persons suffering from consumption.
They do not cure—bhey kill.”

“Rooms which have been occupied by a
consumptive should be thoroughly clean-
ed and then disinfected by the Board of
Health.”

“Don’t live in a room in which there is
no fresh air.

“Don’t sleep in a room in which there
is no fresh air.”

There, are forty-five of these precepts
that flash across the sheet in succession,
and the whole series is presented every
time the stereopticon is set up. The pie-
tuses and everything are thoroughly ap-
propriate to the subject. There is no
thought of amusement. It is serious
business.

The views have taken deep thold.
Everywhere crowds gather to watech, and
they stay there, too. The physicians
are highly pleased by the showman ensg
of the business. They did not expect
such succees.

Dr. Bertram H. Waters says that the
idea originated about two years age at a
convention of the American Association
for the Prevention and Cure of Tuber-
culosis, in ‘Washington. The plan was
brougnt up and discussed, and the New
York physicians decided that as the city
had been the foremost in fighting the
disease the plan should be tried her®,

It took some fime before the thing
got under way. - The board hired J.
Lightowler to make the views and pre-
pare the slides. Naturally it took a lit-
tle while to give a sufficiently minavory
and also sufficiently soothing tone to
each sentence to make them sink in.

The slides were finished up & while ago
and it was decided to wait until the wea-
ther was warm enough to give the views
out of doors. There were some present-
ed in schools and halls in the winter, as
part of the regular Board of Bdueation
lectures,

“There will be slides in other lan-
guages presently,” said Dr. Waters.
“They will be written in Italian and Ger-
man. These four languages ought to
cover the case.

“Those about the patent medicines are
pretty strong and we have a better case
than the muck rakers in the magazines.
Our warnings go to persons who are like-
ly to use the medicines, not to those
who like to read horrors to get a shud-
der.

“We have a batch of letters from pat-
ent medicine concerns threatening us it
we do not remove these signs from the
list. I guess they’ll stay there, though.

“We are thinking ,too, of having pam-
phiets on the care of the disease and its
prevention made up in several ages
end distributed at the places where the

stereopticon shows. After a while there
will be duplicates of the slides made and
shipped to other cities so that the'good

daily. As these rules are important for not
only those who recelve treatment at the
Hoenital, but for all mothers, the trustees
desire that the general public shouid be in.
formed. and therefore the suggestions, are
herewith published:—

SUMMER DIARRHOEA IN INFANTS.

Hundreds of infants die during the sum-
mer from diahhoea and suckness which may,
with proper care, ented, but cannot
always be cured. If mothers will read care-
fully and carry out the following instructio™?,
they may hope to save their infants from
dyiog of th complaints.
1.—BREAST-FED BABIES.

Diarrhoea and sickness is much more
common in bottle-fed than in  breast-fed
babies. therefore mothers should always nurse
fnfants when possible for oight or nine
months.

But infants should mnot be weaned just
before or during the hot weather.

T0 PREVENT DIARRHOEA IN BREAST-
FED BABIES.

Nurse the bay regularly, not every timo
It eries.

Give the baby nothing but the breast milk
which is its food.

Bables are thirsty as well as adults. Re-
lleve this thirst by giving cold boiled water
frequently.

On no account give bables fruit, ice cream,
tried fish, or bits from their mother’s plate.

To strengthen herself, the mother should
take milk and plain food, not beer or stout
or spirits.

Nursing mothers should avold overwork
and fatigue, and should remember t=at wor-
rying and quarrelling may spoil their milk
and give the baby diarrhoea.

In summer any dirt entering the mouth
may produce diarrhoea. Therefore do not
let babies such dirty soothers, nipples, com-
forters or thumbs.

11.—BOTTLE-FED BABIBS.

In every hot weather diminish the amount
of cow's milk given before the baby gets
I. Make up the quantity usually taken by
sdding bolled water.

Summer diarrhoea in infants is chielly
due to bad and tainted milk amd dirty feeding
bottles, and not to teething.

Buy the milk twice a day—not once only—
and get the best cow's milk you cam, a8
cheap milk is always dangerous.

Scald or boil it at once for ome or two
minutes.

Then place it in & covered vessel in @
basin of cold water and keep it cool. Ths
milk must be covered over to prevent the
dust and flles from reaching fit.

Always taste the milk, in a spoon, before
putting into the bottle to see that it has
aot turned sour. Do not put the nipples lnto
your own mouth at all.

Do not keep any milk left in the bottle
for the infant’'s next meal. Use it for your-
selt ‘or the rest of the family.

