ITALIAN SHOT
IN GUELPH ROW.

Cousin of a Noted Brigand May Have to 
Stand Trial on Charge of Murder.

Guelph. Ont., March 10.—-A shooting 

affair, which may mean murder, for the 
victim is not likely to recover, occurred 
last night in St. Patrick’s Ward, as a 
result of which Guisippi Moaelino is in 
the police cells, charged with shooting a 
fellow countryman, Mike Silvestro, the 
bullet penetrating the body within an 
inch of the heart and going through to 
the shoulder.

The wires were then kept hot' and at 5 
o’clock this morning word was received 
from Berlin that the pair had been cap­
tured within a couple of miles of the 
town. From what can be learned of the 
particulars of the affair, M ose lino seems 
to be ft cousin of a noted brigand of 
IUOy.

On Sunday night a row occurred in 
which, it is said, Moselino accused his 
friends of obtaining $60 from him. lie 
drew a revolver, it is said, and fired 
into the air. crying out that lie was

He hung around 
the back of the house, and the brother 
of the victim coming out, he is alleged 
to have fired at him several times. He 
retreated to the house, and Moselino 
followed him in. An altercation ensued, 
during which, it is alleged, he came 
down stairs. "Stand liack, or I will 
shoot you too,” yelled Moselino, and 
Silvestro closed with him to grab the re­
volver lie is said to have fired. The bullet 
entered the body near the heart. Neigh­
bors say that lie then went to the front 
of the house, and with the revolver held 
Italians coming to the house at bay, 
and fired a couple of shots in the air. 
Moselino came to Guelph a few months 
ago from Montreal with a woman, who 
caused trouble, and who was ordered 
to leave the country.

TOO MUCH FOR HIM.

Life.

Pierces Chest With Knife Until He 
Falls Exhausted and Dies.

New York, March 10.—Discouraged 
by his own illness, the death of his 
mother and the fact that his daugh­
ter had to undergo an operation for 
appendicitis, Thomas J. Splain. of 
No. 500 West Thirty-second street, last 
night ended his own life.

MR. T. L. KINRADE 
GIVES INTERVIEW.

Tells of the Doings of the Family Before and 
on Day of the Murder.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Toronto, Ont., March 10.- Mr. Kinrade 

gave the following interview to the Sur 
at the Arlington Hotel this morning: 
"The Tuesday of the week of the fatality 
Ethel and I went to a concert, in the 
production of which we were both inter­
ested. I had wanted to go to the Cana­
dian Club instead to hear the speech of 
a man from New Y'ork. However, Ethel 
wanted company to the convert, so I 
went with her instead. The next day, 
Wednesday, members of our family re­
ceived two frights from unknown men.

HOME CIRCLES.
Annual Meeting of Supreme Body— 

Progress in All Branches.

Toronto, March 10.—The annual con­
vention of the Supreme Circle of the Or­
der of the Canadian Home Circles com­
menced in Victoria Hull yesterday after­
noon, with nearly three hundred repre­
sentatives present from points as far 
west as Winnipeg and as far east as 
Halifax. Supreme Leader W. B. Graham, 
President of the College of Pharmacy, 
Toronto, presided over the meeting.

The total membership is now 19,234, 
a net increase of 280 for the year, and 
the aggregate insurance carried is 
twenty-six millions. An interesting fea­
ture retired to was the life expectancy 
scheme, under which .$27,170 was paid 
to old members.

The remainder of the afternoon was 
devoted to the discussion of reports, 
the matter of lapses receiving considera­
ble attention.

A special committee was appointed 
to consider the form of beneficiary 
certificate used by the order, the ac­
tion arising out of a lively discussion 
as to whether such an order can raise 
the rates on the earlier members and 
enforce the increase in court, and whe­
ther a lxuiefieiary certificate is a con­
tract which may not be affected in value 
by future legislation in regard to rates.

EIGHT BULLET* ACCOUNTED FOR.
Speaking of what the first post-mor­

tem examination of the body of the girl 
revealed, one of the physicians who per­
formed the autopsy said that three bul­
lets only had been found. One of these 
was found by the police the morning af­
ter the murder, and the other two were 
found by the doctors, one in the girl’s 
hair and one loose in the left pleural cav­
ity, the space between the pleura and the 
lungs. This doctor stated that there 
were still five shots in the girl’s body. 
They had been left there, as the Crown 
was -satisfied with tlie doctors discover­
ing the course of the bullets, and did not 
want the body mutilated when the fam­
ily viewed it. The five bullets remaining 
in the body were extracted last night.

The doctor stated that the wounds 
were as follows: One in the left side of 
the face in front of the ear, one in the 
scalp which made two holes, two in the 
mouth and three in the left breast. The 
eighth bullet made no wound, but was 
imbedded in a hair pad. The two bul­
lets the doctors recovered in their ex­
amination were the one in the hair pad 
and one of those which had |>enemi.U'd 
the left lung. The one in the heart, an­
other in the muscles of the hack, and 
three in the head are still in the body. 
The bullet which the police found in the 
floor is thought to have been the one 
which made the scalp wounds. U had 
made two holes on the right side cf the 
skull, but had not penetrated through 
the skull. Passing out. it had buried 
itself in the floor. The three in the 
head are thought to be imbedded in the 
right upper jaw or in the neck, back of 
the throat.
DETERMINED TO HEAR DR. M’ 

N1LHOL.
Speaking to some of the jurymen at 

the inquest last night a Times reporter 
discovered that if the move made yes­
terday afternoon to secure Coroner Me* 
Niehol as a witness had not been made, 
the jury would not have agreed to the 
inquest going on to-night without some 
arrangement being entered into whereby 
his evidence could he taken. At the first 
meeting of the first jury, which was held 
at the morgue on Thursday night a few 
hours after the shooting, Coroner Mv- 
Nichol made the sta lenient that the 
hands and face of the girl were cold 
when he got to the scene of the shout­
ing. He was supposed to have reached 
the Kinrade house within a few minutes 
of the shooting, and, in fact, was there 
some minutes before the police arrived.

“Surely his evidence that the girl’s 
hands wt-re cold when he got there would 
be worth while."' said one of the jury­
men. He added that he intended to 
bring this point up before any evidence 
had "been taken if the inquest had pro­
ceeded the way it had been intended.

