SOME ANECDOTES OF CAR

LYLE -

Americans were always going
to see him, and were commonly
rewarded for their curiosity and
admiration by being told in-his
bluff, gruff way that their
country was bent devilward,
and that it merited its doom.
Many of them well remembered
his plain house in Cheyne row,
Chelsea, and the plain drawing
roomin which he commonly
sat consoling himself with his
clay pipes, surrounded by por-
traits of Hume, Frederick,
Geothe, Martin Luther, Crom-
well and several of himself,
one, it must be confessed, among
his honored heroes. A singu-
larly strong, striking face were
his, moro so inreality than in
any oounterfiet presentment.
The nose was shapely, resolute,
aggressive, the eye lambent and
passionate, ever changing, now
tender, now stern, now hopeful,
now despairing, but always
gleaming as with a challenge to
fate ; the chin long, prominent,
firm as adamant; the hair rath-
er course, abundant, disordered.
half falling, half bristling over
an overhanging head; the
mouth large, well formed, ner-
vous, shutting like a vice ; the
whole expressior of the face
supremely sad. pitiitably des-
pondent, though so hardy and
defiant, that no one durst pity
it or him, and revealing to in
sight that the illuminating soul
behind it had hoped so much
that it had ceased hoping alto-
gether—such in picture and
in original was Thomas Carlyle,
tte Thor of British literature,
the great icomoclast of the
nineteenth century. -

Up to a short time before his
death he used to take early
morning walks ; his tall, bent,
heavy set figure, neatly but
plainly clad; his clothes fitting
loosely and crowned by a tum-
bled black felt hat (he had the

' moral courage to reject invari-

ably a silk cylinder even in
London) but moving on as if a
desert lay around him. He
walked—when in good condi-
tion—two ~ or three . miles
through the tortuous, grimy
streets, sometimes wrapped in
decp thought, unconscious of
his surroundings, sometimes
observing everything, -gazing
into the shop windows and
glancing everywhere. For the
most part alone, he was fond of
the company of one of his inti-

versified panorama of the city.
His reading was stupendous,
as he did it with surprising
quickness,despatching a volume
of ordinary size while many
persons would be occupied with
a few chapters. For forty or
fifty years of his life he read on
an average from siXx to eight
hours a day, sitting up for that
purpose generally until one or
two o’clock in the morning. It
is said that having gone to spend
an afternoon and dine with a
new acquaintance, and arriving
several hours before his host, he
enteréd the library, apon which
the gentlemap prided himself,
as it contained a number of rare
and curious volumes. The host
came and dinner was eaten.
After leaving the table, he told
the author that he should be
happy to shew him his books.
“I’ve read ’em,” was the laconic
answer; and it proved that
Carlyle had actually absorbed in
the time belore dinner all that
was valuable to him in the well-
chosen library.
When Charles Dickens had
decided to write “A Talé of Two
Cities;” knowing that Carlyle
had made special studies for his
“French Revolution,” he asked
the latter to send ‘him a few
books that would be best worth
consulting. ' Judge of the nove
elist’s surprise when a large van
drove up to his. door and dis-
charged its load of volumes, in
five orsix languages, to his

amazement aud dismay. That
was Carlyle’s notion of a few
books—really enough for a mod-
erate library. :

A characteristic anecdote is
told of the Scotch image-breaker.
A shizowner, a fellow country-
man, went from Glasgow to call
on him, and entering his pre-
sence, said with fervour and
feeling, “I have come to see you,
Mr. Carlyle, to tell you that 1
admire and honour you; that I
have built a ship and named it
after yo1 on account of the good
you have done in the world.”
Then quoth the author with his
marked accent: “I don'’t believe
youmaun! I, never did ony
gude in the world! Naebody
ever did ony gude in the warld!
There is na gude in the warld!”

William Black, the novelist,
once called on Carlyle, and af-
ter a- little coliversation, the
philosopher ~remarked. “You
know Scotland very well, [ see.
I've read your mnovéls with
pleasure.  They're vary amus-
ing, vary. But when are ye
goin’ to do some wark—when
are ye goin’ to write some Teal
books maun!

Carlyle, though generally
polite fo persons who brought
letters of introduction, could not
be depended upon as to manters
He had moods, and very vari-
able ones, having been troubled
for years with dyspepsia. When
suffering with it he was often
very rude, especially to Ameri-
cans, against whom, after the
civil war had broken out, he
appeared to have a violent pre-
judice, not unfrequently berat-
ing them in his Germanized
English, as though they had
done him some great wrong.
The truth is that he enjoyed
scolding with his tongue nearly
as much as with his pen, and
all his readers knew how a large
part of his books is devoted to
downright scolding. Dyspepsia,
mental not less than physical,
backed by a grandiose, discon-
tent, clouds more than three-
quarters of all he has written.
If he had not overstrained his
faculties, if he had mnot betn
hurt by the adulation and wor-
ship of bending devotees; if he
had not been childish; if he had
not avoided the active, practical

HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.

SATURDAY'S AFTERNOON SESSIOY.
Frenericroy, Feb. 12.

