favor o,f a Canadian navy. Speaking 
for two hours and thirty five minu­
tes, the member .'rom Pictou handled 
this important question in a highly 

creditable and intelliger^u manner. 
The contents of his speech was so 
thoroughly compiled that it proved 
very effective.

During the course of his remarks, 
Mr. MacDonald emphasized the fact 
that the government's policy in pro­
viding a Canadian built navy was es­
sentially a policy for Canadians.

German Surtax Removed
Hon. W. S. Fielding laid on the 

table of the House last week a pro­
vincial trade agreement between Ger­
many and Canada, which was signed 
by Dr. Karl Lang, Imperial German 
Consul ‘for Canada. The agreement 
wull bring to an end unfortunate dif­
ferences between the two countries, 
and will remove the surtax imposed 
on German products coming into Ca­
nada, which was authorized by Ca­
nada’s Customs tariff in 1897. The 
movement has evidently resulted from 
Canada’s making a commercial treaty 
with France.

treal, Ottawa and Georgian Bty Ca­
nal occupied a whole dav in the

We are not 
aware that anyone i< an elector m 
New Brunswick who is not a Can 
aJian citizen, and while we vener­
ate the virtues of <>ur ance>ters. 
and are disposed to c -ndone or find 
justification for ih^ir faults, even 
back three hundred vears a£>o, 
when in the name of Christianity 
thev were “at each others throats.'1 
They kame to America to better 
their condition. t<> vet rid of th- 
old persecutions clan battles, ami 
religious and national strife.

Surely the time has come when 
we may adopt the teac ing of one 
of Ireland's greatest patriots, great­
est suffers for faith and country, 
and greatest teaches the late 
lamented John Boyle O’Reiley, 

“There's room on the road for 
each one to pass, i

While one man to meeting goes 
the other to mass."

The comm'rsioner of Public 
Works saw tit about e year ago to 
sit for an interview in St. John to 
advise the people of New Bruns 
wick that he represented the Irish 
catholics of New Brunswick. We 
ignored the matter at that time be­
cause we did not wish to help roll 
the ball hurled by a pedidgogue to 
arouse religious strife or keep alive 
old fueds.

We note that the'1" Irish elector” 
correspondent of “The Times" has 
taken his cue from the Commission­
er’s teachings and sets Mr. Morrissy 
up as the representatives of the 
Irish catholics of New Brunswick. 
Who represents the Scotch catho­
lics? French catholics? English 
catholics? the Syrian, Italian and 
other catholics? If indeed you 
can call any of them other than 
catholics or Canadian catholics?

We have taken pains to get a 
full report of Mr. copp’s speech in 
the house and cannot f.nd that he 
has even by word or hint referred 
to religion or the land from which 
Mr. Morrissv’s ancestors came. 
Then why is he a bigot? is it pos­
sible that because Mr. Morrissy’s 
ancesters came from Ireland, and 
he is a member of the catholic 
church, that his public or political 
acts oannot be criticised without 
the critic being branded as a bigot? 
We are inclined to believe that the 
Commissioner and his followers 
who propogatee such a doctrine are, 
like the little boy we read of in 
our school days, talking to their 
echo'.

If Mr. Grimmer, Mr. Maxwell, 
Mr. Fleming and Mr. McLeod were 
to set for interviews and represent 
themselves as representing the 
Orangeman of New Brunswick and 
get their henchman like the cor­
respondent of “The Times” to par­
ade them before the province as 
such and represent every one as a 
bigot who criticised their political 
acts. No doubt we would see our 
worthy friend from Westmorland 
and his six sons gathering their 
Hchellalahs and taking the first 
train for Fredericton to clear the 
house. Fortunately, however, the 
days of the fueds of the Montrose's 
Murray's McDonald’s and Campbells, 
the highlands and lowlands, the 
O'Driadals and O'Marrah’s, the 
Schellalah and the claymore, have 
passed and.the broader teaching of 
the great Irish Patriot, who could 
see the virtue of the Pilgram 
Fathers, the Quaker and all the 
rest of the world’s persecuted people 
who sought America for freedom, 
has been accepted by all but a few, 
who for their own selfish ends, aqd

We doubt if Mr. Morrissy has any

be, yet the correspondent of The 
Times never considered Morrissy a 
bigot, or an insultor of his corelig­
ionists when he was campaigning 
the province criticising Mr. Sweeney 
and his department. If Mr. Mor­
rissy only represents the Irish 
catholics i e the catholics whose 
ancestors'came from Ireland, who 
represents ’the fifteen or sixteen 
hundred protestants who voted for 
him, and the seven or eight hun­
dred of French decent to say noth­
ing of those whose ancestry dates 
back to other lands? We are in­
clined to think they will begin to 
ask when the time comes.

In speaking of the number and 
class of teachers employed, he .says 
in part:

The West continues to attract 
many of our higher class teachers, 
especially the male teachers. The 
only sure remedy is to provide bet­
ter salaries at home. As it is, a 
very severe strain is put upon oûr 
educational resources by the in­
roads made every year upon our 
best teachers.

