Fredericton, April 22—The exécut- 
tive oi the New Brunswick Teacher's 
Association concluded its session this 
afternoon and the members left for 
their homes tonight. W. M. Barker, 
principal of Sussex High School, was 
selected as the* association's repre­
sentative on the commission to inves­
tigate the matter of school teachers' 
salaries appointed by the province. 
Mr. Barker has had a wide acquaint­
ance on conditions in rural schools 
having taught in the southern and 
western parts of the province.

The schedule for teachers* minim­
um salaries tor high and superior 
schools and first-class teachers was 
prepared by the executive but will 
not be published for some days. Pub­
lished reports that there will be a 
strike or general resignation of tea­
chers unless these salaries are ac­
cepted are incorrect. Present occu­
pants of teaching positions will not be 
affected but in the event of vacancies 
occurring members of the association 
are pledged not to accept an appoint­
ment under scheduled salaries. It 
was said today that the association 
now has a membership upwards of 
450 teachers and that there are an­
other 150 or more eligible for mem­
bership who are rapraly joining the 
association.

During the sessions here a sugges­
tion was received by wire from the 
meeting of second and third class 
teachers who were organizing at 
Moncton asking that the constitution 
of the New Brunswick Teachers’ As­
sociation be changed so that all tea­
chers could become members of the 
union. The reply, which was made 
was to the effect that action could not 
be taken by the executive but only by 
the association as a whole. However, 
this minting it was said that it was 
hoped the near future would see all 
the teachers in the province organ­
ized in one association.

An unofficial estimate, today, was 
that the new scale of salaries would 
be from twenty-five to fifty per cent 
above the existing rates.

Allies Ready For
German Bluff

Paris, April 22—With the return of 
Mr Lloyd George to Paris, the active 
work of completing the peace treatÿ 
draft was immediately resumed. With­
in a week the German plenipotentiar­
ies will arrive. Arrangements have 
been made for their accommodations, 
but the treaty is not ready for them 
as yet. An immense amount of work 
remains to be done before it will be 
in readiness for presentation to the 
German representatives.

It is believed here that the Ger­
mans are preparing some clever pro­
posais to the purpose of creating 
dissension between the Allied na- | 
tions, or controversy within the Al­
lied. states, bet in the past, experience 
has been that German cunning 1 
usually overreached itself with the re 
suits disastrous to those who depend­
ed upon it. The representatives of 
the Allied powers are , believed to 
be quite prepared for all such enter­
prises of German statesmanship. 
The permanent officials of the Ger­
man Foreign Office and of many other 
Government departments are practic­
ally as they were prior to the revo­
lution. 'f’he new Government found 
it necessary to employ their services 
as there were no others possessing 
the requisite knowledge and experi­
ence.

She was unchang­
ed. except that she appeared better 
for the enforced rest in prison. The 
warden withdrew and we were not 
interrupted.

‘1 remember practically all sin* 
said. She was thankful tor the quiet 
time, as her life had been such a bur­
den and rush in many respects. She 
was not sorry to go. for her life had 
contained so much trial that she was 

’tveary beyond endurance. ‘They have 
tret- ted me very kindly here,* she 
«aid.”

The little communion vessels were 
placed on a chair, and after the ser­
vice Mr. Gahan recited “Abide With 
Me," Miss Cavell joining under her 
breath.

“Then I felt," the minister contin­
ued, "that I must not stay much 
longer, tor I had been there an hour.
I stood up aud said, ‘Good-bye,’ and 
we were face to face. She was look­
ing slightly strained, but nothing 
more. We shook hands and smiled, 
and I added, ’We shall meet again. 
Goodbye.’ ”

The great crime of hurrying the 
execution, according to Mr. Gahan, 
belonged to the military governor of 
Brussels, who would not wait to com­
municate v^h headquarters.

Ri-HQIDStoday, ÜÏ ;he Chamber of Commerce, 
unanimous approval was given to the 
project to build a tunnel under the 
St. Lawrence River, and to have a 
central railway station in Montreal.

