Germany Offers 
Thirty Billion Marks

Berlin, May 2—Germany has plac­

ed her latest proposal respecting re- 

arations in the hands of the Allied 

powers and the United States. Their 

chief feature is an offer of the sum 
of thirty billion gold marks in pay­
ment of her obligations under the 
treaty of Versailles. The payment of 
this amount, however, is dependent 
on the raising of a loan.

There is wide divergence of opin­
ion in political and neutral diploma­
tic circles in Berlin tonight wlih 
respect to the effectiveness of Ger­
many’s new reparations note. Critic­
ism of its “Elasticity” and apparent 
lack of precise quarters with the 
assertion that the note provides g 
workable basis or serious negotia­
tions, in that it not only suggests a 
definite storting point, but also urges 
invocation of neutral expert Judge­
ment in the event that the creditor 
nations are unable to agree on the 
question of fixation and other debat­
able points.
t The offer of thirty billions is inter­
preted in several quarters as permit 
ting eventual amplification, but that 
this could not be definitely Indicated 
in the present formal note in as much 
as it wholly depends upon the ex­
tent to which Germany is ’accorded 
complete freedom of economic devel­
opment and placed in a position to 
undertake her international financial 
rehabilitation.

The ultimate sum she will be 
able to render in cash and In kind 
will also be largely determined by 
the loan which she Is permitted to 
negotiate by private contracts.

Tilts reference In the official text 
constitutes one of its several "Was- 
ty features whose elucidation the

government apparently Is reserving 
for the actual negotiations. The 

manner In which allusion to It is 

made is commonly understood as 

suggesting overtures for a Franco- 

German Industrial entente to which 

the Ruhr irihustrtalists are aspiring 
and which they believe constitutes 
the crux of such a reparation solu­
tion as will indefinitely appease 
France.

With reference to the present fix 
ed -amount of thirty trillion it is 
suggested that this more nearly ap­
proximates thirty-nine billion mak 
ing due allowance for interest pay­
ments .

The textual construction of the 
note amply reflects the views and

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Great Composer's 
Dependents In 

Needy Condition

l Colima andt Siefreid Wagner,
widow and son of the musical com­
poser are living In actual want. The 
recent production is Munish of Wag­
ner’s first opera. "Des Llebeaverbet" 
led to a few music-lovers making a 
pilgrimage of respect to Bayreuth, 
and to their dismay they found that 
the vague report which had circulat­
ed about the deplorable economic 
plight of the surviving members of 
the Wagner family were more than 
•justified. e

Frau Wagner and Herr Slegfreld 
Wagner are struggling to exist on a 
joint income of 240,000 marks a week, 
scarcely $12.50 at the present ex­
change and not more than $40 in 
€rms of the inland purchasing pow­

er of the mark. Owing to the ex­
change depreciation the substantial 
fortune which Wagner left has been 
reduced to a pittance in paper marks.

Two schemes have been started to 
remedy the scandal represented by 

- fact that whereas opera compan­
ies make handsome profits from the 
production of the Wagnerian operas, 
the relatives of the great composer 
find themselves confronted witn 
hunger.

One scheme is'that a small propor­
tion of all profits from the Wagneri­
an operas should be sent to Bay­
reuth for the maintenance of the 

rviving members of the Wagner 
family: the second Is the formation 
of a limited liability company to 
take over the control, administration 
and risks of the Bayreuth Festival 
from Seigfreid Wagner, a small pro­
portion of any profits so accruing 
being also used for the purpose.

Urges People
To “Keep Cool”

Discussing business conditions the 
National Bank of Commerce of New 
York in its weekly letter on Money 
and Markets and The Outlook for 
Stable business, says:

“While the satisfactory credit situ­
ation is,one of the important factors 
justifying an expectation of stable 
business, other favorable factors are 
caution on the part of manufacturers, 
jobbers and retailers, and improved 
facilities for accurate knowledge of 
national and international conditions 
now at the disposal of every execu­
tive who desires to use them. Condi­
tions abroad also promise to be 
fairly stable.

“The most important, offsetting 
factor is the wage situation. The 
manufacturer faces on the one hand 
rising labor costs and on the other 
the probability that consumers will 
stand out against price advances.

“Although higher wages result at 
first in increased purchasing power 
on the part of wage earners they af­
ford no grounds for expecting further 
business expansion. According to the 
Bureau of the Census there are now 
about 30,000,000 persons gainfully 
employed in the United States, ex­
clusive of those engaged in agricul­
ture. However, about half of the 
entire population is directly depen­
dent on the prosperity of agriculture 
and the buying power of this im­
mense population is not measured in 
terms of a flexible wage scale, butin 
terms of the international market 
for farm products.

