The incomparable solemnity end 
mysticism of the Church’s liturgy 
h»s been the despair of its Imitators 
since the foundation of the Chair of 
Peter, aa the perfection of its later 
usage could only have been realized 
by centuries of development. In 
vie» of the modern revival which 
seams destined to restore plain chant 
to its anoient position of glory, this 
rather intricate and technical essay 
from the hands of the well known 
authority, Professor Bewerunge, 
in the 12 Volume of the Catholic 
Encyclopedia, will be of peculiar 
interest, not only to liturgical 
scholars, but, io a broad sense, even 
to those not intimately familiar with 
the subject. The article treats of 
the history of what was earliest 
known as cantilena romana (The 
Roman Chant), also commonly 
called Gregorian Chant, being 
attributed in some way to Si. 
Gregory I.

In the liturgical Church Music of 
the Moyen Age the oantus pianos, 
or plein chant, so called by the 
theorists of the twelfth and thir. 
teenth centuries, to distinguish the 
old music from the new music» 
mensurata or meneurabilia, was 
need exclusively until the ninth 
century, and even after the advent 
of polyphony, tor centuries it held 
a place of honour, being on the one 
hand cultivated side by aide with 
the new music, and serving, on the 
other hand, for the foundation on 
which its rival waa built. Although 
we know very little io regard to the 
Church music of the first three 
centuries, in its later history the 
elaboration of plain ohant into the 
polypbonal was probably due to the 
differentalion in the style of musical 
composition even in the early period, 

in the antiphons! and tesponsorial 
methods, and a ourioui fact whiob 
militated against the early nse of 
metrical hymns was the exclusion 
of musical instrumenta from Chrie- 
tian warship on aoeount of their 
pagoo associations, as in Rome they 
do not seem to have been admitted 
before the twelfth century. The 
author furnishes a somewhat tech­
nical description of the development 
of ehnroh music from the fourth 
century, when this development was 
considerable, up to the middle of the 
sixth century, when the gradual 
elaboration of the melody brought 
u shortening of the text, and of the 
antiphonal nut chants the Introït 
and Communion retained their 
form until the eighth century, when 
the psalm began to be shortened.

Nowadays the lntroit has only 
one verse, usually the first of the 
psalm and the Doxology, af er 
which the Antiphon is repeated. 
The Comunion has lost psalm and 
repetition completely, only the 
requieum Mass preserving a trace of 
the original custom." Bat after 
the time of St, Gregory, when the 
rich melodic treatment of the psalms 
was participated in to some extent 
by the antiphon, musical compost 
lion suddenly began to flag, and 
only about twenty.lour new melo 
dies appear to have been oodB^OUed 
in the seventh century, and ’ 
this period “composition of the class 
of chants we have discussed ceased 
completely, with the exception of 
some alleluias which did not gain 
general acceptance until the fif­
teenth century’’; we find in the 
SarMn Missal (1896) that it was 
not until this time that a new 
alleluia was composed for the Visi 
tation and some new chants for the 
M tea of the Holy Name.

The laet three columns, devoted 
'o the History of Plain Chant, both 
in its gradual assimilation with the 
later music, and in its resurgence in 
1903 under Pius X, may bo some­
what difficult of comprehension for 
the average laymen, hnt furnish a 
splendid scholarly presentation of 
he subject in all its phases from the 

time when the Sequences and 
Tropes of St. Gall were added to 
the Maes Music of tbei,ninth century 
up to the fourteenth, when the 
tradition kept pare by the foun­
dation of St. Gregory’s Roman 
sobola began to disintegrate before 
the growing interest in polyphony, 
and not until the reform of Missal 
and Breviary Initiated by the Coun­
cil ol Trent at the close of the eix- 
eenth century do we observe a re. 

newid attention to the liturgical 
obant. The labours of Palestrina 
and others were largely superficial 
in their results, and the printing of 
Raimondi’s new Gradual in 1616 16 
was exe a ted with an “Incredible 
ri oklessnese", and the various other 
attempts at reft rming the 
Gregorian Chest made during the 
seventeenth and eighteenth centur­
ies only served to emphas se this 
retrogression. 'The practice of 

I singing became worse and worse, 
and what had bean the glory of

centuries fell i to general oon. 
tempi”, and it »»< not until the be­
ginning of the nineteenth century 
that there was any real revival of 
interest in plain chant, and a whole 
century was needed to bring about 
a complete ree'oration.

