A BRIEF CAREER.
The London TYmea has a short synopsis 

of the career of n young English gentleman, 
named Harvey Wadge, who came to Dublin, 
nnd devoted himself with great energy to the 
development of the Industrial res ources o( 
Ireland, which be said were magnificent, but 
unaccountably neglected. All that was 
needed to make the country prosperous was 
capital, directed by intelligence. Happily, 
Mr. Harvey Wadge was a gentleman who 
fell a.deep interest in our people, and he1 had 
an unlimited amount of capital, being a 
large proprietor of English mines, and hav­
ing, though a yonng man, realized* an im­
mense fortune. What Ireland wanted, there­
fore, said the press, was more Wadges. lie 
established a company and set n factory go­
ing in the neighbourhood of Dublin. He 
established an industrial magazine to make 
known the wants of Ireland on the one band, 
and its latent wealth on the other. Alter a 
few months the magazines suddenly stopped, 
but this- was because the object for which it 
was started had been effectually accomplish­
ed during its brief and prosperous career,and 
Mr Harvey Wadge found that the time and 
attention it required must be devoted to 
scheme* of a higher and nobler character. 
In the meantime his entertainments were in 
n style of splendour almost unparalleled, as 
became a millionaire. His bouse was fur­
nished in the most costly manner, and his 
taste was the theme of general admiration. 
He bad in his cellar a quantity of the choic­
est vintages, which be declared to be 100 
years old. Marley, the fine old family seat 
of the La Touches, was in the Landed Es­
tates Court, and Mr. Harvey Wadge was 
declared the purchaser, making a deposit of 
£12,000 in part payment. In the meantime, 
there were mysterious whispers in commer­
cial circles that all was not right, and ulti­
mately it was announced in the iashionahle 
intelligence of the Dublin pajfi»rs that Mr. 
Harvey Wadge had left town for a short 
visit to Italy, where he was required to au­
thenticate ô signature in a will case,in which 
a prince was • tie of the parties,. It soon 
transpired that this enterprising gentleman 
was not likely to return to the country which | 
he promised to regenerate, and many of those 
in whom he inspired confidence have ccme to 
the conclusion that it would be better with­
out such industrial operators to develope its 
resources.

Terrible Fasul Accldenl.

A MAN LITERARY CUT T« PfECKS.

Accidents seem to be of frequent occur, 
rence now a days, and scarcely a day passes 
that we gie not called upon to relate an 
accident, either from the effects of liquor 
or sheer carelessness, on the part of the un­
fortunates. This morning we have to record 
another horrible accident, which took place 
a short distance west of this city, on the 
line of the G. W. R. The man had evident 
ly been lying tlown^on the track w/ien the 
mishap occurred, and had been tossed about 
from side to aide by the passing trains 
through the night. He was fearfully muti­
lated, and presented a horribo and appalling 
appearance^, Both arms were cut off at the 
shoulder, Ms right leg severed from the body 
at the hip, and the left one also cut off a 
little above the knee. One of the feet, his 
left oue, was entirely gone, and thfc half of 
the right one also mangled. As the mail 
train going west, yesterday morning, was 
approaching Sifton s Cut, the driver saw 
some dark object ahead lying on the track. 
The brakes were put on, and the train stop­
ped. On going up to the place, they dis­
covered the remains ot a mao, horribly 
mangled, and removed them to one side, and 
then sent word back to the station here of 
the occurrence. A band car was immediate­
ly got ready, and two or three men went 
out and brought the body back. Alderman 
Hughes was then informed of the facta, and 
the remains were shortly afterwards put into 
a coffin and taken to the dead-house at tho 
City Hospital, at which place we saw them. 
An inquest was held yesterday afternoon 
which was adjourned till Monday next. Thé 
following is a description ot the deceased : 
Black hair, inclined to curl | black beard, 
nn inch and n half long, word full, except 
the moustache ; high cheek bones ; only tour 
teeth in upper jaw, and one in the lower ; 
sallow skin ; eyes erey ; height about 5 feet 
6 or 7 inches $ siout built } clothing rough, 
but good t no test ; shirt ot wool, checked 
red and drab ; coat, brownish red, drab 
cloth; pants, thick woolen and stripped ; 
hoots, cowhide—heels much worn to one 
aide. II is coat was completely torn to 
shreds, and the sight altogether was one ot 
the most awful that could be conjectured.

Thet-e were no boats in the harbour. It 
was silent and deserted.

But 
who may yoe be, sir—and how in the world 
did you escape trom a Rumina prison 7”

‘•Sawed the bars, and lowered myself down 
by a rope ! My name is Lionel D'Arcey, 
captain in her majesty’s 35th regiment and 
I was taken prisoner at Sebastopol, and sent 
to Odessa. I came there three days ago, 
and now I am here, free from bondage.”

