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Adopted by the Council
To Forestall Hill

Plant Will Be Installed 
Next Summer to De­
stroy City Refuse.

(Saturday's. Dally)
It took the council nearly four hours 

last night to decide which particular 
brand of Incinerator the city should use 
to destroy its refuse.

The order has been "in the air” so to 
speak ,for nearly a month. Tenders 
were called for aiM several firms put in 
bids. Only two at the bids were consid­
ered, the EeOarey and the Heenan ft 
Froude.

The mayor and Commissioner Face 
put in a commissioner's report favor­
ing the adoption of the DeCai ey sys­
tem. Commissioner Kinnalrd and the 
city engineer put in an adverse report 
favoring the Heenan ft Froude. Mr. 
DeCarey, manufacturer of the DeCar- 
ey plants, addressed the council a week 
ago explaining the virtues of his sys- 
system and a motion was made to close 
with his company and place the order. 
Mr .Gorman, of Gorman, Clancy ft 
Grlndley, who are Edmonton agents for 
the Heenan & Froude Incinerator, was 
In the council room and told the council 
that Mr. Taunton, representative of the 
Heenan ft Froude, was on his way to 
Edmonton and would be In the city in 
time to attend a special meeting last 
night, if one were he'd. The placing of 
the order was thei efore held up for a 
week.

On Thursday Mr. Taunton arrived and 
last night the whole subject was re­
opened and ths city aldermen settled 
back for a long session. There was 
Alderman Picard as acting mayor, with 
Aldermen Bellamy, Manson, Mays, Cal­
houn and Latta on the benches. The 
secretary-treasurer had a table littered 
with pians, charts, blue-prints, tenders 
and specifications. The destructor re 
preentatlves had whole reams of re­
commendations, testimonials and ep's'.’ev 
of one sort and another which they ar­
ranged In order of discharge.

The Heenan ft Froude man opened 
tire with the first battery by placing 
before ths couqcll a communication, 
which looked like a sup^leireit to his 
tender, guaranteeing _hig plant for fif­
teen years, and undertaking to replace 
any defective material or faulty con­
struction.

Aider man Mays objected to this codicil 
on the grounds of fairness. He said it 
was hardly the proper thing to receive 
tenders and then after the tenders had 
been opened to allow one of the tender­
ers to supplement his tender.

Mr. Taunton protested thatt he was 
not supplementing his tender—that he

BYLAW PASSED.

At the city council meeting last night 
two formal by-laws were passed, the 
/first being an amendment to the fire 
by-law and the second the rate levy 
by-law.

The fi^e by-law was for ths purpose 
of providing that permits be taken out 
for all buildings about to be erected 
within the city.

It has heretofore been presumed that 
such was the case but It was discover­
ed recently that the by-law wag defec­
tive and that the only place where 
the building inspector had absolute 
jurisdiction was within the fire lim­
its. Last night's alteration changes 
gll that, and now anyone who under­
takes to build in any part of the city, 
and falls to take out a permit is liable 
to a severe fine.

The rate levy by-law merely pro­
vides, for the levying of the taxes In 
conformity with the 101-2 mill rate 
adopted by the, council at the last meet­
ing. The poll tax rate was put at 
*2, and on motion of Alderman Calhoun 
a clause was added making ths 5 per 
cent rebate apply to poll tax paid 
previous to Nov. 30th, the same as any 
other taxes.

had stated in his tender thatt the Hee­

This explanation looked quite reasonable

The concensus of opinion of the coun­
cil seemed to te that the Heenan ft 
Froude had all the best of It on the 
first count, whereas the EeJarey had 
the best of it on the cecond count.

By this motion the council undertakes 
the purchase of a 60-ton garbage des­
tructor costing 340,600. The DeCarey 
people guarantee their plant to do the 
work and failing this they name the 
full amount of their tender as the 
amount of their forfeit. They under­
take to instal the plant In a brick and 
steel building, everything complete and 
ready for work, within 120 days of the 
date when they restive the order.

B.C. Tragedy
TWO DEAD, ONE WOUNDED.

Deadly Work at Greenwood—Murderer 
is Still at Large. --

Greenwood, P.C.j Oct. 19—James A.; 
Dale shot and killed Peter Goudeav ] 
and Joseph Celle and wounded David 
Smith.

Goudeau and Celle went to Bea 
verdell to Carmi on Sunday night 
going to Dale’s boarding house for 
sus^per. Smith was also there. Dur 
ing the course of the meal a quarrel 
arose between Dale and the twe 
Frenchmen, Godeau and Celle. It 
was not considered a serious quarrel 
and no such ending was anticipated 
After supper Goudeau and Celle ac­
companied by Smith, went to the 
former’s cabin to spend the evening 
They had not been there long when 
they were surprised by a rifle bullet 
crashing through the window and 
lodging in Smith’s shoulder. Two 
more shots were fired in rapid succes­
sion and the two other occupants of 
the cabin were stricken ; Godeau re­
ceived a wound in the neck, while 
Celle was shot in the breast iust be­
low the heart. Both men died almost 
instantly. Smith remained conscious 
and was able to walk out of the cabin 
and across to the post office, where he 
informed some eight men gathered 
there, of what had happened. Dale 
meanwhile went into the cabin and 
viewed his bloody work. He thei 
started for the post office, firing as he 
went, one of the bullets entering by 
way of the window, but without doins 
any damage. Among those inside 
vwtsJim Dale, uncle of the murderer. 
By this time the men had secured 
arms and vyent out to secure Dale, 
but he took refuge in an empty cabin 
nearby and from his secure post kept 
his would-be capturers at bay. The 
man seemed crazy for blood and 
stood ready to shoot on sight. The 
night was pitchy dark and the men 
were afraid to surround the cabin and 
bring the man to terms lest they 
shoot each other and add still more 
lives to the list.

For some time they managed to 
keep him in the cabin awaiting day­
light to come to their aid, but about 
1 a.m. he gave them the slip and es­
caped to the hills.

Since. then lie has qo.t been seen.. 
He is antii'd"f wfth ■ a Tapeating riïfe 
and has plenty of ammunition.

COMMISSIONERS CHANGE FRONT

Now Recommend Single Track Street 
Railway Belt Line by Namayo, 

Sutherland and First.

