Deeds Not Words
The Wilhelmshaven story is evi­

dently regarded in London as an 
-emanation of the War material trade, 
which has been thriving greatly on 
the huge navy development of the past 
twelve years. The German authori­
ties have stated over and over again 
that it was not the. intention to en­
large on these programmes and that 
the apprehensions of Britain, that the 
object of the naval expansion was to 
rival the navX of Britain was baseless 
and that the year 1912 would demon­
strate that Germany had no pro­
gramme for further huge expansions 
in this direction. There is a party in 
Germany who wish for a new pro­
gramme of battleship building and its 
members are working for it.

Sir Edward Grey has offered the 
hand of friendship to Germany. So 
far Germany has been very stiff in 
its reception of the overtures. The 
Britih overtures were opportune, as 
they were made before any announce­
ment of a new navy programme, and 
next year will afford the test whether 
Germany was sincere in its avowta' 
that the naval programme of the past 
would not be materially increased 
If Germany changes its avowed policy 
there can be only one meaning to it 
and Britain must reply in kind. Ger­
many has built its new Navy on bor­
rowed money. Britain has so fai 
built on current income, and has noi 
yét begun to borrow for naval expan­
sion. Britain must retain her primacy' 
on the seas for the existence of the 

■ Empire depends on it. This is not the 
case with Germany. She can exist 
without a formidable navy. Great Bri­
tain cannot. Sir E. Grey’s overtures 
were therefore opportune, and what 
Germany lays herself out to do in the 
future in the way of naval expansion 
will be the only answer that will be 
or account.___  ___

Plan for a 
Poultry 

University.
£ 10,000 GRANT.

The poultry Industry in England is 
at last to be recognized by Gov­
ernment. The Development Commis­
sioners have just promise;} to the Na­
tional Poultry Organization Society 
a capital sum of £8,500 and a yearly 
grant of £2,000 to the equipment and 
endowment of a national poultry in­
stitute. Conditions are that the in­
stitute shall teach poultry-keeping, 
train expert instructors, and make re­
search.

Indeed, a full scheme has been al­
ready devised for establishing a poul­
try university, with biological, chem­
ical, and marketing departments, and 
with special equipment for various 
forms of practical research, even in­
to such side branches of the subject 
as the use of poultry in reclaiming 
barren soil.

Donations in Kind.
The offer of the Development Com­

missioners is provisional on an equal 
sum being raised by private gener­
osity. A very powerful committee has 
been formed, which includes, among 
many others, Sir Thomas Acland, 
Lord Blythe, the Marchioness of Sal­
isbury, the Duchess of Somerset, Mr. 
Waldorf Astor, Captain Morrison, and 
several other members of Parliament. 
Sir Thomas Elliott, on behalf of the 
Board of Agriculture, is taking much 
personal interest in the scheme.

It is hoped that some donors may 
give, as it were, in kind. The first 
necessity is some fifty acres of land. 
There was some suggestion of es­
tablishing the institute on land that 
may come under the control of this 
school of agriculture at Oxford Uni­
versity. But this part of the scheme 
is at present vague, though all the 
details of instruction and of estab­
lishment have been worked out, even 
to the smallest minute. The offer 
of the Development Commissioners 
was yesterday gratefully accepted 
and fully discussed at a meeting of 
the National Poultry Organization 
Society at the offices in Queen Anne’s- 
chambers, Westminster.

Panama Canal possibilities begin to 
loom huge In the eyes of British nav­
al dignitaries and experts. One sen­
sational development of the resumed 
session of Parliament in February is 
expected to be a statement of the 
plans of the new First Lord of the 
Admiralty, Rt. Hon. Winston Church­
ill. and the feature of significance to 
the' American Government will be a 
project for the establishment of a 
great naval base in the Carribean 
Pea, near the Panama Canal. Church­
ill considers his transfer from the 
Home Office td the Admiralty as a 
promotion, and is bent on making a 
record. Questioned by Ixvrd Beres- 
ford as to the views of the Admiralty 
upon the question of placing Port Ar­
thur in a condition as a first class 
naval base for cruisers protecting 
British trade routes through the Ca­
nal, Churchill replied that no cam­
paign of policy was necessary at the 
present moment. It was an open se­
cret, however, that the Government 
are preparing a large scheme of na­
val expansion in the West Indies. The 
(Unionists are ready to go much fur­
ther in the seme direction if they are 
given a chance. Their attitude to­
ward naval evolution is indicated in 
(he overwhelming vote by which the 
Lords rejected the Naval Prize Bill, a 
measure intimately affecting the Un­
ited States. As there seems no doubt 
that the new German Reichstag, chos­
en on January 12th. will be invited to 
pass a naval bill largely extending the 
limit thought sufficient prior to thr 
latest Moroccan quarrel, the British 
Government are taking time by the 
forelock. Though Churchill hopes for 
a reduction of the naval estimates, it 
is understood' that he contemplates 
floating a big naval loan.

