CLEVELAND, Ohio, March 28.

Revised estimates show that the
logss of life in the flooded districts
has been exaggerated.

the city is beginning to reach the out-
side world. According to . reports
from Sofia, the condition of the popu-
lation at Adrianople is not so desper-
“ate as has been depicted. While the
Turks set fire to the grain store they
overlooked the flour depot, the con-
tents of which are being distributed
among the poor. These reports de-
clare that only a few buildings were
da.mage;i by bombardment. Nothing is
said concerning the damage done by
fires, which the Turks themselves
started before the city fell. The last
despatch the Turkish Commander of
the fortress “sent to Constantinople
said he was destroying the great Na-
tional Religious Buildings to prevent
them being profaned by impure feet.
That he succeeded to a large extent in
carrying out his intention is .evident
from the flames which rose as the in-
‘vaders approached the town. Many
Turks before the enemy arrived took
time to break their rifies ‘and render
useless a number of siege guns, de-
stroy all ammunition depots and even
kill their horses in order to prevent
their falling into the hands of the in-
vaders. The wireless telegraph sta-
tion and searchlights were blown up
by order of Shukri Pasha, who on the
whole seems to have made a pretty
complete job of his work of destruc-
tion. - All acecounts reaching - here
agree that the Turks have suffered a
severe defeat at Tchatalja. Some cor-
respondents place the Turkish losses
as high as 26,000 killed and 7,500
wounded. These figures,t however, are
probably exaggerated. Only a few
wounded have reached Constantinople.

Trifles Which Have Made Fortunes
For the Quick-Witted.

When ever we now hear of some
wonderful invention we usually re-
gard it as a great conception of its
inventor, yet it is a most remarkable
fact that some of the greatest discov-
eries arose from the most simple and
often trivial sources.

—only a severe scolding. But it cre-
ated what was practically a new in-
