The commission held a special meet-
ing at the City Hall last night, Mr. W.
G. Gosling occupying the chair and

LONDON, To-day.

The Committee stage bill to amend
the Irish Home Rule Bill, opened to-
day in the House of Lords and will
occupy three days. The first Union-
ist amendment to eliminate the clause
providing for a vote to be taken in
each county in Ulster on the question
whether it should be excluded from
the operation of the Home Rule Bill,
was carried by 158 against 35.

The amendment moved by Lans-
downe, providing for the total ex-
clusion of -Ulster without a time lim-
it, was next adopted, 138 to 39. Lans-
downe, referring to Marquis of
Crewe’s challenge, said that-the Op-
position would not guarantee that Ul-
ster’s .exclusion would prevent civil
war. Things had come to such a
pass in Ireland that it was impossjble
for any one to guarantee what might
happen there in the next few weeks
or éven days, but on the whole, he
continued, we are inclined to believe
that this 'arrangement is more liable
than any other to provide relief from
the present anxieties. Three impor-
tant amendments were adopted yes-
terday; the first provided for the
elimination of the clause of the Bill,
requiring a vote shall be taken in
each county of Ulster on the question
whether it should be excluded from
the operations of the Home Rule Bill;
the second provided for the total ex-
clusion of Ulster without the limit;
the third which was accepted by the
Government, places excluded Ulster
under a Secretary of State instead of
the Lord Lieutenant, in order to avoid
any possibility of influence from Dub-
lin. The amendment offered by Lord
McDonnell, proposing a sort of Home
Rule within Home Rule, by setting up
a special Ulster Council of 52 mem-
bers to take over the chief adminis-
trative work of the Province, was
supported by the moderates, like Earl
Loreburn and Baron Courtney, but
was rejected on the division by 196
to 20. The Daily Telegraph asserts
on high authority, that the Govern-
ment eventually will accept the Bill
as amended by the ILords. It adds
there will be no difficulty regarding
the abolition of a time limit, but that
the Redmondites will stoutly oppose
the exclusion of the whole of Ulster.
They will, however, the Telegraph
deelares; beliout-voted. on:this point in
the Commons by a combination of

Unionists and Liberals.

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Wreck of the
Steamer Gothland.

Was Bound From Montreal to Rotter-
dam-Lifeboat Crammed With Pas-
-sengers Falls Thirty Feet and is
Smashed to Pieces, But All Were
Saved.

Penzance, Eng., June 24 —With a
volunteer crew of 35 seamen on board,
the Belgian liner Gothland, from Mon-
treal to Rotterdam, lies in a perilous
position to-day and is in danger of
being battered to pieces by heavy seas.
The staemship Lioness, which took off
86 passengers and 95 members of the
crew, landed these persons to-day.

The captain of the Gothland remain-
ed.on his ship. He asked for volun-
teers to stay with him and most of the
seamen stepped forward, but only 25
were selected.

The ship lies with a heavy list to
port, having been punctured below the
water line. Twenty-five feet of water
floods her.

The saving of the passengers of the
wrecked steamer was attended by al-
most superhuman efforts on the part
of officers and crew of the steamer
and by lifesaving boats’ crews which
came to the rescue when she went
ashore on the grim rocks yesterday.

Members of the life-saving crew
from St. Mary’s describe the scene as
awful, when one of the Gothland’'s
small boats crammed with passengers
and seamen broke away from the da-
vits.

The bottom of the boat was smash-

ed by its 'violent* contact with the
waves and all were thrown into the
water. Most of the passengers who

had occupied the boat were women
and children, and they struggled help-
lessly in the waves. A quarter-mast-
er of the Gothland sprang from the
steamer’s deck and succeeded in sav-
ing three of the women.

Several of the life-saving crew also
jumped ito the water and handed
drowning children to their compan-
ions in rescue boat, until all had been
saved. Meanwhile, a heavy sea ren-
dered all salvage work perilous, but
eventually all were got safely ashore.
