The news that Licutenant

Ronald Ayre, R. F. C,

has received the double

reward of the Military
Cross and promotion to a Captaincy
will be received with universal pleas-
ure by Newfoundlanders. He is the
first from the Island to attain so high
rank in the flying service and, if we
mistake not, to win a distinction.
The list of Newfoundland aviators
slowly grows larger and the same in-
trepidity that distinguishes the Regi-
ment begins to mark them out also in
an arm of the forces where bravery
is a byeword. Lieutenant Howard
Reid’s-exploits are well known, though
not in their full extent; Lieutenant
Blackall is a prisoner in Germany aft-
er one of the gallant combats in the
air. which are an everyday occurrence
at the front; Lieutenant Leonard
Edens long since won his wings and
is doing his share towards the mast-
ery of the air which will some day
belong to the ‘Allies; Lieutenant Green
gave his life in the cause,‘ but not un-
til he had brought down a Boche ma-
chine; while other Newfoundlanders
are training for, if not actually serv-
ing in, the F‘lylng Corps.

It is a pity that Newfoundland itself
has none but a hearsay acquaintance
with aviation. There is hardly an-
other corner:of the. world: where the
aeroplane i8 not a more or
less familiar sight. If Lieut.
Reid, who ' came recently from
Canada in quest of volun-
teers,- had been able to give even
simple exhibitions of flying in a sim-
ple type machine, there is no disputing
the interest that would have been
aroused’ or the greater number of re-
cruits he ‘would have secured. While
anything in the nature of a training
school here is probably impracticable
and unnecessary, at least the presence
of-a machine or two should not be im-
possible and ' might be productive of
good.

Shipwrecked Sailors
Arrive in Boston.

A dispatch from Boston says that
two of the survivors of the schooner
George Ewart, Captain George Lake,
have arrived there on a steamship-
from Italy. The schooner was bound
from St. John’s, Nfid., to Gibraltar
with a cargo of dried fish and at Gib-
raltar the captain was to receive in-
structions as to his port of discharge.
At 11 p.m. on September 19, the
Ewart, while hove to during a storm,
was run into by an iron skip, the
identity of which was not ascertained,
and sank in less than three hours. The
unknown vessel proceéded vithout
waiting to ascertain the damage slm
had inflicted and the shipwrecked mén
were left to battle with the storm tbat
was then raging.

They had hardly taken to the boat
when a German submarine came up,
looked the schooner over and, seeing
that she was on the verge of sink-
ing, submerged again.

Aftgr 11 hours in the open Loat the
Ewart’'s crew landed on the Spanish
coast and there learned that the same’
submarine which rose to the surface.
near their vessel had. previously sunk
a British steamer. The castaways
were taken to Gibraltar and remain-
ed there ¥3 days, waiting for transpor-
tation to their homes.

One of the men stated that while
they were at Gibraltar 14 shipwreck-
ed crews whose vessels had been tor-
pedoed and sunk by German sub-
marines, were landed there.—Halifax
Herald.

M. C.,.arrived in the. city yesterday
en route for his home in Newfound-
land. Pte. Horton, who returned by
the last transport, has been at the
front for over two years. He was
very badly wounded in the head and
has been some time in one of the Eng-
lish hospitals.

Pte. Horton
was exceedingly reticent regarding the
part he had taken in the war, though
he has been through some of the
thickest of the fighting on the western
front.—Sydney Record, Oct. 10.

On Thursday last, Oct. 11th, a
fierce snow storm swept over the
French Shore. The Prospero had
just left Quirpon at the time and was
on her way south. Suddenly a terrific
gale sprang up from the N.E. accom-
panied by violent snow squalls. Grad-
ually the wind increased and to-
wards nightfall raged with hurricane
velocity. "Along the waterfront par-
ticularly the storm was felt the se-
verest. Huge seas ran and the Pros-
pero was obliged to run to. St. Leon-
ard’s, south of Quirpon, -for shelter.
It 'was rough on the mariner at sea
that night as the snow squalls were
very dense, making it impossible to
see beyond the length of oneself.
While the storm was at its zenith on
Thursday night the schr. Fearless
ran ashore at Quirpon and became a
total wreck. All of twenty-one per-
sons, except the “master, Gushue,
were _saved in motor boats. A few
hours after the vessel struck the
land she was dashed to pieces by' the
heavy seas. It was only after the
storm abated next morning that the
Prospero’s crew heard of the wreck.
Passengers who arrive by that stea-
mer inform us that the storm was
one of the worst they ever experi-
enced and that a considerable
amount of snow fell.

