CASHIN WILL COME B.

Editor Evening Telegram
Dear Sir,—It. has evter been re­

marked that the pervert from any 
faith la always more bitterly hostile 
to that which he has abandoned than 
is anybody else and this is true In 
politics as otherwise.

A striking illustration la seen in 
the fact that Mr. H. J. Brownrigg, 
who was seduced from his allegiance 
to the Liberal Party with which he 

so long identified by the offer of 
a Government position which Mr. 
Squires is understood to have made 
to him, Is reported In the “Dally 
News" of Monday as having made 
threats against Cbvll Servants that 
dismissal would he their doom for 
partisanship, and is made the subject 
of a lengthy article of Tuesday In 
which he is described as having 
championed Mr. Coaker at a meeting 
in Petty Harbor and defended his 
scheme for the guarantee for the pur­
chase of fish.

It is rather remarkable that Mr. 
Brownrigg alone of all the candidates 
in the field has gone on record with 
a" threat against Government officials, 
not that I defend the principle of 
these officials taking an active part 
in the political game but because I 
think It Is pitiful indeed that à man 
who has until recently been so high­
ly regarded by his fellow citizens 
should be the one to resort to a line 
of tactics usually left for political 
heelers and the camp followers of the 
parties that are engaged in this war­
fare. It has not been unusual in the 
past for some Government officials 
to take the risk of dismissal by opet- 
ly avowing themselves for one party 
or the other but the number of those 
who so offend is so small as to be 
negligible and it argues at once a 
meanness of soul on Mr. Brownrigg’s 
part and a weakness of argument as 
well that he could find no other topic 
on which to dilate than that of these 
people who after all are somewhat a 
shade above himself because they are 
at any rate risking the loss of their 
positions If they oppose the party 
which Mr. Brownrigg is now identified 
it that party wins, whereas he, un­
less rumour lies most brazenly, re­
fused to enter the political field Until 
he was guaranteed a price which is 
understood to be àn Executive seat 
and a Departmental office.

His offence, however, In defending 
Mr. Coaker.and his scheme for guaran­
teeing the price of fish Is to my mind 
an even grosser one against the in­
telligence of St. John’s, the capital 
of the country. Mr. Brownrigg as a 
business man ought to know that the 
scheme outlined by Mr. Coaker is im­
possible of accomplishment. I have 
no doubt that he does know that this 
mad idea can only be put into effect 
by risking the resources of the Colony 
and jeopardizing the whole financial 
fabric of its operations and those of 
the trade and business men, and I 
hesitate not in saying that not a solit­
ary supporter of the Squires Party in 
this city to-day with any stake in the 
country or any desire for its future 
weal entertains for a moment the be­
lief that this Coaker scheme of a Gov­
ernment guarantee for thee country's 
catch of fish can be successfully 
achieved.

Even Mr. Squires himself, unscrup­
ulous ah he is, has hesitated so far 
to add a word in favor of the Coaker 
plan. One may presume that Mr. 
Squires, becauee of even his limited 
experience in public life, realizes the 
danger to the country's finances and 
to the stability of its business, or giv­
en countenance to such a project and 
has therefore carefully avoided any 
reference to the mater either In his 
papers or in his speeches, But Mr. 
Brownrigg with the perverter’s in­
stinct to show himself as an unequi­
vocal adherent of the new faith, no 
doubt because he is being watched 
keenly by those with whom he to as­
sociated, tries to curry a little favor 
with them by even outdoing Coaker 
himself in his championing of this 
new movement

This circumstance illustrates how 
fast a man can descend the road that 
leads to political perdition. Mr.

Brownrigg, speaking from the plat­
form in the Total Abstinence Hall, ex­
horted his followers to rally round the 
opposition in order that the country- 
might get clean Government and have 
politics put into operation which 
would confirm our prosperity and In­
sure for the country relief from the 
ills from which he claimed it suffer­
ers. He remained deaf, as I have al­
ready pointed out, to the question In 
the minds of every man In the gather­
ing, namely, what about Mr. Squires 
and the $5,000,00 which Mr. Coaker 
charged with having got from
the Reids in the autumn of 1917? He 
remained dumb to the other question, 
namely, whether Mr. Squires obtained 
from the Reids the money to Start the 
“Dally Star" newspaper? He 
ed equally deaf to the third question 
agitating the public at the present 
time, namely, where dad Mr. Squires 
get the money to run this campaign? 
Mr. Brownrigg in his native city 
dressing a gathering which must at 
any rate be credited with ordinary 
intelligence talked a lot of platitudes 
and offered not a word in defence of 
any of these matters. Now he has 
gone the limit and supported the 
Coaker panacea for all the ills of 
which this country suffers, namely, 
a guarantee for the price of fish, 
knows in his inmost heart that the at­
tempt to put such a policy In force 
would bring Immediate and 
able disaster upon the colony and yet 
he is prepared to prostitute his in­
telligence and his political honor for 
the sake of a few votes.

There has been In the past 
instances where men aspiring to po­
litical honors In this country 
swallowed their convictions very rap­
idly and completely, hut I think it 
may safely he asserted that the 
of our political . annals have rarely 
been soiled by any more repulsive 
evidence of political treachery to the 
best interests of the country than is 
seen in Mr. Brownrigg’s advocacy of 
the Coaker policy of a guarantee for 
fish in his speech at Petty Hr.

I could almost wish, Sir, that he and 
his party were elected in order that 
the country might have an opportun­
ity of seeing him swallow immediately 
after the election the convictions he 
thus expressed, hecauSh I do not 
lieve for a moment that he would 
have the hardihood to attempt to put 
his professions as to this to the 
and support such a policy in the Gov­
ernment or in the Legislature; hut the 
issue is too serious, the times are too 
much out of joint, and consequences 
.might be too disastrous for men of 
such easy political virtue as Mr. 
Brownrigg to be elected to places 
which such utterances as these credit­
ed to him the past few days show him ’ 
to be unworthy to fill, and I am con­
fident that when polling day comes 
he will receive a lesson at the hands 
of the electors of St. John's West 
which will teach him that they are not 
to be fooled by such talk as he in­
dulges in and that they realize too 
well the gravity of the issue now be­
fore the country to elect him as thèir 
representative.
