Woman Suffrage.
It Is the sign of a thoughtful. In­

telligent, unprejudiced mind when a 
man or woman realises that a new 
order of things has become necessary 
to cope with existing conditions, both 
civic and political, the world over. 
In the last century men undertook to 
manage, or muddle, all the problems 
of that generation, but since woman 
hag, in a measure, come into her 
own, and various avenues for her ac­
tivity and usefulness have been open­
ed up, she has realized her power 
and is naturally demanding greater 
recognition of her rights as a citi­
zen in the land of her birth or adop­
tion. The woman whose activities 
are circumscribed by the walls of her 
house or her church can never be. a 
good citizen in a broad sense of that 
term. She performs her duties In at­
tending to the needs of her house­
hold or her devotions faithfully, but 
beyond that rarely troubles herself 
to wonder whether she can lend a 
helping hand for the betterment of 
conditions in her own home town. 
She may work very hard for foreign 
missions, while almost at her door is 
poverty, Ignorance and sin of which 
she knows nothing. Yet who can 
blame her, for man in ’a" the ages 
past have,done his best to prevent 
--oman from invading his domain. 
Universities were rigorously closed 
against her and every attempt at 
scholarship was frowne 1 at by pro­
fessors from whom one would have 
expected a greater bread i of mind. 
When Susan B. Anthony first began 
to agitate for “woman’s rights” in the 
U.S., newspaper men and others 
wrote of her and of those associated 
with her as “crowing hens” and used 
other insulting epithets. To-day the 
name of Susan B. Anthony is honor­
ed from one end of America to the 
other, but the names of the wits who 
ridiculed her are as dead as the pro­
verbial door nail.

To-day the question of the suffrage 
for women is an acute one. They 
feel that they are capable of using the 
vote wisely and intelligently and they 
are going to have it The sooner 
politicians real*'.* this, the better, for 
just as sure as day follows night, it 
has to come.

The petition which will be pre­
sented 16 the members of the House 
in a few days asks that the suffrage 
be granted to the women of New­
foundland, and we bespeak for it a 
patient and favorable hearing. It 
will be largely signed by women with 
large stakes in the country, women 
employers of labor and women who 
have suffered and spent themselves 
in helping our boys at the front dur­
ing the long, sad years of the war. 
We have borne the burden and now 
we ask for our reward. Is It possible 
that any body of men could be un­
manly enough to refuse us? The 
names of the men who carry through 
this great and just measure will be 
remembered with gratitude by the 
women of Newfoundland. Those 
who present it and those who support 
It, whether Government or Opposi­
tion, in both Houses of Parliament, 
will be honored as are the names of 
the men who signed the “Declaration 
of Independence” in the United 
States.—ANON.

The problem of always be­
ing in possession of an ample 
supply of fresh bait is one that 
is ever present with the num­
bers of our fishermen who em­
ploy trawls and bultows and 
hooks and lines in their catch­
ing operations. This applies no 
less to the South and West 
Coasts than to Labrador, where 
hundreds of small fishermen 
use nothing else but hook and 
line and trawls. Usually each 
one of these has a fleet or more 
of herring nets which help them 
considerably in securing suffi­
rent bait for their daily needs.
But during the caplin school 
Ihey are mainly dependent on 
the seine of the bigger planter 
or supplier, and caplin seine 
“turns” are by no means un­
common all over Newfound­
land. These “turns” mean that 
each day the seine goes out, the 
seine boat has to be manned in 
turn by the fishermen them­
selves, the “skipper” being usu­
ally the owner, or his master 
voyage. For the privilege of 
receiving supplies of caplin bait, 
or lance, after the caplin season 
is over, each boat owner has to 
pay for his share of the sup­
plies, in addition to giving the j freezer, and in this way pre­
services of his men or himself j serves their natural freshness 
in the seine boat. This to re- ; as they are kept in a condition

