“outgrown his or her strength,” as it
is frequently called, may exhibit a
chest which runs up from the waist’
‘without any expansion whatever,
whilst the shoulders fold round toward
the front and the head stoops forward
from the base of the neck, the spinal
column seldom retaining its natural
erectness. The thorax has even been
known to actually diminish in circum-
ference, as if it were tightened up by
extreme elongation of the general
frame. The true cause of these dis-
placements is often, if not always, to
be found in neglect of proper exercise
for the muscles, which hold the parts
in their due relationship to each other.
Dwarfed or stunted growth, and grow-
ing on one side, are distressing ex-
amples of imperfect development,
which can often be cured or vastly im-
proved by duly regulated exercise.

Evils of Over Exercise,—Systematic
exercise implies that no muscle or
organ should be overtaxed or exhaust-
ed. An exhausted muscle has its nutri-
tion seriously impaired, and it may
take days to overcome the effect of
twenty-four hours of overwork.

PRIME  ELEMENTS OF MODERN
PHYSICAL CULTURE. i
' ‘Essence of Physical Culture—Some
persons decry Physical Culture be-
cause they associdte it with athletics,
and by athletics they see nothing but
brutal boxing, wrestling and other so
like sports. A part should never com-
demn a whole. The above and other
kindred sports have their place, and
should be encouraged, in so far as they
contribute to physical culture and de-

cesses.  In this respect physical cul-
ture embraces them, but in this respect
only, for it has far wider scope and
Ioftier purposes than mere athletic-
ism. The ancient Greeks indulged in
athleticism and wonderful stories are
recorded of their feats in wrestling,
running, jumping and throwing the
discus. But in these exercises they
sought more than personal triumphs.
They .sought to make a race of fine
physical men, and thereby assure to
their nation the possession and exer-
cise of other qualities which would
distinguish it, and make it potent im
art, science commerce and other pos-
gibilities. To them well applied the
motto and principle of “mens sana in
corpore sano,” a sound mind in a sound
body. Physical Culture was with them
both 2 bodily and mental process or
exercise, a blending of developments, a
true, normal association of systems
calculated to evolve the well equipped
man. And so it should ‘be to-day. So it
is when physical culture is well under-
stood and practised. Its agents are
manifold, and suited to every disposi-
tion and physical characteristic. There
is no earthly excuse for anyone to
neglect every-day cultivation of his
body, and the consequent achievement
of greater things in all the avenues of
the wide -vorld’s work.

Uneven Development.—All special
exercises should be regarded as part
of general exercises, unless one be in
training for a specific object. If exer-
cise is specialized, when the above ob-
ject is not in view, there is danger of
developing a muscle-bound condition.
All voluntary muscles of the body are
in pairs. They oppose each others, and
when one is used for effecting a cer-
tain motion, the opposite one is used
for a counteracting motion. The bicep
muscle of the upper inside arm is us-
ed for bending it at the elbow. The
tricep muscle of the upper outside arm
is used to straighten it out again. Now,
if the biceps be developed by exercise
at the expense of the triceps,. it will
grow .s0’strong 48 to constantly want
to perform its function, that is of
drawing up the arm. It isa law of
physiolbgy that a muscle thus in a
state of contraction will gradually
shorten. Its accompanying tendons
will do the same. Eventually the arm
will become muscle-bound. The de-
velopment of the two important mus-
cles of the arm—biceps and triceps—
has been uneven, one at the expense
of the-other. The same may occur with
any set of muscles. The condition is
embarrassing, and contrary to all the
laws of perfect development, and all
the uses of healthy, natural and ration-
al exercise. Competent gymnastic in-
structors watch such conditions, and
provide means of over-coming them.
But this is also possible with anyone.
The best cure is to avoid them, by a
general and even system of exercise.

Insomnia,—We have witnessed the
beneficial effects of exercise upon that
distressing and all too common dis-
ease, dyspepsia. An allied, if not a con-
sequent, disease, and surely one equal-
ly distressing, is insomnia—sleepless-
ness. It may not always be a symptom

tions are those cases where there is
suffering from intense pain, as of a
wound or a toothache.

