Every Ineb of the way I* qoiitaet' 
ed bitterly by the Moore, There I* 
continual snipping from the mount­
ain Hide*, • where ghostly tribesmen, 
the gray of their burnoose# blend' 
tng with the gray of tbe rocks, lie in 
wait for the Spanish troops,

Torrential rains have added to the 
discomfort of Spain. The retreat is 
sloshing through a morass of sticky, 
slippery clay, mules falling and dying 
beside the trail—cursing troops 
stumbling along upder full. equip­
ment, fighting, mgrebing again.

For a fortnight the main body of 
the armies of Spain has been mobil­
ized around Zoco A baa, enduring, as 
the soldiers describe it ‘the horrors 
of perdition.”

MURDERER MENTALITY
RESPONSIBLE.

HANOVER Germany, Dec. 17.
Fritz -Haarmann, on trial for the 

murder of more than a score of young 
men, although inferior mentally is 
not irresponsible under the definition 
of the law, acordlng to the unanimous 
testimony of three alienists at the 
trial to-day. The Alienists were Pro­
fessor Ernest Schultze of the Univer­
sity of Goettingen, Dr. Shackwltz of 
the local prison, and Dr. Brandt, the 
nerve specialist. From the testimony 
of the physicians the Attorney’s stat­
ed that the issue seemed to devolve 
upon whether Haarmann’s crimes 
would be construed as murder in the 
first degree or only manslaughter. 
Despite the defendant’s alleged con­
fession to twenty-two slayings, it was 
said that evidence of premendiation 
appeared difficult to establish, Haar­
mann claiming that In the perpetra­
tion of the crimes he was in a state 
of abnormality.

with a bicycle tube in his mouth, and 
suffering from gas poisoning. He re­
covered later. The dead body of the 
woman was at the bottom of the cup­
board.

It is understood that A. R. Canham 
referred to in the above article was 
a Boer War veteran, and during the 
Great War served with the Nfld. 
Regiment.

PRESERVATIVES AÈE USED TO 

PREVENT IT GOING BID.

Whenever you buy a preserved 
cream, you will invariably find a no­
tice in the shop or a declaration on 
the carton that holds the cream to 
the effect that the cream contains so 
much boric acid and is not suitable 
for infants or invalids.

Yet if retailers of other foods de­
clared the preservatives in the artic­
les they sold, hundreds of foodstuffs 
in everyday use would be labelled as 
containing boric acid, sulphur dioxide 
or some other foreign matter.

These preservatives are added to 
stop" the food going bad before it is 
consumed, or sometimes, by unscrup­
ulous manufacturers, to hide the fact 
that the food is already beginning to 
putrefy.

The preservatives themselves do us 
no good at all and, owing to their 
action on our bodies, are all more 
or less undesirable. Yet It is possible 
to consume quite a considerable quan­
tity of them in the course of a single 
day’s diet.

Imported bacon and ham are often 
packed or dusted over with a preser­
vative. Sausages, which consist 
mainly of meat and some cereal such 
as bread, rusks, or rice meal, often 
contain flavouring substances and 
colouring matter, together with a re­
latively large proportion of presenva- 
tive.

Preserving agents are also largely 
used in butter, margarine, potted 
meats and fish, in beer, ginger beer 
and cordials, and in some jams.

They are also used by butchers, who 
apply them in the form of a wash 
over the surface of the meat.

Dried fruits, such as apricots, 
peaches and prunes often contain a 
preeenvative. Californian apricots, 
for instance, are treated with the 
fumes of burning sulphur both before 
and after being dried in the sun.

Many food reforms are on the way, 
if the recommendations contained In 
the Final Report of the Committee on 
the use of Presenvatives and Colour­
ing Matters In Food, are carried out.

Preservatives will then be prohibit­
ed in all the food and drink we buy 
with a very few temporary exceptions, 
such as Jam, sausages, dried fruits, 
and so on, which will be allowed a 
very small percentage of preserva­
tives until ways and means are found 
of doing without it And where pre­
servatives are allowed they will have 
to be declared as cream Is to-day.

Australia Debt
Free in 50 Years

ANNUAL PAYMENTS WILL WIPE 
IT OUT, SAYS ATTORNEY. 

GENERAL.

OTTAWA, Dec. 10. — (Canadian 
Press).—Australia will extinguish its 
war debt in about 60 years, declared 
Sir Littleton E. Groome, Attorney- 
General of Australia, here last night 
before leaving for Toronto. Sir Little­
ton, who is returning from Great 
Britain, will continue westward, sail­
ing from Vancouver for Australia.

In an interview witi a local news­
paper, the Australian minister said 
the financial position of Australia was 
“very sound.” A public debt extinc­
tion fund had been established by 
which, through annual contributions 
taken from the general revenues of 
the Commonwealth, the war debt of 
Australia would be wiped out in about 
60 years.

