The London ‘correspondent of the To-
ronto Globe has the following descrip-
tion of H. M. S. Dominion, the magni-
ficent battleship now in: process of con-
struction and named in honor of Cau-

‘dl.n selecting the vessel which should
carry the name of  Canada in
Britain’s great ‘naval fleet as af
recognition of - the loyal and highly ap-
preciated help during the recent crisis
in the history of the empire. the Im-
perial government have greatly enhanced
the honor by choosing what will un-
doubtedly be the largest and most power-
ful fighting ship ever built. They have
-entrusted the work of construction to
‘Messrs.. Vickers, Sons & Maxim, L1}n~
ited, largely because of the originality
in design and efficiency of workmansh_lp
which have charact:ﬂzedhthe 39rcau;ge
val shi ilt by is com-

o M Indee _p%ne of the most import-
ant departurés in design made in H. M.
Dominion, as stated in the House of
Peers, by the First Lord of Admiralty,
‘was adopted from a battleship which the
Vickers company have recently built for

¥mperial navy of Japan, and as the buill- b

e an unequaled staff of naval ar-
gl?t:ca‘t: and marine engineers for design-
ing and constructive_work, there is every
prospect that the H. M. 8. Dominion
will excel in every detail, as well as size
and -fighting power. From all points of
view, the honor paid to Canada will thus
be worthy the great service Canada has
d?'il’;.e Dominion, the construction of
which has Tecently been commenced,
is 425 feet long between perpendicu-
lars; the maximum breadth will be 78 ft.,
and when fully.completed. her weight,
as represented by the amount of water
she will displace, will be 16,350 tons,
and under such conditions her draught
of water will be 26 feet, 9 inches. Hith-
erto the largest of our naval ships has
not exceeded 15,000 tons, and it may be
said that the increase in fighting power
is even proportionately greater than this
addition to tonnage.

As regards gun power, H. M. 8. Do-
minion will have four 12-inch breech-
loading guns, four of 9.2-inch cal}b.re.
and ten G-inch quick firers, in addition
to a large number of smaller guns in-
tended for warding off torpedo boat at-
tack. -~ The 12-inch guns, whth each
weigh 50 tons, will be mounted in pairs
at the forward and after end of the
ship. On each side of these pairs there
will be placed in separate armored bar-
bettes, one 9.2-inch gun, weighing about
22 tons. The 6-inch quick-firers will be
ranged along each side of the snip,
some of them to be utilized for firing
ahead after an enemy, and others for
‘broadside attack. -

On  previous ships there have been
similiarly placed four 12-ineh gums, but
there has been a great development
recenitly in the power of these wea-
pons since the admiralty adopted the
‘Vickers improvements. Thus ten years
ago our service 12-inch piece develop-
ed an energy of about 18.000 foot tons,
while today 36,220 foot tous can be gtot,
the. Vickers company even guarantee
40,000 foot toms. ‘‘The effect of this dif-
ference in a fight will be enormous.
The rapidity of~fire has also been
greatly improved, and these mew ships
will be fitted . with- the Vickers’ gun
mounting and mechanism, which con-
fers the advantage of enabling the gun
to be reloaded immediately after fire
and at any angle of training instead of
‘bringing it back to the fore and aft
‘position, pecesditating aiming anew
with all the delicate movements _ re-
guisite for this' purpose. From such
B0-ton guns three projectiles of = 850
pounds weight have been fired in a
‘minute. The same systém is to be: ap-
plied to the 9.2-inch weapons, which
‘have not before been fitted to our bat-
‘tleships in '‘combinuztion with 12-inc_h
“weapons. These 9.2-inch guns can éacit
fire five projectiles of 880 pounds weight
in a minute, and in this connection it
is worth recording that with Vickers’
guns " firing capped forged steel shot,
the armor plate of the most modern
type has been completely perforated.
The ten 6-inch guns weigh each seven
tons, and will fire eight projectiles of
100 pounds weight per minute. Perhaps
however, the most convincing indica-
tion of the gun power is conveyed in
the fact that in one minute she may
discharge from her broadside. against
the enemy of the empire: i

« or defence she embodies the prin-
ciples introduced for the first time by
the Vieckers company in a Japanese
battleship, By this system it has been
possible to increase the depth of the
armor on the broadside to about 22
feet. Thus it will extend from 5 feet
below the water-line to the upper .deck
level; and the 6-inch .guns mounted on
the main deck, instead of being with-
in casemates; leaving the broadside
between these deck structures unpro-
tected, will be piaced within the broad-
ide armor with armor traverses and
splinter, screens -to isolate each gun.
The thickness of the armor on the
water - line "%vill ‘be 9-inch: the next
strake, or row of plate, will be f-inch,
and above that T7-inch, while at the
forward end it will be reduced by easy
steps ‘b0 Zinch. This will be a great
improvement : on the existing * system,
as ‘the unarmored skin-plating between
the casements cannot resist the pene-
tration of high velocity shells,  which
could do considerable damage to the
inboard: plating of casements. The ar-
mor will thus be carried right forward
to the huge ram bow, and at the after
end, there will be across the ship a
great armor bulkhead, so that there
will formed a citadel completely
surrounded by armor within the area
«of which all the guns will be placed and
-effectually protected. There will' be
two protective decks, and at the after
end of the ship, where the side armor
is mot carried, the skin-plating will be
. ‘made much thicker than usual, as will
-also the- protective decks.

