Winnipeg, June 6.—Preniier Roblin be-
lieves the Governor-Geéneral of Canada
should reside in Winnipeg for at least
six weeks of the year, and is prepared
to assist this movement by offering an
official residence here, if such a' move
can be carried out.

The tour of the Pifth Regiment band
through the United States this summer
and tall is now practically -arranged,
and the itinerary will include engage-
ments in trom 50 to 100 towns.

The body of Constantine was thrown
into the river at what is now known as
Murderer’s island, together with the
bodies of' Guy Beaudoin and Victor
Boutilette, The bodies of two were
found soon afterward. - Constantine’s
body doubtless was lodged somewhere
ia the river bottom, and was not loos-
ened until the overturning ice flows of
the Yukon wrested it from its secret
hiding place at the break-up of the
Yukon this spring. The body was: car-
ried on a sand bar near Ogilvie, where
;; was found and reported to the po-
ice. v

Labelle and Fournier confessed that
the three men were killed, but each sc-

belle accused Fournier of having killed
a fourth man on the American side,
below Hagle, a little later.- The body
of a murdered man _ was found there.
This leaves the body of Constantine
the fourth and last to be recovered.
Labelle’s father is re rted by tele-
graph to have died of insanity a few
days ago in his home in_Quebec.” In-
sanity was brought on by brooding over
the horror of his son’s misdeeds. The
acts of the son virtnally brought tke
aged father to his grave, thus adding
the blood of the murderer’s father to
the history of one of the most vicious
criminal cases in the far north.
Constantine, Boutilette and Beaudoin
were en route from Quebec tor Dawson,
and engaged passage at White Horse
early in the season for Dawson in a
small boat in charge of Fournfer and
Labelle.

Constable Burns,
who died last year, was one of the first
to get a clue to the murderers.
Sergt. Smith was largely instrumental
| today in identifyiug the body. The cor-
oner’s inquest was conducted by Capt.
Wroughton. The Northwest Mounted
Police deserve great credit for the thor-
oughness they -exercised in sifting this
case. They spent money freely in fer-
reting out the guilty ones, and maintain-
ed  their record of letting no criminal
case go unearthed. No murderer in the
British Yukon ever has escaped the gal-
lows when the crime was committed in
cold blood, and none in any case has
escaped apprehension. ;

SUBMARINE BELLS."

New Navigation Aids Endorsed by Mon-
treal Board of Trade,

At a meeting of the Montreal Board
of Trade on May 30th the question of

‘When camped .one night on ! the use of submarine bells was discuss-

ed. It has been suggested to the Colon-
ist that such,K apparstus might be used
with advantage in RBritish Columbia
waters, particularly around Victoria
harbor.. Says the Montreal Star in its
report of the meeting : #
{ "Commander Spain explained the
| workings of submarine bells, the
tails of which have already been pub-
lished. He mentioned incidentally that
with a signal of this sort at tormy
Point the Hibernian, .in all probability,
would not have been wrecked, nor
would the Vancouver have gone ashore
at Matane. It was proposed to place
these signals at' thirty points in the
gulf and river as a starter. All of the
points have not yet been decided upon.
The Lurcher lightship “in the Bay of
Fundy will be equipped almost immedi-
ately, as will also Heath Point. ' The
strength and volume of the different
bells would be in accordance with the
district, as, for instance, there would
be a stronger bell at éape Race or
Cape Ray than at Bic. A great ad-
vantage  of these bells was that they
were not affected by fogs, gales- of

Kamloops Standard, !
The result of the nomination here on
Monday. whereby Hon. F. J. Fulton, pro-
vincial - secretary, ‘was re-elected without
opposition, is a matter of congratulation
generally, It was, moreover, I accord
with the feeling of many leading Liberals.
What may have been the motives of
those of the opposition who decided upon
the policy of ‘‘non-resmtance” we know
not, ‘and we do not think it would serve
any good purpose to impute motives of
any nature. The opposition in not putting
up a candidate, acted wisely, both in their
own interest and those of the country; so
much we can give them ecredit for. In
this particular ' instance it would, of
course, have been inviting defeat, and it
would have put the country to an entirely
Unneccessary expense,
The result shows that the clamor of
the opposition press about the unpopu-
larity of the present government in the
country, which only required the first
possible opportunity to overwhelmingly
express its dissent, was wholly without
foundation and simply echoed a desire on
their part to foment dissatisfaction over
an unavoidable increase in taxation.
The electors of this country, as a whole,
are very seosible and quite practical in
their ideas. In the first place, they were
heartily tired of the political turmoil and
change of the past few years, which was
80 prejudicial to their business interests.
They have no desire to see a reversion to
a similar state of affairs again. In the sec-
ond place, they recognize that when it is
@absolutely ' necessary to largely - increase
the revenue it becomes necessary to in-
crease the taxes also. There are no magi-
cal methods of getting money for govern-
mental purposes any more than for pri-
vate purposes.
When the present government came into
power, at the beginning of the present fis-
cal year, they had to face an empty treas-
ury. There were $650,000 of liabilities un-
provided for to meet. In addition to that
the estimates of 19034, as adopted by the
House, showed a deficlency of about $425,-
000.

In all, the government had, outside of
its ordinary supply, over $1,000,000 to pro-
vide for. To use a vulgar, but expressive,
pbrase, the government was up against a
serions proposition. A very large over-
draft had to be met without available
funds, and owing to the condition of the
money market, it was impossible, even
were it desirable, to raise another loan in
London. y

There were only two things to do under
the circumstances. One was to cut down
expenditure to its lowest possible limit,
and the other to raise more money by
taxes. To do both these things was to
court unpopnlarity and required the exer-
cise of ‘moral courage The government
has shirked no responsibility, however dis-
agreeable. :
