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CHINA DECLARES WAR AGAINST
FRANCE.

The Report Demied—Preparations for an
Encounter—No Offer for Mediation—
The Chinese Will Not Go.

Loxpox, Aug. 16.—The late edition of
this-morning’s Times contains cablegrams
purporting to be direct from Hong Kong
and to convey information up to date.
This information was of the most startling
nature, and contained the deliberate state-
ment that China has formally declared
war against JFrance. They asserted that
France had rejécted the mediation of any

power; that China flatly refused to pay the {

demanded indemnity and declared war;
that Admiral Courbet was hurriedly as-
sembling troops at Foo Chow; that the
{Chinese had just landed 6000 soldiers at
Hoihow, and that the war ships of both
nations had steam up and the decks cleared
fﬁ‘a’bﬁ. In the above despatches the
Times-had & clear ‘‘beat” on all of its
morning rivals, and it cannot be denied

hat the news produced a profound sensa-
on in'all the newspaper offices in London.

‘All the “afternoon rs issued early
:gqx.l,odlﬁons with reprints of the Times

patches under startling headlines. The
p.ubﬁsheu of these afternoon special edi-
tions arranged for enormous sales. But
the Times story fell flat. Few people be-
lieved it and the public left the enormous
special afternoon edition on the hands of
the publishers.

. The first evidence that the news lacked
““foundation was shown in the stack mor-
kets, These remained virtually unaffected,
the merchants and financiers having had
possession of reliable information from pri-
vate sources of their own which led them
t) utterly discredit the statements by the
Times. The Paris bourse placed as little
faith in the news as did the London ex-
change. A corresp ondent in Paris tc-
Jnighs visited all the diplomatic head-
¥ quarters and ascertained that at each of
them the story that China had declared
war against F.aice was regarded as ab-
surd.

At the Chinese embassy the story was
treated with supreme indifference, as an
invention which did not concern the em-
ta sy at all.

The Anglo-German Coolness,
LoxpoN, Aug. 16.—The growing cool-
ness between Germany and England is at-
tracting much attention, and is beginning
# to be looked upon as serious. The general
opinion is that Bismarck is sorely irritated
at Gladstone’s contemptuous and semi-hos-
tile attitude toward the schemes of German
colonization in western Africa, in which it
is notorious that Bismarck is greatly inter-
ested. Much, however, depends upon the
coming parliamentary election. It is cer-
tain that if the tories come into posses ion
of the government, England will speedily
become a member of the Austro-German
alliance. In the meantime, there is great
_curiosity as to the import to Eogiand of the
conference at Varzen between Prince Bis-
marck and Count Kalnoky, the Austro-
Hungarian premier. It is freely asserted
that the German chancellor is so disgusted
with the failure of the Egyptian conference,
and with the Gladstone policy generally,
that he is planning a joint note from Aus-
tria and Germany to England demanding
the prompt settlement of the Alexandria
indemnity claims and the enforcement of
proper sanitary regulations in Egyptian
cities.

Reports from other points in Italy
give eight fresh cases and eight deaths.

Foreshadowing Ireland’s Power in Eng-
land.

Loxpown, Aug. 16.—The Standard ex-
presses surprise that Cleyeland should have
sent a letter to the Irish' meeting av Bos-
ton Wednesday night, and says: *‘Even
if the letter contained no offense in sub-
stance, it is to be presumed that it did not
meet the approval of Englishmen.” The
Standard adds: “‘The power of the Irish
voter in America shows what that power
is likely to attain here.”

Settlement of the France-Annam Difficulty

Hvue, Aug. 16.—The difficulty with
France in regard to the regency is settled,
owing to the firmness of the French resi-
dent. France has recognized the regent’s
choice and the coronation of the new king
has been fixed for the 17th inst. The
French have obtained a cession of a por-
tion of the land within the precincts of
the citadel and took possession of it to-
day. .

Sale of the Propaganda Property.

Rome, Aug. 16.—Popolo Romano, organ
of Prime Minister De Pretis, announces
that the first sale at public auction of the
landed property of the Propaganda fide,
undet decree of the court of cessation, will
‘take place Monday next. Theagentof the
Propaganda will attend the sale and enter
a protest. The properties to be sold in-
chide lands at Imola, Ravenna and Cor-
regio. Further sales will take place at
Frosinone.

