One
incident of the American war showed that
“‘monitors” of the Ericseon type would be
dangecous customers to meet; but, as the
confederates were never able to keep their
ports open; there was really no naval war-
fare to speak of. The wears in which
France, Italy, Austria and Germany have
figured in our time were fought out on
land, and not on ‘the sea. During the
Franco-German war France’s large navy
remained almost entirely useless to her,
just because there was no way of attacking
Germany by sea. But the war we are
thinking of will be fought out under quite
other conditions, if it comes, Then, ag
we have said, unless Turkey takes a hangd
in, the redcoats and Cossacks are not likely
to meet any nearer home than some-
where in Central Asia.

An Anglo-Russian war must be first and
foremost & war against commeroce ; this
must be its most natural and distinguish-
ing characteristic. Every day’s budget of
cable news showe that both the govern-
ments understood this, and are preparing |
accordingly.