The bottle should be boat shaped, with an
{ngln rubber nipple, but no long rubber
ube.

The bottle should be scalded out after use.
and cleaned with a bottle brush, which shoula
be bolled tmmediately before using.

After each feed the nipple should be turned
Inside out and washed, and kept with the
bottle in cold water,

Good milk is often spoiled by dirty bottles.

When fresh cow’s milk cannot be obtained,
or the milk has turned sour, use the best
unsweetened condensed milk. ¢

Get small tins, as after the tin is opened
the milk wil soon go bad.

It would not be strange if the casual
reader should become eomewhat confused
by the estimates om Chicago’s popula-
tion. We start with the census figure
for 1900, which was 1,608,575. The in-
crease over 1890 was 54.4 per cent.

Next there is a government estimate
!_or 1003, which is 1,873,880. The increase
is 175,305, or slightly more than 10 per

cent.

The following year, 1904, there is a
school census that tells a story of ar-
rested development and decline. CUm-
cago’s population is only 1,714,144, or
159,738 less than it was in 1903. There
is no increase worth speaking of in the
four years sinoe 1900.

_Then comes a Health Department es-
timate for 1905 which appears as 1,990,
750. This is but 116,870 more than the
census bureau’s estimate for 1903, and
looks like a gairly conservative figure.
In the same year, however, there » a
| directory estimate of 2,272,760, and the
difference between the two is 282,010.

_The publisher’s estimate of the populg-
tion is not determined by using an arbi-
trary multiple—that is multiplying the
number of mames in the directory by
312, 4, 41-2, or some other figure; it
is based on the United States census.
We take as a basis the number of names
in the directory in a census year, and
in succeeding years increase our estimate
of the population at the same ratio in
which the mames in the direetory im-
crease, and we find it makes the result
almost as accurate as the emumeration
of each individual.

A question of some importance, how-
ever, is which census is used, and we be-
lieve that the publishers adopted the
plan some years ago of going back to
the census of 1800. This was because of
the gemeral’ belief that the census of
1900 did Chicago a great injustice.

Burgundy or the Rhine, are among the
latest experiments of scientists.

Australia’s Commerce Ast.

The Australian' Commerce aet, which
went into effect June 8,contains a pro-
vision regarding the labelling of goods.
It in part requires a trade description
specifying the exact nature of ingredi-
ents to be placed on all articles used for
food or drink by man or used in the man-
ufacture or preparation of articles used
for food or drink by man, and on medi-
cines or medicinal preparations for in-
ternal or external use; apparel, includ-
ing boots and shoes, and the materials
from which such apparel is manufactur-
ed; jewelery and seeds and plants. How
strictly the terms of the regulations will
be interpreted may be judged from the
fact that the term “whiskey’ ’is to be
applied to “wlhiskey made from pure
malt only.” The regulations to which
these special provisions are to be enforc-
ed are to be published in the. Govern-
ment Garette, and will not take effect
until after three months of such notifi-
cation. This act does not apply to
Australian made goods exported to any
one or more States of the Common-
wealth.

Philadelphia Trust Company Closes
,its Deors. e

President Reported to Have Ended
His Owa Life.

Dim'lm:yndlleﬂml
With Them.

Philadelphia, ®a., Sept. 3.—Unable to
meet, its obligations because of the large
amount of money loaned on insufficient
eecurity by ite President, npw dead, the
“Real Bstate Truet Compamy of Phila-
delphia,” which up to last Saturday
was considered one of the strongest fin-
ancial institutions in the city, closed
ite doors to-day, and George H. Barle,
jun., a pr ¢ fi ier, was appoi
ed receiver. The liabilities of the com-

pany are placed at $10,000,000, against
mwhich there are quick assets of about
$3,500,000 and collateral of about $8,-
000,000, which is not negotiable oy reagd-
ily comnvertible. The doubtful collateral
is held mostly as security for locans of
about $5,300,000 made to Adolf Segal, &
promoter;of this city. The man re-
\ ible for the failure was Frank K.
m, one of Philadelphia’s best-known
citizens, who died euddenly last Friday
morning in his country home at Bryn
Mawr, near here, wnder circumstances
which, in the light of to-day's develop-
ments, led to the suspicion, now confirm-
ed, that he committed smdelde. It is au-
thoritatively stated that after drinking
laudanum Hipple fitled his bath tub full
of water and was later found apparent-
ly drowned. This story cannot be abso-
lutely confirmed.