The only new witnesses summoned 
are Charles Hossack and Miss Phyllis 
Hossaek, his daughter, 140 Herkimer 
street ; Mrs. W. Acres, who lives next 
door to the Kinrade house, and Dr. Mc- 
NichoL

DOCTOR HIMSELF WILLING.
Dr. McNichol realized, as fully as any 

one, the fact that he would be an im­
portant witness for the Crown. He was 
the first person to whom Miss Kinrade 
told the story of the murder after she 
had given the alarm. He knew that the 
Crown wfcô anxious to have his state­
ment, and he also was anxious to give 
it, believing that it would have a bear­
ing on the case. On Monday, therefore, 
Dr. McNichol interviewed Dr. Anderson 
with a view of having him sit a.s asso­
ciate Coroner in order that he could 
take liis testimony. The law was look­
ed up, and it was found that there is 
no legal authority for this proceeding in 
Ontario. In this regard the law is the 
same all over Canada except in Nova 
Scotia, where provision is made for tak­
ing the evidence of a Coroner. In Eng­
land the law is the same as has l>een 
adopted in Nova Scotia.

In view of the provisions of the (On­
tario act there was no other way that 
Dr. McNichol’» testimony could he tak­
en than by appointing a new Coroner, 
re-empaneling the jury and viewing the 
body again.

LXXTOR’S FIRST STORY.
The story which Dr. McNichol told to 

S. F. Washington, K. C., Crown Attor­
ney. the day after the murder, was ns

“I was ready to go out and make 
some calls when I received a telephone 
message to go at once to the Kinrade 
borne. My buggy was standing at the 
door, and, jumping into it, 1 drove over 
as quickly as 1 could. On entering 
the house I found no person then-, but 
the body of the murdered girl lying 
at. the foot of the rear stairway in 
the dining room. I hastily examined her 
and found several bullet-holes in her 
head, faee and breast. She was dead, 
and in the post-mortem it was found 
that one bullet had pierced the right 
ventricle of her heart. This would 
cause death instantly.

“The room in which she lay was 
full of fumes from powder and some 
smoke was still there. Shortly after I 
arrived several persons gathered about, 
and 1 was informed that Miss Florence 
Kinrade was at Mrs. Hickey’s home 
across the street.

“I went over there and found her 
in a state of collapse. She was help­
less and seemed to be unable to think, 
let alone talk, about the terrible af­
fair. I gave her some sedatives and 
shortly after she became calmer and I 
asked her to tell me about it and to 
give me a description of the one who 
did the crime.

“1 wanted to get this for the police so 
that * they might get to work, as she 
alone could describe the man who mur- 
deied her sister.”

“She said she and her sister were 
about to go out when she heard a 
knock at the door. I am not sure whe­
ther she went to the front or rear door, 
but I inferred that <he went to the 
front door and opened it. A man ap­
peared before her and as soon as she 
opened the door lie pushed his way in. 
As. soon as he wqs inside he demanded 
money of lier. She became terrified 
at this demand, and probably seeing the 
look .on her face and fearing she would 
make an outcry, he pulled a revolver 
from his jmeket and threatened he 
"would shout her if she called for help.

“Miss Kinrade,” said he. “backed 
down the hall, before the man, until 
they came within view of the dining 
room. She supposes that her sister 
came down Che rear stairway on hear­
ing their voices, as she heard a scream 
which was followed by a shot from a 
revolver. This was followed by several 
shots, and she ran fcrom the house and 
went to Mr«. Hickey’s home.”

In view of the fact that he has been 
subpoenaed as a witness, Dr. McN«*«iol, 
when seen by the Times to-day, declined

to say anything except that his story, 
as first told, was just what he got from 
Miss Kinrade.

ALL BULLETS FOUND.
Asked this mofning if there was any­

thing to be given out in the matter of 
the post mortem on the body of the 
dead girl, which was completed last 
night, Drs. Baife and Edgar smid there 
was nothing to be made public through 
them till the inquest, lhe bullets have 
all been found, it has been learned, how­
ever, and there will be nothing startling 
in tneiv report other than that already 
known. Their most important testimony 
will be in regard to tne length of time 
between the firing of the bullets into the 
dead girl’s head and the firing of the 
fatal bullets into the breast. Several 
other doctors will give testimony. Dr. 
James White, who attended the family 
while they were in this city after the 
crime, has been subpoenaed. He will 
testify as to the- condition of Mrs. and 
Miss Kinrade during the time he was in 
attendance.

THE BODY REINTERRED.
The body of the victim was reinterred 

this morning, and the grave filled in 
for the last time. There were no ser­
vices in connection with the reinterment, 
and none of Uve relatives were present. 

DID MURDERER TURN BODY?
The further the police probe into this 

sensational mystery the more horrible 
are the revelations made of the cold­
blooded manner in which the crime was 
committed. First they surmised that an 
automatic revolver was used, and that 
a person insane or crazy with passion 
held the trigger and pulled until the 
chamber was empty. A closer investi­
gation showed that an old-fashioned re­
volver was used that the murderer must 
have fired until it was emptied, and 
then reloaded it to fire the .'•hots into 
the breast. There is evidence now to 
support the theory that the murderer, 
after watching the girl for ten or fif­
teen minutes, and making sure she was 
not dead, turned the body over and 
fired the shot* into the breast.

An officer who is working on the case 
explains his deductions thus:

"When the girl was first shot she 
probably fell in a heap, perhaps side­
ways, with her head close to her body. 
The blood would trickle from this upon 
the floor.

“When some ten or fifteen minutes 
later she showed signs of life the assn — 
sin, in order to make sure of her death, 
would turn her over to get at her heart. 
and the head would be moved away 
hum the pool of blood, and the revol­
ver laid upon the part of the body to 
reach the heart. If this is correct, it 
was not the fatal shot that cheeked the 
bleeding, but the liead wound had bled 
so long that it stopped either because 
there was no more blood or because it 
clotted up.”
INTEREST IN MEDICAL EVIDENCE.

While the Kinrade case has aroused 
unusual interest all over the country, 
the controversy over the time that 
elapsed between the firing of the first 
and second set of shots is of particular 
interest to medical men, and is being 
eagerly discussed.

One group of three bullets entered the 
heart or its immediate vicinity, the oth­
ers struck the head.

On examination after the tragedy it 
was found that there had been consid­
erable loss of blood—the victim’s hair 
was saturated, and there was a pool on 
the floor.

The theory was then advanced that I 
an interval of perhaps 10 or 15 minutes ! 
elapsed between the time that the shots 
which wounded the head wore fired and 
those which entered the heart. This j 
theory is based on the statement that 
death would result as soon as the heart ! 
was penetrated, and that after death j 
the wounds would bleed no more. There- ' 
fore it is deduced that the wounds in ! 
the head, which were not fatal, occurred | 
some minutes previous to those in the

It is understood that the theory as 
outlined here has been advanced by Drs. , 
J. W. Edgar and Baife, who performed ' 
the autopsy.