The following bills were read a second
time: A bill to establish Liens in certain
cases, a bill to abolish the legislative
Council, a biil relating o expenditure on
Government House, and.a bill to amend
the constizution of New Brunswick by
aboiishing the Legislative Council and to
make other provisions in lieu thereof.

Mr Sayre introduced a bill to reduce
the number of members to serve in the
House of Assembly, which was read a
first time. The bill provides that here-
after at any general election to be held
for the Province thirty-six members shall
be retuined, as follows: Restigouche,
two; Gloucester, two; Northumberland,
three; Kent, two ; Westmorland, three;
Albert, two; Kings, three; St. Jobn,
three; Queens, two; Sunbury, two; Char
lotte, three; York, three; Carleton, twa;
Victoria, one; Madawaska, one; City of
St. John, wwo.

Mr Barberie submitted a bill to am-
end sec. 24, chap. 65 Consol. Stat., re-
lating to schools, which was read a first
time. The bill provides that the schsol
tax on non-resident property shall be
paid to the school districts in which the
property lies “instead of ‘in tke district
where the owner lives. :

The Speaker  finished the reading of
the rules. Considerable discussion was
had on some of the sections, largely by
way of elicting-exactly what was meant,
Any sectign upon which there seemed
to be much difference of opinion was
passed over to be considered’ after vards.

Mr White moved an_ amendment to
the " gection which provides that a com-
mittee of five members lo be named by
the mover, shall be appointed  an _mo~
tion*of the leader or other member ot
the Government, early in each session,
which committee shall nominate the
members of all standing and geuneral
commiitees. The amendment was in.
tended to leave the appointment of these
committees in the hands of the Sneaker
us at present, and was lost.

Futher discussion was then had on the
rule which declares’ that no member
shall vote upen any question in which
he has a direct pecuniary interest.
Attempts were made to define *¢ direct
pecuniary interest’’ but it was generally
‘admitted that it was not intended
to interfere with the rights of
any member, but would have a liberal
construction.  The section, passed.

The section fixing speeches . at  half
hour was considered and on motion of
Mr Hill an amendment was moved fix-
ing it at one hour. The amendment was
lost, a8 it was considered that the
House would always grant further time
for discussion if required, and the
Speaker weuld only enforce the rule if
be found 8 member speaking against
time or obstructing the business of the
House.

The section providing that no amenc~
ment to an amerdment shall be enter-
tained, was amended 8o as to admit of
an smendment to an' amendment, motion
to that effect having been made by Mr.
Sayre and supported by the Attorney
General aod Mr Ritchie.

Qn motion of Mr Elder, the section
providing’that ‘the rules, usages and
forms of House of Commons of the
Utited Kingdom of Greav Britain be
followed, was soamended as to read :
“House of Commons of Dominion of Can
ada,” instead. Al the rules having now
been parsed but two which are ‘to be
considered on Monday. \

On motion of Provincial Secretary it
was ordered that the rules as” adopted
be the rules of the House.

Adjourned till Monday morning.

THE IRISH TROUBLES.

To the Editor of the Srar :—

Sir,—Notwithstanding the persistent
efforts of a local puper to misrepresent
Irish wffiairs, and to insult the intelli-
gence of the Irish people by unjust in-
ginuations, the course of Parnell and his
associates in the House of Commons is
deserving of commendation. They have
fought u gallant batile in fuvor of free—
dom. THe havé becn defeated but mnot
conquered. The great bonst of Eng-
land, a free parliament, is no mare, and a
House of Commons, in their intense
hatred of Ireland, bave voted themselves
slaves. As to Parnell he is “paying the
progressive tax which envy punctually
levies on eminence in being constautly
maligned.”

But sir what are the simple facts?
Last year the Government admitted
solemnly that there was great eviis in
Irish land legislation which required im-
mediate remedy. They pledged them-
selves to remove’ Irish grievances. They
brought in a temporary measure of relief
called the *Disturbance Act.” It was
thrown out by the House of Lords.
Gladstone and others then told the Lords
that their Lordships must take the conse—
quences of this Act, and bear the res
ponsitility on their own shoulders. Yet
now the Government turn round, and
without having done a singie act in miti-
gation of the grievances of the tenantry,
they say, we will enforce the edicts of the
landlords aguint you, at the point of the
boyonet, and with all the strength of the
empire.

It is this pulting coercion. before res
form, the cart before the "horse, that the
Irish members resisted, and their resis-
tance was a duty failure in which would be
a crime. Tae experience of a hundred
years ghows: what justice the Irish people
may expect from u British parliament.
The union was to set all wrongs forever
But as Sir Charles Guavan Duffy
in his work “Yourg Irelund” says*How
far it set them rizht no one i8 ignorant.”
Thenceforth the Irish:people sent repres-
ensatives to thegreat seiate of the Em
pire and were in full enjoymeut of British
liberty; if British liberty consists iu be:
ing heard with visible impatience, ‘dnd
peremptorily outruled on every national
question, by a majority ‘who ‘do' not
trouble themselves to listen to the
debate. )

As to the advice of the Pope to the
Irish Bishops it is epsily understood.