Of salaries he says:—During the 
past year salaries about held their 
own compared with previous year. 
I think it may be assumed from 
this that local aid has not been 
given in the same proportion as 
government aid and this in the 
face of improved markets and con­
ditions as well as of higher cost of 
living.

It would seem that in some cases 
increased government grants have 
furnished a pretext for decreased 
local grants.

Ratepayers are quite willing to 
pay more for luxuries and modern 
improvements of all kinds, but are 
very reluctant to have their tax 
bills added to, forgetting that edu­
cation lies at the root of all pro­
gress.

In the face of the higher cost of 
living, if we are to attract the same 
class of teachers in the future that 
we have been enabled to in the 
past, it is imperative that better 
salaries should be paid and the ex­
ample should be set by the graded 
schools.

The following table shows the 
increase in the salaries of the diff­
erent classes of teachers since the 
year 1900:

The Charlottetown Guardian 
says;

"Probably the most novel method 
yet pursued in an attempt to get 
letters across the sea where no 
mail steamer plies was revealed 
yesterday when Judge Blanchard 
of this city received" from friends 
in the Magdalen Islands two letters 
which had been placed in a pun­
cheon rigged with sails.

On February 1st, last, A. J. and 
C. F. Painchaud, Amherst Island, 
Magdalen Islands, rigged up the 
puncheon as stated above and with 
a northeast wind blowing they 
launched, their mail packet.

They had previously placed in 
it several letters one of which is as 
follows:

Amherst Island, 
Magdalen Island, Fck 1, 1910.

Dear Mr. Blanchard;—
You are no 

doubt aware that our telegraph 
cable parted on the fourth of Jan­
uary last and since left us in a 
complete exile We had a little 
snow at the first of the winter, 
hut since the first of January the 
snow disappeared and we now 
travel with our summer vehicles. 
We have no ice around Magdalen 
Islands yet. It looks as the con­
tinuance of a very mild winter. 
We expected a steamer to bring us 
some news. She could certainly 
make a splendid landing. This 
may never reach you or may not 
reach you until very late but it is 
an experiment we wish to make. 
This letter with several others 
goes in a puncheon that we have 
rigged to make the trip across the 
Gulf with instructions to the find­
er and hope it will be successful. 
We are all well and hope you are 
the same.

A. J. PAINCHAUD.
On February 12 the puncheon 

was picked up at Port Hastings 
and the contents sent to Halifax 
and from there the different letters 
were mailed to their intended re­
cipients.

The letter from C. F. Painchaud 
was wet and illegible.

This is perhaps the most extra­
ordinary tiling in this line in re­
cent years and is the first news 
received from the Magdalen’s since 
the breaking of the cable.

It is reported that the C. G. S 
Stanley has been ordered to the 
Magdalens by officials in Halifax.

Mr. George Farrah of this town 
also received a letter which was 
brought across the sea by the 
puncheon mail carrier.

Request From Australia for Views of 
Canadian Scenes.

An enquiry recently received by 
the General Traffic Manager of the 
Intercolonial Railway, shows how 
wide is the disti ibution of a good 
item of news through the medium 
of the press. Last November au 
account of the display of I. C. R. 
views being shown on the New 
York Herald bulletin screens along

Philadelphia, Feb. 22—Three 
hoys were shot and probably 
fatally injured, while several re­
ceived loss severe wounds today in 
i iots following the resumption of 
service by Philadelphia Rapid 
Transit Company. The shooting 
occurred in attacks on cars in the 
Northern section. Market street, 
the principal business thorough­
fare in the heart of the city, was 
the scene of disturbances during 
the entire day. Cars were stoned 
and two policemen were roughly 
handled by a mob of several thous­
and persons. A dozen arrests 
were made, and the prisoners 
placed in a trolley car. This was 
stotmed by the mob and two of 
the prisoners escaped. Prepara­
tions were made by the authori­
ties to call upon the entire force 

i the State Militia if the police 
tomorrow are still unable to cope 
with the situation.

President Murphy of the Cen­
tral Labor Union still regards a 
general strike of all trades unions 
in the city as inevitable, although 
organizer Pratt is reported to he 
opposing this movement. A dele­
gation of labor leaders left for 
Washington today to ask Senator 
Penrose to use his influence for a 
peacablc solution of the trouble.

Members of the State Constables 
an independent military organiza­
tion about 200 strong, were placed 
on duty today armed with loaded 
muskets. They were detailed in 
Kingston terminal district in the 
noith east, a stionghold of union 
sympathizers. In their first skir­
mish they were badly beaten by a 
mob, who paid no attention to the 
drawn bayonets and snatched the 
muskets from the hands of the 
young militia men.

Members of the state Constables 
according to Mayor Reyburn, acted 
as though they were on a picnic, 
allowing girls in the mill district 
to wear their caps, and cut the 
brass buttons off their clothing. At 
one point a group of rioters cap­
tured a member of the Constables 
and carried him several hundred 
feet from his post, where they 
stripped him of his coat and cart 
ridge belt, and threw them into a 
sewer.

The probably fatally injured 
boys are J. Hughes, 18, shot in the 
neck and John Walter, stabbed, 
aged 15. Both were taken to a 
hospital.