The report on the matter was 
brought in by the transportation com­
mittee, which has been asked to study 
a project of the Montreal Central 
Terminal Company, which proposes to 
construct a tunnel under the river, 
leading to a central railway station 
in the town section of the city. The 
tunneling of the river would solve 
the problem of congestion of traffic 
between this city and what is known 
çs the South Shore, or opposite side 
o? the river, where several thriving 
municipales arejfco be found with 
only one bridge.

At present the tragic requirements 
cannit be adequately met, and there 
has long bec-n an agitation for another 
bridge farter down the river, near 
the south end of Montreal Island. 
With the tunnel, however, the traffic 
problem would, in a large measure, 
be solved. The tunnel scheme has 
long been mooted. The project, as 
outlined, is that the tunnel would 
touch on the Montreal side, at the 
very heart of the business district, 
and that h would permit of traffic 
entering from the ether side of the 
Tirer at a centrally located station, 
accessible »o neat 1/ all parts of the 
city. With the rapidly increasing de­
velopment of Montreal’s business, the 
problem of connecting the south shore 
and the Island of Montreal by addi­
tional links of communication is pres­
sing, and either the building of the 
tunnel, or construction of additional 
bridges, is likely to he undertaken in 
the very near future.

w. J. DUNNLondon, April 10—The Morninj 
Pest’s Paris correspondent soys that 
the public of the Allred countries 
m est fa: î the resignation of ^Iarshal 
rVh if the gear mi tees which he and 
other French generals deem neces­
sary for securing the left hank of the 
Rhine against invasion are not ob­
tained. He adds:

“I am able to state on the highest 
authority that Foch feels most strong­
ly on this question and that if he does 
not obtain satisfaction he will most 
certainly resign. Indeed, he has 
twice offered his resignation, and 
coming on the eve of the arrival of 
German delegates, it would certain­
ly stiffen that party in Germany, 
which is inclined to haggle over the 
Allied demands and which is using 
Count Brockdorff-Rantan as its 
mouthpiece.

“Foch, J am given to understand, is 
not satisfied with the imposition of 
the terms involving the destruction 
of German fortifications and strate­
gic railways, etc., on the left bank 
of the Rhine. He insists on the main­
tenance of a French garrison, assist­
ed by the Belgians."

Nqrthcliffe’s newspaper gave Lloyd 
George general support throughout 
his management of the war, but when 
the -general election followed the aim- 
istice they shifted somewhat to the 
attitude of friendly criticism.
Only during the latest develop­

ment of the peace conference, have 
they become sharply critical uf Mr. 
Lloyd George’s leadership.

The premier, in his speech in the i 
house of commons credited this fact 
to the "disease of vanity" and point­
edly h;nted that it was due to disap­
pointment on Lord Northcliffe’s part 
that he had not been appointed on 
the peace delegation. The premier 
referred to the peace terms Lord 
Northcliffe recommended in the Times 
before the peace conference began, 
saying:

"I am prepared to make some al­
lowance when a man is laboring un­
der a keen sense of disappointment. 
However unjustified and however 
ridiculous the expectations may be, 
under those circumstances he always 
is apt to think the world is badly run”

The Times today replied with a 
slashing attack, accusing Lloyd 
George of overlooking reports pre­
pared by experts.
"It is openly said by his colleag­
ues in Paris.” the Times declares, 
"that while he is able to read ami 
write he does neither.”

After saying that the record of the 
Times during the war speaks for it­
self the newspaper apparently threat­
ens a future attack, saying "some 
points of his war records require to 

J be more fully known." 
j The Evening News, a Northcliffe 
publication, today prims a cartoon of 
the premier hovering over Westmin­
ster in airplane, labelled "Hot Air,” 
with bombs for the Northcliffe 
papers.

Mr. Lloyd George and Northcliffe 
probably are the two most influential 
personal forces in British politics and 
joined in battle the effect upon Mr. 
Lloyd George’s public fortune and the 
test of the influence of the Northcliffe 
press which is expected to follow will 
mark the beginning of a new political 
chapter, the developements of which 
are being watched with the liveliest 
interest. Each man is an eager fight­
er. and the battle between the little 
Welsh “Giant” and the newspaper 
Napoleon is not likely to be a tame 
one.