“Another considerable section of 
the public is dependent upon rela­
tively fixed incomes. There is not 
the least hope that wages and prices 
can advance indefinitely without cur­
tailment of consumption in the 
United States. The effect on export 
is certain to be adverse.

Hiere 1» no question that a con­
siderable proportion of the industrial 
output of recent months has been ab­
sorbed in replacing stocks of consum­
ers, retailers and jobbers. The point 
has now been reached where future 
output must increasingly be absorb- 

’ by current demand. It therefore 
seems not likely that production to 
now at peak and that it may recede

somewhat, but with stable credit and 
money conditions the favorable fac­
tors should assume a continuance of 
a profitable volume of business. In 
fact a slight recession may well 
serve to prolong activity through 
becking wage and price advances, 

thereby lessening the danger of a 
buyers’ strike.

“It is necessary that every individ­
ual and every institution in a posi­
tion to exert any influence on the 
business situation should keep cool. 
Final consumers should neither hes­
itate to buy for normal requirements 
nor buy excessively in fear of price 
Advances. All classes of purchasers 
should pursue a similar policy, re­
using to be stamped by cries of 

shortage, at the same time not hes­
itating to make reasonable future 
commitments. Producers from farm­
er to manufacturers, should ^endeav­
our to gauge their out-put by what 
seems to be a fair ratet of consump­
tion under ordinary cQ^diions when 
stocks are adequate. If this means 
tailment in some lines such curtail­
ments should be courageously made. 
Wage earners must realize that 
steady work at stable wages #is 
much better than Irregular work at 
abnormally high wages and that 
there is absolutely no hope of con- 
Inuously rising wages and full em­

ployment . ”

TERRIBLE FLOOD 
CONDITIONS IN N.B.

The worst flood conditions which 
have obtained since 1887, prevailed 
last week in New Brunswick and 
Maine, according to reports receiv­
ed from all over the Province. 
Transportation facilities were at 8 
standstill so far as trains are con­
cerned, and it will be several days 
before things are back to normal. 
C.P.R. trains were routed over the 
Canadian National Railway lines to 
Montreal. There are no trains 
over the St. John Valley Railway 
The loss by flood at Woodstock is 
placed at $150,000. Word from 
there was that the water was drop­
ping.

Tne first loss of life as a result 
of the floods was reported from 
Musquash when it was learned that 
Charles vSpinney, of Musquash had 
lost his life in an effort to save 
some of his stock when his house 
barns and outbuildings were carried 
away during the night.

In 
he case whch has aroused the most 

comment Mrs.'3 Thompson, who was 
found guilty of helping to murder 
her husband, would have been burn 
ed at the stake had she lived a 
hundred and forty years ago.

In those days, the murder of a 
husband by a wife, of an employer 
by a servant or a bishop by a cler­
gyman was called petty treason; 
that is. the murder of a superipr to 
•vhom the offender owed special fi­
delity or from who he received spe­
cial benefits. If a man killed his 
wife that was not petty treason, it 
was merely murder. High treason, 
of course, was and is an offence a- 
gainst the King, or even at one 
time against his coinage, makers of 
"bad" money being accused under 
this head.

In the 1700’s men convicted of 
high or petty treason were hanged, 
drawn and quartered, while women 
convicted of either offence were 
burned at the stake. This differ­
ence in sentence was thought to be 
a great privilege to women. The 
law said, "As the decency due to 
their sex forbids the exposure and 
public mangling of their bodies, the 
sentence is to be drawn to the gal­
lows and there'to be btüUed alive.’’

ROAD GRANTS

Ottawa, April 30—There will be 
no further grant by the federal go­
vernment to We provinces for road 
construction after the *20,000,000 
gra-ted under the Canada High 
ways Act la exhausted. This was

To Take Place Of
The Morse Code

Washington, D.C., April 25—A 
new and wide vista for extension 
of communication by radio, land 

lines and submarine cables opened 

to-day with the announcement of 
the invention of a new universal 
alphabet by Gen. George O. Squier 
the Chief Signal Officer of the army 
at the annual meeting here of the 
National Academy of Science.

The new alphabet, hailed as the 
greatest advance in the science of 
communication in many years, is 
2.65 times faster than the interna 
tional Morse code now universally 
used. It is designed to supplant the 
latter, which was invented eighty 
years ago .. The Morse code, Gen. 
Squier said, is entirely out of date 
and unsuited to telegraphy as

iown^ and practised to-day.
The principle upon which the new 

alphabet is based is that* the dots 
and dashes occupy equal lengths of 
time and no consecutif signals are 
of the same sign andvtiie^flmit of 

the legibility for each letter of the 
alphabet is practically uniform.