To Franc- belongs the honour of 
having done the principal work in 
this great undertaking, and one of 
the beet attempts was a Gradual 
edited about 1861 and published by 
Leooffre, but the final Solution of 
this difficult question, however, was 
to come from the Benedictine 
monastery of Solesmee, and about 
1860 Gueranger, the restorer of the 
Liturgy, began the compilation of 
a Gradual, which after twenty-three 
years of unremitting labour, al­
though capable of improvement in 
details; solved the question sub­
stantially.

The Vatican edition of the final 
magnificent MS. materiel accumul­
ated by the Solesmes monks after 
their expulsion from France, though 
not all that modern scholarship 
could have made it, is a great im­
provement on Dom Pothier’s earlier 
editions, and represents fairly well 
the reading of the best MSS.

The concluding pages of Profess 
or Bewerunge’s unusual article are 
given over to a thorough exposition 
of Tone System and Modes, Rhythm, 
Forms and" Aesthetic Value, and 
Liturgical Fitness, and the interest­
ing fact is noted that the ready­
made system of the eighth mode is 
first mentioned in history as a 
theory io the writings of Alenin, 
and that the growth of the melodies 
themselves may have taken place 
partly on the basis of Hebrew 
(Syrian) elements, partly under the 
influence of the varying Greek or 
Byziotine theories.

In regard to Rhythm and Forms, 
the first is practically the most 
important question of Plain Chant 
theory, and the former section con­
tains a clever commentary on the 
differences of opinion between the 
eqnaliets or oralorista and the 
mensuralists. Briefly, a main dis­
tinction of the large variety ol 
forms of plain obant is that between 
the responsorial end sntiphonel, the 
first of which is elaborate and diffi­
cult, and the second aimpk and 
easy, and there is also the distinct­
ion between the psalmodie and 
bymnodio melodies. Finally, there 
is little need to insist on the 
aesthetic beauty of the plain chant, 
These melodies that have outlived 
1000 years, and are attracting at 
the present day the attention of 
artiste and scholar, needs no 
sploogy. In comparison with the 
Falsi Bordoni of the sixteenth 
century and the Anglican chants, 
the everlasting vigour of the plain 
ohant formulae is seen in the 
Graduais, which “display the epleo 
dour of tneir elaborate art at the 
time when all are expected to listen, 
and no ceremony interferes with 
the full effect of the music." Thus 
the revival of religious life about 
the middle ol the uioteenth century 
gave an impetus for renewed 
cultivation of plain chant. “The 
extended ate and perfected 
rendering of plain ohant so ardent 
ly desired by Pope Pius X will io 
its turn not only raise the level of 
religious musio and enhance the 
dignity of Divine worship, but also 
intensify the spiritual life of the 
Christian community.”

Pious Fund of thb California^

members of the Society from Spanish 
territory by the Pragmatic Sanction 
of Charles III of Spain, until in 
1821, when the newly-eetablished 
Government of Mexico asenmed the 
administration of the Fund, the 
actual benefits derived from its con­
tributions] were almost entirely 
diverted to the Government, and iu 
1842 the properties of the Fund 
were surrendered under compel— 
lion to the State, and when oo 2 
Feb., 1848, Upper California was 
ceded to the United States by the 
Treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo, all 
claim of citizens of this country 
against the Republic of Mexico 
which had theretofore aooured were 
discharged by the terms of_ the 
treaty. "The archbishop sod 
bishops of dallfornia claimed that, 
as citizen* of the United states, they 
werç notified to demand an.d re­
ceive from Mexico far the benefit of 
the missions within their dioceses a 
proper proportion of the sums 
which Mexico bad assumed to pay 
in its legislative decree of 24 
•October, 1842” (decree of Santa 
Anna). On 1 Feb., 1869, a Mexi­
can and American mixed Claims 
Commission was Created to ad­
judicate the validity of claims held 
by oitisens of either country against 
the Government of the other, but 
upon the submission of the claim 
for decision (the claims of the pre­
lates of Upper California against 
Mexico for snob part of twenty-one 
years' interest on the Pious Fund 
payable under the terms of the 
Santa inns decree), the Mexican 
and American commissioners dis­
agreed as to its proper disposition, 
and the umpire of the Commission, 
Sir Edward Thorontoo, to whom it 
was referred, awarded in favour of 
the archbishop and bishops of 
California.