Thus Lionel spoke, and as he stood there 
the centre of a thousand eyes, with torches 
and lamjw flashing npoa him, bis noble coun- 
leuancnce, piercing eyes, stately form, and 
frank, manly bearing, gave him an instant 
popolarity, which the prestige thrown around 
him by his daring escape, tightened to 
enthusiasm.

For a moment a pause followed hii speech 
but suddenly the boatswain stepped forward.

“Hurrah T he yelled. “Hurrah, for the 
galleut gentleman ! Three times three, 
boys 1 Hip, hip !

The following abstract of the election 
law has been prepared by an eminent legal 
tulthoii*5; and will remove some doubts 
which have been started by several cor­
respondents ;—

The qualification of Parliamentary elec­
tors is defined by the 81st section of the 
Municipal Act of 18(36, to be as follows :

The owner or occupant of real property 
of the actual value,

In cities, of,...........$600
In towns, of.....'...........   400

, In villages, of....................... 300
In townships, of ............... ‘200

Besides'possessing the requisite proper­
ty qualification, the elector must hi va 
Veen entered on tho last revised assess­
ment roil, from which tho voter’s list is 
prepared: - In inuuiripalitics where the 
assessment roll ot 1867 has been revis 'd, 
It is the'duty of the Clerk to prepare the 
voter’s list from this roll, and if complet­
ed by him and fyled with the Cle<k of the 
Peace one month before the dite of the 
Writ for the election, such list is the pro- 

, per one to govern who are tlectors.— 
where this has not been done,the Voter’s 
list will be that prepared from the assess­
ment roll of )866, Whether that should 
have been prepared on tho old qualifica­
tion or on the new, gives rise to a quvs 
lion of some uncertainty. By the 437th 
section cf the Act of 180b (which intro­
duces the new qualification), tho provis­
ions with reference to tho qualification of 
electors and candidates are postponed 
from taking effect until after the 1st of 
September, 1867. The Act contains 
distinct provisions with reference to the 
qualifications of Municipal and Parlia­
mentary clvctois. and also as to municipal 
candidates, and the first part of this 437th 
section applies expressively to “ munici­
pal candidates,’’ and followed the usual 
legal rule of construction, according to tlie 
maxim “ noscitura tocHi," it would seem 
that the electors and candidates meant by j 
this auction arc municipal. Tho voter's I 
list, when finally revised, is final and con­
clusive, and no question of qualification 
can be raised at the election, but of the 
identity only ot the voteraith the elector, 

fwhoso name is on the list.

Ct-trago, 
Buffalo, Newark, Louisville, Albany, San 

Francisco and Providence; bas been increas­
ed during the six years, from 1860 to 1866. 
from about 9103,500,000 to about $140,- 
600.000. This gives an average increase oi 
some 45 per* celt. A .comparison of the 
whole taxation per head of the populations 
of the cities of New York, Philadelphia, 
Boston, Cincinnati, Chicago and San Francis­
co, leads to the conclusion, as far as one cun 
judge from the cities instanced, that the 
total taxation of the city population in the 
S'atee has increased from about $12 per 
WH m I860 to $30 per bead in 18*6. 
There is considerable diversity in the proper 
lions between the different cities, and the 
ratio of increase also varies materially at the 
several places ; but this may be taken es 
the average augmentation of their burthens 
since the year antecedent to ibe war. Al­
lowing five persons to each family, it would 
follow that the amount of taxation paid dir­
ectly and indirectly by the oily population 
is$16$ per family, against 60 in i860, show- 

an average increase of $90 per family. 
I immense addition to city burdens must 

materially affect the social and political

The assays 
made by Mr. Wyckoff, io New York, 
and his ton in Madoc,.have certainly de­
monstrated beyond a doubt that we have 
here at our very doors, one of the richest 
mineral countries iu the world, even be­
yond the expectation of the most sanguine. 
No new discoveries have been made ; but 
all the mines opened last year and this 
spring, have been found by assay lo be 
exceedingly rich, the ore taken in most 
instances from the surface, varying in 
value from $16 to $300 per ton, with 
enough silver in it to pay for working. 
A more fluttering state of things could 
not well be imagined. Specimens of 
quartz taken from the Richardson Mine, 
of exceeding richness, are now to be 
seen at the Hardware Store of Mr. Jas. 
Glass. lie has a large number of pieces, 
and in all are to be seen striking out of 
the quartz in all directions veins of gold, 
and email nuggets from the size of a pin