(Saturday’s Daily! I
The commissioners put in a new re­

commendation to the city council 
last night which provides for a much 
less ambitious street railway scheme 
than at first contemplated. At the 
same time they put in a new paving 
estimate, presumably to be taken in 
conjunction. The following are the 
two reports :—

Oct. 19, 1906. 
REPORT OF COMMISSIONERS. 
Since making our former report on 

the cost of a street railway system 
we have considered that in order to 
put it on a paying basis more immed- 
ately that it would be better to. 

change the route in order to shorten 
the trackage and also to bring the line 
in the more thickly settled districts.

With this idea in view we now beg 
to submit the following plan, viz:

Single track on Namayo from Jas­
per to Sutherland : thence along Suth­
erland to First, from First to Jasper 
and on Jasper a double track from 
Namayo to Fourth and a single track 
from Fourth to Twenty-first street.

This makes approximately 2 7-10 
miles of single track and 3-5 miles 
of double track. With the ordinary 
60 lb. T rail construction this will 
cost approximately $86,784., but as it 
is understood that street paving is to 
bo gone on with in conjunction with 
the construction of a street railway 
system we would recommend that the 
100 H», girder rail be used and on the 
above distance this would entail an 
expenditure of about $14,500.00 more, 
bringing the total up to $101.284.

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BUSY LETHBRIDGE.

Enthusiastic Citizen Tells of the Pro­
gress of the Southern City.

Mr. A. E. Humphries. J.P., of 
I,etlibridge,, was in the city yesterday 
and gave the Bulletin a friendly call. 
Mr. Humphries is enthusiastic about 
his southern city and its progress. 
He says that a C. P. R. round house, 
covering about five acres, is now 
about half erected. The C. P. R. 
and A. R. and I roads are now us­
ing the new union station and a new 
union freight shed 500 feet long has 
been erected..

The new Lethbridge woollen mill 
will be started in a few days. The 
building is a large one, requiring 
some 350,000 brick for its construc­
tion. A $150,000 addition is being 
built to the brewery and the Leth­
bridge Brick and Terra Cotta com­
pany is putting in a drying plant at 
a cost of $11,000 for the manufacture 
of pressed brick.

Mr. Humphries says that crops in 
general have been good. John Silver 
broke 2,200 acres last year and thresh­
ed 48,000 bushels of Tu*ey red 
wheat and 7,000 bushels of oats as a 
result of his labor. Crest and Dan­
iels broke 800 acres last year and 
their spring wheat yielded about 25 
bushels to the acre. J. W. Pitcher, 
near Cardston, had a record yield of 
41 bushels of wheat to the acre,while 
the popular member for Cardston, J. 
W. Woolf, M.P.P., had a yield of 
over 40 bushels to the acre.

Mr. Humphries was surprised at 
the growth of this city and the gen­
eral progress made in this section. 
He left last night on the C. N. R. 
for Chipman to visit friends and see 
the country along the line of the new 
railway.

The year’s operations showed that the 
net debt was increased by $818,811 or

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THE CITY CAN FINANCE STREET 
RAILWAY SYSTEM .
(Friday's Daily)

The estimates presented to the coun­
cil by the city engineer and the com­
missioners indicate that while the pro­
posed pavement and street car line 
would involve a heavy investment it 
is an investment by no means beyond 
the financial capability of the city.

According to the estimates the cost 
of the length of pavement considered 
desirable and if the car line considered 
necessary for present needs would be 
about $525,000. Economies might be 
efleeted by shortening the length of 
pavement and by cheapening the con­
struction of the car line along the 
non-payed streets, where in any event 
it must at some future date be torn 
up to fity the pavement, but the cost 
would not probably fall below the 
figures indicated and might for assur­
ance be considered as liable to exceed 
this sum and run as high even as 
$400,000.

Even so the amount required should 
be easily within the power of the city 
to finance. The city’s bonded indebt­
edness at the present time exclusive 
of local improvement debentures and 
debentures on public utilities which 
are either self-sustaining or dividend 
producing is less than half a million. 
Under the charter the city has bor­
rowing powers to within twenty per 
cent, of the assessed valuation of its 
property. The assessment this year is 
$17,000,003, which gives a borrowing 
power of $3,-190,090. Allowing there­
fore for the expense of the trunk 
sewer now under way and for the ex­
tension of the other utilities which 
must be undertaken at no distant date, 
the burden of the proposed pavement 
and ear line should not run our credit 
unduly near the danger line.

Nor -under these circumstances 
should the city find difficulty in se­
curing the money should it be decided 
to proceed with the enterprises, the 
more so bicause all the other city en­
terprises are paying their way and 
some earning handsome profits. A 
car line is usually the big paying util­
ity ip a city, and assuming that the 
time has come" tor its installation in 
Edmonton there is no reason to-as­
sume that the rule would hr found to 
fail here.

Whatever the council may decide to 
do with the proposition the estimates 
submitted already serve the purpose 
of proving the ability of the city to 
finance a street railway system. Pre­
sumably this was the direct purpose 
of having the estimates prepared for 
their preparation v as requested when 
a company was seeking a franchise for 
a street railway- fr-mi the city. On 
tee strength of the verdict given bv 
the estimates the council is justified 
in declining to consider the question 
of granting any such franchise.

With the principle of the resolution 
few will be found objacting, save those 
whose personal gr_el outweighs all- con­
sideration of the general good' But it 
"the land for the settler*' is a popular 
maxim in Canada today It Is neither, 
because Ger e -at Conference discover­
ed it, nor because Dr. Chown endorsed 
it, but because the present govern­
ment of the Dominion carried the prin­
ciple into actual administrative policy 
long years before General Conference 
embodied it in a resolution or Dr. 
Chov/n sought to enforce it by miare- 
presenting the policy in which it is ie-i 
fleeted.

Libérais least of all will be found- 
criticizing the principle which has shaped 
and guided the land policy of the pres­
ent government, but they will object 
strenuously to this po.iey being mis­
stated even for -the purpose of promul­
gating that principle . And when' Dr. 
Chown implies that the policy f-has 
"been pursued in Canada for jeiro, of 
"permitting speculators to obi. in im- 
"mense blocks of public land " he ota’.es 
what ordinarily well-^iformed Cana­
dians throughout the length and breadth 
of Canada know to be false, and what 
the writer himself must either have 
known to be false or must admit, to 
indicate a lack of information hardly 
commensurate with the dignity of his 
position or the assurance of his state­
ment.