At the meeting of the Daughters of 
Empire, held last Saturday evening, 
Mrs. Webber read a very interesting 
paper on use of the*"day camp in the 
prevention and treatment of consump­
tion as instanced in Bellevue Hospital. 
New York, at which she had personal 
experience in having a post graduate 
course there in Day Camp Work in 
the treatment of tuberculosis patients. 
A large ferry boat is used to bring the 
patients across the river from their 
homes to the camp where the diet and 
air are good. At 9 o'clock each child 
under six years of age is given two 
raw eggs and two glasses of milk: 
for dinner they get meat in. regu­
lated quantities. The children are set 
to work in the garden with light tools 
and taught gardening. Those whose 
pulses are over 96 are dismissed. 
About half the children are seen at­
tending school on board the , ferry 
boat In the forenoon, the others being 
engaged in the garden. There are 
special physical exercises to suit each 
one's strength. Dinner is served be­
tween the hours of noon and 2 p.m. 
Silence and rest follow. The temper­
ature of each patient is taken at 2 
p.m. in order that work suitable to 
his strength may be assigned. The 
occupations include laquer work, 
making cane chairs. fretsaw work, 
etc. The sanatarium thus combines 
the advantages of a health resort and 
a school and young people can learn 
useful trades. It is hoped within a 
few years to have all the New York 
tuberculosis patients who are child­
ren treated in camps so that they-will 
get a chance of getting a good edu­
cation as well as being restored to 
health. The New York public schools 
will not take in children who have 
tuberculosis.

It was difficult to conduct twe 
sejverate establishments and it win 
finally decided to erect the presen' 
Orphange on Military Road for boye 
and girls. It was finished in 1893 
Since then about 600 children havi 
been reared and educated there ant 
given a chance to fight the battle o 
life. There are now 72 children h 
the Orphanage. The past five yean 
115 have been admitted. The bene­
factors as well as the founders hat 
lone a meritorious work and would 
get their reward. The offerings of th 
C. M. B. C. amounted to 130. Thi 
meeting closed with Benediction.

say, can be taken for fact. Think it 
can, reader?

On page 189 Mr. McGrath begins his 
remarks on deer shooting by a strange 
Contradiction. He says: "the best 
season (for shooting) is the early 
autumn before the snow comes, but 
some sportsmen wait until Novem­
ber." This would mean that they 
wait until the snow comes in Novem­
ber. Now, let us see how this com­
pares with what Mr. McGrath says on 
page 22. He says: “winter rarely be­
gins before New Year.” Does Mr. Mc­
Grath really think that the snow 
comes in the summer; for, listen while 
I tell you what he says on page 189 
(same paragraph as above). Speak­
ing of migration of deer, he remarks 
“and at the end of winter” they “re­
treat back to the forest's shelter 
where they remain during tine period 
of snowfall." Here we have the period 
of snowfall beginning, according tc 
Mr. McGrath, at the end of winter.

In my last letter I proved from Mr. 
McGrath’s own writing that he if 
ignorant of the advance or succession 
of the season, now we have proof that 
he does not know in what season the 
snow falls.

On page 190 we are informed tha 
the caribou are like Alderney cows 
having short legs. J do not, of course 
know just exactly what notions Mr 
McGrath has of long and short, but 1 
do know that what caribou I have 
ever seen appeared to me to be rathe' 
high on legs. I have seen not a few 
but I may have very strange notions 
of long and short.

On the same page we are told thaï 
“the stags carry -splendid trophies.’ 
Perhaps they do. but not all stags do. 
in fact. I believe those stags that 
carry trophies—whatever they, are— 
are very fare, for of all the stags that 
1 have seen, not one had a trophy or 
■my thing resembling one. I may re­
mark. though, that I have often seen 
stags with cuts anc bruises on them, 
from their encounters with other 
stags ; perhaps it is to those marks 
that Mr. McGrath would apply the 
term trophies.

What does Mr. McGrath mean by “a 
clear line.” He says: “The suspense 
time in October draws a clear line."

A review says the book is faulty in 
that it has not a map-'and index, it 
might also have added a glossary.

Too bad, Mr. McGrath does not ex­
plain more fully what he means by 
“local hunters.” He says he uses the 
word in its true sense. He does not 
use many words in their true sense, 
and why he takes the trouble to ex­
plain that this one word is used in its 
true sense is a mystery, for in fact 
he makes it more vague by his ex­
planation.

Mr. McGrath does not give us the 
name and address of a oanoe de aler in 
this country, though he says they 
(canoes) can be got for about $15, or 
hired for fifty cents a day.

Mr. McGrath speaks of the laws en­
acted for the preservation of our deer, 
and refers to the slaughter that used® 
to take place along the Southern 
Coast, but he fails to note that Arthur 
English is the first ever to have spok­
en in public print of the wanton de­
struction, and to have ..urged the ne­
cessity of laws to prohibit it. Let 
him turn up back files of the “Even­
ing Telegram” he will find a letter 
there signed by my name. It is en­
titled Wanton Slaughter of Deer. I 
am sorry I have not the date, but it 
must have been about 18 years ago.
It was my first letter to the public. I 
was very young ai the time, and felt 
shy of appearing in public, but I felt 
even then that the destruction of ottr 
caribou was threatened, and that some 
one should speak first When, impel­
led by the same sympathy for the gen­
tle hunted, I cried out against the kill­
ing of a poor mother deer in the close 
season by MacLeax, the Editor of the 
Chronicle took sides against me, and 
defended the law-breaker, the ruth­
less slayer of a poor creature that 
nobly gave its life in defense of its 
little fawn. The Reid Newfoundland 
Co., whom Mr. McGrath would have 
the outside world think has made our 
’ountry, also turned me down. The 
Central Passenger Agent told me 
ilainly that “the Company had no 
urther use for me.