Sun, lhln or Snow—Some Seotlon of

Every soldier, be he general or pri-
vate, takes a keen  interest. in the
weather at the Front, and it is not
always the bad weather, as we know
it, that he criticises. It depends on
what unit of the Army he represents
whether he will revile or praise.

A thoroughly wet day to the airman
is often a blessing; it gives him a
rest from the strain of flying, though
on occasions even the rain does not
stop him. It stops the German fliers,
too, and thus gives a rest to the
“Archie” artillerymen on both sides.

Infantry’s “Bete Noir.”

A wet morning, on awakening - at
dawn, is blessed by these gentlemen,
for it means extra time in bed—a
great boon when you know that
“Archie” has to be up always before
the sun, and never retires from his
vigil of the sky till nightfall. In the
early summer months this means a
nineteen hour day.

For the infantry it is a different
matter.  Trenches are never too com-
fortable in the finest of weather, and
a downpour of rain is one of the worst
things that canm happen to the men
who occupy the trenches.

No matter what the weather is,
there is no cessation here, and slip-
pery clay, wet feet, and no way of
escape are just causes for the in-
fantryman’s righteous anger.

The field artillery dislike the rain,
for, although it may give them a rest
from their labours for a little while,
at any moment they may be called
to settle a little account with Fritz
across the way. And in most cases
during bad weather it is a case of
“blind” firing, for it is impossible to
observe without aeroplanes or bal-
Igons. Even the “O Pip” observing
officer in the front line trenches can-
not see. °

When a Storm is Welcomed.

The Army Service Corps men, driv-
ing and riding, learn also to hate the
rain, for a three-ton lorry is not an
easy thing to drive on a greasy, wet
French road, as witness the unfortu-
nate vehicle that has skidded into the
diteh. - It means hours of uncongenial
work in the rain trying to get it out
again.

To the men who are about to return
from leave in Blighty to France,
stormy weather is just the thing they
like, if the wind has made the sea
sufficiently;; unrideable,

With the leave. hoats not. running
on a day. like this, the men on leave
get an extra day in Blighty, while-the
men waiting to come over from
France do not lose any of their leave,
for their ten days’ holiday does not
start until they are actually on the
transport.

From the general’s point of-view,
I suppose, none but fine and sunny:
days are desirable, for the success of
any big move or push will, of course;.
depend greatly on this,

Still, the stop-the-war weather has
its minor advantages, as will be seen;
not the least good. point about it be-
ing the ‘fact that the baby-killers of
Gérmany eannot carry out their bomb-
ing operation on England at such
times.—Answers.

Consider the Goat!

(From the Berkshire County Eagle.)

The high cost of living has caused
us to consider the goat, the animal of
tin-can' tradition and a sfomach that
isn’t afraid. Milk at twelve or fifteen
cents a quart makes a goat look bet-
ter to us. Of course there are goats
and goats. It's the same with cows.
Some are profitable and - others are
not. The tin-cain goat is in one class.
Cultivated  higli-grade goats- are in

another. ' Authorities say this for the '

latter sort: It is estimated that from
five to eight goats may be kept at the
expense of one cow. Even stall fed it
costs only two dollars per month .to
keep a doe, and practically no- one
would buy all the feed. The goats