valuable, and if it were possi­
ble that each small harbor were 
equipped with a refrigerating 
room in proportion to the size 
and needs of the place, all the 
bait fishes left over from the 
haul could be kept in readiness 
for the days when no supply di­
rect from the water is obtain­
able. So far as we know, there 
has been no attempt made to in­
stall any small cold storage 
plants on the Labrador coast, 
for the reason, perhaps, that 
the necessary ice with which to 
charge them is not available, 
when the need for keeping bait 
arises. It might be set against 
this statement that there is al­
ways a large stock of ice from 
which to draw, in-the shape of 
the small bergs and growlers 
which move along the coast dur­
ing most of the summer 
months. Such would be quite 
correct, and there is no doubt 
but that a lot of these passers- 
by could be utilized for freezing 
purposes in conjunction with 
salt, of which there is usually 
no lack on the Labrador. Some 
enterprising person might yet 
take advantage of a lost oppor­
tunity, and engage in the con­
struction of a small refrigera­
ting chamber as a demonstra­
tion that such is within the
reach of all.

* * • • * *
On the North, South and 

West Coasts nearly every large 
supplier hasjhis own cold stor­
age and freezing plant, and in 
these each one stores all the 
bait fishes procurable during 
the catching season, in order 
that when the supply becomes 
short, there will be no loss of 
time or delay to the fishermen 
going long distances in quest of 
their day’s bait. The plants on 
the South Coast have a very 
large capacity, and contain suf­
ficient to do a large number of 
skiffs for the months of Janu­
ary, February, March and 
April. Such supplies as are 
needed for these months, which 
are the best in the year, have 
to be procured at Bay of Islands 
or Bonne Bay, and sometimes 
Fortune and Placentia Bays. 
They are received by the mer­
chant packed in snow. He im­
mediately places them in his

coup the seine owner for the 
use of both seine and boat. The
custom is an old one.

• * * * * *
Thus by the above method an 

ample stock of bait for each 
day is assured ; but there is not 
any provision made to hold any 
over in the event of any subse­
quent day’s “shoot” being un­
successful, and it often hap­
pens that boats are lying idle 
on their collars because of lack 
of bait, through some unfore­
seen cause, or because a haul 
has not been brought off suc­
cessfully. It must be under­
stood, of course, that » during 
the hot spell, fresh bait cannot 
be long kept in good condition. 
Lying overnight, even when 
covered up, deterioration sets 
in, and therefore it is useless. 
This is where the small cold 
-storage plant would prove in-

of frozen rigidity. During the 
summer months when herring, 
caplin and squid may be caught 
daily, the freezer is not in such 
demand, although in numerous 
instances the plant is kept go­
ing with the object of preserv­
ing the supplies for future 
emergencies. In this way the 
fishermen is almost invariably 
assured of daily bait. The only 
trouble is that there are not 
enough of these freezers. Every 
small harbor should have one, 
drawing its bait supply from a 
central depot, of which there 
should be several in each dis­
trict, at such distances apart as 
would make it easy for fisher­
men to get to and from them. 
Every person who is interested 
in the fisheries knows the loss 
to the general catch brought 
about by lack of bait, and there 
is not one fisherman ty the

whole dominion, whether en­

To Establish New South 
American Market.

Mr. Alan Goodridge Goes to South
America to Boost Our Fish Trade.

Mr. Alan Goodridge, Deputy Minis, 
ter of Marine and Fisheries, has been 
commissioned by the Government to 
Inaugurate an endeavour to open up 
new markets for Newfoundland In 
parts of South America other than 
Braall, which Is now quite a customer 
of ours. Mr. Good ridge sailed by the 
Rosalind Saturday. He will return 
by August or September. The Gov­
ernment, in sending a man to South 
America for this excellent purpose, Is 
putting Into effect a policy long ad­
vocated by this paner and great good 
should result from Mr. Ooodrldge’s 
mission.

The Salt Situation.