The arguments advanced that
the Russians are not consumers
of dry codfish, are somewhat
discounted by the application for
such a large quantity of our
chief product. Four hundred
thousand quintals comprise
more than a quarter of our
whole catch in an especially good
year, and the sale of such a com-
plement would be of vast com-
mercial consequence.

* % * %

When the state of other for-
cign markets have been consid-
ered, the possibilities that open
in Russia, if trade can be fos-
tered with that country, are
rich in prospect. Not only cod-
fish, but herring could be plac-
ed, and considering that part
of Newfoundland’s inexhaust-
ible wealth lies in the conserva-
tion of this valuable industry,
the good prospects of enormous
sales to Russia should at once be
the incentive to greater pro-
duction. For some reason or
other the herring fishery has
been more or less abandoned,
and the great returns once
brought into Northern and
Western ports no longer are re-
ceived. Thus the earning pow-
er of the people who hitherto
prosecuted the herring fishery
has been decreased; their pur-
chasing power has been lowered
and the exports have .fallen off
in proportionate value. Conse-
quently the revenue has gone
down in like ratio. No fishery
that is worth anything should
be abandoned. Increased pro-
dyction means better times all
round. It means wealth to the
producer, more earnings for the
men who are needed for the
work of curing and packing;
more work for the coopers, and
generally increased trade every-
.where. There may be some lit-
tle trouble involved in opening
up thilbrmdm trade that is
offered. * New markets cannot
be “gxulotted = without .

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TO-DAY'S MESSAGES.

THE IRISH SITUATION.
LONDON, Sept. 4.

Dail Eireann’s reply to the British
Prime Minister, signed HEamonn de
Valera, which was made public in Lon-
don and Dublin simultaneously to-day,
has been preceded in the British and
Irish Press by a number of apparently
inspired statements that 'it: would
create a very grave situation. A perus-
al of the reply, however, offered litttle
reason to fear an immediate break-
down of negotiations, unless the Cab-
inet Council, meeting on Wednesday to
consider it, should decide to impose a
‘time limit within which Ireland must
accept or reject the Government pro-
posals. The réply shows that De Valera
and Dail Eireann have not receded in
the slightest from the position for-
merly adopted. It emphasizes that the
Government proposals are not an in-
vitation to enter into a free and weld-
ed partnership with the Nations of the
British Commonwealth, but that on the
contrary, the conditions Mr. Liloyd
George séeks ‘to impose would divide
Ireland into two artificial and mutual-
ly destructive states. It insists that
plenipotentiaries must enter the Con-
ference, untrammelled by any condi-
tions, but with that proviso, says Dail
Eireann is ready to appoint plenipo-

Codliver Ofl—The market is in the

- worst possible condition and there is
no demand. Only 128 gallons were
exported since last issue. Refined
0il will certainly be a scarce com-
modity in Newfoundland this season,
as there are not quite half the num-
ber of manufacturers engaged in the
business as compared with the ' past
year.

Flour—Canadian flour dealers are
making offers to the trade here at
lower prices and there is a general
feeling that the world is going to
have lower priced flour the coming
fall. October Wheat is quoted this
week at $1.39 to $1.39% per bushel,
which is a good indication for the
consumer and a hope for $12.00 flour
before long. Present St. John’s prices
are, $13.00 and $13.50 wholesale and
retail. The imports for this week
were 6,000 barrels. y

Beef—Beef quotations show mno
change this week. It is believed that
as in the case of’ Pork, that Beef
prices are about as low as they will
be this season. The decline from last
year's quotations is quite as great as
can reasonably be expected. The im-
portations from New York this week
were 535 barrels.

Pork—The imports this week were
655 barrels. There is no change of
importance in the local conditions to
record but the new York market re-
cently took a firmer tone. Importers
here, however, believe that the pres-
ent prices with very little variation
will prevail during the fall.

Sugar—Raw Sugar shows consider-
able strength in New York this week,
but in view of the large stocks held in
Cuba it is not likely that there will
be any advance, Cuban holders are
making a big effort to prevent a
slump and sustain the market, but it
i§ very doubtful whether their at-
téempt will succeed.