Asked as to Immigration In Aus­
tralia, Sir Littleton said that about 
38,000 Immigrants were being ab­
sorbed each year, and It was expected 
the number would increase. Most of 
these, by far, were of British origin, 
as advantage was being taken of the j 
British Empire Settlement- Scheme of 
the British Government.

“MIRACLES.»

THEIR

By OUR OWN MEDICAL MAN.
The present vogue of “spiritual 

healing” and the eagerness and en­
thusiasm with which thousand» of 
people in all parts of the world have 
welcomed and been benefited by it re­
call some of those "universal cures” 
which were all the rage * century or 
two ago. * ,J>

It was as far back as '1783 that 
Francis Anthony Mesmer, whose name 
is familiar to us in the word mesmer­
ism, exploited the popular Idea of 
magnetism as a remedy for all dis­
eases. He had obtained his medical de­
gree at Vienna University, and after 
studying the successful effects of 
magnetism on the human body ho 
found that he could benefit his pa­
tients without magnets, and, indeed, 
without touching them at all, thus or­
iginating a treatment by suggestion.

The World at His Feet.
His medical brethren, Jealous of his 

great success as a healer, drove him 
from Vienna to Paris, where he made 
a sensational success by his apparent­
ly miraculous cures. His methods 
really consisted in treatment by sug­
gestion (known to us now as Couelsm) 
reinforced, however, by a display of 
elaborate but imitation electrical ap­
paratus.

In Paris Mesmer had the support of 
a large number of medical men at 
whose head was the President of the 
Medical Faculty. In two years he is 
said to have made £16,000 in fees, 
and so impressed was the Govern­
ment that It offered him a pension of 
£1,000 a year on condition that he 
establish a magnetic clinic and teach 
three State-appointed doctors his 
methods,

Mesmer rejected this offer. Later, 
however, a number of rich enthusiasts 
subscribed a sum of £14,000, in re- 

j turn for which Mesmer agreed to take 
i them as pupils. His practice, there- 
: fore, had the support of an influential 
coterie of Parisian society, but many 
imitators arose, whose wholesale ex­
ploitation of hysteria roused the Gov­
ernment to action. A Commission of 
eminent physicians was appointed, 
who after five months’ investigation 
decided that Mesmer’s marvellous 
(and bogus) apparatus was incapable 
of producing the slightest electrical 
or magnetic effects!

Doctored by Machinery !
They admitted, however, that pa­

tients were profoundly affected, but 
recommended the suppression of Mes­
mer’s practices, op the ground that 
more harm than good was likely" to be 
produced. He had clearly discovered 
something—the profound effects of 
suggestion in disease; and ’ he had 
convinced himself and his patients 
that an elaborate and impressive ap­
paratus—his famous electric - tub— 
was a marvellous instrument of heal­
ing by the magnetic power it pos­
sessed. Yet the tub was proved to be 
Suite incapable of producing the 
slightest electrical effect!

Meanwhile another exponent of the 
wonderfully curative powers of elec­
tricity was completing his studies at 
Edinburgh, Dr. James Graham. He 
went to America, where he obtained a 
smattering of electrical knowledge, 
and then returned to Europe In 1780 
and practised in London, Bath, and 
Aix-la-Chapelle. He, too, exploited 
electricity for diseases. ,

In London he converted a large 
bouse in the Adelphl Into a veritable 
palace of quackery. Besides being 
furnished with electrfcsl sppsrstus of 
every description, this Temple of 
Healing was lavishly ornamented with 
old armour, statues, pictures, huge 
pillars and globes of glass, and fan­
tastically arranged plates of bur­
nished steel. From an invisible or­
chestra proceeded entrancing music, 
while the air was perfumed with all 
the scents of Araby.

But the inventive Graham had yet 
greater marvels in stock. By means of 
electricity he extracted from drugs— 
go he claimed—ethereal extracts that 
were cures for all known complaints, 
and were, moreover, true elixirs of 
life. A constant supply of these al­
most miraculous medicaments was, 
he averred, cheap at £1,000, cash in 
advance! And he got it, too.

In one respect he gave good advice 
and was even in advance of his time. 
He impressed upon his patients the 
benefits to be derived from fresh air 
and cold baths. Such ideas were in 
those times quite revolutionary. 
Graham was also a rel©ous fanatic, 
his writings being full of denuncia­
tions of war and appeals for religious 
toleration. In his latter years he be­
came Insane.