The "third . important quality of the
fighting *ship is that of speed, and the
"Dominién is to steam at the rate of 181%

‘knots, for which purpose she is being
fitted with ¢wo sets of engines to de-
velop 18,000 horse power, steam being
-sugplied to these from sixteen water-
tube boilers. The total weight of the
michinery is 1,735 tons. Experience of
‘“Vickers’ “ships, however, - snggest that
‘this speed may even be exceeded, for
the Vickers built H. M. 8. ‘Hogue, one
of gix armored cruisers, which proved
-the fastest of her class, attaining a speed
of 22.06 knots. and similarly the Ven-
geance, one of the Iater battleships,
also did “xceptional'y well. The three
latest ships «3ded to the fleet from the
works have esvablished records for low
“coal ‘consumption per unit of power
per_hour, o that in the fourth quality

The splendid shipbuilding and marine
engineering works at Barrow-in-Furness
have a total area of 8215 acres, and the
buildings alone cover 35 acres, while the
10,000 odd workers continuously em loy-
ed earn over £17,000 per week. There
are about fifteen berths for the build-
ing of ships, and the rapidity of coun-
struction attained is largely facilitated
by the immense electrically driven Gan-
try conveyor cranes, which traverse
along the berths, while the whole of the
immense machine tools within the works
are driven.by electricity, nearly 400 sep-
arate motors being utilized\ continuously
developing between four and five hun-
dred horsepower. The ‘engine works are
also thoroughly modern in their equip-
ment,- and very rapid work has been
done, alike for the merchant service and
the navy, but for Canada the most inter-
esting instance of the work of the estab-
lishment is the success and continuous
popularity of the three empresses of the
Pacific ocean. All' three vessels which
have carried the fame of the Canadian
Pacific railway and its management, had
their origin at the Barrow-in-Furness
works, owned by Messrs. Vickers, Sons
& Maxim, Limited.

At Sheffield the company not only
made their larger guns and armor-plate;
but also the great forgings and castings
which are required for the ships and
their maehinery, and here the
works, covering about 50 acres, having
many forging presses ranging up to
8,000 .tons, whilst many of the planing
machines and, lathes cost £8,000 each,
so that the 5,000 6dd workers have the
best of tools for the many operations
carried out. Forgings and castings of
60 .to 80 tons are almost every-day oc-
currences. The annual output of armor
is 10,000 tons, and of guns 370, ranging
from the 50-ton gun, which takes eleven
months to complete, down to the (-
inch weapon, whieh can be manufac-
tured :from..the  raw. material. within
four months.

The company “at. their Frith works
make  all the . smaller guns, including
the popularly-named pom-pom, which
did such splendid execution -during the
South African war, as well as the
Maxim, which as Kipling puts it, “has
talked to them heathen_ kings” to good
purpose on every occasion.

At all these works, as well as others
not specially named, the company de-
pend entirely upon electric power and
“utilize 5,000,000 kilowatts per apnum.
They have at work 1,200 motors, de-
veloping contiunously something like
11,000 brake horse-power, so that it
will be repognized that in all respects
the company can ensure not only work
of the highest efficiency, but can ac-
complish it in the minimum of time,
and for this reason the selection of
Messrs. Viekers, Sons & Maxim; Lim-
ited, for building the Dominion is one
that all in ‘Canada will highly appre-

ciate.

QUEBEC CLAIMS SURPLUS.

Provincial Treasury Figures on Balance
of $24,492,

The Quebec government claims that
the provincial finances will show a sur-
plus this year, according to the way
things are figured’ up by Provincial
Treasurer Duffy. For the twelve
.months ended on June 30 last, the
total ordinary receipts were $4,511,169.-
88, and the total ordinary and extragr-
dinary expenditure, $4,490,677.327 leav-
ing a ibalance or surplus of $24,492.56
on the year’s operations. ‘The ordinary
receipts for the year are given as
$4,515.169.88 and the ordinary expendi-
ture, $4,470,332.15, which would give a
surplus of $44,837.73 of ordinary re-
ceipts over ordinary expenses, but there
‘Was_ an extraordinary expenditure on
Dublic »works of $20.345.17 paid out of
revenue: which reduces the total sur-
plus to $24,492.56.