Retorm Demonstration at Aberdeen.

ABERDEEN, Aug, 16.—There was a great
reform demonstration here to-day. Reso-
lutions in favor of the franchise bill and
condemnation of the action of the lords in
rejecting it wereadopted. The shops were
generally closed, and the whole city made
a holiday. Highty aged men, who took
part in the reform demonstration in 1832,
marched at the head of the monster pro-
cession.

The Mexican Treaty.

LoxpeN, Aug. 16.— According to the
provisions of the treaty between Mexico
and England,Mexico concedes England the
“‘most favored nation” treatment for five
years beginning Jan. 1, 1885. No provi-
sion is made for the settlement of the
claims of the English bondholders nor for
the payment of the convention debt.

Egypts Sanitary Condition,

BerLIN, Aug. 16.—The Berliner Post
asserts that Prince Bismarck and Count
Kalmoky, Austrian minister ot foreign
affairs, who are in consultation at Varzin,
are endeavoring to bring the powers to
take joint action for the purpose of induc-
ing England to improve the sanitary con-
dition of Egypt.

Pemonstration by Indemnity Claimants.
ALEXANDRIA, Aug. 16.—A demonstra-
tion was held here to-day by 8000 indemn-
ity claimants, principally Arabs and the
lower class of Europeans. The govern-
ment in behalf of the khedive promised a
speedy - adjustment of the matter. The
proceedings throughout were orderly.

Russian Wants all of the Indemnity.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Aug. 16.sNelidoff,
Russian minister, informed the porte that
Russia insists upon the payment of the
whole of the indemnity of £250,000 to
Russian sufferers by the Turkish war. He
states that the porte’s offer of £50,000 is
inadequate.

Will Demand a Public Inquiry.

LoxpoN, Aug. 16.—In case the Irish ex-
ecutive fails to publish the proceedings of
its examinatien into the confession of In-
former Casey regardivg the Maamtrasna
murder case, the Irish party will make a
demand for a public inquiry into the mat
ter.

The Swedenborgian Conference.
LoxpoN, ‘Aug. 16 —At the Sweden-
borgian conference at Birmingham last
night Rev. James Reed, one of the Ameri-
can delegates, read an address of the
American Swedenborgian convention to the

conference. It was cordially received.

Nationalist Demonstration in Ireland.

DusLix, Aug. 16.—At least 20,000 per-
gons took part in the nationalist proces-
sion at Monaghan yesterday. In the
evening a banquet was given at which the
notables were entertained. Orangemen
abstained from any counter demonstration.

Versailles Congress’ Work Approved.

Paris, Aug. 16.—In the senate to-day
Feuillee introduced the revision of the
constitution bill adopted by the Versailles
congress, 1t wae passed and the session
closed.

LIEUT, GREELY EXPLAINS

STORY OF THE SUFFERING IN THE
" AROTIOC.

PR,

He Knows Nothimg About Cannibalism
and Demands an Investigation—The
Shooting of Henry.

BostoN, Aug. 16.—In an interview at
Portsmouth to-day Lieut. Greely said
as to the reports of divisions in the expedi-
tion :

“In regard to the story of two factions
with Lieut. Kislingbury in charge of the
opposition I will say that it is totally false,
having no foundation whatevre. The
trouble between Kislingbury and myself
occurred in 1881, the first year of the ex-
pedition. He desired to be relieved from
duty, and I, not wishing to retain the man
against his will, although I had the power
80 to do, gave him his liberty, It is my
impression that he desired to return to the
United States. He.went southward, but
the Proteus was sunk and he returned to
duty. I treated him as though nothing

had happened, and recently when Lock-
wood died T gave Kialingbnry the second
place in the expedition.”
“What do you say about the condition
of Kislingbury’s body?” asked the reporter.
‘I say that it is news,and horrible news
to me. All these later disclosures and