Was Also a Church Treasurer,

Mr. Hipple, in addition to being Presi-
dent of the company, was Treasurer of
the board of trustees of the General
Assembly of the Presbyterian Church in
the United States and of other church
funds, and was a director of the Frank-
tin National Bank. Recently Mr, Hip-
ple’s accounts of the Presbyterian
Church were examined by certified ac-
countants, and were found to be correct,
but it cannot be stated positively to-
might whethoer all the securities belong-
ing to the General Assembly dre in-
tact.

In addition to the deposits of the Gen-
eral Assembly, the bank also had about
$25,000 of funds placed there by Dr. W.
H. Roberts, as State clerk. The Pres-
byterian Hospital of Philadelphia and
the Presbyterian Board of Relief, he
said, also had sums of money in the
failed institution. Dr. Roberts was
asked if he could say whether the se-
curities of the General Aesembly,
amounting to $963,896, in Hipple's cus-
tody, were intact. He replied, “I have
no reason to believe otherwise, but can-
not say positively.” For the loans to
Begal Hipple accepted as collateral se-
ourities of the Majestic Hotel, » big
new apartment house operatefady Segal.
The Swedish Steal Company of Lancas-
ter, Pa., and the Pennsylvania Sugar
Refiming Company of this city, the steel
company and the sugar refining concern
never having been placed in operation.
Begal claims the collateral he gave is
good and that he will meet all his ob-
ligations, There are others to whom
Hipple loaned money on insufficient se-
curity, but their naines have not been
made public.

' How Hipple Hid Real Conditions.

How far Hipple benefitted in the loans
made or whether he was merely the
tool of the others, is yet to be deter-
mined. All the directors are silemt on
that point, and also on the question of
whether there will be any criminal pros-
ecutions, In order to hide the true
condition of the ocompany and save
himself, Hipple resorted to the falsifi-
cation of his reports, which were ac-
cepted as true by the directors. He
used what the receiver termed a “double
system” of making reports. When the
State bank exagminer called Hipple pre-
sented to him good eecurities to offset
the loans made, and when the President
made his
woubd show them a bundle of other se-
curities and other paper and along
with these he would exhiibt the certifi-
ocate of the bank examiner, which show-
ed that the accounts the examiner had
investigated were corvect. The direc-

Directors Acted Promptly.

As eoon as the director learned of
the esudden death of President Hipple
they began an investigation of his af-
fairs and were shocked when they learn-
ed the truth. 'hhis was after the close
of business on Friday. A meeting of
the board was called hurriedly and it
was decided to instruct the officers that
all deposits received after the opening
oi business Saturday morning should be
pet aside and deposited with the Frank-
lin National Bank in the names of the
individuals presenting the money. This
was done to absolve the directors from
criminal proceedings for receiving money
after they knew the Trust Company was
insolvent.

WOMAN CARRIED ON THE ANCHOR
OF A BALLOON.

She Was Accidentally Caught by the
Dress When the Balloon Broke Loose
—When Balloon Descended Involun-

tary Passenger Was Badly Hurt.

Kingston, N. Y., Sept. 3—Caught by
the anchor of a balloon and whirled 500
feet in the air over the heads of 5,000
spectators, Mrs. Roper of Brooklyn,
wae seriously but not fatally injured
to-day at the Ulster County Fair at
Ellenville.

Maggie Daley, of Middletown, who has
been making daily = ascensions at the
fair grounds in a balloon, had just en-
tered the car and was about to give
the order to cast off when the balloon
broke loose and sailed upwards with
the anchor trailing. Before the by-
standers could scatter the anchor fluke
caught in Mrs. Royer's dress and she
was whipped up into the air screaming,

The weight on the anchor rope ecaused
the balloon to tip over and Miss Daley,
looking out of the car to ascertain trn
cause of the trouble, caught sight of
her involuntary fellow voyager swing-
ing far below at the end of the rope
and at once pulled the safety cord. The
balloon, which by that time had reach-
ed an altitude of 500 feet, quickly des-
cended and reached the ground a quar
ter of a mile from the point of ascension.

Mrs. Roper struck the ground heavily
and when picked up was found to be
unconseious and to have sustained frac-
tures of the shoulder, ankle and sev-
eral fingers.

The re-
markable feature about Prof. Bell’s ex-
periment is undoubtedly that his ma-
chine could derive sufficient power from
a dynamo on the ground without wires
or other connection. But if the flying
machine is to have any practical value
it is obvious that it must have its own
power of elevation within itself; other-
wise its scope is of a most limited na-
ture.”