The doctors state that the perfora i 
tion of the right ventricle by the bullet I 
would not of itself stop the act.ion of j 
the heart, that the pericardium, the sat­
in which the heart is situated, would 1 
fill with blood and that the heart would i 
stop beating when the pressure from i 
without became greater than the pres 
sure within the heart.

"How long would that take?” Dr. Ed 
gar was asked.

"It depends upon how much escaped 
into the pericardium,” he answered, 
“probably almost all that was pumped 
up.”

“Two or three beats ?" he was asked.
“It might he more than that,” lie an­

swered ; "lialf a dozen beats at most.”
Upon the length of time it took the 

pericardium to fill apparently hangs the 
value of the theory of the doctors that 
the wound in the head had been bleeding 
for some time l>efore the wounds in the 
heart were made.

CANT GIVE SPECIFIED TIME,
The Toronto Star called up a promi­

nent member of the Ontario Medical 
Council this morning, and asked him his 
opinion as to the theory.

"It is a well known fact,” said he, 
"that if you fire a bullet into a dead 
body there would be no bleeding from 
the wound. It all depends upon the ex­
act nature of the wounds to Miss Kin- 
rade's heart as to whether there is any­
thing in the deduction that has been 
made in the case. But to give any spe­
cified time, such as fifteen or twenty 
minutes, is, in my mind, all rot.

"The body was evidently alive when 
the wounds were made in the head, for 
otherwise there would have been no 
flow of blood. But because Miss Kin­
rade was shot through the heart it does 
not follow that she died immediately, 
and that the heart’s action ceased. I 
know of a man in this city who lived 
seven months after being wounded in 
the heart, and I was just reading an ac­
count in a medical journal when you 
called of an Italian in New York who 
was stabbed in the heart. He was tak­
en to the hospital, his body opened up, 
the wound in the heart stitched up, and 
he recovered.

“Then the fact that Miss Kinradc’s 
hair was saturated with blood, and a 
pool was found on the floor, would not 
indicate necessarily that, there had been 
a lapse of Lime between the shots into 
her head and those into her body.

"No. That quantity of blood might 
take an hour to "flow, or i might flow 
in a minute. It would depend upon the 
nature of the artery that was severed. 
However, if the bullet had torn the 
heart. to pieces, or had cut through the 
aorta, the main artery leading from the 
heart, the heart's action would stop im­
mediately. and the blood in live hair 
would indicate that the shots in the 
head had been fired some time before.” 

OFFICIALS CONFERRED.

It is understood that the detectives 
at work on the case are unable 4o do 
anything more except to wait patiently j 
for what the inquest will bring forth. j 
Action may follow developments there.

Some criticism of the police has ap- j 
peared in American papers of the au- ■ 
thorities for not taking definite action , 
such as is often done there by the : 
placed in custody of any who might be 
regarded as material witnesses.

So far as can be learned, there are 
two reasons influencing the authorities 
against this course.

One is that it is not in accordance 
with the spirit of Canadian law to 
make arrests of “material witnesses."’ 
Arrests seldom follow unless a charge is 
laid.

Another reason, it is understood, is 
that more may be hoped from the evi­
dence if it is made with the restrictions ' 
and fears that an arrest may induce.

A person who is under arrest is 
rarely compelled to give evidence at all, 
ev< n at an inquest.

In such a case the witness is allowed 
to give evidence on the understanding 
that what he says will not be used 
against- him.

The appointment of Mr. George T. 
Biackstoek. K. C., to be the chief coun­
sel at the inquest implies that the ex­
amination. of witnesses will be most 
thorough and conflicting stories may be 
sharply criticised.

The peculiar circumstances of the ca«e 
have made it rather difficult for the 
officers to prosecute their inquiries with 
individuals. Some have not even been 
questioned yet, but the inquest will 
allow nil opportunity for a firm exam­
ination of all who may l>e able to throw 
any light on the murder.
EARL KINRADF.'S SIGNED STORY.

A signed story by Ear! Kinrade, giving 
his theory of his sister’s murder, was 
published in tin- Toronto Telegram yes­
terday. He sticks to the tramp idea, 
declares the murderer was a bold robber, 
a stranger in the city, who l>eeaiue con­
fused between the two sisters, and shot 
Ethel Kinrade Wause he thought she 
was ecsaping. His story in full is as 
follows: ;

The exact time at which my sister 
Ethel was shot, twelve days since, is,
I believe, more or less conjectural so 
far. Report, says that a motorman saw 
Florence run from our house hatless, 
about 3.25, when it seems established 
that later than that, when she appear­
ed at the house of Mrs. Hickey, she 
wore her hat. My belief as to this is 
that it was not Florence the motorman 
saw, but some one else.

So far as I have been able to learn, 
and from what I know of the case, the 
motive that lay behind the subsequent 
murder was robbery or burglary, pure 
and simple. The actions of the man 
indicate that pretty strongly. We had 
warnings a few days before that des­
perate characters were about. One
night a jimmy was used in the en­
deavor to pry open the front window 
leading into the parlor. The man that 
tried to open that window may have 
been the one that did the shooting, or 
they may have been members of the 
same gang. My sister says that the 
man made a demand for money as soon 
as he entered the house. He knew 
evidently there were only the two 
girls in ; probably he had been watch­
ing till he saw my mother go out. I 
do not think he had any but the bur­
glary idea when he entered the house. 
The revolver he carried was to serve 
him if he got into a tight place, or 
perhaps to terrify the girls. I do not 
think it was intended to be used. That 
the man was a desperate character 
is shown from the fact that he came 
boldly in daylight, and that he was j 
aimed. Supposing for a minute that 
either of my sisters had an enemy des­
perate enough to commit murder— or 
suppose that any other member of the 
family was sought out, to end some 
score, or for revenge —can any one 
imagine that the person would choose 
broad daylight as the time to enter the 
house and leave the house, and would 
risk discovery by firing seven shots 
once he was in ? Common sense tells 
us that he would avoid daylight ; other­
wise he would take an awful chance 
of being caught. The house on Herki­
mer street is surrounded by other resi­
dences, and the occupants all know 
our family. If the man that shot Ethel 
was a resident of Hamilton, he would 
not have boldly marched up this street 
and gone in the fiont door. One can­
not imagine any one possessing a mo­
tive strong enough to lead him to want 
to shoot a member of the family, thus 
leaving the door open for his ultimate 
detection.

dominant Opposition Note in the 

Budget Debate.

Aggressive Optimism.

Mr. McDougal Refutes Some Con­
servative Allegations.