In the new alphabet the dots, 
dashes and spaces are differentiated 
by different intensities of the sinu­
soidal wave employed in exactly the 
same manner that music and speech 
are formed. In fact the principles 
of the new alphabet serve to br»ng 
telegraphy in line with telephonv 
and base the two arts on the same 
fundamental principles of modula 
bon.

marriage has become Her Royal

Highness the Duchess of York, pith

This has set at rest a question 

which" has caused considerable dis­

cussion during the last few days. 

It was evident that the marriage 

made Lady Elizabeth a duchess but 

there were no clear precedents as 
to her accession to the rank of prin­
cess, and title of Royal Highness. 
It was, of course, evident that aa in 
the event of the Prince of Wales 
not marrying she might be the 
mother of heirs presumptive to the 
Throne of Brltlan, and that she 
would receive the full status of a 
wife of a royal prince, but there 
was some doubt as to whether she 
had already attained It or whethet 
11 would be conferred on her by 
special grant.

The King’s ruling established a 
precedent which undoubtedly will be 
applied in the event of his other 
sons marrying outside the royal 
circle, and as changes made during

Seeding in Alberta was two weeks 
later this year than last. '

A second party of Swiss immigrants 
recently arrived at St. John aboard 
the Melita and are en route for the 
West, where they will engage in 
agriculture.

Twenty-two thousand immigrants 
to Canada from the United States 
were inspected on trams and high­
way crossings at the 33 points from 
Port Arthur to Kingsgate, B.C., dur­
ing March of this year.

To date the port of Vancouver has 
shipped or booked 17,000,000 bushels 
or wheat to the Orient and South 
America. The railroads expect at 
least 2,500,000 additional bushels to 
be shipped this way in the near 
future.

The memory of the early mission­
aries of the Oblate Order will ke 
perpetuated by the Canadian Pacific 
Railway, and several stations on the 
extensions of their lines between 
Kipawa and Quinze will bear names 
of early members of that organiza­
tion which did so much for th* 
colonization of the country.

There are thirteen new paper 
making machines being installed in 
Canadian paper mills this year. 
When erected and running full these 
machines will consume more than 
350,000 additional cords of wood a 
year. Canada te already annually 
consuming and ejcjjbrting more than 
5,000,000 cords of pulpwood, repre­
senting the growth of à century or 
more on 1,250,000 acres of land.

A new service for motor tourists 
desiring to pass between the main­
land and Vancouver Island has been 
inaugurated between Bellingham and 
Victoria. The Motor Princess, with 
a capacity for fifty automobiles and 
250 passengers, plies twice daily be­
tween the ports. This boat is motor 
driven and the first of its kind to 
be operated on the Pacific side of 
the continent.

In 1922 Canada produced 2,418 
tons of salt cakq, valued at $54,804, 
and 1,329 tons of Glauber salts 
valued at $42,719, according to gov­
ernment figures. There are a num­
ber of immense deposits of Glauber 
salts m the province of Saskatch­
ewan, which are at the present time 
only in the initial stages of develop­
ment, but it is anticipated that the 
next few years will see a consider­
able increase in production.

The Canadian exhibit at the Brit­
ish Empire Exhibition, to be held in 
London from April 20th to October 
31st, 1924, is to ke financed, con­
trolled and directed by the Federal 
Government. The estimated cost is 
$1,000,000. The two Canadian rail­
roads are planning exhibits on ad­
joining sites, each with a floor space 
of 10.000 feet. The cost of the Cana­
dian Pacific exhibit is estimated at 
$300,000.

The Canadian Pacific steamship 
“Empress of Russia,” upon her last 
sailing, carried a shipment of Cana­
dian frogs for Japan. Cool space 
was reserved in the hold of the liner 
and the travellers were well packéd 
in ice. On being taken ashore at 
Yokohama theae frogs will be gradu­
ally warmed until they are ready to 
be let loosii, when they will be lib­
erated on the lawns of Japanese 
importers, with the idea of giving 
the Japanese a new industry in thu 
production of frogs legs.

The Canadian Pacific Telegraphs 
have announced the following re­
duced rates per word for cable mes­
sages to the following countries 
effective to-day:—Austria, 30 cents, 
Belgium 23 cents, France 22 cents, 
Germany 25 cents, Great Britain and 
Ireland 20 cents, Greece 35 cents, 
Hungary 33 coats, Italy 26 cents, 
Spain 33 cents, Switzerland 27 cents. 
The 25 cent per word rate to Great 
Britain and Ireland is still in effect 
for special rush cables. Correspond­
ing reductions have been made in 
the rated to other countries in Europe 
and beyond via Atlantic cables, and 
the new deferred rates will bo one- 
half of the fell rates quoted above 
except te Great Britain and Ireland, 
where the existing deferred rats of 
* cents per word to unaltered.

Fourteen Bridges Gone