Although the Judgment of $904,- 
070.79 was paid in gold by Mexico, 
she, however, disputed her obli­
gations to pay any interest accruing 
after the period covered by the 
award of the Mixed Claims Com­
mission (i. e,’ after 1869), which re­
sulted in the singing of the protocol 
in 1902, and the snbmiaeion of the 
dispute to the permanent oourt of 
arbitration at The Hague. *

On 14 October of the same year 
the tribudal decided, in virtue of the 
arbitral «eatence of Sir Edward 
Thorontoo, that the “Mexican 
Government was bound to pay to 
the United Slates for the use of the 
Roman Catholic archbishop and 
bishops of California the snm ol 
$1,429,682 67 in extinguishment ol 
the «nanties which had accrued 
from 1869 to 1902, and was under 
the further obligation to pay ‘per­
petually’ an annunity of $43,060 99 
in money having legal currency 
in Mexico," wh-ob decision bas 
been complied with by Mexico since 
the date of the award.

Toe first international controversy 
submitted to the tribunal of The 
Hague waa the matter of the die 
pate between Mexico and the Uni­
ted States, which resulted in the 
singing of a protocol between the 
two governments on 22 May, 1902, 
by which the question of Mexico’s 
liability for interest accruing from 
the Pious Fund was to be decided 
by the tribunal.

It is not perhaps very generally 
known just what is and was the 
meaning and origin of this Pions 
Fund, and in Volume XII of the 
Catholic Eooy olopedia Garret Mo 
Eoery’s two-column article will be 
read with a great deal ,of satisfact­
ion, as it explains at length the 
history and present status of the 
fond, which bad its origin in 1697 
io “voluntary donations made by 
individuals and religious bodies in 
Mexico to metrbers of the Sooi- ty of 
Jesus to enable them to propagate 
the Catholic Faith in the territory 
ihen Iffeown as California.” History 
does not afford a more striking in 
stance of religious injustice than in 
the conduct of the Mexioan Govern 
ment with relation to this Fund, 
and it remained for the United 
States, which could hardly be sup­
posed to have» patriarchal interest 
in the Ohorob, to defend her rights 
against a ao-oalled Catholic adminis­
tration which, in point of fact, had 
acted with a most calions disregard 
for even ordinary justice. As a 
commentary on the policy of th 
United S'ates, it is just another 
demonstration of American fair, 
play as opposed o the anachronism 
of s modern despotic regime.

proval, and were then duly 
sworn in. The personnel of 
the Cabinet is as follows : 
Premier and Attorney Gen­
eral, Hon.John A.Mathieson ; 
Commissioner of Agriculture, 
Hon. Murdock McKinnon ; 
Commissioner of Public 
Works, Hon. James A. Mc­
Neill. Without portfolio: Hon. 
Messrs. John McLean, Mur 
dock Kennedy, A. E. Arse­
nault, John A. McDonald, W, 
S. Stewart, Charles Dalton. 
We extend to the members of 
the new Administration our 
congratulations. The Legis­
lature has been dissolved aqd 
a general election ordered. 
Polling will take place on 
Wednesday, January 3rd ; 
nominations a week earlier. 
No reasonable man can doubt 
that our Province has now a 
progressive, business-like Ad­
ministration, and we all look 
forward to a long period of 
honest and economical Gov­
ernment. Success to the new 
Conservative Government.

Insidious Moralizing.

In its issue of the 4th inst. 
the Patriot discusses the resig­
nation of the Liberal Pro­
vincial Government and the 
assumption of power by the 
new Conservative Govern­
ment, under Hon. Mr. Math­
ieson. Speculating upon the 
probability of a general elec­
tion in the near future, the 
Liberal organ is moved to 
compassion regarding the 
hardships and inconvenience 
to the people such an under 
taking involves in the winter 
season. It moralizes in this 
fashion : “ Be that as it may,
now that the people in both 
town and country are busy in 
the stores and in their hom.es, 
preparing for the Christmas 
Season, it would, in our opin­
ion at least, be a very poor 
time indeed to make an appeal 
to the country. In the month 
of December the weather is 
cold and stormy ; the roads 
are neither good for wheels 
nor runners ; festivity is in 
the air and the people are not 
in a mood to attend political 
meetings, to canvass, or to 
fight over politics—or even to 
go to the poils and record 
their votes. It would be hard 
on both candidates and elect­
ors to bring on an election 
just now.’’ This is certainly 
rich, coming'from the organ of 
a party that has never con­
sidered the hardships and in­
conveniences of electors in all 
their appeals to the people for 
the last twenty years. With 
one exception, they brought 
on all their general elections 
at the most inconvenient 
season of the year, when the 
roads were “ neither good for 
wheels nor runners j” when 
the conditions were “ hard on 
‘.both candidates and electors,” 
and when the weather was 
11 cold and stormy,JJçdef