Had Dr. Chown'a Information been 
/hat it should have been and his pur­

pose what ot is popularly supposed to be 
he might have said that such policy 
did obtain in Canada up to 1896, but,he 
wou.d neither have gi-.ei the impress 
slon nor permitted the in'erence that this 
policy exists today. He would have 
been foretd-to admit that during the p2si. 
ten years b.oeke of public landshavenot 
been permlttc i to pass from the gov­
ernment into the hands of a corpora­
tion, save on "conditions which 
would” and d;d "prevent their leinj 
held for speculative purpose i only.”

These facts Dr. Chown either knew or 
should have known. If he knew then 
he not only ignored or suppreSee 1 them, 
but purposely replaced then with a 
contrary abatement ; it ho did not know 
he should take the etrliest opportun­
ity of tendering a public apology for 
his Ignorance. That he did not know 
is .under t he circumstances, scarce y 
credible, and if, knowing the facta, he 
denied them, this can scarce ÿ be taken 
cither as a token of his iejard for 
or of his anxiety to encourage 
the prac.lce of the princip e he pro­
fesses to champion.

The city's bonded indebted­
ness at the present time exclusive of 
local lmprovefnent debentures and de­
bentures on public utilities which are 
either self-sustaining or dividend pro­
ducing is less than half a million 
Under the charter the city has borrow­
ing powers to within twenty per cent 
of the assessed valuation of Its pro­
perty. The assessment this year is 
$17,uu0t000, which gives a borrowing 
potver of $3,400,000. Allowing therefore 
for the expense of the trunk sewer 
now under way and for the extension 
oi the other utilities which must be 
undertaken at no distant date, the 
burden of the proposed pavement and 
car line should not run our credit un­
duly near the danger line.

Nor under these circumstances should 
the city find difficulty in securing the 
money should it be decided to proceed 
with the enterprises, the mere so be­
cause all the other city enterprises are 
paying their way and some earning 
handsome profits. A car line is usual­
ly the big paying utility in a city and 
assuming that the t ime has com3 for 
its installation in Edmonton there is no 
reason to assume that the rule wduld 
be found to fail here.

Whatever the council may decide to 
do with the proposition the estimates 
submitted already serve the purpose of 
proving the ability of the city to fin­
ance a street railway system. Presum­
ably this was the direct purpose of 
having the estimates prepared for their 
preparation was requested when a com­
pany was seeking a franchise for a 
street railway from the city.

Believing that "the e.rth is the 
Lord’s and the fulness there if,” and 
that under - the providence of God the 
state is a trustee where duty it is to 
enact the conditions under which tie 

’divine gifts should be used for tie bene­
fit of ail ; we thereto; « condemn the 
handing over of large tracts o! land 
to indivllulls and corporations without 
attaching condition r, which would pre- 
vopt their being r e "d for speculative 
purposes only. Whenever vested rights 
are not interfere-1 with we recommend 
legislation which will prevent ary in­
dividual or corporation from profiling 
hereafter out of the unearned incre­
ment in the value of land.'

SOME OF EDMONTON’S GRANTS.
(Calgary Albertan)

Calgary does not very often look to 
Edmonton for bright and shining ex­
amples, but in some cases the people 
who are at the head of affairs might 
do so with some profit. The last list 
of expenditures shows that the city 
council gave $1,060 for the entertain­
ment of the Canadian Manufacturers' 
Association. No person ever heard an 
objection to it. In Calgary the initial 
grant was $100. Even to such a 
grant some objection was made. Then 
it was raised to $500 and more objec­
tion was made. After some lobbying 
and considerable effort this was rais­
ed to $750 and after certain persons in 
this town nearly collapsed.

The Calgary city council treats with 
little consideration, the Calgary board 
of trade in doing, much Of its work. 
The Edmonton lfpity council endows 
very liberally the.board of trade which 
works in connection with it.

The Calgary city council has nothing 
at all for the exhibition board, while 
the Edrrionton council last year put up 
$5,000 to advance Its interests.

No person suggests lavish expendi­
ture. But assistance to those deserv­
ing institutions which may be depend­
ed upon to advance the interests of the 
city, should receive mere encourage­
ment from our municipality.

Premier McBride of British Columbia 
Withdrew From the Conference.

On Friday the real trouble with 
British Columbia began at the pre­
mier’s conferenae in Ottawa. Premier 
McBrftjir wanted the special claims of 
Brittih Celymbia. for an extra sub­
sidy to be referred to *rt>iîration. On 
motion of Mr. Murray, seconded by 
Mr. Weir, a resolution was adopted 
stating that it was unadvisable that 
the claim of any province for sub­
sidies be referred to arbitration. All 
the provinces voted for this except 
British Columbia so that it was lost 
by 8 to 1. Mr. McBride then laid be-* 
fore the conference the following de­
claration :

”1 protest that the question of Brit­
ish Columbia's claim upon the Do­
minion government should not be con­
sidered by the conference but that it 
is a question between the government 
of British Columbia and the Dominion 
government.”

Mr. Whitney moved, Seconded by 
Mr. Murray : That in view of the 
large area, geographical position and 
very exceptional natures of the said 
province of British Columbia, it is 
the opinion of this conference that the 
said province should receive a reas­
onable additional allowance for the 
purposes of civil govlrnment in ex­
cess of the provisions made in the 
Quebec resolutions of 1902, and that 
such additional allowance should be 
to the extent of one hundred thousand 
dollars annually for ten years.

This was discussed all day at Sat­
urday’s mleting. It was moved in 
amendment’ (to Mr. Whitney’s mo­
tion) by Mr. Scott, seconded by Mr. 
Rutherford: \ "That the following 
words be added to Mr. Whitney’s mo­
tion respecting exceptional treatment 
to British Columbia :

“In viewofthe - mewfy It tet etill 
• “In view of the very exceptional 

conditions of settlement existing in 
the province of Manitoba, Alberta 
and Saskatchewan, each of the said 
provinces should hi granted for a pe­
riod of ten years an allowance of fifty 
thousand dollars per annum in excess 
of the subsidies provided by the Que­
bec. resolutions of 1902, as amended.' ”

At this stage Honfl Mr. McBride 
withdrlw from the further proceed­
ings of the conference. The conference 
dividing on the above amendment, it 
was lost on division. The question 
then being put on Mr. Whitney’s 
motion, the conflrence adopted it un­
animously.