LONDON, To-Day.
The German fqrces which landed on
the Island of Oesel at-the head of the
Gulf of Riga captured Arensburg, the
capital of the Island, and. are still
pushing the -‘Russians at various
places. Aiding the operations as far
as possible are the German cruisers
and torpedo boats, which have shell-
ed the coast batteries and towns. At-
tempts by the German fleet to enter
the Gulf of Riga or to operate in the
waters between -Oesel and Dago Is-
lands, however, are meeting with re-
sistance respectively from the Russian
land batteries and naval units. In
the latter region the Germans de-
clined to accept battle and retired
in face of the Russian warships. As
vet no attempt has been made by the
Germans to effect'd landing on the
coast of Esthenia and ' harass the
right flank of the Russian army, and
neither have:any efforts, been made
to penetrate to the Gulf of Riga and
Finland waters, which are heavily
mined and will require mine sweeping
operations befere a maval demonstra-
tion can be made against the import-
ant port of. Reval, In Flanders no
military operations on a large scale
have beefi  attémpted, - Buts the big
guns are carrying out reciprocal bom-
bardments. with great violence, like
those which always precede the start-
ing of infantry, offénsives. 'The Brit-
ish . troops: haye -carried out several
successful raids in which severe cas-
ualties were inflicted on the Germans.
Prisoners and machine guns  were
taken. After a ]apsg/ of two days the
heavy artillery duéls havé been re-
sumed between the: Fréench“and Ger-
mans on the Verdun front, especially
to the north of the famous Hill 344;
also ol the Aisne front there is con-
derable ‘artillery-:activity. Prepar-
ations ‘apparently “are being made
along the Julian.front. in ghe_Aust.ro-
Italian‘theatre for another big battle.
In the Brestovizza Valley and on sev-
eral other sectors the artillery of
both sides is engaged in heavy fight-
ing and there also have been sharp
reconnoitering encounters. In the
Brestovizza Valley a strong attack by
the Austrians was broken up by the
Italian machine gun fire, as likewise
were attempted offensives from. west
ot ‘Floddaf td thé Head bf' thie Adriatic
Sea. The Entente Allies in Macedonia
are. keeping up their harrassing tac-
tics against the positions held by the
Teuton allies, daily throwing heavy
bombardments against them or
launching infantry attacks of consid-
erab]e proportions. The latest of
these latter operations has been car-
ried out by the Scotch troops, who
rafded the village of Homondas, near
Seéres, and captured 143 prisoners and
3 imachine guns.

So
radical are his assertions that they
would be dismissed with a shrug and
a smile, had he not, in secret demon-
strations, backed up his statements.
Official action has been taken, and
if he can make good on a big scale, the
United States will contribute more
powerfully than any imagination had
conceived, to winning the war from
Germany. i

'The Newfoundland

Band in London.

The visit of the Band of the 'First
Newfoundland Regiment to London on
Saturday, Sept. 22nd, was an event
which excited much interest in “the
great Metropolis of the world.”: For
some time previous to that date the
newspapers contained daily some re-
ference to the impending attraction,
and considerable enthusiasm had
been created by the earnest manner in
which the affair was taken up by a
zealous organization committee.

The Band, numbering thirty, under
Mr. L. L. Worthington, and accom-
panied by Capt. J. E. J. Fox, reached
King’s Cross Station shortly before 10
a.m. on the 2nd inst., and there was
a very large gathering of people to
meet them. The reception was genu-
inely . sincere, and a remarkable de-
monstration of interest and curiosity
was manifested in the Newfoundland
Dog, “Sable Chief,” which, under the
charge of Pte. Fraser, (son of Dr. N.
S. Fraser), was quite the central fig-
ure. The people were especially eag-
er to hear the “Banks of Newfound-
land,” or should one say “The Regi-
mental March.” It had been frequent-
ly referred to in the London press
as a “weird mixture of Indian and
Irish music,” and although our Band
played it with great volume and .spirit
it is doubtful if the large gathering
realized what a reminiscent melody it
was to us.

The afternoon was devoted to an
open-air concert in Hyde Park. The
weather was propitious and the gath-
ering of people notably large. Every:
chair in the enclosure was occupied,
and the “Weekly Despatch” is my au-
thority for saying that the attendance
topped the record for the seasdon of
1917. In the audience I noticed Lady
Morris, Mrs. Whitaker, Mrs. Green,
Miss Constance Fox, Capt. and Miss
Lily Johnson, Mr. E. R. Morris, Capt.
Fox, Captain Clift and Lieutenant H.
A. Anderson, the untiring worker of
the organization committee. Mrs. Ed-
ward Gosling and Miss Gladys Fraser
—two prominent figures in recent

.| society notes—were appreciative on-

lookers. One must feel a thrill of
pride to state that the concert was
an entire musical success—the pro-
gramme was excellent, and the se-
lections -rendered with real apprecia-
tion of their musical worth. The open-
ing concert was a splendid com-
mencement for “Newfoundland week,”
and the band was-truly worthy of the
unstinted praise and warm applause.

One was struck with the human
element which creeps into every inci-
dent of these days of war. During the
interval, several ladies came forward,’
having recognized in the band men
whom they had nursed and cared for
when they had returned from Gallipoli
and France. There was no doubting
the sincerity—the warmth—of the re-
union.