The salt situation appears not to 
be quite so serious as has been re­
ported. A large quantity, sufficient to 
supply the present demand Is held In 
port However^ if a run were to be made 
it is certain that the sale will have to 
be controlled. Messrs. Bowring Bros, 
have a steamer now loading at Cadiz. 
She carries 8,000 tons and will be 
here shortly, but this cargo will be 
for the salt pool. We were Informed 
by Mr. Morey, that some 14,000 tons 
of salt are now loading at Cadiz and 
should arrive here at the end of the 
month. Messrs. Morey & Co. are go­
ing into the salt business again. Ac­
cording to the best Informed1 members 
of the trade, there is no need for 
schooner owners to rush here for 
their salt supplies, as plenty will be 
forthcoming.

A Masonic Colony.
An experiment which will be 

watched with much intereat is about 
to be tried in the country known 
formerly as German East Africa. A 
number of Free Masons from New 
Zealand ye forming a co-operative 
settlement In the hilly country 
bordering on the north end of Lake 
Nyanza. Tobacco, rice, cotton, and 
tropical fruits will be grown on the 
lower level#, the highest levels being 
reserved for wheat and other cereals 
and cattle grazing. It Is proposed that 
every settler should acquire 5,000 
acres or more of plantation land, the 
freehold of which, it is anticipated 
will cost under Is. an acre.

The settlement is to be governed 
Masonically, none but Free Masons 
are to be admitted, and it will be run 
on co-operative principles. The 
scheme will be under the general 
supervision of Captain Willis, M.C., 
of the let King’s African Rifles, who 
has been appointed commandant of 
a portion of the conquered territory, 
and who has had considerable experi­
ence in tobacco planting in South 
Africa, as well as in East Africa, 
where labor is cheap and plentiful ; 
the native working cheerfully for Is. 
a week, and where labor trouble* 
are unknown.—Fredericton Mail.

VICIOUS FACTION FIGHTING.

During the disturban­
ces, Sergeant Dennis Moroney, Chief 
of the special Criminal Department 
of this city, was shot through the 
right lung and died withn half an 
hour. Londonderry thus gains the 
unenviable reputation of being the 
scene of the first police murder in 
Ulster since the opening of the a»- 
sassination campaign of January 
first, 1919. Other casualties includ­
ed James McCafferty, shot in chest. 
District Police Inspector McDonald, 
wounded in head with stone, while 
leading a police charge, and John 
McDallion, former soldier, wounded 
in the head by bayonet After minor 
disturbances early in the night, ill 
feeling between Sinn Feiners and 
Loyalists flamed, and about ten 
o’clock the air was thick with bot­
tles, stones and other missiles, while 
revolvers were freely discharged. 
When the riot was in full swing, 
forty-eight policemen, armed with re­
volvers, arrived in command of In­
spector McDomough, who persuaded 
the Loyalists to retire to their wards, 
which was accomplished amid sing­
ing, cheering and other manifesta­
tions on the part of the rival factions. 
Sinn Feiners continued their disor­
derly demonstrations and the police 
charged, an.t scattered them into 
side streets.

MAID OF ORLEANS CANONIZATION 
LONDON, May 16.

The whole Catholic world was re­
presented at remarkable scenes of de­
votion at the celebration to-day of 
the canonization of Joan of Arc at 
Westminister Cathedral. Thousands 
thronged the Cathedral, including 
visitors from China, India, Russia and 
other distant parts. The shrine cf 
Joan of Arc was decorated with 
laurel wreaths, and French and Brit­
ish colors.

FRENCH COMPELLED TO RETIRE.
CONSTANTINOPLE, May 16.

French column of three thousand 
soldiers, which left Killis, Asia Minor, 
May ninth,, to relieve the garrison at 
Aintab, about thirty miles north of 
Killis, was met by a strong National­
ist force, when ten miles from its 
destination, and was compelled to re­
turn. The Nationalists were equipped 
with a thousand cannon outranging 
the French seventy fives, and kept 
up a continual attack upon the 
French. Advices received here des­
cribe the situation at Killis as critical, 
and that at Aintabl as desperate.

VOLUNTEERS BROKE STRIKE.
COPENHAGEN, May 16.