“Modern Magie.”
It was from America that the most 

remarkable of all supposed universal 
cures were to come. The first of these, 
the Perkins “tractors,” had a vogue 
which Is the most interesting ex­
ample on record fit the rocket-like 
rise and fall of a universal delusion 
regarding a universal cure. This Per­
kins, the son of a doctor, carried on a 
successful practice at Connecticut. He 
was a man of fine physique and untir­
ing energy. His personality was such 

powerfully to impress his profes- 
colleagues as well as his pa- 

latter appearing to derive 
benefit from his presence

stones were still credited with medi­
cinal powers, and Perkins concluded 
that his remarkable personal influence 
was due to some occult magnetic 
force. He made experiments in treat­
ment by the application of magnets 
and metals to the diseased parts. In 
this way he discovered, as he thought, 
the influence of certain metals on 
diseases, and this led to his invention 
of the metallic tractors.

A Twenty Years’ Craze.
These were two sticks of métal 

about as thick as lead pencils, one 
looking like brass and the other like 
steel. They were made of a mixture of 
various mettis# ineluding silver and 
gold, and sold at five guineas a pair. 
Perkins believqd that these tractors 
were capable of curing all diseases 
both of man and animals. They were 
applied simply by drawing the 
tractors downwards over the affected 
part for twenty minutes.

Many doctors and professors en­
dorsed his methods, but in 1799 he 
was expelled from the Medical Society 
of the State of Connecticut, and going 
to New York to combat with his 
tractors an epidemic of yellow fever 
raging there, he caught the disease 
and died. The>ogue of the tractors 
was, however, undiminished, and in 
the hands of hie son they had a tre­
mendous popular success in London, 
where, in 1804, a Perklnese Institute 
was founded with Lord Rivers as 
president. The Institute had the sup­
port of eight professors of four dif­
ferent universities, twenty-one physi­
cians, nineteen surgeons, and thirty 
clergymen!

A Dr, Haygartb, of Bath, buret the 
buble by treating large numbers of 
patients with imitation tractors made 
of wood, with strikingly successful 
results! But before this Perklnism had 
spread over half the civilized world, 
and held its ground for twenty years.

Wave-Lengths In Our Bodies!
The country that so many years ago 

gave us these tractors has now given 
us the "automatic doctor,” a diagnos­
tic and curative machine, the inven­
tion of Dr. Albert Abrams, a San 
Francisco medical man, that will, it is 
claimed, detect disease by the radio­
activity of the patient's blood. The 
machine sends through the patient’s 
system counteracting vibrations, cur­
ing the tissues affected by disease. 
,The machine as a whole is called an 
"Oscilloclast,” or oscillation-breaker. 
Abrams believed that specific diseases 
correspond with specific rates of vi­
bration in the blood which determine 
with accuracy all basic diseases. He 
founded his theory of cure on the 
well-known trick practised occasion­
ally by Caruso of shattering a wine­
glass by singing a sufficiently strong 
note of a wave length to which it vi­
brated. His Oscilloclast is intended to 
pass into the body "electronic” energy 
(the energy' of the electrons of which 
we and everything else are built up) 
of the same wave-length as the erring 
electrons in the diseased tissue.—Tit- 
Bits.

A German
Soldier's Confessions

INSIDE INFORMATION ABOUT'THE 
SECRET SERVICE.

Most of us, both before and during 
the war, thought of the German spy 
system as the most wonderfully effi­
cient and crafty organisation in the 
world, yet if Colonel Nicolai, the war­
time Head of the German Intelligence 
Service, is to be believed, it was not 
nearly such a powerful or widespread 
concern as.the British or French Sec­
ret Service.

When the war came, says Colonel 
Nicolai In hip book, "The German 
Secret Service," the German General 
Staff was only provided with a secret 
service against Russia and France, 
which naturally found lta sphere of 
work away from home, in the theatres 
of war.

The homeland was wholly deprived 
of all expert protection against es­
pionage, and the result was a wild 
spy-fever throughout Germany.

The lnsanest rumours spread like 
wild-fire. A story that motor-cars 
were crossing Germany with gold .for 
the purposes of the enemy secret ser­
vice did particular damage. Every 
car was held up and the occupants 
fired on. t

High officials on duty lost their 
lives in this way, and within a few 
days there arose a situation which 
threatened to interfere very seriously 
with the mobilisation of the troops.

For counter-spy work the Germans 
chiefly employed officers of the Al­
sace-Lorraine police who knew 
French and something of the working 
of the French Intelligence Service.

What a blow it must have been 
when the Gertpans found, as the au­
thor confesses, that many of these 
men were reaUÿ Working all the time 
for the French I.S.; one of them—a 
Police Commissioner at German 
Headquarters—keeping in touch 
throughout the war with the French 
Secret Service. ■

But one of the biggest thorns in the 
side of the German counter-spy sys­
tem must have been the “air-spies" 
set down behind the German lines 
by French am| Briysh airmen.

These men hia*very éomplete in­
structions and were well provided 
with French and German money. They 
generally brought six carrier pigeons 
over with them by which to send back 
the infomation they gathered.

They were landed at night behind 
the lines and had to slip up to the 
fighting area.