Hﬁw the Work of Laying the
Deep Sea Cables is Carried
Out.

The cable steamer Colonia—the largest
cable vessel in the world—reached Ksqui-
malt yesterday morning from Green-
wich with 3,540 yiles of eable on board,
Specially constructed at¢he works of the
Pacific Cable & Maintenance company
for the Pacific ' cable. The Colonia,
‘Capt. 'Woodcock, left the Thames - en
route here on July 10, and voyaged via
the Suez ‘canal, Port Said, Colombo,
Singapore and Yokohama to this port.
She experienced goofl weather through-
out with the exception of a southwest
gale encountered about a week after
leaying Yokohams; when ‘the steamer
‘was shiken up by a storm, but no dam-
age resulted. The Colonia is coaling

om ‘scows at Esquimalt, add on Mon-
day’ will steam = to liamﬁeld creek,
where the cable is to be landed on Van.
couver Island. The Colonia will be an-
chored in the West Coast inlet, about
a miile or thereabouts from shore, and
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of the 3,540 miles of cable, ashore and
secure it at the station, which is fast
approaching completion at that point,
The boat’s crews will, on leaving the
Colonia, take—each of them, in ¢he
neighborhood of five hundred fathoms of
strong Manila rope, and the first boat
will' have a monster lead block, which
will ‘be firmly secured to a large tree or
rock ashore, and by means of link 'swivels
the end of the long cable will be at-
tached to'thls rope and hauled ashore,
The swivels will keep the turns of the-
cable from kinking as the coils unwihd
from around the great drums in the
massive tank. The 'landing party will
heave the cable ashore by means of
the rope and specially built blocks, and
the shore end will be secured in place
at the cable building, 'The shore end,
which is about three inches in diameter
—nearly three times the thickness of the
deep sea cable—will be encased in shaft-
ing, which will be continually flooded to
brevent danger to the cable in the event
of a fite on shore. When the end is
secured and the section between shore
and ship buoyed up with a hundred or
more barrels—the common coal oil bar-
rel with' a’ specially constructed ring to
hold the cable afloat—the landing party
will then return to the ‘steamer, and re-
port. When examination by the engi-
neers shows that all is secure, the
landing = party will gradually knock

Victoria Sails.

(From Friday's Dau.g.) )

A fleet of ‘sealers reached’'port yes-
terday afternoon from the Japan seas.
The :Geneva, Capt. C. Burns, brought
in 871 pelts, the Director, Capt. J. An-
derson, brought 735, and the Florence
M. Smith, which arrived soon after-
wards, brought 761. The only schooner
of the Japan fleet now absent is the
Dora Siewerd, which is said to have
the lowest catch of the fleet. The Gen-
eva has—as-has. been reported—a boat’s
crew missing, but Capt. Burns stated
Yesterday that he is not anxious regard-
ing the safety of the missing men, who
are William and Clarence Baker of this
city, and a Jap boatpuller. . They were
lost from the vessel on the 8th of Au-
gust. The boat left the schooner at 7
& m., and although it was then hazy,
the day developed into a very bright
one, and it seemed that a boat could not
be lost on such a day. The boat was
last seen about 2 p. m. chasing a seal,
and at nightfall when it did mot return
search was made, and on the following
days the sealers searched without avail.
There was a Japanese sehooner in the
vicinity, and thé sealers feel certain that
the missing hunters are on board that
vessel in the Behring Sea. The Japanese
vessel signalled the Triumph off the
Copper islands soon after the hunters
were missed, bug the Triumph did not
heave to, her company being igr.lox:ant
then of the fact that a boat was missing.

Ten Thousand Per;;s Employed in the
hio Mipes. = .

Native Japanese engineers and mana-

rs have developed to a tremendous ex-
tent the copper mines of io, says
Japan and America. There are ten
thousand persons employed in the mines
and furnaces, who with their families
make up a city of seventeen thousand.
Japan is now the fourth in rank of the
copper producing countries, ‘and the
mines of Ashio, owned by Furukawa
Ichibei, of Yokio, produce one-third the
total of the empire.

‘The average- wage er day at the
mines for laborers is rteen cents, 'to-
gether with a stated quantity of rice
and fuel. The miners are paid accord-
ing to the guantity of ore-extracted. The
furnace and shaft men receive only
eleven to thirty cents a day, and the
women are paid seven cents.