} terrible charges came upon me with awful

suddenness. I can truthfully say I have
suffered more mental anguish these last few
days than I did in all my sojourn at the
north, when the chances were a hundred to
one against me. I can but repeat that if
there was any cannibalism—and there now
seems to be no doubt about it—the mar-
eating was done in secrecy, and entirely
without my knowledge and contrary to m
discipline, ‘I can give no stronger deni
I have demanded an investigation and it
will come in time.  But I can say nothing
more than I have already stated. All my
pers and Kislingbury’s diary, Lockwood’s
iary, and in fact every scrap of paper re-
lating to the expedition are in charge of
the war department at Washington.
The crew of the Thetis can
testify that the body of the
last man dead (Schneider) was not
mutilated in any way, and the fact that
we kept Ellison alive in the hopeless state
we were in ought to convince anybody
that we are not cannibals. Since my
return from Newburyport every one of
my men has called upon me, They came
inabody and: assured me emphatically
that they knew nothing about the condi-
tion of the bodies of their fallen comrades,
and each solemnly swore he was innocent.
Perhape those who died last fed upon the
bodies of those who died before; but all
this is supposition. I can but, answer for
myself and for my orders to the party.

“For days and weeks I lay on my back
unable to move, If, in my enfeebled con-
dition, one or moré of my men fed upon
human flesh, it was beyond my control,
and certainly beyond my kunowledge.

I know I have been criticised for not
telegraphing the fact of the shooting of
Henry as soon as I arrived at St. Johns,
but you must remembér I wis in a
wretched condition of body and mind. I
was in a quandry- whether -I should be
tried for muider, as Henry wasshot on my
own responsibility, and not by the order
of a regular court-martial.”

Dynamite Demons.

BURLIN@TON, Ia., Aug. 16.—Early yes-
terday morning W, G. Blake, who has
been active as an attorney in the prosecu-
tion of saloon-keepers since the prohibitory
law went into effect, was statledfrom his
bed by a bright flash of light and a sharp ex-
plosion.

! SHOT HIMSELF THRO THE HEART.

Richard Newman Dreads Typhold Fever

- and Commits Suicide,

Richard Newman, a carpenter, aged
about 35, shot himself dead through the
heart at his boarding house, 66 Princess
street, at 1.45 o’clock yesterday morning.
On Thursday last Newman had to quit
work owing to illness. He had been em-
ployed by J. P. Wagner, builder. He was
suffering from dumb ague, and Saturday
night Dr. Ross told him he was approach-
ing typhoid fever. He retired to his room
at 8 o’clock Saturday evening. At 12.45
Mrs. Dillworth, wife of Policeman Dill-
worth, with whom Newman boarded,
heard a shot in the latter’s room. A
neighbor was summoned. Newman was
lying on the bed gasping. In his hand he
held a eight-inch barrelled Smith & Wes-
son revolver of 32 calibre. Two of the six
chambers were empty. His shirt in the
region of the heart was on fire. The ball
which he fired penetrated the lower part of

‘the vital organ, and he expired in five

minutes. Yesterday morning the remains
were removed to the residence of his
uncle, Johr Kingston, of Queen street
West. Latterly deceased has shown sym-
ptoms of insanity and performed many
strange acts. He was a single man, and
v::{ steady in his habits. Brooding over
real and imaginary illness probably led to
the act.

Coroner Duncan did not consider an in-
quest necessary.

A PARKDALE DEFAULTER.

ARREST OF J. F. THOMPSON SATUR-
DAY NIGHT.

—_——

Irregularities in the Village School Fund
Account—Board Money Used by the
Secretary For His Own Benefit— A
Stormy Meeting Orders an Arrest.

J. F. Thompson, better known as ‘‘Cap-

tain” Thompson, secretary-treasurer of the
public school board of Parkdale, was ar-
rested on Saturday night. Holding the
position that he does, he has eharge of the
school funds of the village. About a
month ago he was handed a check for
$2000 with instructions to deposit it to the
credit of the board in the Bank of Com-
merce, but instead of doing this, as was
afterwards ascertained, he plazed it to the
credit of his private account in
the Domi{,ion bank, On Saturday a
check issted :by the board was
presented at the bank of Commerce, but
there were no funds to meet it. The hol-
der immediately notified the chairman of
the faet and the reeve immediately called
an emergency meeting of the board. The
meeting was a very stormy one ard lasted
from 4 }) m. till midnight of Saturday
night. It was finally decided that two
officers  should be  detailed to
watch Thompson  until  Monday
when an investigation of his accounts could
be made, and Thompson was accordingly
notified of the decision that had been ar-
rived at. He strenuously objected and said
that he would not allow any policeman
to stay in his house. He was then ar-
rested and brough beforet Reeve McMath
and Mr. Wingfield, J.P., when he wais re-
manded until to-morrow, bail being re-
fused.
Thompson is well-known as a politician
and holds the offices of truant officer of
the Toronto public schools and collector of
taxes of Parkdale. Two weeks ago it was
discovered that he was short in his ac-
counts as collector of the village, but as
this deficit was made good the matter was
allowed to drop.