KILLED BY 10,000 VOLT CURRENT |

-BODY LEFT STANDING UP.

Workmen Had to Push it Away With ‘Long
Poles.

New York, t. 3.—By the short eir-
cuiting of a 10, volt current, Patrick
McCarthy, 27 years old, who lived on
Eighth avenue at 146th street, was in-
stantly killed yesterday afternoon at
the power house at Mott avenue and
153rd street.

McCarthy and several other men were
pulling' & cable up thro the floor of
the building by means of an iron chain
fastened to the end of the cable and
passing through a pulley on a roof besm.
They were at work in a space of four
feet betwetm a monster 15 foot dyna-
mo and the wall. When the cable was
pulled into position, the men slacked up
and McCarthy proceeded to w@fastien
the chain from the cable. When this had
been done, he told David Boddingtom,
who had been steadying the chain, to
let go. Then he lifted it out of the way.
As he did so part of the chain swung
against the dynamo and the whole cur-
rent passed through McCarthy to the
iron floor. .

Nobody knew that anything had hap-
pened, a8 McCarthy uttered no sound
and remained standing exactly as he had
been, until Boddington went up to him
and said:

“What's the matter Mac? You look
sick.”

On receiving no answer ington
touched MeCarthy and received a shock
which knocked him to the floor.

By this time the iron floor had become
charged so that nobody could get within
ten feet of the man. The switch controll-
ing the power was at the farther end of
the long building. Finally somebody got
a pole and _thhed MeCarthy away from
the chain. at broke the short-circuit.
MecCarthy was carried-into the open air
and Dr. Rosenweig of the Lebanon Hos--
pihl, worked for fifteen minutes try-
ing to resuscitate him. The man’s ’b(%
was not burnt at all. After an examin-
ation of McCarthy’s heart.” later, the
doctor said that death had been instan-
taneous.

FOUNDERED IN
LAKE WINNIPEG.

Loss of the Steamer Princess With
Six Lives.

Worst Disaster in the Histe:y of
That Water.

Capt. Hawkes Sticks to His Ship and
Goes Down.

West Selkirk, Man., despateh: News
was brought here this afternoon by the
steamer City of Selkirk that her sister
vessel, the Princess, of the Dominion
Fish Company’s fleet, had foundered be-
tween George’s and Swampy Island, in
the lake about two hundred miles from
here early on Sunday morning. Capt.
John Hawes, two passengers and three
members of the crew, all residents of
Belkirk, were drowned, making the
worst disaster in the history of Lake
Winnipeg marine.
escaping in a boat, and effected a land-
ing at Swampy Island.

The Princess was one of the oldest
boats on the lake, having been built
in 1881, She was 165 feet long and
lately employed mainly in the freight
trade. She went down in fifty feet of
water, twelve miles from land, after
being smashed to matchwood by the
wildest gale that ever swept the.lake,
and old salt-watér sailors who weather-
ed it say that a worse one they mever
experienced even on the Atlantie.

Names of the Victims,

The names of the drowned are: Capt.
John Hawes, Selkirk; Miss Flora Me-
Donald, Selkirk; Miss Yoba Johnson, Sel-
kirk; Joe Arenson, Poplar Point; Loftus
Gundmanson, Selkirk; and Chas. Grey-
eyes, Gilolo.

The Princess was on her return trip
from Poplar Point, and a fter passi
George's Island was exposed to the ful
fury of the gale. The sea continued
to get worse, and after being about
three hours past that island the boat
began to leak, and all efforts to keep
the water down failed. At about three
o’clock the fireman and engineers were
compelled to leave the engine-room.
The water war about up to their necks
and soon smothered the fires, and about
3.30 the engines stopped and the boat
was left to the mercy of the waves. The
boats were prepared. and the crew
and passengers got ready to leave the
ship.

Boat Beaten to Pieces.

Suddenly about 4.15 a. m. the boat
took a lurch, and the smoke stack went
straight down through the bottom of
the hull.  The next lurch the hull broke
in two, and the deck house floated.
Sixteen persons escaped in boats, and
after about three hours’ pulling in a
heavy sea the two boats, one contain-
ing ten persons and the other six, land-
ed on SBwampy Island. They started
a fire and spent Sunday there, The
ice chest of the Princess floated ashore
and fortunately contained about ten
ounds of roast beef and a few pickles.
Q'hese with the fish that washed ashore
from the wreck, constituted the bill of
fare.