Toronto, March 10.- That Provincial 
Liberalism is alive, dominant and hope­
ful was the message of the Opposition 
speakers during the continuation of the 
budget debate in the Legislature yes­
terday. Messrs. D. J. McDougal and 
Duncan Ross both took occasion to 
allude in terms of aggressive optimism 
to the immediate outlook, and l>espoke 
their confidence in the future. “The 
Liberal heart still beats strong."’ declar­
ed Mr. Ross amid the enthusiastic ap­
plause of his colleagues.

Mr. McDougal (East Ottawa), who re­
sumed the debate, proclaimed the loyal- 

- t y of the members to their leader and 
their absolute confidence in the cause 
«and its eventual triumph.

THE INCREASED EXPENDITURE.
In opening Mr. McDougal congratulat­

ed the Premier upon the honor recently 
.bestowed upon him by the King. This 
honor was not a party tribute, and all 
Ontario united in congratulatory com­
ment that the leader of the Province 
had been thus honored. He also ex­
pressed the gratitude of the House to­
wards Quebec for its hospitable enter­
tainment of Ontario's representat ives at 
the tercentenary celebration. “But,"’ 
continued the member for Ottawa, 
“while our hearts may l>e in the clouds, 
our feet arc still upon the ground."’ He 
had to come down to finances, and when 
lie reached that practical plane the pos­
sibility for further congratulatory com­
ment was at an end. He was surprised 
tluit under the treasurership of Colonel 
Matheson the expenditure had bounded 
Up to such great proportions.

The revenue, declared t-lv speaker, 
had not been keeping pace with this in­
creasing expenditure and this despite 
the fact that the good roads account had 
beeii transferred to eapilal account to 
“escape the full penalty of figures that 
would not lie.'" The largely increased re­
ceipts from succession duties which, the 
speaker reminded the House, was a lega­
cy left by the Liberals- and other 
sources should, in his opinion, enable 
the Minister to make end-, meet without 
any bookkeeping devices.

Passing on, Mr. McDougal referred to 
the wiping off of the “Soo’" loan guaran­
tee, and traced the history of the ini­
tiatory negotiations and enterprise, lie 
quoted the present Premier and other 
Government members who when in Op­
position had condemned the guarantee. 
He was glad all these opinions had been 
amended, and now all was rosy.
FUTURE OF THE iJBERAL PARTY.

Mr. McDougal paid a compliment to 
the zealous and constant work of the 
Labor member for East Hamilton. He 
hoped the time would come, he said, 
when Labor would have a larger repre­
sentation in the legislature. “As to the 
future of the Liberal party,"’ M,r. Mc­
Dougal went on, ‘"we have no fears. We 
know that the* Liberals generally will 
rally round the little hand of Liberal 
representatives in the legislature. \\ e 
are loyal to our able leader*—(Oppo>i- 
tion applause)—“and we propose t" do 
our duty to the great party we repre­
sent. as an Opposition.

“On behalf of our party,” concluded 1 
Mr. McDougal. amid Liberal applause. J 
“1 congratulate our leader upon hi- : 
magnificent fight. He travelled the j 
length and breadth of tin* Province and < 
fought the fight practically alone. It i- 
not his lot now to wear the laurel j 
wreath of victory, but the exchange will 
be made four years hence, and it will lie I 
the reward of pluck, perseverance and , 
valor.” (Opposition applause.)

DEFENDS THE GOVERNMENT.
Mr. T. H. Lennox (North York) j 

opened amid Government plaudits by ' 
alluding to Mr. McDougal's statement 
that the Liberal leader went out to ! 
fight the campaign practically alone. 
“He might have added,” observed Mr. 
Ijennox, '"that he returned from the 
fight practically alone.” (Govern­
ment applause.) Mr. Lennox de­
scribed the Government record as “a 
record of progress, honor and business 
methods." Under it it was easy to 
account for the increased expenditure 
iu, grants to the public schools, the , 
aid to agriculture, the development of 
the Province and the administration of 
its affairs. Mr. Lennox repudiated 
the statement that the Government 
was successful because it was follow­
ing in the steps of its predecessors. 
“That’s just what it’s not doing,” he 
declared, amid Government applause. 
There were changes in the Crown 
Lands, Provincial Secretary's and Edu­
cation Departments.

Mr. Lennox concluded by alleging 
. that, although the expenditure had 

been increased, no outlays had been 
challenged by the Opposition.

A MUNICIPALITY OF SERVANTS.

Mr. Duncan C. Ross (North Middle­
sex), who followed, opened by twit­
ting the Provincial Treasurer on his 
visit to the North riding of Middlesex 
prior to the election and the failure 
of his efforts to hold the riding, even 
after the redistribution efforts made to 
create it a safe Conservative seat. One 
cause of the increased expenditure 
which lent itself to criticism. Mr. Ross 
pointed out, was the multiplicity of 
civil servants that the Government had 
gathered around it. The increase in, 
the amount of business done for the 
Province had not warranted the 
doubling ot the number of messengers 
in the House, and the crowding in of 
other appointments not needed.

Continuing at the evening sitting, 
Mr. Ross dealt in detail with the Flor­
ence Mining Company's claim. As to 
its merits he offered no opinion, but 
it was a dangerous and improper 
practice for the Government to usurp 
the right of fair trial of the merits of 
any case. Passing on to the ques­
tion of railway taxation, Mr. Ross 
advocated an increase. To his mind 
the corporations did not yet pay their 
fair share of taxation. In reference 
to university affairs he held, with his 
leader, that its financial conduct 
should be passed upon by the people's 
represent at ivetr.

MR. McIyEOWN'8 VIEWS.

Mr. <'. R. McKeown (Duf Benin) 
followed on behalf of the Govern­
ment.

The 
expenditure on education had in­
creased threefold, yet not one item, 
he claimed, had been challenged, be­
cause, he said, the money had been 
spent in raising the standards. Mr.

Accepting conditions as 
he found them, the Provincial Treas­
urer had handled the negotiations 
with great skill. As to the three- 
fifths clause, the speaker said that 
even the temperance people them­
selves were not of one mind. In 
Orangeville, the Methodist minister, a 
Conservative, was opposing the clause, 
while the Presbyterian minister, 
Liberal, declared it to be a good 
thing in the cause of temperance. Mr. 
McKeown praised the Government for 
its enforcement, of the license laws.

“It was not lack of expenditure 
that prevented them carrying even 
more ridings."" said Mr. James Mc- 
Ewing lWest Wellington), referring 
to the boasted Government successes 
at the general election. In his own 
riding be had heard a prominent 
Conservative .declare that ‘‘if they 
had had $500 more they could have 
beaten MeEwing.” “This Govern­
ment.” remarked the member, amid Op­
position applause, “seems to have «a 
strong failli in special expenditures.”