these unfavorable conditions 
our Liberal friends, not only 
brought on their elections, but 
wasted and squandered 
public money by engaging 
gangs of men to build and 
repair ronds with snow, ice 
and frozen earth, and to con 
struct and repair wharves and 
bridges, that usually fell to 
pieces and floated away with 
the tide, as soon as the frost 
thawed out of them. All who 
have taken part in the Pro 
vincial elections during the 
past twenty years are quite 
conversant wiih these facts. 
But in order that all doubt 
may be removed we subjoin 
the dates on which elections 
have been held during this 
time In 1893 ’he elections 
were held on Dec. 13th. The 
weather was cold and stormy, 
and the roads in a wretched 
condition. In 1897 the elec­
tions were held in mid sum­
mer. But in 1900 Dec. 12 
was the day choeen The 
weather, during the whole 
campaign, was most severe 
and to engage actively in the 
fight was as much as a per­
son's life was worth. In 
1904 Dec. 7th was election 
day, and again the conditions 
were wretched and the roads 
bad. The election of 1908 
was held on November 18th 
with conditions very little 
better than on the previous 
days mentioned. Again on 
their last appeal on the 15th 
of November just past, when 
they met their Waterloo, our 
-Liberal friends had just as 
little regard for the co-iven 
ience and comfort of the 
electors; as all remember the 
manner of weather and roads 
we had during the campaign 
and on election day. One 
would think that with such a 
record as this to their credit 
our Liberal friends would for 
shame sake restrain their 
organ from making such an 
exhibition of asinine insin­
cerity.

Majority of Forty-four.

The first division in the 
Dominion House of Commons 
took place on Wednesday af­
ternoon last, on Lauriers 
amendment to the address in 
reply to the speech front 
the throne, when the Govern­
ment was sustained by a ma­
jority of 44. The Conserva­
tive member for Yukon, who 
had not yet taken his seat, 
and the Speaker, who does not 
vote, give the Government a 
majority of 46 in the whole 
House. The vote stood 121 
Conservatives to 77 Liberals, 
198 in all. Adding the 
Speaker and the member for 
the Yukon, we have 200 mem­
bers accounted for. There 
were 9 pairs or 18 members; 
two members, Laurier and 
Forget, have two eongtituen 
cies each, and Girard, member 
for Chicoutimi, Saguenay, was 
not present, Thus is the full 
membership of the House 
made up. All will admit 
that this is an excellent show 
ing for the Borden Adminis­
tration ; that it is well gn 
trenched in the confidence of 
the people, and that the Op­
position have made a rather 
sorry exhibition of themselves 
in their first tilt with the Gov­
ernment.

Nova Scotia is doing a large 
coal trade with the St. Law- 
rence, During the open sea­
son of navigation 750 coal 
laden vessels entfered the St,. 
Lawrence from Nova Scotia 
ports, carrying nearly two mil 
lion tons of coal, or about 
3CX),ooo tons more than last 
year.

The revenne of^ Canada 
continues to grow. The total 
customs receipts lor tbg month 
of November were $7,232,083, 
an inereaae of $1,307,303 as 
compared with tfe* same 
month last year. For thei 
eight months pf the fiscal year 
the customs revenue has been 
$56,336,707, an increase of 
$8,936»8oo as compared with 
the corresponding period last
year,

By an agreement reached 
by the Government and Op­
position at Ottawa, Parlia- 

the ment will adjourn for the 
Christmas holidays tomorrow, 
to reassemble on the 10th of 
January The balance of sup­
ply held over when Parlia- 
liament dissolved, has all been 
voted, and the few weeks ad 
journment now will give the 
Cabinet Ministeis a breathing 
spell, which they have scar 
cely had since they assumed 
control of their departments.