Provinces to Make Concessions.
Mr. Roblin moved, seconded by Mr. 

Peters : “That as a result of the de­
liberations of tiiia conference with 
the reprlsentatives ef the government 
of the Dominion of Canada : 1—This 
conference recommends to each legis­
lature to abolish the special tax on 
commercial travellers, provided that 
this recommlndation does not apply 
to any license payable under any act 
concerning the sale of intoxicating 
liquors.

Unavailing Attempt to Placate Mc­

Mr. McBride returned, but did 
not’ stay long, and then retired alto­
gether, taking his papers along with 
him. The other ministers said that 
vhe British Columbia premier would 
not give them any data to go on and 
Mr. Whitnly told him in conference 
that he was neither frank nor candid.

What the Dominion Will Do.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier informed the 

provinces that he would not be able 
to give them all that they aaked. He
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could not accede to thl financial re­
solutions of 1902, but he would give 
them what was asked at the comer- 
ence of 1887. The difference was 
that in the latter there was no amount 
fo rcriminal justicl, while in the re­
solutions of 1902 they asked for*202c a 
head for this purpose. Along with 
Mr. Fielding he said that he would 
visit England next spring, and ar­
range for an amendment to the British 
North America act. The premier 
touched upon the othlr subjects tak­
en up at the conference.

Taking the 1887 resolutions the 
sums that the provinces will hereafter 
receive will be as follows :

Specific subsidies for general and 
civil legislation, Ontario, $240,000; in­
crease $160,000; Quebec $240,000, in- 
crlase $170,000; Nova Scotia $190,000, 
increase $130,000; New Brunswick, 
$180,000, increase $130,000; Manitoba 
$180,000, increase $130,000; British 
Columbia $150,000, increase $115,000; 
Prince Edward Island $160,000, in­
crease $70,000.

On the per capita tax the subsidies 
will be as follows : Ontario $1,746,357, 
increasl $6292,484 ; Quebec $1,319,118, 
increase $429,865; Nova Scotia $367,- 
659, increase $47,659; New Brunswick 
$264,896, no increase as yet; Mani­
toba $203,957, no increase ; British 
Columbia $140,525, no increase ; Prince 
Edward Island $82,000, no increase. 
This makes an increasl for the old 
provinces of $1,107,008 in the per ca­
pita subsidies, and of $905,000 on the 
specific, or a total increase of $2,014,- 
018. To this will have to be added 
the $100,000 special grant for British 
Columbia and also the increases for 
thl two new provinces which will be 
$130,000 for each, or a total increase 
to all provinces of $2,374,018.

$130,000 a Year for Alberta.
Manitoba and the two new pro­

vinces of Saskatchewan and Alberta 
do not profit as yet by the increased 
per capita subsidy because they have 
not yet reached the maximum figure 
fixed by the arrangement which is 
now to be retired ; but hereafter they 
will each get a specific grant of $180,- 
annually for legislation, in place of 
$50,000 as heretofore. They will thus 
each get $130,000 a year more from 
the Dominion treasury. -

The specific subsidy under the new 
arrangement is based on $100,000 for a 
population of less than 150,000; on a 
population of 200,000, $10,000; ol 400, 
000, $190.000; 1,500,000, $220,000; and 
over that figure, $240,000. The new 
par capita subsidy is based on 80 
cents a head until the population is 
2,500,000, and over that 60 cents a 
head. To make these changes re­
quires an amendment of the B. N. A. 
act.

Ontario’s Special Memorandum.
The special memorandum put for­

ward by: Mr. Whitney for Ontario 
made certain representations. In the 
first place Ontario declared it was in 
favor of some definite and permanent 
nrrangèment regarding the subsidy 
question so as to do away with 
periodical applications for rearrange­
ment of the subsidies. The province 
did not agree in the idea that the 
B. N. A. act should not be changed. 
It would be strange, says the memor­
andum, if the fathers of confedera­
tion should legislate for posterity and 
so bind provinces which came into 
existence afterwards. The income of 
the Dominion from customs and ex­
cise should be taken into considera­
tion in defining the subsidies. The 
Dominion was not burdened with the 
responsibilities of an independent na­
tion. The provinces spent money 
for immigration and pay their share 
of the Dominion expenditure om the 
same work. The expenditures of the 
province must go on increasing while 
the revenue of the Dominion goes on 
increasing. Some of the provisions 
of the Australian act of union were 
cited. Because of the amount of 
customs revenue collected in Ontario 
compared with the expenditure on 
railways by the Dominion, special 
consideration should be given to the 
province. In future there should be 
no special grants. The claim for ad­
ministering the criminal law had 
merits. What Messrs. Whitney, Foy 
and Matheson, who signed the mem­
orandum, wanted was a settlement on 
a just and equitable basis to all the 
provinces.

The memorandum informally hand­
ed in by the premier of British Col­
umbia asked for an extra subsidp be­
yond that given the other provinces of 
$1 per head until the amount reached 
$300,000 per annum. After 400,000 
population was reached it was to be 
75 cents per head until $500,000 was 
reached, where it would remain until 
the population was one million and a 
half; then 33 1-3 cents until $600,000 
was received and until the population 
became 2,500,000 ; and afterwards 25 
cents per head in perpetuity. There 
was no resolution putting this to the 
conference, but as soon as Mr. Whit­
ney’s resolution giving British Colum­
bia $100,000 extra was put, Mr. Mc­
Bride withdrew. This was the only 
incident that marred the harmony of 
the proceedings from the opening ad­
dress of welcome by Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier down to the singing of God 
Save the King in the conference and 
the clinking of glasses with Hon. J. 
P. Whitney in the Ontario room last 
evening.

The Manitoba premier, who pre­
sented his own case in a brief and 
business-like way, did his best to get 
Mr. McBride satisfied, and Premier 
Whitney lost his patience with the 
man from the Pacific slope.