On Sunday afternoon, the 23rd, the
Band played at Wandsworth, the 3rd
London General Hospital, where ' 80
many of our officers and men receive
treatment. At this place a moving
picture was taken of the affair, and
in the various scenes there figure
prominently Lady Morris, Colonel
Bruce-Porter, C.M.G., Sir Joseph Out-
erbridge, and the Matron, Miss Edith
Holden.

The United
States coined copper cents and half-
cents in 1793, in 1857 a nickel cent,
and in 18656 a bronze cent. The word
penny is derived from the old German
word “pfant,” a pledge. It was the
only coin current among the Anglo-
Saxons. After Edward IIL 'the coin
decreased in value.

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Artists and Authors to ‘Whem Arma-

geddon Has Brought Fame and
Fortune.

Of course, it is inevitable that
among the actual combatants certain
names leap into the red' light of war
which otherwise would have remain-
ed obscure.. It is probable, for in-
stance, that Hindenburg himself
would never have been heard of out-
side of Germany, and very little in-
side, but for the war. Of instances of
this kind, and of heroes: whose names
will be immortal there are many, but
there are a few reputations which the
war has made of quite another kind
and it is of these we are ‘thinking at
present. ¥

.

Two Sides of War.

Louis Raemaekers! What a name
to conjure with, not only in the high-
est circles of art, but also -in the
popular arenac He jt is who has.set
the “mark“of the beast” indelibly on
the Hun, who, by his scathing car-
toons, has filled the Kaiser with such
deadly hatred that he has practically
set a price on his head! Probably
never in the history of art has a mar
more thoroughly iaterpreted the feel-
ing and loathing of the world for the
horrible deeds and inhuman outrages
of the militarists of Central Europe,
and his work will stand as a witness
to posterity that ours was a just
cause.

Captain Bruce Bairnsfather is in
the same category as Raemaekers, but
with a little difference. He is a car-
toonist not of the terrible, the bizarre,
the horrifying, but of the laughter, the
jocularity, the infinite cheerfulness of
the British Tommy. He has made the
world acquainted with Fommy Atkins'
as it has never been acquainted be-
fore. It regarded him as rather a dull
dog, without gaiety and high spirits,
one who took his pleasures sadly. It
knows him now as the Mark Tapley
of the world, the man who can joke
in a mine crater, bandy: chaff in the
midst of a heavy barrage, and hold a
little mid-ocean concert on a spar!
Bairnsfather was never heard of be-
fore the war, and his reputation, now
world-wide, seemed just a happy ac-
cident.

Of course, the gallant soldier who
c4lls himself for pen purposes “Ian
Hay,” but whose full patronymic is
John Hay Beith, did a bit.of writing
before hostilities commenced, but it
was “The First Hundred Thousand”
which made him a literary celebrity
of the first rank, and which made the
books' he had written before begin to
sell all over again. His is a real war
fame, for it was out of the war he
got both his public and his mater-
ial.

Philip Gibbs, too, may be counted
among men made by the war. He was
well known in Fleet Street, but the
Literary Year Book does not include
him in the list of literary men in its
issues for 1916, He was considered
a clever journalist and nothing more
until he was sent out to act as war
correspondent for a London morning
paper. Then his quality was soon
seen, and to-day for one who knew
his name there are ten thousand, and
his writings are read with a strained
attention and closeness of interest
which is accorded to few novelists.

The short stories of the soldier who
signs himself “Sapper” are reckoned
by everybody as ‘giving in print as
good a notion of the humour and semi-
tragedy of the trench and dug-out as
Bairnsfahter gives by his inimitable
drawings. He is a sole product of
the war, and his subjects are invari-
ably drawn from that teeming source
of plot and incident.

A Poet Wanted.

It is said that there has been a re-
naissance of poetry during the war,
and that poetry has ceased to be “a
drug in the market.” Certainly no
great poet has arisen to voice the ter-
rors and the heroisms of the war, and
nobody has produced a poem which
has been upon every tongue as “The
Charge of the Light Brigade” was
during the war in the Crimea. But
Rupert Brooke is a name made by the
war, the name of a young poet cut
off by war-disease in the very golden
prime of his powers,’ and his name
will live not only because he has
written some beautiful though imma-
ture poetry, but because his name will
always be associated with Gallipoli.
—Answers.