In two of the largest provincial 
towns in Denmark, the strike of 
dockworkers has been broken, and 
men who have been idle are return­
ing to work to-day. In this city the 
strike is also apparently near settle­
ment, as a result of the resolute at­
titude of volunteers, who came for­
ward in much greater number than 
were required.

MADRID, May 16.

ROME, May 16.

Postal telegraphic and telephonic 
services have been resumed, and all 
other strikers have been called off, 
either through satisfactory settle­
ments or as result of a sort of truce, 
which will hold until a new govern­
ment is formed.

LONDON, May 17.

The American steamer, Lake Graf­
ton, bound from Swansea for Copen­
hagen, was wrecked off Mounts Bay, 
Cornwall on Saturday.

Since pota­
toes contain so much starch, they are 
great lovers of potash. On normal 
potato soil without manure yon should 
apply from 760 to 1,060 lbs. of high 
grade fertilizer per acre in order to 
get the best results. With a good 
dressing of manure this application 
may he reduced to 606 or 666 lbs. per 
acre. The analysis we would advise 
should range not less than 4 per cent 
ammonia, 6 to 8 per cent, phosphoric 
acid and 4 to 6 per cent potash.

Besides fertilization, the soil should 
be thoroughly tilled, should contain 
an abundant eupply of humus and 
potatoes of high yielding type should 
be planted. Prey upon the potato. 
These must be controlled by spray­
ing If best results are to be obtained. 
—Henry G. Bell, B.S-A.

Bristol, R. L, May 12.—The first 
trials of the sloop Resolute, candidate 
for the honor of defending the Aae- 
erica’s Cup this summer, 
in Narragansett Bay to-day and gave 
complete satisfaction, according to 
ttte experts aboard. The sloop went 
out first in the forenoon, when a six- 
knot breeze was blowing from the 
northwest, and again In the afternoon, 
when the water had roughened under 
a fourteen-knot breeze from the 
southwest.

The yacht carried a mainsail, club 
topsail, foresail and jib, and It wae 
found that the new sails set well ex­
cept for the leaches of the mainsail, 
which was a little flat.

A Tribute to
Mackenzie King.

One of the highest compilaient» 
yet paid to the Hon. Mackenzie King, 
comes from an American, who In a 
lecture some time ago on “Industry 
and Humanity; a way to Industrial 
Peace,” based his address very large­
ly upon Mr. Mackenzie King’s recent 
book bearing the same title as Mr. 
Alfred W. Martin’s lecture. Amongst 
other references to the Opposition 
leader, who Is justly recognized as 
one of the greatest living authorities 
on all social questions of the dav, 
the lecturer said that Mr. Mackenzie 
King, when he was Deputy Minister 
of Labor for Canada, drafted the 
most notable piece of labor legisla­
tion that had ever been put on the 
Statute Books, namely, the Industrial 
Disputes Act

This served ae the model on which 
recent labor legislation had been 
enacted In the United States. He 
said that Mr. Kftig’s book was also 
the most notable contribution In lit­
erature In the present day upon In­
dustry and ltfbor, and he proceeded to 
advocate lte main suggestions which 
were that the four parties to Indus­
try, namely, capital, management, 
labor and a community ehonld be 
represented upon councils to whose 
hands should be entrusted the work 
of making Industrial peace, and of 
promoting Industry In Its proper 
light, namely, that of service.—Aca­
dian Recorder. f -

Madman Makes
Himself Shipmaster.

On Wednesday, May 16, 1900, a 
madman went on board one of the 
river steamers of Stockholm, the 
capital of Sweden, armed with two 
revolvers, a dagger, and a knife, and 
with these he obtained mastery ovqr 
the vessel. With the weapons he 
killed seven an& wounded five others 
of the people who were on board. He 
then Jumped Into the lifeboat and 
rowed away, but was captured on the 
following day. Next month he was 
tried for murder, and was sentenced 
to death on June 30. Such forms of 
madness Me tar more dangerous to 
other people than ordinary outbreake. 
For example—in one of the lunatic 
asylums In Nottinghamshire, some 
years ago, a patient was very proud 
of his bodily strength, as this Swed­
ish man seemed to be, but he used it 
by getting on to timroof. The keeper 
went after him to prevent him com­
mitting suicide, and the lunatic 
threatened to throw the other down 
from it. The Veper, however, pos­
sessed sufficient presence of mind to 
say, “It would show much more 
strength it you threw me up on to 
the root.” The madman, pleased at 
such a suggested, walked downstairs 
to do so, thereby saving the pair from 
the difficulty and danger, and bringing 
about his own capture.