The great danger in landing “air 
spteÿ’ Jar li jhe ' Jiofee made; by ' the 
aeroplane, so later on, spies were 
landed by balloons. These spies were 
trained in England for twenty-six 
days, says the author, and were given 
six trial flights, two by night; and 
they, too, took carrier pigeons with 
them.

All the French and Belgian popula­
tion behind the German lines were, as 
the author ruefully admits, potential 
spies of the Allies, and the latter 
spared no efforts to get as much in­
formation as possible out of them as 
to the movements of the German 
forces.

Carrier pigeons and news balloons 
that could be filled at an ordinary 
gas-jet were sent over to be returned 
with news bulletins attached, and 
the population behind the German 
lines was even fitted out by the Al­
lies with,wireless telegraphic appara­
tus which had a transmitting radius 
of over thirty miles,

While admitting the Inferiority of 
hie country's Secret Service, the au­
thor, like a good German, U careful 
to say very little of its methods. But 
as an example of the accuracy with 
which the German I.S. could work, he 
instances the fact that when the Ger­
man long range gpn shelled Paris, the 
exact spot where each shot fell was 
known to the German staff twenty- 
four hours later.

Ex-service with personal experien­
ces of German prison camps will be 
interested to hear Colonel Nicolai's 
account of the treatment meted out to 
prisoners.

Ill-treating prisoners was not mer­
ely at variance with the spirit of 
German soldiers, he says, but the 
good treatment of prisoners, as prac­
tically the only source of information 
on the battlefield, was also in the Ger­
man interest

The prisoners were as quickly as 
possible taken well behind the lines 
so as to protect them from personal 
annoyance. They were allowed to 
keep their money, valuables, and 
papers, and each prisoner had to 
send a card to his relatives at once— 
at latest when he reached the prison 
camp.

Every prisoner was, of course, 
closely questioned by any information 
he might be able and willing to give. 
The English officer, says the author, 
was a model of silence, though some­
times English non-coms, and men of 
longservice excelled him.

After having withstood heavy ar­
tillery fire, the French and Belgian 
prisoners displayed a nervous talka­
tiveness and an excited imagination, 
but the same influences made the Eng­
lishman silent and often completely 
stubborn. \

Yesterday our news columns 
announced the result of the in­
vestigation which is being held 
into our Postal Service. To-day 
the revelations indicate to an 
even greater extent that there 
is something radically wrong 
with the entire system, and the 
whole tale has not yet been told.

A few days ago we published 
a glowing account of the im­
provements that were being 
made in the fittings and furnish­
ings of the Post Office. While 
undoubtedly it is necessary that

probed, and if the circumstances 
warrant it, as the disclosures 
would seem to indicate, that 
there should be a purge applied 
effectively and immediately.

The work has begun. Now let 
it continue regardless of whom 
it may concern, in order that 
-uspicion may be removed from 
those whose honesty and effi­
ciency are above reproach, and 
that any who may have failed in 
their public responsibilities may 
receive their just deserts.

Reported Short of Coal
S. S. Tasmanie bound from Gothen­

burg to Boston reported yesterday 
afternoon to the Furness Withy, Co. 
as being short of coal. The ship was 
275 miles off port and intended mak­
ing here to replenish her bunkers. 
This morning the Furness Withy Co. 
were advised that the weather had 
moderated somewhat and that the 
ship was proceeding to her destina­
tion. The Tasmanie is ft steel screw 
steamer of 4079 gross and 2530 net 
tons and was built in 1907 by Messrs. 
Hawthorn, Leslie & Company, New­
castle. The ship is S80.4 feet long, 
49.0 feet beam and 25.7 feet deep, and 
is registered in Gothenburg, Sweden.

Timber Conservation
In the monthly Commercial 

Letter issued by the Bank of^ 
Commerce a note of warning is 
mounded in connection with the 
conservation of timber. While 
he facts given refer to condi­

tions in Canada and the United 
States, they apply with equal, if 
lot with greater force to this 
country, where the timber sup­
ply is relatively less and the 
measures taken to conserve it 
ire likewise less. In fact it is not 
ay any means an exaggeration to 
»ay that we have never yet at­
tempted to construct a timber 
oolicy, unless the Crown Lands 
Act is supposed to define it, but 
rhat measure has already been 
shown to be practically useless 
:o protect our timber lands or to 
enable our mineral resources to 
ae developed to the best advan- 
:age.