The Magistrate's Manual—The fourth
edition of this very useful work has
been issued by Whe Carswell Com-
pany, Limited, of Torouto:

The title page describes its scope very
accurately, It is “founded on the €rimi-
nal Code, 1892, and the various acts re-
lating to the rights, powers, .and- duties
of. Justices of the Peace, with a sum-
mary  of the Criminal Law.” 8. R.
Clarke, barrister of Toronto, is the au-
thor; . Over two thousand cases are
cited, which gives some idea of the very
thorough character of the work." The in-
troductory chapter deals with the mag-
isterial office, and in addition to point-
ing out ,what such officers may or may
not.do, gives salutory advice, backed up
by decisions of the higher courts as
to'the general course to be taken by
justices of the peace, stipendiary and
other magijstrates,. when cases .are
bronght before them. Then the matter
of procedure is taken up, the several sec-
.tions . of . the code being quoted, with
vopies, explanations, and citations. All
the forms ' prescribed by the code are
given, as well a8 those used in prelimin-
ary proceedings, summary convictions,
speedy trials, and the trial‘of juvenile
offenders. This rtion of the work
fills 394 pages. hen follow 354 pages
in which the criminal law of CanadaNs
summarized, the sammary being alpha-
betieally ‘arvanged, which adds greatly
to the convenience of refgrence, The
index is copious and very well arranged.
Those who are famjliar with the work
of ‘magisterial courts will ‘be best able
to appreciate the excellence of this pub-
lication. Questions are constantly aris-
ing in such jurisdictions, which a lawyer
‘will §ind dificulty .in answering, and upon
which ~fthe lion-professional magistrate  is
necessarily hopelessly at sea, but to both
classes ‘Mr. Clarke’s. book: is. of great
value. ‘1t is; indeed, a publication which
might find a place with.advantage in any
library, for it deals with matters coming
near to the everyday life of ‘he -om-
munity.

SOLDIERS COMING

China Liner Bringing Detach-
ment of Royal Horse Artil-
lery From Singapore.

More military arrivals will reach this
port on Tuesday, for the R. M. 8. Em-
press of lndia, which is due from Yoko-
hama on Tuesday, has on board a con-
tingent of time-expired men®and reser-
vists of B battery of the Royal Horse
Artillery. The contingent which embark-
ed on the Kmpress of India at Hong-
kong, having come from Singapore, num-
bers 126 non-commissioned officers and
men. The contingent is uniformed in
khaki, as was the contingent of Royal
Horse Artillery brought by the Empress
of China from Heongkong some months
ago. ‘I'he troops, who will debark from
the white liner at the ‘Outer docks, in-
cludes a number 0f men who saw ser-
vice during the recent campaign with the
pom-pom section of the Royal Horse
Artillery. “The contingent will be quar-
tered at the Work Point barracks dur-
ing their stay here, and they will march
to the -barracks—as did the previous
contingent—on the arrival of the mail
steamer. Provision is now being made
at the barracks to quarter the force,
which will probably remain the__xrp for
at least two weeks. It was originally
intended to allow the travel-worn troops
to remain here three days to break
their journey, but as the steamer Aur-
ania, on which they are to sail from
Halifax is not to sail from Liverpool for
the Nova Scotian port until the 20th of
next month, their stay will be lengthen-
ed.  ‘Ihe Aurania, the troopship, which
will  carry the Singapore men home, is
biinging out the new garrison for Hali-
fax. "I'ms garrison, which is coming
from Aldershot, consists of the 5th Bat-
talion, Royal Garrison regiment, and is
composed of eight hundred men, under
Lt.-Col. 'H. M, Hatcljell. The new
garrison has seen 12 years service under
all ¢limes.

CRYING CHILD
ALARM NEIGHBORS

The Police Investigate and Irate
Mother Upbraids the Kind-
Hearted Officer.

On Thursday evening a gentleman
called at the police station, and on behalf
of himself and” neighbors drew the at-
tention of the police to the piteous ery-
ing of a baby in a house No. 113 Blan-
chard street. The gentleman called at
the station about 9:50 p. m. and Officer
Blackstock was immediately' despatched
to investigate. Omn reaching the prem-
ises he found the door unlocked and en-
tered. In a baby’s buggy was an in-
fant almost exhausted from constant
crying and asleep on a lounge_ was a lit-
tle girl aged '8, a third child a few
years younger was also in the room.
The kindhearted constable did what he
could to pacify the poor little baby, and
while thus engaged the mother of the
family returned and grew most indig-
nant when she found a ‘policeman in
her house. She had been to service she
said, being a member of the Christian
Scientists, and had left the little girl of
eight in charge of the house. The offi-
cer explained as best lre could that the
neighborhood had become alarmed at the
prolonged howling of the poor little
child, and had notified the police, and
that in answer to that Summons he had
visited the house, and finding things as
they were had done what he could to
quiet the infant. .

This explanation, a perfectly satisfac-
tory and humane one to the ordinary
mortal, only caused the lady of the honse
to wax wrathy and to insist on her de-
termination not to allow anybody to in-
terfere with her family arrangements,
and in no equivocal terms order’e‘dv the
policeman to get out.