This matter, however, cannot be settled
as easily as the other.” The bylaw under
which the officers of the board are sup-
posed to act states distinctly that money
handed to any officer for deposit must be
deposited in the bank authorized by the
board, and that it must be placed to the
credit of the public schools, not to the
credit of any particular individual, so that
it is probable no matter how willing the
villagers may be to let the matter drop,
Mr. Fenton will have to take it mp and
prosecute him,

_/The Farmers’ Interest.

The Winnipeg Times argues that the
Northwest is deeply interested in the reten-
tion of the duty on American wheat, We
should think so, indeed. The tariff, says
our contemporary, has been denounced in
the Northwest without stint; it was abso-
lutely destitute of a single redeeming fea-
ture. The wunreasonableness of this un-
qualified condemnation was demonstrated
last season, when Northwest wheat was
purchased in large quantities for the On-
tario market., Indeed, what is it that
sends the Messrs. Ogilvie into the country
all the way from Montreal but the duty of
20 cents a bushel on wheat * It is a ques-
tion whether, but for *that feature of the
tariff, they would have erected their
splendid mill in  Winnipeg ; but
it is very certain that the mate-
terial for their operations in the
east would be drawn from the western and

. northwestern states if there had been no
duty on wheat, The farmers of the North-
west have already realized substantial ad-
vantage from the tariff, notwithstanding
the demoralized condition of the market
last season on account of the frost. Sup-
plies for eastern mills, which would other-
wise have been obtained in Chicago and
Minneapolis, were purchased in Winnipeg,
thus giving a tone and value to the local
market it could not have had without.

Let the farmers of Manitobs consider for
a moment what would be the consequence
if the duty were abolished. Ontario is a
large manufacturer of flour, The local
wheat does not produce a grade high
enough to compete in foreign markets,
and a proportion of No. 1 hard has
to be mixed with it. This has hereto-
fore been/ obtained from the United
States, notwithstanding the duty, for it
was & necessity to the business. Manitoba
can beat the world in that grade of wheat,
but without a duty eastern buyers could
not coms so far west for their supplies on
account of the extra freight., With the
duty, however, the manufacturers are
forced to buy in the Northwest, so that
the farmers there reap the advantage of the
national policy. The extra price on one
season’s crop wlll more than pay the duty
on all their agricultnral implements.

To which we will add just this—that the
farmers out there really pay no duties on
their agrieulbural implements at all. The
duties are paid by the American dealers,
who are obliged to do this in order to get
into the Canadian market. - They would
quickly add the duty to the priee, if they
dared, but the large supply of Canadian-
made implements offered on the spot, at
low prices, renders this impossible,

Cheap Wheat and Dear Bread.

Every week the harvest reports are
better than for the week before. In
Dakota and all through the Red River
valley the wheat crop is reported ‘‘im-
menge,” In Kansas the wheat crop of
this season is the largest and finest ever
known. The Minneapolis millers’ associa-
tion has again lowered its standard of
prices, and the figures to be paid are now
77, 74,72 and 69 cents respectively for
four different qualities named. That is
for wheat delivered at Minneapolis, and
on these figures the rates paid at other
points are based.

This year wheat is not only abundant in
quantity, but it is also very superior in
guality. The ripening season has been one
of remarkably favorable weather for filling
out and hardening the berry, and this
year’s flour will be exceptionally good.

But where does the benefit come in to
people who have to buy bread? So far they
c¢aunot see it.  No matter how abundant
wheat may be and how cheap, bread keeps
The co-operative bakery
does not appear to have lowered the price
of bread one cent in Toronto. The bakers
appear to be masters of the situation,

up all the same.