Mr. MeEwing declared that while 
there had been no justification for 
much of the expenditure, one branch 
of Government work lmd been over­
looked in the lavish outlay, that of 
agriculture. The member for Wel­
lington advocated the appointment of 
a commission on weeds. Some general 
scheme to combat the development 
ami spread of noxious weeds xvas 
necessary to the protection of rural 
Ontario. It was from a financial stand­
point. Mr. MeEwing claimed, much more 
important to the farmers than the pro­
posed forestry schemes.

Mr. W. S. Brewster (South Brant) 
moved the adjournment of the debate. 
Mr. William Proudfoot (Centre Huron) 
will follow Mr. Brewster on the Op­
position side to-day. It i< not expected 
t!*at the debate will be terminated be­
fore next week.

Hon. A. .7. Matheson introduced a 
Government measure “to regulate 
means of egress from public buildings.*’ 
It is an amalgamation of two hills pass­
ed last session dealing principally with 
moving picture theatres. As local condi­
tions vary greatly in these theatres, the 
bill vests the regulation of the same in 
the Lieutenant-Governor in Council.

THE MILITIA 
ESTIMATES.

Sir Frederick Borden Replies to 
His Critics.

Hslifix and Esquimalt Garrisons 
Cost Money.

Central Organizatioi Necessary to 
the Efficiency of tke Force.

Ottawa, March 9.—On account of the 
criticism evoked by the decrease in the 
militia estimates for the current year, 
the annual statement by the Minister of 
Militia and Defence was anticipated 
with more than usual interest. Sir 
Frederick Borden had his opportunity 
to-day, and he replied to his critics at 
considerable length and with some vigor. 
The occasion gained in importance from 
the fact that it was marked by perhaps 
the most comprehensive and instructive 
survey of the military situation in Can­
ada that has ever been submitted to 
Parliament. Realizing the necessity of 
having the position of the militia clear­
ly set before the people. Sir Frederick 
lmd prepared a memorandum dealing in 
detail with the organization and equip­
ment of the militia force and the policy 
of the department generally, and print­
ed copies of this document were distri­
buted among the members, who were 
thus nblo to follow the Minister's state­
ment with a fund of valuable informa­
tion in their possession. The principal 
points in the memorandum which Sir 
Frederick emphasized in his speech were 
as follows:

THE EXPENDITURES.
"That the expenditure on the militia 

service for 1908-1909 shows a decrease 
of .*40.813. as compared with that of 
1907-1908. in which year the financial ef­
fect of the transfer of Halifax and Es­
quimalt was first fully felt, while the 
estimates for 1909-10 show a still fur­
ther decrease of $630,275.

"That while the expenditure for an­
nual drill of the active militia rose from 
$699,724 in 1904-05 to $1,075.000 (exclu­
sive of the cost of the Quebec celebra­
tion) in 1908-09. and is for the year 
1909-10 estimated at $860,000. the in­
crease in cost lias lyeen aecomapnied by 
a large increase in the number of both 
men and horses trained, namely, from 
32,000 men and 7.892 horses in 1903-04. 
to 47,500 men and 8.500 horses, in 1908- 
09.

“That the increases in the vote-# for 
clothing and necessaries, provisions and 
supplies, transport and freight, and war­
like stores, are directly consequent upon 
the increase in the numbers of the ac­
tive mijjtia and of the permanent force, 
due in the latter vase to the garrisoning 
of Halifax and Esquimalt. and to addi­
tional requirements of the active mili- 
t ia.

"That the increases in the votes for 
engineer services and maintenance of 
military properties arc directly due t< 
the increased number of military rift 
ranges, buildings and properties ii 
charge of the Militia Department, 

i AN ABSOLUTE NECESSITY.

headquarters staff or district staff, 
or in some other way, but that the 
annual drill mus* *go on, without 
having the slightest notion appar­
ently that a staff and a permanent 
force are the very vital part of the 
whole of our militia system, and that 
it would be absolutely impossible to 
carry on our system without such a 
staff or permanent force. The or­
ganization of the militia is not a hap­
hazard matter. It is a matter which 
has been thought out patiently and 
carefully, and as a result of the de­
velopment during the last forty years. 
I have inaugurated no neiw system, 
but, new things have been added to 
make the system which already ex­
isted more nearly perfect, and T think 
that has been accomplished. And yet 
critics who know absolutely nothing 
about the subject, and who appear 
to me to act as if they did not want 
to know anything about it, in case 
they would not then be in a position 
to make criticism, tell the Militia De­
partment and the expert officers, who 
are men of the greatest ability and 
experience, that they should take 
half a million dollars off here, or 
half a million off there, and not off 
some other place. No man who knows 
what he is talking or writing about 
would make such an absurd suggestion.” 
ho declared.

THE ANNUAL CAMPS.
The impression that there would be 

no annual camps this 3-ear was alto- 
;ether wrong. There would probably 
ie the same number of annual camps 

this year as usual, but the number of 
men to be assembled in those camps 
w<mld not be as large, the intention 
being that a certain number of regiments 
should train at their own headquarters.

Sir Frederick Borden then directed 
the attention of the House to a mem­
orandum which had been prepared by 
the department, and proceeded to re 
fer to some of its principal points. 
After stating that some supplementary 
estimates for the annual drill might 
prove t.o be necessary, the memoran­
dum went on to state that, supposing 
the same number of active militia 
should train in 1900-10 as trained in 
the present financial year, and at the 
same camps, there would apparently be 
a shortage on this vote of $215,000.

Frederick Borden on the organization of 
the imperial general staff, nnd suggestt-d 
that the leader of the Opposition should 
be taken into the confidence of the Min­
ster in regard to matters of imperial 

defence. He thought more attention 
should he given to rifle-shooting.

Colonel Sam Hughes emphasized the 
importance of the training of officers. 
He did not see why there should not be 
a depot both on the Atlantic and Pacific 
for the manufacture of guns and am­
munition.

Dr. Daniel commended the scheme of 
physical training in schools, and hoped 
it would lie adopted by all the provinces.

Any change, in the consti­
tution of the Senate necessarily involved 
a change in the constitution of ttye 
country. There had lx-en five changes 
in the constitution since (Vmfederation, 
and these changes had always origin­
ated with the Government of the day. j 
This pro|K>sal of Hon. Mr. Scott not 
only involved a change in the exinstitu­
tion, but a more drastic change than any 
previous one. This was all the moif I 
reason why. if it were necessary, it 
should originate with the Government. 
NOT AN ISSUE IN THE ELECTION.