An outstanding feature of 
the debate on the address was 
the contribution thereto, on 
Tuesday of last week, by Hon. 
Mr. White, Minister of Fi­
nance. He made a slashing 
speech, in which he held the 
course and arguments of the 
Opposition up to ridicule. The 
Minister of Finance showed a 
power of logical presentment 
and of phrase, and a readiness 
of retort that marked him as 
one of the best fighters in the 
House. The Liberals were 
very much chagrined at his 
exposures of their illogical 
and deceptive tactics. Hon. 
Mr. White’s speech closed the 
debate on the Government 
side.

As soon as the address in 
answer to the speech was dis 
posed of in the House of Com­
mons, the Borden Govern­
ment demonstrated a notice­
ably business like way of 
handling the business of the 
House. The order paper dur­
ing the l >ng drawn debate on 
the address became clogged 
with questions. Wednesday 
the Government answered 89 
of these. Thursday it an­
swered 33, while one was 
turned into an order for re­
turn, and others would have 
been answered if they had 
been properly framed. The 
House was impressed with the 
promptness shown and with 
the sharp way in which busL 
ness was hustled through. It 
wis a better tempered House 
than had heretofore been the 
case, and tfjere were several 
genuine laughs. Many of the 
questions were designed to 
catch or embarrass the min­
istry, and answers often were 
amusihgly dexterous. Heck­
lers got no change oyt of the 
Government.

Persia and Russia. Dominion Parliament.
London, Dec. 1.—A final 

appeal to Foreign Secretary 
Sir Edward Grey to intervene 
with Russia in order to obtain 
a -prolongation of the time 
limit of the Russian ultimatum 
was made late last night by 
the Persian minister, Mirza 
Feredj Ullah Khan. Sir Ed­
ward Grey, however, said he 
could do nothing beyond ad­
vising compliance with the 
Russian terms. The British 
foreign minister cabled this 
advice to the British minister 
at Teheran, but ignored the 
addition to the demands al­
ready known that Russia in 
sists that there must be a set­
tlement of all outstanding 
questions between her and 
Persia. These are mostly 
minor disputes, but are the 
cause of frequent friction.

Washington, Dec. 1.—Pre­
sident Taft was appointed to­
day by the Persian-American 
educational society to use the 
good offices of the United 
States government to prevent 
war between Russia and 
Persia.

Curiosities By Mail.

A great collection of valu­
ables and curiosities was made 
by the dead letter office at 
Uttawa during the past official 
year. Almost everything un 
der the sun which could get 
through a slot and failed to 
find an owner, had landed 
safe, but unclaimed at Ottawa. 
No less than 2,963,117 letters, 
cards.packages andenclosqres 
of various kinds came in. 
Among them were cheques to 
the value of $632 398, money 
amounting to $21,713, drafts 
amounting to $104,151,money 
orders totalling over $80,000, 
promissory notes of the face 
value of $183,151, stock cer­
tificate? worth $28,850. There 
43 aprons, 6 bonnets, 6 sets 
of prayer beads, 8 bibles, a 
bill of divorce, 3 stuffed birds, 
270 blouses, 168 boots, 355 
brooches, 3 butterflies, 298 
cakes, 6 certificates of charac 
ter, 5 certificates of death, 26 
marriage certificates, 1 cheese, 
7 packages of chewing gum, 
23 cigars, 4 cobs qf corn, 31 
collars, 4 corsets, 1 bust de 
velgper, 7 garters, 312 gold 
rings § hair switches, 15 
knjyes, f Iqdy's cornpanipn, 
39 pieces of machinery, 1 
mince pie, 15. pedigrees, 3 
plum puddings, 1 shaving 
rqug, 1 spine supporter, 89 
gtqckingg, 3 Teddy bears, *22 
Wâtçfies, and 2 wigs, beside a 
ton of postcards.

tion to these flgares the Domsnion Coa 
Co, si® also sending «evenly thousand 
tons of coat te Ètuliagd by boat and 
thence by train to the eastern town­
ships. Then the Nova Scotia Steel Co 
has sent three hundred thousand tons to 
the St. Lawrence^ the Acadia Coal Co„ 
forty five thousand 'tone; the inter­
colonial Coal Co., forty-five thousand 
tone j the Intercolonial Coal Co., twenty 
one thousand ftve frqpdfed tons, and 
the Inverness Goal Co., ninety thou