It was hinted before Mr. McBride 
left home that he was to play “A 
lone hand” for effect in the approach­
ing general election in his province 
rather than to get all he could in the 
way of a subsidy, and evidently Mr. 
Whitney1 saw something of this kind 
going on when he told the British 
Columbia premier that he was neither 
“frank nor candid."

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EXTINCTION OF THE BUFFALO.

At one time a buffalo overcoat was 
considered a necessity by those living 
in the North-Western States. In St. 
I aul one could buy such a coat for 
$10. Today a buffalo robe is worth 
f om $200 to $300. It was the piti­
ful sum of $1.50 to $4 each paid for 
their hides which tempted men to 
kill off the buffalo.

In 1870 the Pacific railroad had dif­
ficulty in operating its trains because 
of the enormous herds of buffalo 
t\ iiich crossed their tracks. At first 
the engineers tried charging these 
herds; but derailed ana- crippled en­
gines warned them that the buffalo 
were not to he brushed off the track 
in this reckless fashion.

After that the railroad trains were 
held up and passengers sometimes 
watched for two d» three hours the 
enormous herds crossing the lines. 
They wère quite inoffensive, and be­
ing unusually stupid beasts, were not 
at all frightened at the approach of 
man.

It was this stupidity that ’added the 
element of certainty to their extinc­
tion. Other animals when hunted 
grow wary of man and of the sound Of 
his gun, but the buffalo never associ­
ated the presence of man or the gun’s 
report with danger, and the hunter 
could easily follow a small herd, kill­
ing them off one by one until he shot 
them all.

This meant that a good hunter 
could kill from thirty to seventy- 
five buffalo a day. This meant a 
very large income, the promise ot 
which drew thousands of men to the 
plains, and during the years 1872-74 
millions of the animals were killed. 
In 1876 80,000 hides were shipped to 
the east from Fort Benton ; in 1884 
none were shipped. The year 1883 
had seen the virtual extinction of the 
buffalo.

The Southern herds were extermi­
nated first. They made their last 
stand in Texas, where, scattered over 
sparsely settled territory in diminish­
ed numbers, they offered little 
temptation to the professional hunter. 
Meantime the northern railroads were 
being pushed through, and the herds 
there were quickly attacked and ex­
terminated.

In 1883 the last great herd of buf- 
falo, estimated at 80,000, crossed thd 
Yellowstone river, going north, and it 
is thought that they perished of hard­
ship and disease. At all events they 
never came back, and they have nev­
er been heard of since.

The last great killing occurred in 
Western Dakota in 1883. A herd which 
at the beginning of the previous sea­
son had numbered ten thousand, had 
rapidly dwindled to one thousand, 
when in Octohef Sitting Bull and his 
band of nearly a thousand braves 
from the Standing Rock agency fell 
upon this last bunch, and in two days 
wiped it completely off the earth. The 
buffalo had gone,but strangely enough 
not even the butchers were aware of 
it. There had always been buffaloes 
—thousands and millions of them— 
and there always would be buffaloes, 
they thought. In the fall of 1883 
they nearly all fitted out as usual and 
went out to the range as confident as 
ever. But, alas ! the plains which 
had for a myriad years echoed to the 
thundering tread of marching hosts 
were for the first time silent wilder­
nesses. Buffalo wallows were there 
by thousands; buffalo trails crossed 
and recrosed the country like net­
work; there were bleached bones al­
most as numerous1 as the blades of 
prairie grass, but the great pictur- 
eque beings which had peopled the 
plains were gone, and the insatiate 
butchers were at last forced to un­
load their useless guns and sheath 
their knives.

CANADA’S BIG BRIDGES.
Six miles above Quebec, near the 

point where the St. Lawrence, at low 
water, is somewhat less than 2,000 
feet wide, a cantilever bridge is being 
built. As Brooklyn bridge had to 
yield the palm to the Fourth bridge 
in 1890, so now the Fourth bridge 
must yield it to the St. Lawrence. The 
central span of the Canadian bridge 
is 1,800 feet long, stretching almost 
from bank to bank. The central sus­
pended girder is 675 feet long and 130 
feet deep at the centre. The width of 
the anchor spans is 500 feet; of the 
approach spans 210 feet. Two tracks 
will carry the railroad traffic. There 
«ill be roadways for roads and street 
car traffic. So Canada will have the 
longest bridge span in the world.

The mammoth new cantilever bridge 
connecting Montreal with the south 
shore, which will cover nearly two 
miles nnd a'half when completed, was 
started last week. The bridge, when 
finished, will be the largest i in the 
^•orld and will take two years to 
construct.

GRAND TRUNQ AT JAMESTOWN 
EXPOSITION.

Norfolk, Va., Oct. 19—Among the 
interesting transportation exhibits at 
the Jamestown exposition, to be held 
on the snores of Hampton Roads,near 
Norfolk, in 1007, will be that of the 
Grand Arunk railway, the pioneer 
road of Canada, and the only double 
track system of that country. Not 
only is this road to participate in 
the transportation display at the ter­
centennial, but they w;il have a 
special building to house their ex­
pensive exhibits.

Although the headquarters of this 
immense system is located in Can­
ada, the company intend to have a 
display second to none, and with this 
in view they will erect a handsome 
building in a central location of the 
exposition grounds.

Mr., H. R. Charlton, advertising 
agent, and Mr. B. McM. Smith, south­
ern passenger agent, of the Grand 
Trunk system, an4 officials of the 
Jamestown ter-centennial, were in 
conference at the exposition head- 
yuarters in Norfolk, some time ago, 
and it was then decided by the com­
pany to erect a building, the plans 
for which to be immediately put into 
exception.

The decision of the company to par­
ticipate in- the exposition makes them 
the second trunk line to determine 
upon . such a course, the Southern 
railway having decided to display a 
splendid exhibit of the varied re­
sources along its thousand of miles 
of track. The Baltimore and Ohio 
railroad are considering an exhibit 
in engine construction, the plan be­
ing to give a graphic illustration of 
the progress made in this line of in- 
dgstry, by exhibiting the first engine 
ever used by the B. and O. alongside 
of one of their present day monsters.