Killing Bolshevism.
. Bolshevism is slowly but surely dy­
ing In England. Free speech Is killing 
it. The Old Country labor man is 
learning the unsoundness of the doc­
trine, not from those who seek to 
discredit the movement, but from the 
radicals themselves. Labor is becom­
ing disgusted with the reds, and is 
showing that disgust by repudiating 
'he movement.

So states Tom Moore, president of 
the Trades and Labor Congress, Can­
ada’s labor representative on the In­
ternational Labor Congress held in 
England under the auspices of the 
League of Nations during the past 
two months, who has returned to Ot­
tawa. Mr. Moore has not yet prepared 
any report. The statements he ma-le 
were merely in the nature of a con­
versation, as he said, he has not yet 
discussed the events with the coher­
ency he would like to. He Just gave 
the outstanding. Impressions obtain­
ed while in Europe attending the 
meetings.

According to Mr. P. L. Simmonds, 
a greet authority on the subject, there 
are $50,000 different sorts of insects 
in Europe, of which 3,600 kinds are 
either ■ noxious to mankind or active­
ly destructive.

The papers are always full of in­
structions -to “swat that fly," but 
while the house-fly and blue-bottle 
certainly do spread typhoid and sim­
ilar diseases, there are other Insects 
who bleed bur pockets to the tune of 
millions of pounds yearly.

The common eodlin moth costs 
English apple, growers at least £100,- 
•00 a year, and the damage done by, 
the green fly le greater.

The flea beetle destroys whole 
fields of turnips, rape and cabbage 
everF’summer, while aa for the wire- 
worm, this pest alone eats up every 
year the root» of enough wheat and 
other food plants to feed half a mil­
lion people. There are only two 
plants the roots of which the wire- 
worm will not attack. These are 
wood and mustard.

There is only'one way of clearing 
land of wireworm, that is by using 
bisulphide of carbon; hut the poison 
is too expehtire for ordinary field 
use. -

Wood borers are everywhere. The 
worst Is the goat moth, which tun- 

i nets Into the solid wood pt pear, 
apple, walnut and other trees. There 
Is only one remedy—namely to cut 
down an infested tree and burn it.

The pine beetle is only one-fifth of 
an inch in length, yet is responsible 
for the destruction of acres upon 
acres of valuable forests.

Sometimes we get an invasion- off 
horrors like the Colorado beetle or 
the Hessian fly. The Colorado beetle 
destroyed half the American potato 
crop In 1859, and so dreaded is it 
that, by an Order ia Council, it is a 
serions offence for anyone, even a 
scientist to keep one alive in this 
country.

As for the Hessian fly, it would be 
impossible to calculate the millions 
of bushels of wheat and rye which it 
has destroyed. V

The Mystery of that bitumen flowed out of the earth 
into lake-bottoms and estuaries, and 
there, in the course of ages, was 
gradually changed into coal 

Others believe it to be of animal 
origin, like the great guano and ni­
trate beds. But a majority of scien­
tists believe that coal resulted from 
a great accumulation of vegetable 
matter. At one end of the various 
kinds of coal fuels we have peat and 
lignites, and in these the vegetable 
remains are clearly visible. But at 
the other end is anthracite, in which 
no trace of vegetable structure can 
be seen. '

In all the main types of coal there 
is some evidence of vegetable origin 
excepting anthracite. But one great 
problem that cannot be solved is, 
how did this vast accumulation of 
vegetable matter take place T It 
seems incredltable that suflleient 
could he ’gathered together to form 
the thick seams of coal eo common 
in England and Wales. The question 
remains s mystery of Nature.