In referring to the question of 
conservation of timber the Bank 
if Commerce Letter says:—

“The production of newsprint 
luring the first ten months of 
1924 aggregaed 1,122,080 tons, 
is compared with 732,653 tons 
Vi 1920. This constitutes a heavy 
drain on our pulpwood re­
sources, but it is not the only 
me. During September, for in­
stance, Canada exported to the 
United States, in addition to 
newsprint and* other paper, 96,- 
353 cords of pulpwood, valued at 
$1,057,410, and 1,114,433 cwt. of 
wood pulp, valued at $2,856,371. 
For the fiscal year ended March 
31st last, out of total exports of 
$1,045,351,056, wood products 
and paper accounted for $273,- 
354,778. To sustain, therefore, 
aur trade in forest products 
great care will have to be Ex­
ercised in preserving that source 
af wealth.

The reader has only to look at 
the history of lumber in Michi­
gan to realize the danger to 
which our forest industries are 
exposed. Between 1850 and 1910 
Michigan exported 1000,000,- 
jOOjOOCTboard feet of lumber; in

In these bays and at Bay of 
Islands the pack is nearly 50% less 
than last year due principally to low 
price and small demand. At Bay of 
Islands it is understood that only 4,000 
barrels have been put up although 
last year at this period the 
amounted to about 15,000 brli

JAMES F. PARKER.
(H. F. SHORTIR)

(By the death of James F. Parker, 
which occurred at an early hour this 
morning, fortified by all the rites of 
the Catholic Church he loved eo well, 
and 'of which he was such a practical 
and exemplary a member, one of ou( 
greatest and most successful cap­
tains of industry has passed from 
amongst us, deeply and sincerely re­
gretted. _

James F. Parker was born to at. 
John’s 76 years ago, and from his 
early years was Identified with the 
business of the country, being an 
employee to the old firm of Goodfellow 
A Co. On the 16th December, 1879, he 
entered into partnership with the late 
Daniel Monroe, brother of the well 
known philanthropist, Hon. Moses 
Monroe, and started the enterprising 
and prosperous firm of Parker & Mon­
roe, the manufacturers of hoots and 
shoes. By strict attention to his work 
and the keen business tact of the 
principals of the firm, it went ahead 
with rapid strides, until to-day the 
firm of Parker ft Monroe is not only 
one of the most successful firms in ths 
country, but is one that gives more 
work to the mechanics in their line 
than probably any other. The name of 
Parker ft Monroe is known over the 
whole country, and the deceased gen­
tleman. like his late partner, was 
highly respected by all classes of the 
community. His heart and purse were 
ever open to those less fortunate 
than he, and though calls on his gen­
erosity were many, yet he always re­
sponded with willingness and gener­
osity. No greater eulogy could be 
pronounced of his charity than the 
brief sentence, “His generous hand 
was closed but in death.” We have 
heard it said that it is easy for a 
Wealthy man to be generous, but 
comparatively very fqw wealthy men 
are of a generosity commensurate 
with their wealth. It Is not in the 
magnitude, but in the manner of his 
donations that James Parker may 
well be taken as an example to other 
men in what may be styled affluent 
circumstances. He gave freely to all 
charitable objects, but with a deep 
sense of discrimination, and with a 
public spirit that it would be difficult 
to extol too highly. He "was a Catho­
lic of deep and lively faith and noble 
ideals, of whom It may truly be said, 
“he went about doing good." His 
death was not unexpected, for the 
fact that his strength was gradually 
failing was obvious to all who knew 
him; but the end came with some 
suddenness, and the news carried 
with it a thrill of grief that extends 
beyond the borders of the city. May 
the fresh kind earth rest lightly on 
his breast, while the soft winds croon 
a sorrowing dirge, as the stars of 
night a vigil keep o’er the hallowed 
mound in Belvedere, wherein will rest 
all that is earthly of the dear de­
parted—within sound of the Angelas 
bells of the Convent, of which he was 
such a liberal ' benefactor. The de­
ceased has lçft to mourn a wife, one 
son, John, and Miss Margaret, also 
hosts of friends.—Reqnlescat In pace.

Pay Politicians

Fortune* Refneed by Peer Cabinet 
Ministers.

During the recent election cam­
paign the irrepressible "voice" was 
frequently raised about political pen­
sions. Many people are under the im­
pression that a Cabinet Minister, on 
relinquishing office, automatically be­
comes entitled to a pension for life,' 
Just as it he were an ex-Lord Chan- j 
cellor.

An ex-Cabinet Minister is not eligi- j 
ble for a pension unless he has given ' 
at least four years, service or its 
equivalent in an office of the first 
class, six years’ service in an office of ; 
the third class, and unless he declar­
es that his private income is insuffi­
cient to maintain his station in lit' 
There are, moreover, only twelve 
political pensions in all, divided int>- 
three classes, the maximum rates of 
which are £2.000, £1,200, and £ 500 ’ 
respectively.

Pitt’s Amazing Appetite.
Soon an ex-Minister may or may not, 

draw a pension. It was so in the old 
days. The Duke of Newcastle refus­
ed one, notwithstanding that he had 
reduced his estate from £25,000 to 
£6,000 in trying to induce people to 
support the Government while he held ; 
office.