They would seem,
urges our Chicago contemporary, to go to
church to have their ears tickled by the
oratory of the preacher, not to worship
God, The manner in which popularity
is treated as the chief meritin a pastor
lends color to this contention. It is
just as necessary in the United States for a
preacher to ‘“‘draw” as it is for an actor,

Yand in Canada we are drifting toward

the same condition of things rapidly.
Whenever and wherever this becomes the
case we need not look for that pure,
rugged, old-fashioned christianity which
was not squeamish about ornamental trifles,
and which could cling to an old pastor to

 the last, despite mental or physical infirm-

ities, which are the common lot of aged
humanity.

The Chicago uxorcide and suicide was
not cast off because of any stain upon his
moral character., That would have been a
different matter. It was alleged against
him that he was old-fashioned and unat-
tractive. For these, his infirmities, he
was turned adrift to starve by people who
call themselves christians, The priests of
Mumbo Jumbo, among the heathens of the
lands to whom we send missionaries,are
never treated so cavalierly as this. Verily,
it must be that in church affairs the vox
populi is not always the vox Dei.

The U. E, Immigration.

Now that the U. E. loyalist myth is
again being forced on public attention by
some of its more injudicious supporters it
may bedn order to mention a tew facts left
out of sight by such orators as (i, T. Deni-
gon, One is that the U. E. loyalists, or
rather tories, consisted of the very classes
who had money interests in maintaining
British connection, ag opposed to the strug-
gling cause of the independence of the
thirteen colonies.

The Jamaica Movement.

The Mail’s Ottawa correspondent gives
a history of the Jamaica ‘‘boom,” and
says that the project was not started either
in England or Canada, but in the island
itself. Jamaica has been for some time
past in a very bad way, and we need not
wonder that her public men are seeking
for some change or other in the situation.
He would be a bold man who would un-
dertake to say, off hand, whether a politi-
cal union with Canada would be desirable
for both or for either. But it is certain
that commercial union would be beneficial
all round. In a commercial sense Canada
and Jamaica are the complements of each
other : each one has what the other lacks,
Our products are those of middle and
northern latitudes, Jamaica’s are those of
the tropics. Relatively to Jamaica, too,
Newfoundland stands in the same position
as our own provinces, The tropical island
would be a good customer for just those
commodities that we of the north have to
sell ; while we would bc good customers
for the products of Jamaica. What-
ever may be said of the proposal
for political union the benefit to accrue
from commercial union is clear and un-
mistakable. We might even go farther,
and say that in all probability the im-
provement in the economic condition of
Jamaica, resulting from commercial union
with Canada, would soon do away with
most of those unfavourable conditions
which make the political situation a
difficult one,

The Mistral,

From Marseilles we héar that the ‘“‘mis-
tral” is again blowing, and that the health
of the inhabitants is improving. When
the cool breezes blow, the cholera departs.
The mistral is described as a steady north-
west wind which blows from France dowh
on the gulf of Lyons. Strange as it may
appear, this cool wind is caused by heat.
In summer the great desert of Sahara, in.
northern Africa, becomes a 'furnace of
heated sand. The vast expanse of burning
sand radiates heat upwards rarify-
ing the air and causing an as-
cending current. This, again, creates an
indraught of colder air from the north to
supply the place of the heated air which
has been drawn off; and this is the origin
of the mistral now so welcome to the
cholera-stricken people of Southern France.
We doubt whether the doctors have yet
made as much they might do out of the
important and apparently suggestive fact
that cholera and yellow fever take their
flight when frost comes or cool breezes be-
gin to blow. The plan of putting yellow
fever patients in refrigerated apartments
has been propesed; whether it has ever
been fairly tried we are unable to say.

In these competitive
days manufacturers must push their wares
right and left or failure is inevitable.
The war of tariffs is unceasing and cruel

here, trampling down a nation, there,
building one up ; now it starves a com-
munity, there it feeds it to repletion—it
underlies treaties; defeats ministries, and
ranges the nations of the world in hostile
camps, each seeking to gain an advantage
over the other. It has set the children
against the parent, resultipg in long and
bloody wars, a disgrace to humanity,
and bequeathing to posterity a bitter
crop of envy, hatred, malice and
all uncharitableness. Now then let us