Hon. Mr. Scott hud stated that the j 
time was opportune to make a change j 
in the status of the Senate, that there | 
had just been a general election, and ! 
that the Government had come back i 
with a strung majority. Senator Ross 
said that was true, but asked if the 
reform of the Senate had been made a 
great issue in the «'lection, if it had j 
been advocated by either party, by any 
leader or by the press. He declared it 
had not been. Throughout the cam­
paign there had been no such pressure 
developed, as Hon. Mr. Scott seemed to 
intimate, on the part of the publie or the 
press, for Senate reform. There had 
been, he said, a plank in the Liberal 
platform in 1893, which was a general 
declaration, something upon which to i 
base a reform of the Senate, if such was j 
desirable, and which no doubt might 
have been taken as committing the Lib- ! 
eral party to Senate reform. More than | 
sixteen years had passed since that plat­
form had been adopted, and nothing had : 
been done to give it effect. It had been | 
simply a declaration of opinion, which ! 
had not aroused public, opinion suffi- | 
cientlv to warrant the Liberal party in 
proceeding farther. In view of all these 
facts Hon. Mr. Ross thought the Senate 
would only lie doing itself justice if it 
left tlie question until it was taken up 
by the Government of the day.

THE ELECTIVE PRINCIPLE.
Hun. Mr. Scott, in moving the reso­

lution. had referred to the proposal 
to introduce an elective principle into 
the House of Lords as a reason for 
the introduction of the same principle 
into the Canadian Senate. One of I 
these proposals was to elect men from 
the municipal Councils, end the other 
was to refer deadlocks between tin- 
two Houses to the people by referen­
dum. Both of these proposals were 
rejected by the House of Lords com­
mittee. and tlie only change approved 
of was that ilie Peers to represent Eng­
land should be elected ty their fellow - 
Peers, as in the case of Irish and 
Scotch Peers. The. Canadian Senate, 
therefore, had no precedent from the 
Lords. Hon. Mr. Scott had also sup­
ported his proposal for an elective 
element in the Senate by pointing to 
men of unusual ability who laid been 
elected to the Legislative Council of 
Canada before Confederation, men­
tioning the names of Alexander Camp­
bell, David Christy. D. Maepherson 
nnd G. \Y. Allan. These were men of 
considerable mark, and were returned 
by election, but he did not know they 
were more distinguished than the men 
placed in the Senate under the nom­
inative system, such as Hon. J. J. C. 
Abbott, Sir Oliver Mowat, Hon. David 
Mills. Hon. R. \V. Scott, Sir Richard 
Cartwright, and ninny others.

Mr. Ross did not think the Senate
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as ul present constituted would de­
liberately set itself up to oppose any 
Government measure which was sup­
ported by public opinion. Senators 
had some judgment, and because they 
were appointed for life it, did not menu 
tliat. they had cast common sense aside. 
The Senate, for instance, showed inde­
pendence by throwing out the Yukon 
railway bill. That was done by a Con­
servative Senate, but tlie bill was never 
repeated. If tlie Senate was wrong the 
Communs failed in its duty by not press­
ing the bill again.

During the three sessions he.had lmen 
associated with tile Senate he had been 
surprised to see how insignificant the 
political element, in the Senate is. He 
did not know how men could be gath­
ered together who would discuss bills 
with greater impartiality nnd with less 
political feeling than is shown by the 
present Senate in dealing with its bills 
from the lower House.

PROVINCES MUST CONSENT.
He further pointed out that the Par­

liament of Canada could not abolish or 
change the status of the Senate if it 
would, because the Senate was consti­
tuted as the result of a treaty, by the 
Provinces, who joined in confederation, 
and their approval would have to be 
obtained before the amendment of the 
British North America Act could be 
sought in Great Britain’s Parliament. 
The honor of Canada required that if 
there was any revision of the constitu­
tion of the Senate, it should be revised 
in precisely the same way that it was 
formed, by calling all the original par­
ties together and obtaining their consent 
to any change. He was prepared to con­
sider a proposal from the Gov..‘ruinent 
for a change in the status of the Se nate, 
but. in the meantime thought that the 
matter had better stand over for future 
consideration and for a more constitu­
tional method of bringing it before the 
people of Canada.

The debate was adjourned by Senator 
McMullen.

G. T. PACIFIC’S APPLICATION.
Senator Ferguson enquired as to a re­

port that the G. T. P. had applied to 
the Dominion Government for a ten- 
million-dollar loan.

Sir Richard Cartwright replied that 
(he Grand Trunk Pacific hud applied 
for a. considerable advance to enable 
it to carry on the work it hail in 
hand.

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EXPECTS TO HANG.

“Unwritten Law” as Defence— 
Sister Is Chief Witness.

Belleville, March 9.—"I expect tu 
hang,” is the way Thomas Smart, the 
young Mohawk Indian of Tyendenaga 
township, views his chances with the 
jury in the case that is being tried be­
fore Justice Teetzel, starting at 9 o’clock 
to-morrow morning.

Smart is to be tried for the murder 
of his step-uncle, James Sero, about 
00 years old. who was shot down in 
the night while on his way to his house 
after putting his horses out.

The above quotation is vouched for 
by William Hughes, who spent ten days 
in close companionship with Smart on a 
charge of petty theft.

Hughes swears: "If God should strike 
me dead, that’s what he said.”

Hughes further explains the motive 
for the shooting as received from the 
accused’s own lips in the fact that the 
uncle was too intimate with the pris­
oner’s 15-year-old sister.

Considerable interest is manifest in 
the trial, as it has l>een intimated that 
defence counsel, \Y. L. Harrington, lv. C.. 
will dwell largely <>n the moral aspect 
ol the case, and play up the un written 
law very strongly.

BAXTER CONFESSION
GUILTY OF MURDER FOR WHICH

Statement Made by Dying Man in 
St. Michael’s Hospital May Result 
in Release of William Carey—To 
be Laid Before Minister.

Ottawa, March 9. — The deathbed 
confession of a man named Baxter, 
who died in St. Michael's Hospital,
Toronto, some days ago. stating that 
he was guilty of a crime committed in 
Manchester six years ago, for which 
Wm. Carey, an ex-soldier of the Royal 
Rifle Brigade, is now serving a term 
of fourteen years in prison, will be 
laid before the Minister of Justice to­
morrow by E. E. Gagnon, of Toronto, 
a former fellow-soldier with Carey.
Uagnon comes to Ottawa at the re­
quest of Carey's mother, who became 
helpless from paralysis when her son 
was sentenced, and who is now living

The death bed confession of Baxter 
will be placed before Hon. Mr. Ayles- 
worth by Gagnon, in order that pro­
per representation may be sent to 
England to secure Carey"p .release.