Extracts from Mr. Monk’s
Speech

(From Hansard)
Hod. F. D. Monk (Minister of 

Public Works). Mr. Speaker, I 
have listened with much interest 
to my hon. friend from Red Deer. 
I confess very frankly to my 
bon. friend, we have sat together 
in this House for many years, 
that I have always found him 
entertaining. He is a cultured 
Englishman who has settled in 
this country, and I will be frank 
enough to say to uiy hon. friend 
that when I hear him I always 
think that we cannot have too 
many of his kind in this country. 
But, Mr. Speaker, there is this 
peculiarity about my hon. friend: 
He hates Toryism.

Some hon. MEMBERS. He is 
right

Mr. Monk. He is a Radical, 
and he is a highbound free trader, 
and he seems to exult in the fact 
that he has during the fifteen 
years supported a protectionist 
government. Not only that, but 
I have heard often before to­
day what my hon. friend has 
stated as to the prosperity of the 
country and he does not seem to 
connect that prosperity in §ny 
way with the prevalance of a 
fiscal regime which his party 
adopted when it came into power 
and has tirtuly conserved to the 
present moment. But where my 
hon. friend has surprised me 
slightly is in his unqualified 
support of this amendment. And 
perhaps the House will allow me 
for a moment because I can assure 
you Mr, Speaker I have no desire 
whatever, to unduly prolong this 
debate, to ask him what he thinks 
of the purport of this amendment? 
Is it not a representation to the 
Grown of a supposed division ex­
isting in the cabinet ?

Can my hon. friend point out 
in British constitutional history 
an example of such a representa­
tion made to the Grown by the 
House of Commons within the 
last three hundred years ? My 
hon. friend, who hates Tories, 
who is a Radical, who has kept 
track of the progress of British 
liberty,—bow is it pqssible for 
him to sqpport the representation 
contained in this amendment to 
the Crown of the supposed divi­
sion in the cabinet ? It only 
shows how very hidebound a 
party man my hon. friend is. 
For I submit to him that this 
amendment is one of the moat 
extraordinary that has ever been 
proposed in any modern British 
parliament. The st^t^ of the 
cabinet is not a matter for the 
Crown. In qlden times, cabinets 
were divided, iqiqisters might not 
be on speakjng terms, and in tfiat 
remote period representations 
could be made and were made to 
the Grown. But, nowadays, the 
constitution, the humour, the 
control of the cabinet is entirely 
under the t^ncj o£ ft)® Hoqse of 
Commons. Jt is 4 committee of 
parliament, it ig » retrogafie step 
to make representation to His 
Royal Highness the Governor 
General on a matter which the 
tjonse of Commons alone can and 
should take cognisance qf.

But my object in rising is more 
especially to say something to 
my right hon. friend the leader of 
the opposition (Sir Wilfred 
Laurier j. He and I, in the many 
years we have get tqgetfier jq tj)e 
House, though" we have not been 
on the same side, have always 
been good friends. But I would 
ask him, why has he exhibited 
since tjje 21st of September, and 
more particularly since we met for 
the present session, so ranch bad 
humour ?

place, to his extreme discomfiture, 
on the 21st September; I heard 
my right hon. friend's statement 
jo the House—and heard it with 
great surprise—that tfie people, 
in that memorable election he'd 
been carried away by sentiment 
and by prejudice. Surely, he is 
judging lightly and insufflcently 
the demeanour of the people in 
that great election. Surely he is 
developing—and I make him no 
grave reproich 1 abolit qit-^thaf 
very natural sentiment of vinî^7 
which when a man passes a cer­
tain age, leads biro to believe that 
he alone is right, and’that those 
who do not foflow his opinion are 
necessarily in error.

There was sentiment, there was 
feeling. There was a natural 
determination of the Canadian 
people to do by themselves and 
not to become the slaves of the 
great republic to the south. But 
there was also I submit to you, 
Mr. Speaker, a careful weighing, 
a prudent appreciation of all the 
conditions of that bargain which 
was extendedjto us by our neigh­
bours after their refusal- during 
twenty years or more to meet us 
on any terms of arrangement 
It was not only sentiment, but it 
was also a careful and judicious 
appreciation of all the [conditions 
of the pact which led the people 
of Canada on that day to affirm 
their determination to remain 
Canadian, to remain in the empire 
and to continue their develop­
ment, as they have done since 
confederation, independent of all 
foreign influence.