The exhibit of the Grand Trunk 
railroad will be unique in that it will 
contain enlarged pictures of the 
summer resorts along their tracks, 
beautifully executed by noted artists, 
which in themselves will be works of 
art. Specimens of fish, game and 
other products so abundant in the 
regions "through which the system pas­
ses will all be displayed. The feature 
of the display, however, will be the 
mineral exhibit. One from the great 
minps at “Cobalt” and “'‘Ontario,” 
called the “New Silverdale,” on ac­
count of its great wealth of ore, will 
be made. This mine was opened last 
year and is considered one of the 
richest silver fields in the world.

REWARDED FOR SHOOTING.
St. Petersburg, Oct 16.—After Inves­

tigating the killing of Mile. Semenova, 
.the young medical student confined In 
the central prison at St. Petersburg, 
who was shot dead by a sentry on 
Sept. 16, when she showed herself at 
the window of her cell overlooking the 
courtyard, the commander of the St. 
Petersburg, has thanked the soldier 
who killed the girl and has given a 
reward of five dollars. In addition, the 
soldier Is upheld in the order of the 
day as an example to his comrades of 
ths faithful performance of duty. The 
prisoners {lalmed that tha sentry fired 
without any warning of provocation, 
while the sentry said he ordered Mile. 
Semenova four times to leave the win­
dow where she and some of her com­
panions were taunting members of 
the Semlnovsky regiment with the part 
they, had taken In the suppression of 
the revolt at Moscow, which resulted 
In the assassination of General Min, who 
was formerly colonel of the regiment.

FOURTEEN LIVES LOST.

THE CHURCH AND ITS MODERN 
PROBLEM.

Toronto Globe : The attitude of 
the church to the acute forms of the 
problem of life today is touched at 
once with infinite sadness and with 
unconquerable hope. The pathos 
of it is in the magnificence of the 
church’s claim to divine power, and 
the confusion and helplessness of 
the church’s effort when faced by 
the problem of human trouble and 
need. The hope of it is in the 
persistence with which the church 
returns to its problem, and the 
eagerness with which it seeks the 
cause of its own failure. As at the 
foot of Transfiguration, the world 
still brings its problem of demon­
possession and life-paralysis to the 
church ; the testimony against the 
disciples today, as of old, too often 
is “they were not able” ; and yet, 
despite the failure and baffling and 
shame of it all, the church goes 
back into its secret place and with 
an earnestness that will not fail nor 
be discouraged asks its own age- 
long question, “Why could not we 
cast it out ?” When the church has 
that question on ite lips and that 
burden on its heart there always 
comes to it a solving ol the problem.

At bottom that problem is the 
same, as of ■ old. Its external ap­
pearance and concrete forms may 
change from age to age, but in 
those deeper elements that consti­
tute the hardness and the darkness 
of life there is a ’ monotony that 
makes the whole world kin. The 
changing of the industrial and 
social order changes only the face 
of the problem, while at its heart 
there is still the beat of human 
trouble and the pang of vain re­
gret.

Today the situation which tries 
the skill and staggers the confidence 
of the church takes in the question 
of the saloon and the drink habit, 
of child labor and long hours and 
hard conditions, of eye-service and 
scamp work among employees and 
of unpitying relations and grind­
ing wages among employers, of 
dishonesty in trade, of exploitation 
in finance, and of malfeasance in 
public life. It is a hard problem, 
and behind it lies a still darker 
background of social life clouded 
with ignorance and stained with 
wrong.

But in the last analysis the pro­
blem is moral and spiritual. Its 
solution involves the laws of econo­
mics and the principles of politics, 
but its roots go down ^deeper into 
human nature than the expedients 
of social reformers can ever pene-< 
trate. The ideal of socialism is 
worthy, the self-sacrifice pre­
supposed by communism is noble, 
the principle of anarchy is credit­
able to human nature, but no one 
of these nor all of them working 
together will solve the modern pro­
blem and keep it solved tor a 
generation. Much would be done 
by shorter hours and better wages 
and an improved social environ­
ment, but something more would 
need to be done or the last stage of 
our social situation might be worse 
than the firs. It is a question not 
only of economics but of ethics, not 

I only of improved conditions but of 
a clearer sense of duty and a will to 
do the right. As never before the 
truest friends in social reform and 
th foremost leaders in the labor 
movement are impressed by the fact 
that essentially and fundamentally 
the problem with which they deal is 
in its profoundest aspects both 
moral and religious.

That conviction which experience 
has wrought out gives the. church 
its acknowledged standing in the 
presence of a disordered social sys­
tem and an unjust economic con-t 
dition. And if the church of to­
day would stand unashamed in the 
presence of the need of today it 
must have in its leadership men of 
undrstanding and throughout its 
membership a spirit of Jove. The 
church as represented by the aver­
age pulpit still cuts a sorry figure 
in the midst of life’s paralysis and 
pain. But the eager and passion­
ate tone of its “Why ?” is the note 
of hope alike for the church and the 
world.

But the church needs something 
more than a knowledge either of the 
facts of human need or of the secret 
of its own failure. The church may 
not pronounce on this or that land 
theory, and may be divided as to a 
political policy or a scheme of 
temperance reform. But what 
about lying and adultery and theft,

which its own ten commandments 
condemn and for which the Sermon 
on the Mount bespeaks a Gehenna ? 
And what about the men who yes­
terday were under the white light 
of guilty exposure and who tomor­
row will sit in the dimness and 
quiet where the preacher speaks the 
awful claims of right and truth? 
Has the church a message, not to a 
disordered social condition without, 
but to a concrete moral wrong 
within ? Courage as well as know­
ledge is needed or the church can 
never master its modern proble#n.

WILL CONSULT CHURCHES.

The Archbishop of Rupert’s Land re­
turned to the city this morning from 
London where he attended the somt-an- 
nual meeting of the board of manage­
ment of the missionary society of the 
general synod.

“Thesub jects discussed at the meeting 
of the committee were chiefly of a 
routine nature," said the Archbishop 
to the Free Press. "The genral affairs 
and work of the missionary society 
come up for discussion and there are 
many less important matters * which 
require the consideration of the mem­
bers of the committee.