On the other hand, the elder Pitt, 
his colleague, accepted a pension. He ' 
could hardly have done otherwise, be- j 
cause money melted in his hands. His 
appetite was so capricious that there 
were always three dinners in course 
of preparation for hinj, so that food ; 
should be in readiness whenever he 
felt inclined to eat. •

When travelling, too., he did things ! 
on the grand scale. During a journey i 
from Bath to London he shut himself 
up in an inn at Marlborough for some 
weeks, and very soon he seemed to 
have an army of attendants, his livery 
appearing everywhere. Curious 

avellers discovered that he had in­
sisted that during his stay in the inn l 
—one (ft the largest in England—his 
livery should be worn by all the 
waiters and stable boys.

Back to the Bar.

Disraeli, too, drew a pension (£2,- 
000) for years, though he was not a 
poor man. Like both the Pitts, he re­
ceived much financial assistance from 
friends. He bought Hughenden out 
of money given to him by Lord George 
Bentlnck and his brothers.

In recent times there has been simi­
lar lacl: of uniformity. Generally ex- 
Cabinet Ministers have not taken a 
pension, and., if not wealthy, have 
solved the problem of getting a liveli­
hood in their own way. This move- j 
ment was strengthened by Mr. As­
quith’s action after he had been Home 
Secretary in Mr. Gladsone’s last Ad­
ministration. He retùrned to his work 
at the Bar, thereby causing much 
comment. 1

But some ex-Ministers have drawn 1 
pensions for long periods. The most • 
tenacious was Mr. C. P. Villiers. who : 
died a few years ago at the age of 
ninety-three. He represented Wolver­
hampton for about forty years with­
out once, it is said, either setting foot 
in that town or speaking in the House 
of Commons. A statue of him was , 
electer in Wolverhampton during his j 
lifetime.

Poor Through Public Opinion.

As an ex-Cabinet Minister he drew : 
a political pension for some forty j 
years on the ground of his small 
means, and yet left £90.000.

Of late years, however, there has 
been a change of opinion on political ; 
pensions. Formerly it was consider­
ed quite right and proper that a poli- 
tican who had served a certain num­
ber of years should take one; but now 
the propriety of such a thing is ques­
tioned.

Public hostility to the system is so 
great, in fact, that not long ago an ex- 
Cabinet Minister gave up the pension 
of £2,000 that he had drawn for many 
years. It is known, too, that when 
another ex-Minister surrendered his 
pension he was really in need of 
money.

involved being four million pounds. 
The dam is being constructed for ir- 

1 rigation purposes, and it the com- 
1 pany’s engineers fail to have water 
i upon the land by July, 1925, they will 

have to pay a penalty of £100,000.
Cutting Up n Country.

Twenty thousand men are being em­
ployed in the construction of this, the 
Makwar Dam, but they can work re­
gularly for only eight, months in the 
year, the Nile being in flood during 
the other four months. Work during 
summer is also difficult owing to the 
extreme heat.

The top of the dam will act as a 
bridge for the Soudan Railway. The 
dam itself will be-two miles long and 

I will create a lake fifty miles long and 
two miles wide.. From this lake will 
run a canal seventy miles long, from 
which,'in turn, there will be 10,000 
miles of smaller waterways, all of 
which will combine, to distribute 
water and render fertile a vast tract 
of country. < . ,. >

At the present time there is a small 
army of British workpeople—mechan­
ics and so on—in the Soudan cutting 
up the desert to make it blossom. And 
even after the work is completed Bri­
tain will continue to benefit, for it is 
estimated that 300,000 acres of the 
desert will, as a result of the work, 
be "bearing a wonderful crop of cotton, 
much of which will, it is hoped, find 
its way to the mills of Lancashire.

Even more costly will be the irriga­
tion project which has been begun in 11 
India, also by British engineers.

After travelling seven miles in this 
manner they managed to work the 
brakes with their feet, and brought 
the engine to a standstill. " Fortunate­
ly, the line on which they were travel­
ling was clear of traffic at the time.

Wild rides like this usually fall to 
the lot of the public rather than to 
railway officials. A painter at work 
on a signal-box slung his staging 
without allowing enough clearance 
for trains to pass.

He lay there unnoticed, and after 
travelling some distance rolled off on 
to the line, whence he was rescued 
by a passing train.

Bisks Bun by Convicts.
Sailors often perform reckless deeds 

of daring on trains. Two recently got 
into trouble for travelling about 
thirty miles on the buffers of an ex­
press. The men had got into a first- 
class carriage and in order to avoid 
the inspector they got out on to the 
footboard and climbed along to the 
buffers. A signalman noticed them 
and had the train stepped, when the 
men were handed over to the police.

Another seaman was killed after 
performing an extraordinary acrobat­
ic feat. He climbed through a broken 
window, and on to the carriage roof, 
but while capering about there his 
head was struck by a bridge and he 
was killed.