It will be remembered that Carey, 
who originally hailed from Toronto, 
while awaiting sentence in Manches­
ter, sought to get back to Canada 
again by pretending that he was the 
murderer of little Glory Whalen near 
Toronto in 1903, a crime whose bru­
tality shocked the whole Dominion.

WAS SHE TORTURED
Cincinnati Woman Fatally Buried 

When Home.

Cincinnati, Ohio, March 9. — A 
mystery that thus far has puzzled 
the Cincinnati police who are investi­
gating the case developed late this af­
ternoon when Miss Sarah Ritchie, 
aged sixty, who lived the life of a 
recluse at her home at 623 West 
Fourth street, a sister of Mr. George 
Ritchie, barrister, of Toronto, was dis­
covered lying on a blazing couch in a 
room of her home. When discovered 
the woman was frightfully burned 
about the head and shoulders. The 
couch upon which she had been lying 
was practically burned from beneath 
her. She was hurried to a hospital, 
where it was found that she had in­
haled the flames that surrounded her. 
Her physicians say she cannot survive 
the night.

The police are working upon the 
theory that the woman was the vic­
tim of robbers, who entered her 
apartments and tortured her in an ef­
fort to make her reveal the hiding 
place of her funds. It is believed 
that the robbers tied Miss Ritchie to 
a couch and applied fire to her, and 
then became frightened and escaped. 
Dr. Frank Cain, who resides in the 
same house, heard the woman's 
screams and rushed to the upper floor. 
He told the police that he heard heavy 
footfalls in the woman's apartments, 
but did not think the occurrence 
worth investigating. It is believed 
possible Miss Ritchie set herself on 
fire while using a gasoline stove that 
was in one room of the apartments.

Charges Were Specific—Counsel Says
Defendant Should Not be Allowed
to Scuttle to Cover.

Toronto, March 10.—The Master in 
Chambers heard yesterday morning ar­
gument by Mr. N. XV. Rowell, K. C., in 
reply to*that, advanced by Mr. I. F. Hell- 
muth, K. L\, at the previous hearing on 
his motion for an order striking out cer­
tain paragraphs in the statement of de­
fence filed by Rev. J. A. Macdonald in 
the libel suit laid against him by Hon. 
George E. Foster.

Mr. Hellmuth contended that the de­
fence should be restricted to the two 
specific charges made by Mr. Macdon­
ald against Mr. Foster, which the lat­
ter liad made the basis of his libel suit, 
and to which he was ready to be tied.

Mr. Rowell contended that the defence 
were entitled to set forth the statements 
contained in the paragraphs objected to, 
ns they showed the circumstances under 
which the alleged libelous statements 
were made. Counsel then proceeded to 
explain to the court the position Mr. 
Foster had held in the Union Trust Com­
pany, ami the latter's relation to the 
Ofder of Foresters.

If the defence were unable to sub­
stantiate their allegations at the trial 
tlien the plaintiff would have a right to 
apply to have them struck out of the 
pleadings. In the meantime he held it 
was proper matter to go before the jury 
and that defendant was allowed to use 
it by way of mitigation.

"XX'e want to be tried." said Mr. Hell­
muth in reply, "on the specific charges 
made by the Globe. ‘Did wo try to get 
a rake-off on the Swan River land deal? 
Did we try to encroach on the reserve 
funds of the Foresters?’ These are the 
charges. The defendant cho.se the fight­
ing ground and we have gone to meet

"In all these pleadings there is not a 
single attempt by defendant at justifica­
tion.

The grounds to 
which we wish to limit the defendant 
are his own. Is my client obliged to 
defend his character over a number of 
years, when the slander is specific and 
we are prepared to confine ourselves

"XX’hen you can get a-n editor as in 
this case who dips his pen in gall, and 
we say ‘all right, we will meet you on 
your own ground,’ he should not In- al­
lowed to scuttle to cover. It is import­
ant that those making attacks upon pub­
lic men should be brought to book when 
they make specific charges, but they 
should not be allowed to use the oppor­
tunity to take a drag net through a 
man's life.”

Mr. Hellmuth closed by claiming that 
nil lie wanted was a fair trial on the 
specific charges complained of and offer­
ed to limit his statement of claim for

TRADE, SAYS MR. ASQUITH.

Consists of Cheap Food and Cheap 
Raw Material—British Capital
Has Exploited British Industry 
at Home and Built Up the Em-

London. March 8.—Speaking to-night 
at a free trade meeting in Queen’s Hall, 
Mr. Asquith referred to the allegations 
that capital had been driven abroad to 
the amount of £3,000,01 *0,000 to the 
empire and foreign countries. Britain, 
lie said, had gained the thing she needed 
most, ‘a* cheap, abundant, world-wide 
supply of food, which forms the life­
blood of our working population, and 
materials which form the life-blood of 
our trade." Where was the capital gone.' 
What was it going for7 He referred 
them to Canada, which in 1908 took 
£40,000,000, and quoted the Globe to’

the effect that for railways, power, 
light and heat the public and municipal 
services of Canada must apply to Lon­
don, the. world’s financial centre. lie 
contended that owing to the free trade 
system, British capital had not. only ex­
ploited British industry at home, but it 
had built up nil empire abroad. More 
than two-thirds of the total capital sent 
abroad was invested in countries from 
which Britain’s only imports were food 
or raw material.

HOT EDITORIALS.
Nashville, Tenor., March 10.—The un­

written law was extended yesterday to 
cover editors who attack private or 
public men, by General Meeks, of coun­
sel for defence in the trial of Colonel 
Duncan Cooper, Robin Cooper and John 
1). Sharp, for the murder of former 
United States Senator H. W. Carmack. 
Previously he had expressly disclaimed 
the belief that any editorial attqck justi­
fied killing the writer.

Th-jrenqral warmed up to his sub­
ject v.dR a hurst of eloquence, saying:

You talk at the liberty of the press. 
Why. gentlarorn. no man lives who be­
lieves nnwm firmly in the lil>erty of the 
press than I do. But when a mail in an 
editorial position turns the liberty of 
the press into license, and undertakes 
to defame and defile you and your fam­
ily. what are you going to do? The 
prosecution will tell you you have your 
recourse in the courts. Yes. and you 
get a judgment for $25,000 against a 
man not worth the price of a plug of 
tobacco. Is that satisfaction?

"Oh. gentlemen, I tell you that the 
streets of this, our city, have run red 
Indore with the blood of men who im­
properly used other men’s names in 
public prints.”

General Meeks devoted five hours to 
the speech. He painted the defendants 
as the finest types of the southern aris­
tocracy. declaring no crime had been 
committed when Senator C’armaek was 
shot, to death, and closed with a dra­
matic appeal to the jury to “turn loose 
this gallant old soldier Colonel Cooper.”