Mr. MONK. We will come to 
them in good time. My right 
hon. friend started in the pro 
vioce of Quebec, long ago, a cam­
paign with the view to establish­
ing that he alone was in a posi­
tion to protect his compatriots of 
that province—against whom ? 
Against the enroaefiments of the 
Gonrervative party. That was 
the starting point of my right 
hon. friend; that was the object of 
the çampaign he made in 1896. 
and he succeeded, fie »qd his 
friends in pursui^ding the people 
of the province of Quebec, or a 
large number of them, that tbepe 
was in the Conservative party an 
unfriendly, a hostile, an inimical 
disposition towards the. people of 
that province. And if to-day he 
meets the result that hag occured 
he owes it to the falsity of that 
charge qqd to the refuge he took 
in it for so many years,

What was the condition in 
1896 ? Allusion was made to it 
yesterday by my hon. friend the 
Minister of Marine and Fisheries 
(Mr. Hazen). At that time it was 
contented by my right hon. friend 
(Sir Wilfred Laurier) in the pro 
vince of Quebec that the untold 
sacri6ce and efforf of the Con­
servative party qt th$t time in 
order to give satisfaction to the 
minority in Manitoba was noth­
ing but simulation on the part-of 
the Conservative leaders.

How many times have I heard 
my right hon. friend in the pro­
vince of Quebeo contend that the 
Remedial Bill, which was the 
cause of the defeat of the Con­
servative party in that year, did 
not contain a sufficent measure of 
ustice fpr the minority of Mani 

toba. My right hon. fçiçnd prom- 
sed that if he were given power 
he would give a greater measure 
of justice to the minority, and it 
is upon that representation in the 
province of Quebec, and upon his 
success in building up for him 
•elf, and his friends a totally un 
deserved reputation for bsin^ thg 
pnly just, the only fair iqen to the 
people of bis own province, that 
be obtained that ascendency 
which- he did obtain, and with 
the loss of which he is now 
threatened. Now, Mr. Speaker, 
what is the fact? I point this 
out in order to show the Rouse 
the gradation Ip the loss of popu­
larity by my hon. friend, in the 
loss of that confidence .which he 
never 6an regain 10 otir province. 
The elections of 1896 gave my 
right hon. friend the power to 
carry out that prorpise. Efe did 
pot do so. My right bon. frieud 
knows what he did. These peo­
ple to whom he had made that 
promise he threw overboard. Is 
that -a fact or is it not ? We 
know what the situation is to­
day, an<{ tj)^fc whatever advan­
tages or rights tfiey enjoy they 
owe purely and simply to the in­
dulgence of the government of 
that province. Th^h came the 
second test—because, the people of 
oQr province do nofr'readily aban­
don confidence in a man when 
once they have given it. In 1905 
ray right hon. friend bad a fresh

opportunity. He knows what 
heppened when he constituted these 
two new provinces. He came down to 
the House with a measure which he 
said wae grounded upon the rock of the 
conatitntion. It gave according to him, 
a joet measure of protection to the 
minority in the territories that were 
going to he constituted into two pro­
vinces. Somebody raised their hand. 
My right hon. fiiend withdrew from 
that position immediately, once more 
he deceived the confidence that had 
been placed in him, and he abandoned 
the position he bad taken top with re 
gard to people whom he wae bound to 
protect. My right bon friend remem 
here that upon that occasion when we 
were discaseiog the constitution of the 
new provinces some of ns moved an 
amendment by which we Bought to 
obtain for the minority the important 
right of the nee of their own language. 
My right bon. friend remembere that,

Mr. DEVLIN. Who abolished it ?

Mr. MONK. Yon did.|
Mr. DEVLIN. Will my hon. friend 

allow me one qneetion? Who passed 
the law in 1890, abolishing that right 
in the Northwest Territories, was it 
the Liberal or the Conservative party ? 
Mr. MONK. At that time there wae 
abeolnte nnanimity in the House that 
the right of that minority to their lan­
guage stood absolutely upon the eame 
basis as the right to their schools, there 
can be no donbt whatever about that. 
In anewer to my hon. friend’s question, 
I say that at that moment, once more 
deceiviog the people whose confidence