“A matter *of rather more import­
ance than usual was the consideration 
of the disposition to made' of the in­
dustrial and boarding schools, now car­
ried on and maintained among the 
Indiana of the country, and the man­
ner in which this work is to be done 
In the years to come. The burden of 
carrying on jthis \work and It is a 
heavy one and it has been felt as such 
for some years, especially att he pre­
sent time when we are making stren- 

ous efforts to keep pace with the 
development of the country and to 
supply the necessary churches and 
clergymen to the new settlers of thr. 
west.

“The opinion of our body as express­
ed at the meeting at London was to 

the effect that the time had come wlrnn 
the church should be relieved of this 
burden which we think should be as­
sumed by the government of Canada.

It was decided that the Presbyterian 
nad Methodist bodies should be com­
municated with and if the decision of 
these bodies is found to agree with 
ours, we will-then ask the government 
to take action and we apprehend that 
the government will be ready <e
assume the duty which really apper­

tains to the whole people. It is unneces 
siry to say that there will be some 
provisions in the agreement which we 
will ask for, but nothing to which ob­
jection should be taken. Mr. S. H. 
Blake, t he chairman of our committee 
will correspond with the representat­
ives of the Presbyterian and Method- 
churches and will ascertain what the 
the sentiments of these bodies aro.

-Thee matter of the grants to be 
made to the western diocese was tak­
en up and allocation of the sums to 
asked from each. The grants in some 
cases, notably in the case of the dio­
cese of Saskatchewan, increased, but 
the amounts to be asked from tho var­
ious diocese was not increased. It 
was not thought wise to ask for an in­
crease at the present time.

■ The meeting was interrupted to 
some extent by the lamented death of 
of Archbishop Bond of Montreal. I 
secured my railway ticket with the 
expectation that I would be able to 
go to Montreal to attend the funeral 
but I found it impossible to get away 
from London. The committee thought 
it better that I should remain as I 

was deeply interested in the business 
before the committee, as representing 
the great mission field of the west 
A delegation was appointed to rep­
resent the committee at the funeral 
service at Montreal.

“An interesting meeting devoted to 
missions, presided over by the Bishop 
of Qu’Appelle, was held in the city 
during our stay, Archdeacon Lloyd 
and Archdeacon Pentreath being among 
the speakers. .Archdeacon Lloyd spoke 
ot the work in the new country in the 
new diocese very effectivoly. On Wcd- 
nedsday evening there was a service- 
in the cathedral when I spoke. All the 
meetings were marked by a deep spiri. 
of interest and great harmony prevail­
ed throughout.”

FARMERS MEET.
SOUTHERN ALBERTA.

Ciaresholm Review.—The second 
•semi-annual convention of the Southern 
Alberta County Union of the Canadian 
Society of Equity was held at Ciares­
holm, October 10th.

The House was called to order at 
11 o’clock by President R. W. Wal­
lace. A motion was made and car­
ried that the president appoint three 
mçn to act as a Resolution Committee 
Those appointed were Mr. Thompson 
of Leavings, Mr. Matheson of Rocky 
Coulee and Mr. Walton of Macleod. Af­
ter discussion along lines the conven­
tion was adjourned until 1.30 p.m>

During the afternoon session the fol­
lowing important business was trans­
acted :

The minutes of thq last (convention, 
which Was held at High River, were 
read by Secretary J. J. Strang and ap­
proved by the house, after which the 
resolution committee was called upon 
to report. The following resolutions 
were framed by the committee and ap­
proved by the house :

Resolved that we ask all implement 
men who sell threshing machines to 
handle the Moose Jaw Cleaner or some

similar cleaner and that they b% priced 
on such terms that the thresher-men 
could afford to get them.

Resolved that wo in convention ask 
the Dominion Government to take the 
tariff off from lumber, and also that 
we as farmers are willing to have our 
produce put on the free list. And that 
the general tariff be reduced to a 
maximum.for revenue only.

Resolved that ws ask the provincial 
government to build and maintain 
packing houses and cold storage plants 
within the province.

Resolved that we appoint a commit­
tee at our provincial convention to 
meet the millers of the Old Country 
and make arrangements with them for 
buying pur surplus grain.

Resolved that we as a society ob­
ject to the grain exchange trading in 
futures, and that we ask the provin­
cial government to bring this matter 
before the Dominion Government and 
ask them to take steps in the matter.

Resolved that we ask the C. P. R. 
officials to grant all delegates of the 
Canadian Society of Equity reduced 
rates.

After the above resolutions were ap­
proved the matter of a loading plat­
form came up. " The secretary was in­
structed to inform Hon. C. C. Castle, 
warehouse commissioner, ,of the fail­
ure on the part of the C.P.R. Co. to 
to build a loading platform at Clares- 
and ask him to inforce the law in this 
regard.

Mr. Pearson, of Ciaresholm suggested 
that Local Unions in general and the 
Ciaresholm Local Union in particular 
be urged ta wake up. This suggestion 
was loudly applauded and unanimously 
approved by the house.

The treasurer's report showed a 
pmall balance on the debtor side, but 
six good Equity men .headed by Mr. 
R- W. Walace came forward with $1,00 
each and made it possible to start the 
new term free from debt.

A motion was made by Mr. Walton 
of Macleod and* seconded by Mr. Pear­
son of Ciaresholm, that each Local 
Union be taxed $2.00 to defray the ex­
penses of a County 'delegate to the 
provincial convention which is to be 
held at Lacombe, Alta., on the 25th, 
26th and 27th of Oct. 1996.

Mr. M. A. Strang of Ciaresholm was 
elected to represent the County Un­
ion of Southern Alberta at the provin­
cial convention.

The following County officers were 
elected—R. W. Wallace, President ; C. 
Thompson, Vice President ; M. A, 
Strand, Secretary-Treasurer ; M. A. 
Strang, General Organizer.

G. R. R. Cock burn, president of the 
Ontario bank, stated this morning 
that an expert would! be brought to 
examine Mr. McGill’s books. This 
morning there was a slight run on 
the branches of the Ontario hank, hut 
those who came for money were all 
small depositors. Outside cf each 
bank stood a clerk of the Bank of 
Montreal with a stamp of that hank ;

WANT NINE-HOUR DAY.
The Journeyman blacksmiths of Ed­

JAPAN AND CHINA.

China Now Wants Manchuria Restor­
ed to Her.