Convicts, while travelling under, 
guard, sometimes take nightmare 
risks in attempts ' for freedom. A 
youth, while still handcuffed, recent­
ly broke the carriage window in an 
express which was travelling a mile 
a minute. He got through while his 
guard was in the corridor, and had 
disappeared from sight when the 
guard got to the door.

Instead of jumping off, however, the 
youth had got along the footboard to 
the buffers and clung there. A sig­
nalman saw him and the train was 
stopped. As it slowed up, the youth 
leaped off into a cornfield and got 
safely away.

Another convict made a clean es­
cape from his escort while the train 
was in a station. He managed .to 
slip the handcuffs, and dropped be­
tween the train and the platform.

Capo Town to Kimberley. There was 
no communication cord, and while the 
rest of the passengers tried to put 
out the fire, Voyce, the International, 
rushed up the corridor and tried to 
attract the driver’s attention by shout­
ing.

He climbed on to the tender and 
threw pieces of coal at the driver 
who pulled up the train, when the 
outbreak was subdued.

Luckily, on British systems danger 
from floods and cloud-bursts is small.

The train had 
to be stopped, and the wofiien were 
transferred to another carriage.

The wolves got into 
some of the coaches, but the passeng­
ers were able to barricade themselves 
and shoot down the attackers.

Parker & Monroe McMurdo’sA few months ago considerable in­
terest was aroused in the scientific 
world when engineers demonstrated a 
method of transmitting pictures by 
wirç. Now, by the same process, pic­
tures in eight colours are transmitted 
and reproduced within an hour.

The transmission of coloured pic­
tures is effected by a method re­
sembling that used in printing pic­
tures in colours. Three pictures are 
sent over the wire. From one all 
colours except red have been screened 
out; from the second, all colours ex­
cept blue; from the third, all colours 
except yellow. The pictures are trans­
mitted and received in black and 
white by the usual process. Then, 
when received, the original colours 
are restored, and the result is a pic­
ture that contains not only the throo 
primary colours transmitted, but five 
other intermediate tones, just as in 
colour printing one colour plate Is su­
perimposed on the printing of the 
other colour plate.

The transmission of coloured pic­
tures was undertaken merely as a 
laboratory experiment, but the engi­
neers who developed the process say 
that It Is fraught with practical pos­
sibilities such as the identification of 
criminals or stolen property.

Historic Stamps The First Tr
Battle, shipwreck, and a lonely 

death-bed are the subject# of designs 
in the new series of stamps just is­
sued by Portugal to commemorate the 
400th anniversary of the great poet- 
explorer, Luis de Camoens. On the 
new stamps Camoens is shown in 
battle againqt the Arabs; swimming 
for his life ^tter a shipwreck, holding 
the manuscript of his famous poem, 
"The Lu si ad,” above his head to pro­
tect It from khe waves ; as a warrior 
In full armour; and In his Ixst mo­
ments, attended by a negro slave. 
Other stamps show the title page of 
the first edition of “The Lusiad,” the 
grave of the -poet, and a monument to: 
his memory.

It ie recorded that the ninth Duke 
of Norfolk laid a tramway with wood­
en rails In 1774, with a view to as­
sisting and chiapeung the transport 
of coal. The local people did not ap­
preciate the innovation, and serious 
Mots ocoured, In the eourse of which 
the lines were damaged. They were 
afterwards replaced by iron raüs, and 
it Is contended that this wag the first 
tramway in the country to be so con­
structed.

James Ou tram’s cast-iron track 
plates laid on wooden cross sleepers, 
which were afterwards replaced by 
cast-iron boxes and then by atone 
Mock», Were "Outram’ ways," but it 
seems probable that the similarity be­
tween this term and “tramway*” is 
only a coincidence.

also habitual feê-snatchers. A man 
recently paid one of them 7s. 6d. for 
“booking." After waiting patiently 
for a month without hearing anything, 
he wrote to the agent tor an explana­
tion. His letter was ignored, and 
when he called on thç house-finder be 
was merely handed à list of vacant 
properties, and told that the agent’s 
name must not be used, as he had no 
authority from the landlords to deal 
with them.

Owing to the Musing shortage, 
there has been a good dead of this 
sort of thing recently. Some agents, 
though they require “deposits,” un­
dertake to return them “less postage 
and telegraphic expenses”; but peo­
ple who pay the "deposits” seldom see 
any of their money again.

Numerous fiat-traps, too, have fee- 
snatching as their alms. Not long 
ago one was baited with loans on 
mortgage at a specially low rate of 
interest, and the people who tell Into 
it were swindled out of fees for sur­
veys that were never made. Actually 
no money was advanced to would-be 
borrowers.