Montreal Newspaper Man Writes 
About Kinrade Murder.

They Do Things Differently in 
Quebec, He Says.

Interest is Still Great in London 
and Toronto.

The widespread attention the case 
has attracted is shown by the interest 
newspapers from coast to coast in Can­
ada and across the border have taken 
ill it. Many of them have their own 
men on the spot and others keep in 
touch with developments through 
<heir local correspondents. There 
will be a small army of newspaper­
men at the inquest to-night. Prob­
ably not since the Y disaster have the 
telegraph companies handled so 
much special press stuff. The of­
fices have been fairly swamped with 
despatches.

The criminal expert from the Mon­
treal Star, a man who lias had many 
years’ experience and who has in­
vestigated some of the most notable 
crimes in recent years, was here on 
Saturday. He writes his paper as fol-

And if there is no news then, if be­
fore the inquest is adjourned there is 
no reasonable promise that the mys­
tery will be solved, the Ontario De­
partment of Justice may prepare itself 
for an unpleasant time.

Hamilton has had its fill of unsolv­
ed mysteries in the past, and so has 
all Ontario, and the people expect 
that with a Provincial Detective force 
strengthened by the infusion of new 
blood the fatal mystery business ought 
to be stopped.

What makes matters worse in this 
case as far as public feeling is con­
cerned is the prevailing idea that the 
case thus far has been dealt with in 
a kid-glove manner and that in uns 
way many valuable points have been

To tell the truth, general opinion 
has almost reached the stage of tak­
ing it for granted that this particular 
mystery will be written up on the 
profit and loss side of the ledger in 
the Attorney-General’s Department 
like so many others before this, al­
though there is a faint hope that the 
Government will bestir itself at the 
inquest.

Therefore, it would not be fair to 
criticise till after Wednesday, but in 
Quebec people have become accust­
omed to have evidence that will con­
vict before the real inquest, following 
the viewing of the body, begins that 
the Ontario method of relying on the 
inquest to bring out incriminating evi­
dence, seems rather obsolete.

But then in Quebec they have be­
come accustomed to the sledgehammer 
way of investigation, the j>ounding in­
quisition which at the same time is 
scientific enough to deal with compos­
ed as well as hysterical witnesses, 
and which assumes that in a murder 
case everything and everyone connect­
ed in the slightest with the occurrence 
are for the time being under the seal 
of justice, till every ounce of know­
ledge has been pumped out of them 
and every crack and crevice has been 
searched regardless of social standing.

This does not mean to say that the 
people have any complaint coming in 
regard to the men who are actually 
handling the case. Far from it Detec­
tive Miller has their utmost confi­
dence. He is an old Hamilton boy, a 
good looking man. bright and sharp 
and pleasant but he has been work­
ing under great disadvantages.

Many important things that should 
have been attended to at once, before 
he could arrive on the scene, it is 
said, were neglected, including, it is 
stated, a prompt search for the wea­
pon with which the murder was com­
mitted.

The one cause of rejoicing which the 
general public lias had thus far is the 
announcement tliat Rlackstock. the 
lion of the Ontario Criminal Bar, as 
he is called, will aid the Coroner and 
Crown Attorney to conduct the in-

There is amongst all the puzzling 
questions which thus far remain un­
answered, one which it is generally 
hoped will be replied to at the inquest 
by some one, under the successful 
prompting or guidance of Mr. Black- 
stock: “Where was Miss Ethel Kin­
rade going when she was killed?’’

And another :
“Was there anyone particularly in­

terested in preventing her from going 
out, outside of a burglar, tramp or 
blackmailer, who was afraid she was 
going to give alarm ?”

Still another is: “how did the man 
who is said to have committed the 
murder get out of the house?”

AS SEEN IN LONDON.
That Hamilton's sensational crimes 

have got ou the nerves of people in the 
surrounding country is shown by the 
following despatch from London :

The murder at. Hamilton of Ethel 
Kinrade ha.i had a very decided effect 
upon the nerves of the women of Lon-

It is said that, a remarkable feeling of 
dread to go to their doors has seized up­
on many of the feminine portion of the 
community.

‘We have difficulty in pursuing our 
work,” said Assessment Commissioner 
Grant yesterday, “because the women 
do not answer their doors when we 
call.”

He laid the cause to the Hamilton 
tragedy.

The police report having had several 
calls of late from women who fancied 
they saw suspicious characters hanging 
about their neighborhood.

“They need have no cause for fear 
whatever,” said an officer of the force. 
“This city does not harbor the charact­
ers which appear to infest Hamilton.”

CHASE THEM FROM LONDON.
What the officer stated is very pro­

bably true. It is well understood that no 
suspicious character remains for any 
time in th»-, city without the police as­
certaining just what for and why he is

Nevertheless, stories are told of timid 
women left alone in the evening 
who quake with fear at every sound, 
and severe cases of nervous prostration 
are reported to be directly traceable to 
the slaving of Ethel Kinrade.

No topic occupies the same position 
in the public mind as does the tragedy 
in the sister city. It is spoken of and 
discussed everywhere, and as time pro­
ceeds, in place of a decrease in interest 
the oppoeit-3 is the fact.

Father Erasin Ansiou, rector of the 
Polish Church of St. Stanislaus, was 
shot and almost instantly killed, bv 
three men, in his rectory, early to-day. 
Miss Antonia Sewrxystka, housekeeper 
for the rector, who attempted to pre­
vent the assassination, was sligfctly 
wounded, but will recover. As there 
has been a dispute among the leaders 
of the church over its affairs, the 
shooting was at first believed to have 
been the outcome of that disagreement. 
Three men who were unknown to the 
servant, called at the rectory while the 
rector was holding mass in the church. 
They were admitted to the parlor and 
lathor Ansion was notified of their pre­
sence as soon as he returned from mass. 
As the rector entered the parlor, the 
men opened fire on him. One bullet pen­
etrated the breast, near the heart, and 
the two others lodged in the abdomen, 
rather Ansion died in the ambulance 
while on the way to the hospital. Other 
priests in the rectory, hearing the shots, 
rushed toward the parlor, whereupon 
the assassins fled from the house and 
escaped.

Four suspects have been arrested, 
but the housekeeper was unable to iden­
tify any of them.

The tragedy is believed to be the cul- 
I mination of a series of factional fights 

Which have disrupted the church for 
many months. Father Ansion was as­
signed to the church by Bishop O'Con­
nor last fall, after the former rector 
had )*een terrified into fleeing from 
the city. Strong opposition developed 
to Father Ansion, and he was threaten­
ed many times. The police said that Fa­
ther Ansion had been collecting funds 
for a new church, and that this was the 
cause of the trouble.