London, Oct. 18_It is freely assert­
ed In diplomatic circles here that ser­
ious trouble is breeding between Japan 
and China.

The British minister at Pekin, it is 
declared, has notified the British gov­
ernment that China Is preparing a 
note to the powers asking them to 
compel Japan to restore Manchuria to 
her. According to the report here, 
China some weeks ago sounded all of 
the powers as to whether they would 
receive such a note and It is under­
stood that representatives abroad of the 
Chinese nation were informed that it 
properly presented It would receive 
every consideration.

China takes the position that at the 
outbreak of the Russo-Japanese war 
the Mikado’s government made public 
the declaration that the war was a 
“holy” one, and was undertaken for 
the purpose of preserving the integrity 
of her neighbor threatened by Russia.

Japan won and since the treaty of 
Portsmouth was signed has gone 
right ahead with her preparations for 
the JapanUdng of not only the entire 
province ot Manchuria, but of the ad­
jacent provinces- China now fears for 
her Independence, diplomats assert, and

her only hepe at this timi is Interven­
tion by the powers.

She is preparing for war, but wittb 
little hope that she will bi able to 
do much against Japan should It be 
necessary to fight. However .the di­
plomats of China are willing individu­
als.

.Japan Is nearly bankrupt.

Mr. Mazcomdar is well cc-\ 
quainted with those who have arrlvel ; 
he has the actual number at his fin­
ger ends. “There were about nine hun­
dred lande! at Vancouver,” he said, 
“and a few, about fifty, at Victoria. 
Some, about fifteen, went first to San 
Francisco, and came to British Colum­
bia from there. I don’t know, their 
names yet, but can get them from my 
people.”

“Who and what are the Hindus that
have already come here?” was asked.

“They are Punjabi Sikhs,” wa e the 
reply. ‘‘All soldiers, British soldiers. 
They helped England at. the time of 
the mutiny. They went to tie Boer 
war. They are loyal to the British 
flag.”

“And what was their occupation in 
India?” queried the reporter.

”Oh, farmers—wheat and rice farm­
ers. Some of them know about grow­
ing sugar, too.”

• Were they able to get a living at 
home? Why do they come here?” came 
another question.

“They made a living—a small one- 
some six, some ten dollars a month. 
Each had his little farm, grew little 
crop ; yes, they lived all right.’”

"If they were all right in the Pun­
jab, why did they leave?” the reporter 
remarked.

"It was the men in Hong Kong, the 
Hindu po.ice. Someone told them, 
maybe they read, some can read Eng­
lish, that labor was scarce In British 
Columbia, that a man could get from 
two to three dollars a day. Wasn't 
that better than the wage 3 they got at 
home.?”

"And who arranged for their coming 
out ?" was asked. “We hear there is 
a company or association formed to 
bring them here, that some me in this 
province was arranging for their com­
ing.”

"That is not so," replied Mr. Maz­
oomdar,' "they come here themselves, 
come In batches.”

"Are there many more coming that 
you knot*of ?’”

"Oh, yes, about a thousand. They 
won’t all come at once—just in 
batches.”

.'•’But what is your special mission 
here—what are you goihg to do?” 
seemed a pertinent question to put at 
this stage of the Interview.

“Me, oh, my people—the communities 
of Bengal—sent me here to find out 
how my countrymen were getting on, 
if it’s a good country—what chances 
there are tor work—If the people of 
India can make progress here.”

“And I suppose you will make a re- 
thet on the matter ?”

"Of course, that’s what I am here for.
I shall spend about two months in 
British Columbia, talk to all of them, 
an dthen write back what I find out. ” 

"It your report -is favorable, will 
many more come?”’

"Yes, certainly.”'

no limit. There are lots who will sell 
their farms to pay their passage the 
same as those who are here already.”

WHY WE DON’T BREAK THROUGH
THE CRUST OF THE EARTH.

(By Prof. John Milne, F.R.S., the 
eminent British seismologist.)

My experiments and those of others 
i" recording earthquake tremors indi­
cate that our earth is at least twice 
as rigid as steel. We always find that 
seismic waves from points on the 
globe nearly opposite us travel much 
faster than any other waves because 
they pass near to the earth’s centre 
or region of maximum rigidity. On 
the other hand we find that waves 
from points on our own side of the 
globe travel to us more slowly, since 
they come along shallow chords in 
the less rigid region.

These phenomena, invariably noted 
at all our seismic observatories, en­
tirely upset the old thory that the 
earth's interior is a freely moving 
liquid and demonstrate apparently 
or crust is a mass very much more 
rigid than the crust itself.

It is so hot that everything would 
melt if it could. And everything does 
melt in a certain limited region, a 
sort of viscous layer, pasty in its up­
per parts and solid down below.

This core is due to the pressure 
above, which at a depth of two hun­
dred miles below the earth’s crust 
amounts to six hundred tons to the 
square inch—probably enough to 
squeeze the molten rock and metal 
back into a solid state.

The earth’s crust is quite elastic. 
It yields under the enormous pull 
of sun and moon. But a solid steel 
shell 312 miles thick would yield 
just as much, perhaps more.

Any even numbered section of Do­
minion Lands in Manitoba or the North- 
West Provinces, excepting 8 and 26, not 
reserved, may te homesteaded by any 
person, the sole head of a family, or 
male over 18 years of age to the ex­
tent of one quarter section, of 160 acres, 
more or less.

Application for homestead entry or In­
spection must be made tn person by 
the applicant at. the office of the local 
Agent or Sub-Agent.

An application for entry or Inspec­
tion made persorally at any Sub-Agent's 
of.lce may be wired to the local Agent 
by the Sub-Agent, at the expense of 
the applicant, and If the land applied 
such application Is to have priority and 
the land will be held until the neces­
sary papers to complete the transaction 
are received by mail.

In case of "personation" the entry 
will be summarily cancelled and the 
applicant forfeit all priority of claim.

An applicant for inspection must be 
ellg.b.e for homestead entry, and only 
one application for inspection will be 
received from an individual until that 
application has been disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry Is tn go.d 
standing, and not liable to cancellation, 
may, subject to the approval of Lep-r.- 
ment, relinquish it in favor of father, 
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister, 
U ei.giole, but u no une e.se, on li.ing 
dec.arallcn of abandonment.