A similar fraud consisted In adver­
tising for the next-of-kln of a certain 
person—somebody, of course, with a 
common name—and then demanding 
7s. 6d. from each applicant for In­
quiries. Sometimes a single adver­
tisement drew hundreds of replies.

Still more heartless was an Im­
pudent scheme by which the film- 
struck were robbed. Large numbers 
of poor girls were cajoled into paying 
certain individuals 5s. for telling them 
whether they had a ‘‘film face.”

Recently there has been a revival of 
the old “ramp" of extracting fees 
from people on the pretext of finding 
their missing relatives. A sufficient | 
indication of the character of those , 
who work this fraud is that generally 
they write from accommodation ad­
dresses and are better-known In com­
mon lodging-houses than anywhere

! The first time Jim Jeffries visited 
New York to do his stuff the gang 

! voted him an awful bust. But the 
| next time the burly boilermaker made 
! the big town he left it the heavy- 
! weight champion of the world.

I remember very well when Jim 
1 blew in here with his manager and 
pal. Billy Delaney, to see what they 
could do in the way of getting some 

: sort of match. It was in June, 1898,
! that Jeff shuffled into Sam Austin’s 
.old office and it was my good fortune 
to be there., at the tinge. Billy De­
laney introduced me to the fighter 
and I’ll never forget the kick I got 
out of meeting that big fellow.

What a man! I stood there clasp­
ing his mighty hand, and I felt a

It wee e tough break tor Jim, but 
I was sure that he wae a great fight­
er and some day he would come 
through and lead the procession. The- 
agaln, the fans forgot that in Bob 
Armstrong, Jeff was meeting a man 
who had fought all the big heavies.

I’ll never forget that night at old 
Lenox. The crowd was a large one, 
all eager to get a slant at the guy who 
was being boosted as the next champ. 
Jeff’s seconds were Billy Delaney and 
little Georgie Monroe, now dead, but 
a great fighter in his day, while Sam 
Harris served as timekeeper. Arm­
strong was the first sent in to face 
Jeffries and you can imagine the 
crowd as they watched Bob step 
through round after round with the 
much heralded Jeffries until he com­
pleted the full distance of ten rounds.

Matched With Fits.
Jeff, of course, was entitled to the

| the announcement came that Jeff and 
Bob were matched there was very 
little interest at the start The fans 
thought old Robert wtis invincible 
and believed in . his axiom, that the 
bigger they came the harder they fell.

But during the training period in­
terest increased and nothing but the 

! fight was talked about all along the 
line. 1 remember one day Jeff lay 
off training and came into town to 
see some friends. What a time the 
big boy had shoving his big frame 
through the throngs that gathered 
about him and cheered him every 
step! *

Fitz Breaks Training.
There was a lot of excitement and 

shifting of odds when the rumour 
spread that Fitzsimmons had broken

down to ARoW half his normal 
height. His left arm was held stalght 
out in a threatening, attitude. How 
in thunder was old FUz to penetrate 
that barrier?

QUEER THINGS THAT GET IN OUR 
EYES.

Nearly everyone has suffered the 
pain due to getting foreign bodies in 
the eyes, but few realize the origin 
of some of these irritants. Recent re­
searches by an eminent occulist show 
that many of the things we collect in 
our eyes cover vast distances before 
finally obtaining the lodgement that 
gives us so much discomfort.

Earnings This Ye»r Should be 
About $8 n Share.

Boston—General Motors has to-day 
rising $90 000 000 cash or $20 000 000 
more than it had on September 20. 
This is exclusive of sight drafts and 
other ultra-liquid holdings. Although 
there is a tendency among major cor­
porations blessed with a wealth of 
cash to apply it toward retirement of 
senior obligations it can be stated that 
General Motors directors have no 
plans of this sort in mind.

As a general proposition the finance 
committee is of the opinion that the 
largest automobile manufacturing or-

To-^ard the end of the week Gener­
al Motors will issue its regular month­
ly statement of sales to dealers and 
consumers in conformance with a 
publicity policy designed to keep the 
country and investors fully cognisant 
of the trend of events in the motor in­
dustry. It is expected that the Novem­
ber figures will reflect an expansion 
of factory production above 60,000 
cars and a further excess of deliveries 
by dealers to the public above re­
ceipts. For the full year General Mo-, 
tors dealers, sales will probably ap­
proximate 660 000 units against some 
798,000 in 1923.

General Motors, efforts for some 
months have been exerted in the di­
rection of stabilising conditions. This 
is in accord with its notion that the 
sensational possibilities of expansion 
have perhaps been seen in the in­
dustry. For 1925 it looks for stabilized 
markets and a steady demand, rising 
with the tide of general prosperity. 
Farmer buying and foreign demand 
are counted upon to supply consider­
able sales impetus next year and a 
genuine revival of buying is expected 
to make its appearance with the New 
York Automobile Show in January.
